Also, said-'others. the state 
should help pay for schotri sites, 
pay for renovation or demoli-
tion of existing buildings, and 
help replace antiquated Schools.

Speaking for the State Board 
of Education, Richard H. How-
land said Connecticut has X17 
schools built before 1920 and 
9,801 pupils. Local adminiktra- 
tors say all of the buildings 
should be modernized or aban-
doned.

In all, he said, Connecticut 
has 324 schools built before 1929. 
according to U.S. Office of 
Education figures.

Many of these antiquated 
schools are in poverty-striken 
areas, Howland added.

He supported a bill introduced 
by Reps. WiUiam T. Blake, D- 
West Haven, and Henry   R- 
Swift, D-Oheshlre, that would 
provide half the cost of site ac-
quisition and a 50 per cent in-
crease in state aid if a new 
school reirfaces one over 50 
years old.

The state currently makes no 
funds available for purchasing 
land for schools. But Gov. John 
Dempsey’s budget earmarks 32 
million in matching grants for 
school site purchases if financed 
by bonds.

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-

ticut' may lose its status as 
being apiong Gie first states in 
the nation to report its com-
plete returns in national elec-
tions.

The legislature’s Elections 
Committee voted a favorable 
report Thursday on a bill that 
would make it mandatory that 
all elections in Connecticut- 
national, state and municipal- 
lie held for c.' 14-bour period  ̂
from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Currently, polls close at 
7 p.m. in state and national 
elections, giving Connecticut the 
opportunity to b  ̂ among the 
earliest to compile complete 
returns.

Chances for the bill’s pas-
sage appeared strong, since it 
is supported by the Democrats, 
who control both houses of the 
Connecticut General Assembly.

Secretary of State Ella T. 
Grasso Is in favor of the bill, 
and at a recent hearing the 
Connecticut League for Women 
Voters gave its support to the 
proposed measure.

We Pay To Be Annoyed
We pay 40 per cent of the cost of 

mailing to ourselves all that junk mail 
that, for most of us, goes straight from 
the .delivery at our doors to the waste-
basket,

That Is the figure estimated by Con-
gressman Thomas J. Mesklll, of the 
Connecticut Sixth District, who has just 
introduced a bill to IncreAe the rates 
for third class mall to a point vhlch 
would make it possible for the Post 
Office Department at. least to break 
even In Its handling of such mail.

“Rates for this class of mall are so 
low,” says the Connecticut Congress-
man “that the taxpayer, who has to 
pay 5 cents to mail his own letters, sub-
sidizes about 40 per cent of the mailing, 
costs on third-class mall. The rate-in-
crease proposed In my bill would bring 
in millions of dollars In added revenue 
for our Post 'Office Department. It 
would remove an unjust subsidy. Peo* 
pie who wish to advertise in newspa-
pers, .or on radio and television, sue 
charged the full cost of the ad. There Is 
no' reason why the taxpayer should pick 
up a substantial part of the tab for 
someone who uses the mall to advertise 
his products or services.’*

Householders who have to put up 
with the almost dally imposition and 
chqre of emptying their mailboxes of 
the flood of unsolicited junk mail have 
a right to feel some Indignation over 
the fact that they themselves are also 
paying, all along, to have this mall de-
livered to, themselves.

Four Weeks W ith Pay '
For years Congressmen have been 

taking official tours to various parts of 
the world, sometimes for better reasons 
than others. In the latest year for 
which figures qxe available, for exam-
ple, House members spent $472,800 df 
Government -money on global travel.

If he doq.s, chances 
are he will be renominated In 
1968 wit* only token opposi-
tion aind then go on bo easy re- 
election against a hopriessly di-
vided California Democratic 
Party.

Such a cheerful succession of 
events for Tommy Kuchel would 
have been an hallucination only 
weeks ago. Kuchel then seemed 
a lonely liberal about to be 
smothered by a Reagan-dom-
inated conservative Republican 
Party. He was considerably less 
than an even shot to be re-
nominated by his own party.

Kuchel, the last political pro-
tege of Earl Warren, simply had 
failed to realize the end of 
the Warren Era, when every 
Republican politician was a sep-
arate island and the party was 
a  party in name only.

In 1964, he not only refused 
to support Barry Goldwater, 
but did not endorse George 
Murphy’s.successful bid for the 
state’s other Senate seat.
