Planes Fire Rockets
Into Tanker’s Hulk

LAND'S END, Bngland,
(AP)—British jets fired rock-
ets Into the supertanker Torrey
Canyon again today, setting
her shattered hulk ablaze and
covering the area with a huge
pall of smoke.

Flames largely hidden by
dense smoke spewed from the
wreckage, but the blaze was not
as spectacular as Tuesday when
bombings sent a pillar of smoke
and fire 8,000 feet into the air.

A huge slick of oil that poured
out of the wrecked ship was still
moving,. A Navy spokesman
sald some of it had reached the
French coast,

As the fight continued at sea
to destroy the tanker and the
ofl, thousands of troops and ci-
vilian volunteers battled pollu-
tion along the beaches of Corn-
wall,

A massive explosion shook the

tanker at mid-afternoon sending
flames 500 feel Into the air.

The sea for a mile around the
wreck was a mass of flames. A
black column of smoke rose to
5,000 feet.

Following & rocket pass by
four hunter fighters, a massed
formation of 27 hunters moved
in and dropped their wing-tip
fuel tanks to add to the confiag-
ration.

Bomb after bomb crashed on
the wreck, but still the rocks
clung to their victim.

All along the south coast of
England local authorities set up
emergency committees to deal
with the oll, which threatens
their lucrative summer vacation
business.

Géneral Thant's latest peace plan and
his previous proposition was that, in his
former three points, he asked the Unit-
ed States to make the first specific con-
tribution to ths peace-making process,
by halting the bombing of North Viet-
nam.

Secretary General ‘Thant, as he em-
phasized yesterday, still belleves this
would be the best and moast hopeful
thing that .could happen. .

He has, however, obviously now con-
gluded that no one is going to persuade
the United States to make such a first
Step toward peace.

His/ new proposition, therefore, no
longer asks either side to be the one to
make a first contribution to the possi-
bility of peace.

- | He now poses, as the first step that
Be hopeg can be taken, a “standstill
truce” In which both sides would simul-

" faneously cease all military activity.
| He would, once such a “standstill
Gruce™ had been achieved, then envisage
“preliminary talks” which would be
dimed toward a reconvening of the 1054
Geneva Conference.

If there is any slim chance of success
for the Secretary General's latest peace
effort, it lies In the possibility that he
may snare the parties to the war into
some agreement in principle with his
proposal after which he might then un-
veil his idea of how to get his “stand-
still” to come Into actual effect.

It was such an acceptance in princi-
ple, which carefully reserved commit-
mentg on: any detalls, which Thant has
obtained from Washington. And one
must_judge, - cynically, that even this
much’ acceptance from Washington has
been based primarily on an assumption
that Hanol is almost certain to reject
the whole thing.
¢ If the Secretary General has, In the
written but so far unpublished reply he
fntimates he has from Hanol, something
short . of  outright rejection, then con-
gceivably he has opportunity for further
maneuver. .

If, on the other hand, this particular
peace move had already been closed be-
fore its details were revealed, Secretary
General Thant has merely provided the
Johnson administration with what it will
interpret to be additional justificatiopn
for that escalation of military pressure
which Thant deplores because he thinks
it so capable of leading to wider con-
flict. Blessed the peacemalkers? Not ex-
actly, in our time.

construction of a modern highway net-
work, we lament; once again, the appar-
ent inability of human being to bene-
fit frqm experience, or from the mis-
takes of others,

The Russians' apparemtly think that
since our highways are long and
straight, and cut up the landscape
{nto minute parcels, they are good.

And since we, having built ourselves
what we have built ourselves, seem to
have no higher objective than to build
more of the same, until we have whole
states paved solid, we certainly cannot
preach to the Russlans, nor expect to
be very efficient in alerting them.

What might do us both a whole deal
of good, If we could bring ourseives to
open our progress-fixed minds, would b
some contemplation of an item which
appeared in the news on the same day
of the disclosure that®Russia Is being
urged to imitate American highway

builders. This second newa item told of.

the discovery, in Eastern Egypt, of an-
clent Roman roads leading to the quar-
ries. where gray granite for some of
the great buildings in Rome was origi-
pally quarried.

May we suggest that a system of
road construction which build roads that
can still be found and followed 2,000
years later might have something to
suggest to us in the way of engineering
and design—we whose roads sometimes
crumble under us in half a dozen years
of use? May we note, as well, that
while the Romans had the gense and the
engineering to build roads in straight
lines to any place they felt it necessary
to gef, they also had the charity to
leave much of their countryside undis-
turbed, and never, therefore, inflicted
upon their peasants the burden of pay-
ing taxes on paved road frontages?
May we insist, further, that the Roman
roads were efficlent and comfortable at
speeds which were safe and reasonable,
and that when the Romans wanted to
spend human lives, they did it either

for harsh purposes of war or spectacle

sport in their amphitheatres, but not
pointlessly on their highways?

The Romans, too, knew where all
roads led to, and that is something that,
even with our invention of road signs,
seems continually to escape us Ameri-
cans.

“Truth Harder To Get At”

Despite our abllity to send a picture
in full color instantly across oceans and
continents, or print thousands of copies
of a newspaper or magazine in a mat-
ter of hours, or obtein an untold num-
ber of facts from a computer-within
seconds, there is evidence that an "un-
derstanding gap' of serious dimensions
exists in this country today.

In the kind of world in which we are
living It is a primary mission of the
communications media—the newspapers,
news magazines, general and specialty
magazines, television, radlo, community
antenna systems, and any other medi-

um—to help bridge this “understanding

gap" by seeking out the facts and ar-
ranging them in a pattern that accur-
ately and meaningfuily presents the
nearest possible representation of the
truth.

Only when this process is successful-
ly undertaken hour by hour, year in and
year out, can the communications media
fulfil one of the primary reasons for
their existence In a democratic soclety
—the dispelling of confusion and the
dissemination of the facts a free people
must have In order to make the decl-
slons that will determine their destiny.

Yet, too often these days the message
is5 not getting through., Too many
Americans have tgo little knowledge,
and even less understanding of what is
going on. Far from becoming increas-
ingly invoived in the affeirs of the na-
tion through mass communications—as
is generally believed—many of our peo-
ple are becoming even further isolated
from the march of events,

There are, of course, & number of ex-
planations for this situation. Where the
technical revolution has brought us a
wondrous array of facilities for trank.
mitting" information; it has also made
that information vastly more complex
:than it was even a decade or two ago.

'rhroqﬂm the consolidation and growth
of oun institutions, and particularly of
our govérnment, the technological revo-
lution also has had the effect of cen-
tralizing the source and control of in-
formation, >

Truth, in other words, is harder to get
at these days, But an even more Impor-
tant contributing factor to the widening
of the understanding gap, In my opinion,
has been the way In which the masa
media have been going after the truth,

+Or, o pUt it more accurataly, not going
,'after the truth.

The search for the truth, in my view,
has' been geridusly hindered becduse we
qf the mass media, have become so fas-
cinated with our . technical virtuosily in
communications that we have mistaken
the means for the ends. We have put
such store in proving how fast we can
process material, how brilliant our color
is, how much material we can transmit
or print, how many books we publish,
how many cameras or reporters we can

. put _on the scene, how skilfully we can

split' a screen that we have forgotten
that the important thing in communicas
tion'is not so much how we transmit ine
formation  but what information Ig

WASHINGTON — It i3 now
cloce to a certainty that Presi-
dent Johnson will -reappoint
William McChesney Martin as
chairman of the Federal Re-
serve Board, a decision many
feel he could well rue in the
not-so-Cotant future,

Mr. Johnson, his usual secre-
tive self, has informed neither
hie own aldes nor Martin of his
intentions, He could still spring
one of those surprises he dearly
chervishes by naming somebody
else. Those caveats aside, how-
ever, everybody here and in
Wall Strest expects that Mar-
in — whose present term as
chalrman expires Friday
(March 31)—will be named to
continue through 1870 as the
nation's chief central banker.

What makes this of special in-
terest is Martin's nigid fiscal or-
thodoxy., Though nominally a
Democrat first named chalrman
by “Presidont Truman in 1851,
Martin was more at home with
the businessman economics of
Eiscnhower than Lhe new econo-
mics of Kennedy-Johnson. His
reappointment could be chpnr-
Johnson ap-
polnting Ezra Taft Benson as
Secretary of Agriculture.

Moreover, Mr. Johnson's clos-
est economie advisers privately
hold Martin responsible for the
roller coaster ride that Admin-
istration economic policy has
tokon the last two years. Under
Martin's leadership, the Fed in
December, 1965, defied the Pres-
ident by boosting the discount
rete (at which banks borrow
money from the Fed.) Even be-
fcre that, Martin tightehed up
the money supply as an anti
inflation device.

Although Martin's tight
money policy was less than ef-
fective in holding down prices,
it did trigger a recession in
housing which promptly spread
to other parts of the economy.
Yeot, to, talk Martin and Fed
into eas=ing up on money this
year, the President had to pro-
pose his 8 per cent surtax on In-
come, Lhe mere proposing of
which tended to dampen the
economy.

Martin has been more cooper-
ative with the President the last
montth or so, possibly because
his reappointment s in the bai-
ance, Controry to published re-
ports, Martin is eager to con-
tinue on the Board until megnda-
tery  retirement  three years
hence. One high Administration
official cracks, only partly in
jest: “T wish we could keep the
reappointment hanging for
three years to keep Bill behav-
ing" .

But why is it necessary to
reappoint him-at all? The con-
ventional explanation, widely
held in Washington and shared
even by Secretary of the Treas-
ury Henry H. Fowler, has to
do wilh Martin's position as a
household god in banking cir-
cles, both foreign and domes-
tic, The Wall Street cliche is
that Martin's reappointment is
worth one billlon dollars of
gold.in the U.S. balance of pay-
ments. "

For this reason, Treasury of-
ficlals advocate the reappoint-
ment of . man who opposes
their progressive polcies, But
inside the &dministration are
other, if perhaps“less infiuen-
tial, voices, that say now is the
perfect time for Lyndon John-

son to be rid of Martin once
and for all.

To be sure, the appointment
of a new chalrman would al-
most surely trigger his resigna-
tion from the Board jtself.
That, in turn, would cause
palpitations among bankers
from Singapore to Zurich.

But the economy is still rel-
atively " strong and probably
could withstand the shock.
Furthermore, the impact of
Martin's sacking would be soft-
ened markedly if he were re-
placed, not by a populist poll-
tician or a Keynesian econom-
ist, but by another banker out
out of the Federal Reserve Sys-
tem with more progressive pol-
fcles.

Retaining Martin, these of-
ficials say, ,could back Mr.
Johnson into a corner before
long. If the economy heats up
this summer, Martin almost
surely will tighten up on money
again whether the Pres'dent
likes it or not, Worse yet, to
some crities of Martin's in-
side the Administration, Mar-
tin would hold a sword over
Mr. Johnson's head in time of
future inflationary or reces-
slonary crisis. Should a clash
between him and the White
House over policy under crisis
conditions trigger Marlin's
resignation, an. international
panic then, indeed, would be
posasible. O

Tarrant emphasized that the
gross revemie tax was created
years ago specifically to
deal with teléphone companies,
and that it wag Understood then
that telephone equipment—poles,
lines, etc.—would be exempted
from local property taxes.

“This state has imposed the
state tax on gross revenues in
Heu of plecemeal taxation by
168 communities,”” he sald.

In order to make up for the
loss of tax revenues to the com-
munities, ‘it would be far pre-
ferable to legislate some form
of unrestricled state grant to
towns,” Tarrant said.

Favoring the property tax bill
was Raiph R. Crosthwaite, first
selectman of Windham. He not-
ed thet *he Connecticut Light &
Power Co. pays taxes on its
properties in Windham, includ-
ing motor vehicles and rented
water heaters.

“The towns are being slight-
ed," he ‘sald, “They are being

West Hartford Rgport Made

Summer School Bus Plan

. ‘Pbtentially

WEST HARTFORD (AP) —
West Hartford's 1968 summer
school, in which 200 predom-
Inantely Negro Hartford young-
sters in grades 2 through 12
were bused to this suburb, was
termed today, after months of
research, a ‘‘potentially. prom-
ising educational remedy."

A 170-page report, ‘‘Urban-Su-
burban School Mixing; A Feas-
ibllity Study,” has been await-
ed by both critics and propo-
nents of the suburb's busing
program.

The report was compiled by
8. Francis Overlan of West
Hartford, project director and
a research tleam consiling of
Dr. Sidney H. Aronson of Stale
University of New York at
Stony Brook and Dr. John H.
Noble of Brandeis University.

The report said the bus trip
from Hartford “appears to be
no obstacle. Atlendance records
suggest a generally high level
of morale among the in-coming
students, Most teachers find
little or no difficulty in working
in such a program and endorse
integrated schooling; and pov-
erty-area paremts are willing to
send their youngsters,'

Among other highlights:

— The testing and control
group problems, the academic
effect of the summer school on
Hartford pupils, could be meas-
ured only in grades three
through seven. These young-
sters who attended “gained in
bbth vocabulary and reading
comprehension scores over
those who did not attend, al-
though the gains are not slatis-
tically significanl." The mixing
‘“‘appears o have produced
some positive educational ef-
fects on poverty-area young-
sters In grades three through
seven.''

— About three-fourths of the
suburban teaching staff report-
ed attempts to teach ‘‘new
ways'' during the six-week sum-
mer school. A majority of staff
members found It easler or the
same to teach In the integrated
school In comparison with pre-
vious summers, The ‘“over-
whelming majority at all levels
sald they would teach again in
an Integrated summer school.

— The behavior of youngsters
on the Hartford buses ‘‘was sig-
nificantly better than on the
West Hartford buses. A bus
ride is no obstacle to succeasful
sohool integration.” )

— Pupils were allowed to
choose their own seals rt school
each day. Racially mixed seal-
ing patferns were not pro-
nounced at the elementary
level, less so in the middle
school, and least in the high
school.

As part of the research de-
sign, teachers and parents were
queried, bus trips maonitored
and clocked, attendance records
for 1,200 students were kept,
achievement and sociometric
tests were administered to the
Hartford youngsters,

Some 9,000 Hartford children
from the north side applied for
the summer #chool. The report
said there was ‘'no significant
difference In dropout rate be-
tween Hartford and West Hart-

Promising’

ford students” during the six
weeks. Hartford ,males, how-
ever, had a higher dropout rate
than Hartford females,

— Teachers agreed that
“academic galns made by the
Hartford students were compar-
able to those msade by West
Hartford students.”  Teach-
ers were more lkely to say
that ‘'suburban rather than ur-
ban students did very well"”

— Negro studenta were '‘shy
and tense . ... odntrary to what
might have been expecled or
heard.” *

— A majority of the summer
school teachers felt interaction
between Hartford and West
Hartford children became more
frequent as the summer pro-
gressed. Almost. one-fourth felt
there was no change in the
amount of interaction.

?fuvmtom in the town school
wystem for children who are
mentally retarded and for those
who have social or emotional
problems was explained-in depth
at last night's board of educa-
tion meeting.

Richard Peterson, -principal
of the Pleasant Valley ‘Elemen-
tary School and coordinator of
the curriculum for the gpecial
edneation group, Introduced spe-
cial education teachers, includ-
ing Mra, Delorea Cieland, Miss
Charlene ' Southergill,  John
Castle, Miss Marie Lindemark,
Paul Dion and Donald Allen.

Peterson noted that in 1988-
€4, the board of education estab-
lished the first special class for
retarded educable ohildren of
the secondary school age at the
high school.

In 1964-05 the board establish-
ed a second class for these chil-
dren of elementary school age
at .the Pleasant Valley School.

A class' for retarded trainable
children was established in 1565-
68, also at the Pleasant Valley
Bchool. The class for educable
children was later moved to the
Orchard Hill elementary school,

This year, the board'establish-
ed a class for the emotionally

or. socinlly maladjusted child et

the Wapping School. “

The class for elementary ed-
ucable retarded children .was
‘divided into a primary and in-
termediate class with the pri-
mary class being located at the
Avery Street School and the in-
termediate class remaining at
Otfchard Hill, .

Expressing the~thought that
“all children in the public
pchools are entitled to be ed-
ucated to their poteptial, ' Pet-
erson sald most children  are
able to obtain this education in a
regular classroom. However,
ndt all.children can profit from
the regular school proceass and
néed special education.

“In South Windsor, we have
made a good start at identify-
ing and helping the child re.
quiring special education,’” Pets
erson said. Noting that provi-
sipns for all areas of special
education cannot be sipported
at_the presant time  bécause of
the vasiness and complexity of
the problem, Peterson said the
town school system is exhibit.
ing more leadership than most
schools with the preaent - pro-
grams,

_ Program for Maladjunted

Commenting on’ the planned
glasy for perceptually handi-
capped children to be started
in ‘September, Peterson said
thils clasy will make provision
o0 the child who  has been
melirologically impaired.

\“In establishing & defined
program for the socially and
emouonally maladjusted child
afid for the child with neuro-
logical impairments’to learn-
ing, we will be in compliance
with public act 206.5vhich man-
dates definite action by school
systems by September,
for these children,” he sald.

Speaking on the primary
educable class,
gill said most of the children in
this class have 'experienced
fallure in a regular grade prior
to coming to this clasa,

The program in the primary
educable class s directed to-
ward a readiness program in
reading, arithmetic and other
subjects &t the child's level
Other aims ‘include assisting
the child in adjusting to =a
schoolroom situation In a ‘suc-
egasful way and overcoming
the previous frustrations he
has experienced.

‘The length of the school day
for this class is five-and-one-
half hours with a class size of
nine students. The age range is
from six to ten years

The program i designed to
prepare tie children for the
work they will receive in the
other specinl classes by means
of a readiness program in the
academic areas.

Also at this level, W Is Im-
portant to develop or rebuild
the students’ confidence in
their own abilities which may
have ben lost by thelr failure
th & regular grade, it was
noted.

Activities nre provided to

Paul Dion, teacher of the spe.

The class contains nine chil-
dren from 10 to 12 years of age.

“It s & credit to the school
that children in this class are
assimilated Into all facets of
the school activities except
those that require strict aca-
demic ' conformance,” Dion
commented.

NEW YORK (AP) — The De-

" fense Department denics state-
ments in Willikm Manchester's

book thit < President Johnson

had not been advised on proce-

dures for ordering nuclear re-

taliation in the event of an at-

tack following the assassination B

of President John ¥, Kennedy

Security offidials in the Ken-
nedy administration also denied
that Johnson had mnot been
briefed. The U.8, atomic attack
code was carried in a football-
shaped saichel that lay in the
presidential  jet which took
Johnson and the body of K¢nne-
dy back to Washington f{rom
Dallas Nov. 22, 1968,

Kennedy officinls said that at
the lale president’'s insistence
Johnson had been familiarized
thoroughly on the contents of
the satchel,

Manchester says in the book,
“The Death of a President' :

“The difficulty was that Johin-
pon had no idea of what was In
the bag. He knew that it existed
but he hadn't been briefed ahout
the contents, and if the thunder-
bolt of all-out war struck that
afternoon, the country's retalia-
tory arsenal could be spiked
until he had been led through
Taz Shepard's primers for the
first time."

Capt. Tazewel]l Shepard was a
military aide to President Ken-
nedy.

Manchester also writes:

*“Had Russia attacked across
the DEW line, thg greatest mili-
tary establishment in the histo-
ry of the world might easily
have been muscjebound during
the 15 fateful minutes of
warning time and perhaps even
afterward; when second-strike
capacity became 2 factor.'"”

A spokesman for the Defense
Department {ssued a statement
Tuesday saying:

“The slatements carried by
the press services attributed to
William Manchester bearing on
the nuclear readiness of' the
United States on Nov, 22, 1063,
were untrue. ‘

“On that date, Lyndon John-
son, as vice president and as
president, was fully aware of
the procedures used to authorize
the release of nuclear weapong
in retaliation against attack on
the United States."

Manchester also says thefe
was a slowdown in commercial
telephone service because of the
greal load or calls in the hours
fmmediately following the as-
sassination He says phones in
the Senate and House offices,
the White House and the Signal
Corps had been paralyzed tem-
poranily.

According” to Manchester's
account, Sen. Edward M. Ken-
nedy roamed the streets in
Washington, trying the phones
of strangers, wuntil he pgot
through to then-Atiy. Gen. Rob-
ert P, Kennedy, to learn if their
brother was dead.

“It" became obvious thal in a
national emergency this (tele-
phone service) would be _the
first link to snap," Manchester
writes,

Regarding the passages on
the slowdown In commercial
telephone service, the Defense
Department said:

“Governmental  communica-
tions, military and civil, were
fully operational at all times
and were far In excess of any
requirement arising out of any
gecurity emergency. Those se-
cure communications operate
independently of commercial
systems." .

A spokesman for the Chesa-
peake and Potomac Telephone
Co. in Washington said that due
to the unusually heavy traffic
after the assassination, “if you
picked up the phone you might
have to walt a few seconds to
get a dial tone.”

The Defense Department also
took lssue with a passage in the
book which says that fears of an
international plot to overthrow
the United States government
prompted Secretary of Defense
Robert 8. McNamara to alert
every American military base
around the world the moment
he heard Kennedy had been shot
in Dallas.

“By every readable signal,
the situation was very red,"
Manchester says.,

On this passage, the Defense
Department said:

“The Joint Staff did not order
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any change in the state of alert
of the armed forces following
the assassination of President
Kennedy. However, the Joint
Staff did send a message to the
commands informing them of
the assassination and cautioning
that they should be.especially
the salert Routine posture
remained in effect.

“Although there was no offi-
cial change in state of alert,
some commands did on their
own initiative take special pre.
cautions. SAC (Strategic Ailr
Command) was one which
tirhtened up for a few hours
before relaxing.'

A Pentagon spokesman said
that If McNamara ordered an
alert he normally would trans-
mit such an order through the
Joint Staff, X

Much of the contents of the
book, which went on sale in
Pittsburgh prematurely Tues-
day, has slready been serinlized
in Look magazine.
