Natlonal Guardsmen were ready
to quell any further rioting to-
day after Negro students
amashed windows and over-
turned cars Tuesday night be-
cause they were barred from
an all-white, privately owned
bowling alley.

Gov, Robert McNalr issued a
post-midnight statement saying
the sltuation had been brought
under control,

The disturbance involved at
least 850 young Negroes, both
male and female. Most are stu-
dents at predominantly Negro
South Caroling State College
and Clafiin College.

on Rocks

Said Badly Damaged

RHODES, Greece (AP) —
The U.8. destroyer Bache stuck
fast on the rocks off Rhodes to-
day, and the U.8, Navy sald she
was badly holed and apparently
“split from stem to stern.’”

The 2,600:ton 6th Fleet war-
ship dragged anchor and went
aground Tuesday, driven by
hurricane force winds and high
seas, The weather subsided to-
day, and a flotilla assembled to
help the Bache.

Rear Adm, C. Kidd arrived
from Crete with an 11-man in-
vestigating team. A helicopter
took them to the ship stranded
just outside Rhodes harbor.

The aireraft carrier Franklin
D. Roosevelt and two more
American destroyers also ar-

3

rived. They and the Bache are
ships of the U.8, 6th Fleet,
which patrols the Mediterra-
nean. Three tugs were on the
way from Piraeus. 300 miles
away, and another was coming
from a nearby Island. .

Harbor officlals sald 204
members of the crew were
brought ashore during the night
in rubber dinghles, There were
no reports of any injuries. The
ship's captain, Cmdr, Edward
A. Broadwell of Birmingham,
Mich.,, and 28 other men were
still on board.

The. Bache nnchored outside
Rhodes harbor where it arrived
Monday on a goodwill visit,
Hurricane force winds drove it
aground,

Several new cars were dam-
aged and some were over-
turned, Windows were shattered
at several businesses and tires
on some automoblles were
slashed.

day night, About 100 young

Nixon Set
To Head
Westward

FOND DULAC, Wis. (AP) —
Richard M. Nixon heads west-
ward today after ending his first
campalgn swing through Wis-
consin where he consistently
drew overflow crowds and en-
thusiastic reaction to his argu-
ments, all of which led him to
say, grinning, “we're doing
very well here.”

He nees Wisconsin as a bell-
wether state, critical for his
second bid for the premidency.

‘““We're taking nothing for
granted,” he said. “But we ex-
pect to win ‘em all." He has en-
tered presidential primarips in
six states,

The former vice president
closed his Wisconsin swing
Tuesday night with a Lincoln
Day speech in Fond du Lac. In
addition to the 700 who bought
dinner tickets, another 100 over-
flowed into a balcony.

Nixon spent the last five days
in New Hampshire and Wiscon-
gin, states which hold the na.
tion's first primaries on March
12 and April 2, respectively. In
his appearances, formal and in-
formal, a pattern took shape
which may foreshadow his cajn-
palgn strategy throughout the
primaries. It showed these char-
acteristics:

1, He is campaigning against
President Johnson, not Gov.
George Romney of Michigan,
the only other announced major
GOP candldate. In Appleton
Tuesday, he said, ‘“I've never
campaigned against another Re-
publican and I'm not going to
start now.”

2. Perhaps predictably, he

8, He continually emphasized
the future, changing times and
the opportunities of youth. He
quoted a European statesman
ns saying the nations today no
longer have the ‘‘old hates and
old guilts,”

4. Certain similarities ap-
peared between Nixon's argu-
ments Tuesday and those used
against him by John F. Kennc-
dy in the 1960 presidential cam-
palgn.

Nixon deplored “the situations
in which a fourth-rate power
dared to hijack on the high seas
o United States naval vessel'
referning to the sefzure of the
USS Pueblo by North Korea.

Kennedy hammered at what
he called the loss of U.B. pres-
tige throughout the world, Nixon
says the Boviet Unlon in seven
years has cub the U.8. lead in
nuclear weapons from seven
and one-half-to-one to two-to-
one, and he said the Russians
could overtake and surpass the
United States in nuclear weap-
ons ‘‘unless we have a new lead.

The Pentagon gave the home
town of Hodges only. It said no
further Identification will be
provided for the other three
men under standard Pentagon
policy applying to all missing or
captured military personnel.

At Creswell, Ore., relatives
sald Hodges was 21 and a 1965
graduate of Creswell High
School, where he played four
sports. He entered the Navy
about 18 months ago.

Jack Kerouac. Coward-MoeCamn.
$5.00.

The hero of this novel has the
msame Jack Duluoz, but it is ob-
vious that at least part of the
stot’y is based on Kerouac's Mfe
—just how much iz not sharply
defined.

LEE AND LONGSTREET AT
GETTYSBURG. By Glen Tuck-
er. Bobbs-Merrill. $8.

If there was a villain in the
Battle of Gettysburg, popular
fancy probably would nomiinate
Lt Gen James Longstreet of
the Confederate Btates of Ameri-
ca. Over a period of years, the
consensus of history was that
Longetreet frittered away the
Bouth’s ¢hance of victory by his
delays in obeying orders and by
a stubborn attempt to impose
his own private strategy upon
the army.

Specially and principally,

was charged with
delaying his assault of July 2,
1868, upon the Union left from
“sunrise’’ until past 4 p.m. He
was accused also of undue slow-
ness in bringing his corps to the
fisld and aligning it for battle,
and for dragging his feot in pre-
paration for the attack of July 8
which came to be known as
Plokett's Charge.

In recent years, a reassess-
ment of Longstreet’s role has
emerged. Historians have come
to the view that Old Pete'” was
Jess at fault than other com-
manders on the fleld, not ex-
duding Robert E. Lee. The
process is brought fo climax in
Glenn Tucker’'s ‘“‘Leée and Longs-
treet at Gettysburg.'

Tucker not only exonerates
Longstreet; he transfers the
cloak of villainy to Maj.

¥am N. Pendleton. To that pair,
he attributes the inception of the
campaign to defame Longstreet,
ascribing It to desire to divert

What's the fallacy of this rea-
soning? Simply that computers
can deliver no more than has
been put into them—by man.
But as a fictional warning, this
is an Interesting commentary on
technological soclety.

The publisher reports that the
author, behind his ym,
is a "celebrated Swedish Scien-
tist." We are accustomed to the
idea that few sclentists have
sufficient Imagination, humor or
intellectual flexibility to com-
pose a literary fantasy—but ob-
viously this one has done it.

Knebel's forte is the novel of

What he really has is the abil-
ity to make the reader feel that
he Is participating in the sight-
sound-smell-taste-touch  reality
of great crises as they are being
handled by People On the In-
side.

has remained the touchstone of
his writing in several other nov-
els.

The incident arouses a
public uprdar (a little overdone)
which imperils Roudebush's
supposedly sure chances for re.

Enigmatically, = Roudebuah
blocks the Central Intelligence
Agency from Investigating the
Greer incident, and even limits
the FBI in its efforts to find
him,

One diligent FBI agent and a
Washington columnist do man-
age to trace Greer to Rio de Ja-
neiro and a South Atlantic Is-
land—perhaps he s a defector?
—but they catch only a glimpse
of what s going on.

There is a great display of
fireworks in the final resolution
of the plot, presented In an over-
dramatized television program
relayed to the world by satellite.
It's pretty farfetched, even for
suspense flction, but It makes
hotter reading than in the old,
dull days when we were aroused
by one detective's solution of
one murder, Adventurewise,
this is hot-line, doomsday stuff,
It's fancifully topical, a wild
flight of fiction, but also Jots of
fun.

The Board of Selectmen will
meet with the Board of Fi
nance Tueaday night to prepare
a request for additional funds
to run the town until the end
of the fiscal year, June 30.

The town is short of money
in the town ald, snow removal
and general fund accounts, A
town meeting will have to be
called to approve the addition-
ol appropriations. The amount
of maoney to be requested will
be worked out with the Board
of Finance,

Doemocratic Selectman Bu-
gene Wanat attributed the
shortages to “misuse of state
reimbursement funds” by road
foreman and former First Se-
lectman Carmelo Zanghi,

Zanghi is used reimbrusable
funds to lay pipes along dirt
roads, not approved for paving
by the town, and in other ways
which the state will not honor,
according to Wanat.

“You should get yourself a
better road foreman to protect
yourseif'', he told First Se-
leotman Ernest Vik,

The 190F road funds are re-
imbursable only for road con-
struction approved by the town,
Wanat stated. Zanghl uses It
for repairs which are not reim-
bursable, he said. Sand for snow
removal should not be bought
with general funds, he added.

Vik and Wanat will go over
the toym records to determine
where the shortages are and
how much money will be need-
ed.

The present selectmen’s budg-
et which is lese than the pre-
vious yesr, according %o last
night's comments, was pre-
pared by the former adminis-
tration,

The selectmen also discussed
the possibilities of changing the
town elections to May, to avold
the conflicts with the postponed
annual town meeting, which is
held on election night,

A probable change in the for-
mat of the annual report in also
contemplated, by the BSelect-
men,

‘No Parking’ Policy Tabled

The Board of Education's re-
quest to erect No Parking signs
along Old Cathole Rd. to the
high school ran into opposition
with the selectmen last night
and was tabled,

Selectman Charles Luce stat-
ed, “Kids should be allowed to
drive to school, it would also
save the town money."

Wanat did not oppose the
gchool driving ban, but noted he
doesn't like too many road
signs, which are usually ignored
ANYWAY.

Vik was willing to go along
with the school board proposal
but noted the inconvenience it
would cause to hunters and fish-
ermen who traditionally park on
the road.

The Board of Education and
school administrators have vig-
orously opposed any permitted
driving to the high school by
students. They have cited expe-
riences at other high schools as
examples of what to avold,

The school board feels.that if
parking is banned along Old
Cathole Rd. the students will be
forced to park too far away to
make driving to school attrac-.
tive,

High school administrafors
have noted it is simpler to keep
track of the students when they
are not allowed to drive. Teen-
agers from out of town are also
easy to spot this way, they not-
ed. Young people from other
areas have already been ush-
ered away from the high school,
when they have been found
hanging around during achool
hours, it was stated.

Russian Subs
Refitted with
New Missiles

AP Military Writer

WABHINGTON (AP) — The
Soviets are reportedly refitting
some of thelr submarines with
nuclear missiles capab of
achieving twice the range of
present  weapons from sub.
merged firing positions.

The program to permit the So-
viet G Class subs to ﬂre their
missiles from below the ocean's
surface indlcates the USSR has
mastered technology ploneered
with U.8, Polaris missile-firing
submarines, Pentagon sources
sald.

These sources sald the new
missiles will have a range of
about 800 miles,

U.B, intelligence closely
watches Soviet giains in the nu-
clear weapons field, but sources

) would not say how this country
learned of the G Class refit,

The Boviet navy has some 30
subs in this dlesel-powered
class. The G Clasa subs make
up most of Soviet submarines
capable of launching ballistic
missiles. It Is not known how
many of the G Class boats are
getting the new’ weapons, but
presumably all eventually will,

The other Soviet ballistic mis-
sile firing submarines are nu-
clear-propelled, In what |s
called the H Clasa,

Over-all, the Soviet Unlon has
some 350 submarines, largest
sub force in the world, But most
are attack submarines designed
to dink shipping or enemy subs
rather than to bombard hostile
countries with missiles,

U.S. strategists belleve the
missiles aboard the G Class
subs .are targeted primarily
against strategic objectives in
the: Euraslan land mass, rather
than the United States.

Howaver, the missiles In the
H Class submarines, with a
range reportedly up to 3§,000
miles, are belleved targeted
against the United States.

The G Class balllstic-missile
submarines went Into construc-
tion 10 years ago and were de-
signed for surface launching of
missiles, Submerged launching
enables submarines to elude de-
tection much more easily., The
G Class submarines mount
three missiles in a large con-
ning tower from which they are
launched vertically.

The H Class subs also are
bullt to launch three misslles
vertically.

By comparison, the powerful
nuclear-powered U.8. Polaris
submarines each can eject 10
missiles that can carry nuclear
warheads close to 3,000 miles
away.

With 41 Polaris subs In its
fleet, the United States has 656
of these missiles avallable for
combat,

The roughly 40 Soviet missile-
firing submarines mount only
about 120 of these weapons, and
few of them are on a par with
the Polaris,

In addition, the Soviets have
some 40 submarines that fire
relatively short-range ‘‘cruise'*
missiles—similar to pilotiess
bombers—which remain in the
atmosphere, Experts say these
can be intercepted much more
easily than a balllatic missile,
which rises into the edge of
space and plunges toward tar-
get mt bllndlne erds.,

NEW YORK (AP) — The
leader of a five-day strike by
sanitation men begins a 15-day
Juil term today for detfying u
court’s back-to-work order as
40,000 tons of garbage—enough
to fill 868 ralroad coal cars—le
moldering in the streets,

John J, DeLury, president of
the striking Uniformed Sanitn-
tionmens' Association, was sen-
tenced Tuesday and fined $250
for eriminal contempt under the
state's Taylor law which forbids
strikes by public employes.

State Supreme Court Justicg
Saul 8, Streit continued to today
& hearing on contempt charges
aganst the union itself, Under
the Taylor law the union could
be fined up to $10,000 a day or $1
n day for each of its 10,000
membersy,

Meanwhile the garbage piles
grew apace with no progress re-
ported in negotiations aimed at
ending the walkout., The 40,000
tons already on the streets is
enocugh to fill n frelght train
nearly nine miles long.

In one concession, DeLury
sald the union would resume
garbage pickups at hospitals,
schools and other places which
the city will designate for emer-
gency collection, He sald the
men would work without pay,

Resldents of a five-block area
on the lower East Side took
their own action by dumping
trash and garbage iIn the
streets, One block on 10th Street
was closed until 2 a.m. and sev-
eral fires broke out.

The bizarre uprising was trig-
gered when members of & neigh-
borhood action group dumped
refuse from two trucks, In a
chain reaction residents began
overturning cans and tossing
trash from apartment windows.

The neighborhood is o mass of
tenements housing mainly
Negroes and Puerto Ricans and
is also the ocenter of the Ha.t
Village hipple colony, Pollce ar-
rested six persons in the inci-
dent including a former city an-
tipoverty worker.

Miss Gould and Mrs. Polly Com

Williams sald he had no idea
how many students would come
to the pessions —anywhere from
50 to 250, ho predicted.

Dr. Butterfleld noted that
the sessions are a pllot program
that the schools are not pre-
pared to offer sex education yet,
but when they are, he hopes
the course will start at the ele-
mentary level.

He said that the course would

not give “pat' answers, but in.
formation so “that teen-agers
could make responsible decl-
sions.
Dr. Payne did not attend last
night's meeting, but Wise did.
He said that paerents seem to
be the popular ‘“whipping
boys' these days, and that
“‘many of us would like to con-
tribute to stop” this trend in
thinking and writing. But he
noted the “rapidity and enor-
mity of change" in life today—
referring to the statements by
some teen-agers in the filmstrip
that times have changed and
that the old values are no long-
er true,

He sald that parents should
not be let off the hook, that
they still have a responsibility
in the sex education of their
children, in family life educa-
tion, and he said that “no com-
munity ought to jump in too
quickly” to sex education of
youth if adults aren’t ready for
it,

He spoke of the need for com-
munication between children
and adults, and said teen-agers
are not looking so much for an-
swers as for adult participa-
tion, for someone to talk to.

Robert Cronin, rose to his feet
to say “It's the morality of the
program that would worry me,
If I were a parent, I wouldn't
want my child to listen to a lIib-
eral theologian or soclologist.”

He sald he would hope to ex-
plain the effect of each sex on
the other in terms of morality,
and that, as with the law of
gravity, so with the laws of
morality—"you can defy them,
but you fall."”

Father McCarthy said '“There
is but one morality, What I
don't like to hear is that ‘this
used to be wrong bmt times
have changed',"

Williams, Dr. Butterfield
and Rev. J, Stanton Conover of
Bolton tional Church
defended a soclological ap-
proach to morality.

The Rev. Mr. Conover sald
that exponents of ‘“situation
ethics" make their decisions on
& deeper understanding of all
factors than the exponents of
“absolute ethics" may suppose.
He sald that if understanding
s developed in young people,
thelr resulting code of personal
ethics may be far stronger than
If they were just told the rules
(which they all know already).

A suggestion that parents
either join the teen-agers in a
discussion after the courses or
have another meeting of thelr
own was turned down by all
who have worked with youth.
If teen-agers want to commu-
nicate with parents, let them so
signify, they sald. Otherwise,
this will be their course, and
to involve parents at all would
be to destroy their trust and
openess,

Your Dental

Health

(This is the third in a serles
of six articles on dental health
published by The Herald, in co-
operation with the Manchestor
Dental SBoclety in observance of
National Children's Dental
Health Week, Feb, 4.10.)

Q. —I've seen recent newspa-
per articles that say our na-
tion's dental alth is ‘‘deplor-
able.' Surely, In our Thealthy
soclety, this can't be true, can
it? I know my teeth are in bet-
ter condition than my parents'
and I'm certain my children’s
dental health will be better
than mine. Aren't most people
more concerned about  dental
health today?

A. While we do agree that
people know more about den-
tistry and dental health today
than they did, say, at the turn
of the century, we must also
agree that we still have a long
way W go to make our nation
truly dentally healthy.

The American Dental Associa-
tion has revealed these startling
facts about our children's den-
tal health:

—By age two, about 50 per
cent aof all children have some
decayed teeth. When the aver.
age child enters school, he has
approximately three decayed
teeth, And, when he reaches the
age of 16, it is likely that he will
have seven decayed, missing or
filled teeth involving 14  tooth
surfaces.

—Studies {ndicate that some
50 per cent of the nation’s chil-
dren are in need of some type
of orthodontic treatment,

—Inflammation of the gums
—called gingivitis —occurs in o
major portion of the child pop-
ulation, This disease, if un-
treated, will lead to more seri-
ous gum problems in adult
years.

The greatest reason for this
poor record in children's dental
health Is simple: About one-
half of the children under 15
years of age never have rou-
tine dental treatment or brush
their teeth properly, and this
number rises conslderably in
rural or low Income areas.

Although low Income does
play a significant part in den-
tal treatment we also  know
that about 40 per cent of the
children in families with In-
comea of 4,000 or more have
not received dental core. 8o
there are dther factors, such as
lack of ‘motivation and inade-
gquate dental health education,
which account for the poor den-
tal health of many children —
and adults.

The American Dental Assogia-
tion Is keenly aware of the need
for dental care for all segments
of the population, particularly
children, and i£ has called for a
nationnl program of children's
dental care. This program,
when fully implemented, Is ex-
pected eventually to provide
dental service to about 100 mil-
llon children.

One of the Important features
of the program is that it will
use governmental funds for the ’
care, of children whose familles
cannot afford lo pay for care,
This will make dental services
available to many children who
are in desperate need of treat-

ment, Children from non-indl-
gent families will continue  to
pay for their own care, either
on a personal basis or through
a payment mechanism such as
tal insurance, :

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Lincoln’s Birthday Missing

In Confederate Celebrations

‘“This s the South, son,"” re-

plied John Weasels, alde to the

governor of Virginia when
asked if Virginia ocelebrates
Feb, 12—Abraham Lincoln's
birthday—as a legal holiday.

No, Virginla does not observe
the birthday of the 168th Presi-
dent of the United States, the
man who emancipated the
alaves and guided the Union
during the harrowing days of
the Civil War.

Neither does Alabama, Arkan-
sas, Florida, Georgla, Loulsi-
ana, North Carolina, SBouth Car-
olina, or Texas. In
fact, of the 11 states that seced-
ed from the Union to form the
Confederate States of America,
only one—Tennessee—cele-
brates Lincols birthday as a
legal holiday.

And history buffs know that
Tenneasee was the '‘Johnny
Come Lately” to the rebel
cause; it was the last state offi-
clally to secede. (Actually Ken-
tucky and Missourl who sent
representatives to the Confeder-
ate Congress were recognized
by stars in the Confederate flag,
although neither seceded. Both
states celebrate Lincoln's birth-
day as a legal hollday.)

In case you're feellng sorry
for all those school teachers,
government, bank and other
employes who are deprived of a
holiday, don't start shedding
any tears, They should be
crying Into their mint juleps or
bourbon and water for you—if
you tally up all thelr special
Rebel celebrations,

Georgians don't even miss.out
on Feb, 12, For them it's not
Lincoln's birthday but Georgia
Day—a legal holiday since 1008.
Georgia Day honors the anni-
versary of the landing of Gen.
James Oglethorpe, the state's
founder, at Savannah on Feb.
12, 1773, (Residents of Arkansas
also oelebrdte February 12—as
a memorial day.)

Jan. 19, Robert E, Lee’s birth-
day, is a legal hollday in Ala-
bama, Arkansas, Blorida, Geor-
gla, Kentucky, Misalssippl,

North Carolina, South Carolina,
Tennessee, Texas and Virginia.
Lee, regarded by many military
suthorities as the ablest strate-
gist during the Civil War, act-
ually loved the Union and was
forced to make a difficult decl-
slon as to where his loyalty lay.

He lecided his firet duty was
to his state, and resigned his
Army commission to offer his
services to Virginia.

In Virginia, where the festivi-
ties are usually the most elabo-
rate, Jan. 19 is called Lee-Jack-
son Day, Honored with Lee is
Gen. Thomas Jonathan “Stone.
wall" Jackson, second only to
his commanding general In
greatness and in popular affec-
tion. Jackson's birthday is anec-
tually Jan. 21,

Alabama, Florida, Georgia,
Kentucky, Loulsiana, Mississip-
pl, 8Bouth Carolina, Tennessee
and Texas celebrate June 3, Jef-
ferson Davis’' birthday. In Louis.
fana, Kentucky and Tennessee,
the day is Confederate Memo-
rial Day as well. Arkansans
mark this as a legal hollday, a
memorial day.

Jefferson Dayis, the first and
only president of the Confeder-
ate States of America, had
hoped to be named commander
of the Confederate forces. His
conduct of the war was criti-
cized as bitterly in the South as
Lincoln's course was criticized
in the North.

Nonrecognition of Lincoln's
birthday is not confined to the
South. And the residents of Ha-
wall, Idaho, Maine, Massachu-
eeits, Nevada, New Hampshire,
Oklahoma and Rhode Island—
all states which do not observe
Feb. 12 as a legal hollday—don't
even have Robert E. Lee's
birthday in which to take consoe
lation,

Since there are no national
holidays in the United Btates,
each state has jurisdiction over
the days it will observe, desig-
nated by legislative enactment
or executive proclamation, The
President or Congress desig-
nates only for the District of Co-
lumbla and federal employes
throughout the nation.

You can avoid trouble and get
good results by heeding the fol.
lowing bits of information:

The way to make certain a
concrete mixture will be weak
and porous when it hardens is to
use more witer than i{s abso-
lutely necessary, Using exces-
glve water {8 a common error
because a mixture of this kind
seems more workable than one
with less water,

Conerete should be put into
position immediately after (t
has been mixed. A delay of even
30 mimutes can affect the
strength of the findished job.

Using a wood float on the con-

crete produces o rough surface.
A steel trowel rTesulls in a
smooth fnish.

In grading, to assurd that rain
waler runs in the proper direo-
tion, don't rely on your eyes to
get the proper alope. Always use
a level,

The "‘curing’ of concrete is
one of the most important steps.
This consists of keeping it wet
for several days after it has
been put into place, preventing
premature drying. Cover the
conerete with burlap or similar
material as soon as {t begins to
net, then keep the covering wet.
An alternative ia to sprinkle the
concrete three or four times a
day with a garden hose.

Oll paints don't work well on
cement surfaces. Use a latex
masanry paint or Portland ce-
ment paint,

To pget textured or unusual
conerete surfaces, use such Im-
plements as a broom, brush,
piece of pipe, cookie cutter, tin
can or anything else your imagi-
nation can dream up. The
impressions are made, of
course, while the mixture s
drying. In most cases, it s bet.

ter to walt until the concrete
has just begun to séb,

One homeowner oreated an in-
triguing design by imbedding
tree leaves in the wet concrete
around the edges of a patio
floor, then removing them as
the mixture started to set,

You can buy concrete already
mixed and which only requires
you to add water; you ean pur-
chase the ingredients and mix
them yourself; you can rent an
electric mixer; or, for very
large jobs, you can buy ready-
to-pour concrete which will be
dellvered in a truck. If you pur-
chase the Ingredients to mix,
tell the dealer what use you
plan to make of the concrete
and he will advise you of th
proper proportions. .

Idle Rate
Lowest In
15 Years

WASHINGTON 1AP) —The
nation's unemployment rate
dropped to 3.5 per cent last
month, the lowest level in al-
most 15 years, the Labor De-
partment reported today.

Total employment at 73.3 mil-
lon was &t an all-time high for
January and up 1.1 milion from
a year earlier, the Bureau of
Labor Statistics sald.

The drop in the jobless rate
from 3.7 per cent of the civilian
labor force in December was
due largely to a greater than
usual decline in the number of
women seeking work, Commis-.
sioner Arthur M, Ross reported.

The January labor force de-
clined 17 million, and women
accounted for half of the drop,
the bureau sald.

"It was apparently because of
a decline in retail trade after
Christmans,” Ross said of the
greater than expected decline in
the number of women seeking
Jobs,

The 3.6 per cent jobless rate
was the lowest since November
1063, whenl” the same rate was
recorded, the Bureau said,

The unemployment rate for
women dropped from 4.1 per
cent in December to 3.9 per cent
in January.

The rate for men rose from
2.2 to 2.3 per cent while the rate
for teen-agers declined from
12,8 to 11.3 per cent,

The jobless rate for nonwhite
workers, mostly Negroes, de-
clined more rapldly than that
for white workers but was still
double the rata for whiles.

The rate for white workers de-
clined from 3.3 per cent to 3.2
per cent and the rate for non-
whites dropped from 6.9 to 6.4
per cent.

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We Were Right To Hold Back

When the Pueblo incident first hit the
headlines, even American hawks—or at
least those hawks who took time to think
before they put word to paper or tongue
—joined in a general counseling of cou-
tion and restraint.

We would judge that the prime reason
for this initial advocacy of restraint—
and probably the prime reason which
deterred the Johmson administration
from any rough and ready attempt actu-
ally to use force in the situation—was
the sudden sickening realization that we
already had one tough war on our
hands, and ought to hesitate before we
committed ourselves impetuously either
to another war or a second front in the
war already in progress,

Suddenly, for practical reasons, dis-
oretion seemed the better part of blus.
ter.

But as the period of restraint we im-
posed on ourselves for such reasons has
progressed, there have begun to appear
other potentially better reasons for our
restraint.

During the time of restraint, it has be-
come poasible to appreciate more of the
role and nature of the spying mission or
missions on which the Pueblo was en-
gaged. It has, on the other hand, com-
tinued impossible for anyone to guasran-
tee that the Pueblo was not—like those
destroyers In the Gulf of Tonkin back in
August of 1964—weaving its way in and
out of somebody's territorial waters.

During the period in which we prac-
ticed restraint, it has been poasible to
sssemble all the wamings which had
been given by North Korea that it would,
sooner or later, move against our spy
ship wctivities along its coast., This
knowledge, in turn, has stimylated the
realizsation that, whether or not the
actual prow of a ship penetrates the
geography of another country, the use of
fts ' electronic equipment constitutes
some kind of trespass not yet covered
by any international law. This, in tum,
brings up ‘the point that a ship engaged
in & spying mission cannot be expected
to receive the same respect and proper
behavior from other nations as a ship
following some open misslon. We our-
selves were, it was revealed by Defense
8ecretary McNamara on television Sun-
day, out of commumication with the
Pueblo for an 11 day period just before
the incident. We were not commundcat-
ing with the Pueblo or allowing it to
communicate with us because we were
trying to keep its operations up the
North Korean coast a secret,

Such secret missions are, by their
own very nature, exposed to more risk
than ordinary missions, It was the same
desire to keep the presence of the Pueb-
lo a secret from the North Koreans
which kept us from having armed es-
corts near it.

All these subsequent realizations about
the way the Pueblo was operating have
diminished our own cause for outrage,
It soon became a case which we should
handle with restraint not merely be-
cause we already had emough war and
trouble in our hands, but because it was
not & good case for high moral indigna-
tion. We were caught doing something
at least questionable enough for us to
try to keep it secret. We were moved on
by methods which were also question-
able, and perhaps, if the actual geogra-
phy involved can ever be proved, ille
gal. There seems to have been nothing
close to real innocence on either side.

Spliced “Confessions”

Secretary of State Rusk's reference,
on television the other day, to the prob-
able use of spliced tapes by the North
Koreans in their creation of simulated
confesslons by officers of the Pueblo
seemsa to have offered the logical ex-
planation. .

That the volces presented by the North
Korean recordings have been those of
the American individuals named has not
been open to much doubt. What has
been the vital question has been that of
how the North Koreans ‘mansged to get
the American officers to say the things
the recording hid them saying.

One explanation could have been that
these American officers had been brain-
washed or drugged into becoming the
mental as well us the physical captives
of the North Koreans. But some of the
broadcnsts were so quickly presented
there could not have been time for
brainwashing to take effect

The more logical explanation is that
the North Koreans trapped and tricked
our officers into moking or resding n
series of statements which, when prop-
erly edited and spliced together again,
could form the crukle confessions broad-
cast to the world,

The North Korean gimmick could have
been as simple as this: that they handed
statements to our officers and told them
to read them out loud to make sure they
underatood them before they made their
decision whether or not to sign them.
Any microphones present would be hid-
den. The officers would refuse to sign
the confession. But the North Koreans
would wind up in possession of their
taped voices reading portions of it
nonetheless,

It s, napparently, merely another
phase of what s getting to be more and
more a war of electronics, in the air,
on the sea, and in the propagandn.

Would We Really Want Reliability?

Although consumers may consider It
o matter for cruel jesting rather than
satisfaction, it is a faot that most man-
ufacturers of consumer items those days
have specialists called "reliability engi-
neers'” on their payrolls, working
around the clock at the business of see-
ing that the hardware products of our
time do not break down.

Furthermore, the casual conversation
of consumers to the contrary, there is
good evidenoe that these reliability engi-
neers are at least holding their own in
the continual struggle for products that
will stand up under use and not bank-
rupt their purchasers for mainbtenance.
The reliabliity engineers may even be
guining on the problem, so that the five
per cent of all production which every-
body admits may suffer from quality
defects is being reduced by at least a
fraction of a per cent every year.

But if the experts on rellability are not
gaining on the problem very swiftly,
there Is a very simple reason for that.
It is that our manufacturers—and ap-
parently our consumers too—are never
satisfied with the degree of sophistica-
tion in the product they have,

It is difficult to imagine any product
which is not continually belng “im-
proved" by methods which make its
operation more complicated, which in-
crease its number of parts, and in-
crease the number of ways in which it
can fail. The ultimate object of this um-
ceasing quest for improvement is, of
course, better and more sophisticated
and more relfable service to the con-
sumer. But the poor reliability engineer
who is asked to keep his eyes on the
process finds that he continually has to
update the number of problems he has
to solve, the number of dangers he has
to avert, the number of precautions he
has to build into the process, some of
these precautions demanding, in turn,
their own subsidiary multiplication of
parts and protections,

There is one thing we never have
been able lo persuade ourselves to try.
That would be to settle on standaxd,
simple, basic design and concentrate on
bullding into it the longest possible life
and the greatest possible reliability
without ever adding anything to it

What would happen if we ever did such
a thing, with an automobile, a radlo, or
a plece of kitchen equipment? Probably,
by this time, we would have a basic
transportation automobile that would
last for 20 years. Probably, by this time,
we could have put out of business half
the repairmen who don't have time to
handle our gadget emergenclies now.
And perhaps the greatest probabllity of
all is that we would be, those of us who
had ever invested in such sound prod-
ucts, bored to death using the same old
things over and over and over and over
until we ourselves were wearing out !
talling apart,

The Highway Designs -

Governor Dempsey has rightly ex-
pressed concern about a siring of fatal
aceidents on Route §1 near the Founders
Bridge in Hartford. But the problem is
that the highway is so badly designed
that it is a wonder that only five people
have been killed. Some of the stop-gap
solutions that have been propesed by
the governor may help, but the impor-
tant polit !s to make sure that the
Highway Department does not repeat
past blunders,

There s only & small amount of evi-
denoe that much has been leamed. Far

~south of Hartford, within the section

built long after the Hartford experience,
lanes are still compressed for no reason,
and countless near misses occur every
day.

Govegnor Dempeey's proposals, which
include a flashing waming signal im-.
provement of directional signals and in-
stallation of lane-separating cones, plus
more police enforcement, should not be
scomed out of hand but they represent
the kind of solutions adopted when con-
fronted with an Impossible solution.

The easlest ways to cut traffic accs
dents Is to design highways intelligently.
Unfortunately the errors made in Hart.
ford are extraordinarily difficult to fix,
even with major rebullding. What's
more there Is a limit to the complexi-
ties than can be introduced by making
use of traffic dividing cones, etc. How-
ever, this {s not true in the ares of
Wethersfield where disappearing lanes
could be handled with far more exper-
tise, In either area, re-design should be
carefully studled and executed if at all

SACRAMENTO, Calif. —Al-
though it is tempting to read
nothing but Presidential politics
into Governor Ronald Reagan's
decision to replace his conserva-
tive state finance director, Gor-
don P, Smith, with Caspar W.
Weinberger, who is one of the
state's leading Republican mod-
crates, Presidential politics is
only half the explanation.

Smith had become an acute
embarrassment to Reagan.
Leading Republican moderates
in the state Assembly, In fact,
had flatly warned Reagan's in.
ner circle (with whom they
have only the flimsiest contiet)
that unless Smith was fired; the
entire Republican panty here
would be badly damaged in its
battle to gain control of the leg-
islature next November.

Smith was the most contro-
versial product of Reagan's un-
official advisors in Los Angeles.
These advisors (who included
the late Cy Rubel of Union Oil)
are fat-cat businessmen  who
steered the former actor into
elective politics, financed  his
way in the 1066 campaign, and
still exert great influence on his
administration.

But in filling the second-most
powerful post in the state gov-
ernment —that of finance di-
rector —they handed Reagan a
full-fledged disaster.

For example, Smith repeated-
ly putl out contradictory fiscal
statements that even persuad-
ed Reagan to reduce benefits
under the Federal- stale
Medicaid program (called Medi-
cal) because, he sald, the state

“fund was broke.

Later, after the benefit-reduc-
tion was started (then abruptly
halted by court order) Smith
found that the Medi-Cal fund
actually had a surplus, not a
defielt,

Moreover, Reagan was not at
all pleased by rumors that
Smith hankered to run for the
Senpte agauinst liberal Republi-
can Thomas H. Kuchel. Al-
though Reagan himself is at the
opposite end of the  political
spectrum from Kuchel, he is
staying strictly neutral in the
primary between Kuchel and
right-wing Republican Max
Rafferty, state eéducation chief,
Reagan has cut Rafferty off
from right-wing financial sup-
port in California.

Consequently, any move by
Smith against Kuchel would
have been acutely embarras-
sing for the Governor.

Finally, Smith's ouster just
happena to coincide with the
firat big income tax bite com-
ing due this spring, which will
just mbout double ‘the average
income tax payment over last
year. A switch in the finance
office to Welnberger, the orig-
Inal cholce of antl-Reagan mod-
erates for the job of finance
director a year ago, may ©ase
the political fall-out from that
tax increase.

Welnberger's appointment, at
long last, tells much about the
kind of advice Reagan has been
getting from his big-business
supporters In Los Angeles, It
wis Rubel, for'example, who
vetoed Welnberger when Rea-

Thus, a major part of the

land.

For one thing, the more out-
spoken Republican liberals and
moderates in the state Assem-
bly have been growing bold and
outspoken in their criticism of
Reagan., Assemblyman Willlam
Bagley, for example, made
headlines out here the other
day when he charged that un-
der Smith’s fiscal management
that a “Gipper gap'" was open-

ing up In the Reagan adminis.
tration. This irreverent allusion
to Reagan's movie role as
George Glpp, a Notre Dame
football immortal, was a clear
signal that restive anti-Rea-
ganites in the Republican par-
ty felt the honeymoon was over.

An open revolt against Rea-
gan between now and the Mi-
ami Beach convention would be
highly embarrassing, Reagan's
appointment of Weinberger has
now ended any chance of that
happening.

But it would be folly to pre-
dict any basic Reagan move to-
ward the center as a result of
the purge of Smith. The shrewd-
est politician in the Reagan
camp, Lyn Nofziger, Is con-
vinced that Reagan's greatest
political asaget iz his reputation
as n fearless man of principle
who would never change a pol-
icy to win a vote. Any overt
move to the left, in the hope of
wooing Republican moderates
at Miaml Beach, is exactly
counter to that basic strategy.

Harvester Pact

CHICAGO (AP)—United Auto
Workers Union officials are pre-
dicting approval when thelr
members vots this week whsth-
er to accept a three.year con-
tract with International Har-
vester Co. providing an average
wage boost of 28 cents an hour,

A UAW spokesman sald Sun-
day that, on the basis of the
overwhelming approval granted
the agreement by the union's
council of Jocal representatives,
he expected the membership to
ratify the contract.

Two UAW locals in Memphis
ratified the contract Sunday,
Unlon spokesmen sald one local
ratified the pact by about a 65
per cent margin and the other
local gave the contract a unani.
mous endorsement.

The agreement was reached
within houra after some 45,000
workers left their jobs and start-
ed picketing 14 Harvester plants
at noon Saturday.

Across-the-board pay hikes
provided in the proposed con-
tract range from 17 to 57 cents
an hour, The boosts are retro-
active to Oct, 1, when the work-
era’ old contract was to expire.
It was extended to keep workers
on the job while bargaining con-
tinued;

plants, He declined to ldentity
them, but said If not resolved
the union locals ‘‘would have the
right to strike.”

The contract provides for a
Christmas shutdown  which
would close Harvester plants
Monday through Friday of
Christmas week, and a $100-a-
year vacation bonus.

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~ Brazil Uses
Buffalo Milk
For Cheese

FAZENDA CAMPO LIMPO,
Braxil (AP) — Sprawling Mara-
* jo Island, at the mouth of the
Amazon River, ia where Brazil's
buffaloes roam.

But not too far, since their
cows have to be milked twice a
day to supply the handful of
cheese factories scattered on is-
land ranches.

The 50,000 buffaloes on Mara-
Jo are part of the estimated
600,000 cattle that provide the
foundation for the lsland’s econ.
omy.

Additional revenue comes
from alligator hunting and lum-
bering, but catte raising Is Ma-
rajo’s primary occupation and
cowboys form the backbone of
Its 160,000 population.

They live scattered on some
1,000 ranches spread over an
area equal to Massachusetts
and New Hampshire combined.

Although larger than The
Netherlands, the island hasn't a
single all-weather road, and de-
pends on watercraft for moat of
its transportation, But unlike

_ The Netherlands, Marajo has
not yet figured out how to pro-
tect itself from periodic flood-
ing. As a result much of it is un.
der water for several months of
the year.

Buffaloes thrive on this, but
the island's other cattle must be
herded to high ground, and its
residents have learned to bulld
their homes on stilts,

At Campo Limpo, a model
ranch about an hour's flying
time from the bustling city of
Belem, a Wild West world of
barefoot illiterate cowboys
clashes sharply with the red.
and-white air taxi which s its
sole quick link with clvilization,

Owned by Armandc Telxelrs,
who normally lives In Belem,
the ranch stretches over several
hundred acres, and has 1,500
head of cattle. It also boasts a
small creamery where buffalo
milk is processed into 60 pounds
of cheese and 50 pounds of but-
ter daily. Both are flown to Be-
lem for sale,

Teixeira's home on the ranch
is rustic but tastefully decorated
with furniture made of local
lumber and native artifacts dug
up on the ranch. They include
several funeral urns dating
back to the pre-Colombian Ma-
rajoara Indian culture, as well
as arrows and other weapons.
On the floor are rugs made
from the skins of local animals,
including a marauding spotted
panther killed near the house a
few years ago,

“They tum up from time to
time,’”" says ranch foreman
Moacyr Barbosa, 28, ‘'Then we
go after them before they do too
much damage to the cattle."
Snakes and alligators also take
their toll of the cattle during the
wet season.

Barbosa, who attlended ele-
mentary school In Belem for
four years, runs the ranch in
Teixeira's absence. He lives
near the home with his wife and
two children. Mra. Barbosa sees
to it that the house is kept
clean,

As the boss of the 80 to 70 peo-
ple who work on the ranch, Bar-
bosa gets pald 100 new cruzeiros
per month (about $86) plus food.
Ordinary ranch hands are paid
16 new cruzeiros per month.

There is no doctor in the vi-
cinity, but one can be sum-
moned by radio. The radio, pow-
ered by a diesel generator, Is
also used to request air taxi.
service from Belem and to or-
der needed supplies.

The ocowboy's brighter chil-
dren get sent to Belem for pri-
mary education; the others get
none,

Although most of the Marajo
ranches are devoted exclusively
to cattle raising, some—like
Campo Limpo—are beginning to
turn to basic agriculture as
well, First crops planted are
rice and red beans, the staples
of the Brazilian diet.

Expert horsemen, the Marajo
cowboys use no shoes and rely
on tiny stirrupe into which they
hook their big toes,

"We don't ke the idea of get-
ting our ankle caught in a stir-
rup and being dragged by a run-
away horse' says Barbosa,
who has been riding almost as
long as he has been walking.

In Lawrence Case

BRIDGEPORT (AP)—A S8u-
perior Court judge criticizes po-
lice and prosecutor handling of
the case of John M. Lawrence,
chalrman of the Federated
Americans Against Israeli Rac-
iIsm who was arrested In Dan-
bury on an assortment of
charges. )

Judge David M. Shea turned
down Tuesday a habeas corpus
petition brought by Lawrenae,
of New York City, but took to
task a Circuit Court prosecutor
and New York end Danbury po-
lice.

Lawrence, 46, was arrested
last Sept. 3 while distributing
Hterature in front of 8St. An-
thony's Church in Danbury, The
church is a Maronite church,
an Arabian Christian sect.

Lawrence was charged with
loitering, breach of the peace,
sollciting without a permit, re-
fusal to submit to fingerprinting,
and possession of obscene litera-
ture. He was released on 35
bail,

The literature distributed by
Lawrence alleged Jewish atroe-
ities against the Arab minornity
{n Isrmel and other mistreat-
ment of Arabs by Israel.

Lawrence has filed a sult
against the city of Danbury for
what he alleges to be '‘recent
{mprisonments, malicious prose-
cution, and other injuries.”” The
suit asks $110,000,

In turning down the habeas
corpus peotition, Shea sald, in
part, that he was dolng o ‘‘be-
cause the petitioner has volun-
tarily and knowingly attempted
to by-pass the orderly pro-
cedures of the Circuit Court to

obtain vindication of his claimed
rights and because theso pro-
cedures are still avaliable to
him."

Taken to task by Shea, how-
ever, in connection with a fugl.
tive warrant which was the sub-
Ject of one of several compiaints
made by Lawrence, were New
York police officlals who re-
quested the extradition of Law-
rence from Connecticut, a Dan-
bury policeman, and a prosecu-
tor of the Circuit Court in Dan-
bury,

The fugitive warrant episode
was ultimately dropped but the
matter, Shea sadd, “‘demon-
strates a calculated attempt to
deprive the petitioner Lawrence
of his legal rights."

‘“The evidence does prove ra-
ther incredible bureaucratic in-
eptitude on the part of the New
York police officialsa who rve-
quested the extradition'' he
said.

It was established further by
the evidence, according to the
decision, that untrue statements
were contained in an affidavit
signed by a Danbury policeman
concerning Lawrence's having
fled New York and being in the
Connecticut jurisdiction.

board.

In Washington business cir-
cles, there were rumors that
Ford might be in line for a high
government post, posaibly at
Cabinet level. But the White
House =ald it knew nothing of
such a move, and Ford told a
news conference he had no
plans to take a government post
“‘at the present time."

Only a week ago, Knudsen
wis an executive vice president
nt General Motors, the No, 1 au-
tomaker and Ford's chief com-
petitor. But Knudsen resigned
after he was passed over for the
presidency of GM In favor of
Edward N. Cole, who in turn re-
placed James Roche, now board
chairman.

Knudsen, son of a former GM
president, had worked for GM
for nearly 30 years. He gulded
the Pontiac Division into third

place In the industry behind
Chevrolet and Ford,

Later, as manager of the
Chevrolet Division Knudsen
presided over sales that soared
to an all-time record two million
cars in one year.

After Tuesday's announce-
ment, Ford stock went up %
point while GM fell 1% on the
New York Stock Exchange.,

Automakers will be watching
to see if Knudsen's reign at
Ford will result in gains for his
new employer. The favorite
Knudsen formula s the injec.
tion of what he calls '""‘mnassive
doaes of engineering."

The executive shuffle—which
tound former Ford president Ar-
jay Miller named to a newly
created post of vice chuirman—
constitutes a fourth regime In
Ford's postwar management.

The first three were headed in
turn by Ernest R. Breech, Rob-
ert MocNamara and Miller. But
Henry Ford has nlways been the
admiral on the flagship, no mat-
ter who was the captain,

Ford told newsmen he didn't
contemplate any Immediate
change in his own executive ac-
tivity.

John E. Fales, a
former Manchester man, is still
flying helicopters for the Ma-
rines despite serious  bullet
wounds received In Vietnam In
March 1066,

He is crew chief of the CH.
53 Sea Stallion, a giant copter
stationed at the Marine Alr
Facility in New River, N.C.

Recently Fales' new giant Sen
Stallion plcked up a permanent-
ly disabled Navy "Tiger'" jet, a
former Blue Angel, and let it
down at the New Hanover Coun-
ty Alrport in Wilmington. It will
be set on & pedestal as a me-
morial to military men from
Southeastern North Carolina.

In 1088 Fales was firing a
machine gun in a four- man
chopper near Chu Lal, The craft
wis trying to land to aid a
fallen chopper.,

But one of the largest battles
o/ the war was raging below
and Fales caught three bullets
from it, two In his stomach and
one In his leg,

%c was sent home with open
bullet holes for easy cleaning
and with a Purple Heart.
