North Korea 
Warns of War
PANMUNJOM, Korea (AP)

— A North Korean representa­
tive said today there will be war 
unless the United States gets out 
of Korea, and the U.S. delegate 
replied that the North could in­
sure peace by stopping acts of 
aggression.

The harsh exchange came at 
a meeting of the Military Ar­
mistice Oommisslon called to 
discuss charges by the U.N. 
Command of armistice viola­
tions by the Communists. There 
was no discussion of the fate of 
the 83 crewmen of the Pueblo, 
the U.S. Intelligence ship seized 
by North Korea Jan. 23. 

Meanwhile, U.S. special envoy

Airplanes 
Down Two 
Red Jets

SAIGON (AP) — U.S. fighter- 
bombers shot down two MIG17 
Jets today, blasted three North 
Vietnamese airfields and lent a 
hand to U.S. Marines trying to 
drive diehard Communist hold­
outs from the walled Citadel of 
Hue.

Two Air Force F4 Phantoms 
encountered the MIGs 30 to 40 
miles northwest of Hanoi and 
brought them down with mis­
siles and 20mm cannon, the Air 
Force said.

This raised the total number 
of MIGs claimed downed In ae­
rial combat In the last three 
years to 110, compared with 40 
American warplanes lost to 
MIGs.

Col. David O. Williams Jr.,43. 
of Eagle Pass, Tex., and 1st Lt. 
James P. Feighny, 25, of Fort 
Walton Beach, Fla., were cred­
ited with one of the kills. MaJ. 
Rex S. Howerton, 33, of Phoe­
nix, Ariz., and 1st Lt. Ted L. 
Volght n ,  26, of Nelsonvllle, 
Ohio, were credited with the 
other.

The tJ.S. Command said that 
during strikes against North 
Vietnam Tuesday, Air Force 
and Navy bombers attacked the 
airfield six miles southwest of 
Haiphong, the Bal Thuong field 
70 miles south of Hanoi, and the 
Vlnh airfield 140 miles north of 
tho demilitarized zone.

Navy pilots reported leaving a 
large hole In the center of the 
Bal Thuong runway, but heavy 
overcast prevented assessment 
of damage at the other two 
fields.

vanotheor day his vlMt to Seoul, 
another day his visit to Seoul, 
where he Is trying to patch up 
U.8.-South Korean differences 
over U.S. priorities in Korea. 
The South Koreans have com­
plained that the United States is 
paying more attention to the 
Pueblo Incident than to the at­
tempted assassination of South 
Korean President Chung Hee 
Park Jan. 21 by 31 North Ko­
rean commandos who invaded 
Seoul.

Rear Adm. John V. Smith, 
senior U.S. representative on 
the armistice commission, cited 
the assassination attempt today 
and said there had been 74 other 
serious truce violations by the 
North In the last 44 days.

“ The decision whether there 
is peace or hostility depends 
upon the whim of an apparently 
irresponsible North Korea,”  he 
said. “ Your side can have peace 
merely by unilaterally stopping 
acts of aggression. You must 
stop dispatching armed murder­
ers into the Republic of Korea.’ ’ 

North Korean Gen. Pak 
Chung Kook glared at Smith 
and replied: "We don’t want 
war but we are not afraid of it."

He said North Korea would 
match buildup for buildup, blow 
for blow "and all-out war with 
all-out war” if it should come to 
that.

Pak added that It would come 
to war unless the United States 
agreed to "take your bloody 
hands off Korea and withdraw 
from South Korea.’ ’

The only mention of the Pueb­
lo was a charge by Pak that the 
United States was taking advan­
tage of the Incident to make 
"full preparations for war" and 
create a climate in which hostil­
ities could be touched off "at 
any moment.”  ^

It seemed unlikely that the 
Communists had any intention 
of apologizing for the attempt 
on President Park; and the 
American posture indicated lit­
tle intention of bowing to a Red 
demand for an apology for the 
Pueblo’s alleged Intrusion into 
North Korean territorial waters.

Smith said North Korea’s 
"propaganda mill”  openly had 
admitted the assassination at­
tempt, and had broadcast a 
promise that “ 31 more agente 
are coming across”  to try 
again.

A North Korean broadcast 
charged today that the United 
States flew two jet fighter "bat­
talions”  Into South Korea from 
Okinawa after the Pueblo’s sei­
zure and reinforced military 
units along the demilitarized 
zone.

To breathe enough oxygen to 
stay oUve, you must; draw some 
1,600 quarts of air into your 
lungs every day.

But civilized man Is making 
a sewer out of his sky and air. 
Too much of our daily air is pol­
luted, containing increasing 
quotients of noxious, offensive 
and prisonous gases ^ d  solid 
particles. '

Health officials say they caU'
■ only guess at the real cost to 

health both from killer smogs 
and from chronic exposure to 

, carbon monoxide, sulfur, diox­
ide, ozone, lead, ,;dust, soot, ahd 
a. host o(f new 'chemical com­
pounds.

The national bill from air peJ- 
lutloui damage to clothing, met­
als, buildings, crops, paints and, 
.fabrics Is estimated t̂̂  $12 bil­

lion per year —about $80 per 
man, woman and child.

But to control or reduce air 
pollution, the federal, state and 
local governments until this 
year were spending only $84 
mllUon a year — 42 cents per 
man, woman and child. Federal 
funds were boosted in iegisla- 
tion passed last year, but some 
experts say it’s not enough.

“ Americans have a choice: 
Clean up the air and live like 
human beings, or stay indoors 
and live like moles," warns 
John W. Gardner who recently 
resigned as secretary of health.

The earth is a spaceship 
whose outer "walls" are only 
its atmosphere hugged to the 
planet by gravity.

Each day into this at­
mosphere, 90 million motor ve­
hicles are’ pouring 180,000 tons 
of carbon monoxide, 33,000 tons 
of hydrocarbons, and 17,600 tons 
of nitrogen oxide.

Each day, factories, homes, 
and power plants using fuel oil 
and coal belch up 100,000 tons or 
more of sulfur dioxide.

Damage to agriculture and 
livestock from polluted air is es- 
ttmatod at $500 million annual­
ly.

Much' of ^Ome 800 million 
pounds of U;eiBh, garbage, leaves 
an(l* the .like Is burned dally in 
ircinerators, many of low effi­

ciency, pouring more pollutants 
into the air. ,

Some 7,300 U.S. communities 
suffer from varying degrees of 
liir pollution, says the U.S. Pub­
lic Health Service.

During smogs, dally ̂ death 
rates soar above average as pol­
luted air takes a toll of people 
with weajtened respiratory sys-' 
terns and hearts.

A Liondon smog was blamed 
for 4,000 excess deaths in 1952; 
one in Donora, Pa., for 20 dead 
in 1948; a Thanksgiving week 
smog in Now York City in 1966 
was blamed indirectly'for snuff­
ing out 168 lives prematurely.

Polluted air is blamed by 
some medical authorities for 
causing some lung cancers, for 
exacerbating asthma, the lung 
disease emphysema, tuberculos­
is, the congestive heart failure. 
Years of chronic, low-level ex­
posure presumably take some 
toll.

"When people Just don’t feel 
well from air pollution, liow do 
you fix a price?” asks Dr. John 
T. Middleton, director of the 
Public Health Service's National 
Center for Air Pollution Con­
trol in Washington.

rine Jets stretdted down on the 
former imperial capital of Viet­
nam to bomb, strafe and rocket 
an outer wall of the old Citadel 
behind which remnants of a 
North Vietnamese regiment 
stubbornly held out.

The Jets made pass after 
pass, attempting to blast a path 
through the wall for the Leath­
ernecks on the ground. But the 
North Vietnamese continued to 
lay down heavy barrages of fire 
on the Marine poeititms a few 
hundred yards away.

The interior area held by the 
Communists apparently was 
still off limits to the U.S. fliers 
because it contained historic 
19th century monuments and 
the imperial throne room.

A senior U.S. officer said the 
North Vietnamese holed up in 
the Citadel were believed run­
ning low on ammunition and 
other supplies. He said they ap­
parently had managed to hold 
out this long by getting supplies 
at night from the nearby north 
bank of the Perfume River.

The Air Force also announced 
it is investigating reports of 
"friendly casualties’ ’ when half 
the bombs dropped ’Tuesday by 
U.S. B62 bombers on the closest 
raid they have ever made to 
Saigon landed outside the target 
area.

The spokesman said 100,000 
pounds of bombs went astray, 
indicating three or foiu" of the 
high-level Stratofortresses made 
the raid. The target was Viet 
Cong troop concentrations 10% 
miles north of the city, and the 
spokesman added that even the 
bombs that went astray landed 
in an area for which South Viet­
namese officials had given tar­
get clearance.

It was the first report of a 
bombing error by the big B62s 
in nearly three years of opera­
tions' over South Vietnam, but 
most of their strikes have been 
against enemy-cohtroled areas.

On the northwest frontier, the 
U.S. Marine combat base at 
Khe Sanh took its heaviest 
pounding in six days.

North Vietnamese g^unners 
slammed 200 rounds of artillery, 
rockets and mortar into Khe 
Sanh in a 24-hour period, killing 
one Marine and wounding nine 
others. But there were no 
ground attacks that could signal 
the start of the big push the 
Communists are expected to 
make to drive U.S. forces from 
South Vietnam’s two northern­
most provinces.

U.S. \^arplanes continued 
their massive round-the-clock 
bombardment of Communist 
buildup areas threatening the 
Khe Sanh base. Air Force, Navy 
and Marine pilots flew 200 tacti­
cal sorties Tuesday against 
North Vietnamese troop concen­
trations, gun positions and stor­
age areas in the sector, and the 
big B62s chipped in with three 
raids today.

The U.S. Command reported 
that a four-engine C130 cargo 
plane shot up by Red gunners 
on the Khe Sanh airstrip was 
flown out Tuesday night after 
crews towed it to the end of the 
runway and repaired it under 
fire.

South 
Vietnamese rangers said they 
killed 68 Viet Cong in . a clash 
with a guerrilla band near Binh 
Canh village, four miles south­
west of Saigon. ’Twelve govern­
ment troops were killed and 
wounded.

In the Mekong Delta to the 
south, giuerriUas hit the coastal 
town of Rach Gia with 20 mor­
tar rounds, then put the torch to 
283 houses. The shelling killed 
two civilians, injured 10 and de­
stroyed another 46 'houses, a 
government spokesman said.

The success of America’s sec­
ond Saturn 5 superrocket 
launching, now scheduled for 
March 21, plus some key admin­
istrative decisions to be made in 
the next few weeks by NASA 
planners will determine whether 
the Schirra-commanded mission 
is in fact moved up and whether 
two manned Saturn 6 flights are 
attempted this year.

Navy Capt. Schirra, Air Force 
MaJ. Bisele and (kinnlngham, a 
civilian, will be orbited by a Sa­
turn 1 rocket, a smaller booster 
than the Saturn 6 which will be 
used to launch men to the moon.

The official schedule now in­
cludes another Saturn 1 launch­
ing this spring for a second un­
manned test of a lunar module, 
the 9raft that will ferry astro­
nauts between the moon's sur­
face and an Apollo command 
ship in lunar orbit

Although a decision is not ex­
pected until March, most ex­
perts now agree that the first lu­
nar module test last Jan. 22 was 
so successful that a second un­
manned flight will not be neces­
sary, permitting launch crews 
to concentrate on the Schirra 
mission. ,

The first manned flight 
aboard a Saturn 5 now officially 
is not scheduled until the fourth 
launching of the superrocket. 
However, project officials have 
left open the possibility that—if 
the second Saturn 6 is as suc­
cessful as the first—NASA may 
decide to skip a third unmanned 
test of the mighty booster.

In this event, the Apollo 
spaceship now scheduled to fly 
on the fourth Saturn 5 could be 
launched aboard the third, pos­
sibly in October or November.

Another trio of Saturn 5 pilots 
then possibly could be launched 
in December for a dress re­
hearsal in earth orbit of the 
man-to-the-moon flight.

Tuition Hike Issue

480 Trinity Students 
Want Protest Strike
HARTFORD (AP) — Nearly 

half of the students at Trinity 
College voted in favor of a 
strike to protest a $260-a-year 
boost in tuition at the college, 
but they were not strong enough 
in number for an actual walk­
out.

The 480 students supporting 
the strike call at a meeting 
Tuesday night and early today 
itiade up only 40 per cent of the 
student body. The required two- 
thirds majority to call a strike 
was not achieved.

In the secret ballot at the end 
of two hours of debate, 480 stu­
dents voted to strike, 293 voted 
against the strike euid 153 stu­
dents who had been on hand 
when the meeting began were 
not present for the voting. The 
student body numbers 1,196.

The Trinity student senate, 
which had recommended the 
strike, held a one-hour meeting 
early today following the larger 
meeting of students.

Student body president Leon­
ard Mozzi said the senate did 
not reach a decision on what its 
next step would )>e. li^ossl said 
the senate would m€et again to­
night to discuss the'question.

One unidentified member of 
the senate said he did not know 
what other actions the senate 
might recommend, but he add­
ed: "You can be| if almost half 
of the college wants to strike 
something is going to happen.”

One student leader, Robert 
Pippin, told the student meeting 
that the Issues dividing the stu­
dents and the college adminis­
tration are not confined to the 
tuition increase.

"The major issue now,”  Pip­

pin said, "is to have students on 
a committee that decides, not 
Just recommends. We should 
further assume two basic rights 
—the right to determine our own 
social privileges and the right 
to have the faculty free to say 
what it wants to say."

Joining in the call for a stu­
dent strike was a Negro stu­
dent, Mike Williams, who drew 
a parallel between Trinity and 
the civil rights movement in 
calling for a student walkout. 
Assistant professor of English 
James W. Gardiner also spoke in 
favor of a strike.

Many students expressed un­
certainty over the effectiveness 
of a strike, and faculty members 
opposing the strike call includ­
ed assistant professors of phil­
osophy Richard T. Lee and 
Theodore Mauch.

Studies Show 
M oon with  
Warm Area

LOS ANGELES (AP) —New 
studies indicate the moon may 
have moist, warm areas—possi­
bly conducive to naiorobial life 
—6. lunar scientist reports.

Dr. Jack Green told a semi­
nar of the University of CJallfor- 
nla at Los Angeles chapter of 
the American Institute of Aero­
nautics and Astronautics Tues­
day that evidence of moisture 
was .found in specially filtered 
telescope pictures of an area 
near the crater Aristarchus.
. Aristarchus, in the upper left 
portion of the lunar dislti, is the 
site of red flares—poeslbly indi­
cating volcanic activity—report­
ed by several astronomers.

Green said his belief that 
there may be warm, moist 
areas near the crater is based 
on apparent detection of sulfur 
with a filter, producing photo­
graphs in which that mineral 
shows up black. Large black 
areas several miles square were 
found in photographs recently 
made, to Investigate earlier indi­
cations, Green said.

"On earth sulfur, the most 
abundant volcanl^ mineral, is 
always found in the presence of 
hydrous or water-bearing rock," 
he said. "If this holds true on 
the moon, then there must be 
large areas near volcanic cra­
ters which are warm and moist 
and conceivably coyld support 

, small organisms. .
. "Bacterial life haq been found 
In boiling water In numerous hot 
springs on our planet."

Green, research scientist for 
McDonnell Douglas Ciorp. and a 
consultant on the - space agen­
cy ’s Surveyor program, said his 
study covered only aui area near 
Aristarchus but he hopes to sur­
vey other craters later.

Green said a soil-testing de­
vice taken to the moon by re­
cent Surveyors was not 

. equipped to detect sulfur.
Water-bearing rocks near sul­

fur deposits on earth, he said, 
caA be made to yield up to a 
giallon of water ^ r  cubic foot of 
rock by heating them to 600 to 
800 degrees Fahrenheit. On the 
moon, where surface tempera­
tures rise to 260 degrees at 
i)oon, such temperatures could 
be achieved by focusing solar 
rays on hydrous rock. Green 
said.

He suggested that if his in­
terpretation of the "black” 
areas is correct, manned bases 
on the moon should he establ­
ished hear volcanic craters to 
take advantage of water and 
warmth.

"The possibility of finding 
water seems to me to be far 
greater near volcanic craters 
than In tl)e plains areas tenta­
tively selected—because they 
are smbother—for astronaut 
landings," Green said.

These 
are the individuals who obviously are 
not foiHlng, or being flighty do-goodere 
either, when they warn all o f us the 
crisiB Is now, the time is now, the de- 
daion ts to be made by us.

Almost every word they signed, in 
this introduction, can be read for Man­
chester, Conn., and for Hartford, Conn., 
as much as It can be read for Newark, 
with one fortunate dlfferoice. Some 
oommunitles have a few seconds more 
time than others.

The Lesson Of Newark
'fhat this report had to be written is 

a manifestation of a deep falling in our 
society, for many of the problems that 
it analyzes should have been solved by. 
now. Had we, as a  society, made a 
more timely and determined effort to 
solve them, the events that led to the 
establishment of this commission might 
never have occurred.

Nor we plead ignorance about the 
nature of these problems. The ahelvee 
of government offices and academ ic in­
stitutions are filled wltii studies that 
shed light on them and offer avenues 
for solutions. The question le \^iether 
we have the will to act.

The record of history does not augur 
well for action. Although violence has 
marked the path of many ethnic and 
social groups, the major issues that 
were in contention in those conflicts 
have long since been resolved. But one 
great Issue remains unresolved. It is 
the place of the Negro in American so­
ciety.

It is this issue that almost tore the 
nation apart 109 years ago. It la this 
question that led to the Chicago riot of 
1010, the Harlem riots of 1935 and 1943, 
and the mounting diaorders in our cHiea 
in the years since World War II.

In the wake of hie major racial con­
flicts o f this century, commiesions UkO 
this were eetabHahed. They Investigated 
the disorders and their causes and made 
recommendations. Many chapters in 
these earlier volumes read much like 
some in this report.

Poor housing, unemployment and in­
ferior education o^ e g ro e a  figure promi­
nently in th^ report on the 1910 Chicago 
riot. Just as they do . in our analysis of 
tlfe conditions in Newark in 1007.

The mbod in our cities cleariy takH- 
•oatee that commissions like ours w^l 
have ‘ outlived their usefulness unless 
action Is forthcoming from their recom- 
mendattau. Our disadvantaged com-

muntties must sse fsr more tangible evl- 
denoe of a commitment to dliange than 
has emerged so far, or tha summer o f 
1007 Is likely to become a prologue to 
tragedy, and the time for study and 
I^annhig wW have nm out.

A 10-year-oid high school student from 
Plainfield told ttaia Commission:

"There la a time the white person 
was accepted in the Negro community 
and he could Just albout go into the Ne­
gro community and feet comfortable.
The Negro couldn’t go In tils community 
and feel comfortable, but that was 
okay. But now neither one feels com­
fortable in either' community, and this 
is how fliey have drawn further apart."

It was a oonvbioingly understated way 
of telling us tiuit the distance between 
white and black Is growing, and that 
distrust and anger are on the rise on 
both sides.

There is a clear and present danger 
to the very existence of oiw cities. Con­
sequently, more la demanded than argu­
ment over the respective ifliortcominga, 
reaponeiblllties and prejudices of white 
and black. The way to use time now la 
for aoticn.

’The burdm of responalbiUty weigha 
moat heavily on these in poeltlons of 
leederahip, power and with control over 
the resourcea that will be needed'to pro­
duce tangible resulta. But much of what 
needa to be done and much of what this 
commission la recommending does not 
cost money and cannot be bought, 
grneana po,bn  a l;htyuo 

The centnd lesue with which thla na­
tion has temporized for the last 100 
years — to make equality real for the 
black man—waa found sooner or later 
to land on the doorstep of each of us. 
And had not the Negro been patient and 
forbearing, tt would have landed t^ re  
before.

’The fate of a city today is in the 
hands of the policeman on the beat, the 
landlord of a tenement building, the 
shop eteward in the factory, ihe em­
ployer, the storekeeper, the social 
worker, the public employe behind his 
desk or the neli^bor who wlU not be a 
neighbor.

We need fewer promisee and more ac­
tion from poUtical leaders and govern­
ment offloialB.

We need fewer press releases from 
poUoe oommisslonB on commimlty rela- 
thma and more respect by patrolmen for 
the dignity o f each citizen.

We need fewer apeechea from employ­
ers and. union leaders on equal oppor­
tunity in the future, and more flexible 
hiring standards now.

We need more principals, teachers 
and guidahce counselora who want their 
students to succeed instead of expecting 
fliem to faU.

We need more social workers who re­
spect and foster a client’s pride Instead 
of treating him as an irritant or a chUd.

Suburban residents must understand 
that flie future o f their communities is 
InextiicaUy linked to the fate of the 
city instead of harboring the illusion 
that they can maintain invisible walla or 
continue to run away.

Such change is possible <mly when the 
peoiSe in' our more fortunate communi­
ties understand that what is required of 
them is not an act of generosity toward 
the people in the ghettoa, but a decision 
of direct and deep aelf-lntereat.

To bring about auidi change and the 
re-evaluation and revision of individual 
conduct and practice requires a climate 
that must be created by extraordinary 
leadership on all levels of government 
and In the private aeotor.

It requires clean, imaginative and aen- 
sitive administration in our city halls, 
where the end of business €u usual ia 
long overdue.

It requires broad opportunity lor the 
Negro oommunitieB to convert into a 
force for prideful achievement the pow- *  
er that despair caused them to use lor 
destruction.

It requires the realization ol the sim­
ple truth that people are a community’s 
most valuable resource, and that to help 
people gain acceaa to opportunity repre­
sents an investment likely to yield a 
better return than aU the subsidies we 

provide for scores of economic sec­
tors in our country, from farms to petro­
leum, from railroads to publications.

If the events of last July had one ef­
fect, it was to show that we can no long­
er escape the issue. ’The question Is 
whether we shall resort to illusion, or 
finally come to grips with reality.

’Ihe illusion is that force alone will 
solve the problem. But our society can­
not deliver on its promises when terror 
stalks the streets, and disorder and law­
lessness tear our communities apart.

No group of people can better thcr.i- 
qelves by rioting and breaking laws tliat 

^ are enacted lor the benefit and protec­
tion of everyone.

Riots must be condemned. The cardi­
nal principle of any civilized sof^iety is. 
law and order. It la vital to all. With­
out it no one wrlll succeed or endure. 
The primary responsibility of govern­
ment toward a threatened riot or mass 
violence is prompt and firm action. Judi­
ciously applied and sufficient to restore 
peace and order.

At the same time, we recognize that 
in the long run law and o ^ e r  can pre­
vail only in conditions of social Justice. 
Law enforcement in our country is 
neither designed nor equipped to deal 
with massive unrest.

Our police establishments should not 
be forced Into the role of armies of oc­
cupation. Therefore, reality demands 
prompt’ action to solve the long-neglect­
ed problems of our cities.

Inherent in these problems is the 
virus' of segregation. It cannot be treat­
ed with palliatives. It must be attacked 
at the source. It is rampant In urban 
bodies no longer healthy enough to fight 
disease of any kind and 'which will in­
creasingly suffer frustration and disor-. 
der unless old and outdated approaches 
are abandoned and new solutions sought 
In the metropolitan and regional con­
text.

Such solutions require a coordinated 
attack on many fronts, and they will 
take time. But a beginning cain be made 
quickly. 'The way to begin is at home, 
in the way we do business, on our 
streets, in our shops, our schooUi, our 
courts, government offices and wherever 
members of the black and white com­
munities meet.

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WARM COAT FOR WINTER FORAGE

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WASHINO’rON — Despite 
misgivings by some party reg­
ulars, Douglas Dillon —fbr four 
years a Cabinet member imder 
two Democratic Presidents — 
ie about to make his formsil 
re-m try into tiie Republican 
party.

Dillon, the mUUonalre Wall 
Street financier who lives In 
Far Hills, N.J. ia almost cer­
tain to be one of New Ji^owy's 
ten at-large delegates to the 
Republican National ConVehtion 
Mice opposition from party lead­
ers who can’t forgive him for 
his apostasy Is overridden.

A lifelong Republican and 
Under Secretary of State under 
President Elsenhower, Dillon 
was expected to become Secre­
tary of State if Richard M. Nix­
on had been elected President 
in 1960. When John F. Kennedy 
won, DUlon horrified Republi­
cans by becoming the New Fron­
tier’s  Secretary o f the ’Treasury. 
In the 1964 campaign, he sup­
ported President Johnson by 
word and checkbook.

Dillon began easing back to 
his GOP moorings by running 
the fund-raising effort In Sen­
ator Clifford Case’s successful 
re-election campaign in 1966. 
Case, backed by some of Dil­
lon’s friends in the financial 
community, now proposes that 
Dillon be welcomed back to 
the party this year by getting 
one of the prestigious at-large 
delegate slots.

Dillon’s naime was one of 86 
on a list of candidates discussed 
at a recent meeting of the Re­
publican Executive Committee 
of New Jersey. Some old-Une 
regulars raised questions about 
his past dalliance with the Dem­
ocrats and wondered whether 
he was back in the Republican 
party for good. These misgiv­
ings are shared in part by Web­
ster Todd, the state chairman.

Although no decision has yet 
been made. Case will surely pre­
vail and DUlon will be named. 
One of Case’s most teUlng pri­
vate arguments: DUlon can 'be 
counted on for heavy contribu­
tions to the RepubUcan Presi­
dential nominee In 1968 —$10,- 
000 at a'bare minimum.

A footnote: DUlon, like a 
strong majority of poten- 

- tial New Jersey delegates, leans 
toward Governor Nelson Rocke­
feller for President.

Strong pressure is buUdlng up 
for WUbur Cohen, Under Secre­
tary of Health, Education and 
Welfare (HEW), to replace John 
Gardner as Secretory despite 
the feeling by some Presidential 
advisors that a glamorous, na- 
tionaUy known figure , shoidd be 
named.

In elg^t years at HEW CkUien 
has been responsible for draft­
ing and passing a prodigious 
packago of social welfare legis­
lation and has strcmg backing 
on Ceqiltol HUl (Including sup­
port from  the powerful Repre­
sentative WUbur Mills of Ar- 
kanaas). Mary Lasker, phUan- 
throplst and financial ctmtrlbu- 
tor to the Democratic party, is 
actively recommending Cohen.

Moreover, there Is always the 
posslbUlty that Obhen might re­
sign as Under Secretory If 
somebody else were nominated 
(though, considering his loyalty 
to the President, thla is by no 
means certailn). With tx>th 
Gardner and Oohen gone, the 
sprawling cofnplex called HEW 
would be in itronfliie.

President J<Umson .to consid­
ering a dozen or so names, but 
no decision to Imminent One 
surprise candidate with support 
in the academic community: 
Sol Llnowltz, the Xerox tycoon 
now U. S. Ambassador to the 
Organization of American 
States,.

A footnote: the Administra­
tion has delayed House Appro­
priations Subcommittee heai^ 
ings on the new budget for HEW 
until March 4, far later than 
usual and three days after 
Gardner’s resignation becomes 
effective. ’That prevents Rep.
,Melvin Laird of Wisconsin, Re­
publican powerhouse on the sub­
committee, from  interrogat­
ing Gardner about his unhappi­
ness over cutbacks in welfare 
spending.

There is only,one remote out­
side chance itheit Jesse Unnih, 
powerwlelding Speaker of the 
California AsMmbly, wUl 
actuaUy carry out hto threat to 
run for the Senate against 
liberal RepubUcan Senator 
Thomas Kuchel. ’The chance: 
that Max Rafferty, the r i^ t- 
leaning state superintendent of 
educatlop, can upset Kuchel in 
the June Republican primary.

In order to meet the late- 
March filing deadUne Unruh 
must determine quickly wheth­
er Rafferty can close the gap 
against Kuchel. Hhving now 
reached a dead-end after seven 
years as Assembly Speaker, Un­
ruh beUeves be could beat Raf­
ferty—but not Ktichel—in a 
Senate race. ’That’s the only rea.- 
son he even contemplates
abamdonlng hto long ambition to 
be Governor.

A footnote: One private
sample made avaUable to us 
shows Kuchel with slightly more 
than 60 per cent of the Repub- 
Ilcem vote as against Rafferty’s 
less than SO per cent. But Kuchel 
partisans say he isn’t campaign­
ing hard enough and that Raf­
ferty’s finely-honed debating 
style could make a smashing 
upset possible.

Uranium Recovered 
From Copper Waste

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah — 
A new source of uranium oxide, 
the raw material for nuclear 
fuel, has been found in the 
leaching solutions used to ex­
tract copper from ore waste 
dumps. Uranium is nearly al­
ways present in these solutions, 
which, percolating through huge 
piles of mine waste to leach out 
any remaining copper, also pick 
up uranium compounds.

Researchers have demon­
strated that the uranium can 
be recovered economically by 
pumping the leaching solutions 
through a new type ol ion-ex­
change column.

Congress 
Goes on 
Vacation

WASHINGTON (A ^  —After 
three weeks of work* Congress 
is taking the first in a series of 
scheduled vacations that will do 
little to Insure the Aug. 1 ad­
journment its leaders claim is 
possible.

This recess, which began last 
Thursday, Is in honor of Presi­
dent Abraham Lincoln’s birth­
day anniversary two days ago. 
Republicans traditionally spend 
the week making speeches in 
honor of the first president of 
their party.

The Senate, which met for 
five seconds on Monday, meets 
today to resume regular busi­
ness. But with a filibuster In 
progress against civil rights leg­
islation, little if anything is ex­
pected to be accomplished.

The House, which met for 33 
minutes Monday, plans a token 
session Thursday In order to ad­
journ until next Monday, when 
legislative business will be re­
sumed.

Next week will also be a short 
week, because Washington’s 
birthday falls on Thursday.

Although the leaderships of 
both houses talked optimistical­
ly of adjourning before the start 
of the poIiUcal conventions Aug. 
6, little has happened since to 
warrant that optimism.

While most presidential mes­
sages detailing proposals out-- 
lined in the State of the Union 
message have come ^o Capitol 
Hill faster than in past years, 
accompanying legislation has 
not always been ready. As a re­
sult, committee work is just 
steuting.

The Senate’s first order of 
business for the year was to de­
cide on vacation dates. Deliber­
ation since has been confined to 
civil rights.

A handful of bills have been 
passed in the House, including 
the interest disclosure measure 
passed last year by the Senate.

Although the official vacation 
dates announced in the Senate 
showed no layoffs for as long as 
a week, the actual schedule is 
likely to be more liberal.

The next vacation, for exam­
ple, is the Easter recess, which 
is scheduled to last from April 
11 to April 17, a Wednesday. If 
history is any example, activity 
will not be resumed until April 
22, a Monday.

Ninth District Open Air School

Meany Seen Betting 
LBJ W ill Aecelerate 
Rebuilding City Slums

At noon, the class retired to 
the “ Cottage,”  a small house 
located between the school and 
Teachers’ Hall. This house serv­
ed as a laboratory for the 
Household Arts course required 
of all girls at Barnard, now Ben- 
net Junior High School. Here, 
six or eight Grade 8 girls, under 
the direction of Miss Etoris Os­
borne, were taught to “ keep 
house”  and prepare meals for 
the Open Air School pupils. Dai­
ly they made and served sub­
stantial midday meal for this 
group and cleaned up after it.

Meal time was a high light 
of the day for this class. Miss 
Borowski stood at the dining 
room door and nodded satisfac­
tion as each youngster, now out 
of his heavy wraps, extended 
his two hands, palms up, palms 
down inspection. Each child sat 
in his a.ssigned place and await­
ed with eyes glued to the plate 
before him, as- the teacher, sit­
ting at the head of the table, 
said grace. Forks flew, and 
calls for “ seconds” often .sound­
ed. The food was plentiful and

nutritious rather than fancy. The 
rule, “ everything on the plate 
must be eaten before being ex­
cused,” was carried out to the 
letter. Thus all appetites were 
satisfied and nothing wa.s wast­
ed.

Today the Methodist Church 
parsonage and the Bennet Jun­
ior High athletic field occupy 
the space where the Open Air 
School, the Cottage and Teach­
ers’ Hall once stood.

The children at the north end 
of Manchester also had a flour­
ishing Open Air School. * The 
Eighth District opened its 
school in 1920. It was housed in 
a portable two-story building 
close by Robertson School. It 
contained a classroom with open 
-vindows on its four walls and 
a resting room above. This 
room was also equipped with 
canvqs cots and blankets. The 
Manchester Education Club 
contributed funds for its food 
and other necessities not in the 
school budget. Miss Ivy Clark 
was its first teacher. She was 
followed by Miss Marian Welles, 
a physical education teacher.

who taught here until the school 
closed.

Among the many factors 
which led to the abandonment 
of the open air schools were 
Improved public health serv­
ices, newer methods of tireat- 
ing health problems, and high­
er wages which made for better 
housing and better nutrition.

Although all visual signs of 
these schools have now vanish­
ed, many a Manchester adult 
recalls with affection and 
gratitude the liappy days spent 
at open air school.

JOAAD BEACH, Fla. (AP) — 
AFL-CIO President George 
Meany reportedly is betting that 
President Johnson—despite
■Vietnam war problems—will 
sharply accelerate rebuilding of 
the nation’s big city slums this 
year to ease the threat of new 
Negro rioting.

“ Meany is very anxious that 
there should be a massive at­
tack on the ghettos," an in­
formed labor source said, and 
he wonts the labor movement to 
take the lead.

Meany, who supports John­
son’s war policies, views slum 
problems as the nation’s most 
pressing homefront crisis and 
believes the United States can 
handle both problems, the 
source said.
' This thinking reportedly is be­
hind the new pledges of 18 
AFL-CIO construction unions to 
cooperate fully with federal offi­
cials in solving labor problems 
stemming from the federal 
model cities program, and to 
actively recruit more Negroes 
into the building trades unions.

The 18 construction unions 
representing some 3.5 million 
workers have long been the tar­
gets of racial bias complaints 
and charges of dragging their 
feet In settling labor disputes 
growing out of plans to rebuild 
the cities.

“ A number of people think the 
building trades are the proper 
object of any kind of attack,” 
Meany reportedly told a closed 
meeting of the AFL-CIO Build­
ing and Construction Trades De­
partment.

"Maybe they (construction 
unions) ought to step right out 
and take the leadership in this 
massive attack on urban rehabi­
litation," informed .sources 
quoted Meany as saying.

Meany Is one of three labor 
mertibers on a White House 
committee headed by industri­
alist Edgar Kaiser, appointed to

work out procedures for city re­
building projects.

Specifically, the 18 building 
trades unions pledged the White 
House committee “ full support” 
toward working out such labor 
problems as union jurisdictional 
squabbles and the training of 
slum residents, especially Ne­
gro youths, for jobs.

In a separate action, the con­
struction unions agreed, with 
Secretary of Labor W. Willard 
Wirtz to actively recruit 
Negroes euid members of other 
minority groups and help train 
them for union apprentice pro­
grams.

From a self-interest point of 
view, the construction union.s 
expect the rebuilding of the cit­
ies to create thousands of new 
jobs for their members.

They concede it all depends 
on how Congress reacts to John­
son’s request for funds.

"If there are riots. In the cities 
this year, there are going to be 
demands that something be 
done,”  a union source said, and 
the labor leaders are convinced 
the government will put up the 
money to rebuild city slums.

“ Obviously it will create a 
manpower shortage,”  the union 
.source said, and this would help 
the unions solve the problem of 
admitting more Negroes.

Another factor In admitting 
more Negroes to the unions is a 
requirement in the federal law 
for maximum' hiring of slum 
residents to work on model cit­
ies rebuilding projects.

Archbishop 
Of Paris Dies

PARIS (AP) — Pierre Cardi­
nal Veuillot, a leading progres­
sive and the Homan Catholic 
archbishop of Paris, died today 
of cancel;. He was 55 and had 
been a cardinal only seven and 
a half months.

The French prelate was the 
ninth cardinal to die since the 

! consistory last June 26 at which

bership of 118. The Pop>e is ex­
pected to call a consistory, pos­
sibly before Easter, April 14, to 
create more princes of the 
Church.

Cardinal Veuillot, a former 
Vatican administrator, was 
named bishop of Angers, 
France, in 1959, and in 1966 be­
came coadjutor to Maurice Car­
dinal Feltln, the archbishop of 
Paris. Cardinal Feltin, now 79, 
resigned because of his age.

feit U.S. $20 and $50 bills which 
they said were “ almost flaw­
less" copies.

A senior detective said the po­
lice were satisfied the raid 
would clear up one of the larg­
est worldwide counterfeit con­
spiracies ever handled in Aus­
tralia. He said the investigation 
began with inquiries from the 
United States in 1957.

In their raids in llie Sydney 
suburb.s of Kingsgrove and Bill- 
main, police seized printing 
equipment, photographic - mate­
rial and printing paper and ar­
rested a 49-year-old photogra­
pher. They also seized counter­
feit Australian notes.

]̂\ew Economics^ Faces College, Museum 
rwt . e rwi w Plans Survey of
Test of Tax Increase Nature Preserve

By JOSEPH R. OOYNs

WASHINGTO N (AP) — The 
congressional stalemate over 
President Johnson’s proposed 10 
per cent income tax surcharge 
is the toughest test yet for the 
economic theory that has guided 
national policy during the 1960s.

The outcome will chart the fu­
ture course of the “ new econom­
ics”  for years to come.

eystone of this theory is the 
argument that changes in tax 
rates and federal spending can 
smooth out the bumps in the 
business cycle and foster 
healthy, steady e c o n o m i c  
growth.

A ta x ' cut when the nation 
faces recession Is supposed to 
perk things up. This part of the 
theory was tested in 1964 and 
again in 1965 when tax cuts 
were voted by Congress.

But the surcharge battle re­
presents the first time the poli­
cy has gone the other way—to­
ward a tax increase—and politi­
cal realities have so far proved 
stronger than economic theory.

No *ne likes to pay higher 
taxes. And congressmen don’t 
like to vote for them—especially 
in an election year when voters 
have already opposed higher 
taxes in letters and through na­
tionwide polls.

WHen the theory was first 
tested In the early 1960s—with a 
tax. cut—doubts were raised 
even then that the "new eco­
nomics”  would work'.

But government economists 
credit the tax cuts with keeping 
the economy moving. It’s now 
about to enter its eighth year 
without a setback—the longest 
expansion in history.

'The "new economics”  actual­
ly had its beginnings in the 
1930s when the thought first sur­
faced that a budget deficit or 
surplus could be used to push 
and pull the economy.

But the theory r e m ^ e d  un­
tested until the 1960s when Pres

ident John F. Kennedy proposed 
a tax cut to stimulate an econo­
my which, after recovering 
from a recession in 1960, had 
again turned soft.

Some government theorists 
contend year-to-year changes Jn 
tax rates are desirable to fine- 
tune the economy. But this 
hasn’t been tried to date.

The House Ways and Means 
Committee has already shelved 
the proposed dO per cent sur­
charge on individual and corpo­
rate income taxes three times 
since it w^s forn.ally sent to 
Congress last Aug. 3.

But the door hasn’t been shut 
completely ^ n d  there are In­
creasing signs the tax may not 
be dead. If it survives In some 
form the “ new economics”  can 
also be expected to remain an 
active force.

When the surcharge went be­
fore Congress last year, govern­
ment experts anticipated a 
booming economy to back up 
their arg;ument for higher taxes. 
The economy began its boom 
but strikes sent the figures sput­
tering again.

Now the government experts 
forecast an even bigger boom 
which they say could turn into a 
recession down the line If taxes 
aren’t raised, sconomlc data 
for December was bullish and 
the first data for January- 
record retail sales and the low­
est unemployment rate in 14 
years—continue the strong pic­
ture.

Miss Brown, who recently 
gpiided Dolenc around the site, 
said the, land is ideal for such 
a study because of its variety. 
It has high and low areas, a 
swamp, pond, deciduous and 
evergreen trees.

In the spring Dolenc plans to 
take his MCC biology class to 
the Oak Grove Preserve on sev­
eral days to identify plants as 
part of their botany studies. His 
class will take specimens for 
identification at MCC’s labora­
tory. -

Phyloplankton, aquatic life 
forms found in the pond and 
streams, will be the major sub­
ject of the class study.

Dolenc plans to do advanced 
research iq, acquatlc forms of 
life at the University of Connec­
ticut in the future.

Cuban Seized 
In F lo rid a  
Bomb Case

MIAMI, Fla. (AP) —PoUce 
announce dtoday the first arrest 
of an alleged member of Cuban 
Power, a mysterious new anti- 
Castro terrorist organization, on 
a bombing charge.

Ricardo Morales Navarrete, 
arrested in an apartment raid, 
was charged with placing a 
bomb Jan. 26 that ripped into 
the offices of company en­
gaged in shipping packages 
from Cuban exiles to their 
homeland.

A spokesman for the police in­
telligence agency said the 
husky, black-haired Morales 
was a member but not the lead­
er of Cuban Power. The officer 
said other arrests were in pros­
pect.

Cuban Power claimed that it 
placed a bomb which wrecked a 
plane Jan. 20 at Miami Interna­
tional Airport. The aircraft was 
loaded with supplies from exiles 
to relatives in Cuba.

A t y h e w r i t  e n  message, 
signed only by ' 'Ernesto,”  was 
sent to news media making this 
claim. The organization denied 
blame, however, for other re­
cent bombings in Miami, includ­
ing the garage of British Consul 
Francis J. Pelly and the auto-" 
mobile of Mexican Consul Ra­
fael Reyes Spindola.

Cuban Power contended that 
the commercial shipments fell 
into the hands of Castro and aid­
ed his Communist regime. The 
U.S. Customs office said 1,000 to 
2,000 packages are sent to Cuba 
by exiles each month. All are 
routed by way of Mexico, Spain 
or Canada.

Morales, identified by police 
as a soldier of fortune who for­
merly served with the anU-Com- 
munist 6th Congolese Brigade in 
Africa, denied any connection 
with the bombing.

In the raid on an apartment in 
which he lives with his wlf eand 
three children. Morales claimed 
that the police “ found nothing.”  

“ I am not connected with any 
bombing or any kind of organi­
zation,”  he said. “ If my mother 
were in Cuba, I would send her 
things. That is a humanitarian 
thing. I couldn't be against 
that.”

The bombing in which he was 
charged occurred at Jose Val­
dez’ Serviclos Especializados of­
fices on Flagler Street, in Mi­
ami’s “ Little Havana.”

On the same' night, the Cu­
ban-owned All Cargo Travel 
Agency and an American-owned 
auto repair garage were hit by 
blasts.

Other exile groups said Cuban 
Power grew out of exile unhap­
piness over the lack of U.S. ac­
tion against Fidel Castro, but 
most of them deplored the 
bombing tactics.

To Transfer
HAR’TFORD (AP)—’Three of 

Uie six men who escaped re­
cently from Norwich State Hos­
pital may have faked mental 
illness to be transferred there 
.from the Hartford State Jail, 
the state mental health com­
missioner says.

Commissioner Wilfred Bloom­
berg raised this poBSlbillty 
"TueBday tn a report to Gov. 
John Dempsey on .<»ecurity 
measures at Norwich.

In the future, said Bloomberg 
In the report, no Inmates will be 
accepted from state jails until 
they have been judged to be 
“ truly mentally 111”  by a state 
psychiatrist.

Bloomberg said one man who 
later escaped gave evidence of 
bizarre behavior and hallucina­
tions at the Hartford jail, but 
during the two days he was at 
Norwich the symptoms weren't 
discernable.

Among proposals for tighten­
ing security at the opltals, 
Bloomberg said, were to install 
an outer steel accordlan door in 
front of elevators In the locked 
ward buildings and to open an­
other ward in the hospital's 
maximum security unit to house 
jail inmates before their Illness­
es are diagnosed In detail.

The commissioner told Demp­
sey a complete review of the 
security at Connecticut Volley 
Hospital In Middletown is under 
way.

Dempsey ordered a review of 
security at Norwich after the 
fourth patient escaped last 
week. Norwich residents ex­
pressed growing concern over 
the escapes, which included the 
kidnapping of a nurse.

In a related development, rep­
resentatives of state mental 
hospital employes pleaded for 
more staff to handle the situa­
tion in their wards.

Two psychiatric aides, Mary 
Didonno and Katherine Leary 
from Connecticut Valley Hospi­
tal cited understaffed condi­
tions. These included instances 
in which one female worker 
staffed a ward of 40 male pa­
tients Including five transferred 
from maximum security, they 
said.

Miss Leary said she had been 
working alone on a ward filled 
with 34 disturbed females.

They presented their appeal 
in a talk with Dr. Bloomberg, 
State Personnel commissioner 
C. Perrie Phillips and State Fi­
nance Ctommis.sloner George J. 
Conkllng.

The two women are members 
a t  (Douncil 16, Federation of 
State, County and Municipal 
Employes, AFL-CIO.

Living Coats Rise 
In South Vietnam

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
cost of living in South Vietnam 
has almost tripled in the 2V4 
years since escalation of the 
war in mid-1966.

This is documented by the In­
ternational Monetary Fund 
which said the cost of living 
there In December was 3M per 
cent of the 1958 base period.

This meant it cost $36.40 to 
buy goods and services which 
cost $10 in 1658.

U.S. Intelligence Ship 
Scrutinized by Jet

WASHINGTON (A'P) —Pen­
tagon sources say a U.S. Navy 
intelligence-gathering ship was 
scrutinized in the Mediterra­
nean Sunday by a jet bomber 
apparently piloted by Egyp­
tians.

They said the plane did not 
buzz the USS Georgetown, 
which was about 40 miles off Al­
exandria, Egypt, and no shots 
were fired.

The 7,300-ton Georgetown, 
which carries a crew of 275 
men, is similar to the larger in­
telligence-gathering ship Liber­
ty, fired on by Israeli planes 
during the Arab-Israeli war last 
June with a loss of 34 American 
lives.

Track-side scanners will read 
multicolored “service stripes” 
on rail cars and report them to 
railroads through a central 
computer. The stripes, even on 
piggyback trailers and contain­
ers, can be read at speeds up 
to 80 miles an hour, in any 
weather.

P E W T E R
Pewter 'is one o f the world’s first metals and was 
expertly worked into object o f art by ancient Greeks, 
Romans and Chinese. History shows that after the 
Reectoration in Blng'land, pewter came into daily 
household use replacing the clumsy wooden utMisiis 
of that time. By 1750 the British began making a 
finer, bright finish pewter called “ Britannia Ware” 
composed almost entirely o f tin and containling no 
lead.
When the first English settlers came to the “New 
World”  they brought their precious pewter with 
them. America came into what was called the “ Pew- 
tw  Cen'tury”  between 1750 and 1850. This was the 
time o f the Boardman’s of Hartford who made fine 
p ew ^ . It was the age o f Duncan Phyfe and his 
furniture and the clockmakere of Connecticut. !l^  
cause the craft was laborious and molds expensive, 
the designs were simple, yet the simplicity itseJf was 
both beautiful and popular.
However, at times lead was added to keep costs down. 
This made the pewter look dull and lifeless, and hurt 
the reputation o f the high quality pewterer.
Pewter will not r e ^ ly  tarnish and will hdd its 
luster for a long time if washed periodically and 
dried thoroughly. Its original sheen 
can be restored by using a good metal 
or pewter polish.

"To a remarkable degree toe 
Jaida coBeotion has come to our 
aid,”  he wrote. - 

"TTie museum’s Frans KUne 
was painted in 1960 and was ac­
quired to 1962: one of the (two) 
Janis Kbnes was done a decade 
later. One of our three de Koon- 
tags was painted end bought In 
1948, and the other two are dat­

Pop arttst Andy Warhol in 
1967 did one of his silk screen 
portraits Janis and also a 
smaller, eight-part, Silk screen 
work combtaring snapshot epi­
sodes from Janis’ life.

One byproduct of the Janis 
g;lft developed while toe exhibit 
was being prepared.

Congress last year relaxed toe 
rule Indirectly, it allowed 
Treasury notes to be issued for 
terms up to seven years Instead 
of five. Notes are not subject to 
toe celling.

So now what actually are me­
dium-term treasury securities 
are selling for more than 4% 
per cent, while toe limit re­
mains on toe statute books for 
whatever symbolic value It may 
have.

•n»e private market long ago 
found a way around toe PHA In­
terest limitation.

GRENOBLE, F r a n c e  
(AP) —^Terry McDermott, 
given no chance to repeat 
as gold medalist in ' the 
men’s 500-meter speed 
skating race, whizzed over 
a sun-softened rink today 
and grabbed the United 
States’ fourth silver medal 
in the Winter Olympic 
Games.

In tying Magne Thomaasen of 
Norway for second place, two- 
tenths of a second behind win­
ner Ethard Keller of West Ger­
many, McDermott needed a 
greater effort than in 1964 when 
he won the Americans' only 
gold medal in the Innsbruck,
Austria, Games.

Shortly before the 27-yeeu’-dld 
sprint skater from Birmingham,
Mich., joined three female 
speed skaters as silver medal­
ists, Tim Wood of Bloomfield 
Hills, Mich., moved into second 
place after four of the five com­
pulsory figures i »  men’s figure 
skating competition.

The combination brightened 
U.S. Olympic spirits that had 
been dampened Tuesday by the 
hard luck four girl skiers had 
experienced in the special sla­
lom.

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — A 
furious artillery and tank battle 
across the Jordan River broke 
out today between Jordan and 
Israel. Then swarms of Israeli 
jets took to the air, strafing, 
bombing and rocketing Jorda­
nian positions.

Most of the Beisan Valley 
south of the Sea of Galilee was 
aflame in the biggest battle in 
recent weeks. Israelis in farm­
ing communities huddled in 
bomb shelters in a rain of Jor­
danian artillery and mortar 
fire.

An Israeli army communique 
said jets were called in after 
Jordanian shells began ham­
mering the collective farms at

Gesher and Beit Yosef collec­
tive farms in the valley.

The army said artillery and 
tank fire from both sides contin­
ued across the river.

The Israeli army said two oth­
er border settlements in the Bei­
san Valley also came under Jor­
danian guns.

Each side blamed the other 
for starting the fighting, appar­
ently the most serious in a ser­
ies of gun duels across the river 
in recent weeks.

There was no immediate word 
on casualties.

WASHINGTON — At some 
time during his life, about one 
of every two adult Americans 
has made use of one or more 
legally available drugs that 
affect human behavior. ^

One in four, perhaps as many 
as one In three, was taken some 
such drug within the past year. 
Two-thirds of the drug-users are 
wonven. About three-fourths of 
the drugs consumed are tran­
quilizers.

These are among preliminary 
findings of a new, large-scale 
government study of the extent 
to which Americans rely on 
prescription drugs.

The massive project, spon­
sored by the National Institute 
of Mental Health, also seems 
to determine the nature of the 
ordinary emotional upsets that 
afflict people, the ways they 
cope with them and their atti­

tudes toward drug use, by 
themselves and others.

Research has generated vast 
amounts of data on the use and 
abuse of narcotics, psychedelic 
drugs and other substances ob­
tained on the illegal market by 
a relatively small number of 
people.

Comparatively little is known, 
however, about the far more 
widespread consumption of 
chemicals that are lawfully 
sold, but that can profoundly 
affect the moods and attitudes 
of a significant segment of the 
population.

In 1965, about 167 million pre­
scriptions—an average of more 
than one for every American 
adult—were written for psy­
chotropic drugs, the general 
term for substances that pro­
duce mood or behavior change. 
The prescriptions cost a total of 
590 million dollars.

To learn more about this 
phenomenon, NIMH undertook 
its costly, extensive research. 
The work began more than two 
years ago and will take several 
more years to complete. Dr. 
Jerome Levine, psychiatrist and 
newly appointed chief of the 
NIMH tsychopharmacology Re­
search Branch, is in charge of 
the' program.

The study will focus par­
ticularly on two categories of

drugs-the stimulants (includ­
ing the amphetamines, the "pep 
Pills" used by many dieters and 
the so-called psychic energiz­
ers) and the depressants, (which 
Include tranquilizers, phenobar- 
bital and sleeping pills).

Attention will also be given to 
the hallucinogenic drugs, such 
as LSD and marijuana, and 
some "over-the-counter”  pre­
paration — those purchasable 
without prescription.

Although public attention has 
been directed mainly to the dan­
gers Of drugs use. Dr. Levine 
sees his task as a fact-finding 
effort and is reserving any val­
ue judgments until all the 'in­
formation is in.

He does, however, see the 
possibility that the negative as­
pects of drug use—especially 

• among mature, sensible adults 
—may have been overstated.

"Is it better," Jie asks, “ for 
a person to suffer than to ac­
cept the relief a drug can bring? 
Is It better for a man not to 
take a pill If It can prevent his 
beating his kids, or escaping 
Into drink or developing a 
pschosomatic Illness?"

According to Dr. Mitchell 
Balter, a social psychologist 
4Vorking with Levine, the study 
is yielding evidence that many
