W ill Increase
Town Manager Robert Weiss 

started re'vlews of departmental 
budget requests yesterday with 
the pledge, "All requests will 
be analyzed carefully and ap­
proved budgets will be kept to 
the minimum that I consider 
necessary to the operation of 
the town.”

Weiss declined to estimate in 
advance the size of the 1968- 
69 to'wn budgets, to be effective 
as of July 1.

However, departmental re­
quests, Including the one from 
the school board for an 2882,159 
increase, indicate that In excess 
of 21.2 million in Increased ap­
propriations is being sought.

Increases to the town’s Grand 
List will provide only the equi­
valent of approximately one mill 
in revenue to the General Fund.

Signs point to a possible four- 
mill increase in the 1968-69 tax 
rate. The current tax rate Is 
37.9 mills for the General Fund 
and 3.52 mills for the Town Fire 
District.

Weiss will submit his tenta­
tive budgets and budget mes­
sages to the Board of Directors 
on March 26. The board will 
conduct a public hearing 
Weiss’ budget on April 4.

In the period, April 16 to April 
26, the board will conduct 
budget wolfkshops. It is schedul­
ed to adopt town budgets and 
to set the tax rates on May 6.

GOP Town CSralrman Fran­
cis DellaFen. today came out 
In support o f Project Ooncem 
and pledged his efforts toward 
a ’’yes’’ vote on April 30, when 
Manchester electors face an ad­
visory .referendum on the bus­
ing question.

The six Republicans on the 
Board o f Directors have au- 
thorixed the April 30 advisory 
vote on the question: “ Should 
Manchester continue to partici­
pate In Project Ooncem?’’

Radio Station 
Hit in Hanoi

SAIGON (AP) — U.S. planes 
for the first time in the war at­
tacked the Hanoi radio station 
that beams out all (Jommunlst 
propaganda from North Viet­
nam, the U.S. Command an­
nounced today. But monitors 
said Radio Hanoi was still on 
the air.

The strike Wednesday against 
the station, which military 
spokesmen said has the most 
powerful transmitter In South­
east Asia, coincided with these 
other developments indicating a 
sharp escalation in both the 
ground and air wars:

—Air Force F105 Thunder- 
chiefs attooked another target 
for the first time, a sprawling 
military storage area 41 miles 
southwest of Hanoi.

—The number of Americans 
killed in combat jumped to a 
record high for the war 
last week, 543, and there wore 
2,547 wounded, 210 less than the 
record. It was a week of hard 
fighting In the Viet Cong’s lunar 
new year offensive against 
South Vietnam’s population cen­
ters.

—Official U.S. sources dis­

closed that a new Communist 
rocket, designed and manufac­
tured by the Chinese without 
any foreign help, has been used 
In the war for the first time.

— T̂he same sources said ele­
ments of two Communist divi­
sions are still menacing Saigon, 
and some enemy forces are 
poised within six miles of the 
capital city of nearly three mil­
lion people. The sources also 
disclosed that Intelligence had 
detected heavy shipments of 
Communist arms coming In 
from Cambodia.

—With U.S. Marine Jets bomb­
ing In front of them in a priority 
effort to end the 23-day battle 
for Hue, Marine infantrymen 
pushed 150 yards through the 
fortressed Citadel and seized all 
of their assigned sector of the 
south wall.

The Marines drove to within 
about 50 yards of the historic 
inner palace grounds. There 
they came under heavy fire from 
the inner Citadel, once the lor- 
nate home of 19th century Viet­
namese emperors and now the

Washington’s Teeth Hurt
CHICAGO (AP)— George Washington wasn’t exactly the 

grinning type, his portraits demonstrate, and it may be be­
cause of his false teeth.

For years he had to wear uncomfortable teeth made of hip­
popotamus or elephant ivory, according to Minnie Orfanos, 
director of the Northwestern Xlnlverslty dental schooi library.

The library has an original letter by Washington's New 
York dentist, John Greenwood, and copies of letters Washing­
ton wrote to him.

Dentures containing human teeth, probably from cadavers, 
were fitted In 1789. Greenwood made Washington false teeth 
In 1791 and 1796 that were carved Individually of Ivory.

On Jan. 20, 1797 Washington sent his favorite dentures with 
two carved Ivory teeth that had worked loose from the gold 
base. He requested a speedy repair job saying the substitute 
set was "uneasy" in his mouth and made his lips bulge and 
appear swollen.

Probed in Blast

Rap Brown Jailed, 
Intimidation Charged
NEW ORLEANS (AP) — 

Black Power advocate H. Rap 
Brown was in jail today sis his 
lawyer drafted a defense on a 
new charge and tried to raise 
2100,000 bond.

Attorney William Kuntsler of 
New York hoped to get the bond 
reduced at the preliminary 
hearing, the next legal step fac­
ing the militant Negro leader.

The new charge was imposed 
on Brown, a spokesman for the 
Student Nonviolent Coordinating 
Committee, after he lost a legal 
argument in federal court about 
a court order limiting his travel.

The FBI said Brown, during a 
recess, told FBI Agent William 
H. Smith Jr., also a Neg^, 
that: "We will get you . . . We 
better not find out where you 
live, and if you have any chil­
dren we will get them, too."

When Brown walked out of the

courtroom Wednesday, vowing 
to go on a hunger strike in jail, 
the FBI hustled him to a U.S. 
commissioner’s offie'e to hear 
the charge of intimidating and 
Impeding an FBI agent.

Commissioner Fritz H. Win­
dhorst fixed bond at 260,000.

In federal court, a few min­
utes earlier. Brown’s bond on 
another charge—violation of a 
federal firearins law—had been 
rest at 250,000 and he had been 
ordered to forfeit 25,000 of his 
old 216,000 bond.

Judge Lansing Mitchell or­
dered the forfeit as punishment 
for violation of hla order that 
Brown confine his travel to 
Louisiana, New York and Atlan­
ta, Ga., pending trial.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Work­
ing under President Johnson’s 
personal order to clear up the 
case quickly, i>ollce and FBI 
agents probing a bomb explo­
sion at the Soviet Embassy ore 
exploring a possible link \rith a 
dynamite theft In nearby Virgi­
nia.

They said Wednesday night 
they had "several leads”  on the 
case.

Eighteen sticks of dynamite 
and 60 blasting caps were re­
ported stolen from a construc­
tion site In West Springfield, 
Va., a Washington suburb.

The theft was noticed Wednes­
day shortly after the predawn 
explosion shook the four-story 
embassy, just four blocks from 
the White House.

No one was hurt in the blast 
but it did slight damage to a 
first-floor office and reception 
room, shattered windows in 
nearby buildings—and shook 
U.S.-Soviet relations.

The Soviet government for­
mally protested the Incident, ac­
cused the United States of pro­
viding inadequate protection 
and demanded compensation.

Johnson and Secretary of 
State Dean Rusk expressed re­
grets but the State Department 
rejected the charge of Inadequ­
ate protection. There were indi­
cations the Soviets would he 
compensated.

One embassy official said (ihe 
explosion could have been the 
work of fanatics Inflamed by a 
three-day mock trial of commu­

nism which ended Wednesday 
on the Georgetown University 
campus in Washington. It was 
sponsored by a coalition of anti- 
Oommunist groups and included 
lengthy testimony concerning 
prison torture and religious per­
secution In Iron Curtain coun­
tries.

Police had no comment on 
this theory.

An embassy source also said 
the FBI should have photo­
graphs of the dynamiters be­
cause it maintains camera sur­
veillance on the embassy from a 
window across the street. But 
the FBI wouldn’t comment on 
that.

Police said two persons were 
questioned six hours after the 
explosion but were released.

Robert Jermyn, a guard at 
the nearby National Georgraph- 
Ic Society building, said that a 
few minutes before the explo­
sion he saw two men running 
along leth Street, site of the em­
bassy. But Jermyn couldn’t see 
them clearly.

A cab driver, Richard E. 
West, said he had turned into 
an alley next to the embassy 
when the bomb went off. He 
said a man rushed up. Identified 
himself only as a major and 
told him to follow a man run­
ning north on 16th StereC't.

West said he lost sight of the 
man within a few blocks.

Identity of the "m ajor" has 
not been established.

Delta airl'ines stewardess Joy Bleil

MIAMI Fla. (AP) —A gun­
man wearing a white cowboy 
hat and tennis shoes pu.shcd a 
stewardess Into the cockpit of a 
DCS jet over Florida Wednesday 
and held a pistol under her ear 
until the pilot detoured his craft 
and 109 persons to a landing in 
Cuba.

About five hours after the hi­
jacking, Delta Air Line Flight 
843 returned to Miami, leaving 
behind In Havana a young man 
who gave his name to the air­
line as ’ ’S. Wilson.’ ’

Tliree Connecticut residents 
were on a list of passenger.s 
aboard the Delta Airlines Flight 
843 which was forced to fly to 
Cuba Wednesday.

A partial list of passengers 
released today included two 
Pawcatuck, Conn., residents, Jo­
seph and Adell Halle of 10 Lin­
coln Ave., and D. Ritson of Riv­
er Road, Weston, Conn.

The plane and passengers la­
ter relumed to Miami safely.

In Havana, the hijacker was 
identified as Lawrence Rhodes, 
29, of St. Petersburg, Fla., who 
asked for political asylum. The 
government announced It was 
studying his request.

The man boarded the Chlca- 
go-Mlami flight with 64 other 
persons at Tampa. Other pas­
sengers said he had been drink­
ing heavily at the airport bar.

Delta officials said he bought 
a $21 first class ticket at 12:44 
p.m. Wednesday in the airline's 
downtown Tampa ticket office. 
It was a one-way ticket to Mi­
ami.

"He told us he didn’t care who 
he killed or how badly he shot 
up the plane,”  said Joy Bleil, 28, 
of Elmwood Park, 111. Mrs. 
Bleil, the senior stewardess, 
was held in the cockpit as a 
hostage until the giant, 28 mil­
lion airliner was escorted into

Miami Reporter Recalls Hijack
Editor’s note: The Miami 

Herald aviation writer, Don 
Bedwell, was one of 102 passen­
gers aboard the Delta Air Line 
jet hijacked to Cuba Wednes­
day. This is his story.

MIAMI, Fla. (AP) — Fifteen 

minutes out of Tampa the pas­
senger, the one with the white 
cowboy hat and the hidden pis­
tol, asked senior stewardess Joy 
Bleil for a vodka and orange 
juice.

(Mrs. Bleil, a pert bmnette, 
apologized and said she had 

.none. The passenger settled for 
a soft drink and leaned back be­
side his bulky flight bag.

Inside the bag, crumpled be­
tween soiled clothes and a whis­
ky bottle, lay an empty holster.

As the girl unlocked the bolted 
door to the cockpit to take 
coffee forward to the three-man 
Miami crew, the passenger 
vaulted from his seat in the

lounge compartment. He shoved 
her roughly into the cockpit, 
holding a pistol against her 
head.

“ I want everyone to remain 
calm,” Capt. J. D. Gainey ad­
vised mlnutesl later over the in­
tercom, as the DCS turned south 
from Lake Okeechobee. "Make 
no move toward the cockpit. We 
have a man aboard who wants 
us ot go to Havana.”

The passengers, oblivious un­
til then to the trouble up front, 
fell still, talking only in hushed 
voices. Stewardess Judy Shukis 
of Chicago explained, briefly, 
what had happened.

"There la a man in the cock­
pit who has threatened the cap­
tain and crew with firearms,” 
she said. "We’re headed for 
Cuba.”

"Does anyone want a drink?” 
Miss. Shukis asked in a shaky 
voice, but smiling, ” I think I 
do.”

Three, then four MIG21s 
flashed past, blurs in sun, to

have a close look at the flight. 
Tliey quickly disappeared, and 
Havana loomed in the distance.

” Capt. Gainey is a marvelous 
pilot,” cheered one stewardess. 
"You’re In wonderful hands.” 
She chuckled, sitting down be­
side an elderly passenger to as­
sure her. "You know, I never 
had this happen before. Isn’t 
that funny?”

"Hilarious,” another passen­
ger dead-panned. Everybody 
laughed.

The DCS touched down, rolled 
past a line of Cuban air force 
transports and halted at the ter­
minal, where a crowd gathered, 
peppered with military fatigue 
uniforms.

A detail of militiamen, weap­
ons slung over their shoulders, 
marched up to the plane and 
mounted an Iberia Airlines 
boarding platform that had been 
rolled up to the cabin.

It is the largest expulsion in 
the service academy’s 122-year 
history.

Kauffman’s announcement fol­
lowed a one-day inquiry by the 
naval inyestigative service Into 
reports o4 marijuana smoking 
within the brigade of midship­
men.

The investigators were called 
in Tuesday after a midshipman 
reported he “had seen several 
midshipmen who appeared to be 
smoking marijuana in a mid­
shipman’s room at Bancroft 
Hall.” Bancroft Hall houses the 
academy’s 4,000 midshipmen.

Wednesday’s announcement 
was the second within a year in- 
volvingt marijuana smoking at 
the academy. Last June, four 
midsiiipmen were expelled for 
smoking marijuana in Bancroft 
Hall.

The Navy refused to disetose 
the names of the midshipmen in 
that or Wednesday’s case.

Tempo Fast 
For Mahler

Mahler’s Fifth or ’’Giant” 

symphony was the featured 
composition on last evening’s 
subscription concert by the 
Hartford Symphony at Bushnell 
Memorial Auditorium. It was 
new to this audience and to the 
orchestra, although it had been 
heard here some seasons back, 
offered by one of the numerous 
touring organizations to come 
here.

Mr. Winograd was not alto­
gether successful with his read­
ing of the work. It starts, oddly 
enough, with a "Trauermarsch” 
usually translated as "Funeral 
March,” but more accurately 
rendered as "March of Grief.”

West led the jack of hearts, 
and dummy’s queen lost to the 
king. East returned the deuce 
of hearts, his original fourth- 
best, sho'wing that he had start­
ed with precisely four hearts. 
(If East had held only K-8-2 
he would have returned the 
eight of hearts at the second 
trick Instead of the deuce.)

Declejer won the heart re­
turn with dummy’s ace, cash­
ed the ace of clubs and led the 
queen of clubs from dummy. 
East played low, and South dis­
carded the seven of hearts.

West won with the king of 
clubs and led the ten of hearts 
— an absolutely hopeless play. 
If West trusted his partner It 
was a cinch that South was out 
of hearts by this time.

South ruffed the third round 
of hearts and knocked out the 
ace of trumps. Now nothing 
could stop declarer from draw­
ing trumps and then discarding 
his three losing diamonds on 
dummy’s three good clubs. ’This 
gave South the game Eind 
rubber.

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The Inaanity Of It Deepens
The latest thing the misfortunes of a 

most mlsfortunate war have done to us 
is to make us turn against the cities 
we are defending in South Vietnam a 
directly destructive fury much more 
savage than anything we have permitted 
ourselves to loose directly upon the 
population centers of North Vietnam.

We have had some praiseworthy re­
luctance to go all out with our destruc­
tive power In North Vietnam. Although 
we have already dropped on that small 
country more bombs than we dropped 
In all of World War n, our targeU have 
been communications, storage, industrial 
and military facilities, and we have been 
able to retrain from the direct destruc­
tion of cities as such.

The Tet offensive by the Vletcong in 
South Vietnam has, however, drawn us 
Into the direct use of all our most ter­
rible Are power — air, land, and sea — 
against South Vietnamese cities. When 
we leveled one of these cities, the ex- 
plainatlon of our officer .wais that we had 
to destroy It In order to save it. As we 
are currently laying waiste various areas 
of Saigon, calling down bombs on the 
city which is the very center of our 
own presence in Southeast Asia, we are 
doing it because ^ e  can't seem to rout 
out the Vletcong without such use of all 
ouf Are power.

As we destroy the ancient city of 
Hue, It Is because that is the only way 
we know to deny possession and use ot 
the city to the Vletcong.

All this seems, to many observers, 
the last climactic insanity of our con­
duct in Vletaam. It does not matter that 
there happen to be some native South 
Vietnamese who go along with us in 
military strategy. Nor does it matter 
that the Vletcong, by taking their war 
into the cities, have confronted us with 
the situation which makes us feel we 
must destroy the cities we are trying 
to save.

What matters is that the guns and 
pisuies and napalm and tanks and 
uniforms which are doing all this are 
ours. What matters Is that, If there ever 
was any slight chance that American 
power and policy might obtain some 
kind of victory In Vietnam, that chance 
has now been lost forever. From our 
own hope of being the most civilized 
and helpful of outside presences ever to 
be in Vietnam, we have nijw progressed 
to the point where we are certain to 
have the reputation, with the very 
people we want to help, of being the 
most ruthless and savage invaders In all 
the long history of the country. That Is 
how deep and how terrible our tragedy 
in Vietnam Is becoming. And that Is. 
why. In mercy to ourselves as well as in 
mercy to the people we want to help, 
we should give total welcome, rather 
than uneasy resentment, to any third 
party eAorts to steer this war toward 
truce and cease-fire and negotiation, 
why Secretary General Thant should be 
considered potentially the most valu­
able man in the world for us.

The Prisoner Pawns
The clash between the American peace 

advocates who were summoned to Ha­
noi to take custody of the three Ameri­
can pilots being released by North Viet­
nam and the American State and De­
fense Departments was inevitable.

The professor and the priest who went 
to Hanoi were eligible for that honor be­
cause they are headline members of the 
American peace movement. Hanoi In­
tended to give them prominence; Hanoi 
expected in return, to have Its own ges­
ture in freeing these three American pi­
lots receive its maximum favorable 
propaganda exposure.

The moment the professor and priest 
and the three pilots came within reach 
ot American officialdom, however, that 
officialdom had an official order for the 
three pilots. It was for them to leave 
their two paciAat custodians, and make 
the rest of their Journey to the United 
States under the custody of the military 
services to which, they were reminded, 
they still belonged. This left Professor 
Howard Zinn of Boston University and 
the Rev. Daniel Berrigan of Cornell high 
and dry without their prized human ex­
hibits; It threw an ofAclal protection

around tffe three pilots to keep them 
from’ oawless Interviews or public ap­
pearances with the wrong people. It 
hushed down public attention to the 
great humanity Hanoi was claiming for 
itself.

In all this, natural Instincts were 
being revealed. American ofAclaldom, 
to put It bluntly, would probably have 
preferred not to have such a symbolic, 
propaganda release of Just three prison­
ers take place. When It did take place, 
that same officialdom had to hope that 
the pilots in question had not gone soft 
and abandoned the proper code for 
American military men taken prisoner 
In order to win special consideration 
from the enemy. If there were evidence 
the pilots had even tacitly cooperated 
with the enemy, our officialdom had to 
be ready with the theory that they had 
been brainwashed Into it, and ready to 
see that the first thing that happened to 
them on their return was prompt ex­
posure to a remedial brain bath.

The two pacifist leaders naturally had 
to be disappointed, first because State 
and Defense Department strategy cut 
them and their own symbolism out of 
the picture, second because they felt 
that such tactics would close off the pos­
sibility of more pilot releases by North 
Vietnam.

In the midst of such events, and such 
an instinctive clash of Interests, the most 
delicate and moving plight seems to us 
that of the three pilots themselves.

Perhaps, in their prison ordeal, they 
did weaken. Perhaps they did realize 
that their own Defense Department 
would have preferred them to so con­
duct themselves as to discourage any 
North Vietnamese kindness and would, 
Indeed, have preferred to have them re­
fuse their own freedom. Perhaps, none­
theless, they could not resist behaving In 
a way which would heighten their 
chances of good treatment there and 
their chances of getting home ahead of 
their fellow prisoners. Perhaps they 
themselves can see and sense, in the eyes 
and bearing of those who have greeted 
them back home, the unpleasant ques­
tions about manhood and loyalty nobody 
will ever ask openly. And yet perhaps, 
all the way through, their own conduct 
was actually exemplary, and they were 
nothing but completely Innocent pawns 
in Hanoi's game of propaganda chess, 
rhat, we think, is the possibility that 
aught to govern both ofAcial and public 
attitude. We cannot afford to be less con- 
liderate and humane to our own pilots 
than WM the nation they were bombing 
when they were taken prisoner

The Number One Ideal
Just as our belief and legend about 

Abraham Lincoln tells us something 
about our own beliefs and aspirations as 
a nation, so does the combined respect 
and legend accumulated for George 
Washington Illuminate not merely what 
kind of man we think he must have 
been, but the kind of man we consider 
it fitting to have as a national leader.

The legend that was Invented about 
George Washington was one which 
showed precisely what quality we con­
sidered most essential and valuable— 
and yet perhaps also most unusual—In a 
public leader. It was the quality of 
unalloyed truthfulness—the capacity to 
tell the truth no matter how rough or 
unpleasant the consequences. We wanted 
to be able to have in the Presidency a 
man whom we could trust not to try to 
deceive us, not even for our own good.

Actually, on the record, It might prove 
to be that Washington was the first and 
last chief executive whose candor and 
probity were as strict as the cherry 
tree legend—If, that Is, the historians 
are still willing to agree that even he 
didn't ocdasionally allow a life to some 
easy assumption a little short of the 
absolute truth. But, In some degp'ee of 
forg;lveness for all his successors, he was 
also the one President who didn't have 
to live by the political game. Admitting 
the frequent temptations and apparent 
necessities of that game, we still have 
no ideal more precious and universal 
than that of a leadership which Is so 
genuinely honest with itself It could not 
possibly play even partially false with 
its public.

Responsibility Of The Intellectual
The intellectual . . . will continually 

ask of his society and of his country: 
Where is this course or policy taking 
us? Is this where we want to go? He 
will do more than exhort man to change 
rapidly to meet new conditions. He will 
ask whether it might not be wiser on 
occasion to show the forces of change 
to permit digestion. He may even re­
vive that older, now forgotten skepti­
cism that change does not necessarily 
mehn progress. And, most Important of 
all, his judgments will have a time- 
dimension that is too often lacking in 
the halls of power but that can have 
free range in the ivory tower.

This role is not an easy one. It re­
quires courage of the highest order. Per­
ception of the inadequacies, injustices, 
and distortions of social institutions Is 
one thing. To put them before the pub­
lic and call Into question the most 
potent forces and leaders of society Is 
quite another. Then there is the matter 
of patience and persistence. If the in­
tellectual measures his usefulness by 
concrete, observable changes, he is like­
ly to be sadly disappointed. Critics only 
rarely see the result of their criticism.

Nevertheless, it is the responsibility of 
the intellectual to provide for his own 
times thoughtful, penetrating, and cour­
ageous criticism. If he does not fulfill 
this vital function, .It will not be per­
formed. And If it Is not performed, the 
free spirit of man may well be smotli- 
ered by the insensitive forces of an all- 
encompassing technological society. —

WASHINGTON — The last- 
ditch White House attempt to 
weld together California's wild­
ly discordant Democratic party 
by imposing an impartial 
arbitrator from the outside 
must, at least in its beginning 
phase, be counted a failure.

The outsider, 43-year-old 
former Governor Edward T. 
(Ned) Breathitt of Kentucky, ar­
rived suddenly In Los Angeles 
on the night of Feb. 14 and Im­
mediately began negotiations 
with party leaders. The climax 
came last Saturday In a meet­
ing to select California’s 172- 
member delegation to the Na­
tional Convention, with Breathitt 
attempting conciliation between 
rival factions.

The results were mixed. Na­
tional Committeeman Eugene 
Wyman and former Governor 
Edmund G. (Pat) Brown were, 
delighted by Breathitt’s Inter­
vention. But the Wyman-Brown 
wing of the party has been 
staunchly pro-Johnson anyway. 
Breathitt’s arrival was greeted 
coldly by more troublesome De­
mocratic leaders — Mayor Sam 
Yorty of Los Angeles and As­
sembly Speaker Jesse Unruh — 
whom he is supposed to con­
ciliate.

Whether Breathitt proves 
more successful in the weeks 
ahead is a matter of national 
political signifcance. As ot to- 
day. President Johnson figures 
to lose California’s 40 electoral 
votes, which could swing a na­
tional election. Beyond that, 
Breathitt’s record in California 
could determine whether outside 
coordinators should be assigned 
to other difficult states such as 
New York, Ohio, and Pennsyl­
vania.

That technique was used in 
some 40 states during John P. 
Kennedy’s 1960 Presidential 
campaign by campaign director 
Lawrence P. O’Brien and would 
have been widely employed in 
1964 had President Kennedy liv­
ed. Wyman, realizing the Im­
possibility of any single Cali­
fornia Democrat bringing the 
factions together, long had urg­
ed an outside coordinator for 
1968.

Accordingly, In a strategy ses­
sion in Washington several 
weeks ago, O’Brien - doubling 
as Postmaster General and Mr. 
Johnson’s de facto campaign 
manager — decided to try Wy­
man’s strategy. His candidate 
was Breathitt, at liberty after 
finishing a non-repeatable term 
as Governor of Kentucky. Con­
tracted by a White House aide, 
Breathitt accepted and embark­
ed on a cram course In Cali­
fornia politics before leaving for 
Los Angeles.

With unaniinou.s clearance 
from all Califoniia leaders 
Inipo.s.sibility, they were told of 
Breathitt’s appointment. James 
Rowe Jr., the Washington lawyer 
who has been Mr. Johnson’s 
.sage (xilltical counselor of 
years standing, just happened 
to bo in Sacramento last week

to announce Breathitt’s arrival.
In his Introductory meetings, 

Breathitt laid on a thick blanket 
of Southern comfort and told 
the warring chieftains they sim­
ply would have to endure each 
other for the greater good of 
Mr. Johnsons’ re-election. As 
expected. Brown and Wyman 
fully agreed, each hosting 
Breathitt for dinner last week. 
But Sam Yorty proved consid­
erably tougher.

Yorty had expected the Pres­
idential proconsul to protect his 
interests by seeing that the 
delegation has a full share of 
Yorty delegates and was dis­
appointed by Breathitt’s even- 
handed neutrality. During his 
meeting with Breathitt at city 
hall the mayor made known his 
exasperation by taking outside 
telephone calls and conferring 
with aides on extraneous mat­
ters.

Nor did Rowe’s careful 
preparation help much with 
Unruh, who has flatly refused 
to have anything to do with the 
LBJ re-election campaign and 
won’t serve on the delegation. 
Unruh was unenthusiastic about 
Breathitt’s mission and, at 
this writing, had not. found time 
to see him.

More surprising was the cool­
ness of State Attorney General 
Thomas Lynch, Mr. Johnson’s 
stand-in against Senator Eugene 
McCarthy in the June 4 primary 
as head of the loyalist delega­
tion. While keeping quiet. Lynch 
was miffed that the White House 
interposed an outsider between 
him and the President. In Sac­
ramento, Lynch’s aides ridi­
culed the idea of a drawling 
Southerner mastering the By­

zantine complexities of Califor­
nia politics.

Breathitt performed manful­
ly at last Saturday’s closed-door 
meeting at the Kent Room of 
the Airport Marina Hotel, hud­
dling quietly with the several 
factional groups during re­
cesses, He did help spike a pro­
posal to bar from the delega­
tion anybody who supported Re­
publican Ronald Reagan tor 
Governor in 1966, ^hich would 
have axed several Yorty nom­
inees. Nevertheless, most of 
them (including Hollywood sing­
er Phil Regan) were voted down. 
So far, only five of some 20 
Yorty candidates have been 
named.

So, after one week of 
Breathitt, the situation looks 
like this: Yorty won’t be a dele­
gate and is irritated. Unruh 
remains aloof. And the South­
ern California ’ ’coordinator” for 
the delegation, Joyce Fadem, 
turns up on a petition of dissi­
dent Democrats attacking the 
President for his Vietnam pol­
icy. Add to this a virtually bank­
rupt state party, and Ned 
Breathitt may soon be yearning 
for the Blue Grass Country.

But it was learned unofficial­

ly that the 13 do not include any 
campus athletes or brigade of­
ficers as did the cheating scan- 
dads at West Point in 1961 amd 
the Air Force Academy in 1666 
and 1667.

U . Cdr. Jack M. Whfte, pub­
lic adfairs officers, said all 13 
were members of the same 
company of midshipmen. It waui 
learned from midshipmen In­
formants that the company is 
the Thirty-fourth.

White said some of the mdl̂ - 
shipmen to be expelled had 
smoked marijuana on more than 
one occasion and some only 
once. Investigators are satisfied 
they have Identified all who 
participated In the marijuauia 
smoking, White said, adding 
that the current incident and 
one last June are imrelated.

He said he did not know where 
the midshipmen obtained the 
marijuana but that Navy inves­
tigators would turn whatever 
information they had over to 
state and federal authorities.

The Washington Post was 
first told of the use of marijua­
na In Bancroft Hall on Tuesday 
night by a midshipman Inform­
ant. The academy’s announce­
ment followed I n q u i r i e s  
Wednesday.

White labeled the midshipman 
informant’s description of one 
Incident as more colorful than 
accurate, terming It “ Incredi­
ble.”

According to the Informant, 
ten midshipmen were discov­
ered smoklng/fnarijuana, burn­
ing incense and playing with a 
Ouija Board In a hallway at 
Bancroft Hall about 4 a.m. Sun­
day.

Three of the ten professed to 
be practicing Buddhists, the In- 
forfant said, and some of the 
marijuana was grown In a Ban­
croft Hall window box labeled 
“ genetic com .”

Election Postponemhnt 
Seen in Thailand

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) — 
Thailand’s National Assembly 
voted today for a new constitu­
tion which may bring national 
elections to the country for the 
first time in 10 years.

There have been no national 
elections in Thailand since the 
army seized power in 1957.

Since the absolute rule of the 
Thai monarchy was ended by a 
military coup in 1932, the coun­
try has had five constitutions, 31 
Cabinets and 7 coups.

Whether elections will be held 
is still doubtful, even though the 
constitution calls for them. 
Prime Minister Thanom Klttlka- 
chom said Monday the Commu­
nist threat to Thailand and the 
stepped-up offensive in South 
Vletaam may cause the govern­
ment to postpone balloting.

Under the new contract teach­
ers who have up to two years of 
active service in the armed 
forces will be given credit on 
the salary schedule.

NEW TORK (AP) — Fei^dl- 
nand Grossman is a little old 
songmaker whose world is mu­
sic and whose music belongs to 
the world.

“ My life has been devoted to 
music for 78 years,” said the 
sprightly 81-year-old artistic di­
rector of the Vienna Boys’ 
Choir. The choir, founded in 
1498 by Maximilian I, will be the 
subject of a TV documentary on 
Feb. 24 on ABC.

“ I first sang with the Boys' 
Choir 73 years ago,”  he contin­
ued, "and it has been a Joyous 
life . . . I’m very fortunate. All 
over Austria young boys dream 
of going to Vienna and singing 
with the choir. This is a wonder­
ful thing.

"It provides young boys with 
an incentive that can assure 
them an excellent education and 
travel while perfecting their 
music. For many, it’s a begin­
ning for a lifetime career in mu­
sic."

There was only one trace of 
sadness in his voice when he 
talked about his beloved boys. 
"It’s a terrible thing to see a 
12-year-old become a has-been," 
he reflected. He was bemoaning 
the fact that a choir boy’s ca­
reer is often finished when his 
voice changes.

Prof. Grossman faced that 
crossroads before the turn of 
the century. His voice cracked 
and changed. So he changed di­
rections, studied music and by 
1923 became one of Austria’s 
most prominent choirmasters.

His first conducting assign­
ment was as choirmaster at the 
Vienna Singkademie in 1923. A 
year later he founded the Volks- 
konservatorium (the People’s 
Conservatory) and In 1925 be­
came choirmaster with the Sing- 
vereln der Gesellschaft des 
Musikfreund (the Society of Mu­
sic Lovers). From 1927 until 
1943 he was master of the Vien­
na Male Voice CJhoIr. During the 
’30s he also directed the chorus 
for the State Opera House in 
Vienna. He’s been active with 
the Boys’ Choir since 1939.

"It is wonderful working with 
young boys,”  he explains. 
"They have to be taught to sing 
properly. The breathing, the 
way they form their sounds, the 
way they let out their voices 
all are important to teach.

"But it’s the young ones them­
selves who are wonderful. I love 
them," he said. He hM 10 chil­
dren of his own, 19 grandchil­
dren and several great-grand­
children—enough to form a 
choir of his own.

Fire Hits Ohio Home, 
Seven Die, Two Hurt
POWHATAN POINT, Ohio 

(AP) — Seven persons, includ­
ing a mother and five of her 
children, died early today in a 
fire which swept through their 
small wooden home near this 
Ohio River community.

It was Ohio’s second tragic 
fire with as many victims in 
less than a week. Last Monday 
seven children died in a Clncln- 
atl fire.

The victims here were 26- 
year-old Mrs. Cleve Stonebreak- 
er; her five children, Florence 
12, Belva 6, Carle Mae 6, Paul 2 
and Cleve Jr. 1; and Mrs. Becky 
Wolfe, 69, a cousin who lived 
with the family.

There were two survivors, 
both of whom were burned bad­
ly but who managed to Jump 
through a window. They were 
the father, Cleve, 32, and his son 
Steve, 10. The father is hospital­
ized in Bellalre, and the son

was taken to Children’s Hospital 
In Columbus. Their conditions 
were listed as poor.

Authorities said part of the 
dwelling was made of logs, with 
a small frscme addition where 
Fire Chief Wilbur Perry of Po­
whatan Point said the blaze 
apparently started from an ov­
erheated coal stove.

The father had managed to 
Jump through a window when 
the fire was discovered and de­
spite severe cuts from window 
glass and bums called a neigh­
bor, Frances Baker, for help.

While Mrs. Baker called fire­
men, Baker went to the Stone- 
breaker house at the end of a 
country lane and arrived in 
time to catch young Steve as the 
latter Jumped from a window.

The rest of the family died in­
side the house. Firemen were 
probing the ruins of the dwelling 
for the bodies Thursday morn­
ing.

U.S. sources also disclosed 
that the North Vietnamese 324B 
Di'vision had moved across the 
demilitarized zone to the area of 
Quang Tri City, key provincial 
capital 34 miles north of Hue. 
About 50,000 Communist troops 
were reported to be in or Just on 
the fringes of South Vietnam's 
two northernmost provinces— 
Quang Tri and Thua Thien.

The attack on the Hanoi rsMlio 
station apparently was intended 
as a blow against Communist 
propaganda claims of great 'Vic­
tories In the South and of shoot­
ing down more than 2,000 U.S 
warplanes in the three-year 
bgmbing campaign against the 
NotUi. The U.S. (fommand has 
accused Radio Hanoi of gross 
exaggeration and distortion.

The station apparently had 
heretofore been on the Penta­
gon’s list of targets out of 
bounds to U.S. pilots.

The station Is 3% miles west- 
'  southwest of the center of Ha­
noi. Normally targets that close 
in require the approval of the 
Pentagon and possibly of Presi­
dent Johns(»i.

A military spokesman said 
the station was a 100 by 100 foot 
concrete building protected by a 
concrete blast wall. The bomb 
strikes were made by radar be­
cause of a 3,000-foot overcast, 
and becqiise of this pilots could 
nmke no assessment of damage.

Monitors in Saigon said late 
Thursday aftenuwn that Radio 
Hanoi was still coming in "loud 
and clear”  on all short-wave 
frqeuencies. However, other 
sources said some of the bombs 
from the U.S. Marine A6 Intrud­
ers could have hit the medium- 
wave transmitters that broad­
cast inside North Vietnam.

“ It Is a hlg^y diversified op- 
eraUtm,”  said one source. “ The 
installation SVi miles southwest 
of Hanoi Is the main Installa­
tion . . . but there is more than 
one transmitter site."

The second target attacke<f 
for the first time, the mUltary

storage area 41 miles southwest 
of Hanoi, was a complex of 21 
single-story wooden buildings 
including barracks, warehouses 
and a headquarters building. 
Again low clouds prevented as­
sessment of damage.

The air war was considered 
escalated on the basis of the two 
new targets attacked, although 
the northeast monsexms limited 
U.S. pilots to a total of only 54 
missions Wednesday.

The new Chinese rockets cap­
tured intact within the last few 
(Jays were described as 107mm 
projectiles weighing about 45 
pounds and 'with a range of six 
.miles.

American officers said they 
were used for the first time last 
Sunday at Cu.Chi, headquarters 
of the U.S. 26th Infantry Di'vi­
sion, and at Lai Khe, headquar­
ters of the U.S. 1st Infantry Di­
vision, during the "second 
wave”  attacks by the (Commu­
nists against population centers 
and military Installations. Cu 
Chi is 25 miles northwest of Sai­
gon and Lai Khe is 20 miles 
north of the capital.

Officers said the new rockets 
were brought into South Viet­
nam on sampans from (Cambo­
dia after reaching the border in 
truck convoys. One advantage 
of the new rocket, officers said, 
is that it is about half the weight 
of the 122mm and therefore eas­
ier to transport.

Official U.S. sources said 
Communist troops are still as 
close as six or seven miles to 
Saigon in battalion strength and 
farther back in multi-reglmen- 
tal strength at a distance "with­
in easy reach of Saigon in two 
nights march."

In efforts to break up Commu­
nist formations, Air Force B52 
bombers made three raids this 
morning only 20 miles north of 
Saigon, some of the closest ever 
to the capital city. The eight-en­
gine Stratofortresses dropped 
hundreds of pounds of bombs, on 
suspected Communist base 
areas,, bunkers and tunnels in 
the L ^  Khe area.

Other waves of the big bomb­
ers struck three more times 
against suspected enemy troop

concen^ations threatening the 
Marine base at Khe Sanh, in the 
northwest comer of South Viet­
nam.

A seventh B52 raid today was 
aimed at suspected troop con­
centrations in the central high­
lands northwest of Dak To, an­
other troublesome area that 
U.S. officers concede could flare 
up again at any time. It was at 
Dak To that U.S. and North 
Vietnamese forces fought the 
costliest single battle of the war 
last November.

In Hue, Communist troops 
have held out for 23 days along 
the south wall of the citadel and 
In pockets outside the fortress in 
one of the most savage and sus­
tained battles of the war.

AP correspondent George 
M ^rthur repo' '̂t'? 1 at Marine 
JA Skyhawk Lombei's returned 
for the second day in a row to 
drop 250-pound Snake Eye 
bombs and 500-pound napalm 
canisters on other Cfommunist 
troops dug in among a row of 
shanties Just outside the south 
wall of the fortress.

Cuba by four MIG fighters and 
touched down at Jose Marti air­
port.

"He said he was facing a 
death sentence for the hijacking 
anyway," said the pert brunette 
in a news conference by the 
crew at Miami International 
Airport.

In Havana earlier, speaking 
with an Associated Press news- 
matv, Mrs. Blell said, “ I don’t 
know why he did this, but I can 
still feel that cold thing (the pis­
tol) below my ear.”

The pilot, J. D. Gainey, 49, 
said the crew made no attempt 
to overpower the hijacker.

“ The man was all wrought 
up,”  Gainey said.

He was described as about 25, 
dressed in a sloppy manner, 
dark complexioned and claim­
ing to be South American al­
though he spoke with no appar­
ent accent.

At 3:37 p.m. seven minutes 
after the Jet took off from Tam­
pa airport with 102 passengers 
and a crew of seven, the flight 
was hijacked over Florida’s 
Lake Okeechobee. The plane 
landed at Havana at 4:29 p.m. It 
took off again for the United 
States at 7:36 p.m. and arrived 
at Miami at 8:17 p.m.

1961, a Pan American flight was 
diverted over Mexico to Cuba. 
Two National Airlines flights 
were hijacked in flight but pas­
sengers and crew disarmed the 
hijackers and the planes landed 
in the United States. Many 
small planes have been success­
fully hijacked to Cuba.

stopover In Havana. Some were 
interviewed and photographed 
by Cuban newsmen, they said.

Including Cuban rum, some of 
which was consumed on the re­
turn flight, and political posters.

"They gave us (Tuban coffee 
and Juice and permitted us to go 
through the airport,”  said Lex 
Hawkins, 42, a lawyer from Des 
Moines, Iowa.

The planes, armed with Side­
winder air-to-air missiles, made 
no attempt to force the plane 
do'wn or to turn It about.

The U.S. planes turned back 
near the Cuban defense lines, 
but the plane was tracked by 
American radar as It descended 
over Cuba.

Federal Aviation Agency offi­
cials, who have a direct line 
from Miami to Ckiban ciidl aida- 
tion authorities in Havana, in­
formed the Cubans that the 
plane was heading their way. A 
few minutes later, Havana au­
thorities reported the DC8 was 
on their radar screen.

Maryland Gas Chamber Described

BALTIMORE — “ They gas a 

pig first, to make sure every­
thing’s working right.”

In Room 234 of the hospital 
building at the Maryland Peni­
tentiary Assistant Warden 
James J. O’Brien and four 
prison staff members described 
the process of dying in Mary­
land’s gas chamber.

Room 234 is actuadly a suite 
of rexjms. It has 10 “ holding" 
cells, the gas chamber itself 
and a bare room 'where 'wit­
nesses stand teo watch an exe­
cution.

Maryland hqs used its gas 
chamber—a 25,000 dollar m(xiel 
by the Eaton Metal Products 
Co.—four times since It was 
Installed in 1957. Before that 
execution was by hanging.

"They come here to the cells 
on Monday morning after all 
their appeals are exhausted,”  
said Karl Kraft, manager of 
the hospital. "Executions are at 
10 o’clock Friday night.

"You may notice the cells 
are warm. They’re kept that 
way because the prisoners wear 
only a T-shirt and slacks with 
a waistband. No shoelaces or 
belts or anything they could kill 
themselves with.

Friday the condemn- minutes 
ed man is stripped to his under­
shorts and taken the few steps 
from his cell to be strapped in­
to the gas chamber’s metal 
chair.

Under the nexagonal cham­
ber’s (duiir is a metal basin, 
already filled with cyanide crys­
tals. At a nod from the warden, 
the executioner turns a valve 
and sTilphurlc acid pours into 
the basin, creating the lethal 
gas.

An electrocardiagram outside 
the chamber registers the con­
demned man’s heartbeats—and 
lack of them—to enable the doc­
tor to pronounce him dead.

Miscellaneous spring train­
ing allowances went up from $26 
a week to $40.

Salaries may only be reduced 
20 per cent from the previous 
season rather than 25 per cent 
as in the past.

Close Jewish Communities Vary

WASHINGTON — ’Two ?lewish 

communities, one Ashkenazic 
and the other Sephardic, live 
side by side two blocks apart 
In Brooklyn. Superficially slm- 
Uar, both are solidly middle 
class. Both have been In this 
countiy more Khan a generation, 
and speak English In their 
homes. ’There is one startling 
difference between them.

’The Ashkenazic children, on 
entering school, average 17 
points higher on a standard IQ 
test than the Sephardic chil­
dren. ’This disparity is on the 
same scale as the gap between 
the children of the white suburbs 
and the Negro slums.

’The Sephardic mothers in 
this study were not ‘deprived,’ 
however one defines the term. 
In many cases they had minks,

maids and coimtry homes," 
writes Morris Gross of Hunter 
College, a  psychologist who 
compares these two communi­
ties In a study published by the 
Center for Urban Education in 
New York City. “ ’The Sephardic 
mothers were all native bom, 
high school g;raduateB, and none 

't/ ' worked.”
The Sephardim are Jews or­

iginally from the Middle East 
and North Africa —In this case, 
from Syila. ’The Aiddeenazim are 
Jews of the Ehiropean tradition.

A  further curiosity: The dif­
ference between the two mid­
dle-class Brooklyn communities 
is ideOitiioail to Afferences be­
tween yuupg Aah-Kenazlc and 
Sephardic children in Israel, 
wiiere the Ashkenazim are the 
iproducts o f European etand- 
airds o f education and the 
Sephardim are straight out of 
medieval poverty.

‘“The Sephardim i!n this 
(Brooklyn) study were blessed 
■with privilege, money and com­
fort,” Gpobs observes, "but 
their level o f academ'lc readi­
ness was similar to that of 
thei'r imderpri'vlleiged Israeli 
couniterparts."

The explanation lies deeper 
than economics. I t  appears to 
be a  matter o f cultural tradi­
tion.

Cross suggests that the two 
Brooklyn communities 'repre­
sent two different routes into 
the middle edass; the Ashkena­
zim through success in schools, 
the Sephardim through success 
in the market place.

"The ego Ideal o f the Ash­
kenazim may sti'U 'be the 
scholar, though in the form of.

He found a measure of con­
firmation of this Idea in the an­
swers that the mothers of these 
children gave to questions about 
their children’s futures.

Three-fourths 
of those answering “ I  want him 
to be wealthy”  were Sep­
hardim; two-thirds of those an­
swering “ umlmportant to me” 
were Ashkenazim.
