WASHINGTON (AP) —Presi-
dent Johnson urged Congress to-
day to make permanent the
backbone of his farm-aid pro-

gram—authority to pay farmers
billions of dollars annually for
dling land not needed for crops.

He predicted sharp declines in
crop prices if the program isn't
extended,

The program, highly contro-
versial In Congress and among
farm groups, is likely to become
a major farm {ssue in this
year's  presidential election
campaign, "

Voted by Congress In 1085 for
a five-year trial, it is scheduled
to expire next year,

Payments have been running
in excesa of $3 billion a year un.
der so-called supply and price-
stabilization programa for
wheat, feed grains, cotton and
wool,

This big money measure was
part of a seven-point farm and
rural-areas ald program the
President placed before Con-
gress in a special farm mes-
sage.

Other maln points of the pro-
gram Included:

—A three-year extension of
the Food for Freedom program,
under which this country pro-
vides food-production know-how
to developing countries.

—A congressional study of
ways to give farmers greater
power to bargain for prices.

—HEstablishment of a "nation-
al food bank'" under which re.
serves of whent, feed grains and
soybeans would be stored for
emergencles, Such legislation
was recommended last year.

—Increasing the outlay for the
food-stamp  program, which
helps feed the poor, from $225
million to $245 million & year.

—Expansion of such pro-
grams as loan and grant assist-
ance to small farmers.

—Development of better fed.
eral programs In job training
for the rural unemployed and
underemployed.

Johnson wsald the farmer
“doen not fully—or fairly' share
in the country’s prosperity.

“His Income lags. It is less
than two-thirds the per caplia
income of the city dweller,”" he
sald. "His production costs are
rising, and he is trapped In a vi-
clous price.cost squeeze.”

The President sald agricul-
ture still faces an old problem
of overproduction. But progress
in salving this problem, he said,
has been made under the Food
and Agriculture Act of 1985 un-
der which payments and com-
modity price supports are of-
fered farmers retiring land

Land Condemnation

Ruled on

HARTFORD (AP) — Although

. the state can take land through

condemnation proceedings, the
former land owner can't be
forced to buy back the land if
the state later changes (ts mind,
according to a Connecticut Su-
preme Court ruling.

The high court's decision,
made public Monday night,
means that & New Haven meat-
packing firm does not have to
buy back an unused $124,300
land parcel bought six years ago
by the State Highway Depart.
ment.

The department condemned
4T acre of the property of Carl
Roessler, Ine,, in 1862 and paid
$240,200 for the property, which
included several buildings and
parts of other bulldings.

In August 1865 the depart-
ment filed an amended notice
of condemnation, reducing the
land It wanted from Roessler to
41 acre. It figured the value of
the smaller plece of land at
$115,900 and asked Roessler to
return $124,300.

By the time the highway de-
partment had filed its amended
notice in 1065, the state had al-
ready taken poassession of the
condemned property, demolished
and removed the bulldings on
it, and built Interstate Route 81
noross it

Having taken possession of
the property, the highway de-
partment could not ahandon
part of it and demand some of
Its money back, the court ruled.

The case had been referred
to the Bupreme Court by Su-
perior Court Judge John C,
FitzGerald, who asked the high
court for its advice before mak-
ing & ruling.

The Supreme Court ruled in
another land-taking case that
an assessor employed by the
State Highway Department can
be mequired to testify even

by Court

though the state doesn't want
to call him ws a witness,

The case involved the taking
of an acre of land and a publle
school in Thomaston.

The state, quoting one of the
appraisers it had consulted, of-
fered $35,600 for the property.
The town appealed to Superior
Court,. saying the property was
worth considerably more than
that,

The appraiser consulted by
the town figured the value of
the property at $578,000.

In order to buttress its case,
the town called on Walter Kloss,
a real estute expert who had
been employed by the state but
who had not been called by the
state to testify.

The state objected to thispro-
cedure, but Superior Court Jud-
ge Milton H. Meyers ruled that
Kloss had to answer the town's
questions,

It turned out that Kloss had
figured the value of the prop-
erty at $52,700,

Preslding over the reassess-
ment proceedings was State Ret-
erce Raymond E. Baldwin, a re-
tired Chief Justice of Connecti-
cut and former governor and
U.8, Senator,

Baldwin recommended o fig-
ure of $44,900, and Meyers ac-
cepted it. The highway depart-
ment's appeal from Meyers' rul-
ing was rejected Monday by the
Supreme Court.

Johnson
Visiting
In Dallas

DALLAS, Tex. (AP) — Presi-
dent Johnson visited Dallas to-
day for the first time since the
nssassination of President John
F. Kennedy and, driving to the
Memorial Auditorium where he
spoke, passed within sight of the
Texas Schoolbook Depository
and Parkland Hospital where
Kennedy dled,

Johnson flew to Dallas with-
out advance wnnouncement to
address the 10,000 delegates at
the National Rural Electric
Cooperative Association conven.
tion,

In his speech, he emphasized
two themes:

—Cooperation among .city and
rural folk to bulld a *shining
and peaceful land."

—In the face of Communist of-
fensives in Vietnam, the Presi.
dent safd that in this country
there must be “‘no retreat from
responsibility.”’

Declaring that “we stand at &
turning point” In Vietnam,
Johnson sald:

“The enemy of freedom has
chosen to make this year the de.
cisive one, He is striking out in
a desperate and viclous effort to
shape the final outcome, So far
he has falled in his major objec-
tives, he has falled at terrible
cost to himself and tragic cost
to his civilian victims ., "’

On the home front, Johnson
said, there must be "no retreat
from responsibility’ and he
added these specifics:

“No falling of our fighting
sons. No betrayal of those who
fight beside us. No breaking of
trusted commitments. No weak-
ening of will that would encour-
age the enemy and prolong the
bloody conflict,”

Johnson's plane landed at
Love Field, where he took the
onth as President nboard the
Identical craft shortly after
Kennedy's gssassination Nov.
22, 1963.

His route to the auditorium
took him along Stemmons Free-
way and, at one point, the sign-
emblazoned book depository,
from which the fatal shots were
fired at Kennedy, was clearly
visible.

So, too, were Parkland Hospi-
tal and the Dallags Trade Mart,
where Kennedy had been bound
for n speech when he was cut
down.

Johnson told his Dallas audl-
ence that “‘the problems of cil.
fes, suburbs and countryside are
a single national problem." He

Election in Mississippi

JACKSON, Miss, - (AP) —
Southwest Misslssippl voters
turned out in moderate numbers
today to select n new congress-
man as the Justice Department
watched with more than mormal
interest.

The fleld of candidates in-
clude Negro civil rights leader
Charles Evers, a white Republi-
camn and five white Democrats.

A Justice Department spokes-
man sald 150 federal poll watch-
ers were assigned to observe
voting procedures In seven of
the 1 2 counties of the 3rd
Congressional District.

This was 50 more tham the
number assigned to the same
seven countles in the November
state general election.

The seven countles include
Amite, Claiborne, Franklin,
Hinds, Jefferson, Warren and
Wilkinson. All have large per-
centages of Negro voters,

The spokesman sald there had
been no reports of irregularities
at mid-morning.

The candldates are bldding
for the seat vacated when John
Bell Willlams retired after 21
years to become governor.

Polls opened at 7 am. and
close at 8 p.m, The weather was
crisp and sunny with tempera-
tures In the 60s.

There are about 195,000 regis-
tered voters in the 3rd district,
including about 65,000 Negroes,
Only 90,000 votes were expected
fo be cast, however, as little in-
terest was generated during the
month-long campaign.,

If no candidate recelves a ma-
jority & runoff will be held
March 12 between the two high
men, The new congressmen
may have to defend his seat
again next June in the regular
election,

Evers, 45, created only a mild
ripple In normally white politi-
cal circles when he announced
for the post. Evers has been
fleld secretary for the National
Association for the Advance-
ment of Colored People since
his brother Medgar's death In
an ambush in 1063,

Evers Is the third Negro of
this decade to run for the job,
but no Negro has held a
congressional post in Mississip-
p! since 1881 when Blanche K.
Bruce left the Senate.

The southwest corner of the

state is an area where Evers
has concentrated his efforta to
register Negro voters.

His name is well known by
Negroes and whites alike as the
spokesman for the Negro com-
munity. He led numerous civil
rights marches and organized
boycotts to force desegregation.

Republican Hagan Thompson,
40, of Jackson, is a former news
director of WLBT-WJDX televi-
sion and radio stations and is
making his first political race.
He campaigned on a platform of
opposition to domestic and Viet-
nam policies.

Charles H. Griffin, 41, of Uti.
ca, served as Willlams' assist-
ant for 18 years and told voters
he was familiar with legislation
and could stemp immediately
Into the job,

Ellls Bodron, 44, of Vicksburg,
a state senator for 20 years, is
blind. He heads the powerful
Senate Finance Committee. He
sald he was the only candidate
with legislative experience.

Communist Tanks Reported

Only 50 Miles from Saigon

SAIGON (AP) — Com
munist tanks were report
ed Monday night only B5(
miles northwest of Saigon
in their deepest penetra-
tion of South Vietnam,

S8outh Vietnamese military
headquarters said a force of ci
villan (rregulars and their U.B,
Special Forces advisers came
on a column of three tanks and
a half-tracked armored person-
nel carrier near the Cambodian
border.

The U.8. Command identified
the vehicles only as ‘‘armored
vehicles of an unspecified type'
accompanied by an estimated
battalion—about 400 men—of en-
emy troops,

The appearance of Commu-
nist armored forces in the arean
and 0 far south raised the pos-
sibllity of a menacing new en-
emy buildup slong the Cambo-
dian border. Previously the
presence of enemy tanks has
been confirmed only in the
northwest comner of the country,
near the U.8, Marine combat
base at Khe Sanh,

The U.8, Command sald the
allied force blew up one of the
vehicles with antitank rockets
and the explosion killed 30 ene-
my soldiers.

‘“T'o blow up that hard, it had
to have a lot of ammunition in
it,” one U.8, officer sald.

Some South Vietnamese
sources sald there were reports
the tanks were Russian T34s, a
World War II weapon,

The U.8. Command sald that
after nearly two hours of fight-
ing, the vehicles that were still
moblle and the remainder of the
enemy force broke contact and
fled to the west, presumably to
Cambodia. But a U.S, spokes-
man sald the enemy later
launched a counterattack and
the force of about 100 South
Vietnamese and Americans then
withdrews.

Neither the South Vietnamese
nor American spokesmen had
any reports of the armored ve-
hicles opening fire. The U.B.
Command said there were no
American casunlties and South
Vietnamese casualties were
“light."" South Vietnamese head-
quarters sald the government
troops suffered no casualties,

Speculation about a new Com-
munist buildup along the Cam-
bodian border was strengthened
by another Green Beret ambush
earller Monday at Loc Ninh, 80
miles north of Salgon. The
Americans and their South Viet-
namese irregulars pounced on &
2%-ton truck carrying Commu-
nist troops, destroyed the vehl-
cle and killed 17 of the enemy,
the 1.8, Command said.

‘One-Sided Arms Race’

Police Armament Seen Angering Negroes

PHILADELPHIA — In the
sprawling Negro Ghetto of

North Philadelphin there flour-.

ishes n rumor which, although
false, tells much about how lines
are drawn in the nation's cities
these days.

The city police, so the story
goes, have refitted prowl cars
with three lights atop dtheir
roofs, The lights are removable,
Into their grooved fittings will
go the tripods that will hold
the .60 caliber machineg guns
which are sald lo be stockplled
for the next racial explosion in
the north side.

Police officials scoff at the
rumor, but its currency in the
ghetto Is symptomatic of the
fears and distrust with which
many Negroes regard what they
call a one-sided arms race —
the buying of sophisticated po-
lice weapons and the constant
talk of tanks, helicopters, heavy
machine guns and antl-sniper
rifles for riot control,

It was in such an atmosphere
that Floyd McKisslck, former
director of CORE, declared here
recently that, ""Genoclde is right
around the corner’ and Phila-
delphin may become a focal
point of a grim nationwide game
of, ‘How many black folks can
we shoot down.' »

“You can pike up your guns
and tanks and bombs all you
want,''" McKissick said, speak-
ing of the police. “‘But  black
folks ure not going to silently
march into concentration camps
and gas$ chambers and this Is
the idea we have to start deal-
Ing with,'"

As extreme and exaggerated
as this may sound, it expresses
a fear that Is echoed by many
Negroes of more moderate
persuasions. It is fed by recent
accounts of Ku Klux Klan mem-
bery on the Chicago Police
Force, the shootings in Orange-
burg, 8.C., the behavior of
Miaml police who dangled a
Negro youth from a highway
OVerpass.

“Our people are angry,' sald
Alvin Prejean, the soft-spoken
assistant director of the Chi-
cago Urban League, '"They just
feel that .the pollce are going
to sit'on them all summer long."

It is readily acknowledged in
several cities that the police
armaments Issue has further

polarized the white and Negro
communities. A tough police
chief, a particular weapon, or
repetitious references to ‘“‘max-
imum force' become the sym-
bolic rallying targets that dogs
and firehoses were (o Birming-
ham Negroes or that Sheriff Jim
Clark's mounted posses were in
Selma, Ala.

Hardly a city has escaped
widespread discussion of
arms, and in the volatile mood
exaggerations are common.
place. Brinks' armored cars,
which police plan to borrow, be-
come''tanks'' in the vernacular
of street-corner gossip. A police
chief's threat to 'orush'" the
black power movement is taken
literally as implying violent sup-
pression.

In Philadelphia the lgsue 1is
Police Commissioner Frank M.
Rizzo, the tough, up-through-the
-ranks cop who wanted tanks
to crush riots, In Detroit it is
a weapon—the Stoner Rifle, a
powerful gun that Negroes claim
fires "‘dum-dum’ 'bullets outlaw-
ed by rules of international war-
fare, In Chicago the target is
Sheriff Joseph I, Woods and his
now-suspended plan to crush dis-
ruptive demonstrations with a
1000-man deputized force of vol-
unteers,

Philadelphia's Rizzo is already
a classic symbol. A blg, barrel-

chested man from the city’s Ital-
fan nelghborhood, he Is worship-
ed by his force (at least that 78
per cent of it that is white) as s
cop's cop. He seems sincerely
devoted to promoting bhetter po-
lice.community relations, re-
quiring hundreds of white offic-
ers to attend biracial discussions
and to visit in Negro homes.
But when the confrontations
come in the streets, or when a
police-brutality charge arises,
Rizzo 1s there to back up his
men, It |s accurately sald—even
by his closest friends and col-
leagues—that Rizzo is a man
who makes people choose sides.

Technician Indicted

HARTFORD (AP)—A federal
grand jury has indicted Glen
¥'. DuBose, a 20-year-old labora-
tory technician at the Yale Med-
fcal 8chool, on two counts of re-
fusing induction into the armed
forces,

DuBose, who fled to Canada
last year but returned to the
United States to ‘fight the
draft,” was accused in the in.
dictment Monday of failing and
neglecting to comply with his
local draft board to submit to in-
ductlion last July § and again
on Jan. 9.

A bench warrant for DuBose's
arrest was |ssued by U.8, Dis-
trict Judge T. Emmet Clarie,
who set bond at 0500 pending
the New Haven youth's appear-
ance In federal court in New Ha-
ven.

Last Jan. 9, some 40 youthful
demonstrators picketed the
Armed Forces Induction Center
in New Haven to support DuBose
when he refused induction.

When DuBose refused three
times to take the induction oath,
military officlals at the center
told him to go home,

At the time, DuBose sald he
had spent most of 1967 in Canada
out of reach of his draft board
before deciding voluntarily to re-
turn to Connectleut in October.,

“The only way to tight the
draft,'" he sald then, *‘Is on this
side of the border.”

“A report of disagreement,
however g not a verdict,” the
high court pointed out, "It
merely serves to inform the
<ourt of the inability of the jury
to reach & verdict.”

The jury in this case began its
deliberations the afterncon of
Tuesday, March 14, 1967, after
a five-day trial. It continued its
work the following day, report-
ed twice to Dube that it could
not reach agreement on a ver-
dict—and was sent back both
times by the judge.

The jury went back to work
the next day, Thursday, report-
ed a third time that it could
not agree, listened, at the
judge's suggestion, to a reading
of Denhup's testimony, went
back into session and finally
reached a verdict at 2:50 Thurs-
day afternoon.

Since It was hopeless to lead
the ace or queen of trumps,
Bast led the deuce, South

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Police Armament Buildup
Is Seen Angering Negroes

“My men behaved beautifully,”
he says.

The Negro communily takes
a different view. "Rizzo is the
crystallization of an attitude be-
ing taken more and more by
white people,' says the Rev.
Leonard Smalls, pastor of a
large Baptist church and a vet-
eéran of reform politics in Phila-
delphia,

Smalls sees the school board
lg‘-.acu as one of those symbolic
incidents that unites the Negro
community in anger, polarizing
blacks against whites, drawing
the Negro middle class closer
to the slum dwellers in common
wrath.

“Rizzo has forced those Ne-
groes who were isolated from
North Philadelphia — who
thought they had found their
place in Mount Alry (an inte-
grated, middle class section) —
to think in terms of their com-
mon enemy,”” Mr. Smalls ob-
gerves,

““We've had protest meetings
lately where lawyers, doctors
school teachers and many older
people — people who never
came out Dbefore — were
present. We've had lawyers who
practice downtown, and who
have to be careful, offer to join
the suit against Rizzo (a federal
court suit, now thrown out of
court, to have Rizzo dis-
miased)."”

Malls and other middle-
ground Negroes view the reports
of tanks and police manpower
not as technigues of “law and
order’ but as repressive devices
demanded by whites to keep
Negroes in their place.

“Black folks mever had law
gnd order enforced in their
neighborhoods,” says Alvin E.
Echols, & Negro lawyer and exe-
cutive directar of the North City
Congress. “Those police always
knew about the numbers rack-
ets and the prostitution.”

With an exesperated burst,
Echols added, “so, now, you're
coming to tell us about law and
order."

Echols has written a compari-
son of police tactics employed in
the school board brawl and in
the 16668 confrontation with
whites who protested a Negro
home-buyer in the Kensington
nsection.

Against the Negro youths at
the school board, Echoly wrote,
polloe swung clubs with little
provocation, injuring 16 stu-
dents; in Kensington, where the
white mob was more violent and
was active for several consecu-
tive nights, police moved with
restraint, never rushed the
crowd, injured no one.

A calm, analytical man not
given to exaggerations, EHchols
pictured the north side thls sum-
mer as an armed camp of po-

In Chlcago, it is the <y of
‘vigilantism," directed at Cook
County Sheniff Woods, that ral-
lies Negro leaders of varying
moods.

This could set the stage
for a holocaust.”

Tightening the battle lines in
Detroit is the now-famous
Stoner Rifle, speclally designed
for long-range antl-sniper fire
a8 well as automatic and ma-
chine gun firing,

Recalling the heavy fire un-
leashed by police and Natlonal
Guardsmen In Iast summer's
riots, the entire Negro com-
munity rose against the city's
plan to buy 100 stoners. Black
power militants charged the
rifle's bullets leave gaping
wounds like those of "‘dum-dum”
cartridges outlawed by Interna-
tional law,

The Detroit NAACP'S Robert
Tindal, representing & more
moderate view, recalled last
summer’s heavy firepower.

Philadelphia Intends to resort
again .to a proclamation that
prohibits the gathering of more
than 12 persons. (When a pre-
dominantly white liberal group
tested the proclamation with a
demonstration last summer the
city eventually dropped charges
against them in order to avold
a court test.)

Talcottville School Addition
To Be Built with State Grant

Recognizing the need for im-
mediate action, the Board of
Bdueation last night authorized
Superintendent of Schools Ray-
mond Ramsdell to proceed with
plans for construcling a four-
room addition to the Talcottville
8chool under a state grant of
$125,000.

The town iz 99 per cont sure
of receiving the $125000 grant
from the state for the construc-
tion of the addition, according
to Dr. Ramadell, Recept of the
Jetter of approval from the Bu-
reau of Pupil Personnel and
Special Educational Services is
tantemount to approval, he
stated.

The State Board of Education
is expected to approve the proj-
ect at its meeting Monday.

The $125,000 grant would cov-
er the entire cost of the addition
and Is payable in a lump sum
to be reimbursed to the town
within six weeks from the com-
pletion of construction. The only
cost to the town for the addition
would be for interest on a short
term note. The {tem will have
to be put on a referendum. Town
counsel Abbot Schwebel stated
last night.

The board noted fast action
must be taken to meet the re-
quired May 1, 1989 completion
deadline set by the state.

Dr. Ramsdell told the board
if it did not act on this now,
the town will have to build the
addition Jater and foot 100 per
cent of the cost.

Mayor at Meeting

The school board explained
the need for immediate action
to Mayor John Grant who at-
tended the latter portion of the
meeting.

Grant promised fast action on
the part of the Board of Repre-
sentatives. "“If we can getl a
grant like this, we have to
move on it,"" he stated,

The Public Bullding Com-
mittee will have to appoint an
architect and have plans drawn
to be approved by the State
Board of Education,

The school presently has a to-
tal enrollment of 42 trainable
students, of which about one.
third are tuition students from
other towns, The tuition stu.
dents have been nccepted by
Vernon for about 15 years, ac-

The town has been adding an
average of one room a year to
the school and it divided a room
downstairs last year,

Final decisions nas to the
amount to be pald towards the
cost of construction or altera-
tions and equipment for the ad-
dition will rest with the State
Board of Education. It will also
act on the reimbursements for
the project, according to the let-
ter sent to Ramsdell from Fran-
cis McElaney, acting chlef of
the Bureau of Pupil Personnel

and Special Educational Serv-
fces,

The payment to the town will
be made after completion of
construction and an inapection
by approprinte bureaus of the
State Board of Education. Reim.
bursement to the town must be
made no later than June 15,
1980, the letter, stated.

While not. wishing to withdraw from membership in
the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC), the
Board of Education last night reached a consensus that
it cannot financially support the council during the
1968-69 school year.

tude regarding CREC's re-
organization and merger with
METRO (Metropolitan Effort
Toward Regional Opportunity),
which Is currently under way.

Manchester now holds mem.
barship in both groups. METRO,
established in 1086 as a vehicle
lo obtain federal funds for co-
operative educational projects,
Is about to merge into CREC,
a regional organization of 30
Greater Hartford area boards
of education.

Last night's Informal agree-
ment to take a cautious attl-
tude on Manchester's participa-
tion ecame after members
ngreed with chairman John
Rottner's contention that merg-
er attempts "seem to be pro-
ceeding without a well thought
out plan of actioh.”

Rottner, who is the board's
official delegate .to CREC, said
he thinks the merger is caus-
ing members of many area
boards concern ‘‘that they may
become Involved In matters over
which they have no control.'

He sald a reason for the con-
cern is that CRECSs board af
directors apparently would have
the authority to determine the
entire council's involvement in
educational projects,

Under current policy, towns
participating in METRO proj-
eots operate only under spe-
cific contracts—a policy “quite
different” from what s now
being proposed, Rottner main-
tained,

METRO, currentiy {n its firet
operational year, has to date
been spomsored by Wethers-
field's Board of Education,

METRO'a executive director,
John Allison, who appeared be-
fore the board last night, said
his group hos been attempting”
to serve as a catalyst and help
communities develop the kinds
of cooperative educational pro-
grams they want.”

He sald the merger with
CREC came about because his
executive bomrd felt that
METRO should move under an

board representative
of the entire area,

In answer to & guestion from
the Manchester board, Allison

CREC's staff, He said the only
new otaff person

would be a bookkeeper-account-
ant,

Under the merger proposal,
each CREC member town
would be assessed for costs of
administration on the basis of
the number of pupils in its
school system, Allison sald.

He sald assesament of 10
cents per pupil proposed the
first year, would increase to 20
cents the second year of opera-
tion, and become 382 cents the
third year when costs of admin-
istration would level off at
about $50,000.

Heretofore, Wethersfield has
pald administrative costs for
METRO as (ta sponsoring
board, Allison noted.

Now housed at the University
of Hartford, METRO has ob-
talned several grants under Ti-
tle III of the Elementary and
Secondary Bducation Act.

With one grant, it has estab-
lished a comprehensive ‘‘multi-
media" lbrary of films, film-
strips, video - tape recordings
and the like, which are avail-

able free to teachers, Alllson
sald

He also noted it has helped
Manchester set up a pre-school
class for deaf children at the
Gengras Center in West Hart-
ford, as well as alding the town
in its application for ‘'Project
Outdoors.” This project, which
has preliminary approval,
would utilize a $80,000 grant to
establish a program of outdoor
education at the Onk Grove Na-
ture Center,

At 'the close of last night's
discussion, board memberg
agreed Rottner should take the
attitude at CREC's March 6
meeting that because the lo-
cal board did not have sufficlent
information about the merger
in time, it had not provided in
its budget for the proposed
CREC assegsment.

Several sald, however, that
they recognized regional co-
operation in education would be
a future necessity, “But only
in well-dofined aress,” added
Rottner.

Birth Rate
Record Low
Last Year

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.8. birth rate dropped to a
record lTow last year, pousibly

because of the growing cost of
rearing and educating children,

The National Center for
Health Stallstics reported a rate
of 17.9 live births per 1,000 popu-
lation in 1087. The previous low
of 18.4 per 1,000 was recorded In
the depression years of 1033 and
1036 and again in 1968,

Robert C. Cook, president of
the Population Reference Bu-
renu, predicted still another de-
oline for 1088, but he discounted
the development of new contra-
ceptive methods as the major
factor,

“People in the United States
are reducing their fertility for a
variety of reasons,” he said,
“One of the most important, 1
am sure, 1s to do a good job of
raising and educating the chil-
dren they choose to have."

Cook noted that oral contra-
ceptives and intrauterine de-
vices did not exist during the
depression years, when the rate
also was low, "I bellieve that
this demonstrates,” he sald,
“that the decline is due, not to
contraceptive advances, but to a
realization on the part of the
yoeunger married couples In
America that rearing children
in this complicated and expen-
sive world presents big prob-
lems."”

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Thant’s Plea And Our Answer

The only visible activity in the inter-
est of peace in Vietnam, undertaken by
somebody the world has reason to trust,
{s that of United Nations Secretary Gen-
eral Thant.

Last week he completed a tour of
world capMals with a visit to Preasident
Johnson and Secretary Rusk at Wash-
ington. On Saturday he released n
statement to the press In which he sum-
marized his own conclusions after his
round-the-world discussions.

The impact of his statement was less
then (t should have been — considering
that what he has been trying to do does
represent the only visible chance of end-
ing the war in Vietnam by negotiation.

But i{f the man representing the only
visible hope the world has at the mo-
ment did not have much impact with his
statement Saturday, that was because
he himself had no clearly sensational
developments or changes in position to
report.

On the plus side, he had proof that
North Vietnam is at least Interested in
keeping the ides of negotlations allve,
and has been making slight positive ad-
justments in its conditions for talks, as
if trying to get Washington to nibble.

The most striking development on the
negative side is the Secretary General's
new emphasis on the role of Russia, “It
appears,” he sald, “that both the Unit-
ed States and the Soviet Union are firm-
ly determined to prevent the defeat of
the side which each supports. If such a
trend continues, the conclusion is inesca-
pable that there will be continued inten-
sification and escalation of the con-
fiict."”

In this remark, Secretary General
Thant was apparently reflecting the
mood he found in Moscow, which has,
during the past year, shifted from some
apparent willingness to try to broker
peace between the United States and
North Vietnam toward a more open and
substantial support of the North Vietna-
mese war effort.

The fact that there seems little doubt
about the validity of this, the biggest
negative point in the Thant report, lends
some urgency to consideration of what
he still had to say about the possibili-
ties for negotiation.

‘‘Everywhere,"” he sald, "I found a
genuine desire to bring this tragic con-
Jflict to an end. The increased intensity
of the hostilities during the past few
weeks should not lead to the conclusion
that the door Is closed for negotiations.

“In my view, the indispensable first
step of ending all bombing and other
sets of war against the Democratic Re-
public of Vietnam should be taken and
could be taken without too great a mlll-
tary risk. If ‘such & step were to be
taken, I am' more than ever convinced
that meaningful talks will take place
much earlier than {s generally supposed,
even perhaps within a matter of a few
days."

Later on, at the conclusion of his
atatement, the Becretary General put
the great emotional, human, and ration-
el case for a reach toward peace even
under conditions which might require
gambling on somebody's good faith.

“The world,’ he sald, "is anguished
and sickened by the continued intensity
and savagery of the war. It is heart-
rending to witness the agony of the
innocent civilians who camnot poasibly
know what it Is all about. Also the miil-
tary casualties steadily mount, The
ugliness of the war {s matched only by
its futility. There can be no victory, no
defeat, only more suffering, more death
and more destruction. The very sur-
vival of Vietnam Is at stake. It is time
to ¢all a halt."

In all this, Secretary General Thant
atill points primarily to the United
States — asking it for that halt of the
bombing of North Vietnam which both
he and North Vietnam have consistent.
ly said would lead to talks, But the kind
of risk the present leadership of this
country la prepared to take is the
risk which lies In the opposite direc-
tion—that of the makimum escalation
of bombing of North Vietnam which is
now In progress, or more of the same

tactic which Is the only tactic the
Johnson Administration has produced,
or, It what Evans and Novak report on
this page today is true, seems likely
ever to produce,

Signals Over!

It Is something of a shock, after years
of reading about the terrible problem
Japan has of feeding and accommodat-
ing a population much too dense for its
territory, and years of living with the
aftermath of Japan's efforts to compen-
sate for this condition by organizing It-
self an empiré, to come across the news
that Japan is now disturbed because its
birth rate is falling.

Japan's 100,000,000 population has, for
the past decade, been increasing only at
the rate of one per cent or less a year,
as compared with annual growth rates
of two or three per cent In other Asian
countries.

One conditioned to all the previous
discussion of the problems of Japan
might make the mistake of welcoming
such news, as If {t were evidence that
Japan has somehow managed to solve
the problem experts on the world popu-
iation explosion say we all must solve
if we wish to make continued life on
earth possible and tolerable.

Not so. The news of falling birth
rates in Japan is apparently bad news
for Japan, one which is of serious con-
cern o the national leadership. It seems
that, if the birth rate continues low, Ja-
pan will begin to suffer a labor short-
age in all those indusiries it has been
forced to build up in order to win =&
bread and butter way in the world for
its over-population. What was supposea
to be good news turna out to be bad
news, which Is par for our world in our
time.

Obliged To The Impossible?

The rhetorlc used by President John-
son on Sunday in addressing American
servicemen bound for Vietnam was ob-
viously meant to be stirring. It was in
fact alarming. The President is quoted
as saying that the power of the United
States |s now greater than the combined
power of all nations past. Perhaps this
boast has substance. But mere power,
in any quantity, has never preserved
any nation in wisdom. The crux is the
use of power. The President declared
that American power will be used '‘with
precision on the fronts of war and with
principle on the fronts of peace."” Very
little precision is dlscernible in the wal-
low of violence which Vietnam has be-
come and no clear, compelling princi-
ple stands out in what administration
spokesmen have been saying about our
oblique quest for peace.

Probably the most striking passage In
the President's remarks was this: *'Un-
dl freedom stands strong in Asia, until
this vast Pacific 18 a great community
of peace, until the gun and the knife are
sheathed, until nelghbor fears no more,
Americans cahnot rest, America can-
not sleep.”” This kind of talk is loose, not
lucid, It Is less Inpsiring than frighten-
ing. It casually commits us to the im-
possible. And & veteran politician like
the President should know very well,
and never forget, that politics is the art
of the possible.

Against the President’s rolling words
must be set the lrony of a grim pleture
which millions of Americans saw on
television last week. It showed a Viet-
namese village after American forces
had cleared it of Vietcong. The Vietcong
had entered the villege by way of tun-
nels cut through earth so hard that a
G.I. said {t resisted efforts to dig fox-
holes in it. Which means that the in-
habitants were for some time well
aware of what the Vietcong were up to,
but did and said nothing about it. Once
the Vietcong emerged, the Americans
freed the village—by flattening it. It was
utterly destroyed, with nothing left
standing, with some villagers dead and
all others homeless. And surviving vil-
lagers were critical of the Americans
for the lods of their homes and relatives.

This Is the tortured story of one little
place in the tremendous reaches of
Asia. When we turn from it to look at
all the rest of that gargantuan, teem-
ing, physically and psychologically com-
plex continent, and at the formidable
length and breadth of the Paclfic, we
must ask, “Can America see to it that
freedom stands strong in Asia? Can
America bring about a great communi-
ty of peace throughout the Pacific?"" The
thought that we are committed to a
task so unpracticable, and presumably
by methods we have been using to scant
purpose in Vietnam for almost three
years, is what should render sleep im-
possible.

To sharpen disquietude, there is the
Defense Department’s refusal to com-
ply with senatorial demands that it re-
lease to the public a secret study com-
missioned by the department. Accord-
Ing to congressional sources, the study
concludes that this country has to be
ready, for the indefinite future, to fur-
nish manpower and material to settle
conflicts all over the world, with par-
ticular emphasis on our sending troops
to trouble spots. Asslstant Secretary of
Defense Paul C. Warnke has turned
down the senatorial request on the
grounds that the secret report's recom-
mendations, if released, might be con-
sidered official policy. But are they offl-
cial policy, or is there any chance that
they will become s07 The Presldent's
oratory at least hints at the possibility.

The American people have a right to
know what they are to be let in for.
They have a right to approve or disap-
prove. It is they who will have to bear
the burden, pay the price, There {s no
moral obligation binding us to paclfy
the great globe by force. And doing s0
{8 beyond our means. What has happen.
ed In Vietnam shows that an incaleul-
able expenditure of men and material
cannot settle a civil confliot in a aingle
tiny and relatively weak country, We
have not brought peace to Vietnam, but
have prolonged and emblittered & domes-
tic quarrel and lald the land waste.
What, then, of our capacity to resolve
militarily all the troubles of all the
world—Asla, Africa, the Middle East?

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WASHINGTON — Helghtened
fighting and U.8. casualties in
Vietnam have put President
Johnson In an aggressively mar-
tial mood, privately vowing his
muiled-fist determination to gain
his objectives there no matter
what force of arms is required.

Only the future will determine
whether this new Presidential
mood heralds still steeper es-
calation of the war or is simply
a way of letting off steam dur-
ing a time of national anguish.

One Congressional leader who
confers regularly with Mr. John-
son sees it this way: whatever
the President may say, he has
done nothing to escalate the war
since the Communist offensive
Inst month except to send Gen.
William Westmoreland 10,500
troops that would have gone to
Vietnam sooner or later any-
way.

Nevertheless, the current
White House mood evoked by
the President hints at major
new war measures, For ex-
ample, in referring to specific
escalation steps advocated by
Westmoreland, Mr, Johnson
says he may give the General
“‘more than he has asked' in
the way of authority to prose-
cute the war.

Rather, some of the Presi-
dent's listeners detect an ef-
fort to undermine McNamara
for his sponsorship of the long
Christmas bombing pause in
1965, for his publie admission
that many mistakes have been
made the past seven years in
Vietnam, and for his conviclion
that thee war can be won not
by U.S. military power but only
by the will of the people of
South Vietnam with U.8. help.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
ostensible reason ¥. Ciifton
White showed up at last week's
Republican National Committee
meeting here was to lend Call-
fornia Gov. Ronnld Reagan's
help to other GOP governors
seeking larger volce In their
party's platform deliberations.

White, one of the master-
minds of Barry Goldwater's
1084 campaign for the GOP
presidential nomination, has re-
cently gone to work for the Call-
fornin GOP national convention
delegation, which Reagan will
hend as a favorite son,

Republican officials from
Pennsylvania insisted that
White's visit to their sulte was
to help Gov. Raymond P, Shafer
in his so-far unsuccessful effort
to win co-billing with Senate Re-
publican Leader Everett M.
Dirksen on the platform com-
mittee,

They denled in private discus-
sions that any alliance Is shap-
ing up between the conservative
Reagan and Republican moder-
ates, who favor either Michigan
Gov, George Romney or New
York Gov. Nelson A. Rockefel-
ler for the party's presidential
nomination,

But such an alllance, aimed at
front-running Richard M. Nixon,
could make a great deal of
sense to both camps,

Romney's presidential hopes
are tled directly to his uphill ef-
fort to defeat Nixon in the New
Hampshire and Wisconsin presi-
dential primaries,

As for Rockefeller and Rea-
gan, who have saild they are not
candldates but whose support-
ers keep pushing them, their
chances depend largely on
whether. Nixon falters enough
during the primary season to

turn the GOP convention into an
open battle.

Republican congressional
leaders, such as Wisconsin's
Melvin R. Laird, who feel Rock-
efeller would be a stronger can-
didate than Nixon, think the for-
mer vice president will be the
nominee if he sweeps primaries
in New Hampshire, Wisconsin,
Nebraska and Oregon.

But If he slips the convention
could become a wide.open af-
fuir, with as many as 15 GOP
favorite-son candidates, most of
them governors, assuming an
Increasing  importance. Rocke-
feller as well as Reagan is
scheduled to bhe favorite.son
candidate,

In such a situation, supporters
of both Rockefeller and Reagan
have reason to think thelr man
could emerge as the nominee,

Reagun will start with a nu-
cleus of Callfornin plus a large
bloc of Southern states which
will support Nixon at the start
but consider Reagan a stronger
candidate In o three-cornered
race with President Johnson
and former Alabama Gov.
George C, Wallace.

Reagan supporters are also
hoping many of the 1964 conven-
tion delegates, who gave Gold-
water the nomination on the
first ballot, will be at Miami
Beach eager to support the most
conservative possibllity.

Rockefeller hus strong sup-
port among GOP governors,
who will play a strong role in
the selection of delegates from
thelr states,

One party source estimated
recently that at least 10 gover-
nors favor Rockefeller, to 4 for
Nixon und 2—Rockefeller him-
self and Rhode Islund Gov.

. Victor Hehn, a German sclen-

tist, found references to geese
in Sanskrit writings.

They are also mentioned in
Bibllcal writings, Homer's

far back as three thousand

+, years ago show that geese were

part of their agricultural enter-
prise. Naturalists are in general
agreement that the wild Gray-
lag goose, anser, is the ancestor
of most of the domestic breeds”’
of geese known today.

Goose culture in America had
fta beginnings with the arrival
of the early settlers from those
European countries where goose
ralsing had been practiced for
centuries. As early as 1800 goose
railsing had become an im-
portant enterprise In Connect-
fcut, Massachusetts and Rhode
Island. Many of the early plo-
neers carried a pair of geese
in their Conestoga wagons as
an important part of their equip-
ment because they required lit-
tle shelter, could forage for
natural food and had a high re-
sistance to disease.

These useful birds provided
them with many comforts.
Goose down lined their comfort-
ers, feathers made beds warm
and soft, goose fat was butter
and Iard, one goose egg fed two
people, and the delicate dark
meat was a welcome change
from wild game. Geese also
made excellent watchdogs,
alerting the piloneers to skulk-
ing Indishs as well as wolves,
congers, coyotes and foxes.

A famous Roman legend tells
how the honking of geese sav-
ed the Roman capitol, When the
Romans invaded Britain in the
first century B, C., they found
the wild Graylag goose domes-
ticated. Impressed with the pos-
sibllities, they took some back
to Italy, Three centures later,
the Gauls swept_ through Italy
driving back the Roman legions
until only a single garrison was
left to make a stand on the
Capitoline Hill in Rome. .

Late one night, as the story
goes, the Gauls noiselessly
climbed the steep cliff leading
yp the Capltoline. At the top,
they fed the starving watchdogs
to keep them quiet, then crept
toward the sleeping garrison,
unaware that a flock of Graylag
geese, sacred to June, had the
run of the Hil Suddenly there
were shrill calls and honkings.
The Roman soldiers sprang into
asction and routed the invaders.

Even today geese are used to
stand guard. The villagers In
Kenya, Africa, use them to warn
of Mau Mau aftacks, and large
distilleries in Scotland find
them more effective than dogs,
men or mechanical devices. Ac-
cording to a Ballantine circular,
the United States Army has been
investigating their possible use

for the security of military in.
stitutions,

For centurles, goose quills to
feather the shafts or arrows
were In great demand, and
flocks of several thousand birds
were raised for just this
purpose. The quills were also
used for pens. The great writ-
ers of the Middle Ages and the
Renalssance used quill pens, as
did Thomas Jefferson when he
wrote the Declaration of Inde-
pendence,

Today man is finding new and
valuable uses for this remark-
able bird, Even now, over a mil-
lion geese are at work in the
United States weeding felds of
cotton, potatoes, corn, sugar
cane, strawberries, sugar beets,
asparagus and nursery plant.
ings. One Loulsiana farmer
claimed that he cut $25,000 In
labor costs the first year he us-
ed geese. He proved that three
men and 200 geese can success-
fully weed one hundred acres of
cotton which used to require fif-
teen workers. The demand for
geese as agricultural workers
has grown so much that the
Heart of Missouri Poultry Farm
at Columbin, Mo., producers of
Mid-South Weeder Geese, sells
well over 100,000 geese a year
for this purpose. The University
of Tennessee which made a de-
tailed study of ‘‘goose-mation'
claimed that the birds increas-
ed cotton ylelds from six to ten
per cent.

From time immemorial the
goose has been valuable to man
in many ways — for food — for
warmth — for protection — and
now for Ilabor. Truly a remark-
able bird! The museum has on
display a mounted specimen of
a Canada goose like those that
you will see flying north soon.
Do stop in to see it

If an acceptable bid is re-

the school should begin In
March, according to Public

A unique aspect of the school
design for this area is {ts three
stories. This Is expected to pro-
vide additional classrooms at a
relatively low comparable cost.
The school will be serviced with
an elevator, in accordance with
state statutues, It is the [first
school over one story to be con-
structed In Vernon since the
1020's.

The construction of the
school will be conducted under
the jurisdiction and responsibil-
ity of the Public Bullding Com-
mittee.

Town officlals are hopeful the
bids will come within the
amount authorized at the bond
issue, High blds on the Thomas
Moore High School planned in
Rockville by the Norwich Dio-
cese recently forced the scrap-
ping of plans for the school.

Viet Escalation May Spur
Support for Tax Increase

WASHINGTON — A major
new escualation of the war in
Vietnam, Involving a substan-
tinl new commitment of troops,
may breathe new life into flag-
ging support for the administra.
tion's demand for higher tax-
es.
Washington is full of rumors
of anew muiti-bilion dollar war
spending program, and a fer-
vent presidential plea for taxes
to support it,

Federal Reserve Chairman
William McC, Martin has pub-
licly suggested that the degree
of new escalation might com.
pare to the sharp upturn that
took place after 1065,

If so, It would of course alter
prospects for tax action. As of
the moment, even some of the
strongest supporters of the 10
per cent surtax —including rank-
Ing new ecconomists — have
been having second thoughts
about the need or the wisdom
of the ldea.

They say, quite frankly that
the Councll of Economlic Advis-
ers has not made a solid ec-
onomic case for the tax increase.

To be sure, they concede that
@ tax Increase probably would
be helpful to soothe the jan-
gled nerves of intarnational
bankers who spend their wak-
ing hours worrying about infla-
tion and deficits,

But looking at the domestic
economic picture at the mo-
ment, the CBA's projections im-
play a softer second half year,
Just at the time that the pro-
posed tax increase would begin
to bite,

Robert Solow, former staff
man on the Kennedy BEconomic
Council and a professor of
economics at MIT, wrote as
follown the other day in The
London Times:

“In this election year (the
administration) i& trapped by
its own diagnosis of a threat of
excess demand, by Us apparent
inability to beg, borrow, or steal
a tax increase from the house
of representatives, and by the
oredible economlic nonsense
that it has had to promise ex-

penditure reductions that the
congress probably doesn't real-
ly want In order to try to get
the tax increase that the con-
gress may not really give”

In response to questions by
Sen, Willlammn Proxmire, (D-
Wis.) retiring CEA Chairman
Gardner Askley estimated on
February 2 that without a tax
inorense, and no further tght-
ening of monetary conditions,
the Gross National Product
might rise by a mere 7 bilion
dollars or 8/10 or 1 per cent

By the fourth quarter of the
year, the GNP rate might be 14
billon or 1% per cant higher
than with the tax increase,

Ackley sald, these are small
differences, Hut anough Lo
change the direction of price
increases from a rate decelerat-
ing to 3 per cent to one ac-
celerating to 4 per cent or more.

Fnced with this prospect, as
Ackley sees it, the federal re-
serve would have to move to
tighter money, and once agalin,
housing and small businessmen
would bear the brunt of the
burden,

It seems clear that without the
tax Increase, there will be
slightly more inflation and
slightly less unemployment this
year, The federal reserve would
be faced with the difficult de-
cislon of how tight to pull the
money strings, and this would
determine what Thappens to
housing.

But what doesn't come
through, at this point, is the
picture of chaos and disaster
painted by some in the adminis-
tration, especially at the treas-
ury, if the tax proposal fails,

Once again, the administra-
tion's tactics to have
been faulty. It originally under-
estimated the costs of the Viet-
nam War, and all through 1966
failed to ask for a tax increase,
When it raised its proposal for
a surtax last summer to 10 per
cent, it anticipated a recovery
in private investment and in
consumer spending that hasn't
yet developed.

Around the turn of the year,
Walter Heller, Paul Samuel-
son and other noted economists

were talking about a 8 o 17 per
cent surtax, acknowledging that
some fiscal restraint had been
forced on the White House
through expenditure ocuts,

But the administration, as
Solow wrote, ‘‘appears to be
lashed to the whee! with @ 10
per cent surcharge and congress
just isn't having any."”

To be sure, a proposal for a
8 per cent surtax, coupled with
n strong wage-incomes board to
try to hold down inflationary
wage settlements and price
increases, might also have been
rejected by congress,

But at least, had it been bilied
as a ‘“war tax', which would
be the honest way to designate
it, the administration would
have been on more defensible
grounds,

Instead, it stuck to a tired,
old script, and watered down
the notion of a strong wage-
price policy, setting up instead
a cabinet committee that may
have long-range usefulness, but
ja unlikely to account for much

As a consequence, Mr. John-
son may have to settle for noth-
ing — except the speed-up of
corporate tax payments, and ex-
tension of auto nnd excise tax
cuts,

This wouldn't be a bad solu-
tion, the way some of the dis-
sident "“new economists" now
see it, provided that the fed
doesn't choke off the flow of
credit avallable to housing.
There would be the risk of n
amall amount of extra inflation
— but without a tax increase,
congress might stop hacking
awny at expenditures for soclal
programs.

On the other hand, if the eco-
nomy moves more to a war foot-
ing, then the President may
finally get his war tax, and per-
haps emergency control powers
as well,

Charles J. Horan, regional di-
rector of renewal asslstance for
HUD, essured them that his
agency iz Just as eager as they
are 1o see the project complet-
ed, “on the basis of ecomomy,
if for no other reason."”

"“The faster we go, the less
interest the federal govern-
ment pays out for its loaned
money for renewal” he ex-
plained,

Horan estimated that sale of
North End Renewal parcels will
begin in 80 days, following com-
pletion of site improvements
and ¢inal acceptance of ap-
praisal digures.

Swanson, however, called the
60-day estimate “too long” and
asked for greater speed.

Horan then promised “a dif-
fevent picture within 30 days,”
and instructed two of his aides
to confer on Thursday with
Edward Rybezyk, executive di-
rector of the Manchester Re-
development agency (MRA.)

The two aldes are Steven Ad-
ler, urban renewal project rep-
resentative; and Morton Yulish,
area coordinator for HUD pro-
grams,

They already had scheduled
a meeting In Manchester for
Thursday, to confer with Town
Manager Robert Welss on the
status of the local Housing
Code procedure. Housing Codes
are a requirement under fed-
eral grants. They nre reviewed
and certified each year,

Horan, although he promised
to help speed up North End Re-
newal completion, sald that he
considered the local project ‘‘on
schedule,” ndding, ‘‘thers are
many others in the region much
further behind."”

Although planning for the
project started in the summer
of 1962, the federal agency con-
siders the schedule to start
from the time it issues an exe-

cution order. Its execution or-
der for the North End project
was issued in February 1965,

Horan estimated that the
MRA should be delivering land
to developers by or before Sep-
tember of this year. He did not
hold with Rybeayk's estimate
of renewnl completion by Octo-
ber of this year and appeared
surprised at the estimate.

Horan sald that the Man-
chester Houslng Authority may
have to walt until July for a
grant for its proposed housing
for the elderly within the North
End project,

He sald that priority is be.
ing given nationally to construe
tion already scheduled for Sep-
tember completion.

Horan was sympathetic to lo-
cal concern at the apparent lack
of progress in the North End,
but sald that the concern s not
unusual,

“What makes urban renewal
move is removal of n psycholo-
gical hurdle, walting for the
first bullding to go up,"” he sald.

Horan Said that, since Feb, 1,
he has had conferences with 14
heads of government In 14 New
England towns involved with ur-
ban renewnal projects. All of
them, he sald, expresa concern
and consternation at the ap-
parent lack of progress.

He asked for some patience
and again promised to help
speed up the Manchester pro.
ject. ;

He said that, when the pro-
ject finally is completed, Man-
chester will reap the same bene.
fits evident from similar pro-
jects — a geven-fold increase in
tax ratables,

Horan sald that North End Re-
newal has sufficient federnl
funds for completion.

The situation, nationwide, is
not favorable, however, with
$750 million promised by Con-
gress for July and $1.4 billlon
already committed, he said.

Horan recommended that
Manchester proceed slowly in
planning Downtown Renewal, A
$2 million bonding program for
Downtown Renewal was defeat-
ed in an October 1866 referen.
dum.

Horan sald that Manchester
would he wise to walt until
North End Renewal construc-
tion {8 completed, before at-
tempting Downtown Renewal,

He sald that the MRA has
been  authorized to continue
planning for Downtown Renewal
but that it has lost its original
grant, on the basis that the 36-
month waiting period has run
out. The books on a future grant
will be left open indefinitely,

pending a future referendum,
Horan sald.

Incldentally, Horan revealed
that only $3.7 million of federal
funds had been reserved for
Downtown Renewal.

When the October 1608 ref-
erendum was held, the MRA
had said that the project was
to be constructed on the basis
of a $12.5 million federal grant,
a $2.2 million state grant, and
a $2 million Manchester contri-
bution,

Horan sald that he knew noth-
ing of the $12.5 milllon federal
figure mentioned locally.

Rybezyk explained today that
the $3.7 million n federal
funds was reserved on the basis
of a preliminary survey and
planning application and that it
wans an incomplete and estimat-
ed figure.

The October 1088 referendum
he sald, was held on 'the basis
of a complete plan, survey and
eatimated cost figure. That ap-
plication would have been sub-
mitted to HUD for approval
had the referendum carried.
Since it lost, no application was
submitted, Rybezyk sald.

Agostinelll and Swanson sald
today that they nre satisfled
with the results of yesterday's
trip to New York.

They pralsed HUD officials
for their courtesy and patience
in listening to and commenting
on Manchester  Renewal prob-
lems,

Further, they sald, they have
Horan's assurance that he will
“prod"” Rybesyk and the MRA
into speeding up North End Re-
newal completion.

In addition, they sald, the re-
cent outery over ‘‘foot drag-
ging’' already appears to have
facilitated progress by Rybezyk

and the MRA.

“And besides,’” Agostinelli
sald, ‘“we learned that the

$77 Million Seen
Negro Guard Cost

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pen-
tagon spurces say a secret re-
port estimates it would cost §77
million to meet a presidential
riot commission’'s recommenda-
tion that Negro membership in
National Guard units be sub-
stantially increased.

Top military and administra-
tion officlals are debating
whether to ask Congress for
funds to initiate what the
sources described as a three-
year nationwide recrulting ef-
fort.

A congressional expert on mlil-
itary programs said the $77 mil-
lion estimate may be low. ‘'S8ol-
diers are an expensive com-
modity,’" he sald,

Last Aug. 10, less than two
weeks after it wag appointed by
President Johnson to investigute
riots in Newark, Detroit and
elsewhere, the Advisory com-
misslon on Civil Disorders re-
ported that only 5,000 Negroes
were among the nation's 500,000
guardsmen,

This deflolency, it declared,
“must be corrected as soon as
possible.” The commission did
not set a specific goal or a dead-
line.

Johnson immediately sent the
recommendation to Secretary of
Defense Robert 8, McNamara
with the notation: "This {8 a
matter of highest urgency and
I know you will give It your
immediate attention.'

A speclal panel headed by
Brig. Gen. R. M, Willlams, the
Army’'s assistant judge advo-
cate, was formed at the Penta-
gon to study Negro membership
in the Guard. Known as the
‘Williams Board,"" %his panel
sent a confidential report to

Gen.. Harold Johnson, ' Army
chief of staff, on Dec. 1,

The gist of the panel's find-
ings was discussed at a recent
meeting attended by several
state adjutant generals. One of
those present sald $80 million
was given as ‘‘a round figure"

for the cost of substantinlly in.

creasing the percentage of
Negroes in the Guard, This in-
cludes, he sald, recrultment as
well as training end equipping
new Negro members. Another
source placed the figure at $77
million.

The estimates includera wide
range of {tems—from the cost of
uniforms and pay allowances to
advertising programs, officlals
said,

A National Guard Bureau
spokesman, asked about the
cost estimate, replied "I haven't
heard that proposal."

Several states have expressed
interest in a program similar to
a pllot recruiting project under
way in New Jersey, another
Guard officlal sald, ''but we
have replied to each one that we
would like to hold a decision in
abeyance for a few weeks until
we know exactly where we are
golng.”

“I'm sure thers will be a na-
tionad program ‘of some sort."

The Pentagon slashed red
tape last August and granted
the New Jersey Guard a § per
cent overstrength with the 880
places reserved for Negroes. As
of this week, a spokesman sald,
480 Negroes had been recruited.
Nearly $30,000 has been spent
for newspaper ads, radio com-
mercials, blllbourds and leaflets
directed at more than 89,000
‘‘recruitable’” Negro malés in
New Jersey.

3 Cubans Lose Gamble for Asylum

VIRGINIA BEACH, Va. (AP)
— Th’ree Cubans lost a wild
gamble to win asylum in the
United Stateg when a 202-foot
Cuban ship from which they fled
in a Hfeboat rammeaed their

amall craft {n international wat-
ers off Virginia ,

The captain of the Cubdn ship
messaged U.8, Coast Guardmen
on the scene that the three were
his crewmen and were picked
up from the water. The Coast
Guard sald it did not see what
happened to the three after the
ramming ingident.

Earlier the Cubans seized the
ship, the 26 de Jullo, but falled
in an attempt to bring her into
Norfolk when they could not get

the anchor up, Coast Guardmen
sald.

A Coast Guard vessel stood by
but did not interfere because the
incident occurred well beyond
the S-mile limit. The ship's cap-
tain radioed later ' that "'The
trouble is settled now. We go
back to Cuba."

The episode, covering 16
hours, reached its climax off the
coast of Virginia Tuesday after-
noon. This was the sequence of

events as related by the Coast:

Guard:

At 2 am,. Tuesday the Cuban
ship radioed that the crew
sought political asylum. She
was instructed to head for
Hampton Roads and the cutter
Point Brown was dispatched to

meet her with Master Boat-
swain's Mate P, W. Caviness,
43, of Sllver City, N.C,, In com-
mand,

Caviness sald he watched the
ship anchor 10 miles east-north.
east of Cape Henry Tuesday
momning. He sald he had In.

“But they were having trouble
getting thelr anchor up,'’ he re-
lated, and about 1:80 p.m. he
saw three men lower a lifeboat,
climb Into It and start rowing
away.

(AP) —Ne-
gro lender Charles Evers pre-
pared today for his uphill runoff
battle against white conserva-
tive Charles Griffin for the
congressional seat vacated by
Gov.

““We're going to win this elec-
tion,” Evers told his followers
after clinching a place against
QGritfin, Willlams' key Washing-
ton aide for almost two decades,
in the March 12 runoff,

Evers, the first Negro to be-
come @ serious challenger for a
Misslssippl congressional post
this century, took advantage of
a six-way split In the white vote

to lead the first round of ballot-
ing Tuesaday.

In the final unofficial tabula-
tion he had almost 30 per cent of
the vote with 38,645 to 28,762 for
Griffin. Five losing white candl-
dates had 52,188,

State Sen. Ellis Bodron of
Vicksburg had 22,820, Troy Wat-
kins of Natchez 10,446, Dist.
Atly. Joe Pigott of MeComb
8,284, and David Perkins of
Jackson 2,648, Republican Ha-
gan Thompson of Jdckson had
7,980,

All six of the white candidates
campaigned as conservatives.

Whites in Detroit Area Buying Arms

DETROIT — In the comfort-
able white suburb of Dearborn,
about twelve miles from the
geene of this city's riot-scarred
area, Florence Larkins, house-
wife, talked with a good na-
tured astonishment of her new
activity,

“If anyone had sald to me 28
years ngo that I would be tgk-
ing lessons on a gun, I'd have
sald they were crazy."”

“But then there were those
riots, and suddenly everyone
seemed scared to death, Of
course, I prefer never to nandle
& gun, but it's peace of mind
—you know, reassurance.'

Mrs, Larkins' sons are grown
and her husband travels fre-
quently on business. 8o with 180
other Dearborn women ahe
heeded Mayor Orville Hubbard's
advice to seek the self protec-
tion and signed up for the city's
Recreation Department’'s Gun
Clinle.

.52 caliber plstol, she fired a
total of four hours on the police
firing range and spent eight
hours in the classroom, learn-
ing about weapons and listening
to lectures on safety.

It is a popular course. When
the first classes of 180 women
had graduated, 600 more were
walting to sign up.

The armed clvillan ke Mrs,
Larkin is _increasingly familiar
phenomenon in Detroit and its
suburba today. Gun sales have
increased rapidly in the clly.
Dearborn newspapers say scores
are out of arms, In Highland
Park, another suburb, tne Po-
lice Department provided gun
training for merchants.

These are legacies of the 1967
riot that left 48 persons dead,
and they are strikingly simlilar
to the flurry of gun buying and
training that is also noticeable
in Newark, scene of last sum-
mer's other major ourbreak.

"Both the white and Negro
communities are arming at a
fantistic rate,” says James L.
Tralnor, & spéclal assistant to
the Detroit Mayor Jerome P.
Cavanagh, "Everyone Is buying
a gun, We (the city government)
can't choke it off because they
can always run down to Toledo

to huy the guns or get them
through the mail."”

The police have a backlog of
gun-permit applications remain-
ing from the surge of buying
that began after the riot, Rifles
and shotguns can be purchased
without permits, and no one has
the slightest idea of how many
have been newly stocked in citl-
zens’ closets,

A proposed strengthening of
gun registration law has been
opposed by some whites and Ne-
groes and may never be passed,
"“The Negroes see il as a means
of disarming the Negroes," sald
Trainor.

Robert Tindal, executive sec-
retary for the NAACP, said the
requests came from several
housewives, He turmed them
down, suggesting that there are
other organizations that do spon.
sor gun classes.

Publieity about the Deerborn
Gun Clinic prompted interest
elsewhere In the Detroit area,
The suburban Inkster branch of
the NAACP's Executive Board
petitioned the local police to
set up & training course for
Negroes who were concerned
nbout crime on their streets,

“We thought we had better
get some kind of protection
from the city and ask It to ex-

tend the service just like Deer-
born did,"" said Robert Penn, a
member of the executive board.
'*Negroes hold some things dear
too, you know.'

“The reason is fear,”” Detroit
Police Commissioner Ray Girar-
din sald last fall when the panic
buying began, ‘''Many people
have come to me personally and
sald they did not own & gun
and never had any Intention of
getting one, but becnuse of the
unprecidented violence Jast
summer, they feel It necessary
to buy one for the safety of their
families,""

In Newark, Police Director
Dominic A. Spina acknowledged
that “There is a widespread
arming of citizens. Our applica-
tion for permits to purchase is
tremendous."'

“1 know from intelligence that
lots of people are going to Penn-
sylvania and Maryland to buy
guns."

In Detroit and Newark, a new
militants whites group that em-
phasize private armaments have
sprung up in the wake of last
year's riols. A

Newark 1s called the North-
ward Citizen's Committee, form
ed in the predominantly Italian
section and headed by d burly
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ald, apparenlly to
avold aggravating American
tensions over the situation grow-
ing out of the seizure of the
Pueblo and its crew,

The only one reported in-
volved a colllsion, described as
minor, between the U.8. de-
stroyer Rowan and a Soviet
merchant ship, the Kapitan Vi-
solbokov, on Jan. 81. The U.8.
claimed the Rowan had the
right of way.

The unreported incidents were
near-misses, sources sald.

By this, they meant that So-
viet ships, mostly destroyers
and Intelligence gathering craft,
steamed into the midst of U.8.
naval formations or salled dan-
gerously close to American
ships,

Both countries have scaled
down their naval forces in the
waters off Korea recently. At
one point, the Soviets had some
14 warships, Including two
crulsers, operating in the same
general area where the U.S.
fleet had been built up,

This Soviet naval presence
has now been reduced to about
five or six destroyers and a few
intelligence vessels, The rest re-
portedly have moved back to-
ward Viadivostok, the main So-
viet naval base In the Far East.

The U.8., Nayy has meanwhile
withdrawn the nuclear-powered
carrier Enterprise from Korean
waters and sent it into action in
the Gulf of Tonkin against North
Vietnam., This was the Enter.
prise’s original mission before it
was diverted to the sea of Japan
gshortly after the Pueblo was
captured,

Two big U.B, alrcraft car-
riers, the Ranger and the Coral
Sea, together with their support-
ing destroyers and supply ves-
sels, remain In waters near Ko-
rea. At its peak, the U.8. naval
build-up off Korea totaled more
than 20 ships,

The dual problem of Korea
and Vietnam is straining the
Navy's carrier resources in the
Far East,

There normally would be
three carviers- off North Viet-
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
