Manchester's net taxable 

Grand List, after adjustments 
by the Board of Tax Review, 
has been reduced by $571,264 
and now totals $222,279,202.

The adjusted Grand List, bas­
ed on Oct. 1, 1967 assessment 
figures. Is $5,060,620, or 2.3 per 
cent higher than last year's 
$217,218,582 Grand List. It will 
be the basis for the town’s 1968- 
69 budget, effective July 1.

The percentage Increase Is the 
lowest in recent years.

The federal goveniment, hi 
ahoirt, has for the first time 
taken on itself a  pemianent 
role In the control o f civil dis­
turbances. The very nature of 
its prepara’tioDS suggest that 
It expects to be In that role for 
some time to  come.

In the past, federal interven- 
‘tton in local disorders has been 
reluctant, spasmodic and com- 
'Paratiively unplanned. Only 
twtoe in the last 46 years have 
federal troops been requested 
by a governor to suppress do­
mestic troubles. The National 
Guard has been used- for civil 
emergencies In the past dec­
odes, but elm cet always under 
state control. The frequency 
and Intensltiy o f urban riots hi 
the lOOOs has switched the fed­
eral role from ooocualonal hi- 
votvemeht to a routine partner­
ship wSth the cities and states.

Much o f what the federal 
govenim ent Is doing is still 
secret and on atmosphere of

national security precautions 
has been created.

The Army’s new "Civil Dis­
turbance Plan'' is desslflcd as 
secret, in the same manner as 
'battle plans for tiie war In 
Vietnam. A reporter seeking tn- 
fotm aticn on military prepara­
tions la first Informed that 
nothing he Is told can be at­
tributed to anyone hi the gov­
ernment. The justice depart­
ment refuses to dlscloee details 
of the Information It is col­
lecting on certain individuals.

The Army’s Intensive, long- 
range Involvement began lost 
summer after the riots in New­
ark and Detroit. Airborne 
troopa had been luChed to De­
troit when local and state po­
lice and the Mtchigan National 
Guard c^ppeared to  be Inoapable 
o f controlling the city.

For about two montha, be­
tween 10 and 16 Army person­
nel delved into the strategies 
for quelling disorders. The re­
sult was the “ Department of 
the Army’s Civil Disturbance 
Plan,”  a 2-lnch-thlok volume. 
Into its preparation went seven 
large volumes of Information.

Simultaneously, the Army 
discovered that many cities and 
National Guard units liad neith­
er the planning nor tiie expertise 
with which to control and sub­

due mobs of the type that gath­
ered in Newark and Detroit.

Army liaison teams went out 
to check the readiness of the 
National Guard. At Ft. Gordon, 
Ga., Guard units end some 
city police have gathered for a 
6-day Civil Disturbance course, 
conducted there by the Military 
Police School.

Asked what Is being taught 
there, the Army responded that 
the emi^iasls Is on the ’ ’develop­
ment o f better understanding o f 
the nature of disorders and the 
application of fundamental con­
siderations in planning for the 
conduct of civil dlsturbtuice op­
erations.”  No specific strategy 
Is being espoused, the Army 
said.

At the Pentagon, a speelfd- 
level task force meets frequent­
ly to review the Army and Na­
tional Guard preparations. In 
the event ot a riot, the Army 
establishes an operations center 
In the Pentagon. It would alert 
task forces in tbe field to be 
ready when a bad incident any­
where In the country seems to 
be out o f control.

Even the Pentagon’s private 
think tanks are Involved In 
the search for new #ays to 
control riots.

New Haven 
Inmate Flees 

After Trouble
NEW HAVEN (AP) — PoUc© 

continued today to search for 
an inmate of the New Haven 
State Jail who escaped while be­
ing questioned about a disturb­
ance and fire there Wednesday 
night.

The escapee, who police said 
was Vincent Brown, 26, ot Wa- 
terbury, was being questioned 
Wednesday night at police head­
quarters at the time ot bis es­
cape.

He was one of two Inmates 
taken from  the Jail under heavy 
guard after the disturbance and 
fire. Police s aid Brown was 
serving a year in Jail for a car 
theft conviction.

According to police, the dis­
order began at about 7:30 p.m. 
when 175 of the 802 inmates 
of the 110-year-old Jail pushed 
their way out of a recreation 
area and back toward cell 
area.

There, they said prisoners set 
fire to several mattresses, 
smashed windows and chairs 
and other furniture and broke 
off two cell block doors to use 
as battering rams to loot the 
commissary.

Police didn't suggest a mo­
tive for the disturbance.

Firemen with three fire en­
gines and .three fire trucks 
fought the fire, in the Jail's west 
wing.

Some 25 city police — some 
armed with diotgiais — helped 
quell the dtsturbance and sur­
rounded the JaU to prevent any 
escapes In the confusion.

A dozen state troopers also 
were sent to the JaU.

Offloials said that by »{80 
p.m. the altuatlOT was under 
control.

Olymptoa, as it was also on view In the 
New York Athletic Chib meed at ttie 
new Madison Square Garden, is the fact 
that the sirugrle over rmelal posttton in 
the coiBitry and in the world has passed 
tiM point of easy, inocnohiafve oompro- 
mislng. Those leading the revolt are not 
barsahiinf, any more, ter what used tp 
be classified as encouragl^ oonoeasions, 
or constructive advances! To the con­
trary, they are even opening: up a tac­
tic in which they are deliberately aban- 
dontnr and refushig to use or occupy 
concessions and advances previotialy 
won by their own efforts, or those of 
their predecessors.

This is an extreme, desperate 
posltlan, from die point of view o f the 
white world, and pethiqM from the point 
of view of some oonsctentioua gradual­
ists and humanists in the worid which is 
in revolt

But it can at least be understood. Af­
ter 100 years of graduaUsm could be 
added up and found to  make only a 
token amount of difference, die formu­
la tion 'o f more ahaolute Instant goals 
could be, and has been, a natural human 
instinct

So, in the fM d of qxirts, K can be un­
derstood that those who want full and 
instant attainment o f some goals, should 
be deliberately wiHlng to sacrifice those 
nice partial gradualistic gains edilch 
have been achieved through the Olym­
pic process and through the ideals of 
sports, in order to strike for greater 
gains outside the realm ot sport. There 
must be a great deal of revolutionary 
leadership wMCh feels that those who go 
with the progress that has been made 
in the q>eciaUsed field of sports are ac­
tuary playing the game and subtly per­
petuating the supremacy of die white 
world.

But if the white world can glimpse 
how powerful and mandatory such an 
end of compromising must seem to 
those trying to lead the revolution, one 
could hope that those in the revolution 
could manage some vision of the poten­
tial value of gradualism, slow and petty 
as it has sometimes been in Ms actual 
dividends, tt has been conscientious 
good instinct, even if it has not been fiill 
facing of the drastic truth, whldi has 
mottvated such gradualisdc advances 
in the white world. Given some amount 
of such vdiite instinct, the successful 
moving forwatd of the revolution in the 
last decade has had the effect o f speed­
ing up ah the gradualistic processes, so 
that more and more of die American so­
ciety as a whole has been exposed to 
more and more varied stimuli and 
awareness end realisatfon w hldi can 
themselves prove fuel for more speed­
ing up o f gradualism.

1i those leading the revolution could 
manage some slight intuitive aiqneda- 
tlon of the improving motivation of the 
white world, and some practical aware­
ness of the accelerating pace with vdiich 
gradualism 1s moving down this first 
section of tts long, long Journey, petfasqw 
they could also temper their present 
drive for the absolute, for the all, with 
the thought that they may be asking 
more than the white world can manage 
Instantly, and more than they them­
selves can take.

W e don’t know whether such gentle 
considerations are possible. We don't 
pretend to know whether we ourselves 
would be capable of them, were our sMn 
of a different color. We suspect that we. 
If our skin were darker, might also re­
sent the white world’s assumption that 
it has us nlctiy conOned to its own grad- 
uahsttc track when it allows us to par­
ticipate as equals on the fields of sport. 
We too might choose to walk o ff the 
fields of sport untU the equality yielded 
us there because of certain prowess had 
been, matched by equalities yielded to 
us in other fields Just because we were 
human beings.

We regret the turn away from  gradu­
alism, Just as much as we also regret 
that the white world didn’t begin, long 
ago, making its gradualism a swifter 
process.

The iacroasingly bitter official reac­
tion to questions and criticism s suggests 
that not even tiw White House la solidly 
sold on tis looklng-glaas logic that the 
worse tilings seem in the war acne the 
better they actually are. But the Intense 
trrttahllity also tndioates something far 
more worrisom e: Rather than concede 
the poaslbmty of eiaor and <qpen-mind- 
edly canvasa new approaches, top offi­
cials are content to fasten on scape­
goats and transfer the blame.

Secretary o f State Rusk exbihtted sur- 
prlsiiM testineas at a recant "baok- 
giound”  session. Didn’t the failure to 
detect the VIetoang offensive, a reporter 

inUoate an obvtous breakdown in 
American IntsIHgenceT The Secretary 
edeetw edged that oommanders are 
never satisfied with their toteHlgenoe re­
ports. But, he went on, why must this 
negative aspect be the one emphasised 
in the pressT

“Thero gets to be a point vrtien the 
question is, whose side are you on,”  he 
declared angrily. ” I’m the Secretary of 
State, and I’m on our side.”  When tiie 
reporter inquired whether he was sug­
gesting the preas was disloyal, the Sec­
retary cut hbn off with this extraonUr 
nary tirade:

’ ’None of your papers or your broad­
casting apparatuses are worth a  damn 
unless the United States succeeds. They 
are trivial compared to tiiat question. 
So I don’t know why, to win a Pulitser 
Prise, people have to go probing tor 
things one can bitch about vdien there 
are two tixiuaand stories on the same 
day about things thi^ are more con­
structive In character. . . .”

Ail Admlnlstratiana have resented 
criticism  and searched for whipping 
boys. President Kennedy, fuming at at­
tacks on his policy and on the Diem 
government by correspondente in Saigon, 
tried to have New York Times reporter 
David Halberstam moved from  Vietnam. 
And Lyndon Johnson has always been 
prone to the sctqiegoat syndrome.

In 1967, Senate M ajority Leader John­
son, recuperating from a heart attack, 
told ranch callers what brought it on: 
A reporter’s perslstwit prees^onference 
Inquirlea eibout the future of an immi­
gration reform bill. ” I sometimes 
think,”  Mr. Johnson said, ’ ’the heart at­
tack began when I Mew my top at the 
press conference.”  Not age or weight or 
inessure of work; it was that damned 
impertinent prying reporter.

In the 1966 Dominican crisis. Presi­
dent Johnson raged at prese reports 
challenging U.S. claims of Communist 
control of the rebels and questioning the 
decree of popular support for the Amer­
ican-backed Junta; these stories, hs 
matotained, immensely complimented 
the U.S. Job, and simply should not 
have been written.

To the new frequency and intensity of 
Admlnlstratlcm complaints about its 
critics, a number of factors contribute.

Obviously, no mattM* bow they try to 
whistle up their courage, things are not 
going according to plan anywhere. The 
Administration clearly was startled by 
the Vletcong’s abtilty to withstand the 
air pounding, mount an attack on the 
cities, menace Khe Sanh. Oongrees con­
tinues to sidestep Uie tax hiorease; the 
McCarthy challenge may finally be gain­
ing a IRtle ground; predictions multiply 
of another hot summer in the cities.

Fatigue aggAvates the situation, as 
does the President’s intense personal in­
volvement in running the war, which 
leaves no room for an independent, 
hard-eyed, Mgh-level review.

Finally, the small tired circle of ad­
visers at the top is shrinking; new Mood 
is scarce, George Ball quits the Btate 
Department, and Nicholas Katsenbach 
moves over from Justice. BIH Moyers 
leaves White House, and George Chris­
tian moves up one chair. Robert McNa­
mara departs the Pentagon, and Clark 
Clifford’s unofficial counsel is made of­
ficial.

For these men so deeply committed 
to current courses, how eSiy It must be 
to succumb to a perfecUy honest self­
persuasion that everything would be all 
right if only the columnists and edMoriel 
writers, the McCarthys and Fulbrights 
and Kennedys, would ever quit saying 
how awful things are.

If this testineas and irritabilMy Were 
nothing more than poor public relations, 
they would be the Administration’s alba­
tross alone. But as symptoms o f tired 
minds, closed minds, they are a burden

When,‘ a few weeks ago, an 
emissary of the potent Miam- 
pion of the white backlaah ap­
peared in the state to inquire 
about procedures for getting his 
man on the ballot here, the of­
ficial welcome and information 
given him was merely proper, 
correct, and untnvMved. But 
when Ms actual petitions to get 
(XI the Connecticut ballot are 
eventually filed, we Imagine it 
will be difficult for Conneottout 
Democrats to restrain rather 
Joyous emotions. For the iden­
tity of those working, the exist­
ing political afttllaUons of those 
signing, and the indicated di­
rection of actual suppwt in the 
voting booths next Nov. 6 wUl 
all point substantially toward a 
relatively restricted but nu­
merically crowded amall sec­
tion of the political zodiac — 
that of what everybody caMa 
the extremist right wing.

There are, and will be, in 
Connecticut, as presumably 
elsewhere, some Democrats 
who are motivated by the ra­
cial issue to such an extant 
they .would be drawn toward the 
Wallace camp. But we doubt 
that the migration of such spe­
cial Democrats would begin to 
compare in size with the poten­
tial movement of Democrats of 
the left toward the candidacy of 
Senator McCarthy.

Conversely, we rate the num­
ber of Republicans who might 
conceivably be drawn toward a 
candidate standing on the Viet­
nam peace issue as insignificant 
compared to the number of vot­
ers of normal Republican lean­
ings who would find their spe­
cial intensity of feeling on the 
racial issue pulling them into 
the actual deed of voting for 
Wallace.

And Just as the previous 
high vote tide for a left leaning 
third party in (fonnecticut — 
the 13,718 votes Henry Wallace 
got in the state in 1948, there­
by helping to carry Connecticut 
for Dewey—stands low in com­
parison to our estimate of what 
McCarthy could swing this year, 
BO the previous strengith of a 
right wing party is, in our opin­
ion, far below what Wallace can 
pull In 1968.

Not 20 years ago, but 30 
years ago, there weis a light 
wing "Union Party”  on the Con­

necticut ballot, whidi obtakMd 
a total pf S,0M votes. In the 
particular context of the 19t8 
election, already a  throe-way 
race between Democrat C ron, 
Republican BaMwto and Sooial- 
ist McLevy, the UBioo Party 
had endorsed Baldwin u  tta 
own candidate for Gosramor. Its 
8,046 votes were enough to gtve 
the subeequentty Uberal-moder- 
ate Baldwin hts historio 2,686 
vote victory over Governor 
C ron.

The suppoeltion h n  to  he, 
however, that the R ^ bU oen  
party would have ohtalyd 
moet of these 8,046 TOtn for it­
self if the Union Party had not 
been In existence. In 1928, then, 
the extreme right wing avoid­
ed the separate candidacy 
which would have Injured the 
Republican caun.

The Wallace party wHl be 
heading dovm ess anti ally ths 
same section of the poHtioal 
spectrum, but H will have tts 
own candidate. And tbs numbar 
of votes WaUaee can get in 
Connecticut in 1968 wHl be, in 
our guen, many tlm n  the 
number of adherents at Fsthsr 
Coughlin were able to attract 
in 1938. And he will be taking 
them away from, rattier than 
handing them to, the RsfiUbU- 
can candidate.

The Army already haa dealg- 
nated about 15,000 men In seven 
task forces to be ready tar duty 
this summer. They are said to 
be located near cities likely to 
experience outbreaka this sum­
mer, but the names of the units 
are secret. Some (rf the units 
are composed of airborne trope.

In addition, the Army is stx>ck- 
pUing communlcationa seta at 
sites on the east and west coasts 
for quick delivery to National 
Guard uplts In emergencies.

Other equipment, not normal­
ly Issued to the Guard for peace­
time training misslona, is being 
stored by the Army at several 
undisclosed depots. These in­
clude protective body armor, 
bullhorns, searchlights, and 
portable tear-gas dispensers.

What the Army calls "in­
formation planning packets” 
have been prepared. These in­
clude paps of many cities and 
the location o f ,points where in­
coming troops would be assem­
bled If summoned. According to 
The Associated Press, the plan­
ning even extends to the selec­
tion of troops’ menus.

The federal gxnrenunent holds 
to the tradition that before any 
U.B. troops can be summon­
ed the city muat pe using all city 
and state police and National 
Guardsmen available.

While the Guard was criticis­
ed from several points last year 
for Its behavior -In Nefwark and 
Detroit, It Is clear from a sur­
vey that mayors plan to call it 
in as clear from a survey that 
mayors plan to call It in as 
swiftly as needed.

In Milwaukee, Mayor Henry 
Maler keeps a  “ hot line”  to the 
o ffice o f Gov. Warren P. Know­
les to permit swift mobilisation 
of the Guard.

” We’ve made arrangements 
with the NaUonal Guard so they 
won’t strip the area next sum­

mer for sumnfer camps,”  said 
Dade County Sheriff E. Wilson 
Purdy.

“ Our only fear here Is that 
if the war In Vietnam escalates 
It might call for a national mo­
bilisation and that would strip 
us of badly needed protection.”

Federal officials express as­
surances that the crlticlfem of 
the Guard last summer and the 
liot-control training many units 
have undergone, have combbied 
to make It more effeotfve now.

But Its image as a youthful, 
inexperienced, and trigger-hap­
py force haa left the nation’s 
largest city. New York, suspi­
cious of its effectiveness.

One police source there said, 
" I f  you ever have to call the 
National Guard into a city the 
slse of New York, then run for 
the hUls.

'”rhoee little towns have no 
alternative, but the big city 
has the manpower to handle the 
situation. If  you need the Guard,
It means the situation Is out of 
hand to such an extent that ma­
ture cops are imable to tackle 
It and are turning it over to 
Immature kids.”

Nevertheless, the city already 
has drawn up emergency plans 
for summoning the Guard.

The Justice Department haa 
encountered increasing local in­
terest in the aveUlabllity o f fed­
eral troops but has resisted re­
quests to set up a sort of clr- 
cult-riding federal riot-contitri 
squad.

Attorney General Clark will be 
the man in Washington with 
whom local officials would deal 
In an emergency . Generally, 
Justice Department officials in­
dicate thfsy will still require a 
maximum commitment of state 
resources, including the Nation­
al Guard, before sending in fed­
eral troops.

But J u s t i c e  Department 
sources said that maximum 
state commitment does not nec­
essarily mean the entire Guard 
command would have to be In 
actkm In a city. If, for example, 
5,000 Guardsmen had to be 
maintained in reserve for pos­
sible use elsesriiere in the state, 
the federal government might 
consider state resources were 
committed sufficiently to send 
in tro<^.

The Justice Department has 
established a new "intelligence 
unit,”  headed by Assistant At­
torney General J. Walter Yeag- 
ley and staffed by several law­
yers and. secretaries. 'They are 
set up on the department’s sixth 
floor, directly above Clark's of­
fice.

Into a computer, the staff is 
feeding information on a large 
number of cities and individ­
uals. I t  Is geared primarily to 
keeping track of certain per­
sons who, the department sus­
pects, may have an Interest in 
fomenting trouble.

If, for example. It could be 
learned that several agitators 
were converging aa one city si­
multaneously, the department 
would alert Its agents In that 
city to watch out for trouble.

“ The North Bnd Hartford Ne­
gro is engaged In a daUy batUe 
for exUtence and hae Uttie time 
left for eelf-help projects,”  ac­
cording to Norman Edmonds, a 
former reeident of Harttoid’s 
North Bind. He spoke to a group 
of pe<q>le attending the first In 
a eeriee of lenten programs at 
the U n i t e d  Congregati^al 
Church.

“ Urben life Is extremely com- 
pllCkted,”  Edmonds empha­
sised. "The energy expended to 
get through one week’s life In 
the city Is about equal to that 
expended in a month in TU- 
land."

Much of the energy and 
frantic pace is combined with 
the frustration of the North 
End Negro, he said.

The Negro husband and father 
Is thwarted In his attempts to 
Improve his life, and to make 
enough money to eacape the 
ghetto, according to Bldmonds, 
who recently moved to Tollaiid.

“ I t  la much easier for the 
wife to get a better paying Job 
than her husband,”  he said.
“ This undermines the father- 
fam ily Image of the Negro fam­
ily. The basic Negro family unit 
suffers from serious outside 
pressures which threaten the 
basic human dignity of the Ne­
gro male.”

"Young people are tired of 
seeing the frustration of their 
fathers,”  Edmonds said. “ They 
turn to other things with the 
impetuousnesa of youth. HMy 
are vigorous and can nee the 
ghetto problem.”

MIAMI (AP) — Major 
league players representa­
tives ratified a two-year 
agreement Wednesday, 
calling for binding arbitra­
tion by the commissioner 
o f baisi^all in any dispute 
arising between the 20 
clubs and players.

The agreement, agreed to In 
principle by player representa­
tives and'Owners a week earli­
er, also sets the minimum play­
er salary at $10,000—an Increase 
of $3,000—and ^ves the players 
a greater voice In contractural 
matters.

Marvin Miller, executive di­
rector of the players’ Associa­
tion, said the player representa­
tives accepted the arbltraUon 
clause after agreeing on several

procedural changes In the man­
ner of setUlng grievances.

"We feel that we have tight­
ened up the steps In settling any 
grievances, subject to the play­
ers' approval, before such dis­
putes might come before the 
commissioner," Miller said.

The players previously had 
questioned the commissioner’s 
role as an Impartial judge, as 
he Is selected bv the owners.

Miller said tWe changes In the 
uniform players contract pro­
hibits unilateral alterations by 
club managements during the 
two-year agreement, ending 
Dec. 21, 1969, and requires nego­
tiations MTlth the players on any 
changes after that.

Other measures ratified at the 
meeting Included;

—A study of the reserve 
clause, which presenUy binds a

player to the club with which he 
Is under contract, ta be complet­
ed prior to the termination date 
of the overall agreement.

—A Joint study on the length 
of the championship season, to 
bo completed prior to the draw­
ing up of the preliminary sched­
ules for 1969.

—A reduction In the allowable 
salary cut from 26 per cent to 20 
per cent of the previous year’s 
'rontract.

—A $3 hike to $15 In the play­
ers’ dally regular season meal 
allowance, an Increase from $8 
to $12 for dally spring training 
meals and a boost of miscella­
neous spring training disburse­
ments from $25 to $40 a week.

—^Adoption of a set of schedul­
ing reg;ulatlons for the 1968-69 
season, aimed at reducing some 
of the more unreasonable travel

demands on the players.
—The^bwinlng of champion­

ship or exH^Won games during 
the All-Star break, eroept for 
charity purposes. The players 
selected for the AU-Btar game 
would not be required to play ta 
such exhibitions. '

—A provision for prompt no­
tification and negotiation with 
the players’ assoclatloti for 
player compensation should ei­
ther the American or National 
leagues plan divisional playoff 
games In 1989.

—Provision for moving ex­
penses for players and their 
families upon promotion from 
the minors to the majbrs, be­
tween opening day and Sept. 1. 
Such allowances will continue, 
as formerly, for players traded 
on the major league level dur­
ing the season.

Roaming Dog Warning
The dog warden has been re- 

celving two or three roaming 
dog complaints every day and 
says that it is apparent that dog 
owners ore not aware o f the 
laws lelatlng to dogs.

The law states toat “no own­
er or keeper o f any dog Shall 
allow tudh dog to roam at large 
upon the land o f another and 
not under toe control o f the own­
er. . .nor on any portion o f any 
public highway not adjacent to 
toe premises of such owner.” 
Violation fine for the first of­
fense Is not more than $20; for 
subsequent offenses, not less 
than $25 nor more than $100 
fine, or Improsonment for not 
more than 30 days, or both.

The law also states toat dogs 
may be killed If they are observ­
ed "pursuing or worrying”  do­
mestic animals or poulty or If 
they stray on any farm where 
sheep or lambs are kept.

Furthermore, any person bit­
ten or showing "visible evidence 
of attack by any dog when such 
person te not upon the pranlses 
o f the o'wner or keeper o f such 
dog my kill such dog during 
such attaric.”

And, finally, there Is a fine 
or penalty o f Imprisonment for 
anyone attempting to obstruct 
a dog warden in his discharge 
of duty.

Is possible moderate governors 
will line up behind Rockefeller.

"In no meeting here do I an­
ticipate that when the meeting’s 
over the governors are going to 
come out and say 'We united be­
hind X ’ ’ ’ Cihafee said.

Rockefeller agreed, saying he 
believes there virtually is no 
chance the GOP governors will 
unite behind a candidate dtuing 
the two-day conference here.

“ My feeUng Is that there 
probably won’t be "any meaning­
ful discussions while we’re 
here," he said after a closed- 
door breakfast meeting. “ We 
have a full schedule. There Is 
really no time when we might 
discuss politics.’ ’ •

Rockefeller noted several 
GOP governors were absent 
from the meeting. Of those at­
tending, he said, “ Many of these 
fellows have to meet back with 
their own groups, party peo­
ple."

Rockefeller said he had tried 
to persuade Romney not to with­
draw.

Would the New York governor 
enter the race against Nixon If 
his fellow governors urge that 
course upon him?

"Lot me wait and talk to 
them,”  Rockefeller replied.

The N«w Yorker’s emphaals 
on conferen^s to ascertain the

wishes of his colleagues Implied 
that a substantial bloc of guber­
natorial support might meet his 
terms for candidacy.

Romney’s startling withdra­
wal set off a political shock 
wave that rolled from New 
Hampshire to Oregon.

Campaigning for New Hamp­
shire’s March 12 primary, Nix­
on said Romney "will play a 
major role In Michigan and the 
nation In assuring the Republi­
can victory in November . . . ”

We would of course welcome 
Gov. Rockefeller In the primar­
ies," said Patrick Buchanan, a 
Nixon spokesman. Buchanan 
said Romney’ withdrawal was 
testimony to Nixon’s strongth.

In Washington, where gover­
nors gathered for a round of 
conferences and White House 
briefings, Robert T. Ellsworth, 
executive director ol the Nixon 
campaign organization, said the 
Romney move was a conceaeion 
In advance, “ a great victory for 
Mr. Nixon."
