Students, Police Clash

Riots Paralyze^Central Rome
ROME (AP) — Central Rome 

was paralyzed today by rioting^ 
university students-Who clashed- 
with thousan^-Of helmeted po­
lice swingthg club end firing 
tear gas.

-Hundreds of persons were In­
jured, including 160 police and 
scores of passers-by caught in 
the rioting. More than 160 stu­
dents were taken into custody.

Downtown bus and taxi serv­
ice halted. Shopkeepers shut­
tered their stores. Passers-by 
and lower grade school children 
fled to" shelter in terror as the 
disorders spread.

Students screaming, “ Revolu­
tion! Revolution I" bombarded 
police with paving stones ripped 
up from the streets. They over­
turned and set fire to police 
cars and , buses. Ambulances 
with sirens screaming raced 
through the streets.

It was the most violent clash 
in the city since students began 
occupying university buildings 
three weeks ago in a campaign 
for more say in school adminis­
tration and, more modem teach­
ing methods.

A parade of 3,000 students 
formed In Piazza di Spagna and

marched to the Schools of. Ar­
chitecture where they fought 
with police guarding the build­
ing.

Groups of soutlng students 
surrounded a policeman, dis­
armed him and 'set fire to two 
empty police trucks, a jeep, a 
police car and a fireman's car.

The rioting came a day after 
police, summoned by Giovanni 
D’Avack, university rector, 
moved onto the main campus 
and dragged hundreds of stu­
dents from buildings they had 
been occupying, since early Feb­
ruary.

Demonstrations originally be­
gan as part of a national student 
move to force a series of re­
forms. But the movement quick­
ly took on a political tone. Many 
of the demonstrators were ad­
mirers of Red China’s Mao Tse- 
tung, and President Ho Chi 
Minh of North Vietnam.

At the'” main campus today a 
cordon of 2,000 police blocked 
off all entrances, admitting only 
university personnel.

At tne School of Architecture 
students ripped, up ■ paving 
stones and hurled them at hel-, 
meted police. The fighting

spilled over into the Lycee Cha­
teaubriand, a nearby French 
school. Police chased demon- 

* strators into the school grounds.
The disorders echoed in Par­

liament. Parties from Commu­
nists to Fascists demanded ex­
planations from the government 
of why police had been brought 
into the situation.

A university reform bill, 
years in preparation, is still 
pending in Parliament. With 
just weeks to go before Parlia­
ment is dissolved for new elec­
tions in late May or early June,, 
the bill is given little chance of 
passage now.

Demonstrators at the univer­
sity here and 'at universities 
across the country demand a 
wider voice in school adminis­
tration. They Insist an end be 
put to the practice of permitting 
absentee professors to hold on 
to university posts while . away 
most of the time at jobs in busl- .

Romney Not Backing 
Anyone Right Now

WASHINGTON (AP) — Mich­
igan Gov. George Romney said 
today he is not endorsing New 
York Gov. Nelson A. Rockefel­
ler or anyofie else for the Re­
publican presidential nomina­
tion at this time.

Romney, who quit the race for 
nomination Wednesday, said ha 
hopes to work With Republican 
governors and others in the par­
ty to get behind a candidate all 
can support.

Romney said he would join In 
supporting whatever candidate 
the governors and others agree 
upon. He said the others would 
include Republicans in Congress 
and party leaders across the 
country.

"I  have not endorsed any indi­
vidual candidate”  the Michigan 
governor told a news confer­
ence. And Romney said he 
would not attempt to deliver his 
admittedly sparse support in the 
New Hampshire presidential 
primary campaign to Rockefel­
ler. . •

"I  will not urge my support­
ers in New Ifampshlre to siq>- 
port any Indl'vidual candidate In 
New Hampshire,”  he said. “ I 
think they ought to make their 
own declrions.”

Romney’s news conference 
was to have been held In 
Manchester, N.H., but a snow­
storm kept the governor from 
flying there.

Thomas ifUtohle, regdunEd 
mental health planner for the 
CapiM Region Mental Healjth 
Council, and Mitchell Hatch, a 
social worker tor Children’s 
Services, attended the .meeting 
and Eigreed with the proposed 
approach to the situation.

Hatch told o f plans being 
cosldered by Children’s Serv­
ices to locate a multi-purpose 
agency In the Vernon area. The 
.pltuns are presently being con­
sidered by the Board of Di­
rectors o f Children’s Services 
but ore expected to be delayed 
imtU the hiring of an execu­
tive director for .the organlza- 
tlOQ, according to Mrs. Burke, 
a mentoer o f the board.

The Rev. Mr. Miller and Mc- 
Almont will meet with repre­
sentatives of Children's Services 
to further explore the proposal 
before the next meeting of the 
committee.

Staff Person Necessary 
. The major need for the es­

tablishment of a social-welfare- 
merrtal heEilth service is the hir­
ing of a full-time staff person 
to handle the details of the 
program ond to keep the ball 
rolling between meetings, ac­
cording to Ritchie. He pointed 
to the success of the Enfield 
program with a full-time staff 
member, compared to Bloom­
field’s which does not have one.

Children’s Services might be 
willing to make this contribu­
tion, Mrs. Burke suggested.

Governor George Romney of Michigan 

once had the advantage of seeming the 
cleanest, freshest Republican talent on ,■ 
the national scene. He Is still, after an 
unhappy year of Jousting with the press 
and with himself, one of the most genu­
ine articles the party has. But some of 
the elements of his genuineness, his 
relatively unsophisticated devotion to the 
simplest virtues, his corny mixture of 
the revival meeting and the coiner store 
counter talk, his intense earnestness 
have somehow not transferred them­
selves to the national scene in the same 
way which has made them assets in 

I his own state of Michigan.
Now that he himself has acknowl­

edged that failure, and done the strate­
gic thing which he considers best for 
the Reipubllcan party, he Is likely to find 
his esteem and reputation in the nation 

. on the way up again. There indeed, 
likely to be many moments in the fu­
ture of both party and nation when 
Romney may look awfully good. In theo­
retical comparisiHi.

In withdrawing from the lace. Gov­
ernor Romney obviously Intended to 
open the way for a potentially more ef­
fective moderate Republican, namely 
Governor Nelson Rockefeller of New 
York, to enter the race openly in time 
to deal with the growing threat that 
former Vice President Richard Nixon 
would have it won before the national 
convention even assembles.

'Hie Romney withdrawal is, in fact, 
timed to try to draw away from Nixon 
some of the benefit he seemed about to 
gain from a poll-predicted yictory over 
Romney in the New Haippahire primary 
March 12. Now Nixon’s victory there, if 
it materializes .ah predicted, will be 
over a candidate who has already with­
drawn, biit'not over the candidate who 
-is goii^ 'to take his place in the relay.

Ŵ tti Nixon’s expected victories In 
New Hampshire and Wisconsin thus par­
tially discounted in advance, Rockefeller 
Could achieve at least a primary stole- 
mate by winning the Oregon contest in 
May.

And beyond the primaries, of course, 
the Romney withdrawal is aimed at giv­
ing a Rockefeller organization time to 
work on state delegations not being In­
fluenced by primaries. ’The obvious hope 
is that, this time, in 1968, the moderate, 
liberdl wing of the party will concen­
trate its drive and support for one man, 
instead of wasting it among several, and 
not lose again by its own divisions.
' And in its a ]^ a l it will try to reach 
into all eireas of the party, including the 
moat conservative, with the pragmatic 
theory that, afUibugh some Republicans 
may love Nixon, they should love Rocke­
feller’s obvious better chance of winning 
the more.

’Hie Republican party ia, it now seems,
In for a re-play of Its 1992 contest be­
tween Taft and Elsenhower. It Is to be 
hoped that, for the good of the party and 
the country, both of these 1968 replace­
ments devdop character and stature' 
comparable to those of the late great 
conservative Ohio Senator, of the great 
Elisenhower of the Presidency.

Can Nations Avoid Power Politics?
We who believe power politics balance 

of power games are sheer folly should 
at least attempt, now and then, to figure 
out heW, If we were Heads of state, we 
would cope with specific situations 
which invite everybody with power to 
play.the game.

The usual formula advanced—In op­
position to the practice of big power 
games—is one for collective security 
inside world law, such as the world .'aw 
of the United Nations ought to be, and 
would have a real chance of being if 
the world’s greatest nations would sur­
render some of their own sovereignty to 
the international organisation.

But not all the actions or situations 
of the power politics gome can be Qtted 
easily into even the theoretical frame­
work of the collective security kind of 

-w orld  law.
\ There is, for Instance, no existing in­
ternational law, nor even a auggestion 
that there ought to be an intematloBal 
law, which would forbid the freedom of 
the seas to the navy qf any nation.^

Tet one of ^  great visible power '

politics maneuvers of the moment, oven 
in this modem, nuclear world, concern^'- 
the bold, challenging use of freedom-bf 
the seas being made in the Eastern end 
of the Mediterranean Sea. .

What is going on in thp-Sfediterranean 
Is regrettable, but it- fs real. And it is 
legal. ’The UnlM^ States Sixth Fleet Is 
In the Medlterr&nean as one replacement 
for and stfccessor to the British fleet 
Which ' Used to circle the globe. And, 
Ante last June, Russian naval units 
have been in the Mediterranean too, 
sticking their prows into the paths of 
American units, and signaling, not only 
to our ships but to all the nations watch­
ing around the shore, the presence In 
the Mediterranean of Soviet Russia u  a 
big power playing a big power role.

Should the United States have decided, 
ait the time it became apparent Britain 
was going to fade out of Its long im- 
periELlisUc role, to let the Mediterranean 
become a power vacuum? Has It been 
the United States presence there which 
has challenged and emboldened Russia 
to steam down and join' the game? Or 
would Russia have come down much 
sooner and much more insolently If we 
hadn’t decided to be there all along? 
How do you stop playing the game of 
power politics when you have no way 
of knowing that the other fellow is going 
to stop playing it too?

Within the present context of world 
conditions, world law, and the standards 
of conduct which seem necessary to the 
rulers of nations, there are no good or 

* easy answers to the questions we have 
been asking.

’The only real answer you get is the 
answer of what happens. What happens 
is that both the United States and the 
Russian fleets are Irresistibly drawn to 
the sea from which they can see the 
British fleet withdrawing. This, after all, 
is what fleets are bulK and operated 
for.

What would we do, If we were a ruler 
of state? Probably conclude, we had no 
choice but to send our fleet where the 

.confrontation 18.
Is there, then, no- answer, no cure? 

There is cure and answer, but it Is 
fimdamentol, not incidental, and it re­
quires change in laws and institutions, 
not merely a wistful effort to change 
human behavior under existing laws 
and institutions.

The answer has been posed often 
enough in theory. It is to reduce national 
armaments so that great powers don’t 
have great fleets to play with any more 
and. to create for the Unltod Nations a 
United Nations police force which pos­
sesses the only real major armaments 
left legal In the world. Under such a 
system, the only major show of military 
force in the Eastern end of the Mediter­
ranean could be one United Nations 
gunboat which would have more fire 
power than the Russian and United'' 
States navies and all the armies xifihe 
little notions of the Near East-combined.

Goddard’̂ Rductant Testiinpiiy
Dr. Jamto L. Goddard, Federal Com- 

missKmer of Food and Drugs, is an of- 
v-flcial who struj^Ies to maintain sanity 

in an area where nobody else wants it. 
He admitted it to be a losing battle 
when he appeared before that Congres­
sional subcommittee the qpier day and 
testified, reluctontly, in favor of the pro­
vision- in the stiff new drug control bill 
which would make it a federal crime to 
be In possession of any of the. modem 
drugs. He so testified, he said, because 
the administration of wldich he is a part, 
Including the President of his country, 
have decided that such a proposal is 
necessary In order to make the provi­
sions of the bill enforceable against any­
body. '

But he still Insisted on stating his own 
po'Jnt of view, which Is ’ ’that It would 
be unwise to provide penalties which 
might mark a large number of young 
people Just entering adulthood as crimi­
nals because, they were found In posses­
sion of a smap amount of drugs for per­
sonal use.”

In making this reservation. Dr. God­
dard Is not being motivated by any tol­
erance for the use of drugs, but by his 
memory of the futilUy of prohibition 
laws, and by his Idea of the kind of at­
mosphere In which the besit war against 
drugs can be waged. He would have uy- 
clety spend Its energy not In having the 
law slap criminal penalties on Individ­
ual users, but in'educating all potential 
users to the fact that the worst possible 
pencUty for using drugs lies in the ef­
fects of the drugs themselves.

So far as penalties by the law itself 
are concerned, he would have them re­
stricted to those who traffic in drugs 
and profit from the degradation of other 
human beings. \

Dr. Goddard might obtain some com­
fort from the fact that It was his kind 
of view which prevailed in the new drug 
addiction law adopted by the 1967 ses­
sion of the Connecticut General Assem­
bly, although not without protest and 
opposition from that point of view which 
seems to have made Dr. Goddard Its 
prisoner at Washington.

Black *Snow’

WASHINGTON — ’The cost of 
President Johnson’s ■ expected 
decision to send more men and 
weapons to the Vietnam war 
will add as much as one-third to 
the present $30 billion annual 
Vietnam budget.

The imnlediate increase would 
be a good deal less than $10 bil­
lion, because Mr. Johnson is not 
expected to announce troop rein­
forcements of more than 90,000 
at the outset.

But If, as most signs now in­
dicate, the President holds to 
his resolve to do whatever is 
necessary to defeat the C!om- 
munists, that Initial reinforce­
ment of perhaps 90,000 troops 
could be only the flrst add-on to 
the 929,000 military manpower 
ceiling Imposed on Gen. William 
Westmoreland, the U.S. com­
mander, lasj fall.

No hard figures had been re­
ceived by the White' House from 
Gen. Westmoreland as of this 
wriltng, but there have been 
plenty of leaks from Saigon jire- 
paiing the American people for 
a Presidential announcement on 
how the Administration plans to 
counter the Communists’ power­
ful winter-spring offensive. Be­
hind that announcement lies the 
most exhaustive reappraisal of 
the war since the President’s 
July, 1969, decision to send the 
first large complement of U.S. 
ground troops.

For example, quite apart from 
the desperate need for-massive 
ground reinforcements, ■ emer- 
'gency food shipments, and re­
construction of the cities, the 
President' faces major tactical 
decisions involving delicqte po­
litical risks in Southeast Asia. 

— New intelligence now coming 
into Washington Indicates that 
the Communists are making far 
more use of infiltration roads 
from the Southern Cambodian 
port of Slhanoukvllle Into South 
Vietnam than was thought po«- 
Blble only a few mon^s ag^. 
This funnel is pouring arms and 
supplies Into South Vietnam all 
along the border, raising the 
critical possibility of U.S. naval 
action to stop it at Us Com-.' 
bodian enti^ point.

Farther north In Lace, the 
Oenununtat offensive along the 
Ho Chi Minh trail now threat­
ens two key provincial caixiitals, 
iSaravan and Attopeu, which 
have never before come under 
direct Communist attack. This 
Oonununlst sideshow, largely 
overlooked In the shadow of the 
main event in South- Vietnam, 
la extremely •eHous. If the 
towns are taken, two Important 
Obstacles to InifiltraiUon along 
the Ho CM! (Mlnh trail will have 
disappeared.

Preeldent Johnson’s counter­
strategy to the winter-spring 
offensive-* o f the - Communists 
must take these critleal devel- 
offfneats into account.

But that la by no means the 
end ot it. In large, remote areas 
of the Mekong delta Vietcong 
political cadres are now open­
ly recruiting in the hamlets 
•w^ -virtually no Interference 
from the local officials. With 
many of the regional and pop­
ular force companies— consistr 
Ing of local peasantry loyal to 
the Saigon government—hav­
ing now been pulled back into 
district and provincial capitals 
for defense against another 
wave o f Communist attacks, 
these hamlets are defenseless.

'Thus, In plsinning his overall 
strategy to meet the Commu­
nist offensive, President John­
son -will have to come to grips 
with the harsh possibility that 
some of these areas may have 
reverted to tight Communist 
control.

In short, even if the Com­
munist “go for broke’’ offensive 
did in fact fall far short of 
Its goal, os top Administra­
tion officials claim, the Presi­
dent confronts a wholly new 
and far more difficult strug­
gle in South Vietnam today.

And even if the $10 billion 
cost estimate now being stud­
ied at the highest levels here 
turns out to be not overly rosy, 
as all Vietnam cost estimates 
have in the past, it poses dan­
gerous fiscal problems for the

Administration tha-t have no 
clear solution.

Mr. Johnson is already in 
deep fiscal trouble. His -budget 
is running a multl-bdlhon dol­
lar deficit. His modest tax-in­
crease proposal i.s stymied in 
the House Ways and Means 
Committee. His program to re­
duce the balance of payments 
(with the war a major con­
tributor) is under Increasing 
firo from business.

’These are some of the rea­
sons for the reappraisal now 
going on within the Adminis­
tration. For hanging on Presi­
dent Johnson’s imminent de­
cision to enter another round 
of military escalation are some 
of the most unpleasant poli­
tical facts ever to confront a 
President, running for re-elec­
tion.

LEBANON, K.H. (AP) — 
With Gov. George Romney out 
of the New Hampshire presiden­
tial primary, Richard M. Nixon 
Is endeavoring to depict the 
SlaeMan as a contest between 
himself and President Johnson.

Lonborg Anxious,

W INTER HAVEN, Fla. 
(A P ) —  Jfm Lonborg is 
ahxious to get started, con­
fident he can come back 
from a skiing injury and 
help the Boston Red Sox 
to a n o t b e r  American 
League pennimt.

The lanky right-hander, who 
pitched the Red Sox to their 
first pennant In 21 years, was 
a surprise visitor Thursday at 
the club’s first full-squad work­
out of the training season.

" I  can’ t do anything right 
now, but I  want to be' on the 
scene with the other guys,”  
Lonborg said as he checked in 
with trainer Buddy LeRoux at 
Chain O ’L ^ e s  Park.

Lonborg 'attended a  players' 
representatives meeting in M i­
am i and-then decided to spend 
a  few  days with the Red Sox be­
fore flying home to have the 
cast removed from his le ft knee 
Tuesday.

'T m  not worried one iota,” 
he said. I  fully expected to have 
the cast removed on schedule 
last week, but I realize now I 
was being overly optimistic. I  
should have had an open mind.

"However, I ’m extremely con­
fident that everything will be 
all right. I ’m very  anxious to 
get started.”

Although anxious to get start­
ed, Lonborg can’ t do mucit of 
anything until the cast Is re­
moved. LeRoux has ihapped a 
strict period of rehabilitation 
and training, but i t ’ s doubtful if 
the league's 1967 Cy Young

fore mid-May.

Ldntiorg, who won 22 regular 
season games and then added a 
pair of. victories In' the World 
Series last year, had hoped to 
get off to a g o ^  start.

Reliever Dan OsinskI donned 
a  black arm band end eiriced 
Lonborg: "W hy don’t you go to 
Cypress Gardens (about three 
miles away) and do some water 
skiing?”

"N o  thanks," the ailing pitch­
er replied with a grin.

A fter his appointment with 
doctors In Boston next week, 
Lonborg plans to drive to W in­
ter Haven. Dr. John McOUH- 
cuddy, an orthopedic surgeon 
who performed the operation, is 
expected to be on hand, o ffic ia l­
ly  vacationing, to watch Lon­
borg carefully.

Atlanta Mayor Ivaft Allen,

But it can be 
mended only by putting the 
same kind of financial commit­
ment into cities that we have 
put into the war effort and the 
space effort.”

Dr. Edwin H. Mitchell, a Ne­
gro, chairman of the Metropoli­
tan Nashville Human Relations 
Commission: “ The difficulty
will be in .getting the costly pro­
gram through  ̂ congress. But ’I 
definitely agree, with the broad 
recommendations . . . ”

Elaine Adams, head of the 
Black Action Federation In 
Cambridge, Md.: "We go along 
with the commission 100 per 
cent that the disturbance here 
was not planned. People are 
getting sick and tired of living 
in these conditions especially 
here in Cambridge.”

So sweeping was the commis­

sion’s bundle of recommenda­
tions that even its members 
conceded chances of (jongreas 
approving all of them were nil.

The U-member group issued 
a 12,000-w0td summary report 
Thursday night—four months 
ahead of the deadline sit by 
Johnson—after learning a 'news­
paper had obtained a copy and 
was planning to publish it. The 
rest of the report—250,000 words 
—will be released Saturday 
night, the original date.

The commission spent seven 
months investigating riots in 
Newark, Detroit and 21 other 
cities. It concludec: “ The urban 
disorders of the summer of 1967 
were not caused by, nor were 
they the consequence of, any or­
ganized plan or conspiracy.”

But militant organizations and 
individual agitators, it added, 
“ helped to create an atmos­
phere that contributed to the 
outbreak of disorder.”  And it 
warned “Uiat the continuation 
of disorders and the polarization 
of the races would provide fer­
tile ground for organized exploi­
tation in the future.”

'Time and again, the report 
hammered away at the growing 
division in America.

“Segregation and poverty 
have created in the racial ghet­
to a destructive environment to­
tally unknown to most white 
Americans,”  it said. “ What 
white Americans have never 
fully understood—but what the 
Negro can never forget—is that 
white society, is deeply impli­
cated in the ghetto. llTiite insti­
tutions created it, white institu­
tions maintain it, and white so­
ciety condones it.”

And the panel went beyond 
proposing aid only for Negroes 
in the slums. Now is the time, it 
said, “ to make good the prom­
ises of American (jemocracy to 
all citizens—urban and rural, 
white and black, Spanish-sur- 
name, American Indian, and ev­
ery minority group.”

Among the commission’s pro­
posed remedies:

—Immediate action to create 
2 million new jobs In the next 
three years—1 million by pri­
vate industry and 1 million by 
local, state and federal govern­
ments. In the first year, it urged
250.000 public-sector jobs , and
300.000 private-sector jobs.

—Tax incentives and other 
subsidies for industries that lo­
cate in poverty areas, both ur­
ban and yural, and which give 
on-the-job training to hard-core 
unemployed.

—Vigorous moves to flatten 
artifical barriers to' employ­
ment, “ including not only racial 
discrimination but, in certain 
cases, arrest records or lack of 
a high school diploma.” It said 
federal funds should be withheld 
“from activities which discrimi­

nate on grounds of color or 
race.”

—Sharply increased efforts to 
eliminate de facto segregation 
and racial discrimination in all 
schools. North and‘"’South, by 
sternly applying civil rights 
laws.

-^Early childhood ..education 
for “ every disadvantaged child 
in the country,” increased aid 
for older students who want to 
attend college g.nd greater fed­
eral support for adult basic edu­
cation.

—Reform of the welfare sys­
tem to set “ uniform national 
standards of assistance at least 
os high as V the annual ‘poverty 
level’ of Income—now 33,335 for 
an urban family of four

—Development of a “ national 
systerr of income supplementa­
tion” ijp provide “ those who can 
work or who do work any neces­
sary supplements in such a way 
as to develop Incentiv'e.s for full' 

employment” and to give 
those who cannot work “ a mini­
ng um standard of decent liv­
ing.” This is somewhat similar 
to previous proposals for a 
guaranteed annual income.

—Require the federal govern­
ment to pay 90 per cent of total 
welfare costs, eliminate resi­
dence requiremento for welfare 
payments, lift the current freeze 
on aid to dependent children, 
and kii4ck out the controversial 
“ man in the house” rule -de­
signed to curb .illegitimate 
births among mothers on wel­
fare.

-Enactment of a .federal 
open-housing law covering sale 
or ■‘rental of ajl housing—includ­

ing single-family homes—and 
the placement of more low-in­
come • housing outside slum 
areas.'
. —Steps to “ bring within the 
reach of low and moderate In­
come families within the next 
five years six million new and 
exciting units of de(jent housing, 
beginning with 600,000 units In 
the next year.’ ’

—Expansion of rent supple­
ments, model-cities, urban-re­
newal and public-housing' pro­
grams, plus enactment of an 
"ownership supplement pro­
gram” to help low-income fami­
lies buy homes.

The commission reported lit­
tle has been done since last 
summer to remove riot causes. 
“ In several cities,”  It said, "the 
principal official response has 
been to train and equip the po­
lice with more sophisticated 
weapons.”

" . . .  The commission con- 
(iemns moves to equip police de­
partments with mass destruc­
tion weapons, such as automatic 
rifles, machine guns and tanks. 
Weapons which are designed to 
destroy, not to control, have no 
place in densely populated ur­
ban communities.”

More Negro policemen should 
be recruited, it said. And It pro­
posed that slum yoiuigsters 
aged 17 and 21 be hired by cities 
as “ community service offi­
cers”  with the federal govern­
ment paying 90 per cent of their 
salarjjk.

Thl^would help ease “ the ab­
rasive relationship between po­
lice and the ghetto community”  
which the commission described 
as “ a major—and explosive— 
source of grievance, tension and 
disorder.”

In future disorders. It said, 
authorities should immediately 
muster maximum police man­
power and send It Into troubled 
areas under the command of 
seasoned officers.

It suggested, too, "fair and ef­
fective mechanisms for the re­
dress of grievances against the 
police.’ ' This could include civil­
ian police review boards—as 
proposed earlier by a New Jer­
sey group that studied Newark’s 
riot.

Newark Mayor Hugh J. Ad- 
donizio opposes such a move 
and declared Thursday that 
raising the issue at this time 
would “ only provide a legiti­
mate cover for the angry and 
emotional whlte„backlash that is 
sweeiplng this nation.”

The presidential panel criti­
cized certain news media, say­
ing It exaggerated both the 
mood and the events In the riots 
and had rou t̂lnely failed to re­
port on slum conditlcihs.

The commission said the 
Black Power movement is play­
ing into the hands of white ra­
cists.

WASHINGTON (AP) — New 
York GDv. Nelson A. Rockefel­
ler says he won’t enter primary 
battles but la “ ready and will­
ing”  to become the Republican 
presidential nominee If the par­
ty "wants him.

But lorm'er Vice President 
Richard M. Nixon contends no 
one will be drafted for the nomi­
nation.

Rockefeller put himself on 
call Friday "tp serve the Ameri­
can people” If there is “ a gen­
uine feeling on the part of the 
party thqt that’s what they 
want’

He alone will decide, the gov­
ernor told a news conference, 
and when and if there la suffi­
cient e-vidence of support to in­

dicate he could get the 667 conv­
ention votes necessary for the 
nomination. But he shied away 
from taking the usual politic^ 
risk—primary flghts” ln pursuit 
of the prize. \

In marching to the brink of 
active candidacy^ the New York 
governor laid down some 
ground rules calculated to avoid 
any brawling contest Inithe pri­
maries with Nixon. He will not 
let hls name go on the ballot,In 
any of them, he said, because to 
do BO would cause dissent .within 
the pqrty.

Asked why such a move”would 
threaten a party spilt, he re-_ 
plied; “ WeU, I had experience 
once before, four years ago.”
