Rusk told the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee: "There 1s 
room for indignation over the 
repeated rejection by Hanot of 
even the smallest step toward 
peace.”

Rusk commented In his sec­
ond day of testimony before the 
committee, headed by B îl- 
bright, a critic of the adminis­
tration’s Vietnam policy.

Rusk told the committee: “I 
cannot lead you to hope that we 
see at the present time any 
clear interest by Hanoi in a 
peaceful settlement in contrast 
to their persistent efforts to take 
South Vietnam.” .

He said the North 'Vietnamese 
government a t Hanoi had re­
jected, among o t h e r  ap­
proaches, proposals for a  mu­
tual de-escalation without for­
mal negiotiatlons.

”We have deliberately hdd 
our hand in the bombing of the 
North,” at times in attempts to 
bring about cm easing of the 
military effort. Rusk said but be 
noted no results were forthcom­
ing.

The Idea, he said, was to 
g;radually expand the areas of 
de-escalation. He called it 
“peace by Infiltration.”

In an  apparent peace feeler to 
the committee. Rusk proposed 
private meetings to determine 
“Those elements on which wo 
are In agreement and try  to nar­
row the range” of disagree­
ments.

In an effort to narrow the dls- 
ag;reement with North Vietnam 
over terms for peace talks. 
Rusk said, ”We have tried to 
negotiate with Hanoi a common

DANBURY, Ctonn —Clarence, 
a 23-year-old ex-marine, walked 
out of the parole hearing at the 
federal prison here recently In 
a daze.

When he had entered the 
small, drab, overheated room In 
his prison uniform of blue den­
im cflilrt, trousers and jacket he 
knew only vaguely that his hear­
ing was to be part of an experi­
ment by the Federal Parole 
Board.

Clarence —prison regulations 
permit use of only the Inmate’s 
first name —could' not imagine 
how this experiment would af­
fect his application for freedom.

In 1966 he was sentenced to 
dishonorable discharge from the 
Corps and five years Imprison­
ment for attempted rape of a 
Vietnamese woman and steal­
ing a Navy truck. The terrified 
woman was shot In the tog dur­
ing the attack, which left her 
permanently Injured.

Clarence found four men walt- 
\ Ihg in the room, all sitting tn 

haird-back chairs. Except for 
creaks and groans from ex­
posed plumbing plpeq when 
toilets on the floor above .were 
flushed, the room was quiet.

'Walter Dunbar, 61, plpe-sraok- 
Ingi professorial-looking parole 
board chairman, gestured to 
Clarence to take a seat three 
feet from his on the same side 
of an eight-foot, plain wooden 
table of the kind manufactured 
by prison industries.

"Hello there, MarWe," Dun­
bar said, smiling at the short, 
ollve-sklnned prisoner.

“Hello, sir,” Clarence said.
On the other side of table were 

Joseph N. Pokinski, parole 
board examiner; George Smith, 
a Deinbury prison caseworker 
obviously nervous because this 
would be his first experience 
with Dunbar, and a reporter in­
vited to witness two days of 
hearings.

Dunbar, who ha^ already stud­
ied the case file, questioned 
Clarence about his crime, his 
activities In prison and his plaits 
for the toture.

”Whaf is your feeling about 
the offense?” Dunbar asked.

"It was in ‘nam. We were go­
ing searching.. .we went 
through many houses.”

“Was it qn authorized mis­
sion?”

"It wasn’t authorized.”
"Then, don’t rationalize.”
“As far as the crime, I* know

I wasn’t the one (who shot the 
woman). There was a ballistic 
test that showed the bullet did 
not come from my rifle, but it 
wasn’t admitted by the 
court.. . . ”

Dunbar did not want to dls- 
custi the crime and conviction 
any longer and switched the 
questioning.

But Clarence added: "I accept 
responsibility. I  know I waa 
wrong going with these people.”

Thirteen minutes aifter Clar­
ence entered the room Dimbar 
m atter of factly told him he 
would recommend he be paroled 
within six months.

Clarence was stunned for two 
reasons.

1— His father, a retired Ma­
rine ■with three other sons serv­
ing in the Corps, had advised 
him prospects of parole were 
bleak.

2— Ĥe had escaped the eigony 
of uncertainty—the period of 
30 days to  three months of wait­
ing for a decision that federal 
parole applicants usually suffer.

Dunbar had toW him what he 
intended to recomfnend. Now 
the other board member weigh­
ing Clarence’s case would hqve 
to agree to make the recommen­
dation a final order. Except for

the most serious crimes, only 
two of the board’s eight mem­
bers ■vote on each case.

On Thursday, two days after 
his hearing, Clarence learned 
the other member had agreed 
and that he would be paroled in 
May.

The iboard’s experiment in 
speeded up decisions is designed 
to  strip the .parole hearing pro­
cess of much unnecessary 
agony, said Frank P. Kenton, 
warden iit Danbury, known of­
ficially as a federal correctional 
institution and .luiofiflclally as a 
medium security prison.

The warden said two inmates 
who went before the board In 
December are still waiting de­
cisions in their cases.

One Is "climbing the walls” 
in the prison plumbing shop 
where he works, Kenton said. 
"The foreman says the man Is 
useless.”

"Uncertainty, with its re­
sultant anxieties, plays an 
overwhelming role In the 
prison,” said Kenton, whose con­
versation Is laced with philoso­
phy, which belies the popular 
image of the hard-nosed ward­
en.

U.S. Announces Transfer 
Of $450 Million in Gold

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Treasury D e p a r t m e n t  an­
nounced today the transfer of 
another $460 million in gold 
from the | nation’s money stock 
to make it available for sales to 
foreign governments.

The switch from one govern- 
memt account to another stems 
directly from the hea'vy specula­
tive gold buying in Europe.

The third gold rush since de­
valuation of the British pound- 
last Nov. 18 Is now In progress.

Similar gold transfers from 
the money stock to the so-called 
Exchange Stabilization Fund— 
both exceeding $400 million— 
were made in December.

The Treasury said today’s 
transfer will permit the fundfto 
take care of the U.S. share of 
sales on the London market in 
February, to handle London 
sales so far in March, to sell

gold directly to foreign govern­
ments and to handle other con­
tingencies.

This is the second gold trans­
fer this year from the money 
stock to the Exchange Stabiliza­
tion Fund from which sales are 
actually made. The previous 
transfer of $100 million took 
place on Feb. 6.

This does not mean the $460 
million has left the country but 
it is available to the government 
as needed for sales abroad.

The United States provides 69 
per cent of the gold sold on (he 
London market as part of a sey;- 
en-natlon pool. The other na­
tions are Britain, Belgium, the 
Netherlands, Italy, West Ger­
many and Switzerland.

The action came as the Senate 
took up a bill to remove the gold 
cover on U.S. paper money and 
thus make the nation's gold

available to defend tlW dollar 
abroad. Y

The action dropped the Treas­
ury stock of gold to just over 
$11.68 billion, but more than 
$10 billion of this is needed to 
back paper money.

The transfer backs up U.S. In­
sistence, reaffirmed last week­
end, to maintain the gold price 
at $38 an ounce.

WASHINGTON (AP) —Sen­
ate Democratic leaders express 
confidence they can send to 
President Johnson shortly the 
bill to remove the gold cover on 
the natioftls currency.

The measure, already passed 
by the House, was due to be 
considered on the Senate floor 
today.

But Instead of hav­
ing toe sessions taken down by 
a stenographer and then pre­
sented to his colleague to typed 
form a month later, toe board 
member telephones his partner 
to Washington Immediately af­
ter the hearing.

H e Bummarizes the hearing 
and mokes his recommendaUon.
Ajt the board’s Washington 
headquarters, the second mem­
ber has duplicate fUes o f the 
prisoaers before him. The two 
men pool thedr ■views and come 
to a decision.

If they can’t  agree, the case 
is presented to a'̂  third 'board 
member and,his yote decides.
The parole hearingj} stUl are re­
corded to preserve a record, but 
by electronic means.

The new system is on trial 
through June when the board 
will decide whether to make 
it a regular practice.

Toronto Fire Kills 
Mother, Six Children
TORONTO (AP) — An early 

muming fire roared through a 
small frame house today taking 
toe lives of a mother and her six 
children while the father, 
burned and naked, stood outside 
on toe street screaming at mo­
torists who would not stop to 
help.

The father, identified as Da­
vid Lumsden, 26-year-old serv­
ice station operator, was toe 
only survivor. He was taken to a 
hospital, suffering from flrst- 
and second-degree burns.

His wife, Dianne, died en 
route to toe hospital. Three of 
toe dead children have been 
identified as David, 6, Kathleen,
6, and Keith, 7.

Firemen said toe blaze start­
ed shortly after 6:30 a.m. in 
Lumsden’s 1%-story home in 
suburban North York.

A policeman said six or eight 
cars passed Lumsden as he 
screamed for help.

The dying mother was found 
in a front bedroom of the six- 
room house. A baby was found 
dead in a crib in toe same 
room.

Another body was found on 
the ground floor and four others 
were found In two attic bed­
rooms.

Although they used masks, 
firemen were unable to get Into 
toe house at first because of 
dense smoke. Wtien they did, 
Mrs. Lumsden was taken out­
side and given mouth-to-mouto 
resuscitation, but in vain.

Constable Ronald Bolllck, the 
first policeman to arrive, drove 
too hysterical faflier 1° Humber 
Memorial Hospital lii his cruis­
er. He later \Vas transferred to 
Western Hospital where a 
spokesman said he had second- 
degree burns on 30 to 40 per 
cent of his body.

"They wouldn’t stop. They

wouldn’t stop,”  Lumsden kept 
mumbling en route to toe hospi­
tal, the officer reported.

"He kept saytog ‘help me, 
help me’ . The skin was peeling 
off him.

"His hair was burned off. He 
was crying that his wife and 
children vyere Inside.”

An Answer To The Evasionists
The beautifully glib way to escape 

from the frontal challenge of the report 
of the National Commission on Civil Dis­
orders is to attack the Commission It­
self for attacking “ white supremacy" as 
the greatest single cause of our racial 
troubles. The cheap evasion of the re­
port is to attack the report for attack­
ing "everybody except those who actual­
ly did the rioting," which Is, we be­
lieve, a paraphrase of Mr. Nixon’s lovely 
reaction.

The more often this approach to the 
stem warnings and the solemn recom­
mendations of the Commission is at­
tempted, the more It will appeal to those 
who are Instinctively drawn toward the 
hope that they themselves can escape 
Involvement In our gresA national trou­
ble, the more It will be echoed by those 
who believe, like Mr. Nixon, that the 
big thing to be sure of is the capacity of 
white law and order to meet "force 
with force."

This prospect of some popularity and 
spread for >the arguments of evasion 
creates an added importance for and 
credit to such statements of affirmation 
pf responslbUlty and involvement as do 
come along.

One of the most notable of these non- 
svaslonary statements came this week- 
nid In ithe text of a pastoral letter read 
in St. Patrick’s Cathedral for the Arch­
diocese of New York, a letter prepared 
In consultation with the Most Rev. Ter­
ence J. Cooke, new Archbishop-desig­
nate, whose choice to succeed the late 
Cardinal Spellman was announced by 
Pope Paul VT last week.

"The shock of the report of the Na­
tional Advisory Commission on Civil Dis­
orders," the pastoral letter begins, "lies 
In what It shows us about ourselves. It 
uncompromisingly reveals to us what we 
have always known and never really ad­
mitted. We must now publicly confront 
what we have long privatbly recognized. 
Of course, some will describe the report 
as only political controversy. It will be 
rejected In part by some. In Its entirely 
by others. Some will accept it altogether 
imcritically. No one, however, can es­
cape It.

‘ ‘■No longer can we avoid or oversim­
plify either the violence In the streets or 
the violence In the hearts of men. It cer­
tainly must be for us Catholics a chal­
lenge to conscience and a confrontation 
with social and mora\ evil which call for 
persevering action-programs. Violence 
by any and all extremists Is evil. Law­
lessness and civil disorder must be con­
trolled by appropriate and proportionate 
police methods. These evils, however, 
are symptoms of a still greater evil, 
racial exclusion, with Its attitudes, dis­
criminations and inequities. This, too, Ts 
violence In society and must be wiped 
not by all appropriate and proportionate 
methods. . . . ”

"The Good Samaritan,”  says another 
passage In the pastoral letter, "was the 
man who stopped and helped. The others 
In the parable Just passed by. They did 
not injure the man—they Just passed by. 
For us who believe In the unity of man­
kind and universality of redemption it la 
unthinkable to pass by. We must stop 
and help. Indecision and Inaction mean 
social and moral irresponsibility. Our 
Inheritance of racial exclusion, preju­
dice, and discrimination must now be 
reversed. Positive social, political and 
economic action Is a moral Imperative."

We Incline toward a rather absolute 
acceptance of one of the statements in 
this pastoral letter. What the Commis­
sion’s Report says to us, what those who 
would lead us Into evasion of It call its 
ane-sldednesB of accusation and assign­
ment of responsibility is, nevertheless, 
"what we have always known and never 
really admitted."

Another deep and powerful truth In 
the language of the letter is its assertion 
that exclusion, "too, is violence."

There may be some of us who will 
still try to buy the pleasant little story 
that the African race, having sold Itself 
Into slavery, should be momentarily 
content because it has been allowed to 
progress Into the freedom of choosing 
and establishing the kind of life for 
which it U naturally fitted, î hat of the 
ghbtto.

But even though such evasive logic 
may find Ita way to our tongues, -It will 
not. quKie quiet our hearts, no  ̂any more.
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A Dollar A Mile Day In Court
One of the state’s ClrcuK Court Judges 

put a dollar a  mile rule into effect as he 
meted out speeding sentences the other 
day. On this basis, in this one day’s 
business, he levied fines of $81; $81; $78; 
$78; $82; $82; $80; $78; $82; $78; and 
$81.

In several of these instances, the Judge 
remitted a portion of the tine because 
the drivers In question had been driving 
for 20 to SO 3rears wMh good records.

There was one special speeding,case 
that day, In which the fine levied by 
the Judge exceeded th^epeed o< the mo­
torist. He levied a round sum $100 fine 
for speeding in the case of a  young man 
who had been clocked at 00 miles an 
hour on a road posted for SB and BO miles 
an hour.

‘Ihere are, we suspect, all kinds of 
sermons in these statistics of one day in 
me Circuit Court.

Nothing below 78 miles an hour was 
being prosecuted, a statlstlo whkdi may 
reveal something about the way In which 
the Legislature’s establishment of sn ab­
solute speed maximum of 70 miles an 
hour has been working out In the arrest­
ing tactics of the police and the prose­
cutorial decisions of the courts. Putting 
It realistically, you now have to be go­
ing about 80 mllea an hour to  get Into 
real trouble in Connecticut.

The troublesome question which arises 
Is this: bow can a state which permits 
speeds up toward such a point pretend to 
be really Interested in highway safety?

The Riot Report
President Johnson’s Commission on 

av ll Disorders has appealed indirectly 
to the White House to choose between 
the anti-Communlst war In Vietnam and 
a racial conflict at home that threatens 
to spilt America in two.

The commission’s report makes no 
mention of the war. But Its sweeping 
list of urban-ghetto remedies, while not 
specifically price-tagged, obviously In­
volves billions of dollars — more than 
present government resources can han­
dle while Vietnam Is costing $2 biUlon a 
month.

The depth of the dilemma is shown in 
die fact some of the participants In thei 
seven-month study of urban riots have 
;;enerally supported the President’s war 
policies. It is to thOir credit that they 
spoke out frankly and boldly on the riot 
Issue alone.

The report seems Intended to Jolt the 
nation’s conscience and to spur serious, 
overdue attempts to solve* the raclaJ- 
and^verty problem, somewhat as Rus­
sia's Sputniks galvanized America Into 
belated action in space.

Ita main impact (though the point was 
leaked long ago) is that the disastrous 
summer riots have been largely spon­
taneous explosions of pent-up tension and 
anger at white affluence and aloofness, 
not the result of a conspiracy that could 
be exposed and crushed—conveniently 
leaving the country free of guilt and ob­
ligation to examine Itself.

Its recommendations are dramatic 
only In- scope, not In content. They sugy 
g;est that plans and proposals already 
afoot are on the right track; Indeed* 
that they may be the best that can be 
found—but that they must be vastly ex­
panded If they are to hold the country 
together now and In the future.

Thus, de facto school segregation 
must be attacked, not Just pecked at. 
Where ghetto schools must remain 
ghetto schools, compensatory education 
must be massive, not token. Where the 
President asks for 800,000 new Jobs for 
hard-core unemployed by mld-1070, 
there should be four times that many. 
Where the President asks for 8 million 
new housing units, there should be no 
cutting back for any reason. The "open 
housing" concept can’t be diluted. And 
so on.

Nor does the committee, break new 
ground In Its suggestion for federal as­
sumption of 90 per cent of all welfare 
costs creating national uniform stand­
ards and guaranteeing an urban family 
of four an Income above the $3336 "pov­
erty level."

Federal control of welfare Is becom­
ing recognized as Inevitable, and the de­
bate over whether this kind of mini­
mum will perpetuate the dole or give 
people enough sense of dignity to try 
for themselves is well underway. 
What’s clear already Is that welfare os 
It’s been run for years Is a failure.

There Is no denying that, even If the 
country begins In earnest to bring the 
Negro Into the fullness of its life, the 
best hope Is for today’s children. But 
the commlssitm also had to aim Imme­
diately at minimizing the danger of more 
riots this avimmer.

Thus, long-range and shortrrange goals 
are not differentiated. They blend to­
gether In a general Indictment of 
"white racism”, — a dramatic term for 
the built-in prejudices of centuries—and 
an appeal to the American "wlH’ ’ to re­
verse a national trend toward formal 
racial sepuatlsm In which the Negro 
is permanemly deprived.

It Is doubtful that this generalized 
document contains the kind of promise 
needed by leaders In the ghetto com­
munities themselves to hold their peo­
ple In line this summer, though the 
recommendations for more humanitari­
an police procedures may be helpful.

But It Is far from certain also, that 
racial peace could be "bought”  even if 
unlimited money were available—which, 
as noted above it Just Isn't.

If anything will help in the summer 
ahead, perhaps It Is a national confer­
ence of government and Industrial lead­
ers, using the report’s warnings as the 
takeoff point for an unprecedented drive 
to get ghetto dwellers together with new 
home and Jobs. But even this approach 
could not work overnight.

Between the lines of this report Is a 
forecast that American can’t  go on as 
it has been. And the fact is that the 
recommended changes can’ t all come 
about Immediately.

Rut a command to do the Impossible 
is not an excuse to dodge the portion of 
It that Is, in fact, possible—and to make 
that portion grow with time.—SPRIwa-

WASHINGTON — President 
Johnsons' decision to concede 
the Massachusetts Democratic 
primary on April 30 to Sen. 
Eugene McCarthy was his own, 
reversing advice toy his closest 
political counselors.

A private, tentative green 
light had been given state De­
mocratic chairman Lester Hy­
man to enter an LBJ stand-in
— state Senate president Mau­
rice Donahue — against Mc­
Carthy. The light switched from 
green to red on Mr. Johnson’s 
orders, conceding the state’s 72 
first-ballot delegate votes to Mc­
Carthy and giving him a boost 
nationally.

Just how important this 
White House blunder will be­
come is yet ,to be determined. 
But the strange events of last 
Monday and ’Tuesday (March 4, 
8) comprise a bizarre story 
climaxing months of agonized 
indecision over Massachusetts.

On Monday evening at about 
6 o’clock, Hyman finally receiv­
ed from Washington an answer 
to his question of many months. 
In a telephone call, Mr. John­
son’s two top political advsiors
— Washington lawyer James 
Rowe and Postmaster General 
Lawrence P. O’Brien — said 
the President did not want his

name on the ballot. But, Rowe 
added, Donahue would be ac­
ceptable as a stand-in with, 
presumably, full backing from 
Washington.

Contrary to some reports, Hy­
man accepted this even though 
it might boost Donahue as a 
hopeful for , Governor In 1970. 
Rowe added to Hyman that this 
would be pinned down later that 
evening with another telephone 
call.

Rowe then went into session 
with Mr. Johnson, and the call 
was never made. Nor did the 
call come on Tuesday. On four 
occasions that day, Hyman 
telephoned the White House — 
without success.

Finally, Rowe telephoned Hy­
man at 4:34 p.m. on Tuesday, 
28 minutes before the 6 o ’clock 
filing deadline. He informed him 
that, first, the President did not 
want to be on the ballot; second, 
reversing instructions of Mon­
day night, he did not want Dona­
hue or anybody else for a stand- 
in; third, Hyman would have to 
accept full responsibility for 
financing an organization if he 
entered a favorite son. Natural­
ly enough, Hyman entered no­
body.

The President had overruled 
his advlsors,_- His own views

were hammered home in a 
monologue delivered privately to 
25 state chairmen at the White 
House Wednesday afternoon. 
Listing Presidential priorities, 
Mr. Johnson put primary elec­
tions dead last.

A footnote: Inclusion of a 
dozen anti-Vietnam liberals on 
the 72-member Massachusetts 
delegation was not, as some LBJ 
aides hint, a reason for the 
President’s staying out of the 
primary. Given an advance 
peek at the delegation, the 
White House objected to only 
one man: Richard Goodwin, the 
ex-LBJ aide now writing speech­
es for McCarthy. Hyman of­
fered to delete Goodwdn if that 
would bring the President Into 
the primary, but the offer was 
not accepted.

SomeUmes we are so naive. 

Mid dangerously absent-minded, 
to boot, that we oatoh ourselves 
being surprised In all kind of 
outmoded and outdated assump­
tions.

When the other day, for In­
stance, State Finance Commis­
sioner George J. ConWing an­
nounced aiat a special economy 
directive by Governor Dempsey 
Is to be applied to out-of-state 
"Junketing" for state employes 
and officials, our benighted re­
action was to wonder when in 
the world the restrictions on 
such out-of-state travel had 
been removed.

The last thing we remember­
ed was, you see, the last stem 
gubernatorial directive whiefi 
eliminated forever from the 

I state’s financial burden the cost 
of having employes tmd com­
missioners travel to lumeces- 
sary conventions, seminars, 
courses, and other educational 
opportunities from Key West to 
Honolulu. We do not, you see, 
ever remember having heard or 
read that this previous restric­
tion had ever been repealed. 
We cannot even remember, to 
tell ithe truth, which Governor 
it was. It might have been John 
Lodge, In might have been Abe 
Riblcoff.

Sometime, apparently, the re­
striction we remember once 
having been Imposed with such 
dramatic leadership on the part 
of some administration had 
been relaxed. Well, we salute 
the Dempsey administration 
for putting It back into effect. 
We trust that, wh«t It happens 
to appear to the Dempsey ad­
ministration, or the Marianl 
administration, or the B\mstoQ 
administration, that the state 
can afford Janketftig again, 
there will be some public no­
tice of the repeal of the pres­
ent restrictions.

Our forgetfulness, our inno­
cence, have also embarrassed 
us in other respects, because of 
an approved contrast between 
what we remember and what 
we see.

What we remember quite 
vividly, in substance, that Is, 
but not In specific terms of 
what administration In wha/t 
year. Is a glorious economy 
proclamation against the Indis­
criminate use of state cars. 
This, at one time, resulted In a 
rather shabby atmosphere for 
state employes and commis­
sioners, in which none of them 
dared use their state cars for 
anything that had anything to 
do with pleasure, sport, recre­
ation, social or political func­
tioning.

Frequently it occurs to us, as 
we notice state cars In the 
most unusual locations at the 
most unusual hours, that the 
regulation we remember must 
Indeed have been relaxed and 
repealed. But our guess has to 
ce that when such great econ- 
smy rules are repealed, It Is 
something done quietly, not 
with the fanfare which always 
accompanies their original ap­
pearance on the scene.

For a number of years we 
went along In the blissful as­
sumption that the number of 
state employes was remaining 
stationary. This was a logical 
and imperative belief, since, at 
one time or another every state 
administration of record has 
pronounced for Itself a firm and 
unalterable policy of reducing 
existing payrolls through the 
relatively painless device of not 
filling vacancies when they oc­
cur. This Is a policy which has 
been put Into effect again and 
again and again, and we have 
never heard or read of Its 
ever being repealed; yet, by 
some perverse alchemy of sta­
tistics, every new tabulation of 
the total state payroll shows that 
the actual number of state em­
ployes keeps Increasing, year 
after year. Theorrtlcally, by all 
the pronouncements made by 
administration after adminis­
tration, such a thing cannot 
possibly be happening. It Is al­
ways a wrench for us to find 
our Innocent assumptions con­
fronted With drab, unannounced 
revisions.

The story on the mound 
wasn't all good, however, for 
left-handed reliever Sparky Lyle 
got belted for five runs in his 
three innings, and rookie Rick 
Hoban gave up the winning tally 
in the 10th.

Gunmen Nervous

Grew of Jet Airliner 
Describes Hijacking
MIAMI, Fla. (AP)—A pas­

senger Jet with 58 persons 
aboard was hijacked over South 
Florida Tuesday by two nervous 
gunmen kidnaping an old man 
who tearfully told passengers, 
“ I’m going to be killed!”

The pilot of National Airlines 
flight 28, Capt. Clarence J. 
Delk, said "they were expecting 
us. I don’t know how they knew 
we were coming. We were iden­
tified from the Cuban tower by 
flight number during our ap­
proach to Havana airport.”

The hijackers’ prisoner, a 
man who appeared to be in' his 
sixties, was led from the plane 
crying and gesturing for help.

Stewardess Sarah E. West 
said the man slipped her some 
personal papers when the men 
weren’t looking. She hid them 
on the plane and they were not 
found when Cuban soldiers 
searched the aircraft during the 
six hours at Havana. The pap­
ers were given to the FBI in Mi­
ami.

All three men were met at 
Jose Marti airport in Havana by 
Jose Abrantes, Cuban vice min­
ister in charge of security. They 
were driven away vrlth him in a 
government security car.

'The three men, all in business 
suite, boarded together In Tam­

pa. The airline said they gave 
their names as J. Arnentero, G. 
Carrazana, and R. Donate when 
they bought tickets.

Four minutes after takeoff on 
the Tampa-to-Mlaml leg of a 
fli|:ht that began in San Francis­
co, one of the gunmen put a .46- 
caliber automatic pistol at the 
neck of stewardess Donna Gol- 
dinher, 26, and forced her Into 
the cockpit. She fumbled with a 
key and made the men nervous,

Minnesota’s McCarthy far 
surpassed his forecasts—and 
those of his opponents.

More LBJ, Vietnam Criticism Expected

CONCORD, N.H;'’ (AP) — 

President Johnson , can expect 
the storm of criticism over his 
Vietnam policies to grow in na­
tional fury as a result of the out­
come of the New Hampshire 
primary.

While the President’s support­
ers may dismiss as insignificant 
the verdict by about M,000 Dem­
ocrats in a state tha£ is 2-1 Re­
publican, the Inescapable fact is 
that when he and his policies 
were tested at the x>olls for the 
first time in this presidential 
year Johnson could barely man­
age to get 50 per cent of the 
vote.

Added to this is the fact that a 
heavy turnout of Republicans, 
reaching nearly 100,000, gave 79 
per cent of their votes to former 
Vice President Richard M. Nix­
on, who concentrated his cam- 
paigin attacks on Johnson.

When politicians add all of 
this up, they are likely to call it 
a psychological setback for the 
President.

The performance 6f Sen. Eu­
gene J. McCarthy, D-Mlnn., in

racking up 40 per cent of the 
Democratic vote is certain to 
give the war critics a shot in the 
arm that 'will spur them to 
greater efforts to dynamite 
Johnson’s policies.

McCarthy began his low- 
keyed campaign with the an­
nounced intention of sUmualUng 
debate within the party and 
forcing the President to change 
his war oounse. Not until recent 
days has he become starry-eyed 
with the belief that perhaps he 
might prevent Johnson’s renom­
ination.

McCarthy’s showing imder 
drumfire attack on him as an 
appeaser whose victory would 
give comfort to Hanoi has dem­
onstrated that he and other can­
didates can stand up under this 
kind of political Infighting.

Colleagues who have muted 
their cirtlcism of the President 
in Em election year are likely to 
become bolder in speaking put 
Eigainst him. If McCarthy, little 
known in New Hampshire, co^d 
come close to beatltife the Presi­
dent, they will feel that there is 
a strong 'wind against Johnson’s 
ship on its .present course,

The squads of youngster who 
Joined in ringing doorbell, 
passing out leaflets and doing 
all of the hard chores of cam­
paigning for McCarthy indicat­
ed that there is ei reservoir of 
support available for an antiwar 
candidate.
' Candidates who share Mc­

Carthy’s dissent are likely to try 
organize their own youth teams 
of volunteers, particularly if  
their opponents support John­
son’s policies.

Sen. Thomas J. McIntyre, D- 
N.H., who Joined Gov. John W. 
King in sponsoring the write-in' 
for Johnson, insisted that the 
New Hampshire outcome was 
not a repudiation of the Presi­
dent’s policies.

But McIntyre told a news 
conference Tuesday night that 
the result added up to a “ frus­
trated vote over Vietnam.”

“ The people of the State of 
New Hamp^lre are saying ‘we 
don’t understand, we wonder 
why we are not doing any bet­
ter’ ,” he said.

Sen. Robert F. Kennedy, D- 
N.Y., who shares McCarthy’s 
critical views of war policies,

found in the outcome ” A strong 
feeling about the war in Viet­
nam.”

In Fresno, Calif., Gov.  ̂RonEiId 
Reagan said the Democratic 
vote Indicates widespread dis­
satisfaction with Johnson .

Nixon CELlled the landslide 
vote he rolled up "the first ref­
erendum on Lyndon Johnson” 
and a "smashing victory" for 
his own campaign for the GOP 
presidential nomination.

Although Nixon said the re­
sults would force New York 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller to 
"get in or get out”  of the nomi­
nation contest, Rockefeller SEdd 
he did not regard the primary 
as slg^nificant because Nixon 
had no effective opponent on the 
ballot after Michigan Gov. 
George Romney withdrew.
