He also said the government 
will seek new powers to force 
deferment of any increase of 
wages, rents, prices or divi­
dends for 12 months.

He said his aim was a 2-per 
cent cutback in the consumption 
of the British people in the fis­
cal year beginning April 1.

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When Good Alternatives Dwindle
It is unfortunate for the peace of 

minds of some observers of the Ameri­
can national scene that this should have 
been the season for a showing of the 
television documentary baaed on Wil­
liam Shirer’s "Rise And Fall Of The 
rhird Reich.”

The vivid story of how a diseased but 
purjxiseful, weird but masterful manipu­
lator of the inner drives of other human 
beings was able to take advantage of 
the disorganization and the demoraliza­
tion of the normal political structure of 
his country had, as It was viewed in the 
America of March, 1968, more pertinence 
than its role as a reminder of German 
history.

It could also have been viewed as a 
possible mirror of a frightening future.

The traits which Hitler exploited 
were more human than German.

It is a basic human instinct to want 
to believe, to want to belong.

And that instinct can, in the wrong 
circumstance and setting, lead to the 
acceptance—the enthusiastic, passionate 
acceptance—of the wrong kind of des­
tiny.

What was particular about Hitler’s 
success in appealing to such human in­
stincts was the kind of setting he had. 
it was a national setting in which democ­
racy and the ballot box seemed to have 
lost their meaning, in which a nation’s 
problems seemed maddeningly unsolv- 
able, in which the best leadership avail­
able seemed to point ineffectively, in 
hopelessly different directions.

There has never been any great mark­
ed difference between German human 
nature and American human nature.

But there has, through two fortunate 
centuries, ’ hitherto been a happy 
strength and policy practicality In the 
mood and institutions of American 
democracy.

’That is what has now seemed to begin 
to fade from our possession.

Today we seem to begin to develop 
In the direction of those conditions 
which fertilized the poisoned seeds Hit­
ler was ready to plant in the Germany 
of his day.

Take, if you want to feel alarmed, a 
quick, cynical leaping look at the Amer­
ican political scene of the day.

One hopeful Republican candidate for 
the Presidency, who might have brought 
fresh meaning and significance to the 
1968 campaign, stumbled from his own 
front-running position. The next hopeful 
In line who might have a chance of 
giving the Republican causC clarity and 
meaning has been an irresolute worrier 
aver precise political tactics, on the one 
hand, and has, meanwhile, had to wait 
tor his foreign policy mind to come 
back from the restructurers. ’The Re­
publican situation leaves the odds of the 
moment in favor of the candidate who 
would seem to offer the least choice In 
comparison to the Democratic Incum- 

‘ bent.
On the Democratic side of national 

politics, the situation is similar. The 
moment a prospect of hope of fresh’ 
meaning and significance appeared on' 
the scene, restoring the symbolic Impor­
tance and privilege of the traditional 
American political process, there ar­
rived a ruthless stab in the back which 
aeemed to turn the 1968 campaign back 
toward baffled and meaningless steril­
ity. The potential good forces divide, in­
creasing the open opportunity for new 
evils which may or may not yet have 
taken tangible shape in our national life.

At the moment, the most direct ap­
peal to our human instinct to have 
something to believe in, something tO 
belong to, in an age of demprallzed im- 
certaintles, is the appeal made by for­
mer Governor Wallace of Alabama. But 
it may not be he who is the flh'al cul­
mination of the temptation we are 
building for ourselves. It may be some 
more plausible character who appeals to 
our latent evil possibilities with a shade 
more of simulated soul, a slightly more 
sophisticated evangellsmi 

’There is no clear formula for recog­
nizing what may be about to happen to 
us. All we can really watch is the steady 
disappearance and weakening, some­
times through self-destruction, some- 
limes through the stilettos ambitions use 
in their haste to exploit a good cause, 
of the potential good, fresh, meaningful

alternatives which rise, ever so briefly 
it seems, on the national scene. ’ITie 
fewer, the weaker, the more ephemeral, 
the more self-jlnxed, the more betrayed 
Dur gepd alternatives become, the more 
fertile our national soil, our human in­
stinct, for the growth of the unspeak­
able.

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Masaryk’s Dream Revives
Today, for the first time in 20 years.

It is possible to make respectful public 
mention of the name of Jan Masaryk in­
side Czechoslovakia.

This circumstance raises the ironic 
question of whether or not the civilized 
possibility of which that gallant and life- 
loving statesman dreamed, and for 
which he gave his own life in 1948, has 
again come to life as a possibility.

Masaryk, as the son of the founder of 
modem free Czecholsovakia, and as the 
post-war leader of the country which 
Britain and France had betrayed to Hit­
ler, had the desperate dream of making 
Czechoslovakia a kind of bridge between 
the Communist world to the Bast and 
the Western democracies to which 
Czechoslovakia had all its own natural 
philosophical and ideological affiliation. 
To this desperate, valiant possibility he 
devoted all his own being and to it he 
surrendered all his personal fate. And 
he seemed not without some hope and 
success, until the formal declaration of 
cold war symbolized by the civil war 
in Greece put the squeeze on Czechoslo­
vakia too. There followed the terrible 
turn of events in which Masaryk was 
forced, by Moscow, to withdraw Czecho­
slovakia’s original agreement to enter 
the Marshall Plan, and in which Masa­
ryk next fell, or was pushed, to his 
death from a palace window In Prague.

Now, 20 years later, his name has re­
appeared in public in Czechoslovakia, 
and that country is full of political and 
cultural rebellion In which it Is trying to 
move out of the strict confinements of 
Communist bloc living and become, per­
haps, almost precisely what Masaryk 
had to hope and believe it could become 
—a sort of half-way house between East 
and West, and Itself a symbol of the 
practical and Ideological possibilities of 
coexistence.

One thing has always been certain, to 
those who knew Masaryk, or any of the 
people of his coimtry. It was that 
Czechoslovakia could never be contain­
ed permanently behind anybody’s cur­
tain. And now, 20 years after Masaryk, 
emergence has begun.

Police Chiers Pension
A change in the police command of 

any city is a significant matter today— 
and New Haven is no exception.

Yesterday’s rather sudden retirement 
of Chief McManus "on grounds of physi­
cal disability”  is In many ways a loss 
for the community since he has been an 
effective police commander during his 
13 years In office and—at age B6—had 
ahead of him several more years in 
which his experience and training might 
have been used to advantage.

At the same time it must be agreed 
that a strong new team has been in­
stalled at Police Headquarters and that 
Chief James Ahem already shows on 
tils record a potential for police leader­
ship which is unparaileled. His youth, his 
education, his energy and purposeful­
ness are all enough to support the con­
viction that he has what the police 
chief’s Job demands of a man. And his 
assistant chiefs named with him, Ray­
mond J. Eagan Jr. and James H. Heinz, 
are both vigorous and highly regarded 
police officers who should strengthen 
the new regime.

The general increase in urban crime 
and the special challenges of priority- 
group restlessness make police work one 
of the most difficult and demanding of 
public services in this decade. Every 
policeman is challenged to use his au­
thority with sensitivity, flexibility and 
understanding—and with maximum re­
gard for the Individuality of people he 
must face under conditions of stress and 
hostility. And the “ boss”  policeman, the 
chief, is the obvious example-setter.

Chief McManus has. In his respect, 
done a good job for New Haven during 
his term and is to be congrratulated on 
the quality of his servieg. Chief Ahem, 
who obviously represents the "new 
breed”  in preparation and attitude, 
comes well equipped to meet the chal­
lenge for an entirely new breadth of 
approach and imderstandlng tn police 
dealings with the general citizenry.

The changes in the police administra­
tion here are linked, somewhat unfortu­
nately, to the rather free-wheeling pen­
sion practices which surroimd top as­
signments in our protective services.

A pension of $14,000 for a man who 
has been 13 years on the job and who 
shows every inclination to go on to a 
new job if one becomes available else­
where is—by any standards—a handsome 
reward.

We do not begrudge an adequate re­
tirement plan for Chief McManus. Nor 
do we question the fact that the pay­
ments are probably legally/defensible in 
terms of the loose and wasteful pension 
coverage for top-bracket police and fire 
officers with which the taxpayers have 
been saddled for many years. But we 
do think that the  ̂Lee Administration 
has once again served inner-circle con­
venience and political profit at ,the ex­
pense of any sensible attempt to do 
right by the taxpayers as well as by re­
tiring officialdom.

The street patrolman retiring after a 
lifetime on the force gets half-pay; the 
senior officer—more often than not re­
tiring early—is much 'more likely to get 
the most the traffic will bear. And we 
have the suspicion that the imbalance at 
both ends—too little in the way of ex­
pectations for the lowest ranks, too 
much for the top few—is a  disservice 
to the public at large. — NEW HAVEN

’The Board of Elducation, the 
Finance Board, and the popula- 
tlon-at-Iarge realize that serious 
overcrowding exists In Tolland’s 
school system. Adding additional 
space to existing buildings will 
only compound the problem. 
Space will be taken from al­
ready-curtailed programs to 
accommodate any additions.

’The petitioners also realize 
that their recommendation Is 
only a stop-gap proposition and 
is undesirable for at least two 
reasons. Adding on to the pres­
ent schools will not provide 
the space necessary to accom­
modate the 460 pupils that will 
enroll in school next year.

’This will result In as many 
as 40 students to a class. Such 
a condition would be education­
ally unsound. Secondly, with 
40 students to a room a serious 
safety factor arises. If a fire 
were to break out In an over­
crowded school, the risk of 
flaming children running from 
the building is too horrible to 
imagine.

Also, postponing the construc­
tion of the middle school, which

is going to have to be built 
sometime, will result In higher 
construction and financing costs 
If the town waits until tomorrow.

The chairman of the PZC 
knows this. CJonstruction, labor 
and finance costs are Increas­
ing at an alarming rate. What 
seems costly today will be as­
tronomical when one considers 
the projected construction costs 
of tomorrow.

Claims are always made that 
Industry will be frightened away 
If a new school is constructed. 
Hogwash! This is a scare tactic. 
What Industry? No answer. In­
dustry always looks favorably 
on a community that supports 
its schools. Industry fully real­
izes the importance of excel­
lence In education.

What about the children? 
Let’s build the school. Let us 
commit Tolland to the world of 
tomorrow by financing the 
schools for the children of to­
day. Let not those who preach 
false economy deprive our chil­
dren of that basic element our 
young people most desperately 
need; An education that will 
enrich their present and adult 
lives in so many ways.

^Lazy Eye^ Tests Scheduled 
April IS to 18 at Four Sites
Manchester’s second annual 

vision screening program for 
pre-sohODl children ■will be held 
at four testing centers from 9-11 
a.m. dally, Monday, April 15, 
■through Thursday, April 18, the 
local program committee has 
announced.

The free screening for chil­
dren between the ages of three 
and five ■will be carried out by 
volunteers from several local 
agencies, with guldtuicc from 
the Connecticut Society for the 
Prevention o f Blindness.

Initiated last year, the pro­
gram is designed to detect am­
blyopia—popularly called "lazy 
eye’ ’ blimtaiess—a sight defert 
which Is correctible In young 
children.

The condition Is one In which 
an apparently healthy eye ac­
tually has poor vision that Is 
not correctible by wearing 
glasses. It can be overcome, 
however, provided treatment is 
begun while the eye Is still 
‘ ‘learning" to see—^usually until 
the child Is about six. After 
(that, treatment becomes pro­
gressively less effective, say 
visloin specialists.

Amblyopia is said to affect 
about two per cent o f the pop­
ulation, or two out o f every hun­
dred children.

Ajt Manohesteor’ s first screen­
ing last year, 30 of 1,600 tested 
wore referred to a physician for 
additional testing, and four chil­
dren were found to have serious 
vision deficiencies.

This year, the screening will 
be conducted at four centers, to 
be located at Temple Beth Sho- 
lom, E. Middle Tpke.; the Blue- 
field Dr. Community Hall In the 
Westfield Gardena project for 
the elderly; the East Side 
Recreation Center on School S t;

come tax increase.

Nobody was talking much, but 
there was reason to think that a 
serious effort Is under way to 
break the long deadlock on the 
issue of how big a spending cut 
President Johnson would have 
to accept to get his proposed 10 
per cent income tax surcharge 
—or some variation of It .

The combined spending out- 
tax hike could be expected to 
shrink toe prospective $20 bil­
lion red-ink figure In the na­
tion’s accounts.

Such a reductoin would be 
counted on to strengthen confi­
dence In toe dollar and there­
fore bolster the emergency 
measures agreed on last week­
end to check speculation In gold 
and maintain the present sys­
tem of exchange between major 
Western currencies.

Following those weekend 
measures, the gold crisis was 
ebbing around the world. The 
dollar strengthened and gold 
prices sagged in Europe’s mar­
kets Monday In overnight re­
sponse to the seven-power 
agreement halting government 
sales to speculators and all oth­
er private buyers.

In Paris, scene of frenzied 
speculative attacks on toe dollar 
last week, the gold p^ce slid to 
$40.10 an ounce after reaching 
$M.36 Friday. In Zurich and 
Frankfurt gold went for $33 to 
$41 an ounce in quiet trading.

The opening offer o t  an econo­
my drive came from President 
Johnson’s side—to cut toe budg­
et by about $9 billion in appro­
priations, which translates into 
about $4 billion in actual spend­
ing cuts during the year begin­
ning July 1.

Johnson followed the offer up 
by calling in a Minneapolis 
speech for national austerity to 
win the Vietnam war and solve 
problems at home.

Chairman Wilbur D. Mills, D- 
Ark., of the House Ways and 
Means Committee, the most 
powerful congressional holdout 
against a tax hike, expressed 
cautious interest.

"That word austerity pleases 
me,”  he told reporters. But he 
added he had not been consulted 
on the $9 billion cut program. 
He would not say what he 
thought the spending cut figure 
should total but presumably it 
would be higher than Johnson’s.

Chairman George H. Mahon, 
D-Tex., of the Appropriations 
Committee also declined to set a 
figure but said $9 billion was in­
adequate.

His committee wants to trim 
everything In sight, he said, and 
as a first step will battle a $215 
million addition toe Senate put 
on a $1.2 billion catch-all appro­
priation bill passed by the 
House.

Rep. Jon W. Byrnes of Wis­
consin, senior Republican on the 
Ways and Means Committee, 
said nobody had consulted him 
and said he was skeptical of any 
administration offers to cut 
spending until they were exam­
ined in detail.

” I want to see the program,” 
he said. “ I want to see the color 
of their eyes.”

Rockefeller, asked whether he 
has any doubt about his final de­
cision, replied "Yes, there is 
reason for that.”

Most leading GOP liberal sen­
ators were at the breakfast.
Morton aides had invited 20 sen­
ators but said several, including 
Edward W. Brooke of Massa- 

' chusetts and Thomas H. Kuchel 
of California, were out of town.

Rockefeller has indicated he 
will decide whether to enter the 
race by Friday, the deadline for 
wlthdraivlng his name from the 
May 28 Oregon primary.

The New York Times said to­
day the governor would an­
nounce his candidacy Thursday.
But Rockefeller’s press secre­
tary, Leslie Slote said, "I know 
notlting about it.”

Slote told newsmen at the 
Capitol today he would an­
nounce In Albany Wednesday 
where and when Rockefeller 
will issue his statometiL on 
whether he will seek the nomi­
nation.

Rockefeller brushed aside re­
ports he may be forced to face 
Richard M. Nixon in the Ne­
braska primary If he becomes a 
candidate. "The world Isn’t 
going to be made or broken on 
one prlmaryi”  he told newsmen 
as he arrived In Washington.

While Rockefeller was ponder­
ing, Unea were hardening In the 
embattled Democratic presiden­
tial race with these develop­
ments:

—President Johnson—in ap­
parent allusion to Democratic 
candidates Robert F. Ketmedy 
and Eugene J. McCarthy, who 
oppose his war policy—said ” we 
doiYt plan to surrender (In Viet­
nam) or let people di'vide our 
nation in time of national peril.”

—Kennedy, In two emotion- 
charged appearances before 
Kansas university students, pro­
posed direct negotiations with 
the Viet Cong as part of effoits 
to end the war and said: "This 
country needs honesty and can­
dor in Its political life and from 
the President of the United 
States.”

—McCarthy told a news 
conference In Maine Keimedy’s 
offer to help him in early pri­
maries and then face him In lat­
er ones sounded "kind of like 
fatteiUng mo up for the kill.”

—The Gallup Poll shows John­
son and Kennedy tied as the 
people’s choice to become the 
Democratic presidential nomi­
nee. Each got 41 per cent of the

votes in a survey of adults in 8® 
cities and communities.

Rockefeller’s meeting today 
was with senators who included 
Nixon backers and others hos­
tile to a Rockefeller candidacy.

Rockefeller backers had met 
in Washington the day before 
and quickly adopted a resolution 
calling him "the Republican 
with the greatest chance of win­
ning in November.”

The session was called by 
Maryland Gov. Spiro T. Agnew 
—who said at a news conference 
he hoped Rockefeller would stay 
out of the Nebraska primary.

Nebraska "is probably the top 
state for Nixon In the whole 
country,”  Agnew said. And he 
said there is not enough time to 
mount an effective campaign 
for Rockefeller there.

But Rockefeller could 
forced into the contest If : 
braska Secretary of State Frank 
Marsh puts his name on the bal­
lot under the state’s policy that 
all prospective candidates be in­
cluded.

Marsh has not said what he 
will do but Nebraska Republi­
can National (Jommltteeman 
Don L. Ross told a newsman he 
had been informed Rockefeller’i 
name will go on the Nebraska 
ballot' If he enters the Oregon 
primary. f

Such a ruling Would benefit 
Nixon. He would gain a psycho­
logical edge by defeating Rocke- 
foller in Nebraska two weeks 
before the Oregon primary.

Rockefeller won the Oregon 
primary in 1964 and backers are 
optimistic he could make an 
equally strong showing there 
this year.

David Dickson,' a 27-year-old 
arcltecture student, was 
charged with breach o f the 
peace. 'The charge was dropped 
Monday after the defendant’s 
lawyer filed a bill of partlcu-, 
lars for the specific charges 
against him.

Asked after the arrest why it 
Is considered a breach of the 
peace to take photos outside the 
courtroom, the police would say 
only that "other factors”  were 
Involved.,

His statement to his Cabinet 
was seen as a threat that 
France 'wUl not go along with a 
plan to set up “ paper gold”  as 
proposed by the lion-Oommunist 
world’*  principal industrial na­
tions.

A final draft of the reform Is 
to be introduced when finance 
ministers of 10 nations meet In 
Stockholm March 29. It involves 
Special Drawing Rights, SDRs, 
in an' international currency 
pool to finance world trade. It 
would reduce the role of gold, 
running dead against De 
Gaulle’s ideas.

The French president said the 
crisis of the doUar and the Brit­
ish pound sterling "proved that 
the present system is not only 
inequitable but henceforth inap­
plicable,”  Information lUnister 
Georges Gorse told reporters.

Continuing to impose the sys­
tem, De Gaulle said, “ would be 
to condemn the free world to 
grave economic, social and po­
litical trials. A monetary sys­
tem 'based on gold, which alone 
has the character of immutabili­
ty, ImpartlaUty and universali­
ty, should be put into practice.”

France, he said, "reserves 
her freedom of action regarding 
any measures tending to delay” 
such reforms.

De Gaulle has long argued for 
a return to the gold standard, 
distrusting the system of mak­
ing pounds and dollars the back­
bone of international trade.

As o f Tuesday, the consen­
sus of many dentlspts, jewelers, 
and others effected 'was that 
the price increases would ha 
relatively minor, but most felt 
that some irises are in the off- 
Ing.

It all comes about because 
of the weekend dedsdon by the 
United States and six other 
nations to maintain the tradl- 
tlanai 86 dollar an ounce price 
'for official International gold 
transactions, 'but to  allow an­
other price to float competitive­
ly In a free market.

The closing price Monday in 
Paris was 40.10 dollars per 
ounce.

One large American supplier 
to dentists said he was send­
ing his shipments on an In- 
-vclce-to-follow basis, pending 
clarification o f the price of 
gold. One decision o f the Unit­
ed States and Its monetary 
partners was 'that they 'will no 
longer sell to private parties.

"I don’t think there’s any 
question that our price to den­
tists will go up,”  said the sup­
plier. "But It will probably take 
three or four days before things 
stabilize and a fairly steady 
price range Is established.”

The gold In which he deals 
Is alloyed with platinum and 
palladium —a process carried 
out by manufacturing compan­
ies, mostly on the east coast.

"Two of them are not even

shipping because of the uncer­
tainty,”  he said.

A member of the California 
State Board of Dental Examin­
ers said that although patients 
may soon be paying more, the 
rise won’t be anything near the 
proportionate increase In the 
price of gold. The reason is 
that the intrinsic value of a 
gold inlay Is only a small part 
of the, cost of getting one.

The average inlay, generally 
comprised o( - 18-carat gold, 
weighs about 'pne pennyweight 
(l-20ith of a  tfoy onuce). Den­
tists have been paying 46 to 60 
dollars an ounce for their proc­
essed gold.

Thus, as one pointed out, the 
gold itself Is not rpsponsible tor 
a major’ part of the fee to the 
ipatlent. Gold restorations are 
more expensive than the silver-

PARIS (AP) — Five self-de­
scribed American deserters and 
four draft dodgers, who said 
they are working against the 
Vietnam war, were given re­
newable 16-day French residence 
permits.

They told newsmen that along 
with the temporary residence 
cars, they were also given appli­
cations for work permits.

They went to the centred po­
lice headquarters for the per­
mits after holding a semi- 
clandeatine news conference In 
a Paris apaiTtment.

Four of the men told newsmen 
they had left their units In Ger­
many and another deserted 
from Ft. Jackson, S.C. They and 
the draft dodgers, who call 
themselves “ reslsters,”  were 
escorted to the centried police 
prefecture by two French attor­
neys, one ot whom said he Is a 
Protestant humanitarian and 
the other a member of the Com­
munist party.

It i%os the largest group yet 
to have applied for permission to 
reside and .work In France. They 
join what they said were many 
others In France—estimates

vary from 40 to more than 100 
— ŵho are avoiding their mili­
tary obligations lor what they 
call disagreement 'with Ameri­
can policy In Vietnam.

The deserters gave their 
names as:

(Jlarence Montford Jr., of Jo­
liet, ni., who said he enlisted for 
a four-year term but left his 
unit in Germany because it was 
being sent to Vietnam. Montford 
was the only Negro in the 
group.

Dave Denmen of Eustis, Fla., 
who said he deserted his unit In 
Germany two months ago alter 
striking a sergeant with his flat 
during an argument over the 
milt’s orders to go to Vietnam 
via Ft. Lewis, Wash.

Philip Wagner, Felton, Calif., 
a former member of the Peace 
Corps, who participated- In an 
antiwar committee at the Uni­
versity of Oregon, and deserted 
from Germany 10 months ago.

James Morrisey, Wantagh, 
N.Y., who deserted from Ft. 
Jackson, S.C. He hitchhiked to 
New York and took a plane to

The AFLrCIO United Steel­
workers, biggest of 20 striking 
unions, said the Phelps Dodge 
contract provided "the fattest 
package of wage and fringe 
area gains ever won from one of 
the Industry’s ‘Big Four,’ ”  and 
predicted it would Increase the 
pressure for settlements with 
the other three companies.

Sources In the negotiations, 
which President Johnson called 
to the White House 17 days ago, 
reported major progress In ne­
gotiations Involving Kennecott 
Copper Corp., Anaconda Co. and 
American Smelting and Refin­
ing Co.

"Th6y are very close,”  one 
source said of union and compa­
ny negotiators for Anaconda.

Kennecott wrapped up tenta­
tive agreements covering more 
than 10,000 copper, lead and 
zinc workers and needed only a 
settlement for some 2,000. strik­
ers at its Chase Brass and 0>p- 
p.er Co. In Cleveland, Ohio.

American Smelting and Refin­
ing was reported to have put ad­
ditional money offers on the 
bargaining table. ,

per hour In increased wages fuid 
fringe benefits for about 6;600 
mining, smelting and refining 
workers In Arizona and Texas. 
The other provides a 36-month 
package of 76 cents for more 
than 800 wire and cable fabri­
cating employes at plants in 
Yonkers, N.Y., and Fordyce, 
Ark.

Bargaining with the remain­
ing three firms Is being conduct­
ed In three or four different cat­
egories In each company.

The Steelworkers u n i o n  
conceded the strikers didn’ t win 
everything they demanded at 
Phelps Dodge.

"The Phelps Dodge settle­
ment, while not fully satisfying 
the needs and desires ot all 
Phelps workers, does provide 
wage gains totaling 64 cente per 
hour over the terms of the con­
tracts at all properties,”  the un­
ion said.

"Although very substantial 
progress was made In the direc­
tion of achieving a common ex­
piration date for all Phelps 
Dodge contracts, however, the 
unions did not fully reach that 
goal this year,”  the Steelworti- 
ers said.
