Calm After Violence

Violence, looting and ar-
son scourged sections of
Baltimore and Pittsburgh,
Sunday, but Army troops
and National Guardsmen,
rushed in to quell the dis-
orders, enforced an uneasy
calm today.

Washington -and Chlecago,
hardest hit by the violence
which broke out in the wake of
the assaasination of Dr. Muartin
Luthér King Jr. Thursday
night, were qulet. Authorities
turned to the task of trying to
provide homes and food for the
viotims of the riots.

Twenty-four have died In the
trouble which struck more than
a dozen U.8. citles. In addition,
more than 1,200 have been in-
jured and almost 6,000 arrested.

While the violence in mosat of
the major citles ebbed, trouble
rtruck again In Nashville, Tenn.
Only hours after segments of
the 4,000 National Guardsmen
were on duty, the ROTC build-
ing on the campus of Tennessee
A%l State Universaity, site of re-
cent racial violence, was de-
stroyed by fire Sunday night.
Pollce said it appeared to be the
work of arsonists,

Violence in Baltimore broke
out Saturday and threatened to
spread Sunday into Baltimore
County, causing Maryland Gov.
Spiro T. Agnew to call for feder.
al troops,

Almost 2,000 soldiers rushed
to the city to ald 6,000 National
Guardsmen, and shortly after
midnight officlals sald the sit-
untion seemed to be under con-
trol,

Four persons were Kkilled In

the violence and more than 300
Injured. One official sald there
had been 420 fires set, 850 stores
looted and more than 1,350 per-
song arrested,

More than 1,800 National
Guardsmen marched into Pitts.
burgh’s predominantly Negro
HIll District Sunday night, but
by early today a state police of-
ficinl aald ‘‘things are settling
down."

Scattered firebombings and
looting were reported far into
the night, but the (frequency
dropped sharply about three
hours after 8 7 p.m. curfew
went into effect. The streets
were almost deserted by late
evening.

103 Survivors Reported

Jetliner Crashes in London

LONDON (AP)—A BOAC jet-
liner with 126 persons on board
crashed in flames on a runway
at Lopdon's airport today just
after taking off,

The British Overseas Airways
Corp, sald {t knew of 103 survi-
vors. The alrport fire brigade
reported three bodles recovered
from the wreckage of the four-
engine Boeing 707 bound for
Australia. Police sald they knew
of flve killed—three women, a
man and a child. Eighteen per-
sons are missing,

Scolland Yard reported (t
knew of 22 persons injured in
hosplitals, some of them hadly
hurt. Thirty others were in the
airport medical center. '

Australin. House in London
sald 24 of the jet's passengers

were migrants flying out to
build a new lfe downunder.

The plane’s pilot radloed just
after the plane was alrborne
that one of the jet ergines had
broken off,

It erashed on No, 5§ runway in
the center of the airfield.

The plane’'s first stop was to
be Zurich, Switzeriand, Other
stops were listed as Tel Aviv,
Israel; Tehran, Iman; New Del-
hi, India; Singapore, and Perth
and Sydney, Australia.

A BOAC spokesman sald the
plane carried 115 passengers
and 11 crew.

BOAC =ald five of the air-
craft's technical crew—the men
in the cockpit—were safe. But
they had no kmowledge of the
six stewards and hostesses
aboard.

In Lindbergh Law

Death Clause Ruled

Unconstitutional

WASHINGTON (AP ) — The
death penaity provision of the
Lindbergh kidnaping law was
ruled unconstitutional today by
the Bupreme Court,

In & 62 decision, the court
sald the provision, enacted by
Congress In 1034, needlessly
chills the exerclse of basic con-
stitutional rights.

The provision says the death
penalty may be imposed only on
the recommendation of a jury.
The high count reasoned that
this discourages trial by jury
and encourages pgullty pleas
gince the case i{a thereby taken
out of & jury's hands.

‘“The defendant ingenuous
enough to seek o jury acquittal
stands forwarned that, if the
jury finds him guilty end does
not wish to spare his life, he will
dle,” sald Justice Potter Btew-,
art,

Stewart, for the majority, re-
cognized that the provision
avoids '‘the more drastic alter-
netive" of mandatory capital
punishment In every interstate

The Lindbergh law was
passed In the aftermath of the
fnfamous kidnaping and murder
of Charles A. Lindbergh Jr,, Inf-
nat son of the aviation hero, Col.
Charles A, Lindbergh, in 1882.

It was exactly 82 years ago to-
day that Bruno Hauptmann was
electrocuted after being convict-
ed of kidnaping the child.

Justices Byron R. White and
Hugo L. Black dissented,

White, speaking also for
Black, sald the provision should
not have been struck down.

Instead, he sald, the court
should have made it clear that
pleas of guilty and walvers of
jury trial “should be carefully
examined before they are ac-
cepted in order to make sure
‘that they have been nelther
coerced nor encouraged by the
death penalty power In the

ury."

Justice Thurgood Marshall, a
former solicitor general, did not
participate in the case,

An important aspect of the de-
cision Is that It leaves standing
other provisions of the federal
kidnaping law.

This was enacted in 1932 and
the death penalty clause was
added two years later with sev-
eral other amendments,

In January 1967 Chlet Judge
William Timbers of the U8,
District Court in Connecticut de-
clared the entire law, unconstitu-
tlonal because he found the
death penalty clause put an un-
constitutional price on asserting
the right to a trial by jury.

The Justice Department ap-
pealed to the Supreme Court
which today agreed with Tim-
bers’s reasoning on the death
penalty but salvaged the re-
mainder of the law,

5,500 More Square Miles
Put Off U.S. Bomb Limits

SAIGON (AP) -— President
Johnson has put almost 5,500
more square miles of North
Vietnam off limits to American
bombers, U.8, sources sald to-
day. Below the demilitarized
zone, allled ground forces re-
ported killing more than 700
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong in weekend fighting,

Informed sources in Saigon
sald the American alr forces
have been told to keep thelr
ralds below the 16th Parallel,
which is about 170, miles above
the demilitarized zone, In the
last four days U.S. bombers
have struck no farther north
than 180 miles above the DMZ,

Publicly, Johnson's order of
March 31 setting the 20th Paral-
lel as the northern boundary for
alr attacks still stands, and the
gources sald the President did
not publicize the new curtall-

ment because he wanted to
leave open the option of bomb-
ing up to the 20th Parallel, or
some 225 miles above the DMZ.

The U.8. Command in Saigon
declined comment on the report.
ed new bombing limits, In
Washington, assistant White
House press secretary Tom
Johnson sald fhere is no change
from the March 31 order.

Although the area open to at-
tack has been reduced, U.S.
warplanes have more than dou-
bled the pre-curtailment num-
ber of strike missions against
North Vietnam's southern pan-
handle, mostly against enemy
supply lines and convoys.

U.S. pllots flew a total of 134
missions over the North Viet-
namese panhandle Sunday, the
highest number in  three
months, since 144 were flown on
Jan, 6, Military spokesmen sald

made the increase possible.

The fliers attacked North
Vietnamese supply lines and
gun positions, with the northern-
most target an antiaireraft posl-
tion 180 miles north of the de.
militarized zone, the U.S, Com-
mand sald. |

In the ground war, the US.
troops that lifted the slege of
Khe Sanh reported killing 118
North Vietnamese soldiers in a
series of clashes over the week-
ond ns they combed the jungled
hills around the base on the
northwest frontler,

The troops also reported find-
ing the bodies of 188 enemy sol-
diers who apparently were
killed by U.S. artillery and air
sirikes.

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39 Dead, 33 Missing

Wreckage Probed
In Indiana Blast

RICHMOND, Ind. (AP) —
Weary searchers continue today
at the wreckage of
bulldings shattered by an explo-
slon which struck the business

area as shoppers crowded
streets and shops.
Thirty-nine bodies had been

recovered and 33 ather persons
were reported missing.

Fire followed the Saturday ex-
plosion in this eastern Indlana
city and spread to adjacent
buildings. Three bulldings were
destroyed and flve damaged se-
verely in a two-block area, Win-
dows were shattered for blocks
around,

More than 100 persons were
injured. Eighteen remained in
hospitals today, three in critical
condlition.

State police sald the blast
erupted In the basement of
Marting ‘Arms Co., a sporting
goods store where gunpowder
was stored for hunters and
gkeet shooters. Richmond Fire
Marshal Fred Klotz sald a large
shipment of gunpowder report-
edly was delivered to the store
recently.

FBI agents sald they were In-

vedtigating the poasibllity of a
gas leak as a factor in the ex-
ploston,

o1t seemed llke somebody
pulled the whole world out from
under me," sald Leo Collins,
who was walking near the Mart-
ing store. Colling was knocked
down by escaped injury.

Capt. Kenneth E. Paust of the
Indiafia Natlonal Guard said the
celling of a restaurant where he
was having lunch began falling
on customers.

“1 yan into ithe street and saw
an injured woman atop Ser-
gent's paint store,” Paust sald.
“I got a ladder and with the ald
of others got her down. She sald
she had been blown to the
roof by the explosion.”

Paust sald people helped clear
bricks and debris to get to the
injured.

“There was no concern
among the helpers for thelr
own safety, even after one of
them was injured slightly by ex-
ploding ammunition,” he said,

The Hartford Ballet Com-
pamy offered the first of three
repertory performances at Mil-
lard Auditorium Saturday eve-
ning, and {t was thoroughly
worthwhile. The last of these
presentations will be seen there
this evening and if you haven't
attended, I strongly urge that
you try to do so tonight,

Saturday's program opened
with Joseph Albano's choreog-
raphy to Lou Harrison's 'Suite
for S8ymphonic Strings.” Harri-
non's music s distinotly better
than the average modlern com-
position; he was a pupll of both
Schoenberg and Cowells, Mr.
Albano's choreography gave
excellent wvisual point to the
music, In six movements, it
utitized the entire company and
comprised sectiona for corps de
baliet as well as variations for
soloists and small ensembles,
During the work, Manchester's
Janet was featured
with Julia Frederick in a duet
titled “Viola's Reward."

Next oame a very extended
Pas de Deux called ‘“The Lady
of Tearful Regrel,'’ danced by
Julla Frederick and Earle 8lav-
eling. This was likewise choreo-
graphed by Mr. Albano, ns in-
deed was everything to be seen
throughout the engagement.
Based on a poem by Edward
Albee with music by William
Flanagan, the central theme
of this dance-drama Is the dom-
Inance of woman over man in
today's soclety.

Misy Frederick and Mr, Blev-
eling demonstrated excellent
techniques and rapport with
Mr, Albano's choreography
which was pgenerally excel-
lent again, but with some parts
that seemed jugt a bit too ob-
viously contrived. Essentinlly, it
was an erotic work, showing con-
siderable advance over a sim-
ilarly conceived opus which Mr.
Albano presented a couple of
years back to music by Charles
Frink. In many ways it was the
best offering of the program
artistically, though confined as
it was to only two protagonints,
it was not particuflarly spectacu-
lar.

Another extremely strong
work was "“The Minister's Black
Vel to music by Charles
Frink. Actually, only two sec-
tions of the five.section work
were presented. The entire work
was offered in 1964 when Hart-
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ford Ballet was seen here for
the very firat time, but I dlidn't
see it. I wish I had, for this
is fine ballet,

Donald Enghsh, Jon COristo-
fori, Diane Fleming and Denise
Warner were featured and ac-
quitted themselvea in excellent
manner, both technigally and
from a standpoint of understand-
ing. :

“Ballet Egyptien,"” to the
somewhat banal Luigini acore,
had the most spectacular seot-
ting of the evening, and was
the most spectacularly concelv-
ed ballet, as well, Here, Mr.
Boros, who had done nathing
remarkable in ''Suite For Sym-
phonie Stringa,' showed excel-
lent style and understanding,
both with setting and costumes.

Finally came a work for corps
de ballet, part of Mr. Albano's
larger composition titled “Ives
and Me,"” to music by Charles
Ives, Despite Lennie Bernstein's
conviction that Ives Iz a good
composger, I remain uncon-
vinced, I suspeot the composer
intended to satirize American
life, but performers scem to
play him stralght,

This was the case Saturday
evening, with both the music and
the choreography. Both smacked
of the ending to a George M,
Cohan production, in the days
when he was prone to wave the
American flag meaninglessly in
order to assufe tumultuous ap-
plause at the final curgain.
Patriotism has its place, but
It should not be confused with
chauvinism,

REPEATED FINESSING
KEEPS OPPONENT OUT

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD

When you have a dwmal head-
ache bacause one opponent 18
dangerous, you may use any
method you choose t0 keep him
out of the lead. For example,
you may use the gubject of this
week’s articles —the finesse.

Opening lead seven of spades.

West leads the seven of
spades, East puts up the nine,
and you win with the king. You
need four diamond tricks, but
you cannot afford to let East
in since he would lead a gpade.

If you're A constant reader
of some other newspaper you
lead a heart to dummy's jack
and return a low diamond to
finesse with the jack. If the fi-
nesse lost you could run the rest
of the suit. In the meantime,
West cannot continue the attack
on spades,

ft's a brilliant ldes, but the
execution {8 flawed. Your fi.
nesse wins, but East still gels
a dlamond trick, and his spade
lead defents the contract.

Flawless Finessing

To make sure of keeping HEast
out, lead a heart to dummy’
jack and return the ten of dia-
monda from dummy. If East
plays low, you let the ten ride
and then repeat the finesse with
another diamond to the jack.

East camnot save himsell by
covering the ten of diamonds
with the queen. You win with
the king of diamonds, lead a
heart to dummy's queen, and
lead another diamond in order

to take a finesse with the eight
of diamonds.

Since East has both the queen
and nine of diamonds your
two finesses work, and yoy
make 10 tricks, If West had eith.
er the queen or the nine of da-
monds he would win a diamond
trick, but then you would stjl)
make your contract, It's just 4
matter of reading the right
newspaper.

Six-Point Program

She proposed a six-point plan
of action: Alert townspeople to
posalble drastic mill rate in-
creases; request the Public
Bullding Commission ‘‘to elim-
Inate costly specifications on the
new school'’; “secure financial
advice to evaluate the damage
that will be experienced to our
eredit rating if the tax struc-
ture Is not administered proper-
ly and how It will affect our
future bonding capacity.”

She advocated contracting for
“an outside evaluation of the
administrative set-up, having a
study made of all town em-
ployees' duties,” considering a
“possible change in form of gov-
ernment under the home rule
nct, and alerting ‘‘townspeople
to become more fiscally aware"
of the drain of all taxes upon
them.

“Once the town has nullified
responsibilities,” she concluded,
“there will be nothing left but
a nonentity at the end of one of
the long arms of the Regional
Octopus. The Town of Bolton
will be just a memory.'

Inside Disaster

What does a nation of supposedly free,
intelligent people do about preventing
disaster when disaster has already
struck?

How does a nation extgjcate itself
from situations which could have been
prevented only by decisions and actions
which might have been taken long ago,
and were not taken?

What does a nation do when it finds
{tselt enguifed by a flood of tragedy to
which there is no solution?

Such are the questions the American
people have been trying to tind the an-
swers to, during these past few days of
violence, prayer, rioting, kneeling, tears,
talk, shame, hate, penitence, bitterness.

How do we talk, act, decision, legls-
late, or police our own way out of the
fire which consumes us?

f

There are no good answers, There
are no easy answers, There are no par-
ticular answers to be selected and em-
phasized because they offer any special
degree of hope.

We can pray and we can resolve, and
we can have memorial services, and we
can hold n speclal session of Congress,
and we can rush forward collectively
and individually with heartfelt token
contributions, now, to the cause which
didn't quite concern us vitally and per-
sonally yesterday, and still the dark,
sad verdict is this: that this tragedy
must be suffered before it will pass.

There is no sudden mercy available.
There is no miracle formula, We do not
know for certain there is any formula
at all.

We do not know that, even now, this
nation has not passed the point of no
return to the possibllity of gradualistic
cooperation between its great racial
divislons. There is no guarantee that
mutual education, mutual adjustment,
mutual reverence for the one dream
supposedly common to all Americans
will get a new chance to be moying us
forward toward justice and decency.

We are in the dark, with terror, and
we do not even know that there is a
tunnel where there might, some day,
be light again,

Nonetheless, we must try. We must
try, though we blunder. We must try,
though we cannot be sure that what
we try Is the right thing to try.

Above all, we must realize that, i
all this turmoil, all this terror, all this
grief, all this ineffectuality, our dead-
liest sins in the past have been sins of
omission rather than those of commis-
slon. It s not so much that we ld
wrong as that we falled to do good,

There was not, for all the cynical bit-
terness on the tongues of those who ac-
cuse this nation of having done too

- little, the evil in our hearts that could

degire and maneuver the prolongation
of wrong. The trouble was that the gocd
instincts we had did not have very much
muscle, much energy for translating
themselves into action and policy.

Now we know, in the midst of a storm
of feeling that has to be ridden out,
that cannot be treated by any miracu-
lous agent of calm, that we really have
to act, we really have to contribute,
we really have to put ourselves on the
line, if we are to be worthy of the great
grace of some’ pew chance to control

_our own national destiny.

The President in the White House hus
learned this lesson as plainly as any
of the rest of us who once hoped that
this bell would somehow never really
toll for us. He too once thought we hed
time and leeway to take things one at
a time, In a sort of orderly progress
from one accomplishment to another.
Only & month ago, a good part of *hly
nation thought it could take the apoca-
lyptic pronouncements of The National
Advisory Commission On Civil Disorders
ad some kind of unnecessary and unwise
extremism. Today, that report Is a sort
of second Bilble for this natlon as it
tries to find its way into a tomorrow.
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Two Who Walked

On the night of the assassination of
Dr. Martin Luther King, when the news
itself was like a sudden, mad hot wind
blowing Into every dark corner of
America, there were two American
mayors (there may have been more
whose aotlon has not come to our
notice) who reacted in the same WAy
after the news had reached them,

In New York, Mayor John Lindsay
went out and walked the streets of
Harlem, as he had already done on ther
nighta of tension. No one knows how
much it helped to have him do this;
perhapa It played a very lmpo'umt part
in keeping Harlem as relatively quiet
and restrained as it did remain, In any
cnse, there was the mayor of the city,
doing what he felt he ought to do, and
what he had to do, regardless of his own
personal safety.

In Hartford, Mayor Ann Uccello went
out and walked the streets of Hartford's
North End, talking to its people, keep-
ing communication with them. No ane
knows, either, how much she may have
accomplished, in helping to keep that
night in the North End less trouble-
some than it might otherwise have been,
But she did what she felt she ought
to do, and what ahe had to do, regard-
tesa of her personal safety.

It was a night of trial and courage
for many people in many places, and by
no means least for the two mayors who
walked,

A Bombing Halt, A Bombshell

To this year of seemingly implausible
and even Impossible political happen-
ings President Johnson has now con-
tributed the moat extraordinary event.
It could win him a larger place in history
than a bitter last-ditch fight for renom-
{nation and re-election.

For by nccompanying his dramatic an-
nouncement of an open-ended suspension
of the bombings of North Vietnam with
an abdication of his own quest for office,
he gave significant credibility to what
would otherwise have been discounted
as a desperate political gambit,

Most of the world —including Hanol
—belleved he satood on the verge of an-
other rough political setback at the handg
of Sen. McCarthy in Tuesday's Wiscon-
sin primary, to be followed by a mount-
ing Kennedy offensive.

As an isolated move, his peace ges-
ture would inevitably have been
construed in most places as a frantic ef-
fort to minimize another debacle. The
pleas for “unity" that preceded his mo-
mentous declaration about his own plans
sounded lke a conventional campaign
speech.

But the dimensions of his words were
suddenly anltered by his assertion that
he had declded to withdraw from the
race. There will be skeptics who cling
to ‘the view that he still envisages
a ‘“‘draft” in his own behall —if the
Democratic split deepens and if his own
overtures for peace talks are rebuffed,
or most miraculous of all, if this action
leads to some semblance of peace be-
fore midsummer.

A more serious and convincing analy-
sis would conclude that he recognized
he had become the captive of faulty coun.
sel and dead-end cliches, 2 man en-
trapped between fallures at Lhe front and
their discordant domestic repercussions.
His replacement of Gen. Westmoreland
plainly represented an admission that
the gaudy hopes on which he had been
nourished so long had been blasted. At
the same time the McCarthy insurgence,
followed by Kennedy's entry, created n
portrait of a nation so deeply divided
that he had no reason to believe that
even the most strident appeals for sol-
idarity could any longer by effective.

.Now there is at least a chance that his
voice will be heard in Hanol in different
terms. Even his detractors muwg concede
that he has been tall enough to confess
the fallibility of his hard-line advisers,
and to indicate that he seeks to be re-
membered as the man who broke the
deadly deadlock by sacrificing personal
ambition,

The alternative was clear; we should
like to believe that he deemed It intoler-
able. That was to escalate the war to a
calamitous climax, to stand for re-elec-
tion as the symbol of our national pride
and to engage In an Increasingly furlous
assault on those who dared to challenge
him, He has approached that tone in re-
cent weeks, Pousibly a growing pri-
vate awareness of where he was head-
ed —intensified by a remembrance of
the poor guidanoe he has received in so
many other crucial Intervals —persuad-
ed him to pause before a final, futc.ul
commitment to blind, all-out war and
the role of super-patrioteering President,

Whatever happens, Sunday night's
spectacular developments must be seen
as a majestic triumph of our often de-
meaned democratic processes. It was
late last year when a lonely man from
Minnesota named” “Eugene McCarthy
first ralsed the bammer of political chal-
lenge to Mr, Johnson's renomination. He
was scorned and derided when he began
his New Hampshire pllgrimage. But

. there and in Minnesota allke he achieved

startling upsets, and his success finally
Induced Robert Kemnedy to engage in
open combat.

McCarthy gave dlssent its first real
spokesman In the campaign arena, The
program of peacemaking proclaimed by
Mr, Johnson Is essentinlly the one on
which McCarthy launched his battle
and on which he has appeared destined
to win another memorable victory In
Wisconsin tomorrow.

Wherever this voyage may end, Mc-
Carthy may justly cluim a moral tri-
umph of unforgettable proportions. And
Mr. Johnwon's disavowal of a further
bid once again confounds those who told
us that McCarthy, win or lose in Wis-
consin, was living on borrowed time af-
ter Kenuedy siepped in. A new chapter
has begun, .

Beyond all political speculation, what
is most Important is that Mr. Johnson,
finally resisting and rejecting the pres-
sures of the military and their diplomat-
le allies, has taken a long step toward
the peace table. There remains the
danger that some of those around him,
committed to the blundera of the past,
will  obstruct his effort, But he has
uchieved new and speclal liberation by
officlally divorcing peace from politics at
this juncture, and sefting out on & course
long urged upon him by his critics.

WASHINGTON — The main
reason why Sen. Eugene Mc-
Carthy's substantial victory over
President Johnson in Tuesday's
Wisconsin primary did so little
to expand his support for Presi-
dent i{s his ghastly showing in
the working—class sections of
Milwaukee.

McCarthy ran more poorly
among the blue-collar vote
against non-candidate Johnson
than even his own supporters
had feared. While carrying
every other county, he was in-
undated by Johnson votes
among both Negroes and Po-
lish-Americans—passionate foes
in rocially divided Milwaukee.

This not only prevented Me-
Carthy from amassing a vote
of the size that would have lifted
eyebrows even though Mr. John-
son had announced his non-can-
didacy. More Important, his lack
of appeal to the musses casls
n cloud on his coming primary
tests with Sen. Robert F. Ken.
nedy where he must make a re-
spectable showing or disappear
as a candidate.

For these reasons, McCarthy's
57 percent total in Wisconsin did
not markedly advance his credi-
bility as a potential nominee
with party leaders, nccording to
our extensive telephone check.
The large body of anti-Bobby
Democrats now looking for
someone to stop Kennedy doubt
that McCarthy is the man.

Indeed, the Polish and Negro
wards of Milwaukee where Me-
Carthy ran so poorly are pre-
clsely the places where spot sur-
veys show Kennedy would have
run best against President John-
son,

The statistics are surprising.
While McCarthy was pleking up
42 percent of the vole over-ull
in the 4th Congressional district
on Milwaukee's SBouth Side, he
was swamped In some individual
wards—such as the largely Po-
lish 14th ward, conrried 8 to 1
by Johnson.

Part of this can be attributed
to the I1th hour endorsement of
Mr. Johnson by Mayor Henry
Mualer, ‘a hero to Milwaukee's
‘Poles after his strong stand
against last summer's open

housing marches by Negroes.®

But it scarcely explains why Mr.
Johnson's ammihilation of Mec-
Carthy by a 2 to 1- margin in
the all-Negro 6th ward.

Nor can this be described by
uny superiority of organization.
A party leader from o neurby
state who came to Wisconsin to
help out the Johnson campaign
was appalled at the virtual non-
existence of the regular party
organization and thé lethargy of
orgunized  labor, Painfully
aware of these organizational
defécts and noting the absence

of any LBJ posters or stickers
in these blue-collar neighbor-
hoods, one LBJ operative con-
fided to us last week In Mil-
wiukee that McCarthy might
just pull a surprise in Milwau-
kee.

The fact that he was wrong
testified to MceCarthy's lack of
appeal or even of identification
of opinion on Vietnam or any
other issues, the Milwaukee
vote was simply a sign that the
voters had not the foggiest idea
who Gene MceCarthy might be,

Ironically, this weakness
searcely detracts from MeCar-
thy's potential as the Demo-
cratic nominee, Preliminary
survey results by one leading
pollster show that McCarthy
would get just about as much
of the low-income Democratic
vote against Richard M. Nixon
and George Walluce ns any oth-
er Democrat,

Morcover, he might just be
able to draw away Republicans
better than any other Demo-
crat. His phenomennl showing
in Republican areas in Wiscon-
sin (particularly on the ultra-
conservative Narth Shore = just
nbove Milwaukee) would no
longer be written off as a Re-
publican effort o embarrass
Mr. Johnson once the President
bowed out.

Rather, even though more
radieal than Kennedy on some
questions of civil liberties (le-
galizing Vietnam  draft re-
sistance, for Instance), McCar-
thy's ealm urbanity soothes
suburban Republicans who are
frightened out of thelr wits by
Bobby. )

Like many candidates, MeCar-
thy likes to cumpalgn where he
is lked. In Wisconsin, that
meant the pleasant small and
medium towns which he car-
ried handlly, But facing Ken-
nedy and Gov. Roger Branigin
{running as a favorite son) In
the May 7 Indiana primary, Mc-
Carthy must open up a fast and
frantic courtship of -the blue-
collar vote. To run as poorly
among them in Indiana as he
did In Wisconsin would mean
n poor third finish for MeCar-
thy und the effective end of his
amazing campaign.

At Hue, enemy mortarmen
blasted at the airstrip inside the
Citadel, battered in heavy fight-
ing in the Viet Cong's luner new
year offensive, South Viet-
namese rangers nearby report-
ed killing 114 North Vietnamese
troops, and a squad of Marines
sald it counted 38 enemy dead
after ambushing about 200
North Vietnamese soldlers, To-
tal announced allied casualties
in the two clashes were five

wounded.

dent Nguyen Van Thieu.

Even before pledging general
mobilization if necessary, Thieu
had said about 135,000 men
would be added to South Viet-
nam's regional and popular
forces by mid-1068,

Gen. Willlam C, Westmore-
land, commander of U.8, forces
in Vistnam, met in Washington
with President Johnson over
the weekend and sald in a pub.
lic statement: “Militarily we
have never been in better rela-
tive position in South Viet-
nam."

With Johnson at his side,
Westmoreland said ''the spirit
of the offensive is now preva-
lent throughout Vietnam'" on
the allied side and advantage la
being taken of “the enemy's
weakened military position.”

Federal and state Investiga-
tors continued thelr hunt for the
person who shot King to death
Thursday as he stood on the bal-
cony of & Memphis motel,

U.8. Atty. Gen. Ramsey Clark
sald Sunday In Washington that
investigators have ‘‘one man on
the run.'”" He added, ‘“We hope
to have an early conclusion to
the Investigation, followed by in.
dictment, trial and conviction."

""We have a name we're works
Ing on,' he sald, "We know
quite a bit more than we did two
days ago."

Organizers of the memorial
march sald Mrs, King would be
at the head of the paradet.
Howeaver, Mrs. King sald In At-
lanta, ‘“My plans are not st all
definite.”

March organizers, working
throughout the night, sald that
depending on Mra, King's wish-
es, they may represent King's
place in the front rank with her
by a wvacant position, or by a
young girl dressed in white and
bearing a wreath,

The march has a second pur-
pose, sald the Rev. James Or-
ange, one of King's staff mem-
bers, It is to push for a settle-
ment of the garbage workers
strike that brought the Southern
Christlan Leadership Confer-
ence leader to Memphls in the
first place,

"If the people in Memphis
want to honor Dr. King, it will
be because they continue to
fight for what Dr. King was
fighting for when he was shot
down," said Bayard Rustin or-
ganizer of the 1868 march on
Washington who s helping to
coordinate things here,

Rustin sald he had no word on
whether  President  Johnson
planned to send a representa-
tive.

The 05,000 Tennessee National
Guard troops sent here afler
King's death will be deployed
throughout the city—many of
them along the line of march.

Rustin has helped train 0500
parade marshals, and marchers
are getting full-page memos
reading:

“Dr. King died In Memphis
trying to help us. Today we hon-
or Dr, King for the great work
he did for all people and partic-
ularly for his great love and
sacrifice for us. . . This can be
done if we do not lose our heads.
This can be done If we let no
man, black or white, trick us
into violence for his own ugly
purpose.”

“This will be an orderly, dig-
niffed march,” Rustin told
newamen at a briefing, ‘“We
have called upon all people who
belleve this strike should be set-
tled amlicably and nonviolently
to come in, We will accept any-
one who will follow that.”

King came here to help 1,300
striking city santitation workers
—most of them Negroes. The
strike moved into its ninth week
todasy as federal mediator
James Reynolds, here at Presi-
dent Johnson's direction, contin-
ued his efforts to settle the dis-
pute.

The central issue has been the
refusal of Mayor Henry Loeb to
grant the sanitation workers'

“It ia for us, the living today,
to prove, especially in Memphis,
that he did not die in vain,' aald
Tommy Powell, president of the
85,000-member Memphis Labor
Council."

The Tel Aviv communique
sald the Isrnell force entered
Jordan a5 milea south of the
Dead Sea near Dahal, part of
the alleged Arab commando
complex hit by Israell troops in
their lightning strikes Inalde
Jordan on March 21.

The Israclis gave this ver-
sion:

A hellcoptér patrol spotted the
commandog In the Negev near
the Ein av Kibbutz, a com-
munity farm. Other hellcopters
with sharpshooters aboard were
called in,

The helicopters  swarmed
down on the commandos as they
headed across the desert toward
Jordan., Sharpshooters plcked
off several of them iIn the 12.
mile chase,

Onece across the bhorder, the
Israell helicoptera set down out-
side the commando compléex
near Dahal, The Israell soldiers
launched a ground assault
against the complex and inflict-
ed more casualties. One house
in the complex was blown up.

The Israelis then withdrew.

In Amman, a militsry com-
munique sald an Israeli invasion
force of armor and helicopter-
borne troops . ‘'‘covered by a
thick umbralla of Isrnell jets"
drove into low-lylng country
southeast of the Dead Sea, It
sald Jordanian troops engaged
the invading force and that
heavy fighting ensued.

At the same tme, It added,
45.minute and 10-minute artil-
lery duels raged across the
cease-fire line north of the Dead
Sea in the Karameh area which
was another target of the Israell
strike March 21.

The Israell army listed 16 sab-
otage incidents In the Arvav
ares between the Dead Sea and
the port of Elath so far this
year.

Three Israells have been
killed and 37 wounded in the at-
tacks, the army sald.

This included the mining of a
Tel Aviv school bua near Be'er
Ora March 18.

The army claimed in a com-
munique that the guerrilla
builldup In the Arava Included
regular Arab forces, Among
these were men from the 141st
Egyptian Fedayeen (Comman-
do) Battalion under orders from
the Hgyptian Embassy In Am-
man.

The Israelis charged the
Egyptian ralders, working
through the guerrilla organiza-
tion, had made several attacks
including the blowing up of fuel
tanks at Elath Jan, 14,

The army said it had Informa-
tion that the saboteurs planned
to strike at installations at So-
dom, Timna and Elath in the
thinly populated southern Ne-
gev.

McAlmont noted he will sug-
gest a committee of about 14
people to consist of representa-
tves of local sgervice groups,
students, people Involved In
governmental affairs and inter-
ested citizens.

The CDAP is essentially a
means to make a town assess
its present facilities and its fu-
ture needs and make provisions
for them.

The program will run for a
period of 22 months, The first
month will be used to organize
the program and to determine
how to get needed information.

In the second month of anal-
ysis of the 701" program study
being prepared by a consultant
and the planning commission
will be made. This study s
nearing completion. During the
third month it is planned to up-
date the open space program.

Surveys Planned

During the fourth through
12th months there will be & sur-
vey and Inventory of the nine
areas listed by the state: Hous-
ing, health, social services, eco-
nomic development, public util-
ities, public safety, transporta-
tion and circulation, cultural
and public administration.

Drugs No Problem Here--Yet

By JUNE LINTON

Anxiety In today's soclety may
not be reserved exclusively for
parents of teen-agers, but much
of (Lt comes their way. Now
there would appear to be some-
thing new for parents to worry
about, the problem of teen-aged
youth tuming to drugs to got
what has been termed “mean-
Ingful experiences,"

To parents In Vernon or any-
where else the Immediate re-
action is apt to be the ques-
tion. “Is It happening here?”

State adult probation officer
Paul J. McGeary, whose work
load of over a 100 cases Includes
all of the drug cases In the ar-
ea, replied recently. “Indica-
tions at this time, and I stress
that the picture could change in.
atantly, are that we have no
drug problem in the town of
Vernon."

He went on to say that there
had been just one arrest in con.
nection with drugs, that of an
adult plcked up by police a few
weeks ago and charged with pos-
session of an unspecified amount
of narcotics.

Other than this one case there
has been no ripple of trouble,
no hint that there #s a problem
brewing. There were a few cases
of glue-sniffing brought to the at.
tention and dealt with by au-
thorities but nothing to indicate
that this was widespread,

MecGeary added, '"The klds are
deluding themselves with this,
All it really does |s cause
anoxia, but [t has a toxic ef-
fect and could cause perman.
ent serious brain damage as
well ns damage to other vital
organs."””

Drugs In Area

When asked why drugs use
wamsn't a problem here svhen #
seemed to be everywhere else,
MoGeary hastened to point out
that the town wasn't exactly
free of It and not to assume
that it waa just beocause #t
might seem that way. He cited
two factors that wowld have a
great deal to do with the fu-
ture picture.

One is that the town literally
surrounded with areas that do
have the problem and it could
spill over into Vernon. He men-
tioned the Uaiversity of Con-
necticut a5 a problem area, al.
so Hartford and possibly Man.
chester, McGeary discussed the
type of community that i{s most
vulnerable to drug abuse, nam-
ing both the high income level
and the low, the affluent soclety
and the ghetto.

He thought it likely that these
extremes each breed their own
kind of human allenation with
drug abuse resulting. "It is pos.

sible that the amaller. lesa so.
phisticated middle-class com-
munity ia the least vulnerable,"
he asaid,

The recond factor and one
which should mean less com-
placence I8 the dependence of
an adult soclety on pep pills and
tranquilizers, on nleeping plils
and alecohol, McGeary said, ""The
observant child sees it, If moth.
er requires a pep pill to get go-
ing and a tranquilizer to ealm
down, Junior won't balk at tak-
ing amphetamines when they
are avallable."

Asked if any attempt is being
made to insure that the prob-
lem the town doesn’t have, It
won't have. McGeary stressed
that education is the only an-
swer. Plans are belng made to
show fllms and give talks to
Junior and senior high
students,
publicized
Benders.”

Change In Approach

There Is also a change In ap-
proach in handling the case of
the drug user when he {8 ap-
prehended. McGeary explained
the mew law, Public Act 555,
which went into effect Oct, 1,
allows a user, but not a posses-
sor or a seller of drugs, to have
the prosecution or charges
against him suspended provid-
ing he consents to medical treat-
ment and follow-up care. Drug
dependence Is now being recog-
nized and treated as n medical
rather than a criminal problem.

This approach is also belng
reflected In training which Mc-
Geary Is now taking at the State
Mental Health Center in  New
Haven. This has to do with
learning methods of group ther.
apy for the reformed drug de-
pendent person, Eight or ten
subjects, carefully selected
make up one group. They free.
ly air their own views and
discuss the problems they en-
counter in adjusting to the so-
clety from which they turned
out,

- ‘Memorial to King
Attended by 800

“Go forth as a man or woman of faith and act in the *
days to come so the death .of this man is not in vain,”
the Rev. Earle R. Custer, pastor of North Methodist
Church, exhorted the more than 800 last night who at-
tended a Memorial Service for Dr, Martin Luther King
at Bailey Auditorium, Manchester High School.

In his eulogy of Dr. King, the
Rev, Mr, Custer sald, '“This man
meant much to me, personally,
I feel that he acted and lived
in the spirit of the great He-
brew prophets, and we Chris-
tians should be proud he was
one of us, To some, he wan a
Christ figure, concerned only
with peace and non-violence; to
most of us he was a4 man of
faith, a citizen of the world,
and it is right we should gather
together to share our grief In
his passing. After the grief, af-
tor the period of mourning, we
must risk personal confronta-
ton in this great cause, we
must act Lo bring about justice
for all men, or personally be-
come responsible for the vio-
lence and death which must
surely come with o alow a
peace."

The Rov, Felix M. Davis,
pastor of Second Congregation-
al Church, openad the Memo-
rinl Service with a “Call to
Memory,” which acknowledged
the greatness of Dr. King. "He
acted for us as individuals, and
all of us together, In his cause
for peace,” the Rev. Mr. Duavis
sald, “and we have come to-
gether tonight to honor our
brother, Mantin Luther King."

After the hymn, 'Were You
There,"” the Rev. Mr. Davis
ashed for a silent prayer, be-

All but four of the dead
were Negroes, More than 1,600
have been injured and more
than 10,000 arrested,

The death toll included 11 in
Chicago, 8 in Washington, 5 in
Baltimore, 2 in ths Detroit area
and one each in Cincinnati, Min.
neapolls, Memphis and Talla-
hassee, Fla.

Relative calm existed today in
Chicago, Pittsburgh and Wash.
ington with heavy troop patrols

Pilot of Flaming Jet

LONDON (AP) —One engine
caught fire and fell off and the
left wing was in flames, But
Capt. Charles Taylor landed the
blg jetliner and “we must owe
our lives to him,” sald one of
the 121 survivors,

Five of the 126 persons aboard
were killed and 22 Injured in the
crash landing Monday at Lon-
don Alrport, Survivors and offl-
clals of British Overseas Air-
ways Corp—BOAC—sald the
akill and courage of the pllot, a
New Zealander, prevented a
much more serious aocident,

Two minutes after the Boelng
707 jetliner took off from Lon-
don for Sydney, Australia, "I
looked and saw the slde was all
in flames,” said passenger Bill
Deltsch, 27, of Teaneck, N.J,

“I remember thinking, ‘We've
got a choice. Bither he lands the
plane or the wing will fall off
and we will have had it.” "

Some of the passengers saw
the plane's inner left engine
break off and plunge into a wat-
er-filled gravel pit southwest of
London, narrowly missing near-
by houses.

‘“The fire was growing all the
time, but the pllot brought the
aireraft round and we landed
three minutes later,” Deltsch
sald.

The Communist command
may be regrouping and refitting
its troops or walting to see what
comes of the peace moves, But
senfor U.S. officers sald they
saw no signs that the enemy
command was de-escalating,

These officers sald the terml-
nation of the five Allied opera-
tjons also did not necessarily
mean & de-escalation by the al-
lies.

“From time to time we close
out end begin new operations,”
one sendor officer for Gen. Wil-
llam ©C. Westmoreland's staff
said. “"We cannot announce the
new ones immediately. It may
be a day or so. This does not
necessarily represent a de-esca-

lation. It s an administrative
arrangement. I don't think one
ahould read any special signifi-
cance into this.'

In the five operations, some of
them begun last year and others
launched as recently as a month
ago, 183 Americans were killed
and 1,358 wounded, the U.8.

Among the operations was the
biggest Allied offensive of the
war—Quyet Thang, or Resolved
to Win, In which some 050,000
U.S. and South Vietnamese
troops combed the jungles and
villages in five . provinces
around Salgon to prevent a re-
newal of the Tet offensive
agalnst the capital,

The operation accomplished
that, but most of the more than
18,000 Viet Cong and North Viet-
namese troops that had been re-
ported in the area eluded the
searching force. U.8, headquar-
ters sald 2,608 enemy were
kilied in the month-long opera-

tion and 904 weapons were cap-
tured,

Reported Allled casualties
were 105 Americans and 163
South Vietnamese killed, and
922 Americans and 472 South
Vietnamese wounded.

Only small-goale skirmishing
was reported around the Marine
fortress of Khe Sanh, in South
Vietnam’s northwest corner.
The Leathernecks roamed the
area around the base, looking
for North Vietnamese, while ele-
ments of the Army's 1st Air
Cavalry Division took over the
bunkers which had sheltered the
Marines during their 77-day
siege.

U.S., Hanoi Confer
On Meeting Sites

THURMONT, Md. (AP)
— President Johnson said
today’ the United States is
in touch with North Viet-
nam about alternative sites
which could bé convenient
to both sides for preélim-
inary peace talks,

“We are in agreement with
our allles,' Johnson added,
“and are prepared for ambassa-
dorial contacts just as soon as
arrangements can be complet-
ed,"

Johnson spoke to newsmen
briefly after a breakfast confer-
ence with Ellsworth Bunker,
U.8. ambassador to South Viet-
nam, and other senlor advisers
at Camp David near this town
of 3,000 persons,

Johnson disclosed Monday an
official response from Hanol to
his bid for direct contacts to get
talks going between the oppos-
ing sides in the Vietnam war.

The President reported today:

“"We have consulted with our
allles about the (Hanol) mes.
sage that I referred to yester-
day on alternative sites, and we
are back in touch with Hanol-
und discussing a number of gl
ternative locations which could
be convenlent to both sidea.”

The United States originally
proposed Geneva as the place
for U.8, and North Vietnamese
envoys to get together, while
North Viétnam proposed Phom
Penh, the capital of Cambodia.

Johnsgon did not disclose what
alternative places the United
States had suggested to the Ha-
nof In the new U.8., exchange
with North Vietnam. Nor did he
sny where the diplomatic mes.
sage had been passed on to the
North Vietnamese,

On a previous occasion the ex-
change was through Vientiane,
the Laotian capital, ‘'where both
countries have diplomatic mis-
sions,

Bunker, who arrived this
morning at Andrews Air Force
Base, Md., outsid¢ he nation’s

. capital, flew by helicopter to the

camp. He was accompanied by
Secretary of State Dean Rusk,
Secretary of Defense Clark M.
Clittord, and Gen, Barle G.
Wheeler, chairman of the Joint
Chlefs of Staff,

In announcing the meeting
Monday, Johnson disclosed the
receipt of a formal reply from
Hanol to:his -expressed willing-
ness to undertake preliminary
diplomatic contacts with repre-
sentatives -that Communist
regime. \

“We shall be trying,” he sald,
“to work out promptly a time
and a place for talks."

By talks, Johnson did mnot
mean a full-scale peace parley.
Hano! thus far has signaled that
its initial interest is in gaining a
promise that the United States
will halt unconditionally all
bombing of North Vietnam “and
all other acts of war"” agalnst
that country.

The Camp David conference
came against a backdrop of dip-
