Fire Chief Francis J. Limerick, 69, has resigned his 

post as head Of the 8th District Fire Department, effec­
tive May 1, citing “ personal reasons’' in his surprise 
announcement.

He declined to eleborate on 
those "personal reasons,”  ex­
cept to state that they were not 
for health reasons.

Eighth District president Vic­
tor Swanson said that Limerick’s 
letter of resignation, received 
last week, contained only one 
sentence and gave no reason for 
the action.

Limerick said today that, al­
though he Injured Ms leg sev­
eral months ago, it has not kept 
him from his duties and .that - 
the injury is not the reason for 
his resignation.

Limerick, a 40-year veteran of 
the North End Fire Department, 
became chief in October 1961, 
after serving as assistant chief 
for 11 years and lieutenant for 9 
years before that. During World 
War II he saw four years serv­
ice In the United States and 
Europe with the S3rd Divltton.
He is a life-long resident of the 
North End. He lives at 47 Strick­
land St.

Limerick was appointed chief 
upon the resignation of John 
Merz, who left the post he held 
for 16 years for health reasons.
Limerick’s father, John F. Lim­
erick, was the department’s fire 
chief for 17 years, from 1917 to 
1934.

The resigned chief said this 
morning that 8th District direc­
tors had not asked him to recon­
sider his resignation and that 
they have not asked him to re­
main in the post until a succes­
sor is chosen.

He said that, If asked, he prob­
ably would stay on until the di­
rectors appoint a new fire chief.
He said that he has not resign­
ed his post as 8th District fire 
marshall, a position which ex­
pires July 18, and that he would 
like to continue 'n that capacity.
He said that he will remain as 
a volunteer fireman.

Swanson said today that the 
district board expects to ap­
point an aiding or temporary 
chief by May 1, to serve until 
July 15, when a permanent 
chief may be appointed. In the 
event a new chief is not found 
within the department’s ranks 
by then, the acting chief will 
serve until one is appointed, he 
said.

He said the directors will 
talk to the three deputy chiefb 
and, perhaps, other personnel 
in the department, to determine 
who can handle the Job.

Set at $13.3 Million

Some 61,000 Troops 
In Troubled Cities

over the hump. I’m encour­
aged.”

A state of emergency re­
mained in effect In Wilmington, 
Del., today after a night of snip­
ing, firebombing and looting In 
a Negro neighborhood. Twelve 
persons were injured, one seri­
ously.

City police controlled the situ­
ation but there were 60 state po­
licemen and 1,200 National 
Guardsmen standing by to aid 
them if needed. Minor trouble 
broke out about noon then erupt­
ed full scale at flight.

In Youngstown some 400 Na­
tional Guardsmen and police pa­
trolled three sections after a 
brief flurry of gunfire and flr- 
bomblngs that left three men 
wounded, including two police­
men.

TTie city was under a 7 p.m, to 
7 a.m. curfew. All bars In Ma­
honing County were ordered 
closed for 72 hours beginning at 
7 p.m. Monday, Gas stations 
were also ordered closed.

Cincinnati police said the 2H 
hours of rioting there occurred 
after a rumor spread that a 
white policeman had shot a Ne­
gro woman. Police said the 
woman was kUled accidentally 
by her husband.

During the rioting In the 
Mount Auburn area, Noel 
Wright, 30, was pulled from his 
car, beaten and fatally stabbed. 
His wife, Lois, 28, was beaten 
by three Negro girls but was not 
seriously Injured.

Five judges heard rioters’ 
cases into the night at munici­
pal court. Some were sentenced 
to jail terms or fined up to $600 
within a few hours of their ar­
rests.

Buffalo, N.Y., appeared calm 
today after a night of sporadic 
destruction by hundreds of 
young Negroes. Hie disorder 
broke out Monday following a 
peaceful march by teen-agers In 
memory of King.

Niles, a small community In 
southwestern Michigan, called 
on state police and sheriff’s dep­
uties to put down a hit-and-run 
attack by a gang of about 126 
Negroes. ^

’Hie youths marched arm-in- 
arm down the main street 
chanting Black Power slogans 
and breaking windows at will 
until the police reinforcements 
arrived.

Pittsburgh officials ordered 
1,000 more National Guardsmen 
into the city today to enforce a 
peace which came after four 
days of looting and arson. It 
brought to 4,000 the number of 
troops in the city.

A fresh outbreak of flrebomb- 
Ing, looting and vandsllsm Mon­
day was curbed when hundreds

guardsmen were rushed Into 
the affected area.

Heavy police patrols, federal 
and IlUnoIa National Guard 
troops and a strict dusk-to-dawn 
curfew for minors helped maln-

. i

tain a second day of relative 
calm in Chicago Monday.

Nearly 12,000 federal troops 
continued to patrol in Washing­
ton with another 2,000 In reserve 
in the suburbs.

Most schools and buslnessses 
In the city closed today fof 
King’s funeral. Mayor Walter E. 
Washington urged all capital 
residents to join In prayers "for 
peace and tranquility in our 
city.”

with the music planning, rather 
like the Titanic.”  ,

British pop singer Mark Wyn- 
ter, 26, jumped from an emer- 
gemy exit to a wing and then to 
the ground. He said "there were 
nine explosions and the aircraft 
burst into flames.”

"Although the fire brigade 
was quickly there, the whole 
aircraft was soon burning,”  said 
a spectator. "How so many got 
out alive, I will never know."

BOAC said an engine of the 
same plane caught fire as It was 
preparing to take off from 
Honolulu late last year. ’The 
plane was stopped before it left 
the ground and there were no 
casualties.

Sir Giles Guthrie, chairman of

the government-owned airline, 
told newsmen: "This was the 
plane’s first flight out—except 
for a test flight—following a ma­
jor overtiaul.”  He said BOAC’s 
investigation would try to deter­
mine why the fire extinguishers 
were not working, why the fire 
warning system was not work­
ing and why the engine caught 
fire.

"It was a matter of great 
credit to everyone concerned 
that there have been so many 
survivors,”  he added.

One of the dead was a stewar­
dess, Barbara Harrison. ’The 
other four fatalities were pas­
sengers—a Mrs. M. Smith, a 
man and woman so far unidenti­
fied and a 9-year-oId British 
girl, Jacqueline Cooper, whose

family was emigrating to Aus­
tralia. Her parents and two 
brothers survived.

At least 24 passengers were 
British emigrants to Australia. 
’The plane was scheduled to stop 
at Zurich, Tel Aviv, Tehran, 
New Delhi, Singapore and 
Perth, In western Australia, be­
fore arriving at Sydney.

It was the second serious 
plane crash In the British Isles 
in 16 days. An Irish airliner 
bound for London from Cork 
crashed into the Irish Sea 
March 24. All 61 aboard per­
ished.

According to 
the town committee none of the 
challengers are listed as hav­
ing served as workers In any 
manner.

Ftw the past several days, we Amer­

icans have been showing how much we 
cared. Hie panoply of our grief has 
been spread high and wide over the 
whole nation.

We do care. Nor Is it of tremendous 
negative Importance that we care In a 
remorseful (we’re sorry we didn't do 
more before) and In a self-protecting 
(periuqw If we prove the sincerity of 
our good Intentions now we can still have 

nation) sort of way. We are idl human 
beings; none perfect; if there is any 

ivine system of grace it has to encom- 
Mss those who come to the right 
eelsions late or under some degree of 
ompulsion.

We care. That is the demonstration 
our services and days of mourning 

or Dr. Martin Luther King. That is 
hy we have been proclaiming anew, 

and with greater fervor and intensity 
than before, our loyalty to the spirit 
and objective of his crusade.

Proceed, then, to ask the next ques­
tion. What does this caring, this loyalty, 

ils fervor require of us in the future? 
[ow do we make the future different 

from the past?
The key answer to the key question 

we have to keep asking ourselves is 
contained in Dr. King’s own prophetic 

wareness that his mission was as much 
mission of freeing white Americans 
it was one of freeing black Ameri­

cana.

White America must be freed from 
s own chains of thinking and feeling 

Just os much os black America must 
be freed from them.

How far is white America likely to be 
liberating itself now that it feels re­
newed intention, renewed urgency?

Let us first measure the goals.
The one nsune for them all is equality. 

Not a measure of equality. Not conces­
sions toward equality. Nothing less than 
equality in all the full breadth and scope 
of the word. Total equality.

Now, before we promise ourselves 
that this is our goal, let us define total 
equality.

There are a lew key things it has to 
mean if it means anything.

lit bM ,to mean ithe hardest things 
as well as the easiest.

It has to mean Negro occupancy of 
the house next door as quickly as it 
could mean some tmdesignated house 
on the other side of town, and it has 
to mean it makes no difference, totally 
no difference, anywhere.

It has to mean the admission that 
although so far the matches have been 
in the wrong hands, applied under the 
wrong circumstsLnees, it does happen to 
be fire which is the best and most ef­
ficient action program which can be 
applied to the ghettoes of America.

I t  has to mean anybody’s daughter as 
well as Dean Rusk’s daughter.

These ate some of the sample specifics 
of equality.

These are the specifics lurking under­
neath the fervent resolves, the desper­
ate prayers of the past few days. If we 
cannot encompass them now and re­
ceive them into our own thought and 
feeling, that is an incapacity of our re­
solve, the fatal weakness in our inten­
tion. Our first line of prayer, like Martin 
Luther King’s first line of crusade, must 
be not for the oppressed, but for our­
selves, that we can make ourselves free 
of our own incapacities, our own im­
perfect humanness.

The Six Volunteens
How faint and weak are the only real 

lines the world has toward its own fu­
ture security and survival may be 
Judged from the wistful volunteer report 
made, at the United Nations the other 
day, by five of the world’s smaller r a ­
tions, none of them big enough really 
to attack a neighbor, or start trying 
to run tbe world.

What Sweden, Denmark, Finland, Nor­
way and Austria reported to the United 
Nations Special Committee on Peace- 
Keeping Operations was that each of 
them bad now voluntarily undertaken to 
keep ready and available for instant

service contingents of military forces 
suitable for United NaUmis peace­
keeping operations.

This is something Canada hks already 
done, being the leader in this matter.

That seta up a situation, then. In 
which six members of the United Nations 
are voluntarily maintaining units ready 
to be of service to the United Nations, 
where and when and if that organisation 
decides it wants to use them.

By their decision, these six nations 
are setting up the potential nucleus of 
a United Nations police force.

They are ready, if the United Nations 
itself is ever ready.

And if the United Nations itself 
should ever be ready to accept the idea 
of a real liftematiohal police force, there 
would be many more small nations will­
ing to contribute forces, there is little 
doubt about that.

Possibly, if they ever did really get 
together, all the small nations In the 
world could convince the few big nations, 
the few bellicose small nations, that 
they had better cede their own right to 
uae arms to the potential police func­
tioning of a world organisation. But not 
even the small nations are moving in 
any unity toward such a policy. The 
Joint willingness of these six to provide 
the first standing contingents for such 
a force stands as a rather faint, wistful 
whisper in the midst of much bigger 
noises from the nations concerned with 

'keeping their own rank and power in 
the world os it is, not as it might be.

A Standard Has Been Set Up
Lyndon Johnson will leave the Presi­

dency on January 20, 1969. This can 
be the only meaning of his declaration 
last Sunday night. It set off burst after 
burst of speculation. Some had to do 
with the campaign and the election. 
Oould Mr. Johnson be drafted for an­
other term? How would the fortunes of 
other Democratic candidates, declared 
and imdeclared, be affected? Would 
there be a  shattering of the Democratic 
party? What would be the effect on the 
Republicans’ choice of a nominee? Were 
the Republicans’ chances now Improved? 
Some of the speculation bore on the 
war. Would the President’s withdrawal 
speed or show Hanoi’s acceptance of the 
invitation to negotiate? Some of it was 
concerned with the impact on the United 
States' standing In the world, some with 
the consequences to the administration’s 
domestic program. In any case, it was 
all frantic guesswork.

The more that was indulged in, the 
more the main point was missed. This 
complex, unreadable man had done 
something dazzlingly simple. He had 
put the good of the nation above his 
own interests, his own pride, his own 
power. He had recognized the disturbed 
and divided condition of the country. He 
had acknowledged the brutal fact that 
disturbance and division stemmed in 
large measure from reaction to himself 
and his policy. In order to help calm 
disturbance and heal division, he had 
chosen to step down.

This is a  brave act. It  is unselfish. It 
is patriotic. I t  has an aura of nobility. 
Many refuse to endorse such an assess­
ment. They see Mr. Johnson as a man 
of infinite craft and incurable indirec- 
,tion. Certainly he had been ambiguous 
in the past. But at this moment he was 
direct and unmistakable. We feel that 
time will make clear the great virtue 
Informing his decision. It deserves more 
praise than can be paid it now.

What is more Importaiit now is in­
sistence on the standard which it sets 
for debate and decision in this country 
in this fateful year.

The first who must observe it with 
the utmost care are the politicians, es­
pecially all candidates for a presidential 
nomination. There is much talk of the 
new politics. This Is said to represent 
a decisive break with the old, with ma­
neuvers and deals aimed at crude parti­
san advantage, with machinery and 
machination, with sharks and shysters, 
with bosses and blather. It concentrates 
on ideals, principles, rational discourse 
on real issues, intelligent choice, respon­
sible performance by the informed citi­
zen and the conscientious office-holder.

■ Certainly the new politics, should it 
prevail, will far fall short of perfection 
in every respect: Politics will not be sin­
less so long as men are sinful. Certain­
ly the old politicians will not eagerly or 
easily abandon their old calculations and 
contrivances. But there is a change al­
ready. Anyone alert to the present at- 
mo:3phere knows that this is so. And the 
change will proceed.

Every man who comes before 'the peo­
ple in 1968 and asks their support for 
the higfhest office, must reckon with 
the change. It is desirable that all presi­
dential aspirants do so out of conviction. 
Anyone who fakes compliance will be de­
tected and discarded. The stage is set 
for something finer and more exigenjt 
than what hM been tolerated in the past, 
and the person who expecU to vrin by 
tricks and trimming will find himself run' 
off the stage.

But Mr. Johnson’s example is not for 
presidential candidates only. It is Ito be 
heeded by all who are prominent in the 
various contentions occurring in our so­
ciety. They, like him, must put first what 
is of vital moment to the country, and 
put aside what is nqt.

Thus, the leaders in the quest for racial 
justice must rigorously examine them­
selves as to motives and methods. What 
they seek is good, but is every incentive, 
and every means? Are they in any de­
gree prompted by personal ambiUon, lust 
for power, vengeance? Have they dispas­
sionately considered the upshot of the 
course they advocate, the violence they 
may trigger, the disaffection they may 
breed, the peril in which they may 
plunge the nation? What Ithey say and 
do must be governed by the capital con­
sideration of the common good. No less 
must those who bid the Negro wait, 
scrutinize their own case, their own 
motivation, and the likely result of their 
stance and utterance.

Mr. Johnson has cleared the air. It 
had been muggy, oppressive., ominous. 
It had been thick and ugly. A few elec­
trifying ' words have changed that. But, 
for how long? We believe that, as what 
has happened comes home to the peo­
ple, they will Insist that all who would 
lead in the public business and in the 
social struggle must conform to the 
standard he has now set.

WASHINGTON —  W hei the 
numbing news came on Thurs­
day night of the brutal assas­
sination of Martin Luther 
King, the usually decl^ve 
Stokely Carmichael was in a 
momen'tary state of confusion 
and inaction— ûntil he received 
a mysterious telephone call 
from an unknown souiice.

After that conversation, Car­
michael was his old self. He an­
nounced that he would immedi­
ately go into the Negro ghetto 
on Washington’s Northwest 
Side to demand that stores 
close out of respect for Dr. 
King. Not surprisingly, Carmi­
chael’s efforts degenerated into 
looting by Negro youths later 
in the evening (though Stoke­
ly, for a time, tried to discour­
age it). Moreover, he was back 
in Washington’s streets Friday 
morning leading a  march which 
preceded waves of new violence.

The mobilization of Oamil- 
chael by a single phone call re­
inforces su.9picions of Negro 
leaders who believe he is guided 
through his othelwiae inexplic­
able shifts of strateg;y by un­
seen — and undetermined — 
forces. After returning several 
months ago from a long so­
journ in Communist countrldb, 
he dropped his advocacy of vio­
lence for a calmer populojf- 
front line couched in Leninist 
vocabo^lary. A few weeks ago, 
however, Carmichael abruptly 
switched back to advocating 
violence.

What makes the source of 
Carmichael's aberrations so 
frighteningly pertinent lf» that 
he may be the Negro filling 
the void left by Dr. King as 
the charismatic leader of the 
Negro masses.

The Rev. Ralph Abernathy, 
King’s successor as head of the 
Southern Christian Leadership 
Conference (SCLC), will main­
tain his martyred chief’s prin­
ciple of non-violence. But 
neither he nor any of the other 
SOLC lieutenants can com­
mand national attention among 
the militant youths of the na-- 
tion.

Nor do any of the middle- 
aged, middle-class Negro lead­
ers summoned to the White 
House on Friday by President 
Johnson. I t  is significant that 
when Negro youths took to 
Wasiilngton’s streets Thursday 
night, none of the established 

^ iv ll rights leaders were on 
h'ond. Only two prominent Ne­

groes were in the ghetto: Car­
michael and Chuck Stone, chief 
aide of Adam Clayton Powell 
and a preacher of political— 
not physical—^black power.

Indeed, there are only two 
black leaders today nationally 
with the charisma to replace 
Dr. King. One is Powell —  ail­
ing, aging, embittered, self- 
exiled much of the time in the 
Caribbean. The other is Caiml- 
chael.

Moreover, Cannichael fits 
perfectly with the flerca new 
ghetto mood. Wherever militant 
Negro youths have gathered In 
recent weeks, there has been 
one subject: Querrilla warfare. 
The militants claim th at the de­
partment store fires In Chicago 
and New York began this war 
and grimly warn of more so­
phisticated anti-white assaults 
such as dynamiting power

The key to the oratory of 

Senator Eugene MleOarthy, as 
we judged through hearing his 
Hartford speech twice, Is the 
extreme extent to which he 
flattem his audiences.

There really ought to be a  
law of restraint, or of decency, 
to be imposed upon those occa­
sional political orators who 
seek out for themselves the 
relatively kmely advantages of 
the McCarthy techniques. For  
they are almost os unscrupu­
lous and designing In their 
way, we tiilidc, as the extremee 
at the other end of all the 
styles of oratory —  tiie charac­
ters who rant and shout and 
stomp and thump and gesture.

Such characters carry their 
t a ^ t s  to excess, and usually 
pay. In the end, by having the 
electorate grow dull to their 
noisy, tiresome, .iltiamatic ap­
peals.

Senator McCarthy, on the 
other hand, carries his ' tech­
niques of reetndnt to a  similar 
excess.

There was npt a  single mo­
ment, during his Bushnell ad­
dress, when any gesture of his 
signaled his audience that 
here was a  thne to rouse It­
self.

There was not a  single word, 
or phrase. In his speech which 
stood out because it received a 
vocal treatment from him 
which raised it one decibel In 
importance above anotber.

*IV> the perverse contrary, in 
fact. Senator McCarthy has a 
nasty habit of lowering his 
voice just a  little bit when be 
is uttering some word which 
has a little special meaning In 
the context of his speech.

The speech ended as quietly 
as it began. A t the opening, he 
began talking. A t the end, he 
ceased talking.

All this imposes a terrific 
burden on the McCarthy audi­
ence.

I t  is compelled to listen pre­
cisely to what the speaker is 
saying if it is to seize any 
meaning for itself, or arrive a t 
any moment for stir and ap­
plause. It has bo bake the flat 
'words In its ear and into its 
brain and have its brain signal 
its own reaction. Otherwise, It 
would sit there all through the 
speech like a flat vegetable.

It Is by imposing this ter­
rific burden upon his audience 
that Senator McCarthy confers 
upon It that consummate indi­
rect flattery so much more ful­
some. than any full hour of di­
rect praise oould ever be.

Senator McCarthy, the rogue, 
pretends to rely unprotectedly 
on the intelligence of his audi­
ence, and on the Intelligence of 
the American people. This, obn 
vlously enough once It is recog­
nized for what it is, Is what 
makes him the imorthodox 
dangerous fellow he is.

Even with his unmatched 
prestige and spell-binding ora­
tory, Dr. King had been los­
ing ground of late among the 
ghetto militants. Charmichael 
obviously was waiting for 
King's Poor People's March on 
Washington later this month to 
fall, edther by falling short of 
its dimly stated goals or by ac­
quiescing in some unenforce­
able agreement with the gov­
ernment.

Bair Describes Plan 
For In-City Busing

There is “absolutely no intent” on the part of the 
Hartford Board of Education to force Project Concern 
—the busing of disadvantaged city youngsters to sub­
urban schools— on any area towns, Hartford Superin­
tendent of Schools Medill Bair told the Manchester 
Board of Education last night.

But Bair said he h<oped toot
towns would 'volimtarily accept 
the program and the responsi­
bility to  help provide “quailty, 
integTotod education” for some 
of toe non-white children from 
the toner city.

B air said that while he be­
lieved Project Concem-itype 
programs “wlU not solve toe 
problems of integration, toey 
can pio'vide a measure of hope 
for some children.”

" I  am firmly convinced,” he 
said, “that toe only quality edu­
cation we can gi'vie toese Mds is 
quality integrated education 
and that under our present con­
ditions there is no solution to

voted to defer action until after 
an April 30 advisory referen­
dum.

Bair said that as of July 1, 
Project Concern will come com­
pletely under the jurisdiction of 
the Hartford' Board of Educa­
tion and that $327,000 of Hart­
ford tax dollars will be allocat­
ed toward costs of the program. 
Some federal money may also 
be forthcoming under the 
Elementary and Secondary Ed­
ucation Act, he stated.

It Is the city’s Intent to con­
tinue the same kinds of serv­
ices—such as supportive teach­

Residents Surveyed

Radio, TV Not Filling
News
DETROIT (AP) —For nearly 

five months the two million resi­
dents of the Detroit area have 
had to depend on radio and tele­
vision and a scant supply of 
newspapers from outside the 
city for their news.

Detroit Mayor Jerome P. Ca- 
vanagh, feels these sources 
don’t sufficiently fill the void 
created by the 147-day shut­
down of the city's two major 
daily papers.

A spot check showed other 
residents agree.

The mayor felt the lack of 
papers caused such a flurry of 
rumors about impending racial 
strife that he went on television 
earlier, this year to announce a 
special telephone center to help 
quell rumors and to urge ^etro- 
Iters to stop buying guns.

After the assassination of Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. caused 
a brief outbreak in the heavily 
Negro 12th Street area and 
prompted a mobilization of the 
National Guard, Cavanajgh 
made a special appeal to Uie 
publishers and unions involved 
in the strike to resume publica­
tion to ease racial tensions.

‘"Ihe right of the people to 
know what is happening in De­
troit at the present time is of ut-

most importance,”  the mayor 
said.

The publishers responded by 
saying they were ready to sup­
ply "ground rules” Cavanagh 
requested leading to a possible 
resumption of publication, but 
the Council of Newspaper 
Unions refused to go along.

The afternoon Detroit News 
was shut down by a Teamsters 
Union strike last Nov. 16 and 
the morning Free Press closed 
the next day, saying it negotiat­
ed some contracts jointly with 
the News. The Teamsters have 
since settled with the two pap­
ers, but four other unions are 
now on strike.

A labor mediator, Prof. Na­
than P. Felnslnge, was brought 
in March 23 to help move the 
sides toward settlement. Cavan­
agh says that since then there 
has been some progrress in bar­
gaining on noneconomic matters 
but little movement on money 
Issues.

150 Feared Drowned

New Zealand Ferry Capsizes
WELLINGTON, New Zealand 

(AP) — An ocean-going ferry 
with 614 aboard ran aground at 
Wellington harbor’s mouth to­
day and capsized in one of the 
fieroest stonns in New Zea­
land’s history. Officials • feared 
160 drowned.

With winds of up to 123 miles 
an hour lashing the seas into 
high waves, the 8,944-ton ferry 
Wahine keeled over and dumped 
passengers and crew into the 
icy water.

A rescue armada of small 
boats dared the high waves and 
plucked many survivors from 
the water. Others escaped in 
lifeboats. Searchers reported 42 
bodies had been picked up, ei­
ther in the water or along three 
miles of shore stretching from 
the harbor entrance.

Wellington hospitals were 
packed with survivors Suffering 
from Injuries or exposure. Other 
survivors were in private 
homes.

As night fell, and searchlights 
swept the dark seas, officials 
said more than 100 passengers 
and crew were unaccounted for.

Most survivors said that there

was no panic when the Wahine 
hit the shoal or even when the 
ferry began to keel over.

Hilda Quinn said, however, 
there was chaos in the lounge, 
where many women and chil­
dren were waiting.

“ Women were running around 
calling for their children,”  she 
conttnued. "This is when they 
got separated.

"It was terrible. The ship was 
tilting right over. To get to the 
boats we just sat down and slid 
to the rail, where men helped us 
in the boats. They were lifting 
little kiddies over the side and 
dropping them into a boat. My 
sister and I grabbed a baby 
each.’ ’

Mrs. Quinn said she saw a 
baby, about 12 months old, float­
ing in the water on its back. 
The baby was rescued.

The Wahine lay on its side 
half out of water about a mile 
from shore.

The total aboard Included the 
crew o f about 180.

The Wahine, owned by the Un­
ion Steamship CO., hit a rocky 
shoal about 7 a.m. just inside 
Welllngfton Harbor as riie

neared the end of her’ dally 11- 
hour run up the east coast of 
New Zealand’s South Island 
from Christchurch to Welling­
ton, at the southern tip of North 
Island.

While gales of up to 123 miles 
an hour made the sea boil 
around her, the Wahine freed 
herself from the shoal and an­
chored about a mile offshore 
with a hole in her hull. A tug got 
a line aboard but it snapped.

An hour later the engineroom 
was flooded and the ferry rapid­
ly listed to starboard. The order 
to abandon ship was given. A 
steward reported the evacuation 
started in an orderly manner, 
with women and children going 
off first. But the ship capsized ' 
and went under as passengers 
and crewmen were still jumping 
from her.

The storm blew Itself out and 
the sea calmed, leaving a strong 
tidal rip in the cold winter wat­
ers. Meanwhile, an armada of 
lifeboats and small craft 
combed the area, pulling the 
shaking survivors from the har­
bor and rushing them to shore.

But when it began 
early in March, a force of 13,000 
Viet Cong and units of two 
North Vietnamese regiments 
were reported maneuvering 
around the capital, possibly for 
a renewal of the Tet offensive 
against the city.
