Residents Surveyed

Radio, TV Not Filling
News
DETROIT (AP) —For nearly 

five months the two million resi­
dents of the Detroit area have 
had to depend on radio and tele­
vision and a scant supply of 
newspapers from outside the 
city for their news.

Detroit Mayor Jerome P. Ca- 
vanagh, feels these sources 
don’t sufficiently fill the void 
created by the 147-day shut­
down of the city's two major 
daily papers.

A spot check showed other 
residents agree.

The mayor felt the lack of 
papers caused such a flurry of 
rumors about impending racial 
strife that he went on television 
earlier, this year to announce a 
special telephone center to help 
quell rumors and to urge ^etro- 
Iters to stop buying guns.

After the assassination of Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. caused 
a brief outbreak in the heavily 
Negro 12th Street area and 
prompted a mobilization of the 
National Guard, Cavanajgh 
made a special appeal to Uie 
publishers and unions involved 
in the strike to resume publica­
tion to ease racial tensions.

‘"Ihe right of the people to 
know what is happening in De­
troit at the present time is of ut-

most importance,”  the mayor 
said.

The publishers responded by 
saying they were ready to sup­
ply "ground rules” Cavanagh 
requested leading to a possible 
resumption of publication, but 
the Council of Newspaper 
Unions refused to go along. 
They urged, instead, around- 
the-clock bargaining sessions.

The afternoon Detroit News 
was shut down by a Teamsters 
Union strike last Nov. 16 and 
the morning Free Press closed 
the next day, saying it negotiat­
ed some contracts jointly with 
the News. The Teamsters have 
since settled with the two pap­
ers, but four other unions are 
now on strike.

A labor mediator, Prof. Na­
than P. Felnslnge, was brought 
in March 23 to help move the 
sides toward settlement. Cavan­
agh says that since then there 
has been some progrress in bar­
gaining on noneconomic matters 
but little movement on money 
Issues.

150 Feared Drowned

New Zealand Ferry Capsizes
WELLINGTON, New Zealand 

(AP) — An ocean-going ferry 
with 614 aboard ran aground at 
Wellington harbor’s mouth to­
day and capsized in one of the 
fieroest stonns in New Zea­
land’s history. Officials • feared 
160 drowned.

With winds of up to 123 miles 
an hour lashing the seas into 
high waves, the 8,944-ton ferry 
Wahine keeled over and dumped 
passengers and crew into the 
icy water.

A rescue armada of small 
boats dared the high waves and 
plucked many survivors from 
the water. Others escaped in 
lifeboats. Searchers reported 42 
bodies had been picked up, ei­
ther in the water or along three 
miles of shore stretching from 
the harbor entrance.

Wellington hospitals were 
packed with survivors Suffering 
from Injuries or exposure. Other 
survivors were in private 
homes.

As night fell, and searchlights 
swept the dark seas, officials 
said more than 100 passengers 
and crew were unaccounted for.

Most survivors said that there

was no panic when the Wahine 
hit the shoal or even when the 
ferry began to keel over.

Hilda Quinn said, however, 
there was chaos in the lounge, 
where many women and chil­
dren were waiting.

“ Women were running around 
calling for their children,”  she 
conttnued. "This is when they 
got separated.

"It was terrible. The ship was 
tilting right over. To get to the 
boats we just sat down and slid 
to the rail, where men helped us 
in the boats. They were lifting 
little kiddies over the side and 
dropping them into a boat. My 
sister and I grabbed a baby 
each.’ ’

Mrs. Quinn said she saw a 
baby, about 12 months old, float­
ing in the water on its back. 
The baby was rescued.

The Wahine lay on its side 
half out of water about a mile 
from shore.

The total aboard Included the 
crew o f about 180.

The Wahine, owned by the Un­
ion Steamship CO., hit a rocky 
shoal about 7 a.m. just inside 
Welllngfton Harbor as riie

neared the end of her’ dally 11- 
hour run up the east coast of 
New Zealand’s South Island 
from Christchurch to Welling­
ton, at the southern tip of North 
Island.

While gales of up to 123 miles 
an hour made the sea boil 
around her, the Wahine freed 
herself from the shoal and an­
chored about a mile offshore 
with a hole in her hull. A tug got 
a line aboard but it snapped.

An hour later the engineroom 
was flooded and the ferry rapid­
ly listed to starboard. The order 
to abandon ship was given. A 
steward reported the evacuation 
started in an orderly manner, 
with women and children going 
off first. But the ship capsized ' 
and went under as passengers 
and crewmen were still jumping 
from her.

The storm blew Itself out and 
the sea calmed, leaving a strong 
tidal rip in the cold winter wat­
ers. Meanwhile, an armada of 
lifeboats and small craft 
combed the area, pulling the 
shaking survivors from the har­
bor and rushing them to shore.

While millions of Americans 
watched and listened Tuesday 
bo seven hours of funeral observ­
ances for Dr. Martin Luther 
King Jr. on telqyision and radio, 
the President was closeted at 
his Marine-guarded Wdeaway 
with top diplomatic and mUltary 
advisers.

Vlte President Hubert H. 
Humphrey was his representa­
tive at the King rites.

Johnson’s last official guest at 
Camp David was the U.S. Pacif­
ic commander, Adm. U.S. Grant 
Sharp, who flew in by helicopter 
for an hour’s visit Tuesday 
night. Sharp is retiring In July.

Latest activity on the Vietnam 
peace front began Monday when 
Johnson announced receipt of a 
formal message from Hanoi, re­
plying to his own earlier com­
munication to the North Viet­
namese government.

SAIGON (AP) — More th ^  
100,000 troops of five nations 
fanned out today over the Sai­
gon area and 11 provinces 
around the capital in the biggest 
allied offensive of the war. Only 
light, scattered action was re­
ported, and a general lull in the 
ground fighting in Vietnam con­
tinued for the second day.

The U.S. Command an­
nounced that the big new sweep 
around the capital. Operation 
Toam Thang, or C!omplete Victo­
ry, began Monday. Its objective 
is the Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese troops who got away 
from the 60,000 American and 
South Vietnamese troops in Op­
eration Quyet Thang, or Re­
solved to Win.

U.S. headquarters announced 
Tuesday that Quyet Thang, a 
sweep of five provinces around 
Saigon, had ended with 2,668 en­
emy killed. But when it began 
early in March, a force of 13,000 
Viet Cong and units of two 
North Vietnamese regiments 
were reported maneuvering 
around the capital, possibly for 
a renewal of the Tet offensive 
against the city.

U.S.. spokesmen expledned 
that Quyet Thang and all other 
allied operations in the 3rd 
Corps area terminated Simday, 
and all allied forces which had 
been participating in (hem be- 
gatf Toan Thang on Monday.

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Book Review
THE MAOIC ANIMAL — 

Mankind Revlalted. By Philip 
Wyli*. Doubleday. $S.9S.

A quarter of a century ago 
Wylie ahook up the reading pub- 
Ho wMh “ generation of Vipers,” 
an angry, slashing attack on 
America and its folkways.

He still is an image-smasher, 
still in Impatient revolt against 
mankind’s stupidities, hypocriti­
cal lunacies and evil ways, 
though perhaps his voice isn’t 
always as shrill as it once was.

He calls this book a compan­
ion piece to ’ ’Oeneratlon,”  of­
fered as a demonstration that 
he can be for something as well 
as against, and that he has 
some ideas on how to mend our 
ways.

This time he takes all man­
kind as his province. Ranging 
through many biological fields, 
especially the relatively new 
science of eUiology, he repeat­
edly makes the point that man 
went against all natural law 
when he Invented an after-life 
and dubbed himself as being 
above the animals. It is h i^  
time, he declares, that man 
realises he still is an instinctual 
animal, still liable to pressures 
of nature to continue the spe­
cies.

In that respect Wylie is very 
much up to the minute. He is 
quite in tune wiith such current 
books as Ardrey’s "The Territo­
rial Imperative,”  Lorens’ "On 
Aggression,”  Morris’ "H ie 
Naked Ape”  and KoesUer’s 
‘"n ie Ghost in the Machine.’ ’

In other fields, too, he has 
come a long way in 26 years.

For example, in discussing gov­
ernment he is in accord with 
Galbraith’s ‘“Ihe New Indus­
trial State.”

Wylie lashes out In sJl direc- 
tlons. His targets include all re­
ligions, overpopulation, pollu­
tion, "instant evetyUiing,”  the 
younger generaUmi, and those 
ivory tower sclenttsts whom he 
considers amoral and socially 
irresponsible.

He submits as his discovery 
the Idea that man’s greatest at­
tribute is his imagination, but' 
that when man used imagina­
tion to "enter the territory of 
time,”  he "becam e a man, and 
couldn’t stand it.”

What's his answer to our pre­
dicament? He sums it up this 
way: “ Man must, to become 
moral, define good as that way 
of life which Is dedicated alto­
gether to posterity.”

Wylie is an exhorter, and 
therefore never subtle. He gives 
you the needle and the fir- 
cracker. At times you may 
think he is being outrageous, 
but you can’t be complacent 
about him. He is shaking things 
up again.

The miracle of 
candlelight

The candle, provider of ligTht for Europe since 
the end o f the second centuiy, was essential 
to the colonists when they firrt settled New 
En^and. A t first, the supply o f candles was 
imported from  England for the colonists had 
to preserve their cattle from which 'tallow was 
exijacted, in order to produce essential milk, 
butter and cheese. Instead, deer suet, bear 
grease, moose fat, beeswax and hayberry wax 
werf used for the first American-m^e candles. 
The first Early American candles were mat^ by 
dipping. When fat and water were heated t<v 
gether, the fat rose to the surface. TTie wicks, 
which were tied in rows frmn sticks, were dip­
ped into the fat, removed and hung between 
chairs to diy. This process was repea'ted again 
and again as the fat hardened until candles 
o f the proper size had been made.
There was little advancement in candle making 
until the 15th century when candle molds were 
intioduced. The colonists used molds o f wood 
or tan in v ^ o u s  sizes from one to seventy can­
dles at a time. The tips of the wicks were used 
to pull the candles frcrni the mold when hard. 
Today, candles are made from parkin wax, 
fatty acids or scale wax and in many colors and 
aromas. Wicks are pickled in a solution o f boric 
acid and niter, or sal ammoniac to retard their 
burning. Wicks are hung in frames o f six 
dozen on elevent foot revolving wheels. These 
wheels hold 16 frames and after each dipping a 
fan cools the wax and it is ready for another 
dipping as the wheel revolves. Spirals and twists 
are made in molds of 12ŷ  to 87i^ dozen at a 
timel

TTiey are toe church oouncU of 
Second (Jongregatlonal Church, 
the executive board of toe 
Buckley School PTA, and the 
Manchester F'ederajfion of 
Teachers.

The actions of all three or- 
ganiaations were reported as 
imanimouB, and have resulted 
In resolutions o f support for toe 
project.

Under Project Concern, 62 
non-whito youngsters from 
Hartford’s North End are cur­
rently being bused to Manches­
ter elementary schools. Hart­
ford has asked that the pro­
gram be continued here next 
year.

The Manchester Board of 
Educaition has voted to defer 
action on the requert until af­
ter an advisory vote by the 
electorate, which will be part 
of the April 30 Town Referen­
dum,

The church resolution stat­
ed: “The Council o f Second Con­
gregational <3hurch reaffirms 
its support of Project (Concern 
and urges both its continuance 
and an affirmative vote on the 
referendum.”

Two years ago, when parti­
cipation In the project was first 
being considered. Second Church 
voted Its support of the educa­
tional experiment and its clergy 
took a strong public stand, the 
council points out.

It adds: "It is |he consensus 
of Second Church that Project 
Concern has been a successful 
program and has benefited both 
Hartford and Manchester— not 
only economically and educa­
tionally, but also morally.”

The Buckley PTA executive 
board said: "For the past two 
years, 19 children have attend­
ed Buckley School as part of 
the busing experiment.

"On March 19 the members of

the Child Study Group Invited 
Hartford parents to a coffee and 
had an opportunity to hear first­
hand reactions about the proj­
ect from 11 Hartford mothers.

"These parents Indicated their 
pleasure with their youngsters’ 
Involvement In the experiment, 
and their enthusiasm convinced 
Buckley School parents of the 
need to continue this project.”

The Manchester Federation of 
Teachers, In voicing its support 
for the project, also called for 
an affirmative vote at the 
Town Referendum.

It added, "In view of the re­
cent, unrest In ghetto areas, the 
Federation feels It is doubly im­

portant that Project Concern 
not be dropped by Manchester.

"The project has proven to 
be a rewarding social and ed- 
ifcationol experience for both 
Manchester and Hartford chil­
dren.”

natio.i to look at itself anew as 
they pledged at the final rites to 
carry out his crusade against 
racism, poverty and injustice.

"Let us see to it that we do 
not dishonor his name by trying 
to solve our problems through 
rioting In the streets," urged 
Dr. Benjamin E. Mays, retired 
president of Morehouse College, 
King’s alma mater, where out­
door services were held.

"But let us see to it also that 
the conditions that cause riots 
are promptly removed,”  said 
Mays. "Let black and white 
alike search their hearts; and if 
there be any prejudice in our 
hearts against any racial or eth­
nic group, let us exterminate 
It.”

Maya, who taught King in col­
lege, said the American people. 
Including Memphis officials, are 
in part responsible for the as- 
saisination. In a similar vein, 
the biraclal Southern Regional 
Council, a human rights organi­
zation, said in a four-column 
newspaper ad that white Ameri­
ca faces "the choice between 
the kind of society for which Dr.

King lived and died, and the 
kind of society which denies 
equal opportunity.’ ’

March'ng had been a big part 
of King’s life.' So In death, there 
was a final march for Martin 
Luther King. His wrealh- 
ihrouded coffin traveled more 
than four miles over Atlanta 
c treats In a faded green farm 
wagon drawn by two brown 
mules—symbolic of the poor 
whose cause he had taken up.

'Thousands marched with King 
the last time.

Ahead of the old wagon, be­
hind it, beside it, in wide and 
tmeven columns, numbering up­
wards oi 60,000, they marched 
with the man who was called by 
moat of the black mourners sim­
ply "our leader."

At the Morehouse rites follow­
ing the march from Ebenezer 
Baptist Church, attendance was 
estimated at 160,000 by police. 
Red Cross workers cared for 
several hundred persons strick­
en by heat exhaustion in 80-de­
gree weather.

’The prominent names at a 
memorial service In Ebenezer, 
where King was co-pastor with 
his father. Included Vice Presi­
dent Hubert H. Humphrey, rep­
resenting President Johnson. 
The vice president got up to 
move to the front pew where 
King’s widow sat with her four 
children and there he offered 
condolences to her.

Other notables at the service 
Included Mrs. John F. Kennedy, 
who like Mrs. King was wi­

dowed by an assassin’s bullet; 
Sena. Robert F. Kennedy of 
New. Tork and Edward M. Ken­
nedy of Massachusetts; Sen. 
Eugene J. McCarthy of Mlraie- 
soba; former Vice President 
Richard M. Nixon, Qov.’ Nelson 
A. Rockfeller of New York; 
Oov. George Romney of Michi­
gan, and former Gov. Carl E. 
Sanders of Georgia.

Gov. Lester Maddox, who dis­
agreed with King’s tactics and 
closed a restaurant rather than 
Integrate It before taking office, 
did not attend nor did he send a 
representative. Maddox closed 
the Capitol esu-ly, at 2 pjn., for 
what he called security reasons 
as 160 state troopers stood by In­
side the building.

National Guardsmen were air­
lifted Into the AUanta area dur­
ing the funeral; more than 2,000 
stood by at Dobbins Air Force 
Base In jilarietta. Authorities 
described the move as precau­
tionary.

By the time the day-long rites 
drew to an end on a grassy 
slope In the cemetery, founded 
80 years ago by Negroes be­
cause of racial discrimination, 
the skies were overcast and rain 
threatened.

"Earth to earth, ashes to ash­
es and dust to dust,”  came the 
familiar ritual as the Rev. 
Ralph D. Abernathy, King’s 
close associate and now his suc­
cessor, performed the final 
symbolic rite of interment. Ab­
ernathy succeeds King as presi­
dent of Southern Christian Lead­
ership Conference.

The U.8. Command said the 
aim of the new drive is "the 
elimination of enemy forces 
throughout the 11 provinces in 
the 3rd Corps tactical zone.”

The operation involves three 
U.S. divisions and the equiva­
lent of a fourth, three South 
Vietnamese divisions, two South 
Vietnamese paratroop and ma­
rine task forces, the 1st Austra­
lian Task Force, which includes 
New Zealand troops, and the 
Royal Thai Army Re^ment.

U.S. units taking part are the 
1st, 26th and 9th Infantry Divi­
sions, the 3rd Brigade of the 
101st Airborne Division, the 
199th Lig^t Infantry Brigade 
and the llth  Armored Cavalry 
Regiment.

A spokesman said Operation 
Toan m ang combines the "ef­
forts and resources of all allied 
forces m the 3rd Corps tactical 
zone In accomplishing the 
task.”

TTiere was no report of casual­
ties so far in the operation.

No major ground fighting was 
reported elsewhere in Vietnam 
for the second straight day, and 
for the first time in nearly three 
months not a single enemy mor­
tar, rocket or artillery round' 
landed on the shell-scarred Ma­
rine combat base at Khe Sanh 
over a  24-hour period. From 
Jan. 21 until Tuesday, North 
Vietnamese gunners had kept 
tip a  relentless daily Celling, 
sometimes as many as 1,600 
rounds in one day, sometimes 
as few as 60.

The 20,000-man allied force 
that relieved the Marines at 
Khe Sanh last week continued 
finding bodies of North Viet­
namese killed in the relentless 
air and artillery bombardment 
with which U.S. forces had 
pounded the hills and jungles 
around the base in the north­
west comer of the country.

GIs from the U.S. 1st Air Cav­
alry Division and South Viet­
namese troops said they found 
169 enemy bodies Tuesday 
bringing their total to 367 in four 
days. Allied units also discov­
ered two weapons caches con­
taining 67 individual and 16 
crew-served weapons, 1,660 
mortar rounds, 2,000 Chinese 
grenades, 600 pounds of dyna­
mite and 60,000 rifle bullets.

The big U.S. B62 Stratofor- 
tresses flew four raids in the 
central highlands Tuesday 
night, attacking close to the 
Cambodian border amid evi­
dence of a North Vietnamese 
buildup there. New supply roads 
and infiltration trails wrlnding in 
from Cambodia have been spot­
ted.

The giant bombers also have 
been saturating the A Shau Val­
ley farther north, where U.S. in­
telligence reports say intense 
new enemy activity is imder 
way. Three other B62 raids 
were flown Tuesday night and 
this morning 16,miles southwest 
of Hue, not far from the A Shau 
Valley.

In Saigon, President Nguyen 
Van Thleu asked the National 
Assembly to vote general mobi­
lization of the country. "Whllo 
preparing for peace,” he told a 
Joint House-Senate session, “we 
must Increase our fighting po­
tential more than ever.”

Tlileu on March 31 had said 
his government would order mo- 
btilzation this fall if the Viet 
Cong continued their attacks. 
His only explanation for intro­
ducing the bill now was that the 
government’s position has to be 
strong so the Communists will 
"know they cannot win” and 
will accept peace talks. Bat 
W ashlng^n's maneuvering for 
peace talks has many of the leg-

Thleu told the joint assembly 
that a complete halt in bombing 
of North Vietnam would be un­
acceptable to his government 
unless "the Communists with­
draw their troops from South 
Vietnam emd reduce their 
aggressive acts.”

The president also said he will 
accept President Johnson’s invi­
tation to visit the United States. 
He gave no indication of when 
he expected to go.

Thieu gave no details of the 
mobilization bill, but informed 
sources said it would extend the 
draft to males between 18 and 
40 or older and would provide 
for the recall of most reserves 
and veterans. Presumably gen­
eral mobilization also would en­
tail drastic economic measures.

’Thleu already has announced 
plans to Increase South Viet­
nam’s armed forces by 136,000 
men this year. ’Those pulled in 
under general mobilization 
would be in addition to this.

Set for Vote
A special town meeUng will

*nie Medium Wes The Nation
D iere was a Ions' span of tim e Tues­

day—the seemingly endless singing of 
the hymn “ Whore He Leads Mo I Will 
Follow”  at AUanta—when this seemed 
to be one nation united, by one medium. 
In one mood and one thought and one 
action.

In that long, endless moment, with 
the slow words of the hymn repeating 
themselTea endlessly. It seemed that oU 
the world and all Its problems and all Its 
unities and disunities alike had been 
dissolved into that one continuous wave 
of sound. If it could only go on forever, 
prove truly endless, one thought, this 
one experience could be all that re­
mained of human existence on this 
earth. In this society.

But the throats which had been pro­
ducing the hymn did not take the endless 
reprise. The moment vras not endless. 
Eventually, It dissolved into its com­
ponent parts.

One of these component parts was the 
medium.

It was on this day, as on the day of 
the funeral of President Jolm F . Ken­
nedy, that television attained a stature 
almost beycoid the stature of art, because 
It bound a whole nation into the final 
realisation of the depth and meaning of 
the tragedy being enacted.

This was, and Is, remember, the 
medium which, in some performances, 
seems hardly able to pause between 
commercials to give a smattering of the 
news. It is the medium which. In Its 
deliberative choices of what is supposed 
to interest, absorb, entertain the Am er­
ican people, sometimes seems In ca^ble  
of taste {fhd sensitivity. It Is a medium 
which sometimes seem s. In its serious 
attem pts to represent us to ourselves, 
a prying invader, a manipulator of 
emotions, a sensatlonalizer of our In- 
noblUtles.

T et, on Tuesday, this same medium 
was willing to devote all day to the 
singing of "W here He Leads Me I VIW 
Follow.”  This same medium brought 
dignity and beauty to the impressive 
sad unity It helped Impose on the nation. 
And it did this, exercising all its some­
tim es Jangled and excessive powers with 
sureness of taste and restraint through­
out all the long ordeal, as If It knew 
that It was Indeed, for the day, the 
medium becoming the nation, the In­
strum entality becoming the reality.

One of the component parts of the day 
was the Negro people.

It was brought into the nation unified 
on television as it had never been 
brought Into the nation before. That 
portion of the Negro population which 
was on display idl day Tuesday was 
that segment which has risen to the top 
In those departments by which the 
standings of individuals In sdclety ore 
rated. They were the more h lg^y edu­
cated, the more talented, the more ac- 
complishful, the more refined Negroes 
of American life. Dr. Martin Luther King 
him self was a cultivated man. It was 
impressive, Tuesday, to see how much 
accomplishment, how much culture, how 
much polish, how much ability, the 
Negro race had accumulated at the top 
of its own structure.

But In the presentation of the Negro 
race which was made Tuesday there 
was more than the culture and success 
and Impressive Intellect of those at the 
top. There were other qualities which 
were also gifts to the nation. There were 
the beautiful faces made more beautiful 
still by their sadness. There were the 
myriad gentlenesses of mien and con­
duct.

Above all, in these people who moved 
so much closer to all the rest of Amer­
ica Tuesday, in the medium which was 
the nation, there was the spirituality 
which told the hearers and watchers of 
many faiths and of no faith that here 
was the power and surge of belief, of 
elemental union with universe, which 
seemed to make the religion Involved a 
particularly vital force, an organic and 
not merely a doctrinal reality.

In Dr. Martin Luther King there 
seemed that sam e combination of dis­
tinctive Intellectual attainment with

greatness and deepness and natural force 
of soul.

The other great component part of 
the day was the rest of this nation, 
watching, listening, absorbing the sad 
beauty, the stem  and- horrible meaning, 
the desperate necessity for hope as this 
greatest of all humanly produced pas­
sion plays unfolded. For the sleeping, 
the casual, the well-intended but never 
totally committed part of this great 
m ajority, the experience yesterday was 
like that of being drawn out of its own 
separate consciousness Into some almost 
m ystic merging with a new whole. It 
may be that, thanks to the medium, 
and the way It brought the components 
of this nation together, nothing will ever 
be quite the same again. It might be a 
better, stronger Amoricet.

Some “Disarray”
In one of those mishaps which can 

mlshappen on any newspaper, the New 
York Times carried. In Its “ News 
Summary And Index”  the other day a 
caption which read as foUows; “M c­
Carthy’s Camp Found To Be In Dis­
array. Page 84.”

Neither on Page 84, nor on any other 
page of that Issue was there any news 
story under any such headline, so that 
the only disarray Illustrated was one 
Inside the normally efficient operations 
of the New York Tim es Itself.

As a result of this mishappenlng, we 
may never read, now, about the sham­
bles, the Inefficiency, the loose ends, 
the lack of sensible and orderly chains 
of command, the sheer total disorgani­
zation of the organization which Is in 
charge of Senator McCarthy’s quest of 
delegates to the Democratic National 
Convention.

But our Judgment would, we feel 
sure, be Just the same even if we had 
been privileged to read the detailed 
analysis of the “disarray.”

We would recomend that other can­
didates study the McCarthy “ disarray”  
and try to organize a little of it for 
themselves. For we think It indisputable 
that. In 1968 so far, the m ost efficient 
production of votes per dollar, per man- 
woman-chlld-hour, so efficient a raitlo 
It may establish a record for all time, 
has been that of the McCarthy cam­
paign.

SHAMEt *
(Martin Luther King 1929-1968)

Just when the entire world was hope­
fully applauding America for leading the 
way down the road to possible peace in 
southeast Asia, there comes the shame­
ful tragedy of Memphis, Tennessee, 
where the assassin’s bullet once again 
must have peoples of all nations won­
dering about the barbarism of the rich­
est and supposedly most enlightened so­
ciety In the universe.

The shame lor what happened to Mar­
tin Luther King cannot be laid at the 
door of the assassin exclusively nor can 
the total onus be heaped upon the forces 
of protection In Tennessee which permit­
ted it to happen. Actually, the blame is 
the blame of every American in vary­
ing degrees. Even those, who both here 
in Bristol and across the nation, have 
labored valiantly lor the cause of civil 
rights, have not done enough. As long 
as a man can be shot down in cold blood 
because his color and his views do not 
suit the white community, nobody will 
have done enough.

A visibly shaken Pnieldent Johnson, 
who has before him the tentbly demand­
ing task right now of convincing the 
world that (the United States really wants 
peace and Justice for all, has been given 
an added burden because of the world­
wide distrust of America the King as­
sassination is bound to create. Mr. John­
son apparently was so sobered by the 
tragedy of Memphis that he decided to 
delay for a day his momentous peace 
mission to Honolulu. And he gave all of 
us excellent advice when in his com- 
men|t on Doctor King he said;

“ I hope that all Americans tonight will 
search their hearts as they ponder this 
most tragic incident.”

Those of us who do honestly search 
our hearts will readily concede that there 
is a great void there when it comes to 
our attitude toward our black neighbors. 
Many of us have never shaken the hand 
of a single Negro. Many more have never 
had a social conversation with a black 
man. In short, the majority of- v/hites 
haven’t the foggriest notion of a Negro's 
character, his joys and his pains, his 
ambitions and dreams, his hope and 
despair.

It is not enough.to claim that we are 
always kind to the Negro girl clerk who 
is the token symbol of Integration in a 
supermarket or department store. It is 
not enough to proclaim our generosity 
in itipping the black bootblack. It is sure­
ly not enough to boast of the cheery word 
we have for the Negro garbage collector. 
There perhaps is a prime example of 
the real underlying cause of the black 
man’s frustration In this country today. 
Why should the percentages of Negro 
garbage collectors and, ironically, of 
fighting men In Vietnam be so much 
higher than ‘those recorded by the white 
majority? Again, why?

Martin Luther King dedicated and gave 
his life to the quest for the answers to 
these distressing problems. If his death,, 
terrible price though it was, awakens 
enough of us to qur personal individual 
reasonslblUtles, then it might some day 
prove to have been a woi^whlle sacri­
fice, even an American redemption.

A few weeks ago the President’s Com- 
mission on Civil Disorders Issued a 
voluminous report of its findings in the 
investigation of racial warfare' in our 
cities. The report has been largely ig­
nored even though it has some of the 
answers needed to prevent events such 
as occurred in Memphis Thiursday.

The time has come for every Ameri­
can to take proper notice of that report 
and Institute the racial remedies It ad­
vocates. If we do not, the death of Doc- 
(tor King will be but a prelude to total 
race war the like of which the world has 
never seen.

America will either grow up now or 
pay the supreme penalty for infantile 
bias and blgfotry later. And probably not 
very much later at that. BRISTOL

TEL AVIV —The desperate 
plight of Israel today, ten 
months after total victory in 
the six-day war against the Ar­
abs, is evident in the fact that' 
a full-scale invasion of Jordon 
cannot now be ruled out.

Some highly-placed Israeli of­
ficials, in fact, talk about the 
posslbelity of instigaUng a coup 
against Jordan’s King Hussein. 
The object: to replace the king 
with a regime, no matter what 
political ideology, that can speak 
and act decisively for his coun­
try. Translated, that means a 
regime willing to deal independ­
ently with Israel without the 
approval of Egypt’s President 
Gamal Abdel Nasser.

The fact .that this objective 
is wholly unrealistic tells much 
about how desperate Israel's 
plight today really is.

Ever since last June, when 
the six-day war put Israeli 
troops on the western edge of 
the Jordon River, Israel has con­
centrated on two goals—a sepa­
rate political arrangement wlth. .̂ 
the 700,000 Palestinian Arabs' 
who live on the conquered West 
Bank, or a separate deal with 
Jordon’s King Hussein, neutraliz­
ing the West Bank in return for 
concessions to Jordon.

As of now, both these plans 
are impossible. Instead, Hus­
sein has been required to throw 
his lot in with the rapidly grow­
ing guerrilla movement, dedic­
ated to recovery of the West 
Bank, or risk loss of his throne. 
And Israel, resorting to force, 
made its massive one-day at­
tack into Jordanian territory on 
March 21.

The universal condemnation of 
that raid has sent shock waves 
through the Israeli government, 
but there is no sign that it will 
alter the basic decision that mil­
itary counter-force is the best 
response to the commando 
raids.

To the contrary, hard evidence 
now in possession of the Israeli 
government on the mounting 
size and intensity of the move­
ment to liberate the West Bank 
promises ever harsher counter­
action by Israel. The risk that 
this could delay a decision by 
the U.S. to send F—4 Phantom 
warplanes to Israel, not to men­
tion possilbe moves in the Unl­
ed Nations to impose sanctions, 
Is secondary.

Every effort by Israel to get 
peace talks with Jordan Is re­
sulting in an increase in com­
mando raids across the Jor­
dan, a coiuequent escalation ol 
Israeli reprisals, and, in turn, a 
rapid growth of commando vol­
unteers.

Hundreds of Jordanian stu­

dents in Europe, many of them 
in Germany, are now flocking 
to the underground colors of the 
Fedayeen commandos. The 
principal training ground ap­
pears to be in Egypt, where the 
old 141st Palestine commando 
battalion, centered in the baza 
Strip before it was occupied by 
Israel last June, has been flesh­
ed with volunteers and is now 
being slipped into Jordan. .Evi­
dence that this battalion is bach 
in action was discovered in pa­
pers found on a commando kill­
ed in the March 21 raid.

Officers of commando units In 
the Palestine li^ratlon army, 
which were prMjpbsly attached 
to the armies 'o f Egfypt, Syria, 
and Iraq, are now being detach­
ed, given special training, and 
sent to Jordan’s commando bas­
es.

PHnally, an entire battalion of 
Palestinian refugees which had 
been attached to the regular 
Iraqi army is now believed to 
be somewhere on the Jordan 
River, intact, as part of the 
grrowing commando force.

Future military operations by 
Israel agdinst the rising com­
mando peril are, of course, top 
secret. It con be reported, how­
ever, that the Israeli high

command, the most skilled gen­
eral staff in any army today, 
has decided on one extreme 
step—construction of a “ McNa­
mara line”  along the whole 85- 
mlle border with Jordan, most 
of it along the natural defense 
line of the river.

A fence, backed with hidden 
mines, sensors, and strong 
points, has received all but fi­
nal approval, despite extraordi­
nary costs, after extensive con­
sultation with U.S. military of­
ficials. Whatever else it accom­
plishes, this defensive strategry 
is likely to seal most of the West 
Bank onto Israel for years to 
come. Moreover, it will not re­
duce Israel’s intention to use its 
overwhelming military power to 
extract an eye for a tooth as 
commando raids increase — in­
cluding the possibility of an at­
tack far into Jordanian territory 
with an intention to stay.

NEW HAVEN (AP)—BncldenU 
of firebomblngs, looting and win­
dow-smashing erupted Tuesday 
night and early today in New 
Haven, Stamford, Hartford and 
Bridgeport.

Police arrested about 40 per­
sons and detained about 20 ju­
veniles in New Haven made 20 
arrests in Stamford, and arrest­
ed about 8 youths in Bridgeport.

Police in Stamford reported 
some gunfire and said that a 
bullet struck a gas mask worn 
by one of the policemen. The 
policeman was not hurt, how­
ever.

Scattered Incidents of fires— 
one of them a two-alarmer — 
smashing of windows and loot­
ing plagued Hartford.

The New Haven and Hartford 
troubles centered in Negro 
neighborhoods. In Stamford, 
bands of Negro youths roved the 
downtown area. Some store win­
dows were smashed, rocks were 
thrown at police, and a fire 
caused serious damage to a 
storage shed.

Stamford Police Capt. John 
Potts said the disturbances be­
gan at about 8 p.m. and that all 
was quiet by 3 a.m. today.

One Stamford policeman suf­
fered a cut hand, but no other 
injuries were reported.

A public hearing will be held 
tonight a t 8 at the Community 
Hall by the Zoning Commission 
to consider a request for change 
of the R2 Zone (multiple dwell­
ing) to  the R1 Zone (single 
dwelling), In part or In its en­
tirety.

’The request was made In the 
form of a petition presented to 
the commission at a meeting 
Feb. 15. ’The petitioners asked 
that the present R2 zone "east 
of the railroad tracks, north of 
the Andover town line, west of 
the Coventry town line, south 
of Rt. 44A’’ be rezoned to Rl.

As can be seen from the 
map. the R2 zone also extends 
north of Rt. 44A. west of Ver­
non Rd. to the Manchester town 
line, and along Camp Meeting 
Rd., and In the Carpenter Rd., 
Williams Rd., Riga La. area.

’The Zoning Commission wUl 
consider both the specific re­
quest, and the broader ques­
tion, whether or not there 
should be a multiple-dwelling 
zone In the town of Bolton at 
all, whether the town wants 
apartments.

’There are some apartments 
already, but none built as a 
complex. ’The three on Carpen­
ter Rd. were built a t separate 
times, and one Is a converted 
house.

A proposal to construct a 
complex a year or so ago on 
Rt.

School Board Hears Curriculum Report
The Boanl of Education’s 

mcctliif last night at the Timo­
thy Edwards Middle School 
opened wlUi an extensive report 
on the ourriculum at the new 
school. Various members of the 
sclKxd departments e:q[>lained 
tbetr respective curricula and 
then answered the quesUmis of 
the board members.

Lester Albee of the English 
department stressed that read­
ing skUls should be taught be­
yond the sixth grade and indicat­
ed that at Timothy Edwards 
the teaching of reading has been 
extended Into the seventh grade 
and hopefully will go on into the 
eighth grade next year.

He said that there are reading 
groups for the various ability 
levels, from speed for the high­
ly skilled to remedial work for 
those who are behind grade lev­
el.

The mathematics curriculum 
was discussed by Robert Free­
man, who explained that at this 
time math can be a new and 
exciting area and not the same 
as it was in previous years. Un­
der a new program instituted at 
the Timothy Eldwards School a 
child can take regular ninth 
grade algebra in the eighth 
grade and thus if he continues 
to study math can have a total 
of five years of college prepara­
tion in math.

Philip Borque explained the 
social studies program and said 
that different texts are used to 
suit the students levels; that 
a student with reading difficul­
ty can use a text geared to his 
ability and Intended to stimu­
late him to fturther interest in 
die social studies.

Anterican history with em- 
phasls upon democratic Instltu- 
tions is taught in eighth grade 
as well as in eleventh on the 
high school level. Also, econom­
ics has been brought to Qie stu- 
(to t ’s attention and the teach­
ers are working on developing 
further their presentation of 
the history of Connecticut.

Ohaagas in Sdenoes 
Richard Tuatln discussed the 

sclenee program and explained 
how the program had been 
changed five years ago so as 
to be set up to serve the spe­
cific needs at the diildren of 
South Windsor. In the seventh 
grade the course is basically 
biology and in the eighth it is 
physical science which corre­
lates with what students have 
learned in seventh.

Arthur HotUn, principal of the 
Edwards school, stressed that 
at .the school etforts are made 
to teach the whole child and to 
educate him through both aca­
demic BUb]ects and through 
practical areas such as Indus­
trial Arts and Home Economics.

Tom Martin of the guidance 
department indicated that the 
children of South Windsor have 
done well on standardized na­
tional achievement tests. Such 
a test, vdiich determines what 
the pupil has mastered, found 
the children to be two years 
ahead of the national sampling.

School Board members then 
discussed the curriculum with 
the' teachers. Lindsey Booth of 
toe school board expressed con­
cern that toe importance of 
working with one's hands was 
not evident to toe students.

Martin explained that an at­
tempt is being made to interest 
both girls and boys in develop­
ing skillB and along this lines. 
Both students and their parents 
have been urged to attend an 
open house at A.I. Prince Tech­
nical! School, and representa­
tives from both Prince Tech and 
Caieny.Tech have talked to toe 
eighth graders, he said.

Freeman also said that toe 
students wanted to become more 
Involved in after school activi­
ties but were unable to do so 
because late bus transportation 
is not provided on a daily bas­
is.
Dealing with Bright Students 

Board menrbeirs expressed con­
cern ttaait the especially bright 
youngnters might be working 
too hard. Mr. HotUn indicated 

although some students 
have Just one or two strong 
areas, in most oases there is a 
tendency for the student to be 
bright in all areas.

This it was saggeeted that 
the teachers mSgitt work to­
gether to avoid overloading 
such a student by having as­
signments duo on different days 
or by making a project serve 
more than one subject wher­
ever posStole.

Anslstant Superintendent of 
Soboois WUUam Perry said that 
these brighter students are 
often also busy 'with outside ac- 
ttvliUes such aa church work 
Mid aoouting and thus do have 
mudi to do.

iUfaw Novart Baronlan, the 
sdiool libnarian said that the 
Uhracy needs many more books. 
Although the total number of 
books In the library sounds 
good, the libraries of five dif­
ferent schools went to make up 
this one Ubrary and thus there 
Is much dupUoatlon. The 11- 
braiy, however, is coordinating 
well with the olaas work and 
chuBS groups do often use toe 
Ubnary for 'reseench work in 
their subject.

WASHmOTON (AP) — The 
usual vast springtime tourist in­
vasion has become a trickle in 
the heat ot racial violence in the 
nation’s capital, leaving the 
city’s leading industry reeling in 
what should have been Its 
richest week of the year.

The cost is staggering, appar­
ently running into the hundreds 
of toousands of dollars daily.

One sightseeing firm lists Its 
losses at $8,(XX) a day. At a 
l,(XM).room hotel, nearly three- 
fourths of the guests did not 
keep their reservations. High 
schools as far away as Slsseton, 
S.D., have called off class trips 
to the capital.

In April the waiting line at the 
Washington Monument Is usual­
ly an hour long, curling all the 
way arotmd the base of the 
spire' and stretching down the 
slope. At one stage ’Tuesday 
only 18 persons were in line.

The full cost cannot be count­
ed easily. Even the Washington 
Convention and 'Visitors Bureau 
was closed TMesday along with 
most businesses in respect to 
assassinated civil rights leader 
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.

. “ It’s hurt us deeply,”  said 
Jack E. Brown, executive irlce 
president of ’The Gray Line, a 
major sightseeing firm. “ TMs 
would have been the highest 
booking week of the year, and 
we lost it completely.”

’The aimual Cherry Blossom 
Festival this year came only a 
week before Easter, when thou­
sands of pupils converge on the 
city during spring vacation.

But racial violence flared last 
’Thursday night after the slaying 
of king in Memphis, Tenn., and 
the city cajne to a standstill be­
neath a pall of smoke from 
scores of burning buildings.

“ ’This is a disaster for the ho­
tel business,”  sold Philip Holly­
wood, general manager of the 
1,000-room Shoreham Hotel. 
“ ’This is not like other busi­
nesses—last night’s vacancy is 
gone forever.”

The Shoreham is only one- 
fourth full and has trimmed its 
700-person staff by 40 per cent. 
'The Mayflower Hotel Is receiv­
ing cancellations as far In ad­
vance. as May.

Fires, Set Along Roadside, 
Burn Acres of Grass, Brush
Ground fire deliberately 

set raced quickly across 
several hundred acres of 
brush, trees and farmland 
in Manchester and South 
Windsor yesterday after­
noon, kicked across the 
dry spring grass by gusts 
of wind 35 to 40 miles an 
hour.

No major stnicture was dam­
aged, and no serious injury re­
ported.

Several buildings were en­
dangered, but quick action by 
fire depextments from as far as 
Warehouse Point prevented any 
great damege to the structures.

’The first fires were reported 
in South Windsor. They appar­
ently began on Sullivan Ave. 
and followed a line of about 
three miles, southeast along 
Buckland Rd. to end at Tolland 
T^ke. and Buckland St. near 
Burr’s Oomers.

A  number o f fires were re- 
poirted starting almost simul- 
'taneously along the stretch.

South Windsor Fire CJhlef 
PhlUp Crombie said the fires 
obviously were set by someone 
traveling ■the roads In a car— 
and using combustible materials 
other than matches.

Regular and volunteer fire­
men from eight towns, bolster­
ed by groups o6 passers-by, who 
grabbed shovels, brooms and 
back-carried water pumps, were 
called upon to fight the ram­
paging fires.

South Windsor sent the most 
units, six. There were two each 
from the Manchester town de­
partment, the Eighth Utilities 
Dlartriot, Windsor, Warehouse 
Point and Broad Brook. East 
Hartford, Windsor Locks, 'Ver­
non and the State Bureau of 
Forestry and CJonservatlon had 
at least one unit each, accord­
ing to reports.

A  four-man con'tlngent from 
Blue Hills, traveled the farthest 
distance to get to the blaze, 
bringing with them, 'the (kmnty 
CJhBiplaln, Father Edward Fo­
ley.

Deputy Fire Chief Roy Strat­
ton, in charge o f the Manches­
ter town group, said that sev­
eral people ow^ng homes and 
tobacco sheds, near the fire’s 
path were very lucky to have 
their property standing today. 
"There is no doubt but what 
the fires were set,”  Stratton 
said.

’The blazes were most diffi­
cult to contain where steep hills

for fire apparatus to travel. 
Here the fight was carried on 
by men on foot, with hand 
equipment and a handful o f in­
dispensable pieces of heavy 
e q u i p m e n t ,  bulldozers and 
blade-equipped tractors.

‘It’s remarkable,”  said a 
South Windsor fireman, "that 
we only have reports of one 
man passing ou't from smoke 
inhalation.”

Reserve units of men from 
several departments, including 
Manchester’s Eighth Utilities 
District, were called upon to re­
lieve the Initially responding 
components as the flames rag­
ed through the supper hour.

In at least two locations 
pumpers were forced to shuttle 
for more than a mile between 
the flames and nearby brooks 
or ponds, (or lack of an immedi­
ate water supply.

This area, was only one of 
several in the state, hit by fires 
yesterday.

Waterbury firemen responded 
to 78 fire calls during ’Tuesday. 
One of the fires caused minor 
damage to a home, and several 
cars were burned in Waterbury. -

ed 10 brush blazes, included 
five which appeared to have 
been set. Naugatuck firemen 
fought 24 fires.

Wind gusts of 40 to 60 miles 
an hour fanned flames in many 
Long Island Sound communities. 
Fairfield firemen responded to 
24 fires, Westport had 18 brush 
fires, and Stamford 17 fires.

Bridgeport had 41 brush fires 
and also sent men to help fight 
fires in Trumbull and Fairfield.

“ We would have needed help 
ourselves," one Bridgeport fire­
man said, as he poinetd out that 
the city’s firefighters were near­
ly 100 per cent occupied in bat­
tling brush fires within Bridge­
port’s own city limits.

One Wethersfield fire destroy­
ed a barn filled with hay and 
spread to a nearby home, caus­
ing heavy damage.

Pour New Haven railroad 
trains were delayed for. up to two 
hours in Old Saybrook when 
fire hoses had to be strung 
across the railron l tracks.

Seven towns contributed fire 
units to battle the Old Saybrook 
fire, which caused heavy dam­
age to one home when it spread 
from marshland due to the gusty 
winds.

’The problem of residents burn­
ing their trash prompted many 
fire officials to issue statements 
urging a halt to burning., One of­
ficial, Stratford Fire Chief Hie- 
odore T. Lockwood said: “ We 
asked the people not to burn, 
but they don’t pay much atten- 
■Uon.”

The proposed hiring of a 
siq>erintendent of highways and 
bridges would relieve the Board 
of Selectmen of the powers and 
duties InvoUng town roads.

The town will be asked to ap­
prove the creation of the posi­
tion at a town meeting April 
n T  The meeting had originally 
been called for tomorrow night 
but postponed until next Wed­
nesday to avoid conflict with 
Maundy Thursday Religious 
Services.

The superintendent of high­
ways and bridges would be re­
sponsible for the care and main­
tenance as well as construction 
of all roads, bridges and side­
walks in the town, according to 
the duties defined in the Gener­
al Statutes Sec. l>a-10.

The statutes spell out all the 
regulations for the creation of 
the position, the duties, salary 
and term of office.

The Democratic Town Com­
mittee agreed last week to op­
pose the creation of the posi­
tion, unless several reg^atlons 
were given In the call. They 
proposed the position be plac­
ed under civil service exams, 
the salary be listed on the call 
and that the position be placed 
on a non-tenure basis.

Republican Town Committee 
Chairman Russell Stevenstm 
promptly accused the Demo­
crats of asking for an illegal 
call and polnte out the require­
ments were Included In the Gen­
eral statutes.

Pinaiioe BoariPa Role 
The statutes call Cor the 

tranafenlng o f the selectmen’s 
porwera over roods, bridges and 
sUawaBos to the sugierintend- 
ent.

-  The Boaid of Finance as­
sumes a major role In dealing 
wlfU the superintendent, ac- 
conUng to the sbaitutes. The 
board is not only responsihle 
Cor determining two or more 
ekgg)le candidates for the posi­
tion, but also has the right to 
determine how they are sdeot- 
ed, aooording to Town Counsel 
Bobert fBtng.

The finance boiard may deter­
mine to have the applicants 
parUolpete in dvU service 
exams, taut it Is up to the fi­
nance board not the town 
meeUng, according to statutee.

The finance board must also 
detmmlne the salary to be paid 
and the amount of a bond to 
be taken out on the superln- 
teodent to protect the kitereds 
o f the town. Town meeting ac- 
tkm on the slary Is oidy per­
mitted in towns wtiere there Is 
no Board of Shtance, aooording 
to  the State Statutes Sec. 18a- 
9.

The salary will be paid by 
the town treasurer out of the 
town's general funds, on raqiA- 
stUon by the superintendent 
and oounterslgned by the Se­
lectmen.

The suiperlntendent submits 
aU esUmates for the buUdlng, 
maintenance and reptlr of the 
roaids, bridges and stdewalhs 
anDUaUy to the Board o f Fi­
nance. He will be respopsible 
for certifying all blls to be paid 
relating to his duties and ex­
penses.

Appdnlmeat Frooednre
The superintendent will be 

respanstble for. filing a  detailed 
statement o f dtsbursemente 
made by hkn during the pre- 
ceedmg year with the Board of 
Finanoe on or before the first 
Thesday o f September. This ac­
count wllH be audited by the fi­
nance bocurd and subsequently 
filed with the Board of Select­
men for iachision In the town 
report, according to the stat­
utes.

1988 political campaign—at a 
virtual BtandatlU aince toe sta- 
aaaalnatlon of Dr. Martin LAither 
King and the violence It touched 
off—regained momentum today.

Sena. Robert F. Kennedy, D- 
N.T., and Eugene J. McCarthy, 
D-Mlnn., the only aimounoed 
Democratic preaidentlal candl- 
datea, planned campaigning in 
Indiana and Nebraska, reapec- 
tlvaly.

Vice President Hubert H. 
Hiunphrey, reported ready to 
enter toe Democratic race after 
Easter, was a likely candidate 
to throw out the first ball at toe 
Washington Senators American 
League baaebaU season opener 
against toe Minnesota Twins.

Republican Richard M. Nixon 
was toe only announced presi­
dential candidate with no cam­
paign plans for toe day.

New York Gov. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller—citing ‘ ‘crisis and 
confusion probably without par­

allel in our hiatorj?*'—mean­
while announced he Is readying 
majro posltloD statements on 
national and International Is­
sues.

AU fWe o f the pcdltlcal figures 
were among national leaders 
who attended King's funeral 
Tuesday in Atlanta.

RockefeUer i« ld  March 21 
when he declared he was not a 
presidentiad oandldato that he 
would speak out on the issues 
and try to influence his party's 
platform and phllosophlea.

He also said then that he 
would accept a presidential 
draft.

Repeating his March 21 state­
ment that the nation is enduring 
a time of crisis and confusion 
probably without paraUel, Rock;

efeller added Tuesday:
"The tragic events of recent 

days makes tots obvious truth 
more plain than ever. This truth 
imtfoses on every American— 
and especiaUy everyone in pub­
lic life—a special responslbUlty 
to know his responsibility smd to 
speak Ms mind.''

RockefeUer announced he is 
assembling a staff of prominent 
advisers and researchers to 
help him formulate positions.

An'aide to the governor said 
"a  major Speech”  either on the 
Vietnam war or the racial 
crises of toe cities Is planned 
when RockefeUer addresses the 
American Society of Newspaper 
Editors In Washington April 18.

While McCarthy headed for 
Nebraska, his appeal to Con­

necticut Democrats was being 
tested In 30 locltl prinuirtes for 
toe election of state convention 
delegates.

Delegate slaths pledged to toe 
Minnesotan were running in all 
80 of toe primaries and opposing 
slates were not publicly com­
mitted to any other candidate.

Although toe vote will test 
McCarthy's strength. It wUl not 
necessarily secure any of (Con­
necticut's national convention 
votes for him. The primaries se­
lect only 360 of the 960 state con­
vention delegates—who select 
and Instruct the delegates to toe 
national convention.

Elsewhere on the poUtical 
scene;

—Postmaster (3enera1 Law­
rence F. O’Brien, a longtime

friend of the Kennedy famHy, Is 
considering resigning his post 
but an aide said he has not de­
cided whether he would Join 
Kennedy’s campaign.

—California Gov. Ronald Rea­
gan indicated he won’t do much 
more to stop presidential draft 
efforts on his behalf. He said in 
Phoenix, Ariz., he’d done his 
best to stop such efforts "and 
there’s not much more I can do 
about It”

—Virginia Gov. Mills E. God­
win Jr. said he feels Humphrey 
would gel more support in hts 
state than ^either Kennedy or 
McCarthy. And St. Louis Mayor 
A. J. Cervantes said Humphrey 
"Is the only one with toe experi­
ence needed to be president of 
toe United States."

PZC (Jhalrman Robert Oentner 
read a letter from town engin­
eer Hayden L. Qrlewold Jr. 
which noted that all require­
ments have not as yet been com ­
piled with as far as the PZO Is 
concerned. ’These are malnljr In 
the area of drainage, as noted 
by Griswold who maide an In­
spection of toe Dunn Rd., site.

The 17 lots are on the north 
side of the road, and the land 
comprising toe lots Is lower than 
road, Griswold noted, with a 
swampy area In toe rear. He 
pointed out .that watercourses 
were not shown nor provided for 
on the subdivision map as sub­
mitted to the PZC. There ore 
no provisions for drainage or 
street Improvement, and there 
is also some question In Gris­
wold’s mind about the useful­
ness of a lot through which a 
CLAP right-of-way paases. 

Drainage Into Swamp 
The map as submitted shows 

a drainage easement through 
which drainage water will be 
carried, beyond the building lota 
and into toe swampy area be­
hind. The manner in which this 
would be done is not shown, 
however, and neither Griswold 
nor toe PZC was satibfied that 
toe drainage would be handled 
adequately. (Drainage could be 
handled by pipes or open ditch- ^  
es, for Instance.)

There was considerable and 
heated discussion as to Just vriiat 
the PZC weinted, with mem­
bers notizig they are not qualifi­
ed to design systems and it Is 
for tills resison that the town 
engineer is consulted. King ask­
ed ju6t what Griswold wanted, 
how he wanted the applicant to 
handle toe drainage.

Gantner replied that it was 
not Griswold’s responsbllity to 
design the system for toe ap­
plicant, and . that at the earlier 
meeting this year, he had sug­
gested that Hughes meet with 
Griswold. ’Two engineers could 
discuss it, he said, and each 
would understand what the other 
was saying. J

Hughes said he had not con­
tacted Griswold, that ho Just 
hadn’t "gotten around to It."

King pressed further for toe 
PZC recommendations, and 
Gantner said he "surmised" 
that the water should be piped, 
rather than going throug î open 
ditches, but emphasized again 
that Griswold is qualified to 
make these judgments, not the 
PZC.

’The question of road Improve- 
' ment came up, just as It did 
at toe meeting earlier this year, 
attended by toe three men. At 
that Ume King said, and he re­
peated it Monday night, toat It 
Is ‘ 'unconsUtuHonal to require 
a developer to come In and tear 
up toe road." ’There Is a zon­
ing regulaUon that says toe PZC 
can require this, and the rea­
son for It here would he the add­
ed traffic on Dunn Rd. after 
17 new houses are put up.

Legality Defended 
Gantner said the PZC Is not 

asking ChUdress to “ tear up 
the road," only “ make Improve­
ments," such as widening and 
curbing. King still felt, he said, 
that it was unconstltuUonal, 
and that no other town has 
such a regulaUon. Gantner said 
that consultation with town at­
torney Indicated that it was a 
perfecUy l e g a l  requirement 
nevertheless.

Gantner asked If toe subdivi­
sion map as presented were 
correct as to lot boundaries and 
was assured that this was the 
case. He said that In checking 
the lot lines In the assessor’s 
office, he noticed that one of 
the lots had been split In two 
previous apparently, to the date 
on the subdivision map.

He asked If this was true, 
noting that King signed the le­
gal papers which transferred 
ownership of the split lot. King 
said he recalled this, and that 
It was done In December at 
least two months before sub­
mission of the dated subdivision 
map to the PZC.

The PZC requested that the 
map be corrected on this ac­
count before submission of the 
final map.

Childress Is now free to sub­
mit for final subdivision ap­
proval, despite the fact that 
preliminary approval was not 
given.

Until Teamed

WAHHINOTON — On stafe

When she 
flnlsfaes a solo, he remarks, “ Not

the audienee, "She did that dui^ 
Ing last night's show and I 
made her sleep on the couch —
I  think she liked i t ”

The show ends and the tone 
swiftly changes. Sonny puts a 
protective arm on Cher’s 
dioulder to guide her through 
the clamoring crowd which fol­
lows them as they leave the 
stage. In the dressing room, he 
Inquires anxiously, “ Are you 
aU right?”

She, sinking into the nearest 
chair, sighs, “ I ’ve gdt a head­
ache that will not quit.”

Both had previously done 
some little noticed professional 
singing, but once teamed, they 
ignited.

Got You, Babe,”  sold four mil­
lion copies.

The two seem prototypes of 
today's youth —  ahe Bveiyglrl 
with her long, straight hair 
and eySbrow level bangs, heavy 
eye make-up, mini dress and 
maxi boots and he with long 
hair and colorAil garb Includ­
ing beads and rings.

As Sonny tolls his young 
audiences, ’’When we Started 
singing together three years 
ago, it was bard to dress dif­
ferently. Some people wanted 
to pundi you In the face.”

Today, as Sonny admits, their 
odd garb hardly strikes a  dis­
cordant note. "W e like to think 
we’ve made it easier fo r people 
to be what they want.”

Cher designs most c t tmr 
own and Sonny’s clothes. ‘IKot 
this,”  She says, fingering h ir 
brown and beige print mini. “ I  
picked this up In the Village.”  
Ih e  couple wear matching In­
dian carved wedding bands — 
his says •'Cher” ; hers "Bonny.” 

But they are trying to Change 
the tanege of Bobbeey Twins. 
Ead i has recently made a  solo 
television appearance end Cher 
wiU star In a movie which Bon­
ny will write and produce, but 
will not appear In.

“ We are forced to be apart 
to show that we can entertain,”  
says Sonny. “ Any movie we're 
In together win immediately be 
Characterise as “ for teeny bop- 
pers.”

Sonny says the movie, to be 
c a l ie  “ Chastity,”  will be “ a so­
cial commentary on the difficul­
ties o f being a girl t e a y , ”  a 
subject on which he Is very vo­
cal.

“ We have a  triple moral 
standard today —people think 
one thing, say another and do 
a third.

“ A  girt doesn’t know whether 
to be a  virgin (and thus square, 
d ie fiilnks) or whether to go 
ahead and be modem (she as- 
siunes). This conflict c ra tes  
tremendous pressiure on '  ttie 
girl, whatever she decides.

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Hanoi Site Proposal Clifford Reports Gall-Up
Studied by Officials

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Top U.S. officials began 
immediate study today of 
a reported North Vietna­
mese proposal that pre­
liminary U.S.-North Viet­
namese peace discussions 
be held in Warsaw, Poland.

’The Warsaw report came In a 
Moscow dispatch by Tass, the 
official Soviet news agency.

The Initial reaction among 
President Johnson’s advisers 
was reported to be that the 
proposition seemed reasonable 
and probably would be accepta­
ble.

However, officials declined to 
discuss the report of Hanoi’s 
proposal of Warsaw as the site 
and would not confirm in any

formal way that it had been re­
ceived here.

Nevertheless there appeared 
to be no doubt that the proposi­
tion had reached the State De­
partment and White House 
through diplomatic channels.

The most serious objection 
seen by some diplomats was 
that Warsaw, being the capital 
of an Eastern European Com­
munist country, might present 
some dlfficulUes for the South 
Vietnamese government which 
presumably would have observ­
ers or advisers with the delega­
tion of U.S. officials to be head­
ed by Ambassador W. Averell 
Harriman.

Warsaw for several years has 
been the site of periodic talks 
between ambassadors of the

Wins 115 Delegates

McCarthy Bruises 
Democrat Machine

HARTFORD (AP) —Sen. Eu­
gene J. McCarthy has heavily 
dented the state Democratic 
party organization In primaries 
In 30 cities and towns.

State Democratic convention 
delegates pledged to McCarthy 
won 116 of 306 contested seats 
and picked up 44.3 per cent of 
the vote cast In the primaries 
Wednesday.

A total of 960 state delegates 
will meet in Hartford June 21-22 
to choose Connecticut’s slate of 
44 delegates to the national 
Democratic convention In Au­
gust in CSilcago, where the next 
Democratic Presidential candi­
date will be nominated.

’The 116 state delegates won 
Wednesday and another 100 
picked up earlier from those del­
egates chosen by town commit­
tees and caucuses assures the

McCarthy forces of at least a 
delegates.

’Though Connecticut’s national 
delegation has traditionally vot­
ed as a block, McCarthy back­
ers hope to pick up enough un­
committed state delegates be­
fore the June convention to at 
least crack the traditional "unit 
rule" and give McCarthy some 
Connecticut votes at the nation­
al convention.

Though state and national 
Democratic chairman John M. 
Bailey was able to hold the fort 
against the McCarthyites In his 
home town of Hartford—with 36 
state delegates McCarthy
slates won in the next four 
largest cities.

New Haven was the largest 
of the McCarthy delegate vic­
tories. ’There the McCarthy

NEUTRAL SITE SOUGHT 
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Despite an official Hanoi 
proposal that peacActalk pre­
liminaries be held in Warsaw, 
Poland, a White House 
spokesman said today this 
government is pressing for 
"an appropriate site in neu­
tral territory." Presidential 
press secretary George Chris­
tian told reporters that the 
selection of a neutral site 
"should be achieved prompt-' 
ly through mutual agree­
ment" with no effort on 
either side to make the site 
selection a propaganda mat­
ter.

United States and Communist 
China. ’The United States thus 
has there an embassy with unu­
sual background in handling 
Far Eastern issues.

Furthermore in late 1966, 
when major peace efforts were 
under way, Warsaw was the site 
proposed for secret contacts be­
tween U.S. and North Viet­
namese representatives—con­
tacts which never came off.

At that time Polish diplomats 
were playing an active interme­
diary role.

Officials would not be sur­
prised, it was said here, if the 
arrangements for the talks were 
now to be made so quickly that 
they could be opened some time 
next week.

Tass said in a dispatch from 
Hanoi it had learned from reli­
able sources there that the 
North Vietnamese government 
had decided on the Polish capi­
tal after the United States re­
fused its first suggestion, 
Phnom Penh, the Cambodian 
capital.

Tass said: "It Is believed in 
Hanoi’s authoritative circles 
that the U.S. refusal to accept 
Phnom Penh as the meeting 
place may be taken to indicate 
that the United States delays so­
lution of this question."

’The Soviet news agency said 
North Vietnam had received a 
reply from the United States to 
its suggestion of Phnom Penh 
and this had "voiced disagree­
ment."

“This decision by the United 
States cannot but cause won­
der,”  Tass continued, "because 
the United States has repeatedly 
expressed willingness to send its 
representative to any point on 
the globe to establish contacts 
with a representative of the 
DRV, Democratic Republic of 
Vietnam.

Pindling 
Wins in 

Bahamas
NASSAU, Bahamas (AP) — A 

landslide election victory gave 
Premier Lyn'cn 0. Pindling 
complete power over the Baha­
ma Islands Thursday and left 
the old white ruling structure of 
this British colony in ruins.

In a flush of black national­
ism, the Negroes went to the 
polls In record numbers and the 
38-year-old premier, a Negro, 
who had ruled by a one vote 
margin In the House of Assem­
bly, suddenly found himself in 
control of 29 of the 38 seats.

The triumph In Wednesday’s 
election became even more one 
sided when a Labor party mem­
ber and an independent who had 
joined In a coalition with Pin­
dling also were swept back into 
office.

It was a shattering defeat for 
the once all powerful United Ba­
hamian party headed by weal­
thy white merchants. It limped 
out of the contest with only sev­
en house seats.

Pindling and his Progressive 
Liberal party now are expected 
to press Great Britain for full' 
internal self control in the is­
lands where 86 per cent of the 
160,000 residents are Negroes.

In a report to the House last 
January Pindling said the time 
had come for Bahamians to 
take over police and Internal se­
curity matters now handled by 
the , crown appointed governor, 
Sir Ralph Grey.

He also recommended that 
the people “ have sk*aay” in the 
selections of the governor.

Pindling. Is seeking a constitu­
tional conference in London and 
most observers believe that 
Britain will give him what he 
asks and possibjy^ more than 
that. /

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
Thruston B. Morton, launching 
a new effort to make New York 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller the 
Republican presidential nomi­
nee, denied today that it is a 
movement desig^ned to stop 
Richard M. Nixon.

“ The unforeseen and earth- 
shaking events of recent days 
have, in a sense, stopped all the 
declared candidates in their 
tracks,” Morton said.

The Kentucky senator made 
that statement in aimoimcing 
that J. Irwin Miller, a Colum­
bus, Ind., businessman, will be 
national chairman of the new 
Rockefeller for president com­
mittee.

Nixon is the only major de­
clared candidate for the GOP 
nomination.

Rockefeller has repeatedly 
pronounced himself available— 
If the party should summon 
him—but has tshunned active 
candidacy.

Morton said the American 
people “have a right to demand 
that the Republican Party put 
forth Its very best,”  and added 
that means Rockefeller.

He said the New Yorker can 
attract the Democratic and In­

dependent voters needed to win 
the White House for the GOP.

But even as Morton’s an­
nouncement was being drafted, 
a source close to Rockefeller 
said the effort is probably too 
late to stop Nixon’s march to­
ward the nomination.

Morton said the movement he 
announced was a spontaneous 
draft, an effort of which Rocke­
feUer has been, advised in ad­
vance.

“ He understands that it has 
been undertaken to persuade 
him to become a candidate and 
to persuade the Republican par­
ty, through our delegates to the 
national convention, to nomi­
nate him,”  Morton said.

Senate Republican sources 
said the lineup of leaders also 
would Include GOP Sena. James 
B. Pearson of Kansas and Hugh 
Scott of Pennsylvania, along 
with former party chairman 
WUllam E. MiUer, Leonard W. 
HaU and Meade Alcorn and 
businessman Walter Thayer of 
New York.

“ I have said that I was avaU- 
able If the party wanted me," 
Rockefeller told a Wednesday 
news conference In a Senate 
haUway.

'The New York governor used 
t h a t  word—available—five
times In that encounter.

"AvallabUlty Is the way I put 
It,” he said. "I have not pulled 
out. I just never got Into active 
candidacy.”

The governor said he will 
speak on national issues in 
speeches across the country In 
the weeks ahead. The first will 
be April 19 In Washlngtoni he 
said.

Morton said he was encour­
aged by the stress RockefeUer 
placed on his avaUabUity.

RockefeUer said on March 21, 
in announcing he would not be a 
campaigning candidate, that "a  
considerable majority of the 
party’s leaders" wanted Nixon 
nominated.

He said Wednesday he does 
not know whether that is stUl 
the case now that President 
Johnson heis announced he will 
neither seek nor accept the 
Democratic nomination.

“I  wUl say that I think the 
whole situation Is fluid,”  Rocke­
feUer said.

WASHINGTON (AP)— 
Secretary of Defense Clark 
M. Clifford today announc­
ed he is calling to active 
duty about 24,500 Army, 
Navy and Air Force re­
servists. About 10,0()0 will 
go to South Vietnam.

In his first full-dress news 
conference, the new defense 
secretary said that no decision 
has been made at this time 
whether to call any additional 
reservists.

He also said that President 
Johnson Intends at this Ume to 
limit U.S. forces in Vietnam to 
649,600—representing an in­
crease of 24,600 over the present 
ceiling.

No Connecticut units are in­
volved in the call-up.

Clifford linked this presiden­
tial decision to limit further 
U.S. deployment to another ma­
jor decision "to turn over the 
major effort gradually to the 
South Vietnamese.”

'The new secretary, in office 
only six weeks, said the decision 
to move toward turning over the 
biggest part of the war effort to 
Vletneun has been made alter 
months of consultations with the 
Vietnamese and took into ac­
count the Saigon government’s 
decision to boost its forces by 
136,000 men.

’The reserve caU-up was fore­
shadowed by Johnson’s speedi 
March 31 in which he also an­
nounced a partial halt in the 
bombing of North Vietnam in a 
move to get peace talks started.

Clifford, who has played a 
major role in high-level govern­
ment discussions leading to the 
peace moves, said that "after a 
halting start” messages are 
now going back and forth be­
tween the United States and the 
North Vietnamese. He described 
them as formal in tone.

The new Pentagon chief said 
the 24,500 Army, Navy and Air 
Force reservists being called to 
duty for up to 24 months are in 
some 88 units.

“ Each man wUI have a mini­
mum of 30 days' notice before 
reporting,”  Clifford said.

Johnson in February called to 
active duty 14,787 air reservists 
in the wake of the North Korean 
seizure of the Intelligence ship 
Pueblo.

These men are still on active 
duty. None have gone overseas 
as yet.

The new call-up, in part to 
strengthen the depleted strate­
gic reserve of crisis-ready 
troops in the United States, thus 
will bring the reserve mobiliza­
tion to about 39,000.

Clifford did not Indicate when 
the 10,000 newly called reser­
vists will go to Vietnam.

W A S H I N G T O N  (AP) — 
Cong;ressional passage of land­
mark open-housing legislation 
has won applause from civil 
rights leaders along with re­
newed demands for massive fed­
eral attacks cm shabby housing 
and unemployment in riot-prone 
slums.

A 260-171 House vote Wednes­
day sent, to the White House a 
civil rights bill to outlaw dis­
crimination In the sale or rental 
of 80 per cent of the nation's 
housing by 1970.

President Johnson said he 
would sign it into law as soon as 
possible.

The House action followed by 
a day the funeral of slain civil 
rights leader Dr. Martin Luther 
King, whose numerous cam­
paigns often focused on open 
housing.

It also came after a week of 
widespread racial violence fol­
lowing King's assassination— 
and it was in that atmosphere 
that one Southerner explained 
why he voted for the bill.

"I  think this bill is symbolic,” 
explained Rep. Hale Boggs, D- 
La. “ Either we move ahead as 
one people or we move toward a 
police state.”

Johnson hailed passage of the 
bill but also urged Congress to 
enact the rest of his program, 
including housing and job pro­
grams.

After King’s slaying, the Pres­
ident said he would address 
Congress to outline an expanded 
social program. But he post­
poned a scheduled appearance 
last Monday and has not set a 
new date.

The President’s advisory 
Commission on Civil Disorders, 
which recommended a. massive

social prog;ram aimed at eradi­
cating slum problems, sched­
uled an emergency session.

Mayor John V. Lindsay of 
New York, commission vice 
chairman, said it’s too late to 
help the people killed and 
wounded in the week of rioting 
but added: “ It is not too late, 
however, for the nation to move 
against this crisis with the ur­
gency and enterprise that the 
commission sought to gener­
ate.”

Lindsay didn't specify When 
the meeting would .be held, nor 
did he say what further moves 
would be made to win accept­
ance for its recommendations. 
But he said that as a beginning, 
the Senate should restore funds 
for sjjmmer programs in slums.

The Senate moved in that di­
rection Wednesday, rejecting a 
money bill from which the 
House had stripped $76 million

for the job program and $25 mil­
lion for the Head Start pre­
school program.

"I can’t think of a finer me­
morial to Martin Luther King 
than for Congress to show that 
it Intends to act against violence 
by supporting these programs,”  
said Sen. Jacob K. Javlts, R- 
N.Y.

Joining in praise for the 
open-housing measure and In 
the call for more congressional 
action of job and housing pro­
grams were George Meany, 
president of the AFL-CIO, Dore 
Schary, national chairman of 
the Anti-Defamation Leag;ue of 
B’nal B’rith, and The Rev. 
Ralph D. Abernathy, King’s suc­
cessor as head of the Southern 
Christian Leadersliip Confer­
ence.

Death Toll 
Declines 
For GIs

SAIGON (AP) — The number 
of American troops killed in 
combat in Vietnam last week 
was the lowest in two and a half 
months, the U.S. Command an­
nounced today.

U.S. headquarters said 279 
U.S. troops were killed in com­
bat during the week that ended 
last Saturday at midnight. It 
was the lowest 'toll since the 
start of the Viet Cong’s big lu­
nar new year offensive on Jan. 
29.

Gen. William C. Westmore­
land’s headquarters said the 
drop reflected a lull in the fight­
ing that has been developing for 
the past month. However, the 
number of U.S wounded last 
week totaled 3,190, only 696 less 
than the week before, and the 
South Vietnamese command 
said its dead increased, from 
393 the week before to 407 last 
week.

Enemy casualties also were 
considerable, although the U.S. 
and South Vietnamese com­
mands could not agree on the 
figure. The Americana reported 
2,261 enemy killed last week, 
the South Vietnamese reported 
4,012. The reports of enemy 
dead from the two commands 
frequently differ, but usually 
not by that much.

Milltary^zjSbl^esman said gov­
ernment Jtroops had been very 
active, >^rtlcularly in the Me­
kong pelta below Saigon, and 
had engaged the enemy In a 
number of small sklrmlshea.
