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Hanoi Site Proposal Clifford Reports Gall-Up
Studied by Officials

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Top U.S. officials began 
immediate study today of 
a reported North Vietna­
mese proposal that pre­
liminary U.S.-North Viet­
namese peace discussions 
be held in Warsaw, Poland.

’The Warsaw report came In a 
Moscow dispatch by Tass, the 
official Soviet news agency.

The Initial reaction among 
President Johnson’s advisers 
was reported to be that the 
proposition seemed reasonable 
and probably would be accepta­
ble.

However, officials declined to 
discuss the report of Hanoi’s 
proposal of Warsaw as the site 
and would not confirm in any

formal way that it had been re­
ceived here.

Nevertheless there appeared 
to be no doubt that the proposi­
tion had reached the State De­
partment and White House 
through diplomatic channels.

The most serious objection 
seen by some diplomats was 
that Warsaw, being the capital 
of an Eastern European Com­
munist country, might present 
some dlfficulUes for the South 
Vietnamese government which 
presumably would have observ­
ers or advisers with the delega­
tion of U.S. officials to be head­
ed by Ambassador W. Averell 
Harriman.

Warsaw for several years has

Wins 115 Delegates

McCarthy Bruises 
Democrat Machine

HARTFORD (AP) —Sen. Eu­
gene J. McCarthy has heavily 
dented the state Democratic 
party organization In primaries 
In 30 cities and towns.

State Democratic convention 
delegates pledged to McCarthy 
won 116 of 306 contested seats 
and picked up 44.3 per cent of 
the vote cast In the primaries 
Wednesday.

A total of 960 state delegates 
will meet in Hartford June 21-22 
to choose Connecticut’s slate of 
44 delegates to the national 
Democratic convention In Au­
gust in CSilcago, where the next 
Democratic Presidential candi­
date will be nominated.

’The 116 state delegates won 
Wednesday and another 100 
picked up earlier from those del­
egates chosen by town commit­
tees and caucuses assures the

McCarthy forces of at least a 
delegates.

’Though Connecticut’s national 
delegation has traditionally vot­
ed as a block, McCarthy back­
ers hope to pick up enough un­
committed state delegates be­
fore the June convention to at 
least crack the traditional "unit 
rule" and give McCarthy some 
Connecticut votes at the nation­
al convention.

Though state and national 
Democratic chairman John M. 
Bailey was able to hold the fort 
against the McCarthyites In his 
home town of Hartford—with 36 
state delegates McCarthy
slates won in the next four 
largest cities.

New Haven was the largest 
of the McCarthy delegate vic­
tories. ’There the McCarthy

NEUTRAL SITE SOUGHT 
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Despite an official Hanoi 
proposal that peacActalk pre­
liminaries be held in Warsaw, 
Poland, a White House 
spokesman said today this 
government is pressing for 
"an appropriate site in neu­
tral territory." Presidential 
press secretary George Chris­
tian told reporters that the 
selection of a neutral site 
"should be achieved prompt-' 
ly through mutual agree­
ment" with no effort on 
either side to make the site 
selection a propaganda mat­
ter.

United States and Communist 
China. ’The United States thus 
has there an embassy with unu­
sual background in handling 
Far Eastern issues.

Furthermore in late 1966, 
when major peace efforts were 
under way, Warsaw was the site 
proposed for secret contacts be­
tween U.S. and North Viet­
namese representatives—con­
tacts which never came off.

Tass said: "It Is believed in 
Hanoi’s authoritative circles 
that the U.S. refusal to accept 
Phnom Penh as the meeting 
place may be taken to indicate 
that the United States delays so­
lution of this question."

’The Soviet news agency said 
North Vietnam had received a 
reply from the United States to 
its suggestion of Phnom Penh 
and this had "voiced disagree­
ment."

“This decision by the United 
States cannot but cause won­
der,”  Tass continued, "because 
the United States has repeatedly 
expressed willingness to send its 
representative to any point on 
the globe to establish contacts 
with a representative of the 
DRV, Democratic Republic of 
Vietnam.

Pindling 
Wins in 

Bahamas
NASSAU, Bahamas (AP) — A 

landslide election victory gave 
Premier Lyn'cn 0. Pindling 
complete power over the Baha­
ma Islands Thursday and left 
the old white ruling structure of 
this British colony in ruins.

In a flush of black national­
ism, the Negroes went to the 
polls In record numbers and the 
38-year-old premier, a Negro, 
who had ruled by a one vote 
margin In the House of Assem­
bly, suddenly found himself in 
control of 29 of the 38 seats.

The triumph In Wednesday’s 
election became even more one 
sided when a Labor party mem­
ber and an independent who had 
joined In a coalition with Pin­
dling also were swept back into 
office.

It was a shattering defeat for 
the once all powerful United Ba­
hamian party headed by weal­
thy white merchants. It limped 
out of the contest with only sev­
en house seats.

Pindling and his Progressive 
Liberal party now are expected 
to press Great Britain for full' 
internal self control in the is­
lands where 86 per cent of the 
160,000 residents are Negroes.

In a report to the House last 
January Pindling said the time 
had come for Bahamians to 
take over police and Internal se­
curity matters now handled by 
the , crown appointed governor, 
Sir Ralph Grey.

He also recommended that 
the people “ have sk*aay” in the 
selections of the governor.

Pindling. Is seeking a constitu­
tional conference in London and 
most observers believe that 
Britain will give him what he 
asks and possibjy^ more than 
that. /

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
Thruston B. Morton, launching 
a new effort to make New York 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller the 
Republican presidential nomi­
nee, denied today that it is a 
movement desig^ned to stop 
Richard M. Nixon.

“ The unforeseen and earth- 
shaking events of recent days 
have, in a sense, stopped all the 
declared candidates in their 
tracks,” Morton said.

The Kentucky senator made 
that statement in aimoimcing 
that J. Irwin Miller, a Colum­
bus, Ind., businessman, will be 
national chairman of the new 
Rockefeller for president com­
mittee.

Nixon is the only major de­
clared candidate for the GOP 
nomination.

Rockefeller has repeatedly 
pronounced himself available— 
If the party should summon 
him—but has tshunned active 
candidacy.

Morton said the American 
people “have a right to demand 
that the Republican Party put 
forth Its very best,”  and added 
that means Rockefeller.

He said the New Yorker can 
attract the Democratic and In­

dependent voters needed to win 
the White House for the GOP.

But even as Morton’s an­
nouncement was being drafted, 
a source close to Rockefeller 
said the effort is probably too 
late to stop Nixon’s march to­
ward the nomination.

Morton said the movement he 
announced was a spontaneous 
draft, an effort of which Rocke­
feUer has been, advised in ad­
vance.

“ He understands that it has 
been undertaken to persuade 
him to become a candidate and 
to persuade the Republican par­
ty, through our delegates to the 
national convention, to nomi­
nate him,”  Morton said.

Senate Republican sources 
said the lineup of leaders also 
would Include GOP Sena. James 
B. Pearson of Kansas and Hugh 
Scott of Pennsylvania, along 
with former party chairman 
WUllam E. MiUer, Leonard W. 
HaU and Meade Alcorn and 
businessman Walter Thayer of 
New York.

“ I have said that I was avaU- 
able If the party wanted me," 
Rockefeller told a Wednesday 
news conference In a Senate 
haUway.

'The New York governor used 
t h a t  word—available—five
times In that encounter.

"AvallabUlty Is the way I put 
It,” he said. "I have not pulled 
out. I just never got Into active 
candidacy.”

The governor said he will 
speak on national issues in 
speeches across the country In 
the weeks ahead. The first will 
be April 19 In Washlngtoni he 
said.

Morton said he was encour­
aged by the stress RockefeUer 
placed on his avaUabUity.

RockefeUer said on March 21, 
in announcing he would not be a 
campaigning candidate, that "a  
considerable majority of the 
party’s leaders" wanted Nixon 
nominated.

He said Wednesday he does 
not know whether that is stUl 
the case now that President 
Johnson heis announced he will 
neither seek nor accept the 
Democratic nomination.

“I  wUl say that I think the 
whole situation Is fluid,”  Rocke­
feUer said.

WASHINGTON (AP)— 
Secretary of Defense Clark 
M. Clifford today announc­
ed he is calling to active 
duty about 24,500 Army, 
Navy and Air Force re­
servists. About 10,0()0 will 
go to South Vietnam.

In his first full-dress news 
conference, the new defense 
secretary said that no decision 
has been made at this time 
whether to call any additional 
reservists.

He also said that President 
Johnson Intends at this Ume to 
limit U.S. forces in Vietnam to 
649,600—representing an in­
crease of 24,600 over the present 
ceiling.

No Connecticut units are in­
volved in the call-up.

Clifford linked this presiden­
tial decision to limit further 
U.S. deployment to another ma­
jor decision "to turn over the 
major effort gradually to the 
South Vietnamese.”

'The new secretary, in office 
only six weeks, said the decision 
to move toward turning over the 
biggest part of the war effort to 
Vletneun has been made alter 
months of consultations with the 
Vietnamese and took into ac­
count the Saigon government’s 
decision to boost its forces by 
136,000 men.

’The reserve caU-up was fore­
shadowed by Johnson’s speedi 
March 31 in which he also an­
nounced a partial halt in the 
bombing of North Vietnam in a 
move to get peace talks started.

Clifford, who has played a 
major role in high-level govern­
ment discussions leading to the 
peace moves, said that "after a 
halting start” messages are 
now going back and forth be­
tween the United States and the 
North Vietnamese. He described 
them as formal in tone.

The new Pentagon chief said 
the 24,500 Army, Navy and Air 
Force reservists being called to 
duty for up to 24 months are in 
some 88 units.

“ Each man wUI have a mini­
mum of 30 days' notice before 
reporting,”  Clifford said.

Johnson in February called to 
active duty 14,787 air reservists 
in the wake of the North Korean 
seizure of the Intelligence ship 
Pueblo.

These men are still on active 
duty. None have gone overseas 
as yet.

The new call-up, in part to 
strengthen the depleted strate­
gic reserve of crisis-ready 
troops in the United States, thus 
will bring the reserve mobiliza­
tion to about 39,000.

Clifford did not Indicate when 
the 10,000 newly called reser­
vists will go to Vietnam.

W A S H I N G T O N  (AP) — 
Cong;ressional passage of land­
mark open-housing legislation 
has won applause from civil 
rights leaders along with re­
newed demands for massive fed­
eral attacks cm shabby housing 
and unemployment in riot-prone 
slums.

A 260-171 House vote Wednes­
day sent, to the White House a 
civil rights bill to outlaw dis­
crimination In the sale or rental 
of 80 per cent of the nation's 
housing by 1970.

President Johnson said he 
would sign it into law as soon as 
possible.

The House action followed by 
a day the funeral of slain civil 
rights leader Dr. Martin Luther 
King, whose numerous cam­
paigns often focused on open 
housing.

It also came after a week of 
widespread racial violence fol­
lowing King's assassination— 
and it was in that atmosphere 
that one Southerner explained 
why he voted for the bill.

"I  think this bill is symbolic,” 
explained Rep. Hale Boggs, D- 
La. “ Either we move ahead as 
one people or we move toward a 
police state.”

Johnson hailed passage of the 
bill but also urged Congress to 
enact the rest of his program, 
including housing and job pro­
grams.

After King’s slaying, the Pres­
ident said he would address 
Congress to outline an expanded 
social program. But he post­
poned a scheduled appearance 
last Monday and has not set a 
new date.

The President’s advisory 
Commission on Civil Disorders, 
which recommended a. massive

social prog;ram aimed at eradi­
cating slum problems, sched­
uled an emergency session.

Mayor John V. Lindsay of 
New York, commission vice 
chairman, said it’s too late to 
help the people killed and 
wounded in the week of rioting 
but added: “ It is not too late, 
however, for the nation to move 
against this crisis with the ur­
gency and enterprise that the 
commission sought to gener­
ate.”

Lindsay didn't specify When 
the meeting would .be held, nor 
did he say what further moves 
would be made to win accept­
ance for its recommendations. 
But he said that as a beginning, 
the Senate should restore funds 
for sjjmmer programs in slums.

The Senate moved in that di­
rection Wednesday, rejecting a 
money bill from which the 
House had stripped $76 million

for the job program and $25 mil­
lion for the Head Start pre­
school program.

"I can’t think of a finer me­
morial to Martin Luther King 
than for Congress to show that 
it Intends to act against violence 
by supporting these programs,”  
said Sen. Jacob K. Javlts, R- 
N.Y.

Joining in praise for the 
open-housing measure and In 
the call for more congressional 
action of job and housing pro­
grams were George Meany, 
president of the AFL-CIO, Dore 
Schary, national chairman of 
the Anti-Defamation Leag;ue of 
B’nal B’rith, and The Rev. 
Ralph D. Abernathy, King’s suc­
cessor as head of the Southern 
Christian Leadersliip Confer­
ence.

Death Toll 
Declines 
For GIs

SAIGON (AP) — The number 
of American troops killed in 
combat in Vietnam last week 
was the lowest in two and a half 
months, the U.S. Command an­
nounced today.

U.S. headquarters said 279 
U.S. troops were killed in com­
bat during the week that ended 
last Saturday at midnight. It 
was the lowest 'toll since the 
start of the Viet Cong’s big lu­
nar new year offensive on Jan. 
29.

Gen. William C. Westmore­
land’s headquarters said the 
drop reflected a lull in the fight­
ing that has been developing for 
the past month. However, the 
number of U.S wounded last 
week totaled 3,190, only 696 less 
than the week before, and the 
South Vietnamese command 
said its dead increased, from 
393 the week before to 407 last 
week.

Enemy casualties also were 
considerable, although the U.S. 
and South Vietnamese com­
mands could not agree on the 
figure. The Americana reported 
2,261 enemy killed last week, 
the South Vietnamese reported 
4,012. The reports of enemy 
dead from the two commands 
frequently differ, but usually 
not by that much.

Not wishing to offend any 
rilHiita, good or bad, the report­
er gave Mrs. Roberts $10 Im- 
medlatriy with cui ejriracted 
promise to return with $40 the 
followlitg day.

"You must wrap toe $40 
around a ja r of clean water," 
she said to a hushed whisper 
over toe blare of an asirfrln com­
mercial, "to draw toe evil spir­
its away."

’Thinking the healer of souls 
could see what he couldn’t, he 
drew his chair protectively rioe-

er to h e n  as she rocked back 
and forth chanting In rising 
crascendo gradually fading to a 
whisper "Saaaave youneeeelf!

D.C. citizens attesUng to their 
character. No, Mrs. Roberts 
is among the 27 currently li­
censed fortune tellers.

’The zoning regulaUon cover­
ing fortune tellers states they 
. . .“Cannot have their place 
of. business to any resldenUal, 
special purpose or C I (com­
mercial) zone.”
' DeteoUve Booker Kent, in 
charge of fraud on the robbery 
squad, said unlicensed gypsies 
are toe ones usually arrested.

“When arrested,” Kent said, 
"they pay a $66 fine and 
usually move to another city."

Kent said toe police usually 
locate unlicensed gypsies from 
licensed fortune tellers who call 
to complain about them.

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Wing at Tolland High: English to Graphic Arts

The l<l*roatn Arts and 'Science 
wing; of the Tolland High School 
U 99 per cent completed, ac­
cording to High School Prin­
cipal Harold Harvey.

The majority of rooms in the 
wing are presently in uae by 
seventh, eighth and ninth grade 
classea. AU the classrooms will 
be used next year.

the lecture room, completed 
about three weeks ago, is being 
used as the center of a team- 
teaching program for seventh 
and eighth grade general sci­
ence classes.

Other rooms now in use in­
clude two earth science class­
rooms; the home economic suite 
(including rooms for cooking, 
sewing and family life); the in­
dustrial arts classrooms com­
plex (including separate  ̂ wood­
working, metal shop and draft­
ing rooms), and two arts and 
crafts classrooms, one of which 
oontalna a  kUn for creating 
ceramics.

The school is expected to be­
gin equipping the graphics arts 
room shortly. Including the In- 
stallatimi of an offset press. Tol­
land High will feature one of 
the most complete graphic arts 
setups in the state when it is 
completed.

The Hl|h School Curriculum 
Committee favored the graphic 
arts development as a major 
portion of the industrial arts 
eusrlculum to meet the demands 
of the printing industry which 
is the largest employer in the 
surrounding .area.

Kqulpment for the various 
shops and home economic 
rooms are purchased with state 
reimbursement funds.

Still to be accepted by the 
ISgh School Building Committee 
are two biology rooms and the 
chemistry end physics labora- 
torys.

The experimental tesun-teach- 
ing program in the Jimlor high 
general science classes, was 
made poesiUe by the use of the 
80-seat lecture room.

Teachers J < ^  Benedict and 
Bernard Mulligan have develop­
ed the >tew approach which per­
mits one teacher lecture and 
use audio-visual materials for a 
Uirge group of students. The 
other teacher demonstrates 
various aspects of laboratory 
science techniques to a small 
group of students at the same 
time.

Both teachers are very pleas­
ed with the progress of the pro­
gram so far, although it has 
been operational for only three 
weeks.

A control group class is still 
being taught by the convention­
al method in an effort to deter­
mine whl(^ program is most 
successful.

th e  laboratory techniques are 
being taught In the Jimior high 
classes to famlarlUze and pre­
pare the students for the more 
advanced lab work they will par­
ticipate in during their high 
school classes./ 

th e  students/under the direc­
tion of their tqkcher have grown 
bacteria cultures in an incubator 
and have viewed their progress 
through microscope Isides.

The new teaching progress has 
stimulated the students Interest 
in science, the team teachers 
agreed.

In the lecture rcx>m, member o f a team teaching program conducts a class in general science.

Safer Cures 
For Snakebite 
Being Sought
SALT LAKE C m r AP) — 

About 8,000 Americana—more 
than oafrjtlilrd of them children 
—will be bitten by poisonous 
snakes this summer.

Only about 16 will die, but 
many will be permanenUy dis­
figured, suffering extensive tis­
sue damage that will require 
skin grafts or amputation.

this la the prediction of Dr. 
Clifford C. Snyder, who is con­
sidered one of the world’s fore­
most authorities on poisonous 
snakebites.

Dr. Snyder, chairman of the 
Division of Plastic Surgery at 
the University Utah Medical 
Center and chief o f surgery at 
the Salt Lake Veterans’ Hospi­
tal, says that some of the dam­
age can be traced to the medi­
cal confusion about proper 
treatmmt.

He noted that some of the 
snakebite treatments recom- 
mmded in the Boy Scout Man­
ual and other flrst aid booklets 
may be detrimental.

Dr. Snyder is continuing his 
snakebite reseanSi started in 
Miami. He hopes to perfect a 
snakebite antivenln and vac­
cines that will immunize people 
against various venoms.

Of some of the common snake­
bite treatments. Dr. Snyder 
said:

—Cross-hatch incisions over 
fang punctures often cause the 
living tissue to die, and increase 
the likelihood of tetanus infec­
tion.

— Îce packs are often harmful 
because prolonged treatment 
causes frostbite, or fast removal 
of the ice speeds venom release.

—Alcohol and exercise are 
detrimental.

Dr. Snyder said the Boy Scout 
instruotion that a tight tourni­
quet should be apidied and re­
leased at 20-mlnute Intervals 
proved detrimental in his stud­
ies. He said this "signlllcantly 
perpetuates”  the spread of the 
venom.

But he thinks a tourniquet 
should be applied. "It should be 
flat and nonrlgld like a belt, po­
sitioned between the snakebite 
and the heart. It should only be 
tight enough to Impede superfi­
cial blood and lymphatic return, 
but not to cut off the deep arte­
rial blood supply.

“ One should be able to insert 
a finger without force beneath 
the tourniquet as a test,”  Dr. 
Snyder added.

He recommends that after ap­
plying the loose tourniquet, the 
nonmedical person should make 
one incision up to one-half Inch 
long through the fang marks 
and then apply suction if avail­
able.

One of the flrst treatments on 
arrival at a hospital should be 
administration of a polyvalent 
antivenln, taken from horses. 
But unfortunately, some people 
are allergic to this serum.

Dr. Snyder is experimenting 
with antisera derived from hu­
mans. ’This would be individual­
ly typed to the four poisonous 
snakes in the U.S.—rattler, cot- 
tonmouth, copperhead and cor­
al.

of housing and urban develop­
ment and a Negro, said John­
son’s pending housing bill pro­
vides the way to build six mil­
lion low and moderate-income 
homes in 10 years. The riot 
commission wants this accom­
plished in five years.

But Roy Innis, associate na­
tional director of the Congress 
of Racial Equality, called tlie 
open-housing bill a "hoax 
against black people." What is 
needed more for the Negro com­
munity is a program for build­
ing and ownership of good hous­
ing in slum areas, he said.

He said the bill contains no 
enforcement procedure except 
conciliation while forbidding 
court action during conciliation, 
which could last for several 
weeks.

"Can you imagine that a 
house will stay vacant that 
long?” he asked.

The National Association for 
the Advancement of Colored 
People and the Urban League 
hailed passage of the measure 
although the Urban League 
statemeait added that "those 
whites who feel that they have 
been purged of the national guilt 
and shame caused by Dr. King’s 
assassination are dead wrong.” 

Referring to the current ra­
cial crisis, Rep. William Mc- 
Chilloch, R-Ohio, voted for the 
bill, saying: “ This problem saps 
our strength. It shames our 
souls.”  He also is a member of 
the riot commission.

Passage climaxed an emotion­
al debate in whdoh opponents 
charged the House capitulated 
to the Negro rioting.

Ten of the 106 House members 
from 11 Southern states went 
along with the bill’s supporters 
in a key 229-195 vote against 
sending the measure to confer­
ence with the Senate, where 
backers feared the housing pro­
vision would be watered down.

One of the Southerners op­
posed to the bill,' Rep. William 
M. Colmer, D-Mlss., contended:

"we are legislating in an atmos­
phere of emotion, threats, arm- 
twisting.”

But the Senate’e lone Negro,
Republican Edward Brooke of 
Meussachusetts, said after the
bill's passage: “ The ghetto will violence^when they are engaged 
not disappear overnight, but

minority. The Congress has 
made a noble beginning.”

When fully effective, Jan. 1, 
1970, the discrimination ban

In Its Last Days o f  Dignity
The stately dignity of the Rog­

ers House at 65 Prospect St. 
appears untouched, so far, by 
the ravages of neglect and im­
pending doom shown by the 
porch of the house directly 
across the street. Rt. 6 is expect­
ed td pass through the sites of 
both houses before the year is 
done.

‘The Rogers House, now own­
ed by Mr. and Jirs. Frank H. 
Reed, was built by Henry Rog­
ers In the 1860’s. Rogers was 
the son of the foimder of the 
Rogers Paper MiUs once off 
Hartford Rd. which started In 
1832.

The 16-room house is on six

acres of well-manicured lawns. 
The columns are considered to 
be of Italian design and the In­
terior is early Victorian. It has 
been studied by historical so­
cieties as an example of the 
best homes of its day.

The house cannot be moved 
without gpreat expense and so 
the wrecking crane and the bull­

dozer will clear its place for 
part of the eight-lane Rt. 6. The 
Reeds have found another home 
and are expected to move some­
time this spring.

Now, In the perspective of our domes­

tic trauma, the war In Vietnam has al­
most b ^ u n  to take the secondary role 
some like D r. ICartln Luther King said 
It riiould.

It has no longer been, for the past 
lew  days, the number one heartache, 
the number one disease In American life.

Xt has somehow —perhaps very decep­
tively —seemed to be less consequential.

It is, of course, something of a mercy 
that, during the time when we had trou­
ble bringing our thoughts back toward 
it, the war In Vietnam has hapi>ened to 
be going well.

It is quite possible to take General 
Westmoreland’s report, nam ely that 
“ militarily we have never been in a bet­
ter relative position In South Vietnam " 
itnd make some partial agreement with 
it, although perhaps not from the same 
angles and for the same reasons which 
prompt him.

W e are in pleasing position because 
the siege of Khesanh h u  been lifted, and 
the long ndghitmare of the ordeal of our 
llarines there has been ended.

Our position with regard to the bomb­
ing of North Vietnam seems to have been 
Improving, too, with informal signs that, 
by drawing our bombers still a little 
further to the south than be did in his 
original announcement. President John­
son m ay be giving Hanoi an additional 
signal or pertiaps responding to some 
signal from  Hanoi.

It might be that the withdrawal of 
the besieging forces from  around Khe­
sanh will come out in the history books 
as a valid signal-from  Hanoi.

One m is^t also say that It is part of 
our good position In Vietnam right now 
that Soviet Russia has given Its official 
blessing to the prospects of negotiations 
about negotiations between Hanoi and 
Washington, thus adding important im ­
petus to the possibility for such talks, 
just as President de Gaulle did earlier 
In the gam e.

It is also good that United Nations 
Secretary General Thant, once the world 
figure m ost likely to be brushed aside by 
United States policy, has now been 
briefed and consulted by our highest 
authority, and seem s to find him self very 
busy on the fringe of management about 
tim es and places for the first negotla- 
tiODS.

Once President Johnson announced his 
pullback of our bombing of North Viet­
nam , and reinforced that peace gesture 
dram atically with his own announcement 
that he would not be a candidate for 
reeleotion, there has been considerable 
revelation of the jiossible subtleties of 
peace-making in Vietnam.

There were in existence, it has been 
revealed, all kinds of intricate timetables 
for a number of gradual signals of de- 
escalation to be exchanged back and 
forth, each answering of each signal with 
an appropriate response supposedly not 
only moving talks forward, but building 
the atmosphere of mutual tn u t in which 
the first talks could take place.

Now everybody seem s to be straining 
to detect somebody’s signal to somebody 
In alm ost everything that happens. No 
one in the public realm  knows anything 
for sure, any more than we know whether 
Preetdent Johnson had good reason to  
ihinv Hanoi might respond positively 
three days later when he made the 
speech opening this rouiid of history for 
the war in Vietnam. But just about ev­
erybody, including a good many who once 
m ay have been insaiUeble hawks, is hop­
ing that the delicate by-play continues. 
Everybody has trouble enough at home.

’The fact that everybody has trouble 
enough at home is not, to be sure, any 
valid reason for chickening out of the 
war in Vietnam. No m atter what our 
pain or preoccupation at home, we 
should not get out of Vietnam without 
honor, without fairness to those who have 
m erged cause with us there, without try­
ing to create some atmosphere of both 
political and economic stability for the 
whole region. It has always had to be 
that any peaceful solution to the war in 
Vietnam had to come by negotiation, 
rather than by victory, and that th^ 
peaceful solution,. when it cam e, would 
have to include a stability not dependent 
upon the continued presence of American 
m ilitary force. The big good hope is that 
we m ay be near the beginning of negotiat­
ing about negotiating on such a basis 
and toward such an end.

E v en  G old  G ot H esH M er
When the gold crisis was at<tts height, 

and none of us laymen could eveh begin 
to understand its cofttpllcated techni­
calities, it was a relief to find an oc­
casional analyst who would say, in lan­
guage anybody might pretend to under­
stand, the real location of the
crista was not in the technicalities of 
the gold m arket, but in the moral, 
spiritual, political health of the country 
itseU.

But U it might be pleasant to hear 
some relatively aimpte analysis like this, 
le «  o f her personal safeity.

Then came the week of the great re­
versal In the standards and directions 
of the country of the dollar. Somehow, 
its leadership mcceeded In restoring 
confidence in Itself. Somehow, it seemed 
there might be an end to the national 
sickness of the war in Vietnam . And by 
the end of the week the forces that had 

^once seemed at liberty to pounce on the 
gold position weakness of the country 
were finding themselves thrown back on 
their own plot and forced to run for 
cover.

Once again, there was an expert 
opinion which got away from  the nraal 
expertise. It said that the country’s 
position on gold had Improved more 
than it was likely to have Improved as 
a result of any of the technical things 
done directly about the gold crisis. An 
improved national general health had 
begun to provide an immunity to the 
infection carried by the gold bug.

The Forgotten People
Anyone who watched the T V  coverage 

of the grim weekend’s riots, and mil­
lions of Americans did, could hardly 
avoid astonishment at the close-up pic­
tures of looters calmly walking out of 
stores laden with stolen goods while po­
licemen looked the other way.

’This was only part of the astonish­
ment. Looking at ravaged Chicago or 
burning Washington, there could only be 
a sense of Incredulity that this was hap­
pening in America. Not merely incredul­
ity that in the emotional tinderbox a 
spark could cause such an explosion, 
but also that society should appear to 
be so helpless to restrain the senseless­
ness, the sheer madness of the explo­
sion.

And it is hard to put down the thought 
that this helplessness was more apparent 
than real.

Certainly it is clear that what hap­
pened in the end was only remotely 
connected with grief and outrage over 
■the murder of Martin Luther King. It is 
equally clear thkt those who partici­
pated in it were not even remotely rep­
resentative of the vast majority of the 
Negro people; the burning, the pillage, 
and killing were the work of those with 
little regard for Dr. King and with little 
thought of making a civil rights protest. 
’They were looters and vandals, pure 
and simple.

What is becoming increasingly clear, 
as the reports come in, is that in many 
places the looters and vandals were, at 
least in the beg;inning, given license to 
do what they did. Policemen were in­
structed to lg;nore those who smMhed 
and helped themselves amid the wreck­
age; some of them said quite frankly 
that often they were reduced to direct­
ing traffic for the looters. The troops 
called in were In many Instances used 
only to cordon off an area, protecting 
the surrounding neighborhoods but not 
the people or property within.

The reasoning behind these orders 
may be understandable, and we have 
some sympathy for those in authority 
who issued them. They were, indeed, 
caught In a terrible dilemma between 
maintaining order and the spectacle, in 
so doing, of police or soldiers being 
rough with Neg;roes, with all ithat might 
entail. It Is not an easy dilemma for 
good men to resolve.

But the consequence i&>f what was or­
dered was, in such places as Chicago 
and the nation’s capital,, to let a looting 
riot turn into a disaster. And ithe real 
sufferers were the decent, honorable, 
law-abiding Negroes,

’The dead have not yet been accurate­
ly counted, but most of the score or 
more were Negroes. The property dam­
age cannot yet be assessed, but of its 
hundreds of millions all was in Negro 
neighborhoods. In Washington alone the 
number of the homeless, burned out by 
the vandals, runs into the thousands— 
all Negroes.

Nor is this the end of the matter. In 
the glutted 'areas the residents and the 
shopkeepers will face new difficulties in 
rebuilding and restoring their lives be­
cause of what was allowed to liappen 
this past weekend. Insurance ffremtums 
and interest rates will, understandably, 
soar; in some cases they may be unob­
tainable except through government re­
lief programs.

Add to all this the damage done to 
men’s' spirits by such a manmade holo­
caust. The white population watched all 
this in shock and horror; few of them 
watching were in personal danger. ’The 
Negro people had to live through it in 
terror, fearful of setting forth upon the 
street and equally fearful of cowering 
in homes that might be —and some­
times were —burned down over their 
heads.

It seems to us no accident that the 
places where the most trouble might 
have been expected —Watts, for exam­
ple, or Harlem—escaped with the least. 
In part this may be due to the fact that 
they have been through it before, and 
know what it costs. But in part it was 
due to the fact that in these places the 
authorities, forewarned, were forehand­
ed. And not just with force, either; 
Mayor Lindsay in New York coupled 
police action with energetic efforts by 
himself and Negro leaders to head off 
trouble before It got to the explosion 
point.

So if nothing else the grim weekend 
has let us see the other side of the di­
lemma. For too many and for too long 
the phrase “ law and order”  has been 
under a cloud, as if meastires to pre­
serve it were somehow merely act^ of 
oppression aimed against the Negro 
people to put down their protests against 
their place in society.

What this disaster ought to remind us,' 
hopefully. Is that when law and order 
are abdicated to hoodluma. it is all so­
ciety that suffers,, and that those who 
suffer most grievously are the forgot­
ten Negro people.

PITTSBURGH—The attitude 
of a veteran low-echeJon of­
ficial of the United Steel Work­
ers ,who waited patiently in a 
windy mist for Vice President 
Hubert H. Humphrey to arrive 
ait Greater Pittsburgh Airport 
last week, shows ■why Sen. Rob­
ert F. Kennedy’s drive for the 
Democratic nomtnation is no 
caikewalk.

"I half froae waiting right 
here in the freezing cold for 
hours to see Jack Keimedy 
■back in 1960,” the union man 
told us. “But I wouldn’t wait 
one minute for that little 
bUnkety-tolank Bobby.”

Hla view is shared with amaz­
ing consistency by the func­
tionaries of both organized la­
bor and the Democratic party 
in Western Pennsylvania. Their 
deep-seated anti-Bobby feeling 
helps explain the Hum^rey-for- 
Presldent boom that greeted 
the Vice President here when 
he arrived for the state AiFL- 
CIO convention.

Actually, Kennedy’s closest 
political advisors anticipated 
that these regulars would be 
solidly for President Johnson 
against Kennedy’s challenge. 
But they hoped Kennedy would 
,pick up some Important party 
and labor support once Mr. 
Johnson dropped out.

“He did not. Telephone caUs 
from Kenneth P. O’Donnell and 
other Kennedy operatives to 
the regulars here have been 
singularly unproductive. Mayor 
Joseph Barr of Pittsburgh, the 
state's Democratic National 
Committeeman, was totally un­
helpful. In the entire Pittsburgh 
area, it is Impossible to find 
anybody in the party hierarchy 
for Kennedy.

These same regulars started 
out lukewarm about John F. 
Kennedy in 1960. But the Ken­
nedy campaign got an early 
boost in I960 from the political­
ly muscular Steel Workers’ un­
ion that it won’t get in 1968. 
Under new leadership, the 
Steel Workers now ore mili- 
tantly pro-Humphrey and anti- 
Keimedy —  ai view shared 
throughout Pennsylvania labor.

When Humphrey faced a sea 
of Humphrey-for-Presldent pos­
ters at the state labor conven­
tion, there was not one Ken­
nedy button to be seen. Chat­
ting with union functionaries 
that evening, we heard not one 
kind word about Bobby. What 
makes this particularly import­
ant is that Pennsylvania’s 
atrophied Democratic party, 
here as in other key industrial 
states, has just about ceded Its 
functions to organized labor.

Although labor has become an 
increasingly conservative force 
In politics, Kennedy’s left-of-, 
center stands on Vietnam and 
the Negro question do not seem 
a principal source of his un­
popularity.

Rather, both the union and 
party stalwarts oppose Kennedy 
mainly because they feel they 
cannot trust him though they 
can trust Humphrey. When 
Kennedy switched direction on 
March 16 and opposed Presi­
dent Johnson, he demonstrated 
to the regulars that he was un­
dependable and changeable — 
qualities they do not value 
highly in a politician. ■ , •

But these Western Pennsyl­
vania Democrats are not Gold- 
waterlte Republicans valuing 
regularity above all else. It Is 
significant that County Com- 
piissloner Leonard Stalsey, a 
rising Democratic force, here

Is endorsing nobody until the 
situation becomes less fluid. 
While no admirer of Kennedy, 
Stalsey wants a winner to head 
the ticket in November.

That fits perfectly with Ken­
nedy’s grrand strategy of con­
verting the regulars through 
his mass support. But that sup­
port may not be quite so easy 
to demonstrate here. For in­
stance, prior to Mr. Johnson’s 
withdrawal, polls in this area 
showed him consistently more 
popular than Kennedy. Nor 
woiild Kennedy backers here be 
foolish enough to risk a writer 
in campaign against Sen. Eu­
gene McCarthy, alone on the 
ballot in the state preferential 
primary on April 23.

Indeed, the Initiative here Is 
Humphrey’s. If he can re-estab­
lish a political identity Inde­
pendent of Lyndon B. Johnson 
and show some strength in the 
polls, the regulars would dearly 
love to commit themselves Ir­
revocably to him.

One such regular, high in 
party councils here, feels that 
if Humphrey does not get roll- 
Inig and a draft-Johnson move­
ment does not develop, he 
would then prefer even Mc­
Carthy to Kennedy. That was 
the voice of emotion rather 
than cold reason, but it was an 
anti-Kennedy voice of the reg­
ular which the hlgh-ridlng Ken­
nedy managers in Washtng t̂on 
can ill afford to ignore.

Hilliard Pond Victim 
Of Strain on Sewers
Hilliard Pond, once a 

place to swim, fish, ice 
skate and just look at, is 
now ugly, smelly and a 
health hazard.

Part of the pond’s pres­
ent state is due to the 
town’s overloaded Parkade 
Center sewage pump sta­
tion across E. Middle ’Tpke. 
from the pond. 'The pumps 
cannot get their full load 
up to the town’s primary 
treatment plant on Olcott 
St. So part of the sewage 
overflows into the pond 
during heavy rains.

Lawrence Wittkofske, water 
and sewer superintendent, ex­
plained why toe pumps over­
flow.

In 1960, the pump station was 
put in to handle a small area 
Including Hilliard Estate, and 
Essex and Grant Sts. I t  had two 
200 g;allon per hour pumps 
which easily handled demands 
then.

Stace then, 'The Green Man­
or Apartments have been built 
along with the Parkade Shop­
ping Center and toe Devon St. 
and Deepwood Dr. areas. The 
pumps were being put to 24- 
hour service, Wittkofske said.

Furthermore the flow from 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
has been removed from the 8th 
District system and added to 
lines leading to the pump sta­
tion.

What broke the station’s back 
Is the Broad St. line from Cen­
ter St. put ta to relieve the 
overloaded line going down 
Center St. to the primary plant.

Wittkofske said the town has 
replaced the two small pumps

with t w o / ^  gallon per hour 
pumps. Now the problem is 
that both pumps cannot work 
together because the pipes are 
not large enough to handle the 
flow.

At least one pump is always 
running, Wittkofske said, and 
spare parts are kept on hand ta 
case of breakdown.

Rain causes the overflow, he 
added, which means toe sewage 
is diluted. The overflow goes In­
to the pond which then must be 
heavily chlorinated. The chlo­
rine kills not only harmful bac­
teria, but fish and water life.

Temporary solutions, he said. 
Include even bigger i>umps and 
juggling the flows -with otoer - 
loaded trunk lines.

But the best permanent solu­
tion Is toe Center Relief Sew­
er line included dn the $1.1 mil­
lion sewer system package deal 
to be voted on ta the April 30 
referendum.

The new line, Wittkofske 
said, -will s ta rt a t toe Bigelow 
Brook trunk line near toe cen­
ter of town and run past toe 
pump house to connect with a 
larger line called the Nortji 
^lanchester Interceptor run­
ning along toe Hockanum Riv­
er.

The pump house -will no long­
er be needed, he said.

The pond may once again be 
usable by toe area residents 
■who can remember Its waters 
were clean just 15 years ago.

'Ihe pond ivas created by toe 
Hilliard Brothers many years 
ago for use in their Hilliard St. 
mill now owned by toe- Bezztal 
Brothers. The pond also served 
tobacco farms wlto IrrlgaiUon 
water.

Saving Ducks 
Is P ro je c t  
Of Bureau

SOCORRO, N.M. (A P ) * -  
Whether lt*s called the Mexican 
or New Mexican duck, the U.B. 
Bureau of Sports Fisheries la 
working to prevent Its extinc­
tion.

The ducks currently niunber 
only about 1,209 and some de­
bate exists among naturalists 
whether the waterfowl actually 
are one species or two.
' Nonetheless, officials at the 
Bosque del Apache National, 
Wildlife Refuge 18 miles south 
of Socorro have started a pro­
gram to create a habitat ac­
ceptable to the ducks and foster 
their survival.

The ducks are not adaptable, 
federal game personnel mport, 
and J>refer to nest near trees. 
Yearn ago the ducks nested 
along the Rio Grande Valley but 
the development of farms and 
cities changed that. So officials 
are trying to create a habitat 
for the ducks.

The program at the Bosque, 
as the refuge Is called, will cre­
ate ponds or potholes In low 
areas near trees so the ducks 
will be near both water and 
nesting locations.

Treated ammtmlum nitrate 
and dynamite charges are set 
about five feet underground and 
detonated to create the ponds. 
Each blast creates a pothole 
about 20 feet wide and six feet 
deep.

Underground water fills the 
potholes In 24 to 36 houm but It 
takes about a  year for vegeta­
tion to grow stifflclent tor nest­
ing ducks, game management 
offioera said. Some 00 potholes 
are planned on the refuge.

Bi the 1920s a naturalist 
named Wharton Huber de­
scribed a new variety of duck 
which he called the New Mexi­
can duck. In *"nie Auk,” a nat­
uralist publication.

The question of whether the 
New Mexican duck Is really dif­
ferent from the Mexican duck 
centera aroimd a few buff-color, 
feathers near the fowl’s neck. 
The New Mexican duck has 
them; the Mexican duck 
doesn’t, say those who favor the 
two-specles claim. In appear­
ance, however, both ducks and 
both the male and female of the 
species look almost exactly like 
a female mallard.

McCwthy, campaigning for 
the Democratic presidential 
nomination, said in a speech 
Wednesday night that the Presi­
dent’s action was in res^nse to 
public support of McCarthy’s 
peace campaign.

This has proved wrong thoM 
who said the question of the 
Vietnam war should not be tak­
en to the people, McCarthy told 
4,000 persons, mostly students, 
In Pershing Municipal Audito­
rium, which had been equipped 
to seat 7,000.

He winds up today two days of 
campaigning for popularity 
votes and committed convention 
delegates In Nebraska’s May 14 
primary. He will deliver a con­
vocation speech at Nebraska 
Wesleyan University before de­
parting for Boston and another 
speech tonight.

The longest applause Wednes­
day night came when McCarthy 
said Johnson had responded to 
public opposition to the war by 
declaring "that this war must 
be brought to a  close.”

McCarthy drew strong reac­
tion also when he suggested that 
meeting the plight of Negroes, 
kept for 100 years “ in a kind of 
colonial status,”  is "our 
immediate and most pressing 
obligation.”

McCarthy is pitted against 
New York Sen. Robert F .  Ken­
nedy in Nebraska’s Democratic 
presidential preference pri­
mary, Just one week after a 
similar confrontation in Indi­
ana.

President Johnson also is list­
ed on Nebraska’s ballot, his re­
nunciation of renomlnatlon hav­
ing come too late to permit a 
ballot revision.

Resuming campaign efforts 
which were shelved following 
the death of Dr. Martin Luther 
King, McCarthy began his day 
Wednesday with a dawn visit to 
a power plant in Omaha, greet­
ing workers then motored the 60 
miles to Lincoln after the Oma­
ha luncheon.

Most political observers be­
lieved that, in a nation which is 
86 per cent Negro, the outcome 
would be a landslide victory for 
the 38-year-old London-educated 
lawyer.

In an election eve broadcast, 
Pindling predicted the voters 
would write "the last page in 
the old history book of injustice 
and humiliation.”

Charges of racism and inci­
dents of violence marked the 
campaign after Pindling dls 
solved the House of Assembly 
and ordered general elections in 
an attempt to increase his one- 
vote majority.

The prime minister said his 
Progressive Liberal party was 
innocent on all counts.

I f his government is strength­
ened and "allowed to mature,” 
he said, the Bahamas "will rise 
from the depths of racism to the 
promised land of brotheriiood.”

Rock^throwing g a n g s  of 
youths wearing badges with the 
party initials disrupted some po­
litical rallies of the United Ba­
hamian party which Pindling 
ousted from power, but the 
prime minister said the violence 
was provoked by the opposition 
candidates.

Pindling said he subscribes to 
the policies of Dr. Martin Lu­
ther King Jr., Negro apostle of 
nonviolence who was assassinat­
ed in Memphis, Tenn. If he had 
not followed the principles of 
nonviolence, Pindling sold, 
there could have been "really 
serious outbreaks”  in the years 
when his party was making Its 
drive for power.

He said that when the post­
master general spoke to Mm 
earUer in the day about resign­
ing, he told O’Brien “ that since 
I was not going to be a candi­
date for re-election, I realize the 
Cabinet had made many sacri­
fices . . . and that now was the 
time for any of them to make 
decisions concerning their fami­
lies and their future.”

Johnson praised O’Brien, who 
served as his liaison with Capi­
tol HIU and as a key political 
strategist, saying he was highly 
competent, efficient, and effec- 
Uve; “ We rtiall miss him, but 
are happy to cooperate with him 
In his desire to enter private 
Hfe,”  Johnson said.

The President wouldn’t dis­
cuss O’Brien’s future plans but 
aides of Sen. Robert F. Kennedy 
said the postmaster general 
would, soon join the New York­
er’s campaign for the Demo­
cratic presidential nominatimi.

Chairman A.S. Mike Monro-

Mind Factor 
Seen Cause 
In Asthma

Striking evidence that perhaps 
half o f all asthmatics are react­
ing to psychological factors rath­
er than pollen or dust when they 
have attacks was presented re­
cently by a Brooklyn Medical 
team.

The study showed that in a 
large percentage of cases the 
patient’s state of mind is more 

' Important than even the effect 
of one of the most commonly 
used asthma drugs.

It showed also that an ordin­
ary salt spray could either cause 
or relieve asthma attacks in 
these patients, depending on 
what the patient was told to 
expect.

A medical student conducted 
the study on 40 long-term asth­
matics.

The student, Eugene R. 
Bleecker, reported the study in 
Boston at a meeting of the 
American College of Physicians.

The patients, ail volunteers, 
were told they were being g;iven 
inhalations of dust, pollen or 
animal dander which would 
bring on an attack.

Actually’ they were g;lven in­
halations of a salt solution which 
is known to have no effect 
whatsoever. Nevertheless 19 of 
the 40 suffered a significant in­
crease in air passage resistance 
and 12 of the 19 developed full­
blown attacks including wheez­
ing and shortness of breath.

The 12 reactors were then 
told they were getting a drug 
that would reverse the attack. 
Although the "drug” was a mist 
of the same salt solution that 
caused the attack, all 12 recov­
ered from the attack immed­
iately.

As a double check, the same 
experiment was tried with pa­
tients suffering from other lung 
diseases such as tuberculosis 
and chronic bronchitis, and al­
so on people with no respiratory 
ills. None showed any kind of 
reaction.

The experiment was then re­
peated on 29 of the orig;inal sub­
jects , including 15 reactors. 
Thirteen of the 16 reactors again 
developed symptoms, but none 
of the 14 original nonreactors 
showed any effect.

The researchers then told the 
subjects they would get a high 
dose of dust and pollen but in­
stead gave them Isoproterenol 
hydrochloride, a drug that is 
used to relieve asthma attacks.

'The drug produced relief in 
breathing in all 16 of the sub­
jects who had been nonreaotors 
in the original experiment— in 
other vw ds the drug did what 
it is intended to do on these 
patients.

But in the group of 13 which 
had reacted according to sug­
gestion rather than according 
to actual physiological effect, 
none showed any sign o f im­
provement from the drug.

■When this reactor group was 
given another salt spray and 
told it was medicine, they did 
show improvement, Bleecker 
said.

atropine to five reactors. This

WASHINQ’TON (A P ) —Con­
gress has vacated Capitol Hill 
for the Easter recess, a work 
break members say will let 
them test feelings back home on 
racial turmoil, federal money 
problems and Vietnam.

It’s not unusual for Congress 
members to Justify vacaUons on 
the ground they’re necessary to 
take the pulse of the country, 
but this time the explanation 
has more than usual to back it.

Since the lawmakers came 
back from their last recess in 
February, the country has been 
shaken by a succession of 
events bearing dlrecUy on legis­
lative problems that must be 
tackled after sessions resume 
April 22.

n iere was the IntemaUonal 
gold crisis, contained but per­
haps not solved by the Central 
Banks’ agreement on a two- 
price gold market.

President Johnson dropped a 
bomb into pollUcaUy sluggish 
waters by annouiiclng he would 
not seek re-election,

Hanoi, however guardedly, 
signaled willingness to talk 
about having peace talks.

"A ll America is outraged at 
the assasslnaUon”  of King, the 
President told a crowd of civil 
rights leaders. Congress mem­
bers and government leaders in 
the East Room ot the White 
House Thursday. "And America 
is also outraged at the looting 
and burning that defiles our de­
mocracy.

"We Just must put our shoul­
ders together and put a stop to 
both," he said of the violence 
that takes the lives of men like 
King and of the slum riots.

’The signing came one week 
after King’s death in Memphis, 
Tenn. Y lie  President recalled 
that King was among the civil 
rlgjits leaders who met with him 
two years ago to lay the ground­
work for an open-housing bill. 
But at that time prospects were 
dim for passage, said Johnson.

"Now at long last this after­
noon its day has come,”  the 
President said.

Mrs. King was invited to at­
tend the ceremony but could not 
arrange to be in Washington, 
White House aides said.

The new law will prohibit dis­
crimination in 80 per'cent of all 
housing sales and rentals by 
1970, but much of It takes effect 
next Jan. 1.

’The law also makes it a feder­
al crime to use threats or vio­
lence to Interfere with anyone 
seeking to exercise his civil 
rights and prohibits the crossing 
of state lines with intent to in­
cite rioting.

’The measure follows up the 
1964 Civil Rights Act which Con­
gress sent to Johnson eight 
months after the death of Presi­
dent John F. Kennedy, another 
assassination victim. ’That 
measure opened up all public 
accommodations to Negroes and 
strengthened their voting rights. 
In 1966 Johnson signed the Vot­
ing Rights Bill which outlawed 
literacy tests as a requirement 
for voting.

Aa Johnson was signing the 
new bill Thursday in a ceremo­
ny nationally telecast and 
braodcast, the Justice Depart­
ment’s Civil Rights Division 
was assigning a newly formed

Join Pope in Fast

Millions of Catholics 
Mourning Crucifixion

VATICAN C ITY (A P ) — MU- 
Uons of Roman Catholics fasted 
today to commemorate in 
mourning with Pope Paul V I the 
crucifixion of Christ.

The worldwide layman’s asso­
ciation CathoUc Action appealed 
to Its members to stop smoking 
for the day and give the money 
saved to the Pope tor the poor.

The Pope hlmeslf gave no 
blessings and shed his ring of 
office in mourning for Christ’s 
death to redeem mankind.

’The pontiff was to take part in 
two major services in Rome— 
the so-called !‘Dry Mass" inside 
the Basilica of St. Mary Major 
and the torchllt way o f the 
Cross in the shadow of the Col- 
osseiun.

The “ Dry Mass" Is the same 
religious ceremony held on 
Good Friday in most Catholic 
churches around the world. For 
the only time during the year, 
the Mass does not include the

consecration o f the Eucharist, 
which symbolizes Christ’s flesh 
and blood.

During the ceremony the 
Pope removes his shoes and 
kneels (hree times before the 
crucifix.

After the ceremony, the Pope 
returns to the Vatican to pre­
pare for the procession simulat­
ing Christ’s Journey to Calvary. 
The route—around and through 
the Colosseum to the ancient 
temple of Venus—includes the 
14 stations of the cross at which 
Christ stopped on the wayMo 
Calvary. \

Last year, the Pope carried 
the BH-foot-high wooden cross 
for the last two stations.

Visitors were streaming Into 
Rome In  chartered buses and 
planes for Good Friday and the 
culmination of the Easter cele­
brations on Simday. Tourist au­
thorities reported most hotels 
fully booked.

Parolee Held

The fire waa discovered at 
2 a.m. by the teen-agers' moth­
er, Mrs. David DeForge. She 
and another of the family’s 
elg^t children carried Mary to 
safety, fire officials said. Other 
deta^  o f the incident were 
withheld.

Come Near Gl Foxholes

400 of Foe Repulsed at Bivouac
SAIGON (AP ) — U.S. foot sol­

diers, artillery and dive bomb­
ers repulsed 400 North Viet­
namese adid Viet Cong troops 
who stormed an American bi­
vouac today and drove to within 
a few feet ot the G I’s foxholes.

After five hours of close-quar­
ter fighting in War Zone C 49 
miles northwest of Saigon, Viet­
namese and Viet Cong fled, 
leaving 128 of their dead and 
more than 50 weapons on the 
batUefield.

All the enemy bodies were 
foimd inside or on the fringes of 
the Ainerlcan perimeter. AP 
Photographer Al Chang report­
ed from the battlefield that 
more bodies were probably far­
ther out, vlctlma of the massive 
air and artillery strikes.

Sixteen U.S. troops were 
killed and 47 wounded.

(Jhang said the fighting waa at

such close range that at one 
point the 26th Division infantry­
men fixed their bayonets as 
their ammunition ran low. ’They 
didn’t have to use them.

’Two Americans were found 
dead inside their bunker. 
Around them were the bodies of 
eight Viet Cong, gunned down 
by the two Americans before 
they were killed.

A radio operator held out 
against 10 Viet Cong until a 
company commander, Lt. Rich­
ard J. Prairie of Kankakee, III., 
and three other infantrymen 
reinforced him. Prairie was 
awarded a Silver Star on the 
spot.

’The heavy fighting broke a 
week-long lull in the Vietnam 
war and was the first major ac­
tion reported in operation Com­
plete Victory, the biggest allied 
campaign of the war in which 
100,000 troops are sweeping

through 11 provinces aroimd 
Saigon.

A battalion of 25th Division in­
fantrymen on a reconnaissance 
mission had taken up defensive 
positions for the night in a 
clearing of a heavily wooded 
area.

Listening posts detected a 
heavy movement on the west 
side of the perimeter about 2:40 
a.m. shortly after, waves of Viet 
Cong threw themselves at the 
camp.

The fighting lasted until 7:30 
aan. shortly after the Viet Cong 
broke contact, tanks and ar­
mored personnel carriers rein­
forced the infantrymen tmd be­
gan sweeping the battlefield.

In addition to the bodies, the 
sweep produced 24 AK60 Rus­
sian assault rifles, six AK47 as­
sault rifles, 13 light machine 
guns, seven rocket grenade 
launchers and two carbines.

Federal agents refused to say 
why they were seeking Galt, 
whose last known address was 
Birmingham, Ala.

The bulletin d i s t r i b u t e d  
Hiumday. on the statewide po­
lice teletype network in Florida 
sold Galt was driving a white 
Mustang. Witnesses in Itemphis 
told Investigators earlier :.Ui»y 
saw a man In a white Mustang 
drive way from the rooming 
house from which King was shot 
April 4.

A  source In the Dade Coutny 
Public Safety Department In 
inrumi said the FBI bulletin be­
gan: “ Reference locate and no­
tify no warrant issued Eric

Starve Galt,”  then described 
Galt and the Mustang. The mes- 
sake concluded: " I f  located no­
tify Agent ciharles Bell FB I Mi­
ami."

"This meant they wanted him 
spotted, not ploked up," the Mi­
ami source said. It was reported 
originally that a pickup order 
hqd been isaued.

The BHI In Miami refused any 
comment.

At about the same time the 
pickup order was sent in Flori­
da, federal agents in Atlanta 
impoimded a white Mustang 
that had been parked since last 
Friday at a public housing pro­
ject near the Georgia state Cap­
itol.

The message, withdrawn with 
the explanation that it wieui re­
leased by mistake, described 
Galt as a, white male, 86 years 
old, about 6-foot-ll and 176 
pounds with Uue eyes and 
brown hair. «

This roughly matched the de­
scription circulated by federal 
authorities the night of King’s 
slaying.

Special Agent John Hanlon of 
the Miami FBI office, w)io with­
drew the pickup order about 
four hours after it was Issued, 
said, " I  cannot comment," 
when asked for further details.

The FBI in Memphis and At- 
alanta also refused to discuss the 
developments. In Washington, . 
an aide said Atty. Gen. Ramsey 
Clark would have no comment.

Clark said last weekend that 
agents were on the trail ot "one 
man on the run.. . ”  He said the 
man had used the name John 
Willard but “ whether It proves 
to be the right name remains to 
be seen."

The Florida teletype message, 
said Galt was last seen driving 
a white 1966 Mustang hardtop,

Dutschke’s mysterious assail­
ant, a man about 25, was also in 
critical condition after a gun 
battle with police who captured 
him in a  cellar 

Police said they were unable 
so far to identify their captive. 
He had no identification papers, 
wore a leather Jacket and had a 
matchbox in his Jipcket labeled 
"City of Munich;")

Dutschke was shot on the Kur- 
fuerstendamm, West Berlin’s 
main street, as he left the office 
of the radical student organiza­
tion he heads. Word of the at­
tempted assassination spread 
quickly, and 3,000 to 6,000 stu­
dents marched on the headquar­
ters alongside the Berlin Wall of 
Axel Springer’s publishing con­
cern. The students charged that 
the assassination attempt was 
inspired by attacks in Sprln-

A U.S. spokesman said the en­
emy troops were wearing new 
uniforms, some of them black 
and some of them green. He 
said their weapons also were 
new or in good condlticm, indi­
cating the troops were recent 
replacements who had come 
down the Ho Chi Minh Trail 
from North Vietnam through 
Laos and Oambo^a.

Senior U.S. officers main­
tained during the lull that the 
yiet Cong were avoiding a fight 
because they were still suffering 
from heavy losses they suffered 
in their lunar new year offen­
sive. These officers said'the en­
emy was regrouping, refitting 
and awaiting replacements.

The U.S. Command in Saigon 
had no word today on whether

Conference 
Slated  fo r  
Wednesday
WASHINGTON (A P ) —  

The White House said to­
day President Johnson will 
meet Wednesday in Hono­
lulu with President Chung 
Hee Park of South Korea.

’The announcement said John­
son would leave for Hawaii 
from his Texas ranch where he 
will spend the Easter weekend.

The meeting with Park had 
been planned for last weekend, 
when Johnson was scheduled to 
fly to Honolulu to meet also with 
his advisers from Vietnam.

But that trip was canceled aft­
er violence erupted In the na­
tion’s capital and other U.S. cit­
ies following the assasslnaUon 
of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.

I n s t e a d ,  Gen. William 
C. Westmoreland, U.S. mUltary 
commander In Vietnam, and 
Ellsworth Bunker, ambaMador 
to South Vietnam, flew to Wash­
ington for conferences.

’The President and Mrs. John­
son have traditionally spent 
Easter at their LBJ ranch in 
Texas and will have some four 
days before Johnson’s departure 
for Hawaii.

’The Johnsons planned to leave 
for Texas this afternoon.

South Korean Ambassador 
Kim Dong Jo, vdio said Thurs­
day night. the Johnson-Park 
meeting would be rescheduled, 
said the conferences would in­
clude an Informal discussion of 
the Vietnam war, Korean af­
fairs and other Southeast Asia 
developments.

South Korea has nearly 50,(XK) 
combat troops in South Vietnam 
and has asked lor a voice in any 
peace negoUatons.

’The discussions also would 
presumably include South Ko­
rean Korean tensions over signs 
of increased aggression by 
North Korea and the captured 
U.S. intelligence ship Pueblo 
and its 82 crewmen now held in 
North Korea.

MOS<X)W (A P ) — Tass re­
ported from Hanoi today that 
the North Vietnamese officials 
consider Washington’s rejection 
of Warsaw as the site for preli­
minary peace talks to be “ legal­
ly untenable."

’The Soviet news agency’s dis­
patch said Hanoi official circles 
took this poslUon because "the 
United States has expressed re­
peatedly its willingness to meet 
a representaUve of the Demo- 
craUc Republic of Vietnam any 
place and any time."

Tass had reported the same 
reacUon ’Thursday to Washing­
ton’s refusal to meet in Phnom 
Penh, the Cambodian capital; 
which the North Vietnamese 
first suggested.

The dispatch said North Viet­
namese officials consider Wash­
ington’s rejection of Warsaw un­
tenable for these reasons also;

1 ’The United States expressed 
willingness to establish as soon 
as possible contact between rep­
resentatives of the two coun­
tries. but U.S. actions only de­
lay such contacts;

2. "Having declined Phnom 
Penh, the United States moti­
vated Its refusal to meet in the

Poles’ Shakeup Spurs 
Y outhful Government

WARSAW (A P ) — 'Bie conUu- 
ulng shakeup in the Communist 
government of Poland Is giving 
it a more youthful look, and 
more changes are promised.

A number of key posts have 
gone to men in their 40s as Com­
munist party chief Waldyslaw 
Gomulka seeks to bolster his po­
sition against the challenge of 
an ultranatlonallst group of 
World War n  underground 
fighters headed by Lt. Gen. Mle- 
cyzslaw Moczar, the interior 
minister and chief of the secret 
police.

Premier Josef Cyranklewlcz 
promised more purges to root 
out "troublemakers, incompe­
tents and those who are alien to 
us."

Many pf the purge victims, 
believed to number In the hun­
dreds so far, are Jewish. They 
apparently did not go aiPng with 
the party’s condemnation of Is­
rael In the 1967 war.

The significance of some of

the government shifts Is un­
clear.

It was impossible to tell (or 
example, whether the switching 
of Marshal Marian SpychaloU, 
61, from head of the armed 
forces to the presidency Is a de­
motion. He still has a seat on 
the 12-member party poUtlburo, 
which wields the real power In 
Poland.

Spychalski Is considered a 
confidant and staunch supporter 
of (Jomulka. The man who re­
placed him as defense mlnlater 
appears to be pro-Gomulka also.

He is 44-year-old Lt. Qen. 
Wojclech Jsuuzelskl. Unlike 
Spychalski, who Is more a politi­
cian than a military man, he is 
said to be a crackerjack officer. 
He has been deputy minister 
since 1962 and a general slnoe 
1966, when he was only 88.

He was picked over Lt. Gen. 
Grzegorz Korczynskl, said to
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
