Passover Starts at Sundown,

Recalls Exodus from Egypt

The observance of the Jew-
ish hollday of Passover will be-
gin at sundown today and will
continue for eight days through
Saturday, April 20. Of these
eight days, only the first two
and the last two days are ob-
served as full holidays, while
the Intervening days are seml-
holidays.

Services during the first days
of the holiday will be held at
Temple Beth Sholom today at 6
p.m., tomorrow, at 10 a.m. and
6 p.m, and on Sunday at 10
am, and 8 pm.

Passover is a Bibllcal holiday
established to commemorate the
Exodus of the Israelites from

Egypt in anclent times The Is-
raelites had come to Egypt sev-
eral centuries before at the in-
vitation of Joseph and had re.
mained there even after the
death of Joseph. But there
“‘arose a new Pharoah who knew
not Joseph,” and he disen-
franchised his Israelite citizens
and imposed upon them the yoke
of slavery, After centuries of
oppression, they were led out of
Egypt by Moses after a long
and costly struggle with Phar-
onh and his system. This was a
historic event for the Israelites,
and Passover was established to
remember it for all time.

to degrade him and to enslave
him, In our time, especially, he
is aware of the unhappy plight
of his brethren in Soviet Russia
and in Poland and is determin-
ed to brin them whatever help
and comfort he can.

B52s Hit Enemy
In Five Air Strikes

BAIGON (AP) — American
B52 bombers pounded ensmy
positions up and down Bouth
Vietnam in five missions today
after killing 200 Viet Cong mol-
diers in a rave strike in the Me-
kong Delta, the U.8. Command
sald.

The BS2s, which fly too high
to bs seen or heard from the
ground, dropped tons of explo-
nsives Friday on enemy troop
concentrations, weapons posl-
tions and a storage area In Vinh
Binh Province, 74 miles south-
west of Salgon, military spokes-
men sald,

South Vietnamese troops re-
ported finding 200 Viet Cong
bodies when they swept through
the area four hours after the
cight-engine Btratofortresses
struck,

If their count Is correct, it is
the largest number of enemy
troops ever reported killed in a
single B52 mission in the nearly
threo years the giant bombers
have been supporting allied
forces in Bouth Vietnam.

But many BS52 ralds are not
followed up by allled ground
sweeps, The BS2s have concen-
trated on enemy strongholds in
the central highlands and the
northern border area,

The U.8. Command did not
say how many BS2s flew in Fri.
day's mission In the delta or
what tonnage of exploaives they
dropped. It Is generally known
that a BS2 mission includes
from 3 to 12 of the bombers,
each capable of carrying 650,000
pounds of bombs,

Editorials Differ
On State Primaries

HARTFORD (AP)—The states
daily newspapers printed mixed
editorial reactions to the- 30
local McCarthy primaries In the
state.

Most editorial comments, how-
ever, took note of the absence of
a clear pattern in the prima-
ries, soven of which were won
by supporters of Sen. Eugone
McCarthy. The McCarthyites
won 115 of the 308 contested
delegates to the Democratic
state convention and garnered
over 44 per cent of the total
popular vole,

“To State and National Chalr-
man John M. Bailey, the pri-
mary resulls brought a message
... that the Democratic organ-
fmation is still substantially
sound, although with some dem-
onstrably weak spots In it's gad
onstrably weak spots in its
gadgetry,” said the Hartford
Courent In an editorial pub-
HUshed Friday.

‘““T'o the prime cause of all
the hubbub, Senator McCarthy
himself, the Connecticut prima-
ries bring small comfort,"” said
the Courant.

“What they (the primaries)
really mean is beyond anybody's
knowing,” sald the Hartford

Times, “because the situation
is so complicated that no pro-
grammer could instruct his com-
puter how to analyze them."

*'The youngsters and the ama-
teurs and newcomers who
worked so hard for Senator Mc-
Carthy deserve credit for cour-
age," sald the Times. '“They
may have been raw and brash
in their daring, but they brought
some fresh air and light into
many a Democratic stronghold
that will be the better for the
ventilation."

“There Is no simple rule-of-
thumb to explain why the sup-
porters of Senator Eugene Mc-
Carthy won big in New Britain
and lost big in Hartford; why
they won New Haven and loat
Middletown; why they won Da-
rien and lost Berlin,” sald the
New Britain Herald Thursday.

Rejecting the idea that Mc-
Carthy's policles and the Influ-
ence of college communities
were determining factors, the
Herald sald: “You have to look
to other circumstances, and the
most obvious would be the de-
gree of confidence of the Demo-
eratic voters In thelr local or-
ganizations, coupled with the ef-

GLASGOW, S8cotland (AP) —
A wave of violence—with no ap-
parent motive—lashed Scot-
land's biggest city throughout
the night.

An 18-year-old youth was
stabbed to death. More than 20
injured lay in crowded hospitals
today, suffering stab wounds,
Bottle cuts, razor slashes, kick-
ings and beatings.

City ambulance headquarters
sald: “We had an exceptionally
busy night, There was a build-
up in demand for ambulance
wagons, There was a great deal
of violence in all parts of the
eity."

Youths, alone or in palrs,
were attacked by gangs roam-
ing the strests as crowds made
their ways home from dance
halls, theaters and pubs. Sever-
al were knifed when they re-
fused demands for money. Oth-
ers were beaten for no reason.

A city police officer said: ""We
don't know why. There s no ap-
parent cause, It just happened.'

Chemical Tests Seen
Endangering Humans

TOOELE, Utah (AP) —Dr.
Kelly H, Gubler, chlef of staff of
the Tooele Valley Hospital, says
it Is possible that chemical and
blological testing at the Army's

Dugway Proving Ground could

cause a '‘massive human disas.
ter.'’

In reference to the deaths of
some 6,700 sheep in Utah's Skull
Valley In March, Gubler said:

“The sheep's worries are
over, now I'd start worrying
about the people. Undoubtedly
the wind shifted and the Army
falled to talke adequate precau-
tions."

He discussed the subject in
the April 12 edition of Medical
Newa World, a weekly maga-
inze,

"'We should bear In mind that
with a slight amount of misdi-
rected contaminant, there could
be & massive human disaster,”
he said.

U.S. Weather Bureau charts
and Dugway records have con-
firmed prevailing winds up to 85
M.P.H, blew across Dugway
into Skull Valley 20 miles north-
east and on toward Tooele and
Salt Lake City on March 183, the
day before the sheep began
dying. The Army has withdrawn
an earlier denlal and admitted
spraying a nerve gas agent
from an airplane that day.

Velerinarians and state Inves-
tigators claim the army nerve
gas testing March 13 caused the
sheep deaths,

“It's ridiculous for the Army

+.* to soft-pedal the human
health hagard,” Gubler
charged, emphasizing ‘‘We've
blown our stacks before over
Dugway incidents. We occaslon-

ally see patients who have got-
ton an anti<cholinestrase over-
dose at the proving ground, But
will the Army admit {t? Never.
They refuse to take a realistic
attitude.”

The Tooele Valley Hospital is
some 40 miles northeast of Dug-
way.

Tests done on the stricken

sheep showed them suffering
from a depression of cholines-
trase which incapacitates ita
victims by blocking the enzyme
action at nerve endings, causing
spasms and convulsions.
. Gubler sald that although the
treated one worker with the
dopression symptoms, ‘‘the
Army vehemently denled he had
received an overdose.! He said
the man later went into convul-
sions, ‘'suffered nervous impair-
ment and had to receive long-
term treatment.'

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Easter 1968

It has been Good Friday and It has
been Haster and It has been Passover
all week long.

In no such religious week—religious
by rite and calendar—has there besn
so much religion in the alr, so desp a
sensing of the religlous experience In a
people as in the American people this
BEaster Week of 1068,

There must be no effort to make the
parallels Involved too explicit. RBach
reality, however much it seems to yearn
and stretch itself toward another, re-
mains in some sacred and sacrosanct
compartment of {ts own. There must be
no carelessly wellintended effort to ap-
ply the image from one to another.
There need be no cross-referencing
between the particular stories and cir-
cumstances by which the great master
theme of suffering and redemption has
been developed and unfolded.

It would be better, if such posalbili-
ties cross the mind, to sit and meditate
than to reach for the &nalogy, or frame
the obvious question into specific words.

It is better just to wonder whether
the theme of suffering and redemption
could ever really have & central figure
whose skin Is of a certain color than it
is to try to make some proclamation
about an integrated God.

It Is better to let the feelings of this
week have their way inside us than to
try to produce a doctrine that could he
rend.

But one thing may perhaps be pro-
claimed, and that is the same thing
this editorial began with. Never before,
we think, has there been a Holy Week
in which the American people have had
within themselves quite so deep a flow-
ing of the rich, sad, yet beautifully
hopeful mysticism always symbolized by
the institutionalized ritual,

Let it flow, within ua, and out from
us, and on and on and on, toward good
ends,

The First Moumer

Tragedy is, one supposes, the most
ennobling of all elements.

And the strength of woman s &
fabulous thing, which s capable of sus-
taining tragedy and performing through
tragedy with a dignity and meaning
that passes the imagination of mere
men. ‘

The figure of the bereaved, herolc
widow has been classic all through
history. Now, with television, it enters
every home.

This week, to the memory of the per-
formarice of Jacgueline Bouvier Ken-
nedy, America added the spectacle of
Coretta Scott King, in whose classic
face and noble bearing the hidden fluc-
tuations of her personal pgrief were
barely suggested while she carried
through the obligatory performances ol
her day. .

Such widows, observed the Springfield
Union, ‘‘do more than distinguish them-
selves, By proving that griet can be
borne with grace, they place in their
debt all troubled people groping for
strength and courage to bear thelr own
burdens."

The Easter Story

They took Jesus away. As they went,
they met & man named Simon, from Cy-
rene, who was coming Into the city from
the country. They seized him, put the
cross on him and made him carry It be-
hind Jesus.

A large crowd of people followed him;
among them were some women who were
weeping and walling for him, Jesus
turned to them and sald: “"Women of
Jerusalem! Don't cry for me, but for
yourselves and your children, For the
days are coming when people will say,
‘How lucky are the women who never
had children, who never bore bables,
who never nursed them!" That will be
the time when people will say to the
mountaing, ‘Fall on us!' and to the hills,
‘Hide us!" For if such things as these
are done when the wood s green, what
will it be like when it iz dry?"

They took two o!herg also, both of
them criminals, to be put to death with
Jesus, When they came to the place called
‘“The Skull' they nalled Jesus to the

croas thers, and the two criminals, one
on his right and one on his left, Jesus
sald, "“Forgive them, Father! They don't
know what they are doing.'” They divid-
ed his clothes among themselves by
throwing dice. The people stood there
watching, while the Jewish lenders made
fun of him: “He saved others; let him
save himself, if he Is the Messiah whom
God hans chosen!' The soldiers also made
fun of hm; they came up to him and
offered him wine, and sald, '‘Save your-
self, it you are the King of the Jews!"
These words were written above him:
‘“Thig Is the King of the Jewns."

One of the eriminals hanging there
threw Insults at him: “Aren't you the
Messiah? Save yourself and us!" The
other one, however, rebuked him, say-
ing: “Don't you fear God? Here we are
all under the same sentence, Ours, how-
ever, ia only right, for we nre getting
what we deserve for what we did; but
he has done no wrong.'' And he sald to
Jesus, "Remember me, Jesus, when you
come as King!'' Jesus sald to him, "I
tell you this today you will be In Para-
dise with me."

It was about twelve o’clock when the
sun stopped shining and darkness cov-
ered the whole country until three
o'clock; and the curtain hanging in the
Temple was torn in two. Jesun cried out
in a loud volee, "‘Father! In your hands
I place my spirit!" He said this and
died, The army officer saw what had
happened, and he pralsed God, saying,
“Certainly he was a good man!" When
the people who had gathered there to
watch the spectacle saw what happened,
they all went back home beating their
brensts. All those who knew Jesus per-
sonally, Including the women who had
followed him from Galllee, stood off at
n distance to see these things.

There was a man named Joseph,
from the Jewish town of Arimathea. He
was a good and honorable man, and walit-
ed for the coming of the Kingdom of
God. Although a member of the Councll,
he had not agreed with their decision
and action. He went into the presence
of Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.
Then he took the body down, wrapped
it in a linen sheet, and placed it in a
grave which had been dug out of the
rock —a grave which had never been
used. It was Friday, and the Sabbath
was asbout to begin,

The women who had followed Jesus
from Galllee went with Joseph and saw
the grave and how Jesus' body was lald
in it. Then they went back home and
prepared the spices and ointments for
his body.

On the Sabbath they rested, as the law
commanded.

Very early on Sunday morning the
women went to the grave carrying the
splces they had prepared. They found
the stone rolled away from the entrance
to the grave, so they went on In; but
they did not find the body of the Lord
Jesus, They stood there uncertain about
this, when suddenly two men in bright
shining clothes atood by them. Full of
fear, the women bowed down to the
ground, as the men sald to them: “Why
are you looking among the dead for one
who Is allve? He Is not here; he has ris-
¢n. Remember what he sald to you while

“he was in Galllee: “The Son of Man must

be handed over to sinful men, be nailed
to the cross and be raised to life on the
third day.'' Then the women remem-
bered his words, returned from the
grave, and told all these things to the
eleven disciples and all the rest. The
women were Muary Magdalene, Joanna,
and Mary the mother of James; they
and the other women with them told these
things to the apostles, But the apostles
thought that what the women sald was
nonsense, and did not believe them, But
Peter got up and ran to the grave; he
bent down and saw the grave cloths and
nothing else. Then he went back home
wondering at what had-happened.

On that same day two of them were
going to a village named Emmaus, about
seven miles from Jerusalem, and they
were talking to each other about all the
things that had happened. As they talked
and discussed, Jesus himself drew near
and walked along with them; they saw
him, but somehow dld not recognize him.
Jesus said to them, "What are you talk-
ing about, back and forth, as you walk
along?"' And they stood still, with sad
faces. One of them, named Cleopas,
asked him, "Are you the only man liv-
ing in Jerusalemr who does not know
what has been happening there these
last few days?" ‘‘What things?" he
asked. "The things that happened to Je-
sus of Nazareth," they answered, ''This
man was & prophet, and was consldered
by God and by all the people to be
mighty in words and deeds. Our chief
priests and rulers handed him over to
be sentenced to death, and they nalled
him to the cross. And we had horad
that he would be the one who wuas go-
ing to redeem Israel! Besides all that,
this is now the third day since it hap-
pened. Some of the women of our group
surprised us; they went al dawn to the
grave, but could not find his body., They
came back saying they had seen a vi-
slon of angels who told them that he is
alive. Some of our group went to the
grave and found it exactly as the wom-
en had said, but they did not see him."”

Then Jesus said to them: “"How foollsh
you are, how slow you are to belleve
everything the prophets sald! Was It not
necessary for the Measiagh to suffer these
things and enter his glory?" And Jesus
explained to them what was sald about
him in all the Seriptures, beginning with
the books of Moses and the writings of
all the prophets,

They came near the village to which
they were going, and Jesus acted as if
he were going farther; but they held him
back, saying, '‘Stay with us; the day is
almost over and it is getting dark." So
he went in to stay with them. He sat
at table with them, took the bread, and
sald the blessing; then he broke the
bread and gave it to them, Their eyes
were opened and they recognized him;
but he disappeared from their sight.
They sald to each other, Wasn't it like
a fire Qurning In us when he talked to
us on the road and explained the Scrip-
tures to ug?"

They got up at once and went back
to Jerusalem, where they found the
eleven disciples gathered together with
the others and saying, ‘'The Lord s risen
Indeed! Simon has seen him!"' The two
then explained to them what had hap-
pened on the road, and how they had
recognized the Lord when he broke the
bread.

While they were telling them this, sud-
denly the Lord himself stood among
them and sald to them, "Peace be with
you."

al space organization. During
the next few decades, this body
would undertake advanced man-
ned spaceflight missions of such
magnitude that no single natlon
could undertake the implement-
aticm of the program by Itself.

Dr. H. H. Koelle, professor of
spice technology at the Tech-
nical University of Berlin, be-
Hleves the world has reached a
critieal point in its space acti-
vities. He conslders it Inevitable
that the scope of space pro-
grams will diminish jn the next
decade unless concrete steps are
taken to overcome barriers im.
posed by competitive national
programs.

1t is obvious that there major
forces working against such an
international program. These in-
clude the military uses for earth
orbits, the use of modified mis-
siles as launching rockets, and
the element of national prestige
which leads to strong compeli-
tion. Dr. Koelle also points to in-
ternationzl conflicts, mutual dis-
trust among the major powers
and the limited extent of nation-
al commitments to the space
program a8 having inhibited
meaningful  intemational co-
operation.

There are, however, also
many factors which work for
sound International cooperation.
Some economic factors weigh
heavily In the choice of objec-
tives in the space program, and
increased resources are re-
quired for future manned mis-
slons. Since these same re-
sources are required for other
national programs, there is a
strong need for international co-
operation on a major scale. The
widening desire of not only the
major global powers butl the
smaller nations to reduce ten-
sions and decrease their defense
budgets {8 another positive fact-
or. If defense budgets could be
decreased by 10 per cent, the
estimated savings could support
the International program with.
out an increase of national bud.
gets.

While there are serioud prob-
lems in implementing this pro-
gram, the incentives and the
rewards become so striking
that they may, in time, over-
come the objections. A crucial
factor is the apparent Soviet
willingness to discuss the ldea
funther.

Dr. Koelle has outlined 16 ad-
vanced manned missions on an
internatdonal scale. They can
be divided into three series, in
order of increasing complexity.
The (first deals with activity
near the earth. In the first
earth-orbit  ocategory he pro-
poses a 10-man earth-resources
laboratory to be In operation
by 1877. A year later he sees
a six-man research laboratory
in synchronous earth ‘orbit.
For 1880 he plans a 24-man re-
search station . and orbital
launch-suppont facility, A glos
bal aerospace transporter trav-
eling at 6,000 m.ph, and car-
rying 200 passengers or 20 tons
of payload i3 forseen for 1990.

The next plateau is the moon.
By 1976 he sees a 10-man lunar
orbital laboratory and suppont
space station. A 10-man lunar
Mysearch observatory can be
establighed by 1980. A 10-man
lunar radio observatory on the
moon's far side can be opera-
tional by 1992, A lunar settle-
ment by the same year may
contain 100 people.

The exploration of the solay
system s the final plateau in
Dr. Koelle's program, By 1980
or 1881 a Venus ocapture mis-
slon might be undertaken. Two
manned spaceoraft may also be
launched to orbit Mars by 1082,
It is hoped that by 1988 a 10-
mun Venus-orbiting laboratory
may be lunched, At about the
same time, give or lake two
years, an elght-man Mars land-
ing mission will be undertaken
In which a two-<man team will
land on and cxplore the planet's
surface. By 1980 a 10-man

group could man a Mars-orbit-
ing laboratory and five years
later & 10-man team could op-
erato a surface ohservatory
there. In that same year a mis-
sion might leave to orbit Mer
cury and the final mission is a
1999 Jupiter capture mission.

These are typical programs
that can be implemented in an
international undentaking.

Space sclentists and engineers
Indicate that major hardware
developments must materialize
before these programs can be
undertaken. The projected pay-
loads will recelve 20 post-Saturn
launch vehicles each vear
through the 1880s, For the fol-
lowing decade, 40 post-Saturn
vehicles must be made available.
The number of people in many
lands working on these projecta
will range from 350,000 to per-
haps 900,000, The projects esti.
mated global costs could con-
celvably be $4 to 10 billion per
year, with the United States, Eu.
rope and the Soviet Union ab-
sorbing the major portion.

In addition to the easing of
world tensions and the prospects
of a lasting perlod of  global
peace, there are scientific ob-
jectives which warrant a major
program of this type —the gain-
ing of increased knowledge of
the earth environment and the
golar system, It will provide ac-
cess to extraterrestrial re-
sources, It will accelerate tech-
nological evolution and feed it
back Into the economy of the
community of nations. Perhaps
one of the most important of the
objectives may be the discov-
ery of extraterrestrial life.

We have a long and torturous
way to go to establish Interna-
tional space programs. How-
ever, the end results are'so re-
warding that to this observer It
appears inevitable that such co-
operation will become part of
our way of life.

Connecticut
Yankee

When President Johnson an-
nounced his shift of policy with
regard to Vietnam and sccom-
panled that move toward peace
with the declaration of hia own
non - candidacy, various Con-
necticut Democrats were able
to make various responses.

Democratic State and Na-
tonal Chairman John Balley
had the beautiful option of
talking as If his own past loy-
alty to and admiration of the
Preasident had included falth
and expectation thet he was
such a man as to be capable of
such a ohange of pollcy and
muich a renunciation of power,
Bailey, in other words, had
known all along that President
Johnson would do the right and
big thing with his spot {n his-
tory.

Senator Abe Ribicoff did not
have quite that wide an option,
for he quite obviously had not
proviously shared any such
serene oconfidence in the cer-
tainty of President Johnson's
emergence with a policy on
Vietnam he, the Senator, could
applaud. To the contrary, the
Senator had a long record of
having recommended and sug-
gested to this same President
courses of action quite similar
to the course the President him-
self was now finally taking.

When the President went to
& new policy, which happened
to be what Senator Ribicoff
had been urging for n long
time, the Senator could con-
gratulate not the Infallibility of
the President, but his ability to
shift from a fallible policy. He
could welcome the President to
his side of the one lasue he had
previously specified as hid own
dominant reason for keeping his
own mind open on Presidential
possibllities for 1968,

The most unusual option the
President's action extended to
any Connecticut Democratic
leader was that which came to
Congressman John S, Mona-
gan. It was an option that sen-
gible and Intelligent gentieman
of politics could not really ex-
ercise, even playfully, For he
was on record with a news re-
leagse for the morning of Sun-
day, March 31, which had him
asking the President, by letter
dated March 27, to make that
review of our position in Viet-
nam which the Preaident had
obviously made In preparation
for announcements of the eve-
nings of March 31. The jest for
Monagan would have been that
he had got instant result. But
what really suggested itself
was that he and the President
had somchow moved on some-
what similar timetable toward
somewhat similar pollcy form-
ulations,

But It was the President's
move which, naturally, got the
headlines, and overshadowed
what otherwise would have
been an important Connecticut
political development, follow-
ing Ribicoff's declaration of
neutrality. Congressman Mona-
gan had accompanied his re-
quest for a Presidential review
of Vietnam policy with no dec-
laration of any political allegi-
ance or neutrality. But if it had
not happened that timing found
the President himself already
moving in the direction Mona-
gan was indicating, then Mona-
gan, like Ribicoff, would have
been in a position of some re-
volt.

In short, If the organization-
al structure of the Demooratic
party in Connecticut had not
been reprieved from its position
by the fact that the President
himself shifted position, it
would have had to take under
its displeasure, for thelr ques-
tioning of the Vietnam policy,
its two most distinguished rep-
resentatives at Washington. We
wonder who was really rescued
by the President's shift of posi-
tion, the two who had strayed
from the supposed routine or-
ganization pollcy, or the or-
ganization itself?

fecliveness of the
paign.”

Noting the succession of ma-
jor developments in the past
month—the entry of Sen. Rob-
ert ', Kennedy into the presi-
dential race, President John-
son's withdrawal, moves toward
peace negotlintions with Hanol,
and the murder of the Rev.”
Martin Luther King Jr.—the
Herald said that *‘the primary
was something of an anti-cli-
max. By the time the vote was
taken, so much had happened
that it didn't seem quite as im-
portant as when it started.”

The New Haven Register re-
ferred to the McCarthy vietory
In the Elm City as '‘a surpris-
ing upset."”

“It appears again that the
group with a ‘cause’ worked
harder, influenced more people
and won,'” sald the Register,
‘“The regular Democrats had no
such incentive and took too
much for granted Demo-
crats who believed the primary
was just an isolated attempt by
Insurgents were badly fooled.”

In Middletown, '‘the party or-
ganization was glad not to have
to run agalnst peace, Or even
in defense of President John-
son,” sald the Middletown Press.
Although “it Is difficult to tell
how much of the vole was for
McCarthy and how much was
agalnst the local organization,'
sald the Press, "it would occur
to us that a sufficlent protest
was entered to suggest to the
Democratic party that it at.
tempt to do a better job before
the next election rolls around."

Whatever the results may
have meant, ‘‘the primary re-
freshed the processes of demo-
cracy,’” sald the Press,

The Danbury News-TImes
compared the McCarthyites' bad
defeat in Hartford to thelr vie.
tory in New Haven, where Ar-
thur T. Barblerl is the Demo-

local cam-

cartic town chairman. “"What it «

comes down to is that Balley's
hometown organization produced
and Barbieri’s own organization
failed—something which other
political leaders in the state will
be sure to remember in the
months ahead,'" sald the News.
Times.

The McCarthy campaign did
worse in Danbury than any-
where else in the state In terms
of percentage of votes cast, but
"'the MecCarthy supportrs
should not be disheartened,”
sald the News-Times, “They
proved that interest in public
affairs can be transferred Into
effective, even If not completely
successful, political action."

In. Meriden, where r deal be-
tween MceCarthy and non-MeCar-
thy Democrats forestalled a
scheduled primary, the Morning
Record sald that ‘“'connectiout
Democrats have given Balley o
bad scare. He must remember,
even as he tightens his grip on
the state's Democratic machine,
that when the vote came, 45
per cent of those who went to
the polls went there to vate
againgt things as they are."

In Waterbury, another non-pri-
mary clty, the Waterbury Re-
publican noted that Balley had

claimed a “'gratifying victory"
and asked: “‘With victories like
these, who needs defeats?"

“The primaries represented, in
fact, at least a minor victory
for the forces of Sen. Eugene
McCarthy,"* said the Republican.
“while the number of McCarthy
delegntes clected was not espe-
clally large, it was significant."”

The Republican sald that *§
is certain that the regular party
organization has recelved a jolt,
and that new people have ar-
rived on the political scene."
“‘Regardless of the outcome of
the convention fight, the state
party will have to accommodate
the ‘rebels’ who overthrew the
‘regulars’ in such cities as New
Haven, Stamford, West Hartford
and New Britain,' sald the Re
publican,

It added: '“Theres {a nothing
like the taste of political blood
to turn even the veriest of ama-
teurs into a ‘pro".”

Taiwan — Porcelaln  develop-
ed from pottery in Chin dy-
nasty (221-207 BC). From this
period comes the word "China."
aa well as the beginning of one
of the great art forms cuvhibit
ed in the National FPaliov Mu.
seum. The treasures displayed
there so beautifully cover o
span of thirty centuries. It is a
place where the acholar can
aspend a lifetime learning and
studying, while the casual
traveler wanders through won-
dering st a civilization so old
and so skilled. Specinl sections
on calligraphy, painting, jades,
porcelain and embroldery re-
veal both the agile imagination
and manual dexterity of this
race.

Of the many exhibits that
drew my attention, let me men-
tion only one—a golden scep-
tre, It was exquisitely decorat-
ed with peaches, cltron and
pomegranate which, in turn,
mean long lfe, good luck, and
many sons.

A friend in the embassy drove
us out to the museum in her
car which had 1857 on the num-
ber plate, In reply to my ques-
tion, she explained that it was
not ten years old for in Chi-
nese chronology the date cor-
responds to our 1868,

The ublquitous turning bar-
ber pole ¢can be found in the
back streets of Bombay, the
war-torn alleys of Salgon, and
in the midst of the Chinese
gsigns of Talpei, On the etlernal
shelf under the mirror in a
barber shop, here I saw remind-
ers of home: Barbasol, Vitalis,
Max Factor, Mennen, Bryl-
creem, Wildroot, Prell, Jergens,
and others. I looked at these
with some susplcion because of
the pirating of Ilabels which
we have been told is often done
fn Taiwan. But there was no
question about the satisfying
“extras” that went along with
the haircut.

An attractive girl gave me
warm, molst towels before and
after, The skillful barber used
a gentle steam spray lo make
rebellious hair stay in place,
then dld a soothing and rhyth-
mical tatoo on my back and
arms. All this, topped off by a
brilllant shoe-shine, cost less
than 75c.

The cab drivers here weave a
dangerous pattern through an
overnbundance of vehlcles,
keeping their horns blowing al-
most constantly. To correct the
traffic snarl, the government is
gradually buying all the oxcarts
(277) and the handecarts (213)
which, with the thousands of
pedicabs, create hazards to life
and limb. As in everything else,
humans can adjust, The head of
the Taiwan Christian Service, a
former California city manager,
drove about quite unconcern-
ed.

BEn route to the Family Plan-
ning Center, we heard a band,
firecrackers, and shouting. As
if the trafflc was not already
bad enough, along came a “‘pal-
pai” (pronounced ‘“bye-bye'),
which is o kind of undefined
flesta or celebration.

"I don't know what's wrong
with me," Palmer sald, ‘‘but I
don't think it's age.

“I sure hope age is not one of
my problems, I've got enough
others right now,"” sald the
four-time Masters champion
who soared to a 79 in the second
round, his worst showing ever
at the Augusta National.

“Jack Nicklaus missed the
cut last year at the Masters—
and he's 10 years younger than I
am,” Palmer said.

Palmer's disaster-marked
79—which included a double-bo-
gey 5 and a triple-bogey B—left
him with a 36-hole total of 151,
two strokes over the cutolf
mark,

“I don't know what was the
matter, but I knew things were-
n't right," Palmer sald of his
play. “I couldn't make myself
do the things I knew I had to do.

*I sure hope things get bet-
ter,” he sald. "I can't stand
much more of this."

Palmer hasn't won any of the
big prestige tournaments since
he captured his fourth Masters
championship in 1964,

The millionaire, who heads a
massive business organization

and golf courses, missed the cut
at the Citrus Open in Orlando,
Fla., last month.

Millions See
Total Eclipse

NEW YORK (AP) — Millions
of amateur skygazers were

treated to & lunar spectacular
Friday night and early today as
the moon turned a coppery red
during a total eclipse.

Cloud cover curtalled viewing
in & numbet of areas but excel-
lent visibility was generally re-
ported along the Eastern Sea-
board, east of the Missiasippl
and in some sections of the far
Weast,

The first noticable effects of
the eclipse came at 10:10 p.m.,
EST, when the earth’'s umbra,
or deep inner shadow, began to
edge Into the silvery dise.

By 11:22 p.m, the moon was
completely obscured and that
phase of the eclipse lasted until

m,

The dull.’ ruddy appearance of
the moon as it passed into and
out of eclipse was caused by
sunlight being refracted in the
earth’'s atmosnh:re, according
to astronomers,

A total lunal eclipse ocours
only when the sun, earth and a
full moon fall into a direct line,
At such times the moon passes
through a cone-shaped shadow
that extends 880,000 miles into
space from the earth,

Eclipse watchers gathered
atop the Empire State Building
with assorted telescopes and in
lower  Manhattan's  Batlery
Park about 150 observers as-
sembled along the sea wall or
stretched out on blankets.

In Washington an information
officer for the Geological Sur-
vey described it as “‘a textbook
eclipse beautiful,”

And in the Bogton area some
skywatchers got an unexpected
bonus—an apparent meteor
flashed across the northern sky
while they were peering at the
darkened moon.
