Heath fired Powell from the 
Conservative shadow Cabinet, 
calling the speech "racialist In 
tone and liable to exacerbate ra­
cial tensions.”  Powell, a leader 
of the opposition paity’s right 
wing, had called for a ban on 
further colored immigration and 
payments to induce the one mil­
lion nonwhites in Britain to re­
turn to their native lands. He 
called colored immigration “ a 
match on gunpowder” and said 
"rivers of blood will eventually 
flow.’ '

Powell listened from a back 
bench seat in Commons Tues­
day as Conservative leaders re­
buked him in their speeche.s. 
But workers In half a dozen 
plants walked off their jobs in 
token support of Powell, and 
more than 1,500 London long­
shoremen marched to the House 
of Commons to shout their 
agreement with him.

Along with criticism of Pow­
ell, his party’s spokesman on 
race relations, Quintin Hogg 
said the party opposed the anti- 
discrimination bill because it 
felt it was too sweeping.

PARIS (AP) — Information 
Minister Georges Gorse said to­
day the government has re­
ceived no proposal that Paris be 
the site (or preliminary talks 
between the United States and 
North Vietnam.

After a Cabinet meeting, re­
porters asked Gorse about re­
ports that Paris had been ad­
vanced as a meeting site. He re­
plied: "Absolutely not. There 
has been no question of it.”

The possibility that Paris 
might be a site was raised by 
U.N. Secretary-General U Thant 
as he passed through the 
French capital Tuesday.

"If your division sees fit to 
cut aid to any police unit as a 
means of applying pressure, 
please feel free to do so,”  Loan 
said In the letter, written April 
1.

Manopoli is on leave outside 
Vietnam and was not available 
for comment.

Manopoli’s office had for­
warded to Loan several reports 
from U.S. advisers in the field 
with evidence of corruption or 
gross incompetence on the part 
of police officials, sources said.

11 Killed, Scores Injured

Tornadoes Hit Three States
By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

Tornadoes struck small com­
munities in Kentucky and Ohio 
Tuesday, dealing out death and 
destruction. Twisters hit two 
towns in Michigan, causing pro­
perty damage but no fatalities.

The death count stood at 11 
with scores injured and hun­
dreds homeless. There were five 
victims in the Wheelersburg, 
Ohio, area, four in Falmouth, 
Ky., and two near Clnclimati, 
Property damage was great at 
Frontier, Mich., but only one in­
jury was reported.

” We were going through a 
taste of death right there,”  re­
ported Henry Dance, 77, a Fal­
mouth resident who was at 
home with his wife.

"It soimded like a clap of 
thimder,”  he said, "and then the 
root began to fall. Holding on to 
each other, we fell down by the 
divan and part of the floor fell 
on us. The Lord saved us, that’s 
all.”
. A residential area of about six 
square blocks bore the brunt of 
the storm In Falmouth, a’ com­
munity of 2,600 in northern Ken­
tucky. The business section of 
town was largely spared.

The twister, swirling out of 
thunderstorms 'Tuesday, struck 
at mldaftemoon at points hear 
the Ohio river.

"We saw the funnel coming," 
reported Mrs. William Clinger, 
who works at the Falmouth 
Outlook, a weekly new.'spaiper. 
‘All of us ran into the basement. 
There was a horrible noise, like 
a train coming. Then it hit.”

Mrs; Lewis Mockbee, 72, said, 
"It just began to blow, then the 
hall came, breaking out win­
dows. I got down into a comer 
and prayed.”  The Mockbee 
home was spared, but a garage 
was destroyed.

Falmouth Mayor Max Gold­
berg said about one-third of the 
small farming community was 
destroyed. He said property 
damage ̂  would run between $2 
and $3 million.

Gov. Louie B. Nunn of Ken­
tucky rushed to the scene of 
devastation. He said quick preli­
minary estimates show that at 
least 75 homes "were damaged 
to the extent of $15,000 each.”

The victims were an elderly 
couple and two small children. 
More than 100 Injuries were re­
ported. At one point Pendleton 
County Hospital reported It han­
dled so many patients that offi­
cials were not even sure of how 
many had been admitted.

To the east some 125 miles, 
Wheelersburg reeled under the 
vicious eye of another twister. 
The count of injured stood at 75

while rescue workers still 
crawled over the wreckage of 
more than 40 homes searching 
for other victims.

“There’s no estimate yet on 
the number of houses de­
stroyed,”  said Deputy Sheriff 
Jesse Foster. "Wreckage Is 
scattered all over. It’s really a 
mess.”

The tornado cut a swath 
through several subdivisions, 
leveling or damaging houses 
and business places In Its path. 
Wheelersburg is an unincorpor­
ated community eight miles 
east of Portsmouth, Ohio.

Gov. James A. Rhodes or­
dered 100 Nayonal Guard troops 
to the area and then flew In 
himself to inspect the damage.

Leroy Collier, a real estate 
agent who witnessed the twister 
at work, said he saw it coming 
and ducked into his car and got 
down on the floor. "When I 
looked out the car windows, I 
saw about 30 houses that nearly 
were leveled.”

Near Cincinnati, tornadoes hit 
western Clermont County and 
then dipped again at Ripley in 
Brown (bounty. The storm oc­
curred shortly after thd twister 
hit Falmouth, 35 miles south of 
Cincinnati.

S A I G O N  (AP) —  No 
F i l ls  flew against North 
Vietnam ’Tuesday, but a 
U.S. military spokesman in 
Saigon implied tonight that 
the $6-million, swing-wing 
fighter - bomber has not 
been grounded again after 
its third crash in a month.

“’There has been no 
change in the status of the 
F i l l , ”  said the spokesman 
after a day of rumors and 
inquiries. He would not 
elaborate.

In Washington, the Pentagon 
refused to comment and said 
any Information would have to 
come from Saigon.

There was no Indication 
whether a.ny F ills  were used In 
the raids on North Vietnam to­
day. Normally reports on the 
days air operations would not be 
glvem until Thursday.

The third F il l  lost on Viet­
nam duty disappeared Monday 
night, and North Vietnam 
claimed today its forces had 
shot down the plane over Quang 
Binh, the province just north of 
the demilitarized zone. It said 
nothing about the two crewmen.

The U.S. Command said the 
plane was believed to have 
crashed in Thailand, but it gave 
no further ittformatlon on the 
plane or the fate of the crew.

The North Vietnamese also 
claimed to have shot down the 
F ills  which were lost March 28 
and March 30. U.S. officers be­
lieve the first plane crashed In 
remote area of ’Thailand or 
Laos, and the wreckage of the 
second was found In northern 
Thailand. Its crash was attribut­
ed to a capsule of sealing mate­
rial, mistakenly left by mechan­
ics, that became lodged in the 
flight controls. The two crew 
members bailed out and were 
rescued.

Six F ills  arrived at Ta Khll 
air base in Thailand March 17 
and went into combat March 25. 
They were grounded for 11 days 
after the crash March 30 and 
have flown combat missions on 
about 17 days in all. Two addi­
tional F ills  were brought in to 
replace the first two losses.

Other Air Force, Navy and 
Marine Corps planes were out In 
force Tuesday to continue 
bombing highways, barges, gun 
positions and other targets in 
the section of North Vietnam 
left open to air raids by Presl-

Humphrey Seeking 
Farm-Labor Backing

WASHINGTON AP) — Vice 
President Hubert H. Humphrey 
is trying dn his still-unan­
nounced bid for the Democratic 
presidential nomination to forge 
on a national scale the kind of 
farm-labor coalftlon be helped 
create in Minnesota.

To the surprise of no one Sec­
retary of Agriculture Orville L. 
Freeman came out for Hum­
phrey Tuesday. He said he had 
told President Johnson in ad­
vance of his Intentions and add­
ed that he thinks Johnson Is 
going to remain neutral.

Humphrey, who has made it 
clear he will run on the adminis­
tration’s record, already has the 
backing. of AFL-CTO President 
George Meany.

Humphrey and Freeman— 
once a political protege of the 
vice president—aiid . Sen. Eu­
gene J. Meparthy, a candidate 
for the presidential iiomli)ation, 
all worked together to build the

Democrat-Farmer-Labor party 
of Minnesota out of the wreck­
age of what had been the regu­
lar Democratic organization.

In other political develop­
ments :

—McCJarthy, alone on Penn­
sylvania’s presidential primary 
ballot, outpolled write-in Sen. 
Robert F. Kennedy 10 to 1 and 
Viqe President Hubert H. Hum­
phrey even more. On the Repub­
lican side, Richard M. , Nixon 
outpolled New York Gov. Nelson 
A. Rockefeller 3 to 1 , both with 
write-in votes.

U.S., Russia 
Seen W inning 
Nuclear Ban
UNITED NA'nONS, N.Y. 

(AP) —The United States and 
the Soviet Union were reported 
confident today that they would 
overcome opposition and win 
the U.N. . General Assembly’s 
approval of the proposed treaty 
banning the further spread of 
nuclear weapons.

This word came from in­
formed quarters as the 123-na­
tion assembly gathered to re­
sume its 22nd session, which 
was suspended last December 
to permit fiinal negotiations on 
the treaty by the 17-nation Dis­
armament Committee in Gene­
va.

Debate on the so-called non­
proliferation treaty is expected 
to begin in the assembly’s main 
political committee Friday after 
work of the session is organized 
and Mauritius, a former British 
territory in the Indian Ocean, 
has been admitted to U.N. 
membership.

Also on the agenda for the 
session is the Middle East situa­
tion and South Africa’s refusal 
to transfer the administration of 
South-West Africa to the United 
Nations.

Soviet and American sources 
discounted speculation that op­
ponents of the U.S.-Soviet draft 
treaty on nonproliferation might 
be able to sidetrack action until 
the fall sesslcn of the assembly. 
It was agreed that this Idea had 
substantial backing, but neither 
of the big powers seemed In the 
mood for yleldfng.

Moscow and Washington also 
appeared to be firm against any 
major amendments to the draft 
they worsted out privately.

The Outlook was that the draft 
probably would be approved by 
the assembly, after a lo.ng de­
bate, and that by the end of 
May it would be s^ubmltted to 
governments for 'ratification. 
The United States, the Soviet 
Union and Britain have agree4 
that if the treaty is adopted they 
will give guarantees to non-nu-

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Book Review
THE AWAKENED EYE. By 

R o m  Parmenter. Wesleyan Uni­
versity Press. $8.60.

It  Is a commonplace fact that 
very few o< us are observsmt. 
Many of the Images we see In 
our everyday life don't register 
at all, and only when something 
is called to our particular atten­
tion do we manage to grasp 
with our minds what our eyes 
are reporting.

Parmenter’s  book is a lay ob­
server's report on how ht Im­
proved his own ability 'to see 
and enjoy the visual world, and 
how you can do the same.

Using homely examples from 
his and his friends' experiences, 
he discusses sharpened vision, 
heightened vision and what he 
calls transfigured vision; single 
and double levels of perception; 
and the p ĵ^sonal and cultural 
factors that tend to dull our re­
ceptivity.

The author has made only a 
limited attempt to examine the 
psychological bases of song of 
his personal discoveries, and a 
few of them seem rather ob­
vious, However, his nontechni­
cal approach can be considered 
a virtue as well as a fault. The 
book reads like a chatty, friend­
ly series of personal essays, and 
Parmenter's enthusiasm for 
greater visual enjoyment is con­
veyed contagiously.

Now she has returned from 
America, supposedly to see Jus­
tin once more and decide wheth­
er to give him up.

HUNTER'S GREEN. By

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THE SEPARATED PEOPLE 
By E.J. Kahn ,Ir. Norton. $5.95

Few Americans get to South 
Africa, and probably fewer un­
derstand it. The country of 
apartheid—a word standing for 
separation of the races into 
walled-off communities—comes 
under thorough study in this 
book by a famous reporter. It 
provides a readable insight into 
th? South African character.

In a country where whites are 
outnumbered 5 to 1 by blacks 
and people of ^ mixed blood, 
known as coloreds, the whites 
themselves are sundered by 
background. Kahn writes:

"The English-speaking South 
African may come from a fami­
ly that for generations has not 
left Africa, but he has a vague 
affinity with the Commonwealth 
and reasons that in a pinch he 
could always go to England, or 
Canada, or Australia. The Afri­
kaner has ,no affinity with any 
other part of the globe, and he 
Is afraid of any threat, real or 
fancied, to dislodge him too ■ 
what he quite properly thinks of 
as his homeland."

What the blacks do for South 
Africa, among other things, is to 
underwrite its position as the 
leading industrial nation of the 
continent: “Ninety per cent of 
all South Afrlcen mine workers 
are non-whites." Their wages 
have gone up 40 per cent in the 
last five years, but “ the aver­
age white min worker earns al­
most as much in one month as 
the average black does in one 
year.”  ,

Kahn gives illuminating side­
lights of the way life is lived in 
South Africa.

"There are over 100,000 Jews 
in South Africa today,”  he says. 
"They play importdnt parts in 
commerce, finance aivd real es­
tate, and they are very con-

THE SEARCH FOR THE 
GIRL WITH THE BLUE EYES. 
By Jess Steam. Doubleday. 
$4.96.

Steam’s report on his efforts 
to find supporting evidence for a 
case of reincarnation offers tan­
talizing prospects. Usually when 
an Individual under hypnosis de- 
Bcribes acts and scenes of a sup­
posed earlier life, the span of 
time 1s so great that there is no 
way to seek verification. i

But 17-year-old Joanne Mac- 
Iver of Orillia, Ont., told o f liv­
ing as Susan Ganler only a cen­
tury ago, only a few miles from 
her modem home.

Bringing in a professional 
hypnotist. Steam recorded a 
great mass of detail from Su­
san's life. Then he tried to 
check out the story. Unfortu­
nately, birth, marriage and 
death records, deeds, census re­
ports and other written mate­
rials for rural 19th century Can­
ada were either nonexistent. In­
complete or inaccurate, and the 
author never found documenta­
ry proof of Susan’s existence.

Yet there were small, circum­
stantial clues that seemed to fit 
the pattern of what might have 
been Susan’s life. As a skeptical 
reporter, Steam finally conclud­
ed that, "One did not disprove 
anything by not proving it. The 
InvesUgaUons, while not fully 
confirming Susan’s statements, 
did not exclude them as possi- 
bUlUes.”

Even for those who have no 
belief In reincarnation, the story 
of Joanne and Susan, and 
Steam’s investlgaOcns, present 
some interesting reading.

NEW AMERICAN REVIEW, 
No. 3, Edited by ’Theodore Solo- 
taroff. New American Library, 
*1.26.

This latest in a series of books 
aimed at •
range of contemporary writing 
is a volume witn u ' ' '■r'
ginning, an equally strong end­
ing and a flabby middle.

The front and back anchor 
men are respectively, Philip 
Roth and R. V. Casslll. Both are 
as adept at writing novels as 
they are short stories. Roth’s of­
fering here is a 28,(XX)-word item 
that can be considered as either 
a long short story or a short 
novel. Casslll’s is a tightly 
wrought story of conventional 
length. Both items are excel­
lent.

’The Roth piece is a sad, hap­
py rambling through the memo­
ries of a man whose hang-up 
happens to he his family. The 
theme is one that has been 
worked over thoroughly by fic­
tion writers lately, but the Roth 
account is vivid and fresh 
enough to capture the reader.

The narration is in the form of

patient speaking to psychiatrist, 
and ranges without regard for 
the strictures of time from the 
patient’s earliest memories to 
his most recent. Many of the ep­
isodes recounted are hilarious, 
although tinged with a touch of 
sadness, and most deal with 
sex.

Cassill’s fine story also is 
built on memories of things 
past. The entire mood is set in 
the very first sentence; " I  was 
sure that my father made too 
much of the coffee episode.”

’The narrator then t6l\s of how 
on the day he was leaVing for 
service In 1942, his father re­
fused him a second cup of 
coffee. ’This small act of denial,

sion.

Hebron

Two-Acre Zoning Rejected 
As Petitioners Reconsider

A public hearing on a pro­
posed increase to two-acre zon­
ing In the southwest area of He­
bron was attended by some 20 
persons last night. Because 
those who were against the two- 
acre zoning represented the 
most land, the zoning commis­
sion at Its meeting following 
the hearing voted not to make 
the proposed change.

The proposal was brought be­
fore the public as a result of a 
petition signed by 30 residents 
of the southwest area which 
was filed with the commission 
In February. This petition re­
quested the upgrading of basic 
requirements on building sites 
and square foot living area. 
This petition represented some 
1,3(X) acres of the 2,000 acres In­
volved in the change.

A  second petition was filed 
last night by some of the sign­
ers of the original petition. 
This petition, containing 11 sig­
natures, requested the removal 
of their names from . the orig­
inal petition. These signers rep­
resented 94 acres leaving ap­
proximately 300 acres being 
represented in the original peti­
tion.

Discussion followed on wheth­
er the amount of lEind each 
person owned was the import­
ant factor, and the commission 
pointed out that in the plan­
ning and zoning areas decisions 
had to be based on the number 
of acres involved.

Ck)mment for and against the 
proposed acreage change was 
limited, with Sol Bllenberg, one 
of the original signers, stating 
that he felt the first petition 
was of no value. The intent of 
the first petition was to halt 
further consideration of grant­
ing permission to a builder to 
erect homes on one-acre lota in 
that area.

At the February meeting, it 
was pointed out that the build­
ers’ preliminary was filed un­
der the one-acre zoning reg;ula- 
tlon so he was not affected by 
the two-acre proposal.

Motel to Apartments
Atty. Harry Gaucher appear­

ed at the zoning and plEinnlng 
meeting lEuit night representing

Carl Lankof who was seeking 
information to change his motel 
Into one—room efficiency apart­
ments with kitchen units.

According to the commission, 
there are no regulations that 
would limit the number of per­
sons who could live in the one- 
room area. The regulations that 
are on file require that 760 
square feet be the minimum 
provided for each family unit. 
The commission voted that the 
proposed change from motel to ' 
apartments would be in violation 
of present regulations.

The Sheer Construction Co., 
builders of Hope Valley Estates, 
filed a preliminary on 19 lota. 
The commission requested that 
they provide additional informa­
tion on drainage.

Robert Tupper filed a 
preliminary plan of 11 lots on 
Millstream Emd Wells Wood Rds. 
The lots are In two section divid­
ed by the comer. The commis­
sion voted to write Tupper and 
request him to come to a com­
mission meeting to explain how 
he would use the lots on Mill- 
stream Rd. There is a brook 
that runs through the front of 
these lots and could be a prob­
lem as far as house plEicement, 
septic system and drain filed.

Land Exchange 
First Selectmem P. John Per- 

ham sent a letter to the com­
mission on the request to ex- 
chEinge land with the Foote 
Family for firehouse in the 
north end. The Foot family has 
offered a pEU-cel of leind as the 
firehouse site in exchange for a 
parcel of land on Hall Road. The 
commission voted to write Per- 
ham, requesting more detail­
ed information on both lots and 
their exact locations.

The Southeastern Connect­
icut Regional Planning agency 
submitted their recommended 
long TEinge projected regional 
plan for (Colchester. They point­
ed out that the Salmon River 
area which runs into Hebron 
was a possible water shed area 
for future years Eind proposed 
that Hebron consider giving 
proper protection to this area 
from development.

The commission voted to

send a letter to the planning 
agency to obtain more complete 
information on what It feels it 
might heed In the way of pro­
tection.

Besides the deaths more than 

50 persons were injured. Many 
were treated at hospitals and 
released.

Mrs. William Gordon, whose 
home lay in the 500-foot path 
devastated by the storm, said, 
"I saw an awful funny looking 
cloud. I went to the basement 
and stayed hid. Our house is a 
shambles.”

John Blasky of Peiingtown 
said he was mowing his grass 
when "It came like an airplane. 
It was a twister with dust and 
all sorts -ef dirty things flying 
around."

A tornado destroyed halfVhe 
homes in Frontier, Mich., a 
community of 300 five miles 
north of the Indiana State line, 
but only one person was report­
ed injured, largely because 
Frontier was almost deserted.

The small town has no 
schools, so its children were ed­
ucated elsewhere; it has almost 
no Jobs to offer, so its working 
adults are employed elsewhere, 
and by happenstance most of its 
nonemployed womenfolk were 
at a club meeting in a neighbor­
ing town.

Big Rapids, Mich., 170 miles 
to the northwest, also was hit by 
a twister. It damaged a factory, 
tore a portion of the roof from a 
high school where classes were 
in progress and injured nine 
persons.

In the wake of the tornadoes, 
strong, blustery winds buffeted 
a wide area from Ohio to Min­
nesota today. The intense storm 
system rapidly moved across 
Lake Superior into Canada.

Snow fell in northeastern Min­
nesota, Upper Michigan and 
Northern Wisconsin. Duluth, 
Minn., recorded 1 inch of nev/ 
snow in six hours to bring the 
total snow depth there to 4 inch­
es. Five inches covered Hibbing, 
Minn., while International Falls, 
Minn., measured 3-inches.

Some power and telephone 
lines were out in the Duluth and 
Bemidjl areas and high winds 
ripped off the roof of a building" 
in Owatonna in the southern part 
of Minnesota.

Late evening violent weather 
continued to the east Tuesday.

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Manchester in Days Gone By
EARLY SCHOOLS IN 

MANCHESTER
It waa not until the year 1781 

that any building: which could 
be classified as a school came 
into existence within the area 
which is now the Town of Man­
chester.

As early as the year 1718, 
however, that part of Hartford 
east of the Connecticut River 
now making up the towns of 
East Hartford and Manchester 
was divided into two school dis­
tricts, the North District and 
the South District. The Hocka- 
num River formed the dividing 
line between them, with the 
town line of Glastonbury as the 
southern boundary of the South 
District. Both districts extend­
ed as far to the east as the 
“ lots”  then in existence, a dis­
tance of about twelve miles.

The first school within the 
limits of the present Town of 
Manchester had its origin in a 
Town Meeting held in 1745, at 
which time it was voted "that 
those persons living in the Five 
Miles of Land in this Society 
have their Rateable List of 
School Money amongst them­
selves by dlrecUon of the School 
Committee.”  With this authori­
zation in hand, the inhabitants 
of the area proceeded to pre­
pare materials for the erection 
of a school building, cutting the 
trees, hewing Umbers, cutting 
planking and shaping wooden 
pins.

Before the actual erecUon of 
a school building, school was 
held for about six years in a 
room rented for that purpose 
This appears to have been in 
the home of John Gilbert, which 
8t6od where Uie former Bunce 
School, now Uie Center for Men­
tally Retarded, now stands. This 
John Gilbert had been awarded 
a 200-acre tract for his part in 
the French and Indian War. 
nus secUon of the present town 
naturally, was the first to be 
settled, as population moved 
eastward from the Connecticut 
River.

At a Society meeting held in 
November of 1751, it was voted 
to allow a school house to be 
built “ to accommodate Lieut. 
Pteott (later Captain Joslah Ol- 
cott, Sargt. Olcott (later Lieute­
nant Nathaniel Olcott), the 
Simondses and those living near 
them.'*

Because of their foreslght- 
edness in preparing the mater- 

for a building, the men of 
the district were able to gather 
'^ e th e r  that same month, on 
^lanksgivlng Day, and on that 
<iay they erected the frame of 
the building and put up the clap­
boards to enclose.it. This, pre­
sumably, was one pf the early 
instances of a New England 
“ raising,”  at which time a 
group of neighbors Joined to­
gether for a day of work and 
festivity, an example of neigh­
borly and community effort 
characteristic of that earijer 
time. Such a ventm-e extended 
to the building of houses and 
bams and other structures, and 
there are doubtless readers of 
this account who will remem­
ber such occasions, particularly 
if they grew up in a small vil­
lage or rural community.

On the day following the rais­
ing of the school, one of the set­
tlers, Captain Daniel Marsh, 
rode on horseback to Buckland 
and Manchester Green and in­
vited people there to come to 
Hop Brook and see the build­
ing there which had spnmg up 
overnight. This can perhaps be 
Interpreted as a Justifiable bit 
of community pride as well as 
a desire to show these other 
areas how they might meet the 
same problem which was also 

.facing them. The school thus 
so proudly displayed stood 
across the road from the old 
Bimce School which succeeded 
it in 1863. Thus, it is seen, this 
first school served its area for 
over a century. When the plaque 
on the stone marker now stand­
ing in front of the Bunce School 
was dedicated in 1926, among 
those present were two residents 
who had attended this old 

> school, and four others, though 
hot present, were living in 
nelghboripg towns.

One of these former pupils of 
the old school described the in­
terior as having desks along 
three walls of the building with 
low benches in front, with a 
raised platform for the teach­
er’s desk, and a large box stove 
in the center of the room. These 
former pupils remembered well, 
also, a large elm tree in the 
yard imder which they often had 
their lessons. Drinking water, 
pail and dipper style, was car­
ried by pupils from a nearby 
house.

This early building was even­
tually moved to W. Center St. 
and served for several years as 
a dwelling house. It was suc­
ceeded by the main central por­
tion of the Bunce School, erect­
ed on the opposite side of the 
street, and this, with two later 
additions which made it into a 
three-room school, ccntlnued in 
use until 1960 when the nearby 
Verplanok School was opened.

At the same meeting of No­
vember 1761 at which approval 
was grlven for the erection of 
the school Just described, it was 
also voted to allow four other 
schools to be kept. Large fam­
ilies of children made these 
necessary in other parts of the 
E’lve Mile Tract. Records of 
thirteen families indicate that 
two of them had twelve chil­
dren eacl); three had ten chil­
dren; one had nine; one had 
eight; four had seven and two 
had six.

These four districts which 
were given permission to main­
tain a school were; one at Jamb 
Stone Plain (Buckland), one 
near Ezeklal Webster's (Man­
chester Green), one between 
SaJ’t. Sami. Gains and Alex­
ander Keeney (Keeney St.), and 
one near Doctor Clark's (the 
central part of present South 
Manchester). It was stipulated 
that these schools were to be 
built without any cost to the 
Society. With these settlements 
also in need of schools, we can 
understand better the inviation 
extended by Captain Marsh to 
come and see what Hop Brook 
had done.

The school on Keeney St. was 
erected soon after the one at 
Hop Brook. It stood on the west 
side of Keeney St. opposite the 
site of the later building which 
was in use until the present 
Keeney St. School was opened. 
Information seems to be lack­
ing about buildings in the other 
three districts, but the districts 
themselves were well establish­
ed by the time the TWve Mile' 
Tract was designated as Orford 
Society in 1772, and all of them 
had probably built schools be­
fore the year 1800.

Each of these early schools 
was probably generally similar 
in size and design to the early 
one at Hop Brook, and each 
was the forerunner of schools 
which are in existence today.

The Verplanck School, as 
previously Indicated, is a suc­
cessor to the first Hop Brook 
School and the Bunce School 
which followed It. The original 
Keeney St. School, incidentally. 
Is still in existence, serving as 
a tool slied at a farmhouse far­
ther up the street. It was 
moved to that location in 1948, 
and the building which is now 
in use as a Community (College 
Administration BuUdlng re­
placed it on the oppoBlte side 
of the street. This school, ex­
panded, continued In use until 
the present Keeney St. School 
was opened in 1956. The one 
at Jamb Stone Plain eventual­
ly developed into the present 
Buckland School erected in

the Manchester Fine Art As­
sociation, Bolton Art Club, Tol­
land County Art Association, 
and the South Windsor Art 
League.

AHhoughi there was later 
change in district lines and an 
eventual revision to nine dis­
tricts, it can be seen that .this 
vote of 1761 set the pattern for 
the school system of Mcinches- 
ter.

One of the early settlers 
closely Identified with schools 
was Thomas Olcott Jr. a grand­
son of the original Thomas Ol- 
oott who came to Hartford 
with Thomas Hooker. When 
travel and settlement was mov­
ing in tljis direction, he was 
appointed t>y the General Court 
to keep a House of Entertain­
ment at Hop Brook. This house 
stood just north of the Bunce 
School. He was early Identified 
with tlie ' schools of Uie first 
two original districts, and hired 
first a man who divided his 
■£lme between them and later a 
schoolmaster for one part of 
the year and a school dame 
for the other part.

As in most of these early 
schools, teaching was done by 
a man during the six months 
o f the year which Included tlie 
winter. During five other 
months of the year, when the 
help of men was needed on the 
farm, teaching was done by a 
woman making the school a 
Dame School.

The necessary money for the 
operation of the early schools 
was provided for by a vote in 
1723 which stipulated that “ all 
male children over seven years 
of age and under fourteen, and 
all female children over seven 
and under eleven years, wheth- 
ei^they go to school or not, shall 
pay their equal part in the 
charge of the schooling.” The 
Society further impowered |the 
school committee to demand of 
the parents or masters of the- 
male children their part of the 
wood, and stated that any par­
ent neglectful In bringing his 
part or parts of the wood for 
the fire of the school one week 
after being so ordered, such 
parent shall forfeit to the com­
mittee the sum of four shillings 
each load.

Such was the general state of 
school affairs when Orford Par­
ish was set apart as a distinct 
part of East Hartford in May 
of 1772. Exact boundary lines of 
the six school districts then es­
tablished are not known, but 
they are numbered as follows: 
First, or Middle; Second; or 
West; Third, or Southwest; 
Fourth, or South; Fifth, or East; 
Sixth, or North. A map of Man­
chester published in 1849 shows 
that the number of districts had 
been increased to eight, and in 
1869 a general revision of dis­
trict lines was made, dividing 
the town into nine rather than 
eight. This revised and renum­
bered system remained general­
ly unchanged until all the 
schools were consolidated Into 
one system in 1932.

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If Power Takes To The Streets
It Is slightly reassuring—but not more 

than that—to have a New York Times 
correspondent in Germany asking and 
answering the question of whether the 
recent street brawling In West Germany 
has been anything comparable to the 
era of street flghUng which, 40 years 
ago, destroyed a weak German democ­
racy and opened the way to the strongest 
of all the street fighters, who were the 
men of Adolf Hitler,

No, says the 1068 newspaperman ra ­
ther faintly, this is not the same kind of 
situation. The left wing students who 
have been taking to the streets of Ger­
man cltites this year are not comparable 
to any particular group of street agita­
tors back In the 1920’s or 1930’s. Nor, 
blessedly, is there on view, in presMit 
day Germany, in response and chadlenge 
to the left wing youngsters ailready In 
the streets, tiny unofficial-uniformed 
body of toughs from the extreme ideo­
logical right. In fact, the right wing 
youth of the present day situation seem 
to be avoiding going out Into the streets 
for any direct physical contact with their 
opposition.

It is a service, then, to have such 
questioning and such answering about 
present day parallels In the nation which 
did allow its own very weak and Imper­
fect democracy to be destroyed «  years 
ago by the transfer of power from the 
ballot box to  the street comers.

But the truth Is that when we ask 
such questions about Germany, we are 
in reality shadow-boxing with the real 
question on our minds these days.

That Is the question of what might be 
likely to happen to American democ­
racy—presumably many times stronger 
than the ill-fated Weimar Republic of 
40 years ago — If we here continue to 
see the action shifting from the voting 
booth to the streets. What If it begins to 
seem, here, that the way to power and 
the way to result Is not through the civi­
lized but sometime? unsatisfactory In- 
stnimentalltles of politics but through 
the surge of violence Into the streets 
where the “voting” is done with burn­
ing, looting, clubbing, pushing, march­
ing, demonstrating? What If in America, 
there gradually appear street fighting 
opponents who sharpen their talents and 
their strategies to the point where they 
can make it impossible for the law to in­
terfere effectively with their private 
feuding?

We still seem, at the moment, very 
far from any such fate. The forces of 
law are still sufficient, when they can be 
deployed In time. Only In the extreme 
Inner recesses of left and right are there 
the model cadres of those who may be 
actually planning to be able to take over 
the streets some day.

But this reassurance may be nothing 
better than a reassurance as to our par­
ticular stage of danger. Let It continue 
to appear that problems are not being 
solved through the normal processes of 
democracy, let the voting booth seem to 
grow more Ineffectual as an Instrument 
for the people, let the fancy grow that 
the streets are the only place really to 
settle things, and we will be accepting 
for ourselves the climate which, sooner 
or later, must be fiercely .generative of 
more violence than we can handle.

The real question is not, then, whether 
there is a resem bl^ce between the Ger­
many of today and thdt of 40 years ago, 
but whether there is any kind of like­
ness between present day America and 
pre-Hitler Germany. The answer Is no, 
not yet, not yet by any means. But 
merely to ask the question gives a ter­
rible taste of what it might be like. If we 
don't manage to keep blood and signifi­
cance In our established political ar- 
terles."""

Clifford’s Strategic Optimism
In so far as Secretary of Defense 

Clark Clifford's analysis of the military 
situation in Vietnam offers a suitable 
propaganda or atmospheric background 
for Johnson administration efforts 
toward a de-escalation of the American 
military effort there, it is a welcome 
analysis. If he, and the President, and 
all of us, want to pretend that things are 
likely to be the way he says they are^ 
such an arbitrary pretense may seiVS 
some diplomatic purpose, by its asser­
tion that we are negotiating from con­

fidence and strength rather than from 
fatigue and despair.

But to take Secretary Clifford's assess­
ment of the situation as realistic would 
be something else again.

It is doubtful that for the South Viet­
namese to promise to call up 13 5 ,^  
more men Into their own armed forces, 
coupled with our program to equip all 
the South Vietnamese fighting men with 
improved weapons, such as the M-16 
rifle, is going to create a situation in 
which the South Vietnamese army is go­
ing to show any vastly Increased capac­
ity to take care of itself and its coun­
try.

On the same day Secretary Clifford 
was delivering his strangely unassuring 
reassurances a group of hard-bitten 
newspapermen were giving opinions on 
much the same subject. They found the 
South Vietnamese army and government 
still a long way from being able to take 
care of themselves and their country. 
Some of them suspected the worst bat­
tles of the war might lie Just ahead. One 
thought that If there could be such a 
thing as a free election In South Vietnam 
now, a candidate who took a neutralist, 
or peace platform, would be the winner.

Only one Clifford statement seems, on 
balance, to have complete soundness. 
This is his statement that Hanoi, what­
ever its Intentions, has now been denied 
all chance of a military victory In South 
Vietnam. But the continuance In force of 
that denial still depends, absolutely, on 
the continued presence of the American 
forces which have established it.

That is the hard horn of the dilemma 
we face In Vietnam. The negotiation for 
which Secretary Clifford Is trying to es­
tablish the plausible atmosphere must, 
when it comes, be good enough to guar­
antee that the South Vietnamese govern­
ment and army do not really have to be 
quite as good as Secretary Clifford was 
pretending they have become, in his 
speech in New York Monday.

American Women Are Wonderful
Is It something in the air. In the soil. 

In the food, of the New World that 
makes American women what they are? 
It Is some secret of the American way 
of life, that gives us the Montana grand­
mas we see on television who look trim 
and Immaculate after 18 children and 60 
grandchildren, have a dozen hobbles like 
painting, quilt-making, and bricklaying, 
who belong to a dozen church and home­
making and patriotic clubs? Whatever It 
is, it’s there, and It’s enviable, and it’s 
common to all American women from 
19 to 90, right through the United States 
from east coast to west, from Florida 
down south to New England up north, 
taking In the desert of Arizona with Its 
new instant-towns, and the mld-westem 
plains, home of Blble-readlng stalwarts.

American women are good letter writ­
ers, as the women’s pages of every 
newspaper from Kansas to Ohio clearly 
show. ’They are full of practical sugges­
tions for housekeeping short cuts, and 
excellent rich recipes, and poetry pours 
out of them. American matrons write 
poems like “Mother Entertains the 
Club,” 60 verses long, and “Waiting for 
the Noontime Mall,” (10 verses), and 
"Little Elmer walks to school thru the 
Snow” (18 verses), and they like poems 
they can understand like “The Midnight 
Ride of Paul Revere From the Horse’s 
Point of View” by Anon, and “A Buggy 
Ride in Grandma’s Day” by a Mrs. Wil­
ma O. Van Coffey of Oklahoma.

They also like pictures they can un­
derstand. Instead of the stronge ar­
rangements of blobs and lines which 
pass for art in modem times, they like 
pictures made with buttons and bits 
from the scrap bag, portraying the pine- 
woods In the fall, or the little red school- 
house under winter’s white mantle of 
snow, or maybe a portrait of the Presi­
dents of the United States right from 
the beginning to the present day, with 
their wives, done in cross-stitch em­
broidery, or perhaps In bits of coloured 
glass, or china beads.

The latest novelty, invented by an In­
diana grandma, is cake-decorating with 
Jewelry. She writes to the paper about 
how she bakes 100 cakes a week, and 
decorates them all with Jewelry in the 
forms of birds, flowers, portraits, cross­
es, baskets of fruit, or as the fancy dic­
tates; these cakes are given In the vari­
ous orphanages, hospitals, or churches 
of her district. Besides this hobby she 
is learning Russian on records, and sav­
ing up for a trip around the world when 
her husband retires . . . but Hovi ;,‘.rn 
M. Brazier is still going strong at 70, 
fresh and peppy as a boy, with no signs 
of retirement-age fatigue as yet. So 
grandma has a few more years to save 
up for the wonderful trip!

When American women get going they 
go like a ball of fire, as the saying here 
is. One Iowa matron, having brought up 
her family of 17 children, and at present 
grandmothering very proudly a numer­
ous brood has turned to poetry to ex­
press her contentment with life; the 
blurb on the back of one of the books 
says she has produced 80 books of 
poems, “all of them wonderful.” She 
writes movingly about the simple things 
of life, freshly baked bread, the kitchen 
spinning wheel, the well-filled cradle, 
Joy of the home, childish laughter, snow­
ball fights in winter gardens, rosy- 
cheeked kids tumbling merrily out of 
the little village school.

Other elderly matrons are highly pro­
lific Saturday painters who sell their oil 
landscapes and seascapes to friends, or 
in small shops they open In their homes. 
They are ferocious collectors, and col­
lect china and glass slippers, glass 
bells, stamps, plants, ' Indoor and out­
door, Hummel dolls. Shaker cradles, 
bamboo screens, old spoons, miniature 
animals of glass and china, pioneer cups 
and saucers, anything curious, like Civil 
War relics. They are great travelers, 
especially after 60 years, when it seems 
the best years of their lives begin. They 
make movies (In colour) of their world 
travels, and give shows when they get 
home, delighting the neighbours with a 
running .commentary, witty nnd spon­
taneous, on the customs of other lands.

American women are .wonderful. I ’ve 
been In the New World 24 years and 
often I have wished some of their mar­
velous energy would rub off on me.—

WASHINGTON — A hidden, 
deeply significant political by­
product of the open housing 
fight was the first effective left- 
of-center Republican revolt 
against Rep. Gerald Ford of 
Michigan since he became his 
party’s floor leader in January, 
1965.

Had that revolt not succeed­
ed, the civil rights bill and its 
open housing provision would 
not be law today. It picked up 
77 badly-needed House Repub­
lican votes in the key vote 
April 10 (against 106 who stuck 
with Ford’s leadership).

Apart from civil rights, the 
revolt was a landmark in the 
murky Republican politics of 
the House. It was led not by 
badly outnumbered liberal Re­
publican Congressmen,, 
slstently though not effectively 
in revolt against the Forid lead­
ership, but by Ford’s owrKkind 
of pragmatic conservatives.'The 
ringleaders were two erst-wnile 
Ford lieutenants: Reps. Chjirfbs 
Goodell, 4, of New York/(him- 
self a m em b^ o f p a r t y ’s 
regular Houst_Jeadership) and 
Albert Quie, 44, of Minnesota.

Their open defection broke the 
pattern of the past decade. The 
House Republicans have been 
the Arabs of Capitol Hill, de­
posing leaders from time to 
time in lightning coups but 
maintaining a facade of unity. 
Under these ground rules. it 
has been acceptable to plot 
against the current leadership 
by night but the most heinous 
crime to vote against it by 
day.

A handful of Republican Con­
gressmen who balked at this 
voting discipline (mostly, but 
not exclusively, liberals) 
formed the Wednesday Group. 
But most ambitious young 
members, like A1 Quie and 
Charley Goodell, played the 
game. While maintaining voting 
records of party regularity, 
they helped engineer the coup 
that gave Ford the leadership.

However, Ford’s brand of 
leadership, while sufficiently 
partisan and aggressive to fore­
stall any coups, had quietly 
grown less satisfying to Con­

gressmen desiring a new na­
tional Republican image —in­
cluding Quie and (Soodell. Over 
the past year, they have been 
producing their own alterna­
tives to Democratic proposals 
—ideas that became labelled col­
lectively in the House Republi­
can cloakroom as the “Quie- 
Dell” approach.

That approach collided head- 
on with Ford last December on 
the poverty bill when the Qule- 
Goodell poverty package was 
scrapped in favor of a bare 
bones approach. But the point 
of revolt was not reached until 
this year when Ford decided 
against accepting the Senate- 
passed open housing scheme.

Ford was baced by the entire 
leadership, including the power­
ful Rep. Melvin Laird of Wis­
consin—except for Goodell. 
Their support was overwhelm­
ing among rank-and-file Repub­
lican Congressmen, reflecting 
their own lily-white small-town 
and rural constituencies.

With this backdrop, Quie and 
Goodell quietly put together a 
team of Republican Congress­
men to fight the leadership. 
Rep. Bradford Morse of Massa­
chusetts, driving force of the 
Wednesday Group, was the only 
member of the original “Qule- 
Dell" cadre with a conserva­
tive voting record less than 80 
per cent.

The others were Clar Mac­
Gregor of Minnesota, Howard 
Robison of New York, Paul 
Findley of Ilinois, and two 
young freshmen—William Steig­
er, 29, of Wisconsin, and Ed­

ward Blester, 37, of Pennsyl­
vania.

When they began persuading 
their colleagues, they could 
count only 37 House Republi­
cans for quick passage of open 
housing, as desired by the Dem­
ocratic leadership. Slowly, they 
Increased the number to 67, 
then to 65. It slipped to 60 dur­
ing the riots following the King 
assassination but soared to the 
final 77, maring a successful 
anti-leadership effort without 
precedent. The Republicans had 
been saved from the Iguomlny 
of defeating a civil rights bill.

Much credit goes to two lat­
er converts to the Qule-Goodell 
cause—William McCulloch of 
Ohio, the party's respected 
civil rights spokesman, and 
John Anderson of Illinois, who 
opened the bottleneck of the 
House Rules Committee. But 
the villain pilloried by the nean­
derthals in Republican cloak­
room gossip is neither McCul­
loch nor Anderson but Good­
ell. No member of the Repub­
lican leadership, they grumble, 
should deviate from the party 
line and collaborate with the 
Democratic leadership.

Indeed, Goodell’s rise up the 
House leadership ladder may 
now have been arrested. But 
his revolt splintered the shell 
of House Republican unity so 
thoroughly that It can never be 
adequately pasted together, 
raising the prospect of an Im­
portant new Republican faction 
on Capitol Hill geared to a na­
tional rather than a parochial 
constltutuency.

“These things I remember, as 
I pour out my soul: how I went 

with the throng, and led them 
In procession to the house of 
God, with glad shouts and songs 
of thanksgiving, a multitude 
keeping festival."

How we do remember the 
high experiences of life. A 
Harvard philosopher once said 
the last best gift of life is the 
gift of memory. What great 
thoughts come to us In church 
and synagogue, when we are 
bowed In worship. We are In 
this act of worship more truly 
ourselves than In any other 
role.

Against the emptiness of a 
man’s life there Is outpoured 
the Niagara-like fullness of all 
that God Is and may be to that 
life. When life tumbles in, as 
the Psalmist recalls in these 
sentences from the forty-second 
Psalm, then we are thrown back 
on those great experiences of 
faith and hope which carry us 
forward Into a whole n6w period 
of maturity and growth.

Shall we by our verdict bear 
out that we are trying to live 
the Gospel or shall we make a 
cruel mockery of Its teachings?

Shall we take a positive stand 
in conscience or shall we Ignore 
the persistent promptings of our 
collective conscience?

Shall we choose to ignore the 
tact that much of the greatness 
of this great nation has been 
constructed <m the wlUlngnesa 
of the generality of our ciUsens 
to come to the aid of the under­
dog?

Do we desire to be seen in 
the full glare of the pitiless light 
as men and women of good will 
or as transparent racists?

When the votes are counted, 
shall we be able to hold our 

heads high or shall we have to 
bow them In shame and 
scandal?

I do — believe me — view  
the consequences of our vottaig 
on April 80 that seriously, and 
NspectfuUy appeal to the good 
people of Manchester again to 
manifest, as they have so often 
manifested in the past, their 
resolve to honor the hlgbeet 
American Ideals and traditions, 
to serve their beat Interests and 
those of all Americans.

ZB A Vote on Radio Station 
Appealed to Pleas Court

Richard M. Breacia of Nor­
walk yesterday filed an appeal 
from a decision of the Zoning 
Board of Appeals in Tolland 
County Court of Common Pleas. 
The decision denied Brescia per­
mission to construct a radio 
station and towers on Highland 
Ave.

Brescia, an account executive 
with CBS. applied for a var­
iance for construction of the 
station and three towers, on 
property owned by him on High - 
land Ave. The property is now  
zoned residential, and many 
homes have been (instructed in 
the area.

Owners of the homes in the 
Ridgewood Dr. section appear­
ed at a public hearing on the 
appeal with a petition bearing 
several strong objections.

Brescia’s appeal, filed by his 
attorneys, Kahan and Kerensky, 
charges that the board in deny­
ing the appeal acted illegally, 
arbitrarily and in abuse of the 
discretion vested in it. The ap­
peal was denied on the conten­
tion that it would allow a com­
mercial use in a top residential 
zone and therefore would be 
’ ’against the spirit of zoning.”

The plaintiff cites seven reas­
ons why appeal should not 
have been denied: A literal en­
forcement of the zoning ordi­
nance would cause exceptional 
difficulty or unnecessary hard­
ship Is unique to the plaintiff’s 
land and does not affect all 
property in the district.

Also, the hardship Is created 
soley by the application of the 
ordinance to the property in ] 
question and not by any act of 
the plaintiff; the variance would 
be In harmony with the general 
purpose and Intent of the zon­
ing ordinance and would not be 
granted at the expense of the 
public health, .safety, conditions, 
welfare or property values.

Also, by the granting of the 
variance, substantial justice 
will be done and the hardship 
which exists la related to cir­
cumstances and conditions be­
yond the control of the plaintiff.

At the hearing, Atty. Sol Ker­
ensky pointed out that his client 
had spent some $12,(X)0 for pre­
liminary work. Earlier at­
tempts to gel his license from 
the FCC failed due to a tempo­
rary ban on the is.suing of licens­
es.

Action on a request of the 

Madden Bus Co. for an addi­
tional appropriation, was de­
ferred by the Board of Educa­
tion Monday on the advise of 
town counsel Abbott Schwebel.

all going back into the buses.
Arthur Callahan, member of 

the Board of Education, sug­
gested that the board extend 
the contract an additional year. 
He said that the buses will be 
paid for at the end of the fifth 
year. He said, ’ ’You would 
make out better if you keep the 
same price and get the con­
tract extended.”

James Madden said he would 
not be Interested in the alterna­
tive of having the contract ex­
tended. He said if the Increase 
is not granted he .would just 
finish out this year and that 
would be it.

The town attorney Indicated It 
would be an illegal action on the 
part of the board to just in­
crease the amount but It could 
do so by extending the contract.

Voters approved five constitu­
tional amendments making the 
first major changes in the 
state's 94-year-old basic law.

.McCarthy, who spent the 
night In New York, declined 
immediate comment on his 
Pennsylvania victory.

But his supporters here called 
the results "absolutely phe­
nomenal” and said they far sur­
passed their hoped-for 200,000 
total. They said It demonstrates 
the Mlnesotan can attract votes 
In a  large Industrial state, dis­
puting trends in New Hamp­
shire and Wisconsin which 
showed alleged weakness In ur­
ban areas.

Norval D. Reece, McCarthy’s 
state campaign manager, said 
at least 10 convention delegates 
pledged to McCarthy were elect­
ed and organization Democrats 
"will have to do some hard 
thinking.” All told, Pennsylva­
nians wiU have 182 delegates at 
Chicago this summer, each with 
three-fourths of a vote.

The Republicans have 64 con- 
ventlmt delegates and Shafer 
hopes to have them go to Miami 
In August unpledged but sup­
porting him as a favorite son 
candidate.

Four years ago in Pennsylva­
nia’s presidenUal primary, with 
all the votes written in. Presi­
dent Johnson got 209,606 of the 
total of 263,228 cast by Demo­
crats. Former Gov. William W.

Chamber Opposed to Change 
In Electing School Board

Secret Service
The U. S. Secret Service, a 

bureau of the Treasury De­
partment was originally es­
tablished to detect and arrest 
counterfeiters of the currency. 
Its agents were assigned to 
other executive departments for 
specialized duties and it was a 
logical choice to protect the 
nation’s president.

The Manchester Chamber of 
Commerce board of directors 
has voted opposition to the pro­
posed charter change dealing 
with the method of electing 
members of the Board of Edu­
cation.

It has voted its approval and 
support for all of the other 13 
proposed charter changes 
scheduled for referendum on 
Tuesday.

Question 11 proposes that all 
nine members of the school 
board be elected every two 
years to non-staggered terms.

Under the present method, 
they are elected to three-year 
terms, with only three of Its 
mmbers taking office In any 
year.

The proposed change Is be­
ing opposed also by the Man­
chester League of Women Vot­
ers and by the Democratic mi­
norities on the Charter Revision 
Commission and on the Board 
of Directors. The GOP Town 
Committee Monday night en­
dorsed the proposed change by 
a narrow m ar^n.

The Chamber, in explaining

its opposition to the election- 
method change, stated that It 
would tend to destroy continui­
ty on the school board, and 
would make the board far more 
politically responsive.

The Chamber’s position Is, 
”If continuity on the board 
were jeopardized, this would 
place a great deal of power In 
the hands of the administration 
and, therefore, the Board of 
Education would not be able 
to properly fulfill Its function.”

The Chamber noted that 
"Manchester has a fine edu­
cational system and, for the 
most part, the educational sys­
tem has been free of politics.”

R eturned  Land

dent Johnson’s curtailment or­
ders.

U.S. pilots flew 111 missions 
south of the 19th parallel—44 
less than the day before—with 
the deepest penetration a strike 
against a railroad spur 168 
miles north of the demilitarized 
zone. The panhandle area was 
covered by clouds which prev­
ented damage assessments.

In South Vietnam, the B62s 
kept up their round-the-clock 
campaign against the A Shau 
Valley, an enemy stronghold for 
two years where intelligence re­
ports indicate preparations may 
be under way for another big 
drive.

The eight-engine Stratofor- 
tresses flew six missions Tues­
day and today against the val­
ley, near the Laotian border, 
and also attacked targets 26 
miles northwest of Kontum City 
in the central highlands.

Comparatively little ground 
activity was reported.

South Vietnamese headquar­
ters reported a sharp fight near 
Quang Tri, capltsj of South Viet­
nam’s northernmost province. 
Government troops reported 
killing 60 enemy soldiers and 
said three l^uth 'Vietnamese 
were killed and 38 wounded.

Five miles southwest of Khe 
Sanh, In Qufihg Tri’s northwest 
comer, U.S. air cavalrymen 
clashed with North Vietnamese 
In bunkers and reported killing

11 of the enemy. One American 
was wounded.

Government troops fighting In 
the Mekong Delta 74 miles 
southwest of Saigon said they 
killed 17 Viet Cong soldiers and 
freed 88 civilians who were 
being held by the Viet Cong.

Another allied force in the del­
ta, made up of troop# from the 
U.S. 9th Infantry Division, South 
Vietnamese marine's and sol­
diers, and American artillery 
mounted on barges, killed 66 
Viet Cong In a day-long battle 66 
miles south of Saigon, U.S. 
headquarters reported. It said 
16 Americans were wounded 
and South Vietnames casual­
ties were light.

Along the coastal lowlands

northeast of Quang Ngal City, a 
combined action platoon of Viet­
namese militia and U.S. Ma­
rines repelled an attack on their 
camp during the night by an es­
timated 160 to 200 Viet Cong.

U.S. artillery, helicopter gun- 
shlpa. Air Force dragon ships 
and American infantry In or- 
mored personnel carriers all 
went into action. After the Viet 
Cong fled just before dawn, 11 
Viet Cong bodies were found. No 
U.S. casualties were reported, 
12 Vietnamese civilians were 
wounded, and South Vietnamese 
military casualties were report­
ed light.

Herring Gulls 
Signal Storm, 
Play in Wind

A storm moving up the At­
lantic coast from the Carollnas 
is heralded by restless disturb­
ed herring gulls. Are they re­
sponding to dropping barome­
tric pressure, to the sharpening 
easterly gale pushed by the 
counter-clockwise winds
ahead of the storm, or to the 
relentless lashing of the coast 
by advancing storm waves?

Winds are the playground of 
the gulls. However high the 
winds of fair weather, the gulls 
are obviously In their element. 
They sport in the wind, trying 
out all the updrafts created by 
island or headland. They beat 
upwind low to the water and 
then shoot downwind with ex­
press-train speeds.

Nor are crashing waves any 
deterrent to the gulls, when the 
waves aTe driving by storms 
moving offshore. Despite power­
ful swells and the crashing thun­
der against the rocky ledges, 
the gulls, with one eye on the 
sea, search through the expos­
ed beds of seaweed for crabs 
and other edibles.

A  northeaster Is a different 
storm, 4s we found this spring. 
Born in the gulf states, the 
storm dropped a blanket of 
snow over the southern states. 
As it swept up the coast, its 
intensity undiminished, the 
snow changed to rain.

Tht forefront of the storm 
reached us during the night 
with falling barometer, gusty 
winds and rain squall. A t day­
break we were still unsure 
whether the storm would move 
offshore, but the gulls had 
fewer doubts. During the morn­
ing they moved In more than 
normal numbers back from thel 
shore to Inland feeding areas.

Along the shore high water 
flooded the loafing bars where 
gulls gather. The rise of 
ground behind the beaches of­
fered no windbreak to the gale 
blowing in from the sea. Break­
ing waves sent heavy spray 
over the low rooky islets where 
the gulls normally spend the 
night.

Outside It became apparent 
that nyiny gulls were overhead. 
Although they were not very 
high, only an occasional bird 
could be seen through the 
murky rain, but their calls 
were all about.

Annually the gulls that come 
inland to search the city dumps 
or to forage in farmers’ fields, 
or perhaps to indulge in a 
rousing fresh water bath on 
the reservoir, return in the late 
afternoon to spend the night 
on off-shore islands.

On this occasion, the gulls 
seemed reluctant to follow the 
traditional pattern. As dusk 
deepened into darkness, they 
were still overhead and still 
voicing their complaints. There 
was real indecision — whether 
to return to the shore while 
the storm still raged or to find 
another lodging for the night.

Hardy as they are, the gulls 
know the meaning of comfort: 
they may choose a quiet night 
over a disturbed one. The last 
remark I  heard from the gulls 
suggested that even herring 
gulls will accept any port in a 
storm.

The public hearing on the 

proposed budget for the fiscal 
year beginning July 1 will be 
held next Tuesday. The hearing 
will be the first budget hearing 
to be held in town since the 
formation of a Board of F i­
nance last year.

The budget will be presented 
by the board and discusion on 
all phases of the budget will be 
open to the public. Explanation.s 
on the budget items will be 
given by town officials.

The hearing partially replaces 
the annual town meeting, which 
will now be limited to accept­
ance, rejection or reduction of 
the budget as presented to the 
meeting.

Actual changes to the budg­
et will result from the senti­
ments expressed during the pub­
lic hearing.

Board of Finance chairman 
Howard Wolfanger has stated 
he will make the proposed budg­
et public prior to the hearing 
and will have copies available 
at the door the night of the 
hearing.

The finance board has been 
working on the various budget 
requests in private work ses­
sions.

2 Budgets IVIadc Public
Two boards made their budg­

ets public prior to submitting 
them to the Board of Finance.

The ^oard of Education budg­
et of $1,426,273 represents a 15 
per cent increase over last year. 
It includes an estimate of 
teachers' salaries, since ne­
gotiations with the TEA have 
not been completed.

A 15 per cent increase occurs 
in a year where the local 
schools will experience an en­
rollment increase of at least 
30 per cent, including the ad­
dition of kindergarten and 10th 
grade classes to the present 
school system.

This year’s 1,605 student 
enrollment will jump to over 
2,100 in September according to 
last year’s school enumeration 
report, including only children 
living in town as of October 
1967.

The Planning and Zoning Com­
mission budget (included in the 
Board of Selectmen budget) to­
tals $3,245 compared to $4,000 
last year.

$94,000 In Surplus
The Grand List presently 

stands a t $22,352,006 including 
a  $1,422,060 increase over last 
year. A mill will be "worth about 
$22.85 per $1,000 of assessed 
valua/tion, based on 65 per cent 
of the 1960 market value, ac­
cording to the assessor’s formu­
la used by the town.

The Board of Education will 
return a surplus of $93,000 to 
the town, and the Planning and

Zoning Commission will turn 
bock at least $960 for a total 
of almost $94,000 which will be 
used to offset the mill rate on 
the new budget.

The school board’s surplus in­
cludes a $25,000 tuition-rebate 
from Rockville High School; 
$33,000 in additional anticipated 
grants, and $35,000 surplus "re­
sulting from Superintendent 
Robert Brairton’s busines abil­
ity", according to the school 
b ^ rd .

The PZC surplus of $960 
comes from an extra year’s dues 
requested by the Capitol Region 
Planning Agency for its .study 
on water and sewerage for the 
region’s 29 member towns. The 
extra dues were not needed, 
however, because of the passage 
of grants to finance the study 
by the State Legislature.

Anticipated income by the 
school board is not included in 
the budget, because it reverts 
to the General Fund of the 
town. This includes ADM and 
transportation grants. Also not 
included are bond payments 
and interest on the schools, 
which appear in the Board of 
Selectmen’s budget.

An unusual tribute as well "as 
philatelic issuance comes in the 
form of a sheet of four stamps 
produced by the Federal Re­
public of Germany.

Dr. Adenauer appears on the 
50 pfennig blue, Churchill on the 
10 pf brown, De Gasperi of Italy 
on the 20 pf green and Schuman 
of France on the 30 pf red. Each 
stamp can be detached from the 
sheet and used for postal pur­
poses.

Inscribed on the sheet in Ger­
man are the words "The First 
Anniversary of the Death of 
Chancellor Dr. Konrad Aden­
auer, April 19, 1968.” Bach indi­
vidual stamp bears the name of 
the man whose portrait ap­
pears.

Dr. Adenauer, affectionately 
called "Der Alte” The Old 
Man) was the first chancellor of 
the new Germany and largely 
responsible for its postwar re­
construction.

The sheet of West German 
stamps will be available at your 
local stamp dealer.

TPC Rejects 
Apartments, 
Lack Sewer

A plan to build a 24-unit 
apartment complex on Jeffer­
son St., submitted by Archam- 
beault Builders of Wetherell 
St. was disapproved unanimous­
ly by members of the Town 
Planning Commission Monday 
night, on the ground that It 
goes against the commission s 
newly adopted policy of requir­
ing group dwellings to have 
both public water and sewer.

According to present plans, 
the Jefferson project would 
have public water, but not pub­
lic sewer.

Vlrtor Sw.anson, president of 
the Eighth Utilities District, 
earltcr told Town Planner Jo­
seph Tamsky !ind Town Engi­
neer William O’Neill that 10 
years ago plans to run seweii 
lines up Jefferson St. were 
ab.andonccl due to prohibitive 
costs.

Swan.son told the men that a 
roek bed under the length of the 
street would render the project 
totally unfe.aslble.

Atty. Eugene Kelly, repre­
senting ArchambeauU urged 
the eomniisslon not to disap­
prove the application on that 
ba.sls for .several reasons.

He argued that a fact sheet, 
promoting the proposed North 
Manchester sewer Interceptor 
which will bo on the April 30 
referendum, showed that the 
new line would nm very close 
to the property In quc.stlon.

"Furthermore," .said the at­
torney, "private sewer .systems 
have been proven quite .satis­
factory throughout the state,'” 
•including several high schools 
where many more people would 
be using t^em."

Kelly then began to cite 
recent legislation which would 
allow the town to appoint a col­
lector of rents at the apart­
ments, if the building fell below 
state standards, which the 
money to be used for needed 
Improvements, "The town could 
even get a Hen on the prop­
erty,” he said. He also pointed 
out that the owner of an apart­
ment complex comes under the 
jurisdiction of the state tena- 
ment act and could be subject­
ed to severe penalties for not 
complying with sanitary health 
and safety codes.

Nevertheless Ute commission 
members stuck to their resolu­
tion of April 1, and unanimously 
disapproved the project, stat­
ing that the location was not 
suited to the erection of a group 
dwelling project.

SHOCKING METHOD
DENVER (AP ) — Another 

niethod of -shocking smokers 
into giving up the habit has 
been outlined here.

This method uses electricity. 
The device is a pocket-size 

electronic cigarette case devel­
oped at a Veterans Administra­
tion Hospital in Coral Gables, , 
Fla,

Each time the smoker reach­
es for a cigarette, he gets hit 
with an electrical shock. Dr. 
Malcolm Kushner c.xplalned. 
Eventually, he said, this builds 
a conditioned response against 
smoking.

The shock can last from 30 
seconds to three minutes, de­
pending on how long the top of 
the case stays open. Dr. Kush­
ner said.

He said that pilot studies pro­
duced promising results. Tests 

, on 20 persons showed five gave 
up smoking for 16 to 21 months, 
and nine others cutdown on the 
number of cigarettes smoked.

AE!C Reports Abilities 
Of Satellites iri Space
WASHINGTON (AP) — An 

Atomic Energy Commission 
scientist says special U.S. mili­
tary satellites have proved ca 
pable of detecting sneak nuclear 
tests more than twice the dis­
tance of the sun out into space.

Dr. R. P. Taschek of AEC's 
Los Alamos, N.M., laboratory, 
reported Tuesday the four pairs 
of Vela satellites are deployed 
in widely separated positions 
about 70,000 miles above the 
earth.

Taschek, who indicated the 
Soviet Union may have similar 
satellites aloft, said the U.S. 
spacecriift can detect nuclear 
testa as far as 200 million miles 
out in space.

He said a fifth pair of Vela sa­
tellites is to be launched some­
time this year.

‘P rivy’ Removal Victory
WASHINGTON (AP) —A re­

tired Army colonel’s battle to 
have two portable toilets in Ar­
lington National Cemetery re­
moved from public view has 
ended in swift, decisive victory.

Retired Col. Zebulon L. 
Strickland Jr. called a cemetery 
news conference Monday to 
publicize what he called the des­
ecration of graves because oth­
er efforts to have the toilets re­
moved had feiil^.

“I ’m Just going around in a 
Bureaucratic swirl,” he said.

An Army spokesman an­
nounced late Tuesday one of the 
toilets has been removed forev­
er and the other would be 
placed in a warehouse away 
from public view.

them.

’They charge that the backers 
of the campaign are using the 
scare technique In their method 
of asking for a return of the 
entire $819,000 cut out of the 
school budget by Town Manag­
er Robert Weiss.

’The campaign, they say, is 
following the line established 
by the Manchester Educational 
Association (MEA) which, in 
bulletins to its members and In 
paid newspaper ads, charges 
that local school conditions are 
inadequate and deteriorating.

The directors are particularly 
distressed because they had 
voted unanimously to authorize 
an April 30 referendum on an 
$879,000 bonding Issue for Insti­
tuting exactly those school Im­
provements pointed out In 
pictures In the MEA ads.

They say that those persons 
making phone calls, writing 

letters and signing petlUcms, 
calling for a return of the en­

tire $319,000, are not aware of 
all the facts.

'The school board. In submit­
ting a budget for 1968-69, aslo- 
ed for am Increase of $882,189 
over the current year — for 
the equivalent of a 4-mlll taLX 
hike.

Weiss, in cutting $819,000, stUl 
left the school board budget with 
a $663,860 Increase over this 
year, aLnd still the equivalent of 
a 2.6 mill taLX hike.

’The $863,880 Increase, plus Uje 
$879,000 school-renovation bond 
Issue, plus the principal aLnd in­
terest payment this year for the 
new Globe Hollow School, add 
up to the greatest single-year,

I school- expenditure proposaLl in 
I  Manchester’s history, they say. 

Several directors privately 
blame school board member 
Walter Doll for the scare cam­
paign being conducted by the 
NEA and other organized 
groups.

Doll, several weeks aigo, warn­
ed, either with tongue in cheek 
or because he waLs uninformed, 
that, should the $319,000 cut 
steLnd, two of Manchester’s 
schools may close for lack of 
funds.

’The directors resent Doll’s re­
marks as constituting a threat, 
aLnd they resent the severail 
tmeatenlng letters which chamg  ̂
them and Weiss with trying to 
wreck the school system.

Several writers, including a 
doctor who has practiced In 
Mamchester for 6V4 years, threat­
en to move from town, if the 
cut is not restored.

Two petitions, with over 200 
names each, have been deliver­
ed to Mayor Nathan Agostlnelll, 
asking for return of the entire 
$319,000.

Both petitions are careful to 
point out that they were not of­
ficially backed or distributed by 
PTA’s. Yet, Agostlnelll, himself 
a member of a PTA, was asked 
to sign- a petition — a petition 
which calls on him amd the rest 
of the directors to restore the 
cut.

The MEA’s Crisis Committee, 
in a bulletin two weeks ago to llII 
of its teacher-members, cadl- 
ed on all teachers to sign similar 
petitions, if Manchester resi­
dents, or to circulate the peti­
tions among people of their par­
ticular school area, if not Man­
chester residents.

The directors are not so much 
concerned because they are re­
ceiving letters, phone calls amd 
petitions. They say that they al­
ways welcome an expression of 
opinion regarding town needs 
and problems. In fact, that is 
precisely the reason they in­
stituted semi-monthly comment 
sessioiis about a year ago — to 
permit the public to comment, 
suggest or complain on any item 
within the board’s jiu'lsdlctlon.

What concerns them, they say, 
is the tone of the letters and 
phone calls — the unfadr charge 
that they are not looking out for 
the best Interests of the town 
and Its Inhabitants.

Of Mailing

WASHINQ’TON — Federal 
workers who long for the 
simple, smog-free country life 
must envy rural letter carriers. 
’They live In or near small 
towns, know their neighbors 
and, in many cases, earn more 
than the mayor.

’The current salary champion

of the motorized rural msdlmen 
works out of Ocllla, Oa., which 
Is zip code 31744. His basic com- 
pensaUon is 10,488 dollars. 
That’s about the same salary 
as that of a typical gn’ade 11 
worker here, despite lower liv­
ing costs In Ocllla.

The salary of the average 
rural letter carrier is 7437 dol­
lars a year. His big-city 
counterpart has to work 12 to 
14 years to reach that salary 
level. He has to walk a lot more, 
too. Mileage allowances account 
for the salary difference.

Congress has directed that 
rural carriers get a maximum 
of 12 cents a mile for using their

cars. ’They also get sm al­
lowance for car miUntenance. 
Most federal workers get 9 
cents a mile for using their cars 
on official business.

Whenever the Post Office 
Department asks Congress for 
more money to move the mall, 
some member asks about the 
rural carrier situation. De­
partment officials reply diplo­
matically that Congress, in its 
wisdom, wants the rural mail­
man’s auto allowance left alone.

Rep. Otto Passman (D-Ln.) 
knew the answer, but he asked 
the question anyway, when he 
was looking at the Department’s 
budget request. Passman re-

presenta a let ,of rural letter 
carriers. But he also says he 
likes to see the government 
save a buck here 'Ond there.

Chairman Tom Steed 
(D-Okla.), whose subcommittee 
handles the Post Office De­
partment’s budget, said the 
mileage allowance difference 
isn’t the Department’s fault. He 

•said it has several times offer­
ed a plan to lease cars for rural 
carriers, and only one city 
slicker In congress would intro­
duce the bill.

'The Department is planning 
another low-keyed attack on the 
rural carrier’s car situation. It ’s 
looking for another sponsor for

the car-leasing plan, which it 
says would save millions a year 
by eliminating payments for 
mileage and maintenance.

L A U S A N N E ,  Switzerland 
(AP) — The bitter 1968 Olympic 
controversy that threatened the 
Summer Games In Mexico City 
ended Tuesday when South Afri­
ca was officially voted out be­
cause of its racial policies.

A spokesman for the Interna­
tional Olympic Committee said 
at least 40 negative votes, four 
more than the required simple 
majority, had been received 
from IOC members, deciding 
South Africa’s fate.

The result reversed an IOC 
decision by postal vote during 
the Winter Olympics seven 
weeks ago to allow South Africa 
to compete, and expectedly will 
satisfy some 40 nations who 
spoke of boycotting the Games 
if South Africa competed.

Mexico, faced with a crushing 
financial failure as host to the 
$86 million Games in October if 
a widespread boycott took 
place, breathed a sigh of relief 
at Tuesday’s decision. But It left 
South Africa embittered.

The Lausanne decision is Ille­
gal, immoral and unconstitu­
tional,”  said Frank Braun, pres­
ident of the South African Olym­
pic Committee. He called it a 
"shocking rebuff.”

South Africa was barred from 
the 1964 Games for the same 
reason, but the IOC, led hy 
President Avery Brundage, vot­
ed her back in at Grenoble, 
France, last February.

South Africa had promised to 
field an Integrated team that 
would live and travel together.

Rockefeller 
Emissaries 
Push Draft

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two 
emissaries for New York Gov. 
Nelson A. Rockefeller are head­
ing into the Midwest today in a 
bid to generate a Republican 
presidential draft.

Nonaligned party members 
generally doubt they’ll succeed. 
But Rockefeller himself says he 
thinks the draft movement (or 
him is gaining momentum—and 
says he’s ready to run.

The governor, asked Wednes­
day whether he's already jog­
ging If not running, replied: "I 
haven’t got my feet in concrete. 
I’ll tell you that.”

The emissaries are Sen. 
Thruston B. Morton, R-Ky., and 
William E. Miller, the 1964 Re­
publican candidate for vice 
president. Their first stop Is 
Minneapolis, Minn., where Gov. 
Harold LeVander is an ally.

Tlie trip is the first of a series 
intended by Rockefeller backers 
to stir up enthusiasm for a draft 
among national convention dele­
gates.

But uninvolved party mem­
bers generally think the best 
Morton and Miller can hope for 
are some assurances that favor­
ite-son and uncommitted delega­
tions will stand fast against a 
possible blitz at the convention 
by Nixon forces.

NEW YORK (AP) — Colum­

bia University canceled evening 
classes Wednesday and virtual­
ly sealed off its campus as mili­
tant student demonstrators oc­
cupied more buildings in a con­
tinuing tumultuous protest.

Tension continued high de­
spite the release of an acting 
dean and two other administra­
tors from a Hamilton Hall office 
where they had been held host­
age for 24 hours but there were 
no plans to cancel today’s class­
es.

Demonstrators remained in 
the hall and in the ransacked of­
fice of President Dr. Grayson

Kirk in Los Memorial Library. 
A group of about 100 students 
moved into Avery Hall and 
about 30 settled in Fayerweath- 
er Hall.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Justice Department today filed 
its first school desegregation 
suit in the North, charging a 
Cook County, 111. school district 
with discriminating in faculty 
and staff assignments.

Atty, Gen. Ramsey Clark 
charged in papers filed in U.S. 
District Court in Chicago that 
School District 161 of Cook 
County had assigned faculty and 
staff members on a racially seg­
regated basis. He said tharwith 
few exceptions they have been 
assigned to schools attended 
solely or predominantly by 
members of their own race.

Numerous court suits to halt 
school segregation have been 
filed in the South, affecting iboth 
faculty and students, but to­
day’s suit is the first to apply to 
a Northern school.

The school district. In a subur­
ban Chicago area, covers most 
of South Holland 111., all of the 
village of Phoenix and part of

Harvey. There are six elemen­
tary schools In the district—four 
virtually all white and two al­
most all Negro.

Clark said he had received a 
written complaint from a parent 
of Negro children attending 
school in the district, complain­
ing that they were being de­
prived of equal protection of the 
laws.

School officials hkve been no­
tified of the-complaint but have 
failed to take adequate steps to 
assure nondiscriminatory facul­
ty assignments (or the 1968-69 
school year, the government 
said.

The government asked for a 
court Injunction to stop school 
district officials from discrimi­
nating on .the basis of race, and 
ordering them to adopt and Im­
plement a plan of desegrega­
tion.
