ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) — 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller 
will make “an announce­
ment concerning his politi­
cal plans” at 11 a.m. Tues­
day, Leslie Slote, the gov­
ernor’s p r e s s  secretary, 
said today.

Slote’a announcement came 
as reports circulated in the Cap- 

, itol that Rockfeller would de­
clare his cEuidldacy for the Re­
publican presidential nomina­
tion.

Rockefeller has arranged to 
fly a full complement of news­
men with him when he travels 
to Cedar Rapids, Iowa, on 
Thursday—on a trip that had 
not been previously announced.

In Albany, today, the gover­
nor met with top aides and ar­
ranged'to meet with legislaUve 
leaders and New York City 
Mayor John V. Lindsay in an ef­
fort to clear up an impasse over 
the state budget and request for 
more state aid to big cities.

Rockefeller was reported 
ready also to cancel his appear­
ance on a tour with Republican 
governors in several western 
states early next month to ob­
tain InformaUon needed to put 
together a GOP platform for the 
upcoming presidential nominat­
ing convention.

In making known Rockefel­
ler's intention of holding a news 
conference Tuesday, Slote re­
fused to go beyond his brief 
statement which said:

"Gov. Rockefeller will have 
an announcement concerning 
his poliUcal plans at 11 a.m. to­
morrow in the Red Room."

Rockefeller surprised political 
leaders nationwide on March 1 
when he said that he would not 
actively seek the nomination 
this year.

He said then that he would 
comment on the issues and 
would be available if a draft de­
veloped. His associates said lat­
er that he felt that his remarks

Demands Outlined

‘Poor ’ Campaign 
Gets Late Start

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Poor People’s Campaign got off 
to a late start today as organi­
zers outlined a series of strong 
demands for the Department of 
Agriculture.

The Rev. Ralph Abernathy 
and his "(Tommittee of 100”  ad­
vance scouts for the campaign 
were more than an hour and a 
half late for their first activity, 
a 0 a.m. meeting with Agricul­
ture Secretary Orville L. Free­
man.

Their fopr-page list of agricul­
ture demands included abolish­
ment of subsidies to large farm­
ers for not growing crops, sup­
port of farm workers’ rights to

collective bargaining, and revi­
sion of the food stamp program 
so that persons too poor to buy 
stamps can get them,free.

"The existence of hunger and 
malnutrition in this country is 
an incontestable fact,”  said a 
committee statement.

"That hunger exists is a na­
tional disgrace. That so little 
has been done in the past year 
by the Department of Agfrlcul- 
ture to alleviate the known con­
ditions is shocking.”

The statement said that of 800 
counties Identified the depart­
ment as among the nation’s

NEW YORK (AP) — Sen. 
Thruston B. Morton of Kentucky 
says an announcement by New 
York Gov. Nelson A. Rockefel­
ler that he is a candidate for the 
Republican presidential nomina­
tion "could possibly” come be­
fore May 16.

Morton and William E. Miller, 
the party’s 1964 vice phdsiden- 
tlal nominee, told newsmen Sun­
day they were sure Rockefeller 
would seek the nomination.

They made the statement aft­
er they had reported to Rocke­
feller on their three.day tour of 
six Midwest states sounding out 
sentiment for him.

After their 20-minute meeting 
with Rockefeller in his Fifth 
Avenue apartment, Morton said 
for himself and Miller that 
"there’s no question in our 
minds”  that the governor will 
seek the nomination.

Shortly before meeting with 
Rockefeller, Morton and Miller 
told newsmen that on their tour 
they found strong support and 
interest in Rockefeller’s candi­
dacy. Morton said: "We are 
here to urge that he announce 
as a strong, aggressive candi­
date.”

Morton, who had said recently 
that Rockefeller prpbably would 
announce his candidacy, shortly 
after May 16, said after the 
meeting that the announcement 
“ could possibly” be made be­
fore that.

Morton said he and Miller, 
formerly a Congressnan from 
upstate New York, were "most 
optimistic”  after thejr Midwest 
trip and they felt there was a 
"great desire for an open con­
vention,”  even among Republi­
cans already committed to an

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NEW YORK (AP)—An impa­
tient faction of the OolumUa 
University student body tight­
ened today a blockade aimed at 
choking off a protest by fellow 
students that has disru^ed the 
Ivy League school for a week.

Columbia called off classes 
again as efforts continued to 
end the student sit-in at five 
buildings.

But some students eager for 
the school to return to normal 
formed what they called the 
Majority Coalition to end the 
protest and threw up a blockade 
around Low Memorial Library 
Sunday night.

They tightened it this morn­
ing, saying they were cutting off 
all food and medical supplies 
for about 100 protesters inside. 
About 200 students manned the 
blockade.

As the sky lightened over Co­
lumbia on the seventh morning 
of the protest, the campus was 
in a state of disarray. Red flags 
flew from the roofs of two of the 
five occupied buildings. Several 
spots on campus had turned Into 
a bivouac area.

A group of students awakened 
from spending a night in the 
open on the campus and began 
to brew coffee opposite the sim- 
dial near the library. Others did 
caUsthenicB in grouipe.

Hundreds ot students, some 
for and some against the sit-ii«, 
stayed on eampus throughout 
the night.

About 400 sit-in supporters ei­
ther slept wrapped in blankets 
or sleeping bags, or sat talking 
quietly.

Another 2S0 students, opposed 
to the sit-in, either slept or 
talked nearby in the eenter of 
the campus at the sun dial. A . 
number of these helped faculty 
members patrol Low Memorial 
Library, being occupied by 
members of Students for a 
Democratic Society.

Both factions numbered many 
women.

Columbia’s President Grayson 
R. Kirk announced late Sunday 
that the Ivy League school 
would be closed again today 
pending "discussions relating to 
a settlement of the present con­
troversy,” adding: “ Normal op­
erations will resmne again as 
soon as possible.”

The student protest, which be­
gan last Tuesday, led to suspen­
sion of night classes for three 
days last week and to suspen­
sion of day classes Friday.

School authorities estimate 
that 500 to 600 students are oc­
cupying the four campus build­
ings and Kirk’s offices in Low 
Library.

The university’s total enroll­
ment is 27,600. '

Doctors Concerned

French Perform Transplant
PARIS (AP)—The first 

French heart transplant 
operation was performed 
this weekend but doctors 
today expressed concern 
for the patient’s recovery.

Speaking with newsmen 30 
hours after the operation, the 
doctors reported the patient suf­
fered a circulation failime dur­
ing surgery and since then 
nerve complicaUons have set in.

The patient is Clovis Roblaln, 
66, a truck driver from central 
France, who had suffered for 
years with a heart ailment.

This was the world’s seventh 
human heart transplant opera­
tion, but only one of the other 
patients suiMved. He is Dr. 
Philip Blaiberg, 58, a South Af­
rican dentist who was operated

on Jan. 2 at Cape Town. He 
went home from the hospital 
March 16.

The operation began Saturday 
night at La Pitie Hospital and 
ended nine hours later. Heart 
surgeons Christian Cahrol and 
Gerard Guiraudon headed the 
operating team.

Dr. Maurice Mercadler, chief 
of surgery at La Pitie Hospital, 
told a news conference "the 
condition of the paUent is caus­
ing anxiety among us.”

Mercadier said Roblaln had 
not yet recovered lucidity, but 
did not explain further. He add­
ed that there had been no dlfti- 
culty in the operation itself.

He said the paltient’s electro­
cardiogram was normal, that 
his pulse was regnilar but his

blood pressure was high.
The cardlo vascular or clrcu- 

leutory problem developed dur­
ing the operation and the blood 
pressure suddenly lowered. 
There was speculation that 
there had been some brain dam­
age, before the blood pressure 
returned to normal, but Merca­
dler did not mention this possi­
bility.

Earlier, Mercadler had said 
there had been "neurological 
complications which made the 
prognosis very reserved.”

Roblaln was placed in a room, 
sterilized with ultra violet rays, 
after the operation.

Roblain’s heart was in such 
bad condition that surgeons said 
they had held little hope for his 
life.

Humphrey’s Toughest Task 
Seen Enticing Party Heads

WASHINGTON (AP) —Vice 
resident Hubert H. Hum­
phrey’s toughest assignment as 
an active candidate for the 
Democratic presidential nomi­
nation apparently will be- to en­
tice party leaders off the politi­
cal fence.

Humphrey picked up some 
fresh endorsements with his for 
mal en(ry Saturday into the con­
test against Sens. Robert F.

Kennedy, D-N.Y., and Eugene 
J. McCarthy, D-Minn.

But party leaders in swing 
states .whose support he needs 
to assemble the 1,312 convention 
votes required for the nomina­
tion didn’t budge from the neu­
tral position they have taken 
since President Johnson an­
nounced March 31 he would not 
accept renomination.

In Michigan, for example. 
Sen. Philip A. Hart said in an 
intervlew he hasn’t been able to

make up his mind as between 
Kennedy, McCarthy and Hum­
phrey. ,

Hart said he thinks sentiment 
is split in Michigan 'where the 
bulk of the 96-vote delegation is 
chosen in district contests and 
the remainder at a state con­
vention in June.

He said he thinks about one- 
fourth of the delegates will rep­
resent organized labor. AFL- 
CIO President George Meany is

T  een Held 
In Five 
Slayings

CHARLESTON, 111. (AP) — 
Thomas Charles Fuller, 18, is 
being held in Coles County jail 
without bond for a preliminary 
hearing Tuesday on charges of 
murdering three brothers and 
two sisters of a girl he reported­
ly dated.

The youth was arrested Sun­
day near Eastern Illinois Uni­
versity some 13 hours alter the 
five children of Mr. and Mrs. 
William Cox were shot to death 
outside their home near Mat- 
ton.

The dead children were found 
Saturday night in and around a 
barn on the family farm. Depu­
ty Coroner Jess Caudill said 
each of the victims had been 
shot in the head with a smedl' 
caliber plsjtol and the two girls’ 
heads also had been battered.

Killed in the slaughter were 
Lewis, 16; Theresa, 9; Mary Ca­
tharine, 8; Gary, 7, and Ken­
neth, 6. Funeral services lor the 
victims \vlll be Wednesday in 
the Immaculate Conception 
Catholic Church in Matt(X)n.

Police said a teen-age daugh­
ter, Louise, 16, was home at the 
time of the slayings but was un­
harmed. Friends of the family 
said Louise, whose twin brother, 
Lewis, was killed, had been dat­
ing Fuller.

Authorities declined to discuss 
possible motives for the slay­
ings and said they had no com­
ment on whether the brown- 
haired youth made any state­
ments.

SAIGON (AP) — A big U.S. 
force that plunged by helicopter 
into what its commander called 
"real paydirt”  has found at 
least one enemy camp and sup­
plies in the A Shau Valley, but 
the enemy tr<x)ps scattered be­
fore the Invaders.

The 10-day-old offensive, not 
announced until Sunday night, 
continues under a security 
blackout. Correspondents with 
the troops were permitted to re­
port only actions in the first 
three days of the assault. ,

The helicopters swarmeJh^in 
April 19 carrying thousands pf 
U.S. 1st Air Cavalry Division 
troopers and equipment into 
what has been a North Viet­
namese stronghold for two 
years. Enemy guns brought

down or damaged 30 of the 
choppers.

"Hell, I’ve never lost that 
many in weeks and weeks,” 
said MaJ. Gen. John J. Tolson, 
commander of the Flying 
Horsemen. "By far it’s the hot­
test place we’ve ever gone into 
. . . The old opponent gave me a 
big bad day.”

The U.S. Command said the 
operation, called Delaware, was 
a "reconnaissance in force," in­
dicating that the American 
force would smash the staging 
areas and supply lines and then 
pull out. South Vietnamese par­
atroopers formed a blocking 
force at the valley’s exit toward 
Hue.

Despite the heavy antiaircraft 
fire, casualties on both sides 
were reported relatively light in

the first three days, with fewer 
than 50 North Vietnamese and 
20 Americans killed. Sixteen 
U.S. helicopter crewmen were 
wounded.

After the landing, Pfc. Jimmy 
R. Rose of Smlthfield, N.C., and 
Sgt. Hillary Craig of Winter 
Park, Fla., followed a communi­
cations wire to a 30-bullding en­
emy camp evacuated so quickly 
that laundry still was hanging 
on lines.

The American troops found 
dozens of 60-gallon drums of 
gasoline, four Russian trucks, 
300 Chinese automatic rifles still 
in crates, hundreds of artillery 
and antiaircraft rounds, a ton of 
rice and 100 Russian mine de­
tectors.

The heart was taken from Mi­
chel Gyppaz, 23, who suffered 
fatal head injuries in an auto­
mobile collision Thursday.

Gyppaz. a metal worker, was 
returning to his home in the 
Paris suburb of Bondy driving a 
small car, when it collided with 
another at an intersection. His 
car was thrown against a con- 
cerete lamp post.

Gyppaz suffered mortal brain 
injuries, doctors said. They said 
that with agreement of his fami­
ly and that of Roblaln the heart 
transplant was decided upon. 
Gyppaz was declared dead after 
electro enchephlogram tests 
were taken. In accordance with 
a new French government di­
rective drawn up only last 
Wednesday.

Cabrol and Guiraudon were 
with Mercadler, but spoke only 
briefly. Mercadler responded 
only to written questions.

Mercadier said that for five 
years Cabrol and Guiraudon 
had been conducting experimen­
tal work on cardiac surgery aind 
that plans had been ready since 
last January for a human heart 
transplant.

Mercadler said that the surgi­
cal team would have preferred 
to work without any publicity. 
Word of the operation leaked 
out, however, and newsmen 
flocked to the hospital.

Parents and other relatives of 
Gyppaz and Roblaln were in "be- 
clusion.

Robert Ouvrard, the con- ' 
ederge In the new seven-story 
apartment building where the 
Gyppaz couple lived, said they 
had moved in three months ago.

"It was a wonderful thing to 
have done,”  he told a newsman.

Dr. Christiaan N. Barnard, 
who headed a team that per­
formed the previous successful 
heart operation in South Africa, 
said in Johamiesburg he was 
pleased at the news.

Site Selection Tedious

LBJ Trying 2 ‘Peace Lines’
An AP News Analysis

WASHINGTON (AP) —In the 
month since President Johnson 
reversed course on Vietnam, his 
war and peace moves suggest a 
basic decision to cut U.S. in­
volvement in the conflict as ful­
ly and quickly as possible.

He appears to be working 
along two lines. One is directed 
toward finding a way out of 
Vietnam through a peace settle­
ment negotiated essentially with 
North Vietnam.

A month of effort, beginning 
with Johnson’s March 31 bomb­
ing limitation and call for talks, 
has shown that even selection of 
a place to meet can be a long 
and tedious process.

This is at least a preview of 
slow, frustrating negotiations to 
come, and it may even indicate 
that neither Johnson nor any 
successor will be* able to find a 
negotiate way out of the war.

The alternative route Johnson 
appears to be developing toward 
progressive disengagement is to 
hand over the war more and 
more to the South Vietnamese 
government, making it progres­
sively more responsible for its 
own survival. and security. At 

' some point along that route^re-

duction of U.S. forces in South 
Vietnam would begin.

It is the program often talked 
about in the past. But this time 
high officials are saying pri­
vately the time has come for the 
South Viethamese "to face up to 
thfeir responsibilities” —with the 
implicati<m that if eventually 
they cannot stand pretty much 
alone they will have to accept 
the consequences.

Officials said agreement on a 
site could be reached In a few 
hours with the kind of contact 
now possible with North Viet­
nam through the U.S. and North 
Vietnamese embassies in Laos.
Or the squabbling could drag on 
for more weeks.

The Johnson administration 
meanwhile Is disturbed by the 
heavy flow of men and supplies 
poured into South Vietnam by 
Hanoi since the bombing 
stopped. Washington officials 
sold about lO.CKX) truckloads 
men and goods have gone smith 
in the past month, an increase 
of about 25 per cent over the 
record levels of December and 
January.

Thus widespread speculation 
about the possibility of compro­
mise on Paris as a site for preli­
minary peace talks was paral­
leled by some rumblings of wor­
ry about what Johnson may feel ^

he has to do about the bombing 
limitation if Hanoi maintains its 
expanding military activity.

Johnson has about nine 
months more in office in view of 
his decision against re-election, 
and no one in high position in 
Washington thinks the odds seri­
ously favor his concluding a 
peace agreement in that time.

What he is doing in one sense, 
therefore, is preparing for his 
successor a range of choices in 
Vietnam policy next year, with 
withdrawal at one extreme and 
military escalation at the other.

How the new dual course de­
velops in the next few months 
will depend greatly on what 
happens in Vietnam—in the 
war, in Hanoi’s diplomatic ma­
neuvers and in Saigons’ accept­
ance of responsibility.

President Nguyen Van Thleu 
of South Vietnam and his associ­
ates should uiiderstand that in 
terms of U.S.' policy, time may 
be running out for them. They 
could have far less U:8. support 
next year from a new president 
in Washlngiton, with even more 
radical changes in U.S. policy 
than those Johnson has Inltiat- 
ed.

Seemingly balking at that pos­
sibility, Vice-President Nguyen

"Skltch”  Henderson gave the 
huge audience at the Bushnell 
a tasty and tasteful lesson In 
concert manners Saturday night 
which prompted this column. 
I’m quite Indebted to him, on 
this account, for after many 
years In this position. Ideas do 
not always come with great fa­
cility.

The first of Mr. Henderson’s 
lesson’s came with regard to 
tardiness on the part of those 
who feel that since they’ve paid 
their money they can anlve 
when ever they choose. To begin 
with, Henderson delayed the 
start the customary five minutes 
beyond the advertised opening. 
Like everybody else in the busi­
ness, he knows the audience will 
be late.

After the first number, Schul- 
man’s “ Laurentian Overture,”  a 
mob of still later arrivals hur­
ried down the aisles with all the 
grace of a herd of stampeding 
elephants. Standing on stage, 
Mr. Henderson pointed meaning­
ly at his watch until he was 
sure he had attracted most of 
people’s attention, then turning 
to a neat half-dozeh who were 
sliding into the center of the 
third row he inquired, "Where 
were you? Tou missed a great 
opening overture!"

Quite aside from the incon­
venience these people caused 
those who had bothered to get 
to the hall on time, this herd of 
retardees completely engulfed 
Mr. Shulmcm, who was trying 
to make his way down the aisle 
to the front of the audltorim In 
response to Mr. Henderson’s in­
vitation to him as composer of 
the work just heard.

In short, latecomers to a con­
cert are a dam nuisance and in 
my opinion any measures tak­
en by management or c(Hiduct- 
ors to discountenance them is 
eminently justified. I once saw 
Koussevltsky beat time for 
them to take their seats while 
facing the audience instead of 
the orchestra.

At New York’s Met, latecom­
ers get ushered to a small hall 
where they view the proceed­
ings inside the auditorium over 
closed circuit television and 
are not admitted until the next 
a ct When you get an operatic 
act like the opener of "Die 
Walkuere,”  It may be almost 
an hour long. This discomfits 
the latecomers and now there 
are very few who arrive after 
ciulain time.

Still there are always those 
who know neither the customs
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nor the music. I’m reminded of 
one particular Incident. There 
is always a crowd at Lincoln 
Center hoping to buy tickets 
from seatholders who cannot 
utilize them for some reason. 
Slightly after curtain time a 
well-dressed couple came fur­
iously out from the Met’s lob­
by, heading for parts unknown.

Hopefully, another gentleman' 
and his wife approached them 
asking to buy their seats. ’They 
succeeded and joyfully entered 
the Met's portals. Inside they 
were immediately escorted to 
the small hall to view things on 
television. What they had not 
looked up, was the opera in ques- 
tlom, "Elektra”  by Richard 
Strauss. ’This is a very long 
one-actor without any intermis­
sions, so the people having 
bought tickets from the disgust­
ed latecomers who knew the 
score, never got inside the audi­
torium.

Getting back to Mr. Hender­
son, however. During the sec­
ond half of the program he sat 
down at the piano to play, and 
improvised an introduction for 
about 16 bars. Finally he came 
loose with the tune itself, 
“Thanks for the Memory.”  Im­
mediately some chuckleheads 
had to start to applaud, to 
show they recognized the mu­
sic. Mr. Henderson stopped with 
the comment, "If that’s all I 
need to play to get applause, 
there's not much sense going 
further,”

Despite that snub, a little 
while later some nincompoop re­
peated the same faux pas, and 
was left alone with his flapping 
hands, since nobody else joined 
tn.

Ill-timed and ill-mannered ap­
plause is one of the biggest 
banes of the artist’s existence. 
Further, In opera. It Ihterrapts 
the plot, and in any kind of 
music It Interrupts the mood.
I can’t understand why some 
people like to applaud and shout 
in this manner.

The prime example I can 
think of is some clown who sits 
two rows behind me at the op­
era and having hands the size 
of catcher's mitts as well as a 
voice like the Bull of Banshee, 
applauds like mad and shouts 
"Bravo”  at the top of his 
lungs.

After one of his recent per­
formances In the auditorium, I 
heard him out in the lobby com­
menting to somebody. His com­
ment: “ This stinks!”

But back to Mr. HendersoM 
again. The last number billed 
was Dick Rodgers’ “ Slaughter 
on Tenth Avenue,”  which was 
duly completed. There was the 
usual stampede for the doors, 
doubtless on the part of those 
who had come late at the be­
ginning.

Mr. Henderson stopped them 
by shouting, “ Don’t go away!! 
We’re only going to play one 
short encore. What’s the mat- 
ter? Do the streetcars quit 
running in Hartford at (con­
sulting his watch) 10:30?”

This is another sore point 
with artists. The people who so 
vigorously applauded earlier, of­
ten In the wrong spots, turn 
their backs on the performers 
the minute the last note Is 
sounded. The artist wants his 
applause at the end of the show, 
for a Job completed, not scatter­
ed throughout in response to 
some little section.

In Europe It Is customary for 
the audience not to head for the 
back of the hall and the exits 
when the event is over; Instead, 
the audience crowds down to the 
front of the house, as close as 
they can get to the stage. In 
order to get a better look at 
the performers during curtain 
calls, and to applaud them for 
effectiveness In the entire offer­
ing of the evening.

Not In the U.S., however. Here 
everybody has to see who can 
be first to crumple a fender In 
in the handiest i>arklng lot.

Skitch Opens 
Pops Series

"Skltch”  Henderson conduct­

ed the opening "Pops”  program 
of the Hartford Symphony Or­
chestra Saturday night at the 
Bushnell. A large audience was 
on hand and enjoyed Just about 
everything It heard. I can’t say 
I was overly Impressed.

The first half of the program 
was devoted to larger works 
and presented Shulman’s 
“laurenttan Overture,” as 
well as Ferdle Grofe’s “ Grand 
Canyon Suite.”  Two excursions 
into musical geography follow­
ing one upon the other seemed 
a bit excessive, partuculMly 
when neither Is a great piece 
of music. Nor did Mr. Hender­
son’s conducting add any lustre 
to the performances.

His experience has been 
chiefly with "big bands”  In the 
entertainment field, and while 
he has piloted symphonic ag­
gregations before he doesn’t 
seem to have learned much 
from his experience. I’ve never 
encountered a conductor with 
less sensitivity to balance 
among the various choirs of a 
large orchestra.

As an entertainer he puts on 
a good act, but as a conductor 
(In the real sense of the word) 
he Is pretty much of a wash­
out. He doesn’t use a baton and 
flaps his hands around in a 
manner that would be equally 
Ineffective were he 'beating an 
egg instead of supposedly beat­
ing time.

The orchestra, which had pro­
fited from Its experience, settled 
for playing In spite of the con­
ductor, rather than because of 
him, so the whole thing came 
off pretty well and nobody broke 
a leg. This is not to say the pro­
gram was not entertaining; It 
was. Mr. Henderson is definite­
ly an entertainer, whatever his 
short-comings as a conductor.

The second hidf of the pro­
gram comprised a number of 
short show tunes by luminaries 
such as Richard Rogers, Irving 
Berlin, Ralj^ Rainger and so 
on. These were presented with 
comments by Mr. Henderson, 
and as a raconteur, he Is 
definitely worth the price of ad­
mission.

It has been said (by Oscar 
Levant) that Lennle Bernstein 
uses music to accpmpfiny his 
conducting. Mr. Henderson uses 
music to accompany his witty 
stories and remarks. Both have 
secure positions, but sSarely as 
great conductors.

A couple of Mr. Henderson’s 
sallies were extremely trench­
ant and g;ave me an idea for my 
"Way I Heard It,”  colunm, so 
if you want to learn more about 
them, you can turn to that ef­
fusion of mine. His style is more 
that of the rapier, while mine is 
more like the bludgeon, so I 
won’t do him justice, but maybe 
'between us you’ll learn some­
thing.

Mr. Henderson also played the 
piano during the program. He 
has a facile technique and a 
"commercial”  style. His play­
ing cannot be classified as good 
jazz nor yet as good serious 
interpretation. In short, he is 
entertainer, but after all, that is 
what these programs are design­
ed to be; entertaining.

The actual costs of providing 
electric heat at Tolland High 
School compares favorably with 
original estimates provided by 
the heating engineers and Con­
necticut Light and Power Co. at 
the time of construction, acrtird- 
Ing to a recent study made by 
the High School Building Com­
mittee.

A major factor In the com­
parison of cost advantages of 
electric heat over oil heating 
was the inclusion of the lighting 
at the high school. More than 
half the monthly bill Is for 
lights, according to the study.

The cost of lighting the school 
would have exceeded, the cost 
of the oil used to heat It, If 
the ordinary oil heating system 
had been used, the report notes.

Robert Russel and Ted Pastna 
of the Connecticut Light and 
Power Co. met with the Build­
ing Committee April 18, to dis­
cuss the electric heating sys­
tem. The results of the survey 
were announced at last weeks 
Board of Education meeting by 
school board chairman David 
Gook.

‘Met Expectations’
After studying the statistics 

provided by CL & P and the 
original feasibility study, the 
building committee concluded 
that "generally the school has 
met the building committee's ex 
pectatlons.”

Complaints have circulated 
periodically through town on the 
"exhorbltantly high cost of 
heating the high school by elec­
tricity.”

The original feasibility study 
of electric heat, prepared by 
heating engineers Koton and 
Donovan in November 1964, In­
dicated that oil heat would coat 
$70 more than electric heat In 
operating costa.

Tile engineers quoted a cost 
of $3.80 per foot installation 
cost for both oil and electric 
heat. Oil heat would have re­
quired construction of a boiler 
room and a chimney, accord­
ing to the study. Electric heat 
required extra insulation.

The predicted average bill as 
of April 1, 1968 was $14,809 for 
.electric heat, compared to the 
actual average Wll as of April 
1 of $14,884.

The predicted total bill as of 
Sept. 1, Is $18,089 compared to 
the CL & P guaranteed rate of 
$18,700. The town will not be 
liable for coats which exceed 
$18,700 according to the guaran­
tee.

TTie board is atill waiting for 
.$he results of a submetering 
study conducted In the high 
school gym and In the cafeteria, 
to determine the costs of oper­
ating these facilities.

Fuller offered no resistance 

when he was seized by police 
near the university in Charles­
ton, which is some 10 miles east 
of Mattoon. Police said he was 
carrying a .22-callber revolver.

Fuller, wearing cowboy boots, 
a green army jacket and white 
pants, was charged with five 
counts of murder Ifi a prelimi­
nary appearance before Associ­
ate Judge William J. Sunder- 
man of Circuit Court.

Police said Cox, a construc­
tion worker, and two elder sons 
were working on a truck several 
miles away from the two-story 
white f^ m e farmhouse when 
the murders took place. His 
wife and the oldest daughter, 
Mrs. Christine Cline, 21, of Chi­
cago, took another of the Cox 
family’s 11 children to Mattoon 
for treatment of a bum.

Besides Mrs. Cline, one other 
child does not live at home.

When Mrs. Cline returned to 
the farm to drop off her mother. 
Fuller asked for and received a 
ride back to Mattoon, police 
said.

The bodies were discovered a 
short time later by other mem­
bers of the family.

Caudill said the bodies of the 
boys were found outside a bam 
near the house and the girls' 
bodies were found Inside the 
bam.

"They hadn't run. They 
hadn't scattered. It didn't look 
like there was a fight," Caudill 
said.

BAD ’niUMP BREAK 8HOUU> 
NOT HUBT

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
A friend of mine recently de­

cided to take up pinochle Instead 
of bridge. The trouble was that 
he made this decision while he 
was in the middle of the play 
of today’s hand.

Opening lead eight of spades.
West led a trump, and East’s 

diamond discard at the first 
trick made It clear that West 
had more trumps than either 
the dummy or declarer. South 
studied the hand carefully and 
decided that he didn’t have the 
faintest notion of how to play 
it.

"You have to get a trump 
trick,”  South finally announced 
to West. "I ’m sure I can make 
the rest."

"It’s a deal," West agreed. 
And he hastily mixed the cards 
together and entered the score 
before South had any second 
thoughts.

Play Is Simple
Oddly enough. South might 

have made his grand slam If he 
had played the hand out Instead 
of conceding a trick. Despite the 
8-0 trump break South can make 
the slam by not trying to take 
more than three tricks In any 
side suit.

Declarer wins the first trick 
In dummy with the nine of 
spades and cashes the king and 
queen of diamonds, followed by 
the top hearts and toe queen and 
king of clubs. South then leads 
the ace of clubs, Intending to 
overruff In dummy If West ruffs.

West actually follows suit to 
the third club, and South has toe 
pleasure of discarding dummy’s 
ace of diamonds on his own ace 
of clubs. South then ruffs a dia­
mond in dummy, ruffs a heart 
with the ace of trumps, ruffs a 
club in dummy and ruffs duVn- 
my’s last heart with toe jack of 
trumps.

Dummy’s top trump wins the 
trick, and South scores plus 2,210 
instead of minus 100 points. 
That sounds better even to a 
pinochle player.

Meat Act Called Fraud
WASHINGTON (AP) — A 

Rutgers University professor 
says the new Wholesome Meat 
Act is a fraud that will cost tax­
payers nearly $200 million a 
year and add nothing to con­
sumer protection.

Dr. Oscar Sussman, in a Na­
tion’s Business magazine atl-r 
cle, said U.S. meat products 
properly handled and cooked in 
toe home have never caused 
disease. He said toe new law 
could lull housewives into neg­
lecting such proper practices.

Sussman is vice president of 
toe New Jersey Public Health 
Association and a senior in­
structor In meat Inspection at 
Rutgers.

- Deficit Prediction
WASHINGTON (AP) — Top 

Commerce Department econo­
mist William H. Chartener pred­
icts a lower first quarter U.S. 
balance of payments deficit 
than last year’s—despite the 
$187.7 million deficit in March.

Chartener, assistant secretary 
for economic affairs ,told news­
men there have been strong off­
sets to toe March deficit, Includ­
ing a U.S. stock market rise 
“ which has brought In Euro­
pean Investors.”

Chartener predicted toe first 
quarter payments deficit to be 
announced in a few weeks will 
be less than last year’s $533 mil­
lion and much lower than toe 
$1.85 billion suffered in toe last 
quarter of 1967.

Re-Check on Aging
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Senate’s Special Committee on 
Aging has urged federal re-ex­
amination of programs and poli­
cies for toe elderly, plus a V ^te 
House Conference on Aging In 
1970.

The recommendations came 
in a report released Sunday 
night. It cited studies indicating 
that by 1980 about half toe re­
tired couples and four-fifths toe 
individuals will receive $3,000 or-, 
less in annual pension Jncome.

The committee’s seven Re­
publicans, In a minority report, 
called Inflation “ public enemy 
No. 1”  of toe aged and estimat­
ed they could lose more than $2 
billion in purchasing power this 
year alone.

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Hearing on Budget Tomorrow
The $1,961,788 proposed budg­

et for the 1968-69 fiscal year is 
expected to have several ad­
justments made to it. First Se­
lectman Bmest Vlk said yes­
terday.

TTie budget, which will be 
presented to tomorrow’s hear­
ing at 8 p.m. in the Hicks Me­
morial School gym, contains the 
original requests of the various 
town boards and commissions.

The Board of Finance has pre­
pared^ a budget containing its 
own recommendations, Vlk ex­
plained. Several items appear­
ing in the original budget have 
been reduced in the Beard of 
Finance proposal, he said.

Board of Finance Chairman 
Howard Wolfanger said Friday 
the board would present 
the budget containing the orig­
inal requests to the public hear­
ing.

The comments made by 
townspeople attending the hear­
ing will be taken into considera­
tion when compiling the final 
budget for presentation at the 
annual town meeting in May, 
according to Wolfanger.

The annual town meeting will 
be limited to aoting on the 
budget in its entlrity, either 
accepting, rejecting or reducing 
it by an overall dollar amount. 
The meeting cannot Instruct 
where any deleted money can 
be taken from.

For this reason, Wolfanger 
urges all interested townspeople 
to attend tomorrow's hearing 
to provide the finance board 
with a well rounded consensus.

11-MlU Hike Quoted
Wolfanger quoted an 11-mlll 

increase if all requested items 
are approved based on the new 
grand list of $22,862,006.

It must be noted, however, 
that no income to the town or 
surpluses were taken into ac­
count in arriving at the 11 mills.

It is too early to determine 
what the town’s actual income 
will be, Wolfanger explained 
Friday.

The income, state g^rants, and 
surpluses are deducted from the 
amount to be raised by taxes 
before the mill rate is comput­
ed. Ihe balance is translated 
into the town’s mill rate and is 
passed on to the homeowner in 
the form of property tax.

The town presently levies a 
61-mlll rate. A mill brings in 
$21,429 to the town. It costs the 
average homeowner about $21.- 
42 per $1,000 of assessed valua­
tion, based on 66 per cent of the 
1960 market value of his prop­
erty.

The new mill rate value will 
bring the town $22,862 and will 
cost the average homeowner 
about $22.86 per $1,000 of

The amoimt of state grants 
to be received by the town will 
be greater this year. The 
Board of Education alone ex­
pects a $33,000 increase in state 
grants over the anticipated total 
of approximately $329,819.

Surplus Expected
In addition, the school board 

expects to return a $36,000 sur­
plus and an additional $25,000 
tuition rebate from Rockville'

The increase in the bookkeep­
er’s salary of $1,000 (compared 
to $750 at present) compensates 
for extra secretarial duties now 
included in the position.

INDIANAPOLIS, Bid. — The 
expensive tin pan alley sheet 
music is already printed with 
his picture on the front, but It 
still isn’t  too late for Senator 
Robert F. Kennedy to chaijge 
his mind about his official 
campaign song.

Political cartoonists across 
the country are going to have 
their creative imaginations stir­
red by the title. I t’s a natural 
for lampooning the entire Ken­
nedy family as a  political dy­
nasty.

The words are sung to the 
tune of "This Land Is Our 
Land."

The song was heard here for 
the first time on Saturday night 
when a copy was delivered to 
a small town hotel in time for 
Bobby Kennedy’s sister-in-law, 
Joan Kennedy, to play it at a 
reception.

Joan, who is the wife of Mas­
sachusetts Senator Edward 
(Ted) Kennedy, accompanied 
several hundred off-key support­
ers who were participating in 
what may turn out to be a mu­
sical highlight of the 1968 Pre­
sidential campaign.

An NBC television camera 
crew put the moment on film 
to be shown nationwide.

A woman who had knitted her­
self an ersatz white mink stole 
out of angora wool led the har­
monizing.

Mimeograph copies of Uie 
lyrics had been passed o u t ' to 
the crowd and were innocuous 
enough.

It is the original title which 
is so provocative in a  state 
where the Kennedy clan is pres­
ent en masse so conspicuously 
and the newspapers have been 
making an issue of "daddy’s 
money” being used "to buy 
Indiana."

If Joan Kennedy sensed that 
her brother-in-law’s new cam­
paign song might prove embar­
rassing to the family, she gave 
no indication of it when she 
sat down to play.

She managed to keep her 
mind on the difficult arrange­
ment despite the distractions of 
a man who insisted on holding 
a large i^otograph of the late 
president Kennedy in her line 
of vision for "inspiration” as 
she played.

Joan is a completely unflap­
pable campaigner who never 
loses her cool. She flew through 
turbulent tornado warnings in 
a light plane on Saturday, de­
vouring her way through eight 
brownies, four peanut butter

sandwiches and a box of Ken­
tucky-fried chicken. Her air­
sick companions were uncon­
soled Iqr her cheery assurance 
that a little food would settle 
their stomachs if they could 
force themselves to ea t

In Anderson, Ind., where she 
appeared' on Saturday night, 
she caused a disapproving stir 
among her entourage by don­
ning an eight-year-old coat and 
dress that had been shortened 
to a mod length.

"I thought you wore that dur­
ing Teddy’s 1964 campaign!" 
moaned one of the women ac­
companying her. “You may call 
it anything you like, but I call 
it t-l-g-h-t!"

The outspoken female was 
Sally Fitzgerald, whose bank­
er husband is one of Teddy’s 
Boston cousins.

"Joan is more like her moth­
er-in-law than Teddy’s own 
sisters,” said Mrs. Fitzgerald. 
"Rose Kennedy is very careful 
with her husbsuid’s money. Not 
stingy, but when she travels she 
never takes a suite. She won’t 
let us get a hairdresser in to 
comb her hair and she even 
carries her own suitcases when 
she can. The real reason Joan 
loves this old outflt so much is 
Oleg Cassini let her come in 
and buy it wholesale.”

Sally Fitzgerald, a comely, 
merry-eyed bnmette, who has 
been coordinating here in In­
diana for ' all the female Ken- 
nedys, is six months pregnant.

She is a very clever organiz­
er. She probably got 500 votes 
for Bobby Kennedy on Sunday 
with one tray of chocolate 
brownies.

The itinerary she worked out

for Joan took her through a 
series of coffees, set tQ> In the 
clubhouses of luxurious apart­
ment complexes all within short 
driving distances outside Indi­
anapolis.

The same brownies were 
whisked by the caterer minutes 
ahead of Joan from one stop to 
another. Affluent young 
matrons, eyeing Joan’s fash­
ionable almost Twiggy like 
slenderness, declined the calo­
ries, thank you.

Such frugality should not go 
unheralded in Sally Fitzgerald’s 
opinion.

"They say we’re spending two 
million dollars out here," she 
laughs, referring to  a  charge 
by Democratic State Chair­
man Gordon St. Angelo. "Wo 
didn’t  even have enoiigh Ken­
nedy buttons for Ethel to take 
home to her children.”

Ethel Kennedy returned to 
Indiana Monday with her hus­
band. By the weekend, almost 
every member of the family is 
expected, including Rose Ken­
nedy and two of her daughters, 
Jean Smith and Pat Lawford.

The only one with no definite 
schedule appearances thus far 
is Jacqueline Kennedy.

“All the newspaper people say 
she is coming," says Sally Fitz­
gerald. "But no one else has 
mentioned it.”

Question 1 authorizes bonding for 
miscellaneous school repairs and im­
provements totaling $879,000.

-Question 2 authorizes a $1,100,670 bond ^  
laaue for the combined sewer and sew­
erage treatment expansion known as 
Manchester’s "clean water program."

Question 3 authorizes $94,000 in bond­
ing for a new heating and air condi­
tioning system for police headquarters.

Question 4 authorizes similar im­
provements at the Municipal Building 
to cost $60,200.

Question 6 authorizes bonding for air 
conditioning Mary Cheney Library at a 
cost ot $80,000.

All these bonding questions except 
Question 2, for the "clean water pro­
gram”  are outside what would be the 
beat municipal practice. Most of the ex­
penditures involved should more prop­
erly be financed out of current tax rates. 
On the other hand, there are two cir- 
cumatances which impelled the Gen­
eral Manager aind a Boso'd of Directors 
supposedly pledged to pay-as-you-go 
principles to put these items before the 
voters. It is felt that there is a backlog 
of projects long overdue. And it is rec­
ognized that it is going to be a struggle, 
even with this resort to bonding, to keep 
the Manchester tax rate from zooming 
in the next few years.

One danger with yielding to such 
emergency requests for bonding is that, 
if the taxpayers do it once, they will 
thereby provide temptation for more 
such propositions in the future. On the 
other hand, to turn these propositions 
down is going to hold back a whole list 
of improvements of varying merit.

On the bonding questions, we regard 
a yes vote on Question 2, for the "clean 
water program," as mandatory, and 
would leave the other questions to the 
individual instincts of the taxpayers.

The next group of questions on the 
machines tomorrow— Questions 6 
through 19—propose various changes in 
the Manchester Town CSiarter.

Of these questions only three. Ques­
tions 11, 12, and 13 ,seem objectionable 
in principle.

Question 11 would have Manchester 
abandon the traditional Connecticut sys­
tem for election of Boards of Educa­
tion, which la for staggered terms which 
always guarantee the presence of some 
experienced service on the board and 
which guard against wholesale tum, 
overs of board membership because of 
any special transitory issue. The pro­
posal of Question 11 is that all mem­
bers of the Manchester Board should 
be elected for two year terms every two 
years.

This would accomplish no good pur­
pose. The proposed amendment should 
be defeated.

Questions 12 and 13 propose to write 
into the Charter p. requirement that the 
police and fire chief and and the direc­
tor of public works shall reside in Man­
chester during their tenure of such 
Manchester office. This would seem a 
logical thing for all three offices, but 
it hardly seems necessary to put such 
irrevocable provisions into the Charter. 
These two amendments can be left un­
enacted without anybody being the loser.

After the ĝ roup of Charter provisions 
represented by Questions 6 through 19, 
there comes Question 20, the advisory 
referendum on Project Concm.

It reads as follows: "Should the Town 
of Manchester participate in Project 
Concern?”

Manchester has been participating in 
Project Concern for two years now, wiUi 
resulta which have all seemed pleasant 
and positive. It has been just about the 
smallest and easiest thing Manchester 
could do to show where it stands in re­
lation to the most terribl!  ̂ urgent do­
mestic problem this nation has ever 
faced.

By its present participation in Proj­
ect Concern Manchester says it does 
not refuse to play a small token part 
in what may prove to be part of the 
answer to the fateful question of wheth­
er this is to become one nation, or two 
nations.

Ugly Spring On The Oampus
One must first compliment, aa poised 

demonstration of the kind of response 
which shows authority first able to gov­
ern itself, the way In which college of­
ficials at InsUtuUona like Trinity and 
Oolumtita have resisted trying to  an­
swer insolent student force with some 
counter-force in uniform.

Such conduct on the pert of authority 
may constitute one ot the best avail­
able formulas for taking the steam out 
of the new tactic spring of 1968 has in­
troduced to the campus.

But as for the tactic itself, it is one 
which finds the spring fever of the stu­
dents, wedded this year, no doubt, to 
solemn causes, going much too far for 
th« good of anybody.

The student imprisonment of college 
administrators, or the student occupa­
tion of college administrative facilities, 
can never be tolerated as a means of 
influencing college policy. It is not a 
tactic which can be held within any 
framework of influencing. It is a tactic 
which, If persiated In, can merely de­
stroy the institutions it purportedly 
seeks to influence.

Furthermore, one has to be careful 
how trustingly one accepts the claim 
of such campus activists that they are 
really interested in certain specific mat­
ters of college policy. Perhaps every 
such movement Is mixed in the moti­
vations of its partlclpantb.

But there is always the possibility that 
there is a hard core in every such ac­
tivity which merely uses positive causes 
as a cover-up for its own really negative 
intentions.

There is, somewhere inside almost ev­
ery trend toward violence in this coun­
try today, a core of motivation which is 
nihilistic and anarchistic, which means, 
roughly, that there are people who think 
that just about everything our civiliza­
tion and culture have developed so for 
must be chopped down and destroyed 
before something new and healthier and 
purer can begin to grow in its place.

Such nihilistic, anarchistic forces 
make it their confirmed tactic to attack 
first not the worst things they can find 
among us, but the best. They are much 
more likely to try to attack and cripple 
liberal programs and accomplishments, 
which may tend to ease, ameliorate and 
partially solve the crisis of our times, 
than they are to concern themselves 
with the reactionary foes of progress.

Iliis is logical from their extreme 
point of view. Reaction promises to pro­
duce the total crisis they want to have 
come. Liberalism and progress threaten 
to cheat them of that total crisis, by 
making our present system work well 
enough for us to struggle our way past 
our crisis.

So it la not ironic accident when we 
find the believers in nihilism and an- 
arohisim deUvering their most savage 
blows to ithe best and most liberal col­
leges, or taking a city like New Haven, 
with its supposedly model program of 
liberal progress, as their prime target. 
If they can succeed in tearing down or 
crippling the best efforts at solution of 
our problems, they are serving their own 
warped version of eventual redemption 
and progress.

At Trinity, the college authorities ob­
viously came to believe that they were 
dealing with a sincere Interest in a piece 
of liberal progress, and ended up by 
dealing wHh it by extending and affirm­
ing action they themselves had already 
had under planning discussion. At (3o- 
lumbia and on other campuses the cer­
tification of good, valid motivation seems 
likely to prove more difficult, and 
authorities may have to face the un­
pleasant fact that there are wme acti­
vists who, claiming the privileges of 
democracy and the privileges of col­
lege liberalism, are really trying to keep 
democracy and campus liberalism from 
working.

U.S. Landscape Wrecked
I recently drove around the eastern 

United States for the first time in seven 
years.

What struck me most was the degree 
to which, in that short time, the Ameri­
can landscape has been wrecked.

You can drive from Boston to Wash- 
■ Ington—400 miles—almost without ever 

being In real town or real country.
Far worse, you can drive for hundreds 

of miles in what is supposed to be rural 
America without ever feeling really free 
of the suburban tentacle.

THERE IS PLENTY of open land; 
the Industry Is sporadic.

But there is no end to the villas and 
the gas stations and the drive-ins.

Every few yards, often miles from a 
recognizable center, up pops another 
fragment of urban clutter: bungalows In 
cut-down colonial style, a bar-b-que 
stand in jazz modern with the gusto 
taken out of it, an antique shop with 
some genuine fragments around the 
door, a gaunt high school far from the 
centers it serves, a new Baptist church 
which is simply a square box with holes. 
Almos.t all have been built within the 
last 20 years.

This is an environment of total con­
fusion and mediocrity.

After a few miles of it the driver no 
longer cares whether he Is in Maine or 
Texas, he just wants to get the hell out.

Yet, stop the car and walk a few yards 
Into the trees and you are in primeval 
America.

A visitor who traveled by air or on 
ine of the new interstate motorways 
might think that the whole country was 
still a Thoreau idyll.

WASHINGTON — The long, 
bitter, and wholly unnecessary 
fiscal feud between President 
Johnson and Rep. Wilbur D. 
Mills of Arkansas has been 
quietly resolved In recent days, 
making passage of a tax in­
crease within the next few 
weeks nearly inevitable.

Although several roadblocks 
remain, the biggest obstacle — 
the stubborn impasse between 
the President and the Chairman 
of the House Ways and Means 
Committee —Is no more. It has 
become clear In private con­
ferences the past week that Mr. 
Johnson now is willing to buy 
a fiscal package tailored to 
Mills’s specifications.

That means an Immediate $10 
billion Increase in personal and 
corporate Income taxes, raised 
by an upward revision of rates, 
as Mills desires, rather than the 
LBJ 10 per cent surtax formula. 
Far more important, the pack­
age includes deeper cuts both 
in current spending and In auth­
orizations for future spending 
than any the President has 
previously accepted.

Ironically, Mr. Johnson could 
have accepted this same pack­
age last fall, guaranteeing quick 
approval of higher taxes by 
Mills's Ways apd Means Com­
mittee —an event that might 
well have averted the dangerous 
gold crisis this winter. But last 
fall Mr. Johnson had dug his 
feet In deep against spending 
cuts and, foolishly, was scarce­
ly speaking to Mills.

What moved the tax is­
sue from less than a 60-50 bet 
a month ago to a highly prob­
able event today was the force 
of multiple’ pressures: The In- 
fla8onary rise of an overheat­
ed economy, the prospect of 
disaster for home building be­
cause ot escalating interest 
rates, the Increasingly shrill 
insistence of European central 
bankers that Washington put 
its fiscal house in order now.

Such pressures have greatly 
diminished Congressional re­
sistance to higher taxes and 
made Mills, along with other 
tax-writers on Capitol Hill, con­
siderably more eager for a solu­
tion. Most vital, however, has 
been the Impact of these grow­
ing pressures on Mr. Johnson, 
inducing him at long last to 
accept that package available 
for months.

Curiously, however, the Pres­
ident came within an inch of 
destroying his chances for 
higher taxes in the tumult fol­
lowing Martin Luther King’s 
assassination. On Friday night, 
April 8, a highly agitated Presi­
dent placed telephone calls to 
key Congressmen. With a touch 
of panic in his voice, he noted 
that scores of cities were in 
flames and said he Intended to 
convene a joint session orC on­
gress to ask for higher taxes

accompanied by a massive 
spending program.

The replies unanimously in­
formed Mr. Johnson that such 
a course would kill both the tax 
hike and the spending program. 
Sen. Mike Mansfield of Mon­
tana, Senate Majority Leader, 
was particularly influential in 
dissuading Mr. Johnson from 
delivering that speech. So was 
William McChesney Martin, 
chairman of the Federal Re­
serve Board, himself panicky 
over economic conditions.

Having abandoned his joint 
session, Mr. Johnson then took 
a more conservative tack by 
privately agreeing, in effect, to 
both parts of the Mills fiscal 
package.

The tax part is no real prob­
lem. It probably will consist of 
restoring about half of the Ken- 
nedy-Johnson tax cut of 1964 by 
changing rates, a formula mak­
ing It easy for Congressmen 
now on record against the Pres­
ident's 10 per cent surteix (a 
surcharge of 10 per cent on nor­
mal income tax payments). 
The revenue gained would be 
around $10 billion In either 
case.

The expenditure part is much 
harder for Mr. Johnson to swal­
low. Although Mills is charac­
teristically silent, it is believed 
the package will contain a re­
duction of around $8 billion 
spending for the year starting 
July 1 and strip about $20 bil­
lion from the Federal spending 
pipeline—new spending author­
ity for years ahead. Cleaning 
out the pipeline, which Mills

has always stressed as far more 
significant than reducing cur­
rent spending, will require not 
only cutting back requests for 
new spending authority but also 
adopting actual recislons of 
past authorizations.

This means prior action by 
the House Appropriations Com­
mittee, some of whose members 
feel Mills is intruding in their 
jurisdiction. But the committee 
chairman. Rep. George Mahon 
of Texas, is a fiscal conserva­
tive, like Mills, and should not 
be a serious roadblock.

Once the Appropriations Com­
mittee acts. Ways and Means 
can quickly write its tax bill 
and move it directly to the Sen­
ate-House conference now con­
sidering the 10 per cent surtax 
already passed by the Senate. 
It could be law by June 1.

But nobody is counting on 
that. Mr. Johnson’s handling of 
the tax crisis has been mer­
curial and Illogical, a singular­
ly inept performance in his 
fabulous, legrlslative career. Be­
cause nobody can be sure there 
won’t be still another aberra­
tion, some fingers are still 
crossed on Capitol Hill.

The Coventry Police Budget 

TO the Editor,
I would like to take this op­

portunity to correct a atato- 
ment made by a Herald w- 
porter in the article "Coventry's 
Long Hot Summer” , which ap­
peared in the April 23 edition of 
The Manchester Herald.

The Coventry Police Depart­
ment Budget, as submitted to 
the Finance Board, had a re­
quest for Equipment and Sup­
plies in the amount of $2159.60, 
not $8000.00 as reported by your 
correspondent. In this request, 
it was asked that 1 (one) .12 
gauge shotgun and 2 (two) 
chemical mace dispensers be 
purchased. These two Items 
carry a total expenditure of 
$121.95. Shotguns and chemical 
mace are considered standard 
equipment in Police Depart­
ments. I do not classify these 
items aa riot equipment, but as 
standard police equipment.

The Negro resident of Coven­
try, Mr. Charles White, made 
the statement that he had heard 
that riot equipment was includ­
ed in the Coventry police bud­
get. I would like to state for 
Mr. White and the residents of 
Coventry, that no riot equip­
ment was Included in this bud­
get.

For several months, the Cov­
entry Police Department has 
been equipped with chemical 
mace and a shotgun. The re­
quest made to the Board of Fi­
ance was to supplement the 
present equipment.

The Herald reporter who 
wrote this story, should have 
verified the facts before sub­
mitting this item to The Herald.

My office has been, and will 
continue to be open to any re­
porter for the purpose of secur­
ing facts concerning police ac­
tivities.

Active Noncandidate?

Studying Rockefeller 
Becoming Big Sport

WA8HINOTON (A P ) -  Ana- 
lyxlng New York Gov. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller and hds political In- 
tenUons is becoming a leading 
Indoor sport. Rockefeller is 
someUmes the umpire, some­
times a player—and always re­
minding the fans it is his b^l.

Is he an active noncandidate? 
An inactive candidate? Or a po- 
UUdan looking for an opening 
that might point him toward toe 
White House?

That, Rockefeller acknowl­
edges, is where he would like to 
go. But he’s watUng to he asked.

" I f  the party would like me to 
be their candidate, I ’m avail­
able," he said. "Under those 
circumstances, I  would like to 
be president."

Six months ago, Rockefeller 
was saying he did not want to 
be president.

One month ago, he rejected a 
campaign for toe Republican 
presidential nomination and 
said it was clear "a t this Ome 
that a considerable majority of 
toe party’s leaders want toe 
candidacy of former Vice Presi­
dent Richard Nixon."

" I  am not a candidate cam­
paigning, directly or IndlrecUy, 
for the presidency of toe United 
States," Rockefeller said March 
21. He said he would answer a 
true and meaningful call to take 
toe nomination but didn’t expect 
such a message.

Ten days later, toe ground 
rules changed. President John­
son announced he would neither 
seek nor accept toe DemocraUc 
nomination for another term.

Rockefeller has Insist^ since 
that his poslUon never has 
changed, that he always said he 
was not a candidate but would 
accept a draft. But emphasis, If 
not toe position, certainly has 
changed since Johnson stepped 
aside.

Tliere Is a new draft organiza­
tion, engineered by Sen. ’Thrus-

ton B. Morton of Kentucky, now 
at work for Rockefeller. " I  
would say that It’s gaining mo­
mentum," Rockefeller said of 
that effort. He said It has more 
people, more acUvlty and more 
money now.

Furthermore. Rockefeller no 
longer concedes that the party’s 
leaders are lined up for Nixon. 
" I  think the delegates are looser 
than people think they are," he 
said.

Wasn’t he moving closer to 
candidacy?

"You said that, I didn’t,’ ’ 
Rockefeller replied to a news­
man.

But he said It Is possible he 
could become a candidate be­
fore toe Republican National 
Convention In Miami Beach on 
Aug. 5. If there is to be a draft 
In toe traditional.sense, that is 
where it would occur.

But Rockefeller noted there 
are varying Interpretations of 
what constitutes a draft. He 
said public opinion polls and toe 
announced intentions of dele­
gates might constitute evidence 
of a draft.

" I  sense that, toe party Is 
keeping Itself fluid,”  he said.

Rockefeller says he could win 
toe presidency if nominated, 
and toe party wants a winner.

He has started His promised 
discussion of toe issues, plans a 
May 1 speech in Philadelphia 
which will deal with U.S. policy 
in Vietnam, a subject on which 
he has been silent.

Rockefeller and three other 
Republican governors embark 
May 7 on a 12-state mission to 
hold hearings and gather "Infor­
mation on toe party’s 1968 plat­
form. That eight-day tour, from 
Seattle to Baltimore, could be 
an important outing for toe New 
York governor.

I f  he isn't running, is Rocke­
feller at least jogging in the 
race for toe nomination?

" I  haven’t got my feet in con­
crete, I ’ll tell you that," he said.

WASHINGTON, April 16 — 
The government plans to move 
against "at least so(me" of toe 
21 joint operating agreements 
between competing newspapers 
if The Supreme Court upholds 
Its test-case victory in Tucson, 
Arlz., the Justice Department’s 
arttl-truat chief said recently.

Assistant Attorney General 
Donald P. Turner pointed out 
that some of the existing joint 
agreements are "practically In­
distinguishable" from terms of 
the Tucson operation. But he re­
fused to say how many joint 
newspaper operations are pos­
sible anti-trust violators.

Turner appeared before The 
Senate Judiciary Committee on 
anti-trust and monopoly, which 
Tuesday ended 20 days of tes­
timony on a proposed "Falling 
Newspaper B ill." The Bill would 
grant a special anti-trust ex­
emption for certuln Joint news­
paper publishing operations.

Subcommittee Chairman Phi­
lip A. Hart (D Mich.) joined 
spokesmen for The Justice De­
partment and The Federal 
Trade Commission denouncing 
the measure Tuesday.

Hart agreed with them that 
toe proposal could have a bom- 
merang effect and end up by 
stifling Independent edHorial 
voices rather than protecting 
them from suffocation by mo­
nopoly.

"This BUI seems to be like 
putting a fresh coat of paint on 
a house structurally weak,”  
Hart argued. “ Paint won't hold 
toe house together. Neither will 
saving a handful of papers de- 

V concentrate the commiuUcatlons 
industry.”

Yhe BUI, proposed by Sen. 
Carl Hayden (D—Ariz.) after toe

It was brought out in ear­
lier testimony that some news­
papers may share profits even 
though they do not have a joint 
advertising agreement. The 
subcommittee staff has cited a 
previously undisclosed profit­
pooling arrangement between 
the St. Louis Globe-Democrat 
and The St. Louis Post-Dis­
patch.

Study Shows 
Influences in 
Charity Gifts

W ASHINOTON —  A  man's 

wUUngneas to oooftrlbuto Ito a 
charity may de$>«nd leas on the 
wartbiness o f the cause than 
on fals knowing bow much his 
neighbor gave.

Reaeanh supporting tUs 
view was reported here by Iavd 
psy«^logluts.

Ladd Wheeler of Duke Uni- 
venrity and Carl M. Wagner of 
the Naval Medical Research 
Institute described an experi­
ment involving aerveral groups 
o f Navy enlisted men.

In each group the men 
were caused to overhear one of 
their feUows being sollctted 
tor a donation. A fter hearing 
his reply, the men themselves 
were soRcMed.

In some groups, ttie men 
who was overheard rei^nded 
generously. In others, he re­
fused to give a cent.

Some groups were told the 
money was needed to buUd up 
the treasury of a local service­
man’s club. ’The rest were told 
it would be spent to reunite a 
dying Marine and his family.

Analysis of the men’s pledges 
showed they were influenced 
much more strongly by the re­
plies they overheard than by 
the supposed goals of the fund­
raising.

The study was part of a 
smorgasbord of research re­
ports served up to 4,600 mem­
bers of the Bastem Psychologi­
cal Association, holding their 
39th annual meeting at the 
Sheraton Park Hotel.

A University of Maryland 
team told of its use of a point 
system to control a group of 
grade school children described 
by their teachers as behavior 
problems.

As Imig as each youngster co­
operated in an experimental 
c l a s s r o o m ,  he accumulated 
points toward the purchase of 
games and other Items to oc- 

r  cupy his leisure time.
But if a child misbehaved, a 

counter showing his number of 
points would be run backwards. 
Points would be deducted until 
the misconduct ceased.

The researchers — Roger W. 
McIntyre, Jeffrey P. Jensien and 
Gayle Davis—said the system 
"was effective In controlling 
the disruptive behaviors of chil­
dren in Grades one through 
four."

The children had their parents 
permission to take part In the 
research, conducted at the uni­
versity.

Two University of Rochester 
Psychologists presented a re­
port Indicating that college stu­
dents who excel at "faking”  al­
so make higher grades.

Seventy-four students were 
given a test designed to show 
their aptitude for work as a 
forest ranger. They were told 
to answer the questions as they 
thought a forest ranger would.

Those who were moat success­
ful — those, that is, whose 
answers were most like those 
given by a large number of 
actual forest rangers who were 
tested earlier — turned out to 
be students who, as a group, 
made better grades.
