Board Chairman John Rott-
ner declared the motion passed
after & volce vote. The sole dls-
senting ballot was cast by Atty.
Herbert Phebn, a Republican,

-~ who has oonsistently opposed

expansion of educational pro-
grama beyond the local level.

The motion {0 have Manches-
ter continue its participation
was made by Beldon Schaffer
and seconded by Dr, Walter
Sohardt, both Democrats, The
two were members of the board

Schaffer’s motion was "to re-

One congressional member
close to the Johnson administra-
tion sald It would be hopeless to
send the tax measure—already
passed by the Senate—back to a
conference committee to have
the spending limit ahaved closer
to the $4 billion the Presideht
has said he would reluctantly
nccept. ;

The conference committee ap-
proved the $6 billion figure last
week. i

L'If we send it back to confér-
ence, it will never come ouf,"
sald the member, who asked not
to be quoted by name,

Others oppogéd to the deep
spending cut sald privately the
best strategy appears to be to
pass the bill and hope the spend-
ing stringency ocan be eased
later by separate legislation.

Bolton Voters Reject Budget

By CLEMEWELL YOUNG back to the Board of Finance,

In a move without prece-
dent, Bolton voters reject-
ed a budget of $1,170,060
at the annual town meet-
ing last night, and urged
that the Board of Finance
and Board of Education
meet to increase the school
budget.

The budget, if passed, would
have raised the present tax rate
of 53 mills by 113 mills. The
finance board had cut total
town requests by $11,7056 and
school requests by $27,970.

In a standing vote 50 resi-
dents voted to send the budget

and 31 to pass it.

In the subsequent standing
vote, ruled an “opinion poll” by
Moderator Catherine Peterson,
the recomunendatlon for an in-
crease in the achool hoard budg-
ot passed 40-20.

Akthough the recommenda-
tion does not have to he follow-
ed, the boards met for about an
hour in the school Ebrary after
the town meeting to compare
lists of areas in the school budg-
et where reductions could be
made, and to work out com-
promises.

The unofficial result of this
session was that the school

In 1867-68, the budget was cut
$12,283 and there was a move
at the town meeting to send
the budget back to the Board
of Finance, with a recommend-
eg restoration. This was defeat-
ed.

On the Insistence of the new
superintendent, Dr. Joseph
Castagna, who sald he found
himself working with an in.
operable budget when he took
over in Beptember, the Board
of Finance agreed to a $12,000
restoration, and it was passed
by the town late this winter.

The move to send the budget
back to the Board of Finance
at the meeting last night did
not appear to be an organized
effort, It seemed to deyelop as
it became apparent that the two
boards had not tried to work
things out together.

Andrew  Maneggia of the
school board complained that
the finance board had not not
notified the school board of the
cut, that Information had been
received through the newspa~
pers.

Dollar
Drain
Slows

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
international dollar drain
slowed to about $600 million dur-
ing the first quarter of this
year, a three-fold Improvement
from the previous three months
despite a deteriorating trade
plcture,

This was reported today by
the Commerce Department,

The department said a strike
at the New York port, the cop-
per strike and iIncreased im-
ports of ateel in anticipation of a
possible steel strike this year
may have reduced the trade
surplus by as much as $500 mil-,
lion in the first quarter.

Despite the improvement, the
deficit In the U.8. balance of
payments is still running at an
unacceptable pace for the ad-

miniatration which hopes to cut
$3 billion thiz year from last

At the first quarter rate the
deficit for 1968 as a whole would
come, £b $24 billion.

This country runs a deficit in
its international payments when
it spends more In other coun-
tries than foreigners spend In
the United States.

The United Statés has run a
deficit in 17 of the last 18 years.

The drain rose to $1.85 billion
during the fourth quarter of last
year as a result of British deval-
uation of the pound. U.S. offi-
cials had earlier projected a
substantinl improvement for the
first quarter based on prelimi-
nary data from the nation's
banks which operate interna-
tionally.

The first quarter deficit is the
lowest since the $5853 million
drain during the second quarter
of last year.

Ambassador W. Averell Har-
riman, emerging from the U.S.
Embassy after a morning of
conferring with his advisers,
said he had been going over the
North Vietnamese statement at
Monday's session with a “'mif-
croscope' to see whether he
could find anything construc-
tive, He indicated he had not
‘had any success so 'far.

At North Vietnamese head.
quarters across the Selne, on
the Left Bank, a spokesman
sald his government did not in.
tend to pay ‘‘ransom' to the
United States to get {t to stop
the rest of the bombing of North
Vietnam. That was his response
to a question whether Hanol
would make a gesture of scaling
down the war to encourage the
United States to act,

The talks go into their second
full session at Wednesday,

Today's verbal punches did
not appear to change the mood
of what has been described as
businesslike start Monday. They
did underscore the point that
very hard Dbargaining lies
ahead.

On the surface, the first ex-
change between Harriman and
Ambassador Xuan Thuy pro-
duced a solld deadlock. They
disagreed totally on new moves
to scale down the fighting. But
neither delegation seems to ac-
cept this deadlock as final; it is
regarded rather as a start to-
ward bargaining.

Nevertheless, state officials
were anticipating a record pri-

mary vote., Secretary of State
Frank Marsh sald he expected a
turnout of some 410,000 voters.

With Comedy

Standing ovations greeted
last weekend's Manchester High
production of musical comedy
“Guys and Dolls,”! Under the
musical direction of Miss
Martha White and the dra.
matic direction of Emery
Blanchard, the company of
88 MHS students presented
two thoroughly entertaining
evenings of comedy, song, and
dance.

With talent and enthusinsm
often verging on the profes-
slonal, the performers breezed
their way through the light-
hearted battle between the Sal-
vation Army and the Broad-
way underworld, "Guys and
Dolls' is just about perfect for
a student production, with Us
strong humor and generally
simple characterizations; and
the troupe took full advantage
of the play's possibilities. Roy
Wierzbicki, playing the lead role
of Sky Masterson, demonstrat-
ed more talent and profession-
allsm than any high achool has
the right to expect. His acting
was conalstently natural and
self-assured; he played with
that comfortable awareness of
the audience rarely found In
amateur productions. His sing-
ing and dancing were cqually
strong, rounding out a genuine-
ly firat-rate performance.

Kathy Kelly, as the comic
lead Adelalde, also turned in a
striking performance, endearing
herself to the audience with her
uninhibited portrayal of the pay-
chosomati¢ stripper trying to
get married. All brass and
Bronx, she handled the part
with the skill of a seasoned
comedienne,

John Roy, "“good old rellable
Nathan Detroit,” showed good
control of his part, keeping the
lengthier dialog scenes from
slowing down the action. His
singing, though too smooth and
polished for the part, made for
good listening, Diane Griswold,
the dramatic leading lady, man-
aged to overcome most of the
problems in the play’s most dif-
fleult role, Once released from
the strain of playing a straight-
laced Salvation Army sargeant,
she let loose In her new char-
acter and had fun with the part.
The tipsy “If I Were a Bell”
scene was a delight. A too de-
licate voice and a poorly writ-
ten part kept her from captur-
ing the audience as fully as the
other three leads.

The production itself was gen-
erally well done. The full-sound-
ing orchestra ambitiously back-
ed every song in good balance
with the volces. Miss White's
choreography was distinguished
by its simplicity and grand
scale; no less than 24 crap shoot-
ers joined Roy Wierzbleld in a
genuine show-stopper of a pro-
duction number, and all of 16
enthusiastic chorines tap danc-
ed behind Kathy Kelly in the
Hot Box Night Club routines,
Though the girls haven't all
learn the Broadway maxim,
“Smile, smile, smile,”” they
worked as a good team, right up
to and Including a Radio City
type kick-line. In dead-pan con-
trast to the glittering showgirls
was the hilariously earnest wan-
dering Mission Band drumming
up sinners for thelr prayer meet-

inga.

It was only the technical side
of the production that kept the
audience aware that is was In-
deed seeing a high sehool pro-
duction. Lighting was uninspir-
ed, oconsisting of alldights-on
plus a poorly timed spotlight
that came and went with a will
of its own. Scene changes were
all but interminable, an in-
justice to the performers when
the changes were Bo very
simple. To drop a backdrop and
bring on two boxes needn’t take
three minutes. And to conspicu-
ously rearrange unused back-
drops during a scene is unfor-
giveable. The staging, while
generally well organized, seem-
ed at times to work against the
cast. Some scenes were played
so far back on the stage that
projection became & serious and
unnecessary problem; the stage
at times felt so cavernous that
waltching ‘an actor try to cross
it was a real distraction.

The lesser characters, led by
James Nicola's Nicely Nicely
Johnson, rounded out the eve-
ning with solid ‘‘typed” per-
formances. Nicola, despite oc-
casjonal overacting, drew as
many laughs as the part has
ever drawn, and sang the rous-
ing “8it Down You're Rocking
the Boat' with enthusiasm.

Vernon
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High School Boom Seen by 71

With final plans for the con-
struction of n new elementary
school out of the way the Board
of Education must now launch
into making plans for expand-
ing the high school facilities.

Dr. Raymond Ramsdell, su.
perintendent of schools, told the
board last night that ~ 107172
may be crucial school years
depending on ‘what actlon the
board take3 concerning the pro-
posed additional high school
facilities,

Next year part of the fresh.
man class will occupy ‘the
Sykes bullding along with the
elghth grade in an effort to
avold double sessions, The pres-
ent high school was built to ac-
commodate 1,600 students, Dr.
Ramadell explained, however,
that If the building Is filled to
capacity it would be crowded
with the present facilities,

Offering several suggestions
as to how the board can ap-
proach the problem, the super-
intendent ‘explained the board
has until 1971 to get ready for
the expected iIncrease in the
school population.

A new elementary school is
scheduled for completidn in
September” 1069. This will en-
able the board to drop the mid-
dle school back to use for
Grades 6, 7 and & and the
Sykes buflding could be used
to house the entire freshman
class,

Socond Floor

Again ocautioning the board
that additional high school
facilities will be needed by
1871, Dr. Ramadell suggested
as one idea to be considered,
the addition of a second story
to the present building. He not-
ed this would provide about 13
more classrooms.

.Dr. Ramsdell pointed out this
means of expanding the facility
would mean that the existing
building would have to be re-
novated In order to have similar
uunp grouped together,

alternate plan proposed
by Dr. Ramsdell was the con-
struction of another bullding on
the site of the present school.
This building, he suggested,
could be used as a freshman
building.

The third suggestion made by
the superintendent was to bulld
another separate high school.
He cautioned that this could
mean duplicating many of the

extra services, which wotld
be costly.

« I the two-school proposal was
decided on, Dr. Ramadell sald
he would recommend that each
building house some of the stu-
dents from each of the four
grades,

The superintendent presented
the board with projected en-
rollment figure for the high
school. These figures do not
allow for population growth of
the town.

By 1975, 2,848

The presgnt high school pop-
ulation is 1,588 and tHe projeot-
ed figure for 1975-76 is 2,648,
The figures are based on pupils
actually in the achool rooms as
of May 1.

Dy. Ramsadell told the board
he did not feel he had overes-
timated for the next four years,
Olting the advantages of a sin-
gle high schonl complex ns op-
posed to two separate bulldings,
Dr. Ramsdell said the single
complex could bedome & center
of community activities.

Alvert Smith, a member of
the board, said he felt that Dr.
Ramasdell’'s projection figures
were low since the ultimate
population predicted for the
town is 42,000.

Martin Fagan, principal of
the high school, told the board
that knowing this problem was
golng to arise, a survey was
made of the student population
and also of the facilities In the
present building with the
thought of adding on.

Expanded Once

Fagan pointed out that there
are many areas in which facili-
ties are inadequate now, citing
as examples the guidance of-
fices and the main business of-
fice,

The high school has already
been expanded once. Fagan ob-
served that it caused a ot of
waste. He suggested that a
committee be appointed to
make a complete survey of the
present facliities and that the
cogt factors of the varlous sug-
gestions be weighed.

The, principal notéd that
many educational groups advo-
cate a student population of
from 800 to "1,100 as being
ideal, He pointed out that dup-
lications will oceur whether
adding on to the present build-
ing or bullding a separate one.

Fagan further pointed out

there ia a Hmit to the outdoor
facilitiea at the high school.

The board was not expeoted
to take any firm aotion last
night but it did request that
Dr, Ramsdell come up with a
complete comprehensiva report
on the high achool. This will be
discussed at several sessions
beflore any formal notion is tak-
en,

Plan Enlivens

Classes in Industrial Arts

After an elght-week orienta-
tion period, several sections of
the Vernon Center Middle
School Industrial Arts class
have been guided into a phot
“unit’* plan program, this year.

The “unit” method, although
not new to teaching, is relative-
ly new in the Industrial Arts
field. .

The program was under the
direction of the IA teachers,
James McCrystal and Willlam
McPhearson., BEach class as a
whole was given a choice of
three areas: Transportation and
communication, tools and ma-
chinery and power and energy.

The students were asked to
list as many sub-dopics as they
could think of and from the list
each chose one to do an In-
depth study.

Out of this developed models
of steam engines, guillotines
and other torture devices, an-
clent: tools of war, anclent
modes of transportation such as
rickshas, chariots, and a Wright
Brothers airplane.

Along with the project itself
the students were required to
do research and hand in a writ-
ten report, plus give an oral re-
port to (llustrate the model
made.

The unit method was follow-
ed by an eight-week period of
individual problem solving in
metal work, In the next and
last sesaion for the year the stu-
dents may choose a project
which may be an {tem to be
used at home.

Other eighth graders who did
not get the unit approach to the
industrial arts spent the first
two marking periods of his
year with metal problem solv-
ing, switching to woodworking
during the third semester and
learning assembly line methods
used in industry.

During the final semester this
group is working on indivudual
work or preduction line depend-
ing on the wishes of the class.

Of the 800 students at the
Middle School about 98 per cent
are in the industrial arts
classes, This is an elective, not
a required subject.

Paper Positions

Don't look now, but there is another
non-candidate for the Presidency who is
taking the precautionary measure of
putting out a series of the things called
“‘position papera.”

A ‘''positién paper’’ is a product of
diligent braintrusting by distinguished
gxperts who bave been commissioned to
study n specific problem on behalf of
somebody who ia considering running
for public office,

The usual “position paper'’ has a col-
Jective luster of all the famous names
who may have cooperated in preparing
it, while it 18 never the responsibility of
any single one of them, And it offers
the prospective candidate a way to ar-
range himself behind a position so that
he himself can get credit for that posi-
tion without being really personally re-
sponsible for it. If the position of the
position paper ls attacked, then Us au-
thore, mnonymous or publicized as the
case may be, are thée ones attacked.

Now Governor Ronald Reagan, one of
the few remaining non-candidates still
.out of the fleld, has begun a resort to
the device of the ‘‘position paper.”

Governor Reagan’s first '‘position pa-
per”’ is on the lsues of human relations
and civil rights, and what the analysts
see #t accomplishing for him is a rather
sharp, it somewhat anonymous, tum to
the “left.’” Reagan was once a direct
critic of California’s controversial open-
‘housing law, which the courts have kept
on the books In spite of the fact that

This “position paper,* like the others
due to follow on other issues of 1008,
has been fssued for ‘‘the people of Call-
fornéa,” but has been malled, for thelr
posaible interest, to other Governors,
and to i long lst of leaders around the
nation in the felds of business, labor,

publican National Convention this year.

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He Offends Even The Communists

The particular student leader who

What he himseM fears and hates the
most is any poesibility that somebody
may be able to get the present system
working a little better, or making prog-
ress toward solving social and political
and economic problems or easing ten-
slons. He would rather paralyze tho best
university than the worst,

This is what ia at the heart of what ia
now bheginning to be called “stadent
power'' as it has previously been dis-
cemed at the heart of “black power.”
And it seems to be the common denomd-
nitor around the world, from Paxis to
Columbin to Berlin to Peking.

It is however, merely the common de-
nominator for a small hard extremist
core, and it gets more followers because
the season ls spring than for what it
really stands for Rself. Aa often as the
real goal of the hard inner core is exhib-
fted naked, it loses some of s more
casual adherents. There are still some
students who conslder the Borbonne, or
Columbia, worth preserving even with
thetr imperfections.

Less Accurate, More Pleasing

Nothing called a ‘‘conglomerate’ de-
serves to work anyway and- we aalute
that intelligence in the world of big
sprawling corporations which haa real-
ized the unpleasant, unappealing atmos-
phere of the word and which has pro-
posed, as a substitute, ‘'‘congeneric.”

We applaud the proposed change of
labeling even though, in truth, it is
“‘conglomerate’” which comes closer to
giving & true description of the collec-
tions of diverse, non-rejlated industries
and enterprises currently belng grouped
under one corporation management in
the world of high finance.

The eclement of non-relatedness, of
non-homogeneity is, of course, vital to
this kind of corporation sprawl, because
it happens to be the element which ab-
solves it from infringement on the an-
ti-trust laws,

By that same token, the term ‘‘con-
generic"” suggests lability, because it
does denote a certain kinship origin, na-
ture, or function.

But, regardless of exactness of mean-
ing and application, the one term ia im-
measurably better than the other, sim-
Ply because & ‘‘conglomerate’ sounds
like some contrived monstrosity which
has no real right or reason to exist,
while ‘‘congeneric” sounds as it it had
some viable warrant in the processes of
nature,

The Valley Line

Although many landowners along the
abandoned New Haven rallroad (run-
ning from Middletown to Old S8aybrook)
have expressed interest In buying the
right-of-way, probably the best usage lles
with a sale to the state,

The state presently has no defined use
for the old rallroad trackage, but two
concepts have heen advanced. One is us-
ing the right-of-way as a walking or bi-
cycle path, the other calls for develop-
ment of a scenic railway.

Of the two proposals, we bellove that
the scenic excursion route holds out the
groatest benefit to the state and to the
area, One day, parts of the Connccticut
River Valley will be a national park-
land. A scenlc excursion by rall would
be a magnificent way to see this natural
resource. It probably would disturb
abutting landowners less than any other
kind of deyelopment, and it would pro-
vide a unique entrance to the national
park., Both Middletown and Old Bay-
brook would become gateway cities, and
towns along the river would also be able
- to serve tourists to any extent that they
might wish,

Because the development of a coherent
rall policy for the state has been one of
the special accomplishments of Governor
Dempsey's administration, the state
could well operate such a program. Just
as the state operates two ferries on the
Connecticut River for essentially nostal-
gle, scenle, and traditional purposes, so
could a rall excursion program be part
of the state's tourist, park, educational
program, The trains could be vista-
domed, designed in the same light fash-
fon as are the new high speed trains, and
if desired, the rather extensive freight
yard facllities that exist in Middletown
could some day be used for a rail mu-
seum,

While residents along the river might
well object to o acenic .line, the frag-
mentation that might occur If individual
owners attempted to buy the land prob-
ably would not be in the best interest of
Connectiout and its planned parkland.
Moreover, there Is the potential danger
of a private bid being made whith would
‘wind up damaging the interests of both
the state and landowners along the river.
‘We certalnly know of no such bld, but
‘the possibility is there.

At Gas Stations

Stephen Loyzim, former four-
term state representative, has
proposed legislation *‘to clarify
and to define precisely the state
lottery lawsa insofar as they re-

late to the numerous promotion-
al schemes and games of chance
currently prevalent in the retall
gasoline trade'.

Loyzim, who I8 seeking the
Democratic nomination as state
representative from the 5ist as.
sembly district (Andover, Bolton
and Coventry), brands these en-
terprises as “nuisances: s para-
site industry which attached it-
self to legitimate business, con-
tributes nothing to the product,
but raises the price to the. con-
sumer., They impose additional
work, expense and records keep-
ing on businessmen.'

Calling such practices ‘‘tie-in"
sales, Loyzim points ‘out that
the purchaser of gasoline, in ef-
fect, pays for a lottery ticket
whether or nol he wants it,

“Some of these schemes do
not require any purchase of the
product they promote', Loyzim
notes, "‘anyone can obtain the
tickets free of any charge, which
means that legitimate purchas-
ers pay not only for thelr own
lottery tickets, but also for the
free tickets'.

“Gasoline is an essential com-
modity'', Loyzim declares, ''the
sale of which shouldmot require
extensive and expensive ad-
vertising or promotlonal gim-
micks, This type of lotlery
should be made illegal in the
state of Connecticut as it Is In
gseveral other states, The result-
ing savings to the oll companies
should be passed along to. the
consumer in the form of pric
reductions."’

Should the oll companies re-
fuse to reduce thelr prices pro-
portionately and indicate that
they would spend the same
amount on additional advertis.
ing, Loyzim would propose &
thorough investigation of the re-
tall price structure of gasoline
and posslbly a state tax on such
advertising.

He sald, "I all the {ssues
presented by this motion were
answered, I would have no dif-
ficulty In voting for it, for I
recognize that problems exist
and that we must help in their
solutions.

‘‘However, as a member of
an elective board, I am bound
to consider all of the issues that
are collateral to the maln
issue,” Phelon continued.

“In doing so, I am cognizant
of the result of the recent
referendum,

“I do not believe that the
majority of those who voted
against the continuation of the
project arrived at their decision
on the basis of race or on the
basis that they were Thelping
discharge the legal obligations
of another municipality.

“I feel that the majority’s
vote was based on the strong
belief that a continuation of the
project was the forerunner of
a regional educational system.

‘“The fear of a regional edu-
cational system is a real one,
yet little has been done by the
public authorities to allay this
fear. In fact, the proposal «f
Supt. Bair that the state and
Hartford boards of education
consider the advisabllity of eli-
minating all local school dis-
tricts and school lines in favor
of a statewide system adds to
that fear,

“In order for our educational
system f{o be effective, the
Board of Education must have
the strong backing of the com-
munity. The results of the
recent referendum indicate that
the board doeg not have the
public's support, With all of the
problems facing this school sys-
tem in the near future, it be-
hooves us to secure. that sup-
port.

“In running for this office two
years ago, I, together with oth-
ers, promised to be responsive
to the will of the, people. The
people have spoken on this issue
and I feel obligated to ablde by
that vote,” Phelon concluded.

Loud applause resounded
through the third-floor auditor-
fum after his statement, lead-
ing Rottner to move to the mic-
rophone.

“I was going to gleer a neu-
tral course tonight, but after
such enthusiastic applause, I
feel constrained to speak out,'”
the chairman sald,

“I am a respecter of public
sentiment,' he said, “and I am
willing to accept the assump-
tion that the referendum con-
clusions were based on other
than racial issues, I nm also
aware of the fear of regional-
lzation.

‘“However, there are some
facts I do know, and I know
this: Thiat Project Concern did
not cost local tlaxpayers one
cent, all rumors to the ceatrary.

“I know that the town's Gen-
eral Fund benefited to the ex-
tent of $60,000 in tuitions pald
over two years, and that we
received three supportive teach-
ers and two aldes.

“I know the children who par-
ticipated benefited—as evidenc-
ed by their improvement in
reading and language skills—
and I know that parents of the
children participating in the pro-
gram are the mosat enthuslastic
supporiers for its continuance.

“I also know that for many
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years Manchester accepted tul.
tion puplils from Bolton, Coven:
try and other communities—with
never a word of objection or
reproach. We did that to accom.
modate a neighboring communi.
ty,"” Rottner concluded.

He received a standing ova-
tion' by about two-thirds of the
orderly, yet tense, audience.

Ackriowledging the applause
but noting it had not been his
intent to recelve it, Rottner add-
ed he would ‘feel duty-bound to
oppose the project if Manches-
ter did not have avallable space.

‘“We are not going to con-
struct any extra bulldings or
hire any extra teachers to take
care of Project Concern chil-
dren, but we must help in some
small way to correct conditions
in our cities,’ Rottner conclud-
ed to another ovation.

The ondy other member of the
board to make a statement was
Dr. Schardt, who seconded
Schaffer's motion.

‘“Two years ago ,when it waa
first proposed that Manchester
participate in Profect Concern,”
he gald, "I voted In favor, as did
all nine members of the board.

"I realized that this small ges.
ture would not solve many prob-
lems, but that it was a start to
give these people new education-
al opportunities.”

New Properi;Sa—le; TaxEyed
For Open Space Finances

The federal government, as
of Jan. 1, in one of iis rare
cases of dropping a tax, re-
moved its stamp plan on the
conveyance of real estate,

wherein the buyer paid §1.10 for
each $1,000 of property purchas-
ed.

However, many state, in-
cluding Connecticut, saw an
opening for new revenues and,
rather than being content to
accept the federal tax abandon-
ment, passed legislation to
create new state taxes equal
to the old.

The 1987 Connecticut General
Assembly passed the ““‘Real
Estats Conveyance Tax," which
went into effect Jan. 1, the day
the federal tax died,

The seller of real estate now
pays to the clerk of a town a
conveyance tax, equal to $1.10
for each $1,000 of property
purchased.

The funds remain with the
town as new revenue. In Man-
chester’'s instance, it is estimat-
ed at approximately $25,000 per
year and goes Into the General
Fund. The 1088-69 budget, adopt-
ed May 6 and to go into effect
July 1, takes that item into con-
sideration and includes it in
“egtimated income.”

The Town Conservation Com-
mission, at its next meeting,
will consider proposing a de-
finite use for ''conveyance tax'
income, on the basis that it is
“found money" and should be
allocated to a specific purpose.

The proposal, being consider-
ed also in other Connecticut
towns, Is to allocate the funds
for open space acquisition.

The theory is that the convey-
ance tax income will come in
year after year and could offset
long term bonds for land acqui-
sition. ‘

The proposal, If recommend-
ed by the conservation group
and if approved by the Board of
Directors, could not be imple-
mented next year, since the
convevance tax estimates are
lost in total revenue estimates.

However, If the proposal is
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picked up and approved, it may
be implemented in the 168970
budget, with the conveyance tax
income pegged specifically for
payment of open space pur-
chases.

Would Prolong Dump Life

‘High Rise’ Landfill
Envisioned by O’Neill

Public Works Director Wilkam O’'Neill is recommend-

ing a vertical expansion

of Muanchester’s

present
landfill method of refuse disposal and estimates that
the proposal could add from 81% to 1114 vears of life
to the Olcott St. Disposal Area.

His recommendation is on the
basis that no land, for hori-
zontal expansion, Is available in
the area, and that, by building
upward, the town could borrow
time untll permanent refuss
disposal facilities are con-
structed.

The vertical expansion, he ex-
plains, could be to a helght 30
feet above the present level,
adding 8% years use; 45 feet
above the present level, adding
10% years use; or 60 féet above
the present level, adding 11%
years use,

The present level Is 116 feet
above sea leval.

Under his proposal, the refuse
would be placed in 15-foot lay-
ers and terraced, with the final
clevation at 175 feet.

When the mound Is at Its
maximum, he says, the top
would provide approximately
seven acres of flat land, to be
used for athletic fields and
other forms of recreation. The
terraced areas could be usad
for picnic tables. The slopes, he
explains, would have to be
heavily planted and maintained.

O’'Neill explains that his pro-
posal would require the aequisi-
tion of land, which could be us-
ed for cover in the operation.
He explains that the vertical ex-
pansion plan, because of the
landfill needed, and because of
the terracing of the slopes,
would Increase the town's oper-
ating costs approximately $28.-
100 per year.

However, he points out the
town would wind up with a pos-
sible recreation area which
might even be utilized as a aki
slope. The land stfipped of cov-
er material, might become an
artificial lake, he explains.

O'Neill emphasizes that the
eventual solution must be a
permanent refuse disposal facil-
ity and says that he ia optimis-
tic that a technological break-
through will be made.

He recommends that the town
to stay abreast of the private
contractor's Interest In refuse
disposal, should develop a set of
disposal specifications and
should solicit bids.

In addition, he recommends
that the town look to East Hart-
ford or to the North Central
Disposal District for possible fu-
ture use of their disposal plants,
on a fee basis. He suggests,
also, that a private contractor
may come into Manchester and
set up 8 transfer station here,
for transporting refuse to area
incinerators.

He concludes that, whatever
Manchester's eventual declsion
is, whether to bulld a perma-
nent facllity of its own or to use
adjacent facilities on = fee
basis, his recommended verti-
cal expansion program will buy
the time needed and still will
provide an eventual recreation
'area.

Broken Bat 84 Years Ago
Led to Louisville Slugger

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) —
Back in 1884, J. F'. Hillerich and
his son Bud engaged in their
own version of the '‘more guns
or butter’' economic argument:
should they manufacture more
butter churns or baseball bats.

Young Hillerich, an avid base-
ball fan, had observed Pete

, the slugger for Louls-
ville in the old American Asso-
clation, in a miserable slump
after he had broken his favorite
bat,

The teen-ager offered to turn
a new bat for Browning on one
of the lathes at his father's
shop. Hillerich turned the bat to

's exact specifications,

Thats' how the first Loulsville
Slugger was born.

The little operation was J. F.
Hillerich, job turning. It became
J. F. Hillerich and Son and fi-
nally Hillerich and Bradsby Co.
in 1918 when Frank W. Bradsby
was made a partner.

From that humble beginning,
Hillerich’s favor to his favorite

+ - baseball player has grown until

now the Loulsville Slugger
trademark is etched on 4% mil-
lion bats each year.

Although there have been
many bat making changes over
the years, some major leaguers
visit the shop to give instruc-
tions as their bats are turned—
just as Browning did.

Some old-timers still remem-
ber when Babe Ruth would
saunter through to pick out his

specially-made clubs,
Augie Bickel, whose uncle

helped found the business, says,

during his 37 years at H&B the
specifications of individual play-
ers have changed considerably.

“Babe Ruth used a- 42-ounce
bat in his prime,' says Bickel.
"“Now the average welght is
about 32 ounces, And they use a
smaller handle now to get more
whip-action into their swing."

Bickel says major leaguers of
today llke larger barrels ‘‘but
everybody has his preference.”

Jimmy Keating, in charge of
the stock department bat sec-
tion, agrees.

‘“We get all kinds of re-
quests,' says Keating. ‘‘S8ome of
them even scrape down the han-
dle and send the bat in for dupll-
cation, But we've gof most of
them calibrated by number and
when someone wants a particu-
lar kind of bat, they just order
by number."

Keating is knowledgeable
about virtually all the major
leaguers, For instance:

—Rich Allen of Philadeiphia
currently uses the heaviest bat
—40 ounces.

—Carl Yastrzemski used a
82%-ounce bat to win the triple
crown last season,

—Orlando Cepeda, the Nation-
al League's most valuable play-
er, used bats between 36 and 88
ounces,

The number of bats Keating
has to keep up with is small
compared to the overall produc-
tion at H&B, Barely one per
cent of all production is for
professionals, The majority
goes to organized kid baseball
from Little League through high

school.

Two Sites Likely
For Football Plum

ATLANTA (AP)—The battle for pro foothall's prize
plum—the 1969 Super Bowl site—opens today at the
joint meeting of the American and National Football
League owners amid indications that Miami and New
Orleans hold the inside track.

At a news conference Mon-
day, Pete Rozelle, commissioner
of the football leagues, sald the
choice has pretty well narrowed
to the two cities,

‘“‘New Orleans and Miami are
the most likely candidates,”
Rozglle sald, although Insisting
that neither has a particular ad-
ventage in the selection. He also
mentioned that other sites still
might be considered.

Clark of Miami, where the 1808
Super Bowl was held, make pre-

sentationa for their cities today.
Rozelle safd the final decision
will be reached by Wednesday.
Other controversial problems

scheduled for consideration by
owners today and Wednesday in-
clude a proposal to eliminate
the one-point conversion kick
after touchdowns and demands
by the NFL Players Asaocla-
tion.

The kick, if eliminated, would
be replaced by a running or

passing one-point score.

Hanoi Demands
End to Attacks

PARIS (AP) — North
Vietnam demanded in the
Paris talks today that the
United States and its .al-
lies halt all attacks across
the demilitarized zone into
North Vietnamese terri-
tory and withdraw. com-
pletely from the area.

Ambassador Xuan Thuy in d
long statement directed at U.S.
Ambassador W, Averell Harrl-
man specifically demanded that
the United States stop all firing
of artillery across the zone.

North Vietnamese spokesmpn
said Thuy linked the demand
with North Vietnam’'s insistence
that the United States must halt
the rest of the bombing of the
North and stop *‘all other acts'of
war'' before the talks here can
go on to other issues,

The United States and South
Vietnam have forces just below
the demilitarized zone to coun-
ter North Vietnamese army reg-
ulars who allied commanders
say Infiltrate through the DMZ
and around its western end via
Lnos.

Allles have fought heavy bat.
tles in such places as Khe San,
Con Thien and Dong Ha in the
DMZ area. So far as Is known
no allied forces are inside the
DMZ, which divides the two
Vietnams, although some forays
have been made to attack ene-
my positions there. U.S, planes
also have bombed the buffer
zone from time to time.

In his opening remarks at the
first full session Monday, Harri-
man called for a restoration of
the DMZ as a nonmilitary buff-

Lower Draft Calls
Announced by U.S.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Defense Department’ today is-
sued a draft call for 15,000 army
inductees in July, the lowest
monthly call since April 1967,

It ealso forecast lower than
normal draft calls for the July-
December period,

At the same time, the Penta-
gon reduced its June draft call
by 9,600 men—from 20,600 to
20,000. It .did so because the
Army had overestimated the
number of men who would be
discharged in June,

Draft calls reached their 1968
peak in April, when 48,000 men
were ordered to report for in-
duction under Selective Service.

The July call—lowest since
the 11,400 of April a year ago—
dipped way down because it re-

flects the tall end of an Army
replacement cycle dating back
to the bulldup for the Vietnam
War over two years ago.

The Pentagon explained it this
way:

“The average time for train-
Ing a new draftee or recruit is
approximately five months. In
order to maintain its trained
strength at a stable level, the
Army must, therefore, procure
new personnel about one half
year in advance of anticipated
losses of trained personnel due
to completion of tours of duty or
other factors.

“In effect, the replacement
cycle for draftees, therefore, is
about 1'% years rather than two

Harriman, however, ralsed
the issue to renew his proposal
of Mondny that the warring na-
tions could make a demonstra-
tlon of peaceful interest by re-
storing peace to this zone.

“Certainly,”” Harriman said,
“one of the primge steps toward
the strict observance of the mil
itary provisions of the 1054 Ge-
neva accords should beé to re-
gtore the demilitarized zone in
its original and proper status.
We ngree on the legal existence
of that zone and Il5 prescribed
boundaries,

"We propose that we agree
now on making it function the
way it should. Are you prepared
to join In achieving this? The
prompt restoration of the demil-
itarized zone as a buffer is an
essentinl step.”

junior high school wers taken
into the school by police today
without incident. But the Board
of Hducation then closed the
school for the day before any
puplls were admitted,

The school has been the scene
of nolsy demonstrations since
residents of the community took
over the school Monday, letting
pupils in but barring the teach-
ers whom the locak governing
board had fired.

Today, police arrived before
the demonstrators and barricad.
ed the entire block before dawn.
When police later ushered in the
teachers, they had no trouble
with about 100 persons gathered
outside the barricades.

Shortly before 10 a.m, teach-
ers began leaving the_school,
and a short time later Principal
Willlem Harris, a Negro, an-
nounced that the school was of.
ficlally closed. Teachers were
told to leave the area quickly to

avold a confrontation with com-
munity demonstrators.

Meanwhlle & group of 50 or
more children marched toward
the school, chanting, *‘Streets
belong to us.'" Police hurriedly
set up barriers to Keep the chil.
dren away from the school.

The governing bedrd which
ordered the teachers fired—an
act which both Superintendent
