PARIS—Only toe French have 

ever thought Parte toe Ideal 
ptace for peace talks. As long 
ago as 1814, Lord casUereagh, 
the British foreign secretary, 
sold that "Paris is a bad place 
for bueinees.’ ’ The late Sir. Har­
old Nicholson, surveying toe 
shattered fragments ot toe 
Treaty of VerseiUes, wrote that 
‘fFoits, In any oircumstaiKes, 
is too self-«onsoious, to insist­
ent, to constitute a favorable 
site tor any congress of peace."

The ghosts of toe unfortunate 
peacemakers of 1919 are stir­
ring here too. The talks aie tak­
ing place in toe vast, drab and 
ornate foraner Hotel MaJeeUc, 
which was where the British 
delegation was housed in 1919. 
The French have given toe dead 
and overheated conference 
rooms a Ugfatnlng facelift, put 
down yards of vermUk» car­
pet, installed vonloada of shiny 
green rubber plaMts and spiky 
palms, and hung up a batch of 
ponderous, iTth-oentiny tapes­
tries in an altemplt to dignUy 
(hem.

The Americans this time are 
again at toe Hotel Citilon, 

'where they stayed In 1919. And 
JouRialtot Walter lippraiann, 
who was toero then Is on hand 
again now.

Had he been here, Sir Harold 
Nlcolaon would surely have 
been confirmed In his view. Stu­
dents rioting; travelers In toe 
metro weeping from police tea^ 
gas seeping down through the 
shafts; and 2,000 International 
CommunicationB men swamp­
ing toe bars in the hotels where 
the plenlpotentiarlee are stay­
ing—none of this exactly as­
sists in toe creation of toe 
cafan and privacy toat serious 
peace negotiations demand. One 
day last week the taxis were 
on strike; another day toe 
postal services; and the tele­
phone lines to toe French 
Foreign Office have been out 
of order. Then there was a gen­
eral strike Monday.

It Is toe Americans who 
seem the strangers hei«. After 
all, the French and toe Viet­
namese know each other very 
well. A aeiUor and respected

French diplomat, who has 
recently visited Hanoi, said 
toat the North Vietnamese 
prime minister almost has tears 
In his eyes when he recalls the 
view of Notre Dame from toe 
windows of toe Tour d’Argent, 
one of toe best restaiuranto In 
Paris. In the latin quarter there 
are two streets with Vietnamese 

, restaurants every few years. At 
one of them toe menu Includes 
pho soupe hanoi, (onions, 
noodles and beef) and hu tien 
soupe eaigonnatee, (noodles, 
onions and pork). They are 
very alike.

Thousands of Vietnamese, 
from north as well as south, live 
here; several hundred of them 
greeted toe North Vietnamese 
delegation on its arrival. The 
principal Bouthast Aslan official 
at toe French Foreign Office, 
Etienne ManaoTi a Breton, is 
Jokingly said to speak with a 
Vietnamese accent. Tbe small, 
delicate, smiling Vietnamese 
may seem strange to toe Ameri­
cans and to tbe British, but they 
are very fam iliar to the French,

The American team gives off 
an air of easy opulence and

competence. They have set up a 
press room In toe Crillon Hotel, 
which Is toe size of a transat­
lantic liner, and supplied It with 
neat rows of typewriters and 
stacks of maps of Paris, A 
sleek offleial wearing a white 
polo-neck sweater hands out 
press badges with a pleased-to- 
have-you-wito-ua smile.

The Vietnamese seem less 
pleased. Callers at No- 2 Rue 
Leverrier, a quiet house in a 
comparative backwater, get a 
cross Asian face behind a 
wrought-lron grille. This is their 
Paris legation. The door Is not 
opened ; and no one knows any­
thing about the Hanoi dele­
gation’s plans. The delegation It­
self is desperately badly sited 
in toe Lutetia Hotel on the left 
bank, toe riot area. TTie police 
are determined to stop any riots 
[^reading across toe Seine to 
toe right bank, with toe result 
that at times tMs week they 
have barred toe route from toe 
Lutetia to toe talks center.

American labor movement had dis­
solved into a rivalry of personalities, 
and as If the particular personality and 
policy beUefe of Georse Meany and Wal­
ter Reuther were all that has made K 
hnpoeatble for the United Automobile 
Woricers and the American Federation 
of Labor and Congress of Indsutrlal Or̂  
ganisatlon to live together in peace.

It is true that the difference in the two 
personaUries might be considered in 
some degree a reflection in tbe dUfer- 
ence between tbe A.F.L. and the C.LO. 
before and when they merged In 1M6. 
Heany, of the more conservative organi­
sation, has grown more oonaervallve. 
Reiittwr, the liberal, has been unable bo 
forgat tbe tradlUone of free-atheelliig po- 
Utfasal and social action once typical of 
the C.LO.

There baa probably been, in other 
words, some survival of the dUferent 
spirit «uid outlook which led to the origi­
nal cresUion of two organisations in tbe 
Erst {dace, end which mcule Ihelr mer­
ger so dUfipult bo aebteve.

Part of toe btttemeaa of past contro­
versy over toe discovery of America has 
been that it has ahvaya required toe 
Italians to yield the honor to toe Norse­
men, or toe Norsemen to yield it to tbe 
Irish, so that everyone’s  potential loss 
of the honor has been compounded by 
the neceealty for watching somebody rise 
gloat over havipg come into possesrion 
of it.

But If the honor is yielded to toe Pboe- 
nlcianB, 2000 years before 1492, K is not 
being yielded to anybody who can ciqii- 
taUxe on it today, or produce any audi­
ble chorile, or fashion any long-winded 
oratorical boast. It ia an honor which 
can better be ylrided exriuaivriy to the 
Itooenlcians then to anyone else.

Suggesied Reading
We commend, to all who are interest­

ed in trying to discover whether toere is 
any sense or good in toe Und of youth 
wbirii is making most news these days, 
the remarks of Andrew Oreeley, as quot­
ed in the piece of comment titled “ Stu­
dent Stress, Moral Change,”  at the end 
of these columiM today.

Tbe precision of language and concept 
in this speech may accomplish, for many 
readers, toe boon of giving expression 
to thoughts, surmises or hopes they have 
feM themselves without ever quite 
finding toe words for them.

The net resuH, certainly, is on the 
side of youth, and toe greater rebuke, 
if any, is to our adult world. In any 
case, we find it aa good a atatement as 
has been made from one aide of tbe 
generation gap to itself about the other 
side of toe gap.

Student Stress, Moral Qiange
I would assume that many .would ex­

pect me to insiat that the atreaa which 
comes from moral change is the result 
of the decline of moral values. But my 
own hunch is that Just the opposite is 
the truth. The moral values of the 
younger generation are not declining; 
they are, rather, improving. The major 
cause of stress is the Inability sys­
tems of motality to keep pace with the 
increase in man’s ethical conscious­
ness.

It is fashionable for Journalistic, ed­
ucational, and ecclesiastical vlewers-with- 
alarm to decry the decline in moraHty 
or to assert happily to the contrary, that 
we have now entered into a "permiasive 
society." Such affirmations about moral 
decline rimost always fall victim to the 
American puritan inclination to equate 
morality with sex and to argue that sex­
ual behavior Is much more immoral than 
It was at some unspecified period of 
“ the good old days”  in the past. I re­
fuse to take aeriouriy the contention that 
our society ia somehow or other “ a per­
missive society."

But If I am profoundly skeptical about 
a riiange In sexual morality, I think the 
evidence for higher moral standards in 
other areas of behavior la so overwhelm­
ing as to be almost beyond question. Con­
cern about racial Justice, peace, service 
to one’s fellowmen, honesty, Integrity, 
slncerityi, are, I think, far more explicit 
in today’s highly personsilist generation 
of college students than they were' in the 
past.

The difficulty, then, Is not that young 
people are immoral, but rather that they 
are almost too moral for the ethical sys­
tems vdtich are available to them. The 
repertoire of moralities which Ameri­
can society offers to Its young people 
have kept pace neither with the Increased 
moral consciousness of youth nor with 
the increasing complexities of the moral 
cballengeB that youth must face.

We have given them Just about evciy- 
thing except an explanation of reality 
which would provide them with norms 
according tp which they could make 
their choices.

Our pretense that the young are able 
to evolve their own morality is merely 

.an admission of how morally bankrupt 
we adults are. To make matters worse, 
we frequently d ls f l^ e  the traditional 
hnoral systems with such an overlay of 
pompous bourgeois piety that the young 
person can only conclude that the tra­
ditional ethics are invalid and indeed gro­
tesque.

Pertiaps because I am biased, I am 
inclined to feel that the ethical vision 
of the Gospels is at least a challenging 
one. But there aren’t many parish church­
es to which a young penon can go 
where he will hear that ethic preached 
in the language that sounds different 
from what he considers to be the vaguest 
of inanities according to which his par­
ents regulae their lives.

I would contend that the moral stress 
which young people experience can be 
traced to the fact that none of the meem- 
Ing-givlng institutions -fam ily , church, 
or school — have been able to provide 
at least the overwhelming majority of 
young people with a vision and mean­
ing of life, the system of general prin­
ciples of human behavior which are ade­
quate either to the complex decisions 
that young people must make, or the in­
creased explicit moral consciousness 
which they experience^

My own hunch Is that if any prophet 
is to arise who will produce a really new 
morality or reunify the traditional moral­
ities, this prophecy will have to deal 
with the dignity of the human person, 
for here is a value which young people 
do understand.

W a lk in g  o n  th e  M o o n  |
By DR. I. M. LAVITT

In about two years the United 

States hopes to put an astro­
naut on tbe moon. Once he steps 
out of the Lunar Module onto 
(he surface, he will begin a pre­
cisely planned program to ob­
tain maximum results of the 
18-hour stay. What problems 
will he encounter In executing 
his mlsslmi? Surprisingly, one 
of the difficult problems, which 
would defeat a evurent astro­
naut, Is simple maneuverability.

A man setting down onto tfle 
lunar surface will encounter 
conditions unlike any he has 
ever experienced before. Per­
haps the strangest condition 
will be reduced weight. Because 
the moon’s diameter Is <mly one- 
quarter that of the earth and 
the earth Is 81 times more mas­
sive than the mdon, a man will 
weigh about cme-slxth as much 
on the moon as he does on 
earth. This reduced gravity, 
one-sixth g, will pose grave dif­
ficulties for him.

For testing astronauts’ re­
actions to this strange environ­
ment, the General Electric Co. 
set up a program simulating 
sub-gravity cohdltlma. Com­
menting on these tests, Fred A. 
Parker, manager of C n v  Sys­
tems, disclosed that astronauts 
will experience serious difficul­
ties on the lunar surface, but 
they may be trained to “ live”  
with these difficulties and per­
form the assigned tasks.

’Ilie G.E. test facility was set 
up on Buck Island, a former 
U.S. Navy, training area near 
St. Thomas in the Virgin Is­
lands. The bottom of the bay at 
a depth of about SO feet included 
various degrees of aurface rough­
ness, slope and texture, such as 
might be encountered on the 
moon. A simulated lunar trav­
erse was set up about 80 feet 
long. A fixed ladder was In­
stalled to approximate the lad­
der on the Lunar Mbdule.

As astronauts in scuba equip­
ment or space suit would be 
buoyant and float to the sur­
face, lead weights were spread 
over the body —achieving a 
"negative buoyance”  of one- 
sixth g.

The lunar traverse was first 
performed with a special back­
pack but no apace suit. The test 
subjects —a pilot and an ath­
lete —were able to traverse the 
course without undue difficulty.

’Ihe next attempt was made 
with a space suH pressurized to 
3.7 pounds per square inch and 
a backpack, again with a nega­
tive buoyancy of one-sixth g. 
Now came the surprise.

With the space suit, the astro­
nauts couldn’ t walk without fall­
ing over. Neither test subject 
was able to maintain his bal­
ance and walk purposefully. 
There appeared to be a strong

tendency to “ overcontroi”  when 
ftiifting weight from one leg to 
the other.

We must remember that when 
we walk on earth, we not only 
lean forward, but also rock from 
side to side as we swing one leg 
after the other and shift our 
weight from one foot to the oth­
er. The combination of these 
movements, properly timed In a 
co-ordinated sequence, takes 
time to learn —which is why a 
baby Is able to stand for aome 
time before he can walk.

Hampered by the pressur­
ized suit Joints, the astronauts 
were unable to maintain the 
fine positional control and 
cular (x>-ordInation necessary to 
^ k ,  particularly iqigrade. 
TOey also experienced dtfOculty 
In getting up after a fall in the

like a bug which has faUen over 
on its back.

A walking staft made it 
possible to traverse the lunar 
course, but stiU with consld^- 
able difficulty. The average 
tr^erse time was four minutes 
forty^ive seconds -  a speed of 
about one-third m.p.h. or about 
onMenth normal walking speed

The traverse was aliso 
complicated by the subjects’ in­
ability to look down to see 
where they were going. This 
resulted In some stumbling over 
small objects which would 
normally be avoided. Parker 
Indicated that reduced gravity 
g r e a s e d  pressure between
boots and ground surface __ a
ccmdltion experienced during Jet 
plane flights when gravity is 
reduced to one-sigth g. Traction 
is lost when friction is reduced 
between the boot and ground. 
One can experience this \riien 
he tries to walk on Ice.

As might be expected, the 
subjects* did not notice this 
effect until they tried to cUmb 
a 10-degree Incline. At this 
point where traction became 
critical, It was not available to 
them. The subjects, though both 
in top physical condition, foilnd 
the traverse quite tiring.

Also significant was the 
astronaut’s tendency to over­
shoot his target If he was In a 
hurry. This, Parker noted, is 
not surprising. Since his totol 
mass, with backpack, space suit 
and ballast, is much higher than 
normal and his Uaction Is less, 
when he achieves' a reasonable 
speed, he finds It difficult to 
stop.

It would be tragic If, after all 
the investment to get a man to 
the moon, we discovered that 
he could not perform his mis­
sion due to an Inability to 
move around normally. These

Springfield, Mass.

Atherton, who has been wait­
ing a consolidated court trial 
on at least 26 separate charges 
connected wlith burglaries In 
seven Connecticut counties 
while free on $7,600 bond from 
Bridgeport Superior COurt, en­
tered a plea of “ not guilty”  to 
each of the Massachusetts 
charges yesterday afternoon.

The Grand Jury Indictments 
brought against Atherton In­
clude unlawful transportation of 
gun powder, unlawful posses­
sion of burglary implements, 
receiving stolen property, un­
lawful keeping of gun powder, 
carrying a blackjack while un­
der control of a motor vehicle, 
carrying a dangerous weapon 

.while under control of a mo­
tor vehicle, carrying a firearm 
while under control of a mo­
tor vehicle, attempted larceny, 
larceny of more than $100, ut­
tering in connection with a 
counterfeit motor vehicle op­
erators license, possession of a 
counterfeit motor vehicle op­
erators license, two counts of 
simple uttering and two cxiunts 
of forgery.

Atherton was arrested out­
side of a Springfield store May 
6, after a store clerk phoned 
police on a complaint that he 
had tried to cash a $150 travel­
ers check using a phony driv­
er’s license. Issued in the name 
of a ficticious Massachusetts 
man.

Police found three $160 travel­
er’s checks and the allegedly 
fraudulent license on Atherton’s 
person when he was taken into 
custody.

After obtaining a warrant, po­
lice searched the 34-year-old 
Mansfield resident’s car and 
found 21 more of the traveler’s 
checks, issued on a California 
bank and later found to have 
been taken from a burglary in 
Boston earlier this year. •

In addition they found two 
revolvers, 60 rounds of ammu­
nition, a can of gun powder with 
seven feet of fuse, a blackjack, 
wlrecutters, 600 ft. of rope, rub­
ber gloves, ^ .tape recorder, a 
walkie talkie janp a heavy iron 
bar, in Atherton’s car.

Atherton’s  ̂case was present­
ed to the Grand Jury ^ter he 
entered pleas of not gfullty to

four charges In the lower Spring- 
field Court May 7. He Is cur­
rently being held' lit the Ham­
den County Jail In lieu of $26,- 
000 bond and ia being represent­
ed by Atty. Samuel Basite of 
Springfeild.

Authorities said his trial may 
come up as early as Monday, 
but not later than two weeks 
from theng when the present 
Grand Jury session ends.

It remains to be seen whether 
Atherton will be tried on the 
Connecticut matters, before the 
Massachusetts case is complete­
ly dispensed with. One local 
law enforcement officer com­
mented that "It depends upon 
the seriousness of the charges in 
both instances. In some cases 
the states will cooperate in let­
ting . the more serious charges 
come up first, but the state 
maintaining custody has the 
discretion and right now they’re 
keeping hold of him.’ ’

Ter­
races run up and down the val­
leys and high up on the hlll- 
sldea. The early rice la protect­
ed by plastic coven adiiCh are 
further covered by straw on cold 
nights. Men and women work 
together In the fields from early 
morning until after dark. All 
kinds of devices are designed 
to keep away marauding birds.
Some are grotesque figures, 
others are dead crows hung as a 
grim warning to living relatives.

We read that scarecrows are 
associated with paddyfleld gods, 
and this may have been true In 
the past but now they serve the 
same practical purpoee as those 
in our Cminectlcut countryside.
The Japanese farmer uses in­
genuity in his creations, which 
may be made of straw, wood 
shavings, old fertiliser bags, 
used umbrellas, five gallon 
cans, or streaming festoons of 
aluminum foil. It might be 
called the art of "rustic mo­
biles,” but its main purpose is 
to keep away bothersome spar­
rows, kites and crows.

In spite of their hostility 
toward crop destroyers, the Jap­
anese love nature. Our visits In 
Japanese homes have revealed 
the way they bring nature Into 
their dally lives. In m e well-to- 
do home hidden behind a high 
wall, we were entertained at 
tea. Sliding screens disclosed 
a lovely Inner garden around 
which the rooms were clustered.
A pool, flowering plum, care­
fully trimmed spruce, and a 
stone lantern made a center of 
quiet beauty for the family.

In quite a different neighbor­
hood, we visited a family weav­
ing shop. We passed throiish 
the livlnig quarters to a narrow 
passage that led to the shop 
with its throbbing machines.
There we saw an enclosed yard 
with drawf trees, rock and 
flower pots, >a tiny plot of beau­
ty. In addltim to the garden, 
every home has its si>ectal nook 
where an attractive flower ar­
rangement and wall hanging 
are a focal point.

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Sociologist: Parents in Dark
Vernon

"Parents are dealing In the 
dark with their teen-agers,” 
sociologist Miss Susan Dick told 
the adults attending last night’s 
adult discussion meeting of 
Project Challenge, the wqek 
long ecumenical seminar on 
life and love a t St. Matthew’s 
Church.

“Parents don’t  know what the 
teen-agers are doing. ’The teen 
lives In two different worlds, 
home and school. ’The things 
discussed by the teens In their 
world of school are not dis­
cussed by them a t home,” she 
told approximately 60 parents.

She told the parents about a 
group of seventh and eighth 
grade boys who approached her 
a t the conclusion of yesterday’s 
seminar for boys, asking her to 
explain the rhythm method of 
birth control.

’"rhey wanted to know how 
many days (and when the days 
were) that H was dangerous to 
have intercourse. Some main­
tained It was 24 hours, others 
three days,” she related.

"T ^to^d them it was seven 
id jiot to dare try It,”
. “Many of the kids to- 

flnd nothing wrong with 
Intercourse before marriage,” 
Miss Dick warned the parents.

”I have tremendous hope for 
today’s youth,” she said. "My 
greatest fear is for the good 
kids being led by a crowd, which 
actually represents the minori­
ty.”

The seventh and eighth grade 
girls who attended the seminar 
Thursday, were appreciative of 
the program, and are willing to 
wait awhile before dating, she 
told the parents.

Girls the Agressors
"Only two of the girls had no' 

use for me or the program,’’ 
she said. ’"The critiques written 
after the completion of the 
seminar by these two girls 
made it obvious they had gone 
all the way. One claimed-sex 
was wonderful, and disavowed 
my theories.”

"These few teens are the ones 
who talk big. They often make 
the others who are really in the 
majority, feel they are differ­
ent” , Miss Dick replied to a 
parent’s question. *

Asked who is the aggressor 
among todays teen-agers Miss 
Dick replied the girls are ahead 
of the boys In maturity, and are 
Increasingly becoming the ag­
gressor.

“Going steady ia. a female in­
vention, It provides a girl with 
social security,” she said.

“The majority of the teens at­
tending the seminar have been 
good kids,” she said. “About fif­
ty per cent belonged to 4-H or 
girl scouting; only a handful 
were going steady.”

Several parents expressed con­
cern over the seventh and eighth 
grade dances held periodically 
at the high school, asking what 
they could do about them.

‘Junior High Dances Hit
One mother noted the difficult 

situation created when parents 
who don’t believe this age group 
should be at dances, refuse to 
let their children attend.

Miss Dick vetoed the idea of 
dances for the junior high stu­
dents, claiming this pushes the 
kids info a dating situation “too 
early” .

A four-year <lajting cycle 
usually occurs before a young 
person is ready for marriage. 
If today’s youth begins dating 
and attending dances at age 12, 
this cycle ends at 16, she noted.

’’Parents then have reached 
the 'point when they worry 
about their child getting ser­
ious about a member of the 
oippoMte sex. We tell them they 
have to wait until they finish 
sdhoa], go to college, or get a 
steady job”, she explained.

“Today’s  youth are getting 
pushed 'through the normal 
cylces of maturity aibout three 
or four years ahead of sched-

(Oontinned from Fage On«)
that would cut off De Gaulle’s 
main communications link with 
the French people. But they dW 
not decide when or how to 
launch the strike.

They announced a seven-point 
complaint Ust. They objected to 
everything from “government 
Interference In the objectivity of 
news reports”  to the attachment 
of the facility to the ministry of 
information.

The stelte-run airline Air 
Blnance oanceiled all flights. 
And all except one of the main 
Paris railway stations were de­
serted. Both suburban and 
long-distance trains were left 
idle In the yards. Army trucks 
were hauling commutors into 
Paris.

Subway and bus traffic In 
Paris seemed to be diminishing.

The unrest was spreading In 
the postal and telecommunica­
tions services. Workers In Paris 
mail-sorting centers walked out 
Friday night. Today reports 
came from Le Havre and Rouen 
that all postal workers were on 
strike, and the same news was 
expected later from other cen­
ters.

Workers were also taking in­
direct action. The independent 
newspaper Le Figaro an­
nounced that only part of its cir­
culation was nui off the presses 
because pressmen objected to a 
headline. Figaro said this was 
an Infringement on freedom of 
the press and lodged a com­
plaint with the Press Federation 
and government officials.

Militant students earlier 
planned to occupy the state’s 
television studios but changed 
their mind after cordons of gen­
darmes surrounded the place. 
Police also circled the Eiffel 
Tower and the. opera.

The students nevertheless 
kept up their occupation offen­
sive by trying to occupy the his­
toric Luxembourg Palace where 
the French senate meets. The 
palace is only a few yards from 
the rear of the Odeon T heater- 
held by students—but by the 
time the stiment march reached 
It early today, a double hedge of 
helmeted gendarmes had sur­
rounded the palace.
. Sizing up the police opposi­

tion, the students decided to 
merely parade in front of the 
buUding. The gendarmes at the 
Luxembourg Palace were the 
only ones to oppose student 
movements during the day. The 
march of about 1,000 students to 
the suburban Boulogne-BUlan- 
court plant of the Renault auto 
works was completely unop­
posed.

However, the workers told the 
students they couldn’ t come Into 
the plant, (riiere the workers 
are staging a sit-in. The stu­
dents, mostly the children of 
well-off families, mumbled that 
the Communist-led labor unions 
were too conservative and 
bourgeolse.

Other strikes br«Ae out in all 
types of industries, in both the 
private and state-owned sectors. 
Also spreading were the etu- 
dent-nm neighborhood meet- 
ing;8, where students drummed 
up crowds and made sxieeches 
from soap-boxes. They claimed

to have spoken to 10,000 per­
sons.

The student bastions holding 
the Sorhonne and the Odeon 
Theater, meanwhile, were being 
flooded late Friday night by 
what one reporter celled “ the 
usual night crowd of the Latin 
(Juarter,”  including “ broken- 
down painters, gooty poets, 
bourgeolse dressed up like poor 
people, and foreign tourists.”

•All of them listened, even If 
momentarily, to the never-end­
ing stream of speeches on the 
whys and wherefores of the stu­
dent revolution.

Most speakers denounced 
what they called an out-dated 
educational system.

In educational rirdee, this 
charge rings true, and casts the 
shadow of guilt not so much on 
the educator^ as on the adminis­
trators.

Ironically France pioneered in 
research about how education 
should be changed to meet mod- • 
em needs.

The students complained that 
recommendations to turn a bug­
gy-whip educational system into 
a useful instituUmi of the rocket 
age have somehow been lost 
along Jlje wayside.

India may be a  miserable fact 
of life, but hunger in America 
is nothing less than a national 
scandal,” says CBS News pro­
ducer Mautln Carr, whose 
"Hunger In America" will be 
Tuesday 10 to 11 p.m.

The broadcaat focuses on the 
approximately 10 million Amer­
icans who get neither the right 
food nor enough of I t  “The peo­
ple we study,” says Carr, “lit­
erally do not know where their 
next meal is coming from— 
and sometimes It doesn't come 
from anywhere. Hunger Is much 
worse than poverty; food ls_the 
most basic of all human needs, 
Man can manage to live with­
out shelter, wdthout clothing, 
even Without love. Poverty, un­
pleasant as tt is, Is bearable.”

To portray “Hunger In Amer­
ica,” Carr had his cameras fo- 
cjis on four diverse groups: The 
tenant farmers of Loudoun 
County, Va., the Mexlcan- 
Americans of San Antonio, Tex­
as, the Navajo Indians of Tuba 
City, Arlz., and Negro share­
croppers in rural Alabama.

Carr, is a headline word, a  jour­
nalistic conceit when applied to 
America. "But while there is llt- 
Ue real starvation,” he says, 
“there is severe and widespread 
mabiutritlon, and it affects mil- 
Ilona. Although it is inadequate, 
there is usually some kind of 
food. The Biduns have their 
liried broad; the >Mexican-Ameir- 
ians exist a& tortillas and beans. 
The,Negro sharecroppers have 
grits and potatoes, tuid some­
times turnip greens. The vdUte 
tenant farmers of Virginia havto 
potatoe sand beans. The import­
ant fact is that tlds kind of diet 
simply does not sustain an ac­
tive, productive life.”

Fat, Carr points out, is no sign 
of health; indeed, excessive fat 
is often a sign of malnutritlan.

“Hunger in America” des­
cribes the hungry Americans not 
only through the eyes of some of 
the hungry, but as they are seen 
by the people who devote their 
hves to helping them—the medi­
cal officer of Loudoun County, a 
Roman Catholic priest in San 
Antonio, a  doctor who has spent 
14 years working with the Na­
vajo Indians and a  doctor in 
Selma, Ala.

NEW YORK (AP) — Tliere 
are a number of g o ^ , service­
able series titles in television 
which are carefully designed to 
cover a  wide range of material 
and subjects—“American Pro­
file,” “Omnibus,” “White Pa­
per,” “Houseparty.”

Perhaps the best umbrella ti­
tle of all is appended to ABC's 
long-playing skein of actuaJiity 
riiows “The Saga of Western 
Man.”

As it has worked out over the 
past few seasons, this title is a 
catch-all for just about any sub­
ject that piques the interest of 

■■its executive producer, jfohn Se- 
condari, a quadruple-threat op­
erator who has turned out a 
best-selling novel, done service 
as a  news man, writes end nar- 
aJtes his own shows.

In the past three season, Se- 
condari’s . attention has rested 
qp such diverse subjects as 
I^onardo da Vinci’s contribu­
tions to civilization, Cblumbus’ 

•journeys to the New World, a 
■“ play-iby-play reconstruction of 

Custer's last stand and the slow 
crunYbling of Venice into the 
w ^e ts  from whlclh it a  rose. 
Now, in a real change of ‘pace, 
“Saga” will come up with a  doc­
umentary about contemporary 
ndssionaries in India and the is­
lands of Micronesia in the Pacif­
ic.

any fairly regular viewer can 
make up his own.

There were all those fine 
hours of sports which television 
handles so expertly. Tliere were 
the news shows, the discussion 
group, the interviews and the 
analyzing, many of them oil- 
lightening, most of them well 
done.

But rarely does a single pro­
gram stand out in memory like 
Eric Sevaroid's conversation 
with Erich Hoffer, or carry the 
wallop of the educational net­
work’s documentary on migrant 
farm workers, “What Harvest 
for the Reaper?”

To make "In the Name of 
God,” the missionary special

“Mostly modern mis­
sionaries are interested in help­
ing the natives. They are con­
cerned with constructing— 
houses and roads—and digging 
wells, educating the children 
and improving health and 
diets.”

In the course of two months in 
and around the Caroline Is­
lands, Hughes saw more exam­
ples of missionaries helping peo­
ple than converting them to 
Christianity. His one regret 
about the resulting program is 
that time does not permit show­
ing film of teams of young na­
tives of Ponape, a remote is­
land, playing baseball with the 
enthusiasm of American boys.

Productions, which, have had a 
hand in this seas(>n’s National 
Geogfraphic special on CBS and 
ABC’s “ Undersea World of 
Jacques Cousteau”  have 
formally protested the nomina­
ting procedures of the National 
Academy of Television Arts and 
Sciences which, somehow, 
overlooked the two series.

The Cousteau series, in parti­
cular, was an extraordinary 
oveirsight by ABC since the list 
of some 250 Emmy nominations 
included any number of docu­
mentary shows infinitely in­
ferior to them.
