Detectives sald the man then
opened an attache case contain.
ing four or five sticks of dyna-
mite and a pistol with a silencer

charge If the executives did not
cooperate,

The man then ordered them
to telephone the New Britain
Bank & Trust Co. and make
arrangements for withdrawal of
the money from the Stanley
Works account. An assistant
treasurer was sent to the bank
and made the withdrawal, de-
tectives sald.

Acheson Hits—
‘U.S., Britain
On Rhodesia

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Secretary of State Dean
Acheson accused Britain and
the United States Friday con-
spiring to overthrow the govern-
ment of Rhodesla.

And, Acheson sald, the con-
spiracy s blessed by the United
Natlons,

Acheson, 75, secretary of state
from 1849 to 1983, is now In pri-
vale law practice.

He made the accusations in a
speech prepared for a section of
the American Bar Assoclation.
Rhodesin, he sald, has done
the United States no harm “‘and
threatens no one.”

“This s barefaced aggres-
slon, unprovoked and unjustified
by a single legal or moral prin-
ciple," he declared.

He sald “'The United States Is
engaged in a national conspira-
cy, Instigated by Britain, and
blessed by the United Nations”
to overthrow the Rhodesian gov-
ernthent.

Acheson attacked the U.N. Se-
curity Council's call for econom-
lc sanctions against the breaka-
way Rhodeslan regime of Pre-
mler Ian Smith.

He also assalled critics of the
World Court's dismlssal of
charges brought by Ethlopia
and Liberia against South Afri-
ca for its handling of the admin-
istration of South-West Africa
under a U.N. trusteeship,

The viclousness of the substi-
tution of the subjective concep-
tion of justice for law in these
instances,’” he sald, “Is that
both provide means for collec-
tive aggression, both degrade
international adjudication and
both depart from the basic con-
ception of international law."

Acheon sald Rhodesia’s deci-
slon to progressively extend the
voting franchise to Africans but
to stop short of majority rule
‘‘was not everyone's cup of
tea."”

But, he sald, “‘neither was it
everyone's business, nor was it
apartheld.

The victory claima made by
Pham Van Dong appeared to
some American experts here to
be aimed primarily at the North
Vietnamese people ns a morale
shot-in.the-arm.

North Vietnam appeared to be
arguing in Hanol that the United
States was Intensifying the war
in a way that gives the lie to its
peace-secking claims,

""The war has reached a new
stage’ which has smasheéd the
enemy's wild dream,"” sald
Dong.

"The United States, which
speaks a great deal about peace
and negotiations' for peace,”
saild spokesman Nguyen Thanh
Le here, "Iz in fact Intenaifying
the war in both North and South
Vietnam."

S0 far as the United States
was the target, the attacks from
Hanol and Paris presumably
are designed to increase world
public opinion pressure on
Washington to end the rest of
the bombing and other attacks
on North Vietnam without ex-
acting any military scale-down
from North Vietnam.

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Senate Passes Measure by 724 Vote

Crime Bill Would Undo Controversial Rulings

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Benate has passed a crime-con-
trol bill that would undo contro-
versial - Bupreme Court rulings
that guarantee criminal sus-
pects greater rights, The meas-
ure also would grant police new
wiretapping and  electronic
“bugging'' authority.

But while the Senate passed
the blll Thursday night by a 72.4
vote, it waas uncertain how much
of it will become law,

It still faces House considera-
tion, and containg provisions
strongly opposed by President
Johnson and Chairman Eman-
uel Celler, D-N.¥,, of the in-
fluential House Judiclary Com-
mittee. Already, there is specu-

lation Johnson would veto such
& measure.

The prime concern of John-
son, Celler and other opponehts
Involves the proposed controls
on the Supreme Court, And
some opponents say constitu-
tional questions are raised by
sections authorizing police wire-
tapping and electronic survell-
lance or *‘bugging" (o( suspects,

As passed by the'Sgnate, the
bill's chief provisions 'would:

—Establish a two-year pro-
gram of $400 million in federal
granis to Improve the tralning
and equipment of state and lo-
cal police and for research to
develop new crime fighting
techniques.

The grants could help finance
the war on organized crime and
control the prevention of riots,

—Undo Supreme Court decl-
sions restricling the Wse of
confessions and police lineup
{dentification in federal crime
trials, The sole test of the ad-
missibllity of a confesslon would
be whether it was given volun-
tarily.

—Authorize wiretapping+ and
electronic eavesdropping by law
enforcement officers, acting un-
der court orders, in the investi-
gation of specified crimes, This
would be permitied by-state and
local pollce, as well as federal
officers, In states that pass im-
plementing legislation.

—Prohibit interstate mail-or-
der sales of handguns and their
over-the-counter sale to nonresi-
dents of a state and otherwise
tighten - federal firearms con-
trols,

The House last year passed
the “Safe Streets' part of the
bill providing for federal grants
to strengthen local law enforce-
ment. The Senate grafted on all
the other provisions,

Celler, In line to head the
conference committee that will
attompt to resolve differences in
the Senate and House versions,
already has said he would ‘rath-
ér see the bill ditched than ac-
cept the gection to undo Bu-
preme Oourt decisions on the

admigsibility of confessions and
Ilineup identifications,

Some senators reported they

expect President  Johnson to

"There 18 no such thing in
bridge as an absolute guess,'
Waldemar von Zedtwitz maln.
tains. Since the New York ex-
pert has been one of the world's
leading bridge authorities since
the earliest days of contract
bridge, It pays to listen at-
tentively to what he says about
the game.

Opening lead king of hearty.

Assume that you are declarer
at three spades with the North-
South cards, Imagine also -that
you cannot gzee the East-West
cards. Try not to peek.

West takes the first three
tricks with the king, queen and
jack of hearts, Then he switches
to a low diamond. It West has
the queen of diamonds, you
must play dummy's jack; but if
West has the ace of diamonds,
you must play dummy's king.

It West Is a good player
(which we will assume for the
moment), he Is bound to lead a
diamond no matter what he has
In the suit. You must guess
whether he was dealt the ace or
the gqueen of diamonds,

Consider The Trumps

Since you .expect to lose one
diamond trick in any case, you
cannot afford to lose a trump
trick. Therefore you must find
the king of spades In the West
hand in addition to the KQ.J
of hearts (which he has already
played).

Since West never entered the
bidding there s very little
chance that he holds the ace of
diamonds as well as K-QJ of
hearts and the king of spades.
There is a reasonable chance
that West has the queen of dia-
monds. Therefore you must play
the jack of diamonds from the
dummy when West leads a low
diamond.

It this “‘guess' fails, you are
not concerned because you were
not going to make three spades
anyway. The 'correct" play in
this hand is the play that gives
you the best chance to make
the contract, not merely the best
chance to make one diamond
trick. Your guess turns out to be
a forced play.

pires June 30,

It had been the consensus of
the board that bids for & new
coniract should be walved and
it had instructed the manager
to negotiate a one-year contract
with Botticello, based on past
experience of good service,

The negotintions took place
and Welss had announced that
a one-year figure of $252,712 had
been arrived at, based on a con-
tinuation of the present type of
service—twice-a-week plokup of
garbage In back yards - and
twice-a-week plek-up of refuse
at the. curbs,

The $282,712 figure had been
accepted as satisfactory by the
board and it appropriated that
sum in the 198889 garbige.ref-
use account. The town's cost
for the current year is $217,700.

Welss revealed last night that
Botticelll has reconsidered the
$252,712 figure and has come to
the conclusion that it is too low.
Botticelll now is asking $284,260

for a one-year contract, on the
basis that he would need to ac-
quire An additional truck and an
additional driver. ’

A 3834250 contract would be
§66,850 or 30.5 per cent higher
than the existing contract.

Dirksen Loses Another Fight
To Keep Subversive Board

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen-
ate Republican Leader Everett
M. Dirksen has lost another
round in his dogged bid to keep
the moribund Subversive Activi-
ties Control Board allve beyond
this year. =
A  desk-thumping, shouting
speech In which Dirksen sug-
gested he had backing from
President Johnson and railed at
Atty, Gen. Ramsey Clark failed
to rally enough Senate support
for the Illinols Republican’s
cause,

Dirksen had proposed a crime
control bill amendment that
would allow the attorneys-gen-
eral of each of the 50 states to
prosecute alleged subveraive or-

‘ganizations before the board.

But amid opponents’ com-
plaints that the precedent-shat-
tering approach went too far,
the Senate turmed him down, 49
to 27.

The board was the.subject ot
widespread publicity last year
with the disclosure it had not
handled any business for nearly
two years.

Its five members each draw
$26,000 a year.

The agency was spotlighted in
mid-1967 when It was learned
that the latest appointee was a
29-year-old accountant, Simon
F. McHugh Jr,, who had mar-
ried one of President Johnson's
secrelaries,

That development prompted
inquiries into the board's opera-
tions. When its inactive status
was disclosed, cries arose in
Congress for its abolition.

But Dirksen moved to pre-
serve It. He finally ‘won approv-
al of & méunsure providing that it
continue in operation provided
at least one case was brought
beforé it by next Dec, 31.

Otherwise, it would go out of
business next June 30,

The agency was set up 17
years ago during the anti-Com.
munist activity sparked by the
late Sen. Joseph R. McCarthy,
R-Wis,

investigation of its effects.

Dre. Pinckard and Hawkins
are research fellows and Dr,
Farr s head of clinical blology
at the Seripps Clinic and Re-
search Foundation, San Diego.
They made their report to the
Federation of American Socle-
ties for Experimental Biology
(FASBEB) In Atlantic City.

""Aspirin is a good drug,” sald
Dr, Farr, a well-known aller-
gist, in an interview. “It is a
drug we need. But this situation
obviously requires some - in-
vestigation."

To help gulde the average as-
pirin-user, Drs. Pinckard and
Hawldns said:

“If you're taking aspirin for
any good medical reason, we'd
say continue. But its main phar-
macological properties are that
It is am analgesic — it lowers
pain, It has wvaluable anti-in-
flammatory sctivity. It lowers
temperature.

“Many people indiserimi-
nately use it as a universal re-
medy for Insomnia, upset
stomach, anything you can
think of, Actually no one should
take aspirin or any medicine
without a good reason.'

What the Californians found,
specifically, s that aspirin
changes the structure of our
serum albumin, one of the
major proteins In human blood
plasma.

They observed this in plasma
specimens from rheumatoid
arthritis patients, then in specl-
mens from normal subjects,

They also studied aspirin's of-
fect In the test tube, by labeling
aspirin molecules with radio-
active ecarbon.

Tracking the two parts of the
molecule, the acetyl part and
the salicylate part — asplirin is
acetylsalicylic acid they
found it s the acetyl that com-
bines with albumin.

And the acetyl must combine
with albumin not only in the
blood plasma but also else-
where in the body. Albumin is
common {n many of our tissues.

The California group went on
to find — only in the test tube
to date — that the acetyl can
attach itself to many other body
constituents. These Include oth-
ér blood plasma proteins (in-
cluding disease-fighting antibo-
dies), key enzymes and both

dna and rna, the cell's genatie
guldes. .

Whether or not any of these
constituents are actually alter.
ed by aspirin In the body re-
mains to be learned.

However, the group said: “If
this proves 4o be the case, one
would expect a wide variety of
physiologic and pathologic

In other words, more possible
harm

.changes."”

To mdd to suspicion, the re-
searchers point out that aspirin
has been Implicated In an In-
creasing number of Il effects,
In at least some persons. These
include: *

— Bevere Asthma, as a re.
sult of intolerance or allergy to
the drug.

— Inflammation of nasal pas-
sages and development of nasal
polyps, results of the same
kind of ifftolerance.

— Abnormal kidney function
and kidney disease,
Massive gastric
rhage.

— Blood disorders,

Drs. Pinckard, Hawkina and
Farr racognize also that aspirin
Is a blessing to many patients.
This includes many with the
painful  Inflammation of rheu-
matold arthritis.

Here, they suggest, the drug's
very acetylating effect — the
way its acetyl portion firmly
transfera |tself to other nole-
cules — may be at least ong
key to how aspirin works.

For the second straight day,
Viet Cong gunners hit Tra Noe
airtield near Can Tho, in the
Mekong Delta 80 miles south-
west of Salgon. Two Vietnamese
soldiers were wounded.

The enemy also pumpled eight
rounds of mortar fire into Rach
Gia, capital of Kien Glang prov-
ince 110 miles southwest of Sal-
gon. Two Vietnamese civillans
were killed and 14 wounded.

In the bombing of North Viet-
nam's southern panhandle, U.S.
fliers continued to concentrate
Thursday on trucks, barges and
bridges.

Pilots from the carrier Kitty
Hawk claimed they destroyed or
damaged 12 supply barges and
started several oil fires at a
truck park 16 miles northeast of
Vinh.

A pilot from the carrier Bon
Homme Richard reported blow-
ing up & bridge 24 mliles north-
west of Vinh, while US. Ailr
Foree pilots claimed they de-
stroyed or damaged seven
trucks, a bridge and two gun po-
sitions,

The U.8. Command said
American pilots flew 120 mis-
sions against the North Thurs-
day, bringing their total for
May so far to 2,774.

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Has Consolidation’s Moment Come?

For a number of years, it has béen
recognized and tacitly conceded In both
sections of town that eventually there
would come the psychological moment
in which "‘consolidation' of the function-
ings of the Eighth Utilities District with
those of the Town of Mancheater would
begin to happen almost of its own ac-
cord, with none of the old historic con.
troversy rearing its once formidable
head.

We inquire whether this may not now
be that moment.

One thing that helps make the moment
seem psychological is the redevelopment
program which Is changing the appear-
ance of what used to be the core area of
the North End

Another,is the development of a lively
possibllity for the acquisition, by the
town, of the Manchester Water Company.

That this may be a psychological mo-
ment is something also strongly suggest-
ed by the fact that the Eilghth Distriot
s approaching its annual meeting on
June'28 with an apparent surplua of non-
candidacles over candidacies. .

Could this be a moment, when experi-
enced service to the District seams tir-
ing, to consider some candidacies which
would be publicly pledged to open-mind-
edness on the consolidation issue? Is the
movement for consolidation about ready
to come from the people of the District
ftself? That, nfter all, has always been
the only proper and effective place for it
to come from, for if it cannot prove it-
self as an advantage to the people of
the District itself, consolidation has no
business trying to sell itself at all.

Perhaps that leads to the key ques.
tion. Is the District ‘itself ready, more
ready than any officlal representative
would say openly? Is there a new con-
sensus which i{s merely waiting for the
opportunity to register itselft?

If the new Eighth District President,
whoever he is lo be, were to ask a com-
mittee of District citizens to study con-
solldation from the point of view of the
future welfare of the District {teelf, what
would It report?

Leave Something To The Voter?

A half page advertisement appeared in
the . New York Times the other day,
signed by a rather famous individual who
described himself as a psychoanalyst,
and who was taking the ad to announce
and explain his support for a particular
candidate for the Presidency.

'“To be for a candidate because of his
perfect voting record or the wisdom of
his campaign statements,'" declared this
famous psychoanalyst, “Is nalve.”

‘‘As a psychoanalyst who has observed
political figures and movements for quite
A few years,' he continued, "I am less
interested in what people say at the mo-
ment than what they anre likely to do in
the future.”

He then proceeded to use a modest dis-
play of his own analytical tulents to pene-
trateé to the inner worth of the particular
candidate he was endorsing.

Perhaps, then, this is one way for us
to run our presidential campailgns —— to
have our psychoanalysts make recom-
mendations to us, )

First, however, we had better await the
outcome of a little legal matter hanging
over from n prévious use of purported
psychiatric opinlfon in a previous presi-
dentinl chmpaign. Barry Goldwater s su-
ing a certain magazire for $2,000,000 be-
cause, while he was running for Presl-
dent in 1064, it published a headline and
@ story suggesting that 1,189 psychlatrista
had pronounced Mr. Goldwater psycholog-
feally unfit to serve well in the Presi-
denoy.

This was, ‘of course, an instance in
which the use of long range pyschoanaly-
sls was employed against a particular
candidate Instead of for him, But it would
more or less have to be accepted that,
once the psychoanalysts were admitted
to any status in our political campaigns
similar to that already achieved by the
pollsters, they would Inevitably be re-
porting unpleasant as well as pleasant
findings,

Other than the fact that the employ-
ment bf psychiatrists might lead to all
kinds of political allenation suits in the
courts, there is also the consideration of
what role, If any, is to be left in Ameri.
can political campaigns to that forgot-

ten individual, the voter himself. The

*

psychiatrist can tell him how lo vole,
and the pollster telln him how he s go-
ing to vote, and yet there musat be some
kind of reason for preserving him as a
part of the election process. One thing®
that still seems to stand in his favor is
that nobody has, as yet, found any way
of suing a voter for what he may do in-
side the voting machine.

value in busing—and we conclude that .

the entire concept must be weighed, in-
stead, in terms of gesature or token.

In this year 1988 —in the wake of
Martin Luther King's death, in a period
when the American people are sincere-
ly straining to find ways toward black
and white concillation and toward un-
qualified justice and opportunity for ev-
ery citizen —the busing proposal may
actually find its best justification in its
title, "‘Project Concern.'

We do not think that transporting some
200 or 300 youngsters from New Hiven
to suburban classrcoms in a half-dozen
towns will make even a nick in the crisis
of identity and instruction posed by the
more than 10,000 disadvantaged Negro
children who will remain in New Haven
clagsrooms.

But it might be that transporting those
200 or 300 children, and secattering them
two or three youngsters per suburban
classroom, could demonstrate to the
black community the genuine concern of
the white people of greater New Haven
for accomplishing the kind of changes
that are essential if jobs, and housing,
and vocational training, and good educa-
tion In well-run schools down: the street
are to become avallable to the Negro
or the Puerto Rican,

This, it seems to us, is the only valid
argument favoring ‘‘Project 'Concern'’. It
can be a part of the new fabric of com-
mon effort and speclal ald which the
white community |s extending to the
black community.

Educationally, the outcome is predict-
ably marginal for Negro or for white
students involved. The same approach
in Hartford has been officially measured
and reported in such bureaucratic gob-
bledygook that firm judgments are Im-
possible. The most recent interim report
from that city, dated last September,
says: "In sum, the phrase ‘it seems to
work' is appropriate."

This is hardly' foundation for expand-
ing the concept,

Financially, the State and Federal
governments pick up the full cost of the
project and provide some compe: i ng
funds for all of the schools involved. The
repeated claim that "it doesn't cost any-
thing' is, however, an afry dismissal of
the fact that each taxpayer pours into
his Federal or State taxes some share of
those dollars that are added "free’ to
the local school budget,

There s serious question whether the
hundreds 'of thousands of dollars to be
spent for bus transportation throughout
a geographical triangle stretching be-
tween Wallingford, Guilford and Milford
could not do more good if concentrated,
by more direct spending programs, In
New Haven's inner-city schools,

Soclally, the project finds its only real
reason-for-being in the human relation.
ships it encourages as black and white
children, and black and white parents,
meet and move toward understanding
and friendship because of the education:
al experiences they share, It Is in terms
of soclal and civic demonstration, we
think, that “Project Concern'', has mean-
ing and appeal enough to warrant the
current public debate,

The proponents of the plan have tend.
ed to be a bit doctrinaire about the
“right” of each schoo! board to decide
the busing question by Itself and about
the undesirabllity of town by town ref-
erendum in Buch a matter.

The white community probably can af-
ford to overlook this mild dictation If It
is willlng to accept "Project Concern'
for what we think it is, a desirable dem-
onstration of goodwill and educational
hope between the white people of the
suburbs and the black people of the city.

The cruclal question, of course, s
whether the Black Coalition or black par-
ents will find In this plan the same values
that are found by white school theorists
and white suburbanites. The people in
the poor neighborhoods —whose children
must make the long bus rides, winter,

spring, and fall —are yet to be heard.

MIAMI BBRACH, Fla. —Al-
though Goveirnor Ronald Rea-
gan's whirlwind Southern tour
this week, raising party funds
in Louisiana, Nonth Carolina,
and Florida, sent apprehensive
shivers through the camp of
Richard M. Nixon, it not only
failed to damage Nixon in the
South but probably helped him
in the North,

Rergan's private anger at the
unwanted visit paid to him by
Governor Nealson Rockefeller in
New Orleans Monday morning
hardenad him even more
agalnst any thought of accept-
ing the Vice Presidential poni-
ination on a Rockefeller ticket.
With Rockefeller pinning 'his
hopes for the nomination on a
deal with Reagan, this refusal
to play Rockefeller's game
could well firm up Nixon's
strength oulside the South.

Rockefeller himself s ana*
thema to most Southern Repub-
llcans and so Reagan found
himself under intense cross-ex-
amination by the press in Char-
lotte, North Carolina, Ft. Lau-
derdale and Miami, Florida on
the question of a Rochefaller-
Reagan ticket. He became more
and more positive, finally jssu-
ing what he called "a kind of
Sherman statement”—inmplying
that he would not run for Vice
President with Rockefeller if
nominated or serve If eclected.

This was no more than Rea-
gan had privately said to the
Southern state GOP chairmen
at a two-and-a-half hour closed-
door session Sunday night in
New Orleans. Those present
came out of that meeting con-
vinced that Reagan means it.
Reagun, one chairman told us,
“killed the idea dead.”

Thus Rockefeller’s public
woolng of Reagan was a tactical
error. Il can only be explained
by the desperation in the Rock-
efeller camp to make a Rocke-
feller-Reagan ticket credible to
Northern-Republicans, who see
it as the strongest ticket the
GOP could field. Unless that

combination does seem credible,
Rockefeller's own chances for
the nomination are exceedingly
dim.

At his own meeting with the
Southern state chairmen Mon-
day morning, Rockefeller
dropped the remark tha' Ohio's
Governor James Rhodes was
convinced that a Rockefeller-
Reagan could beat any Demo-
cratie ticket. Ome state chair-
man pointedly asked: “Do you
have any chance at all to get
nominated yoursell without
Reagan on the ticket with
you?" Rockefeller simply
shrigged his shoulders.

As for the South, Reagan's
tour did no visible damage to
Nixon’s position there. Man for
man, most Southern Republican
leaders prefer Reagan to Nixon,
a fact clearly ewvident in the
cheers and rebel yells that
greeted Reagan's attack on the
Johnson administration. More-
over, Nixon waas severely crit-
ieized down here for his appeal
to House Republicans to back
the open housing bill and his
trip to Atlanta to attend the
funeral of Dr. Martin Luther
King, Jr,

But Nixon is a live candidate
for President and Resgan is
not. Consider what this means
in North Carolina. As of today,
Reagan is likely to get only
two to four of that state's 28
delegates to the Miam! Beach
convention, But if Reagan be-
came an active, avowed can-
didate, he would find at least
10, maybe 13, within reach.

In South Carolina, Reagan is
far and away the best-loved
Republican prospect. Harry
Dent, the Republican state
chalrman, eame up to Charlotte
Monday evening to hear Rea-
gan's speech. If Reagan be-
came an active candidate, Dent
and Senator Strom Thurmond
could probably bring the entire
delegation into the Reagan col-
umn. As It Is, the bulk of South
Carolina's delegates will prob-
ably go for Nixon,

Last Week Bad for London A('idictsl

The Los Angeles Thmes

LONDON—For many of Lon-
don's 1,000 or so junkies, last
week was the toughest since
they had become addicts, Tt
was like everything dried up,”
said a 20-year-old. "H (heroin),
shot up to four quld ($9.80)...
Man, everybody was sick."

Not everybody, perhaps, but
enough. By American standards,
junkies here have had it soft
and sny trouble makes ‘‘the
scene'’ nervous,

#he trouble was a new Iaw
which went into force last April
16 and shifted responsibility for
the prescription of heroin and
cocaine from general practition-
ers to specially designated hos-
pital drug treatment centers—
there are 16 of them in London
and all are free,

“We all knew Il was coming,”
a junkie at one of the clinics
sald, his head nodding slightly,
“but we still got taken by sur-
prise, For three days I couldn't
find a clinic. T would have pald
anything for a fix."

The transition was bound to
be difficult. On its face, all the
law appears to do is sanction
clinics with psychiatric staffs to
take over from GP’'s the time
consuming chores of minister-
ing to the emotional and medi-
cal needs of addicts who In
turn are spared the furtive,
often desperate search for sym-
pathetic doctors.

It seems simple and sensible
and leaves unchanged the fun.
damental ‘underpinning in the
British approach to addiction:
The legal avallabllity of hard
drugs, particularly heroin.

But for the addicts, the law
means the imposition of some-
thing they fear almost as much
as withdrawal—institutionaliza-
tion, It means doctors responsi-
ble to the government and too

often interested only in ending
a8 many, habits as possible,

"“They look at you coldly,” &
particularly jittery 22-year-old
sald, “and tell you you're get-
ting leds this week . . . my GP
would never do that.”

The GP's wouldn't, but In the
opinfon of most experts, this is
precisely the reason the num-
ber of nddicts In Britain has
grown from something like 25
in 1950 to a figure today esti-
mated variously at from 1,500
8,000,

The doctors, especially those
more Interested in fee than pa-
tient, would ‘prescribe virtually
whatever the junkie requested.
Often this was two or three
times what was needed. The
surplus went to friends—some-
times, free, but usuaily on the
infokmal ‘“‘gray market” that
developed in the drug under-
world. And so the problem
spread.

By ending overprescription,
the experts hope if not to end,
then at least to curtail the rise
in the number of addicts and
at the same time bring all exist-
ing addicts—including those
who have existed on other's
surpluseés — Into the system.
““Here,'" gsaid one clinic doctor,
"‘we can at least be sure they

are taking care 6f themselves.” only hercin and cocalne and %04 barbiturates. “Just when

“Our immediate goal," he
went on, "is not to cure the pa-
tieht, but to find out all we can
about addiction. We can't really
think about a cure until we
know what we're up against.”

Obviously, the clinies will
have to tread lightly, The doc:
tors must win the trust of the
junkies, but more important,
they must prescribe exactly the
addict’'s needs, To overpre-
scribe is to negate the purpose
of the clinles; to underprescribe
is to force the addicts back info
the street and bring on what is
universally feared—an Ameri-
can style black market.

Already rumors abound,
“Down In the 'dilly (Plcadilly
Circus underground station, a
junkie meeting place) the
other night,” an addict confid-
ed, ‘“there were some blokes

. . all dressed up In suits, I
thought they were cops, dut
they were pushers, the first
real ones I'ye ever seen,'

But officinls refuse to get
ruffled in these early days.
‘*The changeover,” they saay,
‘has been smooth.”

Yet one loophole in the law
has already . become obvious.

Rockefeller Charges RFK
Tailors Talks to Regions

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP)—QGov.
Nelson A. Rockefeller ripped
into Sen. Robert F. Kennedy to-
day, charging that Kennedy tal-
lors his speeches to the region
of tho United States in which he
s speaking,

“The junior senator from New
York, campaigning hard for the
Democratic nomination, seems
able to change his rhetoric as
fast. as he wants to change his
residence,” Rockefeller said.

“As you know he recently
campaigned through Indiana
,and Nebraska in an entirely
new role, a study in conspicuous
conservatism,''

Rookefeller's speech, pre-
pared for dellvery at Emory
University in Atlanta, was the
hardest hitting pronouncement
he has made since he entered
the race for the Republican
nomination for president;

He quoted his potentlal GOP
rival, Goy. Ronald Reagan of
California, as saying of Kenne-
dy, "I get the feeling that I've
been writing some of his speech-
es."”

Rockefeller s a two-ddy
swing through the“South,

His main purpose has been to
meest with Republican delega-
tions which are most closely
aligned in social and pglitical
philosophy ta Reagan and for-
mer Vice President Richard M.
Nixon thau to him,

The gist of the governor's
speech at Emory was the rela-
tionship between the presidency
and national unity. He called for
“straight talk,”

“We cannot be doubletalked
{nto national unity by Demo-
crats or Republicans,'' Rocke-
feller sald, "And straight talk
ds 2, 8e~in~ the same

things on all subjécts to all men
in all states at all times,

“We have not been hearing
much stralght talk so far this
year."'

Rockefeller did not refer to
Nixon by name but sald, refer-
ring to a proposal by Nixon, "It
Is not straight talk to stress the
need for great military power to
repel all Communist threats,
while holding forth the hope that
our military draft might soon be
abandoned for the easier expe-
dient of an ‘all volunteer
Army'."”

Nixon has spoken of the ad-
vantages of a professional
American Army composed of
volunteers,
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
