French Say No to Wage Offer
PARIS (AP) —French union 

officials, management and the 
government reached agreement 
on wage issues today to end the 
nation’s 11-day strike, but the 
i m m e d i a t e  response from 
French workers was “ non.”

Meeting at tolg factories in 
Palls, Lyon, Marseilles and 
Nantes rejected the settlement 
smd for the first time slhce the 
strike began Paris was hit by 
scattered electricity cuts.

Employes of the state-run gas 
and electricity company were 
angry because a meeting on 
their grievances had been put 
off.

Union leaders toured the 
strikebound factories explaining 
the agreement. The 'workers 
shouted their disapproval at the 
nationalized Renault automo­
bile works and the privately 
owned Citroen plant.

None of the union leaders 
would predict whether the 10 
million striking workers would 
accept the pact and end the 
giant defiance of President 
Charles de Gaulle’s govern­
ment. But Georges Seguy, sec­
retary general of the Commu­
nist-led General Confederation 
of Workers, said the decisions 
should be made “ in a . short 
time."

Seguy said the unions had 
achieved only partial success in 
the two nights of negotiating 
sessions, which lasted a total of 
27 hours.

“ We have arrived at hn en­
semble of conclusions which one 
can say constitutes an agree­
ment,” Premier Georges Pom­
pidou told newsmen as the deci­
sive 14-hour i^ession ended at 
7:46 a.m.

If the settlement is ratified by

the workers, its cost may force 
De Gaulle to curtail or even 
abandon such expensive items 
as his nuclear' strike force and 
large-scale aid to developing 
countries. He may also have to 
dig deep into France’s hoard of 
gold which he has been using to 
put pressure on the dollar and 
the British pound.

Although the labor front was 
looking up, Pompidou was 
plag^ued with the possibility of 
more trouble on the second 
front of France’s crisis, the stu­
dent rebellion.

The National Students’ Union 
called a 24-hour demonstration 
to begin today against alleged 
police provocations which it 
claimed were responsible for 
the bloody rioting in Paris 
Thursday and Friday nights.

The Interior Ministry gave the 
students permission for a street 
march followed by a meeting at 
a stadium. Leaders of the stu­
dents' union pledged that the 
demonstration would be nonvi­
olent, but radical groups who 
have been talking revolution re­
fused to Join in the pledge.

Heavy riot police .forces were 
expected to be on hand in the 
Latin Quarter to break up any 
menacing gathering “ with nei­
ther weakness nor delay,” as 
Pompidou threatened over the 
weekend.

The premier's tactic has been 
to give priority to the workers’ 
demands since the general 
strike Is having the more seri­
ous effect on the nation’s econo­
my and its life.

Presumably the government 
now will turn to the students’ 
demands for sweeping reform of 
the antiquated university sys­
tem. Pompidou has threadyt ^ r

‘ promised a thorough shakeup 
and agreed to most of the stu­
dents’ original demands, but 
they have continued their strike 
and occupation of their universi­
ties, holding marathon discus­
sion sessions at which they 
argue about how to go about re­
volutionizing French society.

The Syndicate of University 
Teach.'irs announced its support 
for the new student demonstra­
tion. But the Communist party 
again turned their back on the 
young rebels, telling its follow­
ers to stay away because “ new 
provocations” might hamper 
achievement of the workers' 
aims.

The agreement worked out 
with the labor leaders included:

1. An increase in the mini­
mum hourly wages from 2.2 
francs to 3 francs an hour, or 
from 45 to 60 cents. This will af­
fect 450,000 workers.

2. An across the board wage 
hike for industrial workers of 7 
per cent on June 1 and another 3 
per cent on Oct. 1. The unions 
reportedly asked for 21 per cent.

3. Reduction of the work week 
from 46-47 hours to 40 without 
loss in pay. A compromise was 
reached on the timetable.

4. Management agreed to ex­
amine the union_demand for
lowering of the'retirement age 
from 65 to 60 for men and 55 for 
women.

5. The unions also apparently 
won their demands for greater 
freedom for union activities in 
the shops.

6. Workers will be advanced 
60 per cent of the wages lost 
during the strike but it must be 
repaid by the end of the year.

PARIS (AP)—U.S.-Am­

bassador W. Averell Hwri- 
man charged today that 
North Vietnam has sent 
more than 200,000 troops 
to fight in South Vietnam 
in the last four years and 

, most of these have “be­
come casualties of the com­
bat or fallen prey to dis­
ease or other mishaps.”  

Harriman made this assertion 
in pressing Ambassador Xuan 
Thuy to admit that Northern 
troops have been fighting In the 
South, a contention which North 
Vietnam has Impliclty denied.

A U.S. spokesman said later 
that Thuy seom,ed to come close 
to acknowledging that Northern 
troops are in the South. Thuy 
declared that once the United 
States had attacked Vietnam 
“ any Vietnamese had the right 
to light and to do that on any 
part of the territory of his dear 
country.”

This la virtually the same lan­
guage as Thuy has used before 
but the U.S. side was Interested 
now in his emphasis on “ any 
Vietnamese" having the right to 
fight “ on any part of the territo­
ry.”

The United States had long 
contended that the Northern 
buildup in the South began In 
late 1964. Harriman said “ well 
over 200,000 North Vietnamese 
have been dispatched Into the 
South since autumn 1964.”

The U.S. government esti­
mates, he continued, that as of 
last month there were “ well 
over 70,000” of the Northerners 
in their own army units in the 
South and “well over 15,000“ 
others in Viet Cong units.

“ Even more are on the way,” 
Harriman said, “lii recent 
months the total North Viet­
namese presence has increased 
to approximately 70 per cent of 
North Vietnamese and - Viet 
Cong combat forces, and shows 
signs of continuinig to Increase 
rather than decrease.”

Thuy charged that the talks 
had failed so far to achieve any 
results because the United 
States has refused to take up 
“ the main aim of these conver­
sations” Gie end o f the bomb­
ing of North Vietnam.

Harriman accused Hanoi of 
giving out distorted figures on 
American atid allied losses in 
the war.

“ We hope that you are not de­
ceiving yourselves,”  Harriman 
told Thuy.

Kennedy Courts Undecided Voter 
While McCarthy Sees Oregon Win

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — 
Sen. Robert F. Kennedy courted 
the undecided voter in Oregon 
today while Sen. Eugene J. 
McCarthy claimed “ every sigh” 
now points to a hefty vote in his 
column in Tuesday's Democrat­
ic presidenpal primary.

And Republican Richard M. 
Nixon said supporters of two ab­
sent GOP rivals. Govs. Ronald 
Reagan of California and Nelson 
A. Rockefeller of New York, are 
working in tandem, in an effort 
to stop his drive for the White 
House nomination.

The former vice president 
said he does not think that ef­

fort will succeed, and forecast 
he will get 55 ^ r  cent of the 
GOP vote Tuesday. *

Kennedy and his top lledten- 
ants believe a substantial bloc 
of Oregon Democrats are still 
undecided in the final hours of a 
hectic campaign, and they are 
concerned because in past out­
ings, McCarthy appeared to 
have scored well with late-de­
ciding voters.

A McCarthy victory would be 
rated an upset.

But the Minnesota senator 
said the reports he received 
were encoura^ng. “ Every sign 
I have up to now indicates that I

will do very well in this state," 
ne said.

Nixon took note of the Demo­
cratic clash with this Jibe:

“ If Kennedy doesn’t win the 
Oregon primary that proves the 
value of the dollar has really 
gone down.”

While the candidates traveled, 
t h e i r  organizations waged 
heavy, last-minute television 
campaigns, concentrating on 
Portland stations to reach a me- 

'tropolltan area which accounts 
for more than half the Demo­
cratic registration.

One key question on the minds 
of the Democratic campaign­

ers : How big a share of the vote 
will President Johnson capture 
from people who want Vice 
President Hubert H. Humphrey 
to become the nominee?

Both the Kennedy and Mc­
Carthy camps indicated their 
surveys of voter opinion pointed 
to a tight race. Kennedy has 
won two past tests from Mc­
Carthy, the recent on May 14 in

Law Upheld 
On Burning 
Draft Card

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Su­
preme Court upheld today a 
1965 federal law that made it a 
crime to burn or otherwise de­
stroy draft cards.

The 8-1 decision was given by 
Chief "j»wUce Earl Warren. Jus­
tice William O. Douglas dissent­
ed. __

“ A law prohibiting destruction 
of Selective Service certificates 
no more abridges, free speech on 
its face than a motor vehicle 
law prohibiting the destruction 
of drivers’ licenses, or a tax law 
prohibiting the destruction of 
books and records.”  Warren 
wrote.

The 1965 law, an amendment 
to federal draft law, had been 
declared unconstitutional by the 
U.S. Clircuit (^urt in Boston. 
That court held that draft card 
burnings Is a form of protest 
protected by the First Amend- 
ment’ .s free speech guarantees.

The Supreme Court, through 
Warren, upset this holding and 
bottomed Its position on "the  
constitutional power of Congregs 
to raise and support armies and 
to make all laws necessary and 
proper to that end.”

Douglas, in dissent, said it Is 
“ undoubtedly true”  that Con­
gress has broad and sweeping 
powers over Selective Service 
when a state of war has been 
declared.

However, he went on, there is 
a question whether even the 
drafting A)f men Is permissible // 
without a declaration of war. ‘

1 didn’t  see the production, 
and what I  know ebout i t  is 
from reviews and pictures I  
have received from Germany. 
TTie photos indloaite tha t Kara­
jan’s conception is similar bo 
tha t of the late Wlekuid Wag­
ner a t  Bayreuth, so fa r as atag- 
ing Is concerned.

Schnleder-Siemssen’s sets are 
stark and Impreealonlstic.

Karajan’s  lighting is all spot­

ty  and downward so tha t the 
stage floor seems meaaled with 
light. Make-ups are heavy and 
distorted in the manner of Ro­
din’s "Burghers of Calate.’’ TVi- 
gether with the down-lighting 
ttaia makes the eye sockets coal 
black and facial expressions 
Just about Impossible to  dla- 
tingulah. —

Altogether, It’s the sort of 
staging and lighting that I  de­
plore, but a t least the giants 
(Fafner end FasoH) are not so 
erratloally made up as in the 
Bayreuth production. Otherwise 
It looks distinctly imitative, a t 
least from photos.

Critical reaction seems to be 
that Karajan is no worse than 
many others at staging Wag­
ner, but th a t he is no world- 
beater either. However, the crit-' 
ics seem to be unanimous in 
their praises of hlS conducting 
and the sound of the Berlin 
Philharmonic.

Generally, Fischer-Dieskau 
seems to come off With the 
greatest laurels for his Wotan. 
Maybe so; I would expect the 
voice to be a little too lyric 
(or the part which Is really 
dramatic. Or maybe he has de­
veloped from the lieder singer 
I knew.

Erwin Wohlfart as Mime also 
gets good reviews; Hans Otto 
Spingel calls him a "model."

Last Thursday when the state 
committee reorganized in Har­
risburg, Kennedy and Hum­
phrey factions hosted cocktail 
parties. Sen. Edward M. Kenne­
dy of Massachusetts urged dele­
gates to reserve their commit­
ment until they could meet his

brother.
“ When the Kennedys haVe the 

power they don’t ask you to 
wait," one Humphrey supporter 
observed. “ They ask you to wait 
only when they’re on the weak 
side of things.”

Mayor James H. J. Tate of 
Philadelphia, one of the unan­
nounced Humphrey backers, 
said the vice president "has the 
edge Ifl this state now."

Tate’s political lieutenants In 
the state’s biggest city, a Demo­

cratic stronghold for two dec­
ades, arc on the Humphrey 
committee.

Going over the list of the un­
committed, and assessing their 
close party connection with 
delegates already on the vice 
president’s team, shows Hum­
phrey probably would gamer 
the support of most.

In Its present crisis was its admission 
of guilt and neglect and failure on the 
pert of the existing “system" or "estab- 
Ushmmt,” which are names, at least, 
for what the present world tide of In- 
iiwtlnctlve revolution has under attack 
everywhere.

What has been happening in France, 
President de Gaulle conceded, demon­
strates “the necessity for a change In 
our society, and everything Indfcateo that 
this change should Include a broader 
participation by every one In the con­
duct and results of the activity In which 
each one In the conduct and results of 
the activity In which each Is directly 
concemed."

The “state’s first duty," ho said, la 
“to assure, d e^ ite  everything, the basic 
existence at the country, as well as 
law and order."

“But next, without any doubt,” he 
oontinued, “there are structuree to be 
changed, that Is, reformed."

And when the BTeneh President under­
took to give his definition of the man­
date he was going to ask from the peo­
ple of France at a referendum in June, 
Uiis was die somewhat revidutloiiary lan­
guage he used;

"To reconstruct the universities with 
regard not to their age-old customs, but 
to the country’s real needs for evolution 
and to the actual opportunities In modem 
society tor the student youth.

Some of this language sounds almost 
as if de Gaulle himself were Joining and 

' trying to lead the revolution he has sud -'' 
denly discovered swirling through his 
country. So one asks the question; Does 
'President de Gaulle really believe In such 
a  thing as letting the students of a uni­
versity attain- a top role In the man­
agement of that university? Or is he 
trying to strike that pose which stands 
the greatest chance of appeasing the 
revohitlonlets 6t the moment?

What he is i-eally trying to do, it al­
most seems, is asking the revolutionists 
to give him i  mandate to lead their 
revolution.

It does not seem likely that the revolu­
tionists will buy his proposition that he 
bp allowed to become their leader.

If he wins his referendum, then, or 
is allowed to hold it, that will be be­
cause the revolutionists are actually a 
minority in any population, university* 
jiqpulatlon, trade union population, farm -. 
er population, national population, and 
because there is still, inactive and im- 
demonstrative, a big middle majority 
everywhere which wants law and order 
and sdbstantlal preservation'of the ex­
isting "system.’’

up at 6,000 feet of a modest-slied Jet and 
the loss of its 42 passengers, would have 
destroyed any modem plane of whatever 
slie, such was Its atmospheric ferocity.

And the second, related thing tiie fed­
eral safety examiners emphasised in 
their report on this crash was that the 
arrival of the Jets, with their capacity 
to cruise high above weather systems 
if need be, has not really done anything 
to eliminate the danger of the turbulence 
in the lower altitudes through which all 
planes must pass, even if merely on their 
way to and from the 80,000 foot level.

“If any good is to be derived from this 
accident,’’ says the federal report on the 
Nebraska crash, “it must take the form 
of increased knowledge relating to de­
sign and operation of aircraft in turbu­
lent atmospheric conditions; of the na­
ture of the turbulence which may be ex­
pected, especially at lower levels; of the 
proper operational procedures to be fol­
lowed if such turbulence must be pene­
trated; ahd of the forces apd accelera­
tions which may be produced on an air­
craft by that turbulence.”

The report concludes that, in this par­
ticular instance, the pilot in question 
should never have been allowed or never 
have decided to try to fly through the 
line of thunderstorms which had formed 
across his route. And it raises a tech­
nical question whether the planes de­
signed with the high T-shaped tails may 
not be a little vulnerable when high and 
turbulent winds get twisting around them. 
What happened lit the Nebraska crash 
was 'that one gust hdit one side of the tail 
one way while another gust came at the 
other side from the opposite direction, 
resulting in a clean snapping off of both 
sides of the tall.

But the main point is that a prolonged 
and very expert feder^ examination of 
the accident has come up iMth the con­
clusion that weather must still be con- 
ridered a  faOtor in flying even with big 
Jets.

The note is appropri­
ate, for a sackcloth-and-Eishes rhetoric 
has become curiously chic in some in­
tellectual circles.

The fashion, building in the undercur­
rents for some time, was crystalized by 
the National Advisory Commission on 
Civil Disorders. The Oommisson was 
not content to report that the race-slum 
problem is a deadly serious one, or even 
to suggest openended and multibillion-dol- 
lar programs. No, the Commission felt 
it necessary to slight the notable if in­
complete progress this nation has made 
with its racial problem, and to indict 
"white institutions" and “white society" 
with “white racism."

The fashion of self-mortification has 
been spreading rapidly. Deleg;ates to the 
General Assembly of the United Presby­
terian Church replaced their traditional 
litany, for example, with one imploring . 
God. “Forgive us for pretending to care 
for the poor, when we do not like poor 
people and do not want them in our 
homes," and “Forgive us for bypassing 
political duties; for condemning civil dis­
obedience when we will not obey You.” 

*1110 putative purpose of such remon- 
strations is to help the poor and the Ne­
gro, of course, but always in some am­
biguous way. No one bothers to specify 
seriously Just how the penitents are now 
to solve the problems of ^ e lr  poorer 
brethren. ’The remonstrations, indeed, 
smack of helplessness and a resulting 
flight from reality.

If, for example, the President’s riot 
commission had really believed its pro­
posals were  ̂ convincing enough to 
stand a legislative chance, it would have 
treated them seriously —with dispas- ' 
Sion and in detail. Instead, it produced 
an unexamined shopping list without 
bothering vdth such obvious details as 
the mpney cost. Sensing that its pro­
posals were not a serious program, it 
compensated with inflammatory rtiet- 
orlc.

Beyond that, though, we suspect that 
a more subtle purpose is served by what 
President Johnson calls “bad-mouthing.” 
Since most Americans live in unpre­
cedented luxury, nearly all of us are 
likely to suffer t in g e s  of guilt that oth­
ers do not fully share our bounty. Sim­
ilarly, nearly any human being of what­
ever race is likely to feel somev:;.-', il! 
at ease in dealing with strangers of dif­
ferent appearance or different habits. 
Many of us feel personal guilt when we 
find within ourselves any trace of this 
unfortunate aspect of human nature.

This sensitivity is good, but somehow 
it gets distorted. Some Americans over­
react when they discover human nature 
within themselves; they feel the guilt 
Is not universal but personal and in­
dividual. They grasp at straws to atone 
for the guilt they feel. ’Dius, when they 
tongue-lash themselves and their socie­
ty as “racist,” they feel somehow 
cleansed and more noble.

The deepest purpose behind the re- 
monstratlons of guilt, then, is a self-serv­
ing one. However genuinely fel.t, the re­
monstrations do not really help the poor. 
They make the proclaimers of gulM feel 
better.

That in itself is not too damaging,' but 
like President Johnson we are deeply 
concemed about what the mood of de­
spair will do to national self-confidence, 
which is necessary to solve any of the 
nation’s problems, and most of all those 
cbncemlng race and poverty.

' A measure of self-confidence' will be 
necessary, in particular, to sift and win­
now among the plethora of proposals of­
fered in the name of the poor, to con­
centrate available public resources in a 
few potentially decisive areas such as 
education. Self-confidence will also be 
needed to make It clear to the poor that 
while the public can help, what really 
counts is their own effort. Wish as we all 
might for quicker and easier ways to 
reduce poverty, there are none.

To recognize what needs to be done 
with poverty and other problems, the 
nation needs a  clearer 'view of its own 
mind and moods. As a start, it needs to 
understand that the currentlv fashion­
able rhetoric is only superficially altru­
istic, that intellectual masochism is es­
sentially a self-indulgence. WALL

PORTLAND, Oregon—̂ Wheth­
er Sen. Robert F. Kennedy 
scores a less than smashing vic­
tory as expected or is upset and 
thereby eliminated lor the Presi­
dential race, Tuesday’s (May 
28) Oregon primary must be re'- 
garded as- a major miscalcula­
tion by the Kennedy camp.

While the men and money of 
the Kennedy apparatus concen­
trated on a fuUle effort in In­
diana and the finale in Califor­
nia Jime 4, Oregon was ignored. 
Too late, Kennedy men now 
worry that by treating Oregon 
as a stepchild they have risked 
a  fatal defeat. For this is the 
first and only primary where 
Sen. Eugene McCarthy has any 
chance to upset Kennedy.

Actually, some of the pessi­
mism pouring out of the Benson 
Hotel penthouse suite of Steve 
Smith, Kennedy’s brother-in-law 
and national campaign man­
ager, Is Intentional poor-mouth­
ing to make a victory seem 
larger than it is. In-a full day 
of polling last Tuesday in the 
Portlant area using a voter 
sample and questionnaire pre­
pared by the Oliver Quayle or­
ganization, we found Kennedy, 
well ahead of McCarthy (though 
well under BO per cent of Jhe 
vote.)

More important, however, we 
found Kennedy’s support softer 
and less dependable than Mc­
Carthy’s and the opposition to 
him more intense. If Kennedy’s 
soft support doesn’t  actually 
vote, the outcome will be close.

On its face, Oregon is not 
Kennedy country. Voting blocs 
that are Bobby’s bulwark else­
where—Negro, Mexican, Irish, 
Southern and Eastern European 
—are absent In this white An­
glo-Saxon Protestant enclave. 
Some 16 per cent of the state’s 
Democratic voters are over age 
68, no area of. strength for the 
candidate of youth.

Nebraska jxised a similar 
problem for Kennedy, and a vet­
eran Kennedy operative—Pat­
rick Luoey of Wisconsin—came 
to Omaha to build an organiza­
tion five weeks before the May 
14 primary. But lulled by early 
favorable polls, Kennedy plan­
ners took no such precautions 
in Oregon—relying wholly on 
Rep. Edith Green, the powerful 
Congresswoman from Portland.

Though a prodigious vote- 
getter and a tough political In- 
flghter, Mrs. Green did nothing 
about building an organization. 
Kennedy’s personal agent here, 
New York lawyer William van 
den Heuvel, arrived May 1 and 
immediately reported back that 
Oregon could be lost.

Nevertheless, reinforcements 
did not arrive until the week of 
May 20. Smith, Lucey, Law­
rence' F. O’Brien. By then, it 
was too late to do the things 
left undone. An effective tele­
phone campaign, for example, 
caimot be put together by elec­
tion day.

In contrast, McCarthy’s 
organization hero — run by a 
New York author and political 
amateur named Arthur Herzog 
—' is obviously more efficient 
than McCarthy’s overall effort. 
A big crowd greeting McCarthy 
a t the huge Lloyd shopping cen­
ter here last Monday was the 
product of efficient organization

and was vastly more enthu­
siastic than Kennedy’s Portland 
audiences three days earlier.

StiU, Kennedy is the front run­
ner. Our Portland house-to- 
house survey of 61 Democratic 
voters, conducted with Mrs. 
Gladys Wallace, Oregon super­
visor for the pollster Quayle, 
showed these results; Kennedy, 
22; McCarthy, 16; President 
Johnson (still on the ballot) 5; 
Vice President Humphrey 
(write-in), B; Nelson Rocke­
feller (write-in), 2; George 
Wallace (write-in), 1; undecid­
ed, 10.

That amounts to 36 per cent 
for Kennedy (or 43 per cent if 
given a share of the undecided) 
— adequate but not exciting. 
However, we found many Ken­
nedy voters to be young house­
wives vaguely for Kennedy, 
mainly out of respect for his 
martyred brother. The McCar­
thy partisans, dedicated to 
McCarthy and usually fiercely 
anti-Kennedy, are more certain 
to vote.

Our survey indicated that the 
eleventh-hour telephone cam­
paign by organized labor urg­
ing votes for President Johnson 
as a “stand-in” for Humphrey 
has struck few sparks. Some 
Johnson-Humphrey streng;th 
will be siphoned off into a 
spontaneous but not impressive 
write-in vote for Humphrey.

Kennedy men dream Oregon 
could be to RFK what West 
Virginia was to JFK in 1960 — 
a primary he was supposed to 
lose but ended up winning in 
a landslide. The parallel is in­
exact. Bobby was never suppos­
ed to lose Oregon, and a land­
slide is out of the question. Con­
sidering the inattention lavished 
on Oregon until a week ago, the 
Kennedy camp should consider 
Itself lucky with any kind of win 
here one week before the Cali­
fornia showdown.

Building Panel Hears Plans 
For School with Partitions

The Middle School Building 
Committee last week heard 
plans for a 32-olasBroom mid­
dle school using movable parti­
tions, and voted to ask the ar- 
diiiteots to see 'what could be 
done to reduce both the overall 
coat of the school and the per 
foot cost of construction.

'Ihe major expense which is 
higher than anticipated involves 
the outside construction of the 
school, wtilch would be Irregu­
larly shaped, aocor^ng to the 
plans presented by architect 
Richard Quinn.

The school will be built on 
three stories with a  core area 
of a  library and school offices.

A unique feature of .tiie plans 
is the triangular shape of the 
classrooms, which would per­
mit about three classrooms in 
the area usually occupied by 
two.

The teacher woifld be located 
a t a squared off tip of the tri­
angle with the students fanned 
out in a radial seating arrange­
ment.

The classrooms would be sep­
arated by movable partitions, 
permitting the exipanslon of the 
classrooms to permit group or 
team teaching.

Three of the triangular ci'Oss- 
rooms would provide sufficient 
^>ace fexr an auditorium 'when 
the partitions were removed.

'The classrooms would permit 
flexibility of size, but not of ar­
rangement, school board Chair­
man David Cook noted.

Other committee members 
questioned 'the 'Occustical prop­
erties of movable partitions, as 
well as the economy of con- 
iStruction.

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Nixon Sure 
O f Winning 
Nomination
PORTLAND, 0r«. (AP) -  

I>V>rmer Vice President Richard 
M. Nixon, summing up five 
months of primary campaign- 
Inc. says only an unusual com- 
btoatlon of clrcumstMces can 
deny him the Republican presi­
dential nomination.

Barring some dramatic new 
development that cannot now be 
ftjfeseen, Nixon said In an Inter­
view he la confident he can 
stand off the thrusts of New 
York Oov. Nelson A. Rockefel­
ler and California Gov. Ronald 
Reagan and walk off with the ; 
pr^p on an early ballot at the 
Miami Beach, Fla., convention.

One development which could 
cloud this optimistic picture, he 
concedes, would be an unexpet- 
ed showing by Rockefeller and 
Reagan In Tuesday’s Oregon 
primary balloting.

Nixon has lowered his sights 
in this last of the major primar­
ies for the Republican contend­
ers, maintaining that 60 per | 
cent of the GOP vote will be a 
satlsfae&ry victory. He has 
been averaging around 70 per 
cent in other primaries, where 
the combined Rockefeller-Rea- 
gan threat has not been serious.

If he wins in Oregon and adds i 
South Dakota’s 14 convention | 
vptes In a June 4 primary with- j 
out further camptdgning there, « 
Nixon thinks he will have estab- | 
lished a commanding lead in the | 
nomination contest. <

"It will take an unusual com -1 
blnation of circumstances for J 
me to be defeated for the nomi- 1 
nation," he saiid. "It can't be i 
bought through the expenditure j 
of money (an obvious allusion to j 
Rockefeller). |

"Rockefeller’s hope lies in a | 
change in the opinion poll stand- I 
ings. They have got to change in 
such a way as to indicate that 
he woiAd .win in November and | 
I wouldn’t.

“ But they also would have to 
show not only that he could win I 
nationally but that he could be 
of more help than I in electing 
members of Congress, state ofti- ' 
cials, sheriffs and other local of- 
flcere.”

Nixon thinks that It might be 
possible tor, Rockefeller and 
Reagan to put together a combi­
nation wim the favorite sons 
that coidd stall his convention 
bandwagon.

"The principals mighf "agree 
on such a combination,”  he 
said, "but I don’t think their fol­
lowers would go along. Their 
support comes from such differ­
ent elements of the party that 
there would bo great reluctance 
of the backers of one to coalesce 
with the other.”  i

Nixon said if there ever was a 
chance that the Republican gov­
ernors would swing their com­
bined weight behind Rockefeller 
it has evaporated. The GOP 
governors will meet in Tulsa, 
Okla., June 14-16 to draft pro­
posed convention platform 
planks and discuss candidates.

"I  will have more governors 
supporting me than backing 
Rockefeller,”  he predicted.

Nixon said he expects a ma­
jority of the delegations headed 
by favorite sons to come over to 
his camp after a first ballot test 
of the candidates’ standings.

He said, for example, that he 
regards Illinois, where Sen. 
Charles H. Percy may be the fa­
vorite son of the 68-vote delega­
tion, as "m y best state”  in the 
Northern industrial complex.

He said he expects substantial 
support from Ohio, Michigan, 
and Massachusetts ' when the 
countdown begins. Denied New 
York and California, Nixon is 
leaning heavily on Southern 
delegations for his base of con­
vention operations. He indicated 
he does not regard Reagan as a 
serious threat at this time to 
this base.

Pops Concert 
Goes W ell  
Under Miller

n.v .loiiN GRritKii
Mitcli Miller presided on the 

podium Saturday evening as the 
Hartford Symphony closed its 
season of Pops Conceits. Tech­
nically 1 would say liis style is 
based on Euge.ie Ormandy's, 
combined witli a (Styli ĉd imita­
tion of the movements of a tim­
ber faJler from the Pacific 
Northwest.

But he docs know his music 
and he got the orcliostra to play 
well. Things opened with Web­
er’s Overture to Euryanlhe, 
long a standby of conductors 
locking for a brilliant openi.ng 
number for a program. It went 
just as well as you'd bear it any- 
wlierc, and it isn't easy to play 
or to conduct.

By far the most impressive 
job of the evening wius done with 
Schubert’s seldom played Sec­
ond Symphony. I didn't like Mr. 
Miller's employment of the full 
orcliestral resources; after' .ill, 
this symjjhony was conceived 
for a living room and got its 
first pcrfornvince tliere. Yet if 
Ihe conductor had reduced the 
size of his forces, the audience 
would’liave been ninre thoroiigli- 
ly baffled than it was. fit ap- 
pliiuded each movement in 
(urn ail'd was apparently thor­
oughly untamilifir witli sym­
phonic .structure. I

Bees Smoked from Hemlock 
To Honeyed Life in Bolton

Manchester residents we<« > 
taken forcibly ito Bolton last 
weeic because they were un- 
desireable in their chosen lo­
cation. lit was either move or 
be exterminated.

Going by similar reports 
from elsewhere in the state, 
it’s beginning to seem that 
bees are as unsettled these 
days as humans.

The Manchester bees, per­
haps dispossessed because of 
a house being built, perhaps 
Just 'plain itching to get out 
of the same old rut, or bee­
line, became Increasingly evi­
dent and threatening in a 
young hemlock on Hlghwood 
Dr.

A  beekeeper in Bolton was 
called. Turned out that his 
bees had all died o ff last win­
ter because a mouse had 
sneaked into the hive, and he 
was dellghited to have new 
tenants.

Armed with gloves, a head 
net, clippers, and a contrap­
tion to make smoke, he ap­
proached the swarm early 
one cool spring evening.

The bees had formed them­
selves into a solid pouch, 
hanging from a low branch. 
He carefully dipped this off 
and placed it in one of the 
“super’s" or drawers, from 
his hive. Quickly covering the 
super with a window screen 
he picked* It up, only to. have 
the bottom fall out and many 
o f the bees escape, angrily.

.The crowd of onlookers — 
a dozen children and a half- 
dozen or so adults and a cat — 
moved circumspectly back.

The beekeeper lit his smoke 
machine, which bums old 
rags and is supposed to make 
the bees groggy. The bees 
seemed quite wide awake, but 
they regrouped on two more 
pouches, so two more 
branches were clipped from 
the little hemlock.

’This time the box held, and 
the whole humming congrega­
tion was placed on top of a 
station wagon, tied with a 
donated Jump rope, and 
driven, very cautiously, to 
Bolton, spilling a few
stagfglers as it went. The
following cars never knew the 
danges they might have faced 
had the knots loosened.

When last visited, the new 
occupants of the hive were 
lapping up the old honey left 
for them, and the queen was 
giving orders Just as if she 
owned the place.

The beekeeper, when last 
seen, was scratching the re­
mains of his single wbund, 
on his ankle, and washing out 
his honey Jars.

Navy Sees Oil Slick 
In Missing Sub Hunt

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The Navy reported today' 
that an oil slick was spot­
ted-along the return course 
of the missing submarine 
Scorpion two days after 
the atomic sub’s last known 
communication.

The sub and its 99 crewmen 
were to have I'eported to Nor­
folk, Va. at the end of a sub­
merged Atlantic crossing Mon­
day.

Search ships have been or­
dered to the oil slick area to 
look for any surface evidence 
such as debris.

But a Navy captain In charge 
of the massive AUantic search 
effort from the Pentagon cau­
tioned that: "We attach at thla 
time no importance whatso­
ever” to the sighting.

Capt. John P. David told 
newsmen oil slicks are a routine 
sighting at sea.

Nevertheless, David acknowl­
edged at one point, "With the 
passage of time we are more 
apprehensive of what the t>ossi- 
bllities are.”

David said the $40 mllUon 
Scorpion should have surfaced 
about 4 p.m. Monday 66 mUes 
off Norfolk. The Navy earlier 
had the estimated arrival Ume 
at several hours earlier.

When the Scorpion failed to 
appear the Navy asked all ships 
In the Atlantic to check their re­
cords for any sightings or con­
tacts with the Scorpion since 
she was last heard from about 
midnight May 31.

The USS Monrovia, an attack 
transport which was part of an 
amphibious squadron reluming 
from the Mediterranean, had 
something.

"The quartermaster of the 
Monrovia in reviewing his log 
found that he had noted on 12:66 
Greenwich time—8 :66 In the 
morning Washington time on 
May 23—that the ship had 
passed an oil sllok.”

’This was about 1,200 to 1,400 
miles almost due east of Nor­
folk, the Scorpion’s home base, 
and in an AUanUc area ranging 
to 9,000 feet deep—far below the 
level at which the Navy could 
hope to rescue men from a dis­
abled sub,

’Hie sub failed to appear and a 
broad search was launched with 
at least 36 ships, plans and 
nearly 8,000 men.

Nearly 24 hours later naval 
headquarters received a situa­
tion message from the search 
commander reporting tersely: ’- 
‘Analysis of all sources not 
productive.”

Navy men emphasized the

search remained in the organi­
zation phase at mid-moming 
with assigned ships and subma­
rines proceeding to the search 
area along 600-foot depths 
marking the beginning of the 
Atlantic’s continental shelf 
about 66 miles off Norfolk.

In addition, long-endurance p2 
and p3 submarine search planes 
are flying along a 16-mlIe vHde 
stretch of ocean covering what 
the Navy figures was the Scor­
pion’s plotted course home.

’This covers a line reaching 
about 2,100 miles from Norfolk 
to a point Just south of the 
Azores, almost due east, where 
the Scorpion sent a routine—and 
its last—message about mid­
night May 21 giving its position, 
speed and bearing. No difficul­
ties were mentioned In that 
message.

What may have happened to 
the $40 million U.S. attack sub 
was a mystery. An obvious if 
unexpressed Navy tefii was that 
the Scorpion may have suffered 
a fate similar to that of the 
’Thresher, which disappeared in 
1963 with 129 men aboard.

Education Minister 
Resigns in France

PARIS AP) — Education 
Minister Alain P e y r e f l t t e ,  
caught in the midst of student 
turbulence which touched off 
the strike wave that is costing 
France more than a billion dol­
lars a week in lost production, 
r e s i g n e d  today. Premier 
Georges Pompidou said he will 
take over Peyrefltte’s duties.

Many reports circulated in 
Paris last week about a reshuff 
fling of the Cabinet and Peyre- 
ntte, 42, was among those fre­
quently mentioned as likely to 
be replaced. He had been minis­
ter for Information and minister 
for scientific research and 
atomic matters before he 
moved to the Education Minis­
try April 7, 1967.

With no end in sight to the gen­
eral strike, a leftist leader pro­

posed that a provisional govern­
ment take over to arrange elec­
tion of a successor to President 
Charles de Gaulle.

Francois Mitterrand, presi­
dent of the non-Oommunist Fed­
eration of the Left, called for re­
jection of De Gaulle’s reform 
proposals in the June 16 r«fet«n- 
dum.

Since De Gaulle has threat­
ened to resign if he does not re­
ceive massive support at the 
polls, Mitterrand said "the de­
parture of Gen. De Gaulle after 
June 16, if it doesn’t come be­
fore then, will provoke the dis­
appearance of the premier and 
the present government.”

He called for formation of a

First Degree Manslaughter

Mrs. Crimmins Found Guilty
NEW YORK (AP) — Red- 

haired Alice Crimmins was 
found guilty today of killing her 
4-year-old daughter after a sen- 
sation-packed trial marked by 
the defendant's calm recitation . 
of her extra-marital escapades 
with a number of men.

A Jury of 12 married men an­
nounced its verdict of first de­
gree manslaughter at 1:55 a.m. 
and the crowded courtroom 
gave a collective gasp. The 29- 
year-old defendant, a former 
cocktail waitress, sagged into 
the arms of her attorneys.

A whimper and a sob escaped 
her bowed head, her shoulders 
began quivering and a moment 
later she collapsed completely 
under routine questioning by the 
court clerk.

Then white-haired Justice Pe­
ter Fa'rreli revoked her 
$25,000 bond and remanded her 
to the Women’s House of Deten­
tion. “ Oh, no!”  she cried as at­
tendants led her away and she 
left with a last agonized look to­
ward her husband, Edmund, 32.

After she left he burled his 
face in his hands and sobbed un­
controllably.

Farrell, who presided at the 
14-day trial, set July 12 for sen­
tencing on the con'Wetion which 
could bring a prison term of 
from 10 to 20 yeras.

LBJ Sees No Evidence Hanoi Serious
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Johnson said today he has 
no evidence Hanoi is ready for 
“ quiet; serious discussions" in 
Paris. He called for moving the 
Vietnam talks out of the area of 
what he termed "fantasy and 
propaganda."

The chief executive, standing 
behind his office desk, pledged 
that while the United States Is 
not overly pleased with prog;ress 
in Paris to date, "We shall con­
tinue patiently to see If the Parr 
Is talks can yield constructive 
results."

Johnson made no threat to re­
voke his March 31 order that 
ruled ail save North Vietnam's 
southern panhandle should be 
beyond the range of American 
bombing.

In fact, he repeated earlier 
promises that if Hanoi respond­

ed to that partial bombing halt, 
the United States would be pre­
pared to go farther,

Johnson announced he has in­
vited Democratic and Republi­
can leaders of Congress to a 6 
p.m. EDT 'White House meeting 
with Vance to discuss the situa­
tion.
In discussing Hanoi’s conduct in 
Paris, Johnson said Its repre­
sentatives seek a total bombing 
halt while doing a lot of talking 
without displaying any readi­
ness for real negotiations.

PARIS (AP) — Top U.S. nego­
tiators at the Paris peace talks 
are looking around for houses or 
apartments, anticipating months 
of slow-motion talks with the 
North Vietnamese on the war in 
Southeast Asia.

U.S. Rests 
In Trial 

Of Spock
BOSTON (AP) — The govern­

ment rested its case today 
against Dr. Benjamin Spock and 
four others charged with con­
spiring to aid, abet, and counsel 
young men to avoid the draft.

The government called 30 wit­
nesses and took seven days to 
present its evidence. The state 
wound up its case shortly after 
today’s morning recess with a 
television film of Spock sitting 
down in front of the Whitehall 
Street induction center In New, 
York City last December/

Spock was arrested there with 
others for blocking the way of 
inductees, and the government 
cited the incident as one of sev­
eral antidraft demonstrations 
upon which it based Its indict­
ments.

When the one-minute and 43 
second film had encjfd aftd the 
lights were turned on In the 12th 
floor federal courtroom, Asst. 
U.S. Atty. John Wall told U.S. 
Dist. Court Judge Francis J.W. 
Ford: "your Honor, the govern­
ment rests Its case.”

Under a ruling by Judge 
Ford, the defense lawyers post­
poned their opening remarks 
until the prosecution had fin­
ished Its case.
