McCarthy sald that should si-
lence people who question his
credentials as a real contender
for the nomination, and have
asked whether he will wind up
supporting Kennedy or Vice
President Hubert H. Humphrey.

-Humphrey was an absent ben-
eficlary of Kennedy's Oregon
setback, even though he never
set a campaigning foot in the
state.

Kennedy argued across Ore-
gon that Humphrey Is his real
rival for the nomination. The
vice president came to the race
too late to enter the primarjes,
but he has been criss-crossing
the nation, working to line up
convention delegate ' support.
The Oregon outcome s likely to
make that quest easier. ‘

Humplirey was receiving &
per cent of the Oregon vote on
write.in ballots. President John-
son was on the ballot, although
he has mpurned renomination
and got 18 per cent.

‘ Housing
Bill OK’d
By Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate has passed a $5 billion
housing bill containing a major
new program to help poor fami-
lles buy homes or rent apart-
ments,

A 67-4 vote Tuesday sent the
bill to the House where a Bank-
ing subcommittee already has
approved legislation of similar
scope.

Bponsors volced - confidence
the measure will be sent, lo
President Johnson before final
adjournment, although they
forecast some trouble for it in
the House floor debate,

Johnson issued a statement
applauding Benate approval of
what he called)the largest and
most comprehensive housing
bill in the history of our nation.'

The measure's ers suc-
ceeded in keeping § ely in-
tact during three days of Senate
consideration during which
some 30 amendments were of-
fered, In the end, only four sen-
ators —all Boutherners—volted
against it.

The bill's key feature author-
izes broad new federal subsidies
to help low-income famil{es buy
or rent homes,

The Rev. Ralph David Aber-
nathy, leader of the Poor Peo-
ple's Campaign here, sald the
measure would go a long way
toward meeting his group's
housing goals,

The administration figures the
new subsidles should make pos-
sible 86,000 starts on new and
rehabilitated units avallable for
purchase by low-income fami-
lies in the next year—along with
£0,000 rental units for the poor.

These would provide more
than half of the 300,000 govern-
ment-subsidized housing starts
for these familles which the ad-
ministration has projected for
fiscal 1960 starting July 1,

Congressalonal experts empha-
slzed, however, that the new
programs offer no instant mira-
clea,

They noted the administration
has projected actual expendl-
tures of only $6.9 million for the
homeé-ownership plan in the

Viet Hunt

Saigon

SAIGON (AP) — Bouth Viet.
namese troops battled Viet Cong
holdouts today on the southwest
slde of Salgon as the U.S. Ma-
rines reported hurling back two

massive North Vietnamese as-
saults near Khe Sanh. The Ma-
rines said they killed 230 of the
enemy,

“The war has intensified,"”
sald Gen. Willlam C. Westmore-
land, “‘but the enemy is not
dolng well militarily. They've
had no military victories.'

After four days of hard fight-
ing on the outakirts of Saigon,
the South Vietnamese sald they
had "wiped out the last Viet
Cong pockets In Gla Dinh, on
the northern side of the city,
and retaken two thirds of the
Phu Lam residential area on the
southwest xide of the olty.

In Phu Lam, four miles from
downtown Saigon, govéernment
marines were advancing from
the south while rangers pushed
in from the north, trying to dig
out a Viet Cong force strength-
ened by 100 or more reinforce.
ments during the night.

U.8. gunship helicopters fired
rockets. into buildigs from
which enemy snipers were lay-
Ing down sharp barrages of
small arms and rocket fire into
street Intersections,

South Vietnamese officers
sald one VC prisoner indicated
that the Infiltrators had taken
heavy casualties, possibly up to
60 per cent in two daya of clash-
e, But two South Vietnamese
troops were killed and 10
wounded in the fhrat few hours
of fighting this morning.

The government radio report-
ed more than 100 Viet Cong
killed in the last few days
around Gia Dinh,

A captured Viet Cong docu-
ment unveiled by the U.8.Com-
mand exhorted the guerrilias to
work for “more striking and
more declsive victorles"” to bat-
ter the bargaining position of
North Vietnam's negotiators in
Paris.

Allled intelligence reports in-
dicate that 17 Viet Cong and
North Vietnamese battalions
have been assigned to harpss
Salgon and its suburbs during
the talks. A full-strength enemy
battalion normally means 400
troops but government intelll-
gence gources say some of these
battalions may be down to few-
er than 100 men after severe
logses in the enemy’s February
Tet olfensive.

Along South Vietnem's north-
ern frontier, fighting also con-
tinued for the fifth straight day.
A U.8. spokesman said allied
forces have killed more than
8,000 North Vietnamese along
the demilitarized zone since
May 1, about a third of them in
the past four days.

Orange Object
Seen in Sub Hunt

\

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Navy today reported
the sighting of an unidenti-

‘fied orange object north

of an Atlantic oil slick
which has thus far been
the only clue as to the pos-
sible whereabouts of the
missing submarine Scor-
pion and its crew of 99.

Whether this object—spotted
early Tuesday somewhat north
of the oil slick area—may have
been a messenger buoy from
the nuclear powered sub was a
matter of speculation.

Capt. John F. Davis, who is
monitoring the search effort
from the Pentagon, sald he
thought some buoys are orange
but he added: *'The Navy isn't
supposing anything."

The ofl slick has not been lo-
cated, nor has it bean linked fo
the Scorplon. Its location was
noted May 23 by a passing ves-
sel two days after the Scorplon
sent what turned out to be its fi-
nal routine message from the
Azores,

The ofil slick was sighted
about 800 miles west of the
Azores,

Davis Iabeled the orange ob-
ject as a ‘'solitary sighting un-
confirmed."

He sald a sallor aboard the
USS Hydes saw the object about
8:15 a.m. EDT Tuesday but an
aireraft overhead was unable to
make the same sighting.

The Hyades, a Navy refriger-
ator ship which was not then
part of the search, has been or-
dered to remain in that area
pending the arrival of other
search veasels,

At the same time It was an.
nouncad that the entire stretch
of what would have been the
Scorpion’™s  expected course
home to Norfolk, Va., has been
covered by alr without success
and will be scoured again.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vietnam peace negotiator
Cyrus R, Vance said today “we will persevere with pa-
tience" in the Paris talks with North Vietnam and that
he will return there with no new instructions for the

US. delegation.

Vance met with reporters at the White House and,
in his first public statement since lengthy meetings
with President Johnson on the preliminary peace talks,
implied- the U.S. attitude toward them remains un-

changed.

For example, Vance was
asked whether mounting casual-
ties and increased North Viet.
namese Infiltration into the
South was promoting a reap-
p‘n:ﬁ of Johnson's March 31

curb on bombing of the
North.

‘There is nothing new in that
respect that I am aware of,' he
replied, :

Vance, top assistant to chief
U.8. negotiator W. Averell Har.
riman, echoed words that John-
son spoke at a Tueaday news
conference by accusing North
Vietnamese negotintors of in-

dulging in fantasy and propa-
ganda,

Like Johnson whom he earifer
briefed on the Paris talks, he
expressed hope the talks would

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
House voted today to insist on a
$6 billlon spending cut if a $10
billlon income tax increase is
approved.

It defeated a move to reduce
the mandatory slash to $4 billion
—the figure Preosident Johnson
has sald he would reluctantly
accept,

The action cleared the way
for the crucial house vote on the
$10 billion tax-$6 billlon spend.
ing cut possibly next week. The
Senate already has voted for a
similar combination,

The House action leaves John.
son facing a major decision.

He has sald—and he repeated
Tuesday—that he considers a $4
billion cut the maximum that
could be absorbed. But he
stopped short of saying he
would under no conditions ac-
cept a deeper slash if it were
the only way the tax hike could
be won,

‘‘We would have to look at the
situation and then we will draw
whatever conclusions we think
are justified,’”” he told a news
conference,

““We feel that a tax bill is very
essential,” he added. “The
President will do everything he
can to meet the Congress more

than half way once the Congress
can determine what it is willing
and has the power to vote."

Backers of the package com-
bining a 10 per cent surcharge
on income taxes with the $8 bil-
lion spending cut say it would
be doomed if the spending fig-
ure were lowered.

Most of Johnson's fiscal advis-
ers, including Secretary of tfie
Treasury Henry H, Fowler,
were reported counseling ac-
ceptance of the $6 billion figure
it necessary to secure the tax
increaste they maintaln is man-

French Shout for Resignation

PARIS (AP) — Demonstrators
shouted at the Placé de la Bas-
tille today for the reaignation of
President Charles de Gaulle,
Beset by the gravest unrest of
his career since World War II,
De Gaulle had left Paris for an
unexplalned overnight stay at
his home in eastern France.

The Communist-led General
Confederation of Labor organ.
ized & march from the historic
Place de la Bastille to the 8t
Lazare rallway station to dem-
onstrate against the government
and against proposals advanced
to end the strike wave now in its
18th day.

Several thousand persons took
part,

Bome In the throng carried
banners called for a ‘‘popular
government'' and abrogation of
government decrees cutting
benefits of the national social
security program, This is one of
the main workers' demands, un-
satistied In the proposed strike
settlement.

Bhouts of “De Gaulle resign"
came up from the crowd.

Meanwhile, the National Stu.
dents Unlon issued a statement
saying: “The Gaulllst regime
muat be overthrown and the
power must be given ta manual
workers and intellectuala,”

PARIB (AP) — President
Charles de Gaulle left Paris to-

day for an unexplained over-
night stay at his home in east-
ern France as the Communists
called another labor demonstra-
tion in the capital,

France's worst postwar crisls
mounted as the general strike
continued to spread. And banned
student agitator “Danny the
Red'" Cohn-Bendit dyed his
hair black to slip back into
France, further embarrassing
the government.

ombey-Les-Deux-Eglises for a

cabinet meeting Thursday, The
mesting had been scheduled for
today but was postponed after
some ministers had arrived at
the Elysee Palace.

Officials sald the meeting was

put  off because negotiations

wore still in progress with strik.
ing clvil servants and strikers In
the nationalized Industries. But
the talks with the clvil servants
were suspended during the
morning until Thursday. :

The Communist-led General
Confederation of Labor,
France’'s biggest, planned =a
massive slogan-chanting parade
to back up its demands, includ-
ing a 12 per cent pay ralse, It
called the package offered Mon-
day by the government and pri-
vate Industry ‘‘notoriounly insuf-

ficient.," That one included a 10
per cent raise and reduction of -
the work week from 4847 hours
to 40.

New walkouts came at
France’s major nuclear plant,
Pierrelatte, and at the French
news agency, Agence KFrance
Press. The strike at the nuclear
plant may delay the test of
France's first hy bomb,
scheduled to be held in the Pa-
cifie thls summer,

Coal miners and bank em-
ployes voted to accept the set-
tlement rejected by most other
workers, but this did not send
them back to work, They decld-
ed to stay off the job in support
of the other strikers.

Red-halred, 23.year-old Cohn-
Bendit, leader of the radical stu-
dent group that launched the
student agitation from which
the crisls stemmed, appeared at
a post-midnight news confer-
ence at the Sorbonne and de-
clared: '‘There will be contin-
uous violence as long as we live
in a capitalist soclety,..In no
case must we give up the
streets to the police.'

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I Book Review

CRISIS IN THE OOURTS,
By Howard Jamen. McKay.
$5.50,

Beoause '‘justice s a mome-
time thing for moat of us'* who
never go o court, few people
really know how justice ia dis.
pensed In the United States,

But even a casual look at
James's breexy but well-docu-
mented account of contempo-
mry American justice is suffi.
clently convincing that some.
thing needs to be done—and that
our courts ars not as sacrosanct
a8 judges and lawyers would
have us believe.

The book Is based on James's
Pulitzer Prize-winning, 13-part
series of the same name that
appeared in the Christian Sel-
ence Monitor, It leans heavily
on the 1967 report of the Presi-
dent's Commission on Law En-
forcement and Administration
of Justice,

James starts by ranking the
judges, detailing how many
courts are run by the hacks, re-
tirees, fallures, misfits, inexper-.
fenced, prejudiced, lazy, weak
and the Inattentive: *‘In Miami,
Fla., Judge T leaned back
in his chair with his eyes closed,
his arms up behind his head, as
he tried two men for running a
bookie joint. A few minutes lat-
er he admitted in open court
that he ‘wasn't paying atteriflon’
to some of e evidence. Both
men were sentenced to a year in
jlﬂ."

James also examines:

—Lengthy delays in getting
cases to trial: “If you are ar-
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rested on a hot summer day in
Cleveland on a serfous charge
and can't make bail, you may
still be In jail awaiting your day
incourt when Christmas rolls
around. Even {f you are inno-
cent,"

—The problems of juvenile de-
linquents, youngsters and the di-
voree courts: "‘Most states pay
little attention to the rights of
children. As one lawysr told
me: "The courts simply act as a
butcher, hacking the marniage
to pleces'."

—How the legal game Is
played by ‘lawyers and judges
who ‘‘have led us to belleve the
courts belong to them—not to
the people."

James also examines the pros-
ecutors, lack of qualified legal
help for the poor, a corrections
system that does little to cor-
rect, witnesses who lie and the
jury system.

If there is any central theme
in this book, It is: the courts
won't change until the Ameri-
can people force them to change
—the judges and the lawyers el-
ther prefer, or simply don't
want to change, the present sys-
tem,

But "t is the people of Ameri-
ca who are being hurt—even {if
they never go to court—by
climbing insurance rates, by the
crime explosion, by the delays,
and by other court-related prob-
lems, The solution seems clear:
let the people put the lawyers
and judges on notice.'

And putting them on notice is
precisely what Howard James
has done,

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Centennial Thoughts

On May 5, 1888, General John A. Lo-
gan, head of the Grand Army of the
Republic, issued an ‘‘order” designat-
ing May 30 of that year —one hundred
years ago —as a day for ‘'decorating
the graves of comrades who dled in de-
fense of their country during the late
rebellion.”

The *“late rebellion' was the Ameri-
can Civil War, the most costly spilling
of blood in which the American people
have ever engaged. The descendants of
those who '‘died in defense of their coun-
try" and those who died on the other
side of the conflict now live together in
the same country, in some degree of
mutual understanding, and far, one
hopes, from any renewal of that warring
of brother with brother which makes
the bloodiest of all strife.

It seems a very long time —although
it was only really yesterday —since the
last actual surviving member of that
__ Grand Army of the Republic participat-
“ e i thé ceremony of Decoration Day.

A century can be a very long time, es-

peclally in the life of a very young na-

tion. And today, as we contemplate
some of the purposes of that struggle

a century ago we are high in our aware-

ness of the fact that a century has been

a very long time for those black Ameri-

cans to whom the course of the Civil

War brought the proclamation of their

legal freedom.

The specific Civil War purpose of

_ Memorial Day has, with the passing of
the Grand Army itself, faded somewhat,
and the holiday has expanded Itself to

a more general significance, In which
we, the living, pay our homage to all
those who have made their sacrifice of
life itself, in whatever struggle, in be.
half of the freedom of their fellow Amer-
fcans.

But on this present Memorial Day, as
on the several just past, we all go back
to the specific Civil War connection be-
cause we find we must ask ourselves
just how well one of thoge Civil War
results . . . the Emancipation Prociama-
tion, has been honored in the actual re-
sult over the emsuing century.

Our honor, our love, our acknowledg-
ment of debt, to those who have dled to
make the American life possible. Our
resolve, our own courage, our willing-
ness to make personal contribution to
the continuing business of trying to
make American life become all that it
can and should be for all Americans.

Big Deal? It Might Be

We laymen who are normally and nat-
urally impatient with the delleacles, ob-
geurities and subtleties of professional
diplomacy certainly find ourselves tempt-
ed to loud nnd discourtecus guffaws
when we read from Paris that much Is
being made of a slight Indication that
the negotiators from Hanol have perhaps
begun to make an Indirect admission
that there are actually North Vietnam-
ese troops located and fighting In South
" Vietnam.

For three years now, at teast Never
since our bombing of North Vietnam
gseemed to become the signal for the
first substantinl movement of North
Vietnamese troops into South Vietnam,
" it has been mccepted as fact by the whole
! world that at least a certain number of
officlal North Vietnamese soldlers have
been In South Vietnam.

8o it seems less of an honest admis-
sfon than a silly and pointless continua-
tion of evasion for a Hanol spokesman
at Parls to include the following para-
graph in his Monday prepared state-
ment:

“Vietnam |s one country, the Viel
namese people are one. When the United
States commits aggression against Viet-
nam, any Vietnamese has the right to
fight them, and that on any portion of

his dear country's territory, This 1 a

sacred and Inallenable right."

But apparently to Averell Hnrrlmnn._
the experienced, the hard-bolled, the
nofi-soft chief negotiator for our side
4t Paris, It may not be entirely silly and
pointless, it may even be hopeful, for
Hanol to be saying this.

The reason ls devious and subtle, In
the annoying ways of professional  di-
) y, It seems that Harriman has
been pushing toward the point where he

will want to exchange home understand-
ing with the North Vietnamese about
further reduction of American bombing
of the North in return for some possible
Hmitation on, or decrease in, the deploy-
ment of North Vietnamese troops into
South Vietnam. So far, the North Viet-
namese have been answering him, in ef-
fect, by asking ‘‘what troops of ours in
Bouth Vietnam? Who says wa have
troops there? This Is a base impérialist
lie!" This, at the least, has amounted
to a refusal even to discuss posasible Hm.
its’of numbers and operations,

But now, in this latest language, Hanol
has suddenly begun defending the right
of North Vietnamese to be fighting in
South Vietnam. This may or may not
be a signal that they are now ready to
discuss their presence there In relation
to some possible exchange of under.
standings with our negotiators.

No one knows. But Harriman will try,
either by some unofficial contact behind
the scenes, or by some oblique reference
of hiz own in one of his more formal
statements.

We laymen have trouble believing it,
but things sometimes do happen this
way, and sometimes what happens as a
result can be consldered good. We can
afford patlence and suspension of judg-
ment, and at the same time implore
haste, for although It has taken two
woeks for the North Vietnamese to seem
to begin to admit they havVe troops in
Soyth Vietnam, at least a few thousand
North Vietnamese have lost their lives
fighting in South Vietnam during these
two weeks.

The Long Count

Then, for those who profess themselves
discontented with present day American
politics as a valld presentation of cholce
to the American people, there is the Pan-
amanian system,

The people of Panama went to the polls
on May 12, to cast their ballots for a
President.

At this writing, they still don't know
whom they voted for,

They still don’t know which of two
election boards Is going to announce A
vote count and a result.

And they still don't kmow, most im-
portant of all, whom Panama's Nation-
al Guard, the supreme native military
force of the country, is going to support
into the Presidency.

There is some suspicion that one of the
two candidates running did actually win
the election, if there could be such a
thing as an honest announcement of an
honest count, by a margin of 50,000 votes
out of the total of 350,000 cast. But he is
the opposition candidate, and the gov-
ernment now in power seems unwilling
to yield him his victory. And it has em-
ployed, so far, its control of the officlal
election processes to keep the May 12
voting from having any official result.

We don't think democracy is ever,
ever has been, or ever will be, perfect.
It is probably a mistake to think of it
as If it were going to be perfeéct any
day now. It is a form of government
which some people have been able to
prove more beneficial and useful, to
people of their own standards and ideals
and education, than any autocracy of
either individnal or party. But even with
people fortunate enough to understand
why they want it and what they should
get from it, it takes continual working
at. We Americans are a little luckler
than the Panamanians, but we should
take nothing for granted for ourselves,
elther.

Concern In Wallingford

Wallingford school officials are acting
wisely in offering citizens an explanatory
public meeting on Project Concern. The
program, which buses children from the
disadvantaged areas of New Haven to
school In neighboring towns, is sched-
uled to start in September if it is ap-

roved here,

v Specific Information is available, This
i{s not, as one local resident charged, a
case of Wallingford being 'a guinea
pig'’. The program has been operating
in Hartford successfully for two years,
and is due for extensive expansion there
next fall, Its success there has triggered
New Haven's attempts to copy it

Hartford Concern's expérience under-
lincs the following observations on the
program and its results to date:

it is carried on at no loss, and at
probably a slight profit, moneywise, to
the host community. For each child
bused in, $500 is paid to the community
in education fees, plus provision for ex-
tra teaching personnel.

Only two or three out-of-town students
are placed fn each classroom, and then
only if there is room and the teacher
agrees,

Host communities generally have re-
ported no significant drawbacks or in-
convenlences to the program —most are
datisfied that it does the local education-
al system no harm,

Studies made last fall after a year of
operation indlcated benefits to the stu-
dents bused, and no major disadvantages
suffered by them because of thelr dally
transplant,

The least constructive argument that
has been advanced against Project Con-
cern 50 far is the one offered at the Town
Council's question and answer period that
stated: “If the city of New Haven has n
porblem, let them face It."" The problem
of urban blight and of human blight
connected with it is an American prob-
lem, nat the probléem of the Individual
cities in which it occurs, It can be solved
only with the cooperation of all Ameri-
cans, Cities struggling with it must have
the active help of smaller nearby com-
munities,

The benefits that help brings will by
no means accrue only to the cities, Wal-
lingford can gain, too, ns (U stretches
out a hand to youngsters it can help,
and Wallingford youngsuters will be pro.
vided with a practical lesson In democ-
racy and brotherhood.

But this can happen only if Walling-
ford accepts the program with under-
standing and welcomes the guest stu-
dents with enthusiasm. To this end, the
information avallable at the hearing at
Lyman Hall High School on May 27 Is
the first requirement.

But act-
Ing without selfish motive or
private bias, those who follow
the . dictates of an Intelligent
consclence are not aristocrats,
demagogues, eccentrics or cal-
lous politiclans insensitive to
the feelings of the publio.

Soon, unless the unpleasant-
ness of us all beng ordered to
march in the name of some
backlash authoritarian or in the

cause of some pointiess leftht
anarchy arrives on the Ameri-
can scene—there will be rela-
tively fow Americans who have
very much familiarity with the
institution of the parade.

Until the present generation,
miillons of Americans becamea
familiar with the parade first
by marching in one themselves,
and secondarily by watching
relatives marching.

One way or another, a parade
got almost everybody. When
more people, young and old, be-
longed to more organizations
which considered it their auto-
matic duty and privilege t
march in parades, the Mnes of
march werd longer. And the
more people there were in the
parade, the more relatives
there were to oome line the
streots to watch them.

Our first recollection of a pa-
rade is by photograph—of a
tall, slim gentieman in a spot-
less white shirt and straw hat
in the midst of a contingent of
similar gentleman so neatly
spaced and so nicely striding,
and so clean and dedicated In
thelr young prime that our filial
heart still swells with pride at
the sight of it

And our last recolloction of a
parade with which we were

familiar, ss we define famidar-
Ity, was one in which we our
gelves were (rylng to use the
camera to record, for posterity,
the shining young taces above
the trim uniforms of & genera-
tion coming after us.

Since then, the lines of march
have grown shorter, year by
year, and the lines of spectators
have dwindled proportionately,

WASHINGTON—The intensity
of AFL-CIO President George
Meany's backstage maneuver-
ing for Vice President Hubert
H. Humphrey became vividly
clear when he abruptly can-
celled a private luncheon here
with John J, Gilligan, labor-
backed Democratic Senate can-
didate in Ohio.

Meany was furious over Gilll-
gan's decision to ride In Sen.
Robert F. Kennedy's convertible
from the airport in Columbus,

Ohio, to a meeting between Ken-—

nedy and Ohio's delegates to
the Democratic Presidential pri-
mary.

That was on the evening of
May 14. Gilligan, who toppled
8Sen. Frank Lausche in a notable
upset in the Democratic Sena-
torial primary, had a sched-
uled lunch with Meany in Wash-
ington several days later. But
when Gilligan arrived in Wash-
ington (for the convention of the
Americans for Democratic Ac-
tion) Meany cancelled the
lunch.

Meany wants Gllligan to en-
dorse Humphrey for the Presi-
dential nomination. Gilligan had
also been pressed hard by la-
bor to co out for President
Johnson before the President
withdrew from the 1088 race.
Gilligan refused. Despite his re-
fusal, the AFL-CIO gave him all-
out support against Lausche,
without which he could not have
won the primary.

Now even stiffer pressure is
being applied to get Gilligan,
himself a delegate to the Chi-
cago convention, to endorse
Humphrey. But Gilligan is stay-
ing neutral, and Meany is fum-
ing.

also wounded nine Marines.

Woman Democrat
Wins over 11 Rivals

LOUISVILLE, Ky. AP) —
Katherine Peden, trying to be-
come Kentucky's first woman
U.S. senator, says “it's quite a
thrill for a country girl like me”
to win Democratic nomination
over 11 rivals,

Jefferson County Judge Mar-
low W, Cook, who also won an
impressive victory in/Tuesday's
Republican primary, predicted
Miss Peden would be burdened
by what he called her party's
poor record at the state capital.

Miss Peden, 42, and Cook, 41,
both overcame former congress-
men after lackluster campaigns
which drew fewer than one of
four reglstered voters,

They are seeking the post of
retiring GOP incumbent Thrus-
ton B. Morton, The Republicans
have held both of Kentucky's
Senate seals for 12 years.

Although Miss Peden, a radio
station executive making her
political debut, failed to amass
a majority, she did well
throughout the state, surprising-
ly so0 in the mountains. A plural-
ity is sufficient for victory in
Kentucky.

With 2,892 of 3,028 precincts
reporting unofficially today, she
had 85,220 votes and John
Young Brown, 88, her closest
competitor, 51,353.

Far down in third place was
former state Democratic chalr-
man Foster Ockerman with
25,367, followed by former State
Rep, Ted Osborn with 19,848,

Cook piled up almost a 2to 1
majority, riding a crest of votes
in his home area of Louisville.
With 2,002 precincts reparting,
he had 84,985 and Eugene Siler,
88, the runner-up, 42,366,

Miss Peden, tall, elegant and
silver-haired, sald ‘“‘the attack
on the fact that I'm a woman
maobilized the women for me.”

Cook, a handsome,
haired orator, epitomizes the
moderate urban Republican,
His Roman Catholic faith appar.
ently was not the hindrance In
the "Bible Belt” that friends
feared earller,

The duel with Siler, a Baptist
lay leader and conservative
mountaineer, essentially was a
replay of the old city dweller
versus rural folks schism in the
Kentucky GOP,

Miss Peden recelvéed help
from former Gov, Edward T.
Breathitt, her childhood friend,
and considerable publicity as
the only woman member of the
Presldent’s National Advisory
Commission on Civil Disorders.

But late in her campaign she
backed away from some com-
mission recommendations. She
said she was a “law and order
candidate.”

Cook, born in New York stale,
helped overturn an entrenched
Democratic machine In the
Louisville area, then lost nar-
rowly to Gov. Loule B. Nunn a
year ago In a gubernatorial pri-
mary.

Kentucky's four Democratic
and three Republican congress-
men won renomination easily.
Nine-termer John Watts of cen-
tra} Kentucky turned back a bid
by Dan Chandler, son of former
Gov. A. B. Chandier, in a Demo-
cratic race,

Pentagon officlals atd they
were evaluating a British ama-
teur radlo operator's report
claiming to have monitored a
ship-to.ship converaation Involv-
ing the Scorplon. Navy sources
said their checks suggested the
report was groundless,

According to the Pentagon,
John Greyson of Barnoldswick,
Yorkshire, told a constable he
heard “a distinetly American
voice in what seemed to be a
distress call from Scorpion' on
the 2.6 meter band Monday
morning, London time.

The Pentagon said the call re-
portedly Indicated ‘“that the
ship was having some kind of
condenser trouble and was at-
temptling to return to its base.”

A Pentagon spokesman said
“no similar report has been re-
ceived by the Navy from any
military or clvilian radio opera-
tor.""

The Navy had about 100 spe-
cifically trained deep divers on
alert In Washington and San
Diego, Calif,, for possible emer-
gency use {f the sub were locat-
ed in shallow enough water.

A Navy officer sald the search
s covering the entire 2,760-mile
track from the Scorplon's last
reported position to Norfolk,
Va., but is concentrated over
the relatively shallow continen-
tal shelf.

Experts feel the Scorpion's
crew has at least an outside
chance if the vessel is located
on the continental shelf, which
has & maximum depth of about
650 feet.

But they acknowledge there is
no hope if the ship plummeted
to the ocean floor beyond the
shelf, where depths reach up to
18,000 feet. The Scorpion could
not withstand the enormous
pressures at such depths, they
aaid.

"“We can just hope, that's all,

An undetermined number—
mostly women and children—
went, Camp leaders sald later
they weren’t sure how many re-
mained. But they noted only
about 1,000 showed up for dinner
Tuesday.

You've seen baseball players
dig In at the plate, pawing dirt
tin they get comfortable.
They're one up on golfers.
They can use the same stance
all the time. We've got to be
more versatile,

The longer your shot in golf,
the wider your stance becomes.
On short shots, you keep it nar-
row for control.

There's also a divergence be-
tween the open and closed
stance, according to the situa-
tion. I feel that the players on
the tour now are leaning more
to an open stance, in which the
left foot is pulled away from
the imaginary horizontal line
paralleling the flight of the ball.
That's because today's players
are stronger and use better
equipment.

A closed stance, with the left
foot thrust inside the Hne of
flight, provides more power. The
players of another era, not
as big and using hickory shafts
instead of steel and aluminum,
tended to the stronger stance.

80 do a lot of baseball pow-
er hitters, Look at the way Stan
Musial used to stand with his
knee practically tucked up to
his belt. He was actually turned
around with a basically closed
stance. Among today's players,

He broke in with Cleveland
against Connie Mack's Phila-
delphia  Athletics as a third
baseman, Eddle Plank was
pitching for the A's and Bron-
kie singled once in four tripa.
Philadelphia won, 6-3, beford on-
ly 4,600 fans, en route to the
American League title,

Wearing Cleveland uniforms
at the time were such greats
as Shoeless Joe Jackson, Nap
Lajole and Roger Peckinpaugh.

"“The most natural hitter the
game ever knew,'" was his ap-

PARIS (AP) — US. and
North Vietnamese negotiators
clashed today over ways of de-
escalating the war In Vietnam
but failed again to make any
progress toward breaking their
deadinck.

North Vietnamese Ambassa-
dor Xuan Thuy rejected all U.8,
proposals for joint action to
curb the confilet. He sald the
United Btates is the “aggres-
sor" in Vietnam and must end
the bombing and other military
operations against the North
without reciprocity.

U.8. Ambassador W. Averell
Harriman made a new appeal to
Thuy to take a different tack
and told him President Johnson
is prepared ‘‘to go far and fast'
in a common search for peace,

The meeting Insted three
‘hours and 45 minutes and ended
with an agreement to meet
again next Wednesday.

Harriman, returning to the
U.8. Embassy after the session,
sald he felt “public opinion in
the world will be brought to
bear so that we can bring about
a de-escalation of the war, as
President (Johnson) said, and
the laying of a sound foundation
for peace in Southeast Asia.”

Harriman reported that Thuy
used about two-thirds of the
time of the session and he used
about one-third. Each speech
goes through two consecutive
translations, involving elther
English or Vietnamese and
French,

Thuy told Harriman: ‘'Our po-
sition Is clear as day.

JOHNSON CITY, Tex. (AP)
— President Johnson has reluc-
tantly agreed to accept a $8 bll-
lon cut in government spending
in order to get the tax’ increase
he thinks vital to the nation’s
economy.

Now, the chlef proponent of

the $6 Dbilllon spending cut,
chairman Wilbur D. Mills, D-
Ark., of the House Ways and
Means Committee, predicts the
President's move assures quick
passage for the tax pill when it
comes up for House vote June
12.

House Republican Leader
Gerald R. Ford seemed to
agree,

“I am very pleased that the
President agreea a reduction of
this magnitude {8 a good com-
promisge with his 10 per cent tax
inerease,”” Ford sald.

The Senate already
pasged a bill packagihg the
President’s tax bill with a $6 bll-
lion spending cut.

PANAMA (AP) —Dr. Arnulfo
Arias was declared winner of
Panama's presidency for the
third time Thursday and volced
confidence that this time he
may hold onto the post for a
while.

Rival candidate David Samu-
dio rejected the result of the
ballot count, but Arias was bol-
stered this time by support of
Panama’s army, the National
Guard.

Arias, 67, polled 41,545 more
votes than Samudio, the govern-
ment candidate, the National
Election Board said in a report
on the May 12 election,

Samudlo challenged the hones-
ty of the count and claimed that

the National Guard had commit-
ted “‘am act of force” in support-
ing the opposition.

Another electoral tribunal
controlled by the government
sald the election board’'s count
was void and Samudio should be
declared the winner. But with-
out Natlonal Guard backing,
this bad no effect.

SAIGON (AP) — Viet Cong
troops pressed hard on two
sides of Saigon today in a new
outburst of fighting in the capi-

Enemy pressure was malin-
tained as North Vietnamese and
U.8. negotistors prepared to
hold their sixth session of
ceasefire talks in Parls.

In a news conference today
the secondhighest Viet Cong
ever to defect, Col. Phan Mau,
38, aald the Communist strategy
was to keep up attacks on South
Vietnamese cities to improve
the bargalning position in Paris,

South Vietnamese bombers
plastered Viet OCong troops
trying to push Into the city from
the northeast. Aerlal observers
estimated the strikes killed as
many as 200 enemy troops, but
the figure was not confirmed by
body counts.

More serioug than the guerril-
la surge from the northeast,
however, was the infiltration of
smaoll squads of Viet Cong into
Cholon, the Chinese quarter in
Saigon's western sector.

Earlier S8outh Vietnamese ma-
rines and rangers thought they
had contained the Viet Cong out
side the capital’s western out
akirts, After five days of skir-
mishing near the U.8. satellite
communications station in Phu
Lam, the government troops ap-
peared to have the situation in
hand, But the infiltrators moved
in, and several hundred fright-
ened refugees streamed from
“thelr homes through a hail of
croasfire, Some were wounded.

Government troops sald they
killed 30 Viet Cong early today
in suburban Gia Dinh, and they
were moved In tanks to block
the guerrillas’ exits,

On the northeastern edge of
Saigon, meanwhile, infiltrators
slammed bazooka type rockets
and grenades into a U.S, motor
pool and a National Police cen-
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tivity in other fields.
