PARIS (AP) — US. and
North Vietnamese negotiators
clashed today over ways of de-
escalating the war In Vietnam
but failed again to make any
progress toward breaking their
deadinck.

North Vietnamese Ambassa-
dor Xuan Thuy rejected all U.8,
proposals for joint action to
curb the confilet. He sald the
United Btates is the “aggres-
sor" in Vietnam and must end
the bombing and other military
operations against the North
without reciprocity.

U.8. Ambassador W. Averell
Harriman made a new appeal to
Thuy to take a different tack
and told him President Johnson
is prepared ‘‘to go far and fast'
in a common search for peace,

The meeting Insted three
‘hours and 45 minutes and ended
with an agreement to meet
again next Wednesday.

Harriman, returning to the
U.8. Embassy after the session,
sald he felt “public opinion in
the world will be brought to
bear so that we can bring about
a de-escalation of the war, as
President (Johnson) said, and
the laying of a sound foundation
for peace in Southeast Asia.”

Harriman reported that Thuy
used about two-thirds of the
time of the session and he used
about one-third. Each speech
goes through two consecutive
translations, involving elther
English or Vietnamese and
French,

Thuy told Harriman: ‘'Our po-
sition Is clear as day.

President's move assures quick
passage for the tax pill when it
comes up for House vote June
12.

House Republican Leader
Gerald R. Ford seemed to
agree,

“I am very pleased that the
President agreea a reduction of
this magnitude {8 a good com-
promisge with his 10 per cent tax
inerease,”” Ford sald.

The Senate already
pasged a bill packagihg the
President’s tax bill with a $6 bll-
lion spending cut.

South Vietnamese bombers
plastered Viet OCong troops
trying to push Into the city from
the northeast. Aerlal observers
estimated the strikes killed as
many as 200 enemy troops, but
the figure was not confirmed by
body counts.

More serioug than the guerril-
la surge from the northeast,
however, was the infiltration of
smaoll squads of Viet Cong into
Cholon, the Chinese quarter in
Saigon's western sector.

If you want to be popular in
bridge circles you must develop
your skill, You cannot afford to
rely on your jack, as today's
hand clearly showd.

Declarer won the first trick in
dummy with the king of spades
and led out the ace and jack
of clubs, East naturally played
low, and dummy's jaok won the
trick. Unable to develop the
clubs, South could win only sev-
en tricks. Down two, for a loss
of 200 points.

The Impossible Scheme

South cannot posasibly develop
four club tricks by leading out
the ac2 and jack.

Thomas J. Donnelly, candidate
for the Republican nomination
for State Representative in the
45th District, has expressed con-
cern lover the plans for the new
South Windsor post office.

Donnelly charged that the
architsctural plans for the build-
ing as proposed by the govern-
ment are not consistent with
the theme and future plans of
the Bullivan Avgs town elvie
site, within which the post of-
fice will be ltocated. Also, said
Donnelly, the property sale and
ledgse plans do not provide the
best financial and ownership po-
tential for the town.

Donnelly noted that at a pub-
lic hearing in 1068 colonial arch.
itecture was to be the theme
for both the new Town Hall and
other buildings in the civic site.
It was further determined, at
that time, that the Post Office
Department would coordinate
Its architecture In this respect.

“This alleged coordination',
said Donnelly, "'so far as I am
able to determine, evidently
consigted of a single visit to
Town Hall architects by a Post
Office Dept. representative of
unknown architectural com-
petence.' This visit resulted in
“the recent submission of a set
of plans of questionable esthetic
value',

He went on, ‘“The post office
plans, In my opinion, are typl-
cal of government architectural
mediocrity — not colonlal, but

" certainly ‘distinctive’, sort of

early W. P, A",

Donnelly explained that the
most disturbing facet of the post
office was the roof line. The
plans deplet a flat 7,500 sq. L.
tar and gravel roof, with pre-
cast concrete parapet and vari-
ous units of mechanical equip-
ment visible at the approximate
elevation of the town hall. He
sald the view of the post office
from the Town Hall would bhe
not unlike a “bird's eye view
of a bomb shelter”.

Donnelly suggested at the
least a ‘‘gabled or hip roof,
employing slate shingles similar
to those planned for the new
Town Hall.

"While the balance of the
construction plans' appear ac-
ceptable below the roof line, and
it is recognized that they
probably provide the most eco-
nomical construction,” he sald.
A _change in the roof plans is
mandatory to conform with the
town's '‘esthetic interests in the
Civie Center'”. This would make
the structure conform to the
Comprehensive Town Plan of
1859 and protect the town's in-
vestment in the area in excess
of $700,000.

Donnelly sald that the
property sale-lease arrange-
ments should provide for ulti-
mate return of the land and
building to the town, not to the
private, third party, bullder.

To Lease Property

Donnelly described the cur-
rent plan. The town has provid-
ed the site adjacent to the new

On this basis the Post Office

Department has recelved bids
from private developers for
construction of the building and
rental of the property to the
government over a basic ten-
year lease, with four successive
five-year renewal options.

The successful bldder, there-
fore, would purchase the land
and lease the property back to
the government on those terms.
However, if the Post Office
ceages to occupy the bullding
after the initial 10-year period,
which is likely considering town
growth, and postal expansion
needs, ownership of the land
and building remains vested
with the developers to use as he
wishes,

Donnelly said that while It has
been suggested control of ulti-
mate Iand use and use of the
bullding can be exercised by
Zoning regulations, it should be
recognized that Zoning for any
particular site can be changed.

Just as important as the title
retention, Donnelly sald, is the
income “to be derived from the
land." He went on, ‘It appears
that the deferred income to the
town from a long-term lease,
coupled with continuing income
invesment possibilities, presents
poltentially greater revenue than
would be realized from uan im-
medlate sale of the land this
year."

Donnelly’s Proposal

“It is my contention", Don-
nelly said, “that the Post Office
Department, before assignment
of the land to a bidder, should
be requested by the Town fo
relinquish its assignable option
to buy, to be replaced by an
option from the town',

This option from the
would be for an assignable long-
term land lease, with title re-
tained by the town, and there-
fore, with ultimate ownership
returning to the town, together
with a useful building, he said.

“Ample precedent concerning
the foregoing title and lease
arrangements has been es.
tablished in commercial prac-
tice”, sald Donnelly, an assis-
tant vice president of commer-
cial mortgages with Society for
Savings,

He went on, “I see no reason
why it could or should not work
in the municipality of Bouth
Windsor., Fumther, similar land
and title arrangements are our-
rently in effect for the U. 8.
Post Office In Willimantic and
two other proposals are current-
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ly being negotiated for new eon-
struction In Groton and Wilton,"'
Donnelly concluded, '"Time Is
short and bids have closed. I
urge the Town Officials to ini-
tiate action with the appropriate
government officlals now.”

'Fair’ Salary Policy
Proposed by Houley

A proposal to establish a
“falr and equitable” salary
schedule policy for the town was
presented to the Board of Rep-

resentatives Wednesday night
by board member Robert Hou-
ley.

Constant discussions” of sal-
aries throughout the budget de-
iliberations led Houley to study
the matter. He came up with a
proposal which, although not
accepted officially by the board,
did lead members to approve a
motion that will fund $1,000 for
a job evaluation study in the
event one is eventually desired,

Included In this would be job
evaluations, salary ranges and
specifications,

Representative Houley noted
that the board basically agrees
that names need not be men-
tioned on any salary item ex-
cept if the administration feels
a particular position is not func.
tioning properly.

Review of Categories

‘‘Because of the lack of a pol-
lcy we have tried, and are try-
ing to arrive at a ressonable
and fair solution| under poor
conditions,' Houley pointed out.

He cautioned that it is pos-
sible that at a later date, “we
will agree that a mistake was
made, but only with hindsight."”

“Therefore,”” he continued,
“let us review the entire area
of categories, based on the
charter.”” He cited the seven
categories set up in the char-
ter:

Qualified officers, outside the
classified service which includes

the director of administration,

finance officer, police chiefs,
and public works directors.

Qualified officers, within the
classified service, Including
building inspector and his dep-
uty, assessor, tax colléctor, pur-
chasing agent, superintendent of
filtration plant and probably the
town planner.

Part-time, paid officers ap-
pointed by the mayor, town at-
tomey, director of civil defense,
health officer, welfare officer,
recreation commissioner, fire
chiefs and possibly the town
planner.

Officets appointed by the
Board of Representatives with
compensation fixed by the
board, including town clerk,
town treasurer, Board of Tax
Review and the Merit Board.
The Merit Board receives no
pay.

Municipal employes (union),
defined by contracts and regu-
lated by the administration and
the Board of Representatives,

Municipal employes (non.un-
lon) which may include secre-
taries, clerks, bookkeepers and
part-time help. [

The final category is the
Board of Education employes,
and Houley sald he hoped some
agreement between the Board
of Representatives and the
Board of Education will be ar-
rived at to avold any “‘competi-
tive situations.”

Houley's Proposals
Houley continued by offering

his proposals to the salary prob-
lem. The board, in general,
agreed with him, but Mayor
John Grant sald he did not feel
anything could be considered for
the coming year since salaries
have been set already.

The disagreement came in the
portion of Houley's presentation
where he noted, “I recognize
some employes may be set back
temporarily but it is unfdir to
any of them to go through this
period of anxiety each year.”

Houley said the first step
would be to establish a fund in
the contingency account of $10
to $11 million.

He suggested that a uniform
fncrense be established which
“‘may not be necessarily the
maximum and pass salary items
on this basis."

He next suggested that the
board establish a job evaluation
program and tqllowlng that,
transfer from the contingency
fund account and adjust up-
wards for the balance of the fis-
cal year 1068-69 the specific sal-
ary agreed to.

“Doing this may improve the
morale of all, elimipnate any
hard feelings that could result
and prove, in the final analysis,
fair and equitable,” Houley con-
cluded.

Best a5 Senator McCarthy falled to give
up after he had suffered a sad loss in
Nebraska, so it will be natural enough
for Senator Kennedy to nurse his unex.
pected bruises from Oregon into the next
contest, that of California,

Even should he rebound in California,
as McCarthy succeeded in dolng in Ore-
gon, it nevertheless stands that Kennedy
has now suffered the worst individual
defeat which has come to anybody in
these 1968 presidential primaries.

He himself conceded he had to win in
Oregon to be a viable candidate, and it
was part of most pre-primary caleula-
tions that he had to win by a margin of
at least 10 per cent over MecCarthy In
order to consider even a victory respect-
able. When, In’ the actual result, he loat
to McCarthy by & margin of six per cent,
the chagrin and disillusionment in the
Kennedy camp must have been pretty
deep. Whatever chance he had of over-
taking Vice President Humphrey in the
race probably depended upon his being
able to operate a candidacy which kept
soaring higher and higher.

The practical result of the McCarthy
victory and the Kennedy defeat in Ore-
gon seems to be, ironically, an improve-
ment in the chances that Humphrey can
walk off with the nomination.

This, for the Democrats, Is a sad state
of affairs, not because their nominee
should be elther Kemnedy or MceCarthy
but because any great party deserves a
chance to have a nominee for President
of caiibre and character higher tham that
of any of these three present Democratic
contenders. The party deserves some-
thing better, and the country deserves a
better kind of cholce, and yet these three
men are the men who, by their various
routes —Humphrey inside the organiza-
tion, Kenmedy by the maintenance and
use of his own political machine,
McCarthy by his maverick willingness to
test the strength of a principle — have
succeeded In making themselves their
party's leading contenders for the high-
est office in the land, It s amazing how
much closer and closer examination of
the three of them makes a certain Lyn-
don Johnson, who seemed only a few
months ago to be rated an extreme fall-
ure in the office himself, now seem com-
paratively 50 much closer to the re-
quired stature for the Presidency.

It is impossible to make such compari-
sons without beginning to believe that,
# proper conduct of the peace talks in
Parls, or even progress in those talks,
creates an opportunity for the Demo-
crats, they will yet make one final con-
wvulsive effort at thelr convention to avold
handing the Republicans the Presidency
on a Humphrey or Kennedy platter and
draft LBJ as the one candidate who woul
have a chance, because he at least see
as {f he could be & President.

His Defiance Mellowed

argument, what do you suppose one of
its chlef defenses became?

It was the claim that the dratt card
was, after all, merely a scrap of paper,
which had no particular legal importance
once it had been malled by the govern-
ment and recelved by the citizen. The
defense claimed this, of course, to prove
that the burning of this inasignificant
serap of paper had been no serious, bind-
ing matter,

In the moment of the burning, of
course, the young demonstrator In ques-
tion would have admitted to no such

of the importance of his
draft card or of the importance of his
act in burning it. At that moment, he
hoped to have the world regard his draft
card as the most Important document in
existence, At that moment, he was pro-
olaiming his own monumental courage
defying such & mighty and powerful In-
strument of the great, colossal United
Staten.

"“Look how bold and daring I am,” his

and

action said. Not "how silly and playful
and (rresponsible.’

The Bupreme Court, brushing these
defense claims aside, held that the gov-
ernment had the right to operate the
draft and that the draft card was itself
an esseniial part of its efticlent opera-
tion. Therefore, the conviction of this
particular card burner was upheld, and
his Indeterminate sentence, of from 80
days to four years in prison, will now
have to be served.

We are less interested In the amount
of punishment than in the {dea that the
young mah in question should, to have
been consistent and pure in hls own mo-
tivation, have been quite willing to take
it and serve it instead of trying to legal-
ize his way out of it. What ia the giory
of Proclaiming that you are deliberately
and (ntentionally violating and defying
a law, and then, when you are brought
to answer for your action, switching to
the clalm it was no law you violated?
Perhaps it s the very/quality of such
behavior on the part of some of the early
“heroes" of the draft cards which has
kept that particular gesture of rebeliion
from mounting in proportion to the gen.
eral trend of criticlam of and revulsion
against the war in Vietnam.

Tedium Vitae

Of all the explanations put forward for
the new French Revolution the most In-
triguing came, unwittingly but propheti-
cally, from Le Monde, the Paris news-
paper which is supposedly the chief voice
of the Establishment. About two months
ago it had a front-page article hendlined:
“France ia Bored, A

Boredom is certainly not the word for
France at the moment, The touriste are
staying away these days fearful that
Paris might just this onte be a bit too
adventuresome, Students are tearing up
the pavements, striking workers are
bringing the economy to a standstill and
politicians are trembling.

There are many words that might de-
scribe this situation —grave, critical, ter-
rible or even tragic —but surely not bor-
Ing

Still, it's possible that La Monde's old
headline was not only prophetic but also
perceptive, When historians, assuming
there Is any history tomorrow, delve in-
to the curious metaphysics of our time
they may well find that one ingredient
in our mood of revolution for revolution's
sake is sheer boredom.

The thought, it should be confessed
straightaway, is irrational. By any logi-
cal standards the French ought to be
grateful to their present government,
which is de Gaulle, and rather content
with their economy, their way of life
and their status In the world. It's been
a long time since they had it s0 good. . .

So why all of a sudden this outbreak
of spring madness? Perhaps after all Le
Monde's explanation makes some sense,
even if it's irrational. Frenchmen just
got bored.

Indeed, the more you brood upon it the
more you are tempted to see in it a pos-
sible explanation for the not too dissimi-
lar phenomena noted all around the
world, Including our own untidy country.
As old Cicero remarked long ago, ''Quie-
tem sempiternam possit patl" — having
noted that the Romans too found pro-
longed quiet unendurable.

Anyway, look at the trouble the Com-
munists are having. In the Soviet Unlon
as well ns the satellite countries people
are getting restless, and the youngsters
In particular are acting up. Now none
of the Communist countries could pass
a5 paradise, but It is certainly true that
life behind the Iron Curtain s pleasanter
than in the days of Stalln, or even
Khrushchev. Is It possible people are
Just getting bored with communism?. . .

Conslder now the plight of the students
at Columbia, Here they are at one of the
finest universitles in the world. Few of
them have any money worries; either
they are the sons of the affluent or on
scholarships from the affluent soclety.
Few anticipate any money worries here-
after; either they will continue to be
supported by somebody or, if the fancy
strikes them to work, they can walk out
ifmr(: into good jobs with hardly any ef-
'ort.

Meanwhile all they haye to do s fol-
low their appointed rounds of classes,
which —let all us oldsters confess it —
can be dreadfully boring. Exciting teach-
ers are rare, and exciting university pres-
idents rarer still. True, the students have
the prospect of escaping this humdrum
by going off to war; but this is a dreary
war that has been going on a bor‘rgly
long time. It just doesn't have the eclat
of the wars of their fathers.

80 what fun to tear up the president's
office. An anonymous Columbla student
writing in the Harvard “Crimson” con.
fessed he didn't know what he was do-
Ing behind the barricades in Hamilton
Hall but that he found it more exciting
than rowing crew on the Hudson, Be-
sldes, given the state of modern morals,
an old-fashioned college panty-raid
seems rather pointless.

This is not a theory, of course, to he
pushed too far. Yet sociologists have
noted that even our race riots seem to
be acerbated by the heat of summer:
there is nothing more conducive to sheer
frustrating boredom than sweltering in
an urban sglum,

Perhaps, then, there is a germ of truth
in Le Monde's French logic. When we
have to struggle to earn our bread, to
clothe our familles, to educate ourselves
or our children, or to defend our land,
we can justly lament our ill-fortune, But
at least adversity, whatever the draw-
backs, Is not boring.

That may be why the public woes of
the Depreesion years, which you'll re.
member included also public violence,
still had a different cast, Men knew what
they were struggling for, as they also did
later in the war against Hitler. Nowa-
days hardly any of the rebels krow what
they want. The idea, In Paris as at Co-
lumbia, seems to be that first we'll have
the revolution and then we'll find out
what it means, After the riots somebody
can think up the '‘lssues” to go with It.

Come to think of it, maybe tedium Isn't
an frrationsl reason for a bit of rebel
lon, It probably had something to do
with the turn of events in the Garden of
Eden. And certalnly the tedium of the
news these days Is excuse enough to
chuck it all for a very small boat and
the rough winds of an uncharitable sea,

LOB ANGELES — The prob-.
ability that 8en. Thomas Kuchel
will be renominated in Tues-
dsy's (June 4) Republican pri.
mary, besides being a product
of skillful political tactics and
just plain good luck, is testi-
mony to the decline of right-
wing activism in California.

Although nobody can be ab-
solutely  certain what Cali-
fornia's Republicans will do
once they enter the polling
booth, Kuchel {8 a Theavy
favorite over state school su-
perintendent Maxwell Rafferty
— the cut-rate Bill Buckley of
the West Coast. Yet, for the
past six years, Kuchel has been
marked for extinction by © the
right-wing activists as a liberal
revisionist.

The apparent failure of the
campaign reflects the diminish-
ed political prowess of the right
and particularly of the John
Birch Soclety and its (fellow
travelers. Not only are the
Birchers ~losing membership
here but many, disillusioned
with the Republican party, have
registered in George Wallace's
American Independent party.
The Birchers are no longer a
potent factor in California Re-
publican politics (except in
Orange County, where Kuchel
is a sure loser).

Ironically, the rapld decline
of the far right can be traced
to an event that it wished for
and worked for with great
fervor, the election of Ronald
Reagan in 1966 as  Governor,
Even before his election, Rea-
gan and his political lieutenants
were purging Birchite influences
from the campaign.

Since taking office in January,
1987, Reagan has taken pains
to exclude Birchers from his ad-
ministration, Thus, the far
right is no closer to power than
ever. Moreover, with its
champlion now In Sacramento,
it Is deprived of a cause, THe

result is stagnation and the drift’

toward Wallace.

The morale of the right has
been further shattered by Rea-
gan's conduct in office. Apart
from  super-hawkishness on
Vietnam (a subject over which
he has no contro}), Reagan has
been moving steadlly toward the
center and on state matters can
be classed’ today as & moderate
conservative, He has bogged
down In budget-cutting, modi-
fied his opposition to open houa-
ing, and become increasingly at-
tentive to needs of the Negro
ghetto,

Particuarly debilitating from
the standpoint of the far right's
moral has been the appolnt-
ment of Caspar (Cappy) Wein-
berger, a moderate who in
anathema to the right, as his
finance director.” Through Wein-
berger's influence, Reagan is
now drawing for advice on state
controller Houston Flourney, a
liberal Republican In elective
office who had been ignored for
the first 18 months of Reagan's
administration.

But what has broken the
hearts of the Birchites and the
back of Rafferty’s campaign is
the non-aggression pact between
Reagan and Kuchel negotiated
by Willlam Roberts of Spen-
cer-Roberts and Associates, the
campalgn management firm for
both men. Reagan's neutrality
has all but stopped the flow of
big Callfornia money to Raffer-
ty.
Pat Crawley, the Shick razor
magnate whose political passion
is the destruction of Kuchel,
has contributed generously to
Rafferty, 80 has San Francisco
business man Leland Kalser,
But Frawley never was & mem-

ber of Reagan's inner circle and
Kaiser has been quietly ex-
cluded from it for violating Rea-
gan's neutrality ediet. Most
other conservative fat-cats here
— including the normally gen-
erous oil millionaire, Henry Sal-
vatori — won't give Rafferty
the time of day.

That means Ratferty must re-
ly heavily on nationwide direct
mail solicitations, and that {sn't
enough. While Kuchel {s finane-
ed adequately by a half-million
dollar budget In the primary,
Rafferty has been forced by
lack of funds to surrender valu-
able television time previously
reserved.

For his part, Kuchel has
suppressed his natural inclina-
tion to go Birch-balting and,
following BIill Roberts' advise,
has pulled his punches, Liberal
Republican efforts to find Birch-
ites in the primary campaigns
of Barry Goldwater in 1884 and
Reagan in 1060 having falled, no
such attempt is being made in
the case of Rafferty (though it
undoubtedly would be more
successful) for fear of provok-
ing the right.

Rather, Kuchel's strategists
have made a great point of dis-
playing their own polls showing
him e sure winner and Rafferty
a sure loser against Alan Crans-
ton, the probable Democratic
nominee. Conservative party
leaders, who once vowed venge-
ance against Kuchel for his
irregularity, are clearly im-
pressed.

In short, California Re-
publican politics seems to be
returning to normal, The liberal
Republicans who beat their
breasts over right-wing success
In 1064 and 1966 seem to be on
the brink of a quiet victory of
their own next Tuesday. Once
again, the staying power of the
extremists is likely to prove
wanting.

To the HEditor,

The Health Officer of Bolton
recommended to the Board of
Selectmen at their May 15, 19688
meeting that a town sewer com-
mittee be appointed to study
the problam of sowage disposal
which has become more and
more critical each year in Bol
ton.

Such a committee ic long
overdue In "Qur Town'. The
high wuter table, clay-lke soll
and increasing population have
comlrined to create conditions
in many areas that have reach-
ed the critical atage. Tha use of
septic tanks has proved most
inadequate in meeting minimum
standards of sanitation.

I have sean dirst-hand the
offensive and unsanitary condi-
tions that prevail in many sec-
tions of Bolton. Efforts to in-
stall adequate septic systems
have for the most part been Im-
possible physically and ecos
nomically.

The moat ressonable solution
to this threat to health is n pub-
lic sewer system. The passage
by Congress of the Clean Water
Act presents towns like Bolton
a golden opportunity to do
something about the pollution
that threatens our rural areas.
This act . provides that the
greater pant of funds necessary
to solve pollution problems will
come from the Federal Govern-
ment if a communiity ls willing
to pay a modest share.

Manchesdter, by successful
passage of the Referendum on
the sewer question, took a big
step forward. Now is the time
for the Board of Selectmen of
Bolton to take measures to face
this problem and seek sclutions.
The creation of o Town Sewer
Commission will be the first
step toward bringing Bolton
back to the sanitory conditions

But upon returning to Pana-
ma, after postgraduate work'in
France, the young doctor sdon
found his real love was politics
and In 1927 joined a faction
known as Acclon Communal
that overthrew the government
in 1831,

Elected president in 1940, Ar.
fas introduced Panamanians to
his private ideology, which he
called "“Panamensmo."

To many, Panamanians this
was the birth of their national-
ism, the first gffort to give the
people a sense of Identity. This,
some historians say, s the basis
of the Arias appeal.

Arias' nationalism and U.S,
defense interests in the Panama
Canal Zone  clashed during
World War II. Pro-axis senti-

ment flourished during his brief
tenure and influential Panama-
nians, worrled about the renc-
tion In Washington, overthrew
him in October 1841.

A candidate once more In
1048, Arias was the apparent
winner, but the electoral board,
after a three-month ballot tabii-
lation, declared his opponent the
winner. The new president died
within the year and:in the crisis
that followed the Natlonal
Guard ordered a ballot recount.
After a recheck, the board pro-
claimed Arias the winner and
he was installed as president.
Within two years he was blasted
out of the presidentinl palace by
the gusrd In a bloody battle, Ar-
las' dabbling with constitutional
reformb had led him into new
problems with his opposition.

Arias lost the 1964 presidential
bid to Marco A. Robles, who
steps down in October,

To those who had hoped he
would quit under the combined
pressure of the strikers and riot-
ing students, De Gaulle de-
clared: ) ! will not
withdraw. . .the Republic will
not abdicate.”

De Gaulle also sald he was
keeping Georges Pompldou as
premier and that he had author.
ized him ¢to replace Cabinet
ministors as he saw fit.

The president ordered néew as-
sembly elections and announced
that he was postponing the ref-
erendum he had gzet for June 16
to endorse economic and univer-
gity reforms. *

"I take nota that the present
situation physically prevents

The outpouring for De Gaulle
was o setback to the Commu-
nists who finally climbed on the
bandwagon of the rebelllous
workers, It was all the more
Impressive because it Included
many young people, some stu.
dents shouting enthusiastic sup-
port for the old leader,

Many Frenchmen had thought
De Gaulle's following was limit-
ed to the middle aged and elder-
ly.

Banners carried by the
marchers conveyed the spirit of
the crowd.

“Cohn-Bendit go home,” sald
one, referring to Daniel Cohn-
Bendit, the .German student
leader,

‘“Peace in France with De
Gaulle,'' sald another banner
preceded by a huge portralt of
the general. “Participation Yes,
Anarchy No," sald another.

Three blg Amerlcan flags ap-
peared in the march and two
British Union Jacks.

It was a memorable moment
for De Gaulle and he obvicusly
savored It. The president leaned
out of a window of the Elysee
Palace listening as the demon-
strators chanted his name,

The exchange controls, first
public action by the government
after De Gaulle's declaration,
went into effect at midnight,

The ~ government announced
that It was reimposing strict
controls over exchanges and
movement of capital "“to assure
the defense of the national in-
terest.” Export of all capital—
money, checks and gold—was
forbidden except with Finance
Ministry approval.

The government ended a 16-
month period of free exchange
after mistrust of the franc drove
it to its bottom level of 4.9740 to
the dollar, at whi¢h point the
Bank of France is obligated to
Intervene.

But the threatened weakness
of the feanc was only a symp-
tom of What experts belleve the
economic costs of the strike will

As the second full week of
economic paralysis neared an
end, -economlists were calculat.
ing that the net loss In produc-
tion alone was 2.85 per cent of
the gross national product or
about $2.4 billlon. -

Though De Gaulle showed he
was willing to subject the gov-
ernment's case to an electoral
test, he warned that he would
use force if necessary to regain
control of the divided counfry.

If there Is a situation “where
force Is being used I will have to
take . . . other paths than the
immediate polling of the coun-
try,"” he sald.

The Communist party's politi-
cal bureau replied, *“To those
millions of Frenchmen who
want a change of policy, De
Gaulle replies with a veritable
declaration of war.”

Francols  Mitterrand, - leader
of the non-Communist left, said,
“Gen, De Gaulle's latest act is
an appeal to civil war.”

On Board’s Agenda Tuesday

The Manchester Board of Di-
rectors Tuesday night will con-
duct public hearings and will
consider wotdon on the adoption
of one new ordinance and the
adoplion of amendments to two

existing ordinances. Tuesday's
meeting will be at 8 p.m. in the
Municipal Bullding Heaning
Room.

One amendment (s to the or-
(iance commmonly kmown as the
Manchester Country Club lease.

The proposed change 'would give

the club the authonity to MNmit
or restriot ninehole play by
occasional players during the
weekday hours of 4 pm. to 6
p.m,

Players signing up for 18-hole
play would be glven preference
over 9-hole players.

The rule would not be au ban.
It would give club officials the
right to use their judgment on
the restrictions.

Three amendments are to the
town'as Pension Ordinance. One
would permit the Pension Board
to Invest 40 per cent of its funds
in stocks. The Hmit now is 26
per cent. Another would permit
early retirement, at reduced
benefits, at age 55. The present
rule is at age 60. And the third
would Hberalize vested retire-
ment rights. 'Mhe benefit chang-
es woul not add any town
costs to the Penslon Plan.

The new ordinance s for a
$9,500 expenditur,e for the pur-
chuse of a 14.5-acre parcel at
8. Main and Spring Sts,, from
the Hartford Bleotnic Light Co.

The new ordinance will leganl-
ize an action taken by the board
on May 8, when it voted to pur.
chase the parcel. A charter
change, approved by the voters
on April 80, requires that the
purchase or sale of town real
estate must be by ordinance,

In other business Tuesday
night, the board will consider:

1. A §7,000 allocation from the
Water Department Reserve
Fund for retaining consulting
engineers to conduct a” com-
prehensive study of thé town’s
water system.

Turbines Falter and Fail Again,
Bobby Unser Surprised and Happy

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.
(AP)—Bobby Unser had a
big grin on his face and an
undetermined amount of
prize money in sight as he
discussed his victory—and
the failure for the second
consecutive year of the
imposing turbines—in the
Memorial Day 500-mile auto
race.

“I couldn't believe it sald
Unser, who whipped his turbo-
charged Offenhauser across the
finish line in front after the
three powerful turbine racers
entered by Andy Granatelll had
faltered oand failed—one with
only 9 laps to go. The turbines
included the leading qualifiera
and the race leader for 32 laps.

“I feel they missed the best
chance they had in their lives,"
Unser said. “I sald before the
race if Granatelli didn't win this
one he ought to pack up and go

i home, The best I can figure, the

wgood Lord fust didn't want them

to win."

Unser's prize money will be
announced tonight at the tradi-
tional victory dinner.

It depended on attendance,
cut by prolonged rain that made
the infield a quagmire, and on
the accessorieas Bobby carried
on his American Eagle and its
engine,

Fans, meanwhile, to whom
the §$750,000-or-s0 purse has only
an academic interest, marveled
at how close Thursday’'s secript
came to following that of 1967,
and how true It Is that a race
driver who won't be beaten of-
ten isn't.)

Piston Offenhauser Racer

Hasn’t Silenced Indy Feud

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind. (AP) —
The nolsy victory of Bobby Un-
ser's piston-pounding Offy racer
has done nolhing to silence the
500-mile feud over the colorful
and controversial turbines,

Unser won the 1968 war of au-
tomobile vs. aircraft engines
Thursday, driving to victory in
the Indianapolis 0600-mile race
when leader Joe Leonard stalled
his jet-powered turbine in the
last nine laps.

But Unser insisted the tur-
bines were powerful enough to
have run awasy with the race
whenever they wished., He re.
newed the year-long argument
that the jets should be grounded

in the rich Memorial Day clas--

sic,

“I'think this is a race for au-
tomotive veliicles,” Unser suid.
“You should put the turbines in
a class all by themselves and let
them run their own race on
some other day."”

The crowd of 250,000 expected
the flaming red jet cars to run
their own race Thursday all by

themselves at the head of the
500-mile field. But Unser as-
tounded all.

The 34-year-old Albuquerque,
N.M., driver swept past pace-
setter Leonard on the eighth
lap. He led in 127 of the 200 laps
around the 2%-mile oval,

But . Unser argued, "I really
feel the turbines should have
run away with the race. # think
I was lucky to win. Leonard
could have out run me any
time."”

He suggested the turbines
were running at leas than full
speed to avold the strain that
sidelined apparent winner Par-
nelll Jones only three laps from
victory a year ago, the first
year & turbine was entered. Un-
ser sald the turbine strategy
wasg almed evidently at wearing
out the other cars—and it al-
most succeeded.

Unser's gearshift lever broke
early in the race and he had to
crawl out of the pit area twice
in high gear, the weakest in ac-
celeration among his four gears.

SAIGON (AP)—South Vietnamese troops supported
by planes drove back Viet Cong attackers on Saigon's
northeastern fringes today, but across town some guer-
rillas held out despite U.S. big guns blasting their hide-

outs to rubble.

South Vietnamese planes bombed and strafed resi-
dential areas 214 miles northeast of Saigon’s center. Ci-
vilians already had left the area.

Huet said the Viet Cong retreated, but Vietnamese ma-
rines had to battle two hours to wipe out an enemy

Hanoi Hints
At Bypassing
Bomb Appeal

PARIS (AP) — North Viet
nam may be preparing to out-
flank its own barrier to progress
in the Paris talks and move thé
discussion to broad peacemak-
ing issues without insisting on
an immediate end of bombing in
the North.

This possibility 1s being stud-
led by U.B. officials. It arises
from wording used in the North
Vietnamese Communist party
paper Nhan Dan today.

Nhan Dan sald that before
other problems in the peace.
making process can be dis-
cussed, the United States “‘muat
firat of all clearly acknowledge
its responsthbility to put a definl-
tive and unconditional end to
bombing and all other acts of
war on the whole Democratic
Republic of Vietnam territory.”

This new formulation of an
old North Vietnamese demand
coincided with the nssignment
of a néw North Vietnamese ad-
viser to the delegation here
headed by Ambassador Xuan
Thuy.

On his way to Paris, accord-
ing to the North Vietnamese an-
nouncement, is Le Duc Tho, 87,
& member of the Politburo of
the North Viethaamese Commu-
nist party's Central Committee.

RFK-McCarthy Debate Critical

Bens., Eugene J. McCarthy
and Robert F. Kennedy meet to-

night in a nationally televised
debate that could make or
break eitther man’s chances in
Tuesday's California Democrat-
fc primary.

How much of a boost a good
showing in the debate will give
the "‘winner"” as he continues in
the quest for the presidential
nomination cannot be said—but
it's on a lot of people's minds.

Staff people for both candi-
dates also know how great
might be the cost of a lame per-
formance before the nationwide
audience.

“If someone makes a serious
slip, it's very important,"” said
Frederick W. Dutton, one of
Kennedy's advisers.

Kennedy, he said, planned to
spend n few hours today boning
up for the TV appearance, Ten-
nis and swimming were also on
the Kennedy schedule, sappar-
