SAIGON (AP)—South Vietnamese troops supported
by planes drove back Viet Cong attackers on Saigon's
northeastern fringes today, but across town some guer-
rillas held out despite U.S. big guns blasting their hide-

outs to rubble.

South Vietnamese planes bombed and strafed resi-
dential areas 214 miles northeast of Saigon’s center. Ci-
vilians already had left the area.

Aswqated Press photographers Al Chang and Henri
Huet said the Viet Cong retreated, but Vietnamese ma-
rines had to battle two hours to wipe out an enemy

rearguard fighting a delayi
swamps.

Earlier, the government ma-
rines assaulted the bottom floor
of a villa which had been held
by about 40 guerrillas despite
government troops’ occupying
the upper two floors.

In southwestern Baigon, in the
Cholon Chinese district, guerril-
las attacked at 4 a.m. as the
U.8. and South Vietnamese po-
lice shifts changed.

Some guerrillan alipped out
when the government declared
a 20-minute truce to allow sev-
eral hundred refugees to flee
the embattled five-block-square
ares, But 30 or 40 Viet Cong
held out despite a U.8, 57Tmm re-
collless rifle team firing nearly
100 rounds into thelr firing posi-
tions,

The main battle ares was

about three miles west of the
Presidential Palace and mill.
tary reports sald snipers had
moved to within & mile of the
palace, The enemy troops had
made the deepest penetration
into th city of their third wave
of attacks on Saigon, which be-
gan last S8aturday.

Firemen braved sniper fire in
efforts to control blazes in about
half a dozen buildingn in a pros-
perous Chinese section. Govern-
ment troops were seen looting
stores of food.

In the northern war szdne,
South Vietnamese infantrymen
freed two American Marines
from enemy captivity 12 mlles
oast of Hue, Both men were re-
ported In good phyaical condi-
tion after two months in enemy
hands,

Detalls of how they were res-
cued were not immediately dis-
closed.

Spokesmen said the two were
8gl.

Hanoi Hints
At Bypassing
Bomb Appeal

PARIS (AP) — North Viet
nam may be preparing to out-
flank its own barrier to progress
in the Paris talks and move thé
discussion to broad peacemak-
ing issues without insisting on
an immediate end of bombing in
the North.

This possibility 1s being stud-
led by U.B. officials. It arises
from wording used in the North
Vietnamese Communist party
paper Nhan Dan today.

Nhan Dan sald that before
other problems in the peace.
making process can be dis-
cussed, the United States “‘muat
firat of all clearly acknowledge
its responsthbility to put a definl-
tive and unconditional end to
bombing and all other acts of
war on the whole Democratic
Republic of Vietnam territory.”

This new formulation of an
old North Vietnamese demand
coincided with the nssignment
of a néw North Vietnamese ad-
viser to the delegation here
headed by Ambassador Xuan
Thuy.

On his way to Paris, accord-
ing to the North Vietnamese an-
nouncement, is Le Duc Tho, 87,
& member of the Politburo of
the North Viethaamese Commu-
nist party's Central Committee.

RFK-McCarthy Debate Critical

Bens., Eugene J. McCarthy
and Robert F. Kennedy meet to-

night in a nationally televised
debate that could make or
break eitther man’s chances in
Tuesday's California Democrat-
fc primary.

How much of a boost a good
showing in the debate will give
the "‘winner"” as he continues in
the quest for the presidential
nomination cannot be said—but
it's on a lot of people's minds.

Staff people for both candi-
dates also know how great
might be the cost of a lame per-
formance before the nationwide
audience.

“If someone makes a serious
slip, it's very important,"” said
Frederick W. Dutton, one of
Kennedy's advisers.

Kennedy, he said, planned to
spend n few hours today boning
up for the TV appearance, Ten-
nis and swimming were also on
the Kennedy schedule, sappar-

looking as relaxed as posaible.

Vietnam policy. In reality, Ken-
nedy said, ‘T was the first."

McCarthy sald he doubts that

Vietnam: The Right Premier

Tran Van Huong's acceptance of the
premiership of South Vietnam under
President Thieu is a welcome sign of the
fledgling sense of wider unity develop-
ing in thelr anguished land. Whatever
the eventual outcome of the talks in
Paris, an overriding prerequisite for
South Vietnam's belng able either to re-
slst an outright military takeover by the
North or to ensure against an imagined
sellout from outside is a government
with a valid claim to represent all South
Vietnamese and their national will, Mr,
Huong’s appointment as Prime Minister
is happlly in this direction.

Of him, one of the most balanced and
perceptive American observers of the
Vietnam scens, Robert Bhaplen, wrote in
Forelgn Affairs last October:

“, . JThe key man remains Tran Van
eager to settle the war through accom-

ident then as the chosen Prime Minister,
has the best chance of prosecuting a
peace plan, ., .Huong, . s ftirm in his
oconvictions, and more importantly he
s respected for his honesty and integ-
rity and for his dedication to the cause
of seeking peace without selling out to
the Communists, He Is for accommoda-
tion and for free elections, which ulti-
mately might produce a pro-Communist
or neutralist or strongly neutralist Pres-
ident, but he Is against any premature
coalition government, which surely would
have that effect, . ."

My, Bhaplen added: “If Huong, or any-
one elge, Is to succeed in this pursuit,
the military must be held in cheok. This
will be difficult to do unless the United
States is determined finally to use ita
influence and leverage to restrain the
generals, Indlvidually and collectively,
and to give the civilians a chance to try
accommodation.”

It may well be that Preaident Thiou —
ant Army man —chose Mr, Huong as
Premier without any bidding from the
United States. Indeed, we mho did.
But now that My. Huong s e Minis-
ter, Mr. Shaplen's admonition stil has -
validity and must be hesded.

particular case,
In the course of reaching his

judgment on the particular con-
duot of Buperior Court Judge
Leo Parskey in the matter of
his 24-hour reversal of his own
jall term rentence for a Yale
student who happened to be the
son- of a federal judge In
Chicago, Justice Cotter took the
precaution of reinforcing his
own study and judgment.with
the announcement that he had
also been assisted In reviewing
the case by three retired
Judges who are now state ref-
erees, the distinguished Patrick
B. O'Bulliven, Raymond K.
Baldwin and J. Howard Rob-
erts,

Justice Cotter's conclusion,
that Judge Parskey ‘‘showed no
laok of integrity in the manner
in which he ncted"” in the case,
will be accepted by all who
watched Judge Parskey oper-
ate in the approach to his ca-
reer on the bench,

Leo Parskey is a nice harm-
less Individual who won his way
to the Superior Court bench by
the lowly and obedient process
of alaving away as the Demo-
cratic party’s top expert on leg-
islative reapportionment during
the long and agonizing months
when Connecticut was inching
toward its final implementation
of the S8upreme Court's one man
one vote rulings. His chief in-
strument in studying the reap-
portionment problem was a stu-
dious looking pipe. If there was
any aly, original plotting . in-
volved, that was something his
Republican counterparts claim-
ed for themselves, In that they
probably got a little the better
of the bargain, as this fall’s

The only slight embarrass-
ment left in the situation In that
it has become necessary for
one part of the Balley judicial
estaplianment, Justice Cotter of
meteoric rise to the status one
perhaps jealous lawyer legisla-
tor in the iast session ocalled
that of '‘the most powerful in-
dividual in Conneocticut today,"
to be called upon to render
judgment on the conduct of one
of the Balley neophytes on the
bench. But such circumstances
are almost unavoldable in pe-
rioda of long political domina-

tion by one party or another. .

“I don't know how he missed
Vandenburg Hall, He came over
the top and dipped down in the
valley.

NEW YORK (AP) — One
awards ceremony of interest to
television viewers is unlikely to
get on camera: The presenta-
tions for ¢ommercials that re-
cently won for their makers
“Clios,”” the advertising agen-
cles' equivalent of the motion
plcture's Oscar.

Messages from the sponsor
do, after all, occupy the televi-
slon screen at least one-sixth of
all air time, Most viewers react
more violently to commercials
they dislike than to shows they
don't like. They can skip the
show, but must just suffer
through a minute commercial,

highly unlikely such @ program
will ever make the channels,

At the "Cllo" award ceremo-
nies of the American Televiaion
and Radio Commercials Festi-
val last week, about 60 sta-
tuettes were passed out. But
since a commercial must De
seen or heard to identify, most
of them, even with titles, are
difficult to recall,

This viewer recognized from
titles and brief descriptions a
few of the top awards winners.
One was that series of bitterly
funny case histories of Lthe
build-up of king-size headaches.
Another was the cartoon com-
mercial showing a nagging dia-
logue between a man and his
unhappy stomach, A third was
the series of tongue-in-cheek
dramas plugging pitted prunes.

Meanwhile, the television
code committee of the National
Association of Broadcasters has
recommeénded that certaln res-
trictions on advertising products
for personal use be relaxed and
that Instead of banning the
product, the commercials be
judged individually on the basis
of taste,

Involved specifically is adver-
tising two hemorrhoidal prepar-
ations and one personal hygiene
products, The recommendations
will be dcted upon by the NAB
board in mid-June,

The industry code currently
bars advertising of ‘‘particular-
ly intimate products which ordi-
narily are not freely mentioned
or discussed."

The channels are liberally
sprinkled with sales pitches for
mouth washes, deodorants, antl-
perspirants, shampoos -and
salves and such subjects as bad
breath and dapdruff are dis-
cussed in detail.
