To Motor Vehicle Laws

State 8en. David M. Barry of
Manchester said today that he
will submit a report within the
next 80 days to the Legislature's

Interim Committee on Judiclary
and Governmental Functions,

regarding revisions to the
state’s motor vehicle laws.

He has invited the public to
participate in his effort to im-
prove highway safety, by send-
ing him thelr suggestions, Those
suggestions, he sald, will be
correlated and submitted as
part of the report.

Barry said that ‘“‘the ever-
Increasing wvolume of wvehicles
on Connecticut highways pre-
sents a continuing problem to
users of the highways, to pe-
destrians, to law enforcement
agencies, and to insurance car-
riers."” He sald, in particular,
that ‘“‘the presence of traller
trucks in large numbers on the
highweys has created problems
which need special attention.”

He sald that his report will
include proposals concerning
highway safety innovations,
licensing procedures, and regu-
lations regarding the operation
of motor vehicles and of driver
qualification,

Barry said that he hopes his
report will form the basis for
new legislation, to be submitted
to the 1989 State Assembly.

"“Now it's on to Chicago and
let's win there,'" he had said,
turned into a hotel kitchen corri-
dor—and moments later faced
the volley of gunfire.

Across Los Angeles, *at the
Beverly Hilton Hotel, McCarthy
had thanked his supporters, too,
and gone to mleep in defeat.

Kennedy walted until his vie-
tory was secure in the Califor-
nia primary before he came
down to talk to his workers,
There was a huge crowd In the
ballroom. They had waited for
several hours.

About 12:16 a,m., (3:18 EDT),
the senator’s press aldes en-
tered the working press room
adjoining the ballroom. They
sald Kemmedy would come in a
matter of minutes to thank his
workers and make a statement
for television.

A big crowd fllled the lobby
outside, and it was declded it
would be easier to bring the
candidate through the kitchen
corridor into the ballroom,

Then the senator came. He

from his hand and plays a low
diamond from dummy,

East's beat return is a trump,
which South wins, Declarer
cashes the ace of clubs, ruffs

one club in dummy and returns 1

to his hand with the gueen of
diamonds .Now South draws the
rest of the trumps, discarding
low hearts from the dummy.

The last five cards in the dum-
my are the ace-king of hearts
and the ace-king five of dla-
monds, all good. South reaches
a very high point indeed, since
he scores 1,730 points, all by
knowing how to jump with a
duck.

Sign Two-Year Pact

Two-year contracts for the
town's police and public works
departments have been signed.
These agreements i{nolude pay
increases for those in both de-
mpuunemn plus additional bene-

The two departments became
affilated with the AFLCIO
shortly after the consolidation
of the town's three govern-
ments, some three years ago.

Negotiations were first com-
pleted with the public works
department but not before state
mediators were called in. The
police unlon and the town rep-
resentatives came to agreement
~without any help from the med-
lators. Sgt. Clarence Neff, pres-
ldent of the palice group, said
the contraot, after many meeot-
Ings and some changes, la com-
pletely agreeable to both par-
Ues.
The police gained an across-
the-board pay Increase of 20
cents an hour for 1968-60 and

26 cents per hour for 1969-70.

The public works department,
in effect, will reteive the same
pay gain but that contract pro-
vides for 22 cemta an hour in-
crease for each of the two
years,

In the studio at her Bu

rnside Ave, apartment, au-

thor-photographer Yolla Niclas reflects on how her

From the balcony of her
apartment at 1320 Burnside
Ave,, just across the Manches-
ter line in Bast Hartford, Yolla
Niclas tends her geraniums,
looks south to the polluted Hock-
anum River or north over a car-
studded parking lot to catch a
glmpse of Wickham Park, and
in each view finds beauty.

To Miss Niclas, internationally
known author-photographer who
has recently moved to the
Manchester area, almost every-
thing in life can be translated
into '‘beautiful” — or at least
honest — photographic terms, if
seen through the sufficiently
sensitive eyes and trained
hands of a practitioner of her
art

“In . everything I do photo-
graphically, I try to reveal
something about the human con-
dition — the Inner things that
are beyond the visible,’* she
says. '‘And always I try only
to show the things that are
true."”

That she succeeds in evoking
with camera and pen new and
meaningful statements - “about
human existence is evidenced
by the recent publication of her
fourth children's book, "“The
Flower of Vassiliki, e Story of
Greece” (Seabury Press).

Published in April, ‘‘Flowes'!
tells though brief text and strik-
ing black and white photographs
the story of Maria and her
widowed mother who live on the
tsland of Crete and of how the
impoverished family is “adopt-
ed" by an. American family un-
der the Foster Parents plan.

Like her three eariier books '

for children, ‘“The Flower of
Vassilikl” resulted from a true
experience when Miss Niclas
and her hushand visited Greece
while vacationing.

In private life, Yolla is Mrs.
Rudolf Bachs; he is a profes.
sor of sociology at Manchester
Community College, who joined
the full-time faculty last Sept.
ember.

Before leaving for their vaca-
tion visit to Greece, Yolla and
Rudi were asked by a friend to
try to see her Greek foster child.

Knowipg only that the chlld's
name was Maria, that she was
gix years old, and that she liv-
¢d somewhere in Greece, the
Sachs succeeded In discovening
her whereabouts with the help
of the Athens oftfice of the Fos-
ter Parents Plan.

8he also opened her own por-
trait studio and began to de-
velop an personal style and
photographl cphilosophy unique-
1y her own.

It was also while living In
France that she met and
married Rudolf Sachs, a young
lawyer and countryman,

After the war began, both
Rudl and Yollo were Interned
in sepfrate ‘''isolation'. camps
ns enemy aliens, But with the
fall of France in 1041 they were
@ble to escape, locate each other
with the ald of a friendly con-
cierge, and finally to make their
way to the United States aboard
a Dutch ship.

Safe but penniless, having left
behind all their possessions, the
couple applled for citizenship
papers and finally found work
as a maid and cook on an estate
in Long Island.

About this time, a New York
newspaper, doing n series of
articles on war refugees, wrote
a story about Ydlla and Rudolf,
A few days later, a Miss Hen-
rietta Rushmore “of Brooklyn

sent Yolla a camera as a gift.
And Loulse Dahl-Wolfe, a pho-
tographer to whom she had been
introduced, o ¢. d the use of
her studio.

Soon Yolla was back at her
profession and carned her first
portrait commission in America.
It paid $7. Gradually, she re-
established a reputation and a
following. 3

By 1047, Yolla was well
enough known to have an In-
depth blographical article and
samples of her work published
in Popular Photography, the
leading U.S8. magazine for photo
hobbyista,

Outworldly, somewhat shy and
retiring, the slight blond woman
nevertheless took it upon her-
self one day to pay a visit to
the New York studio of Alfred
Stieglite, like herself a Huro-
pean by birth and recognized as
the “dean’” of Amenican photog-
raphers, ;

Stieglitz, then in his late 80's
allowed the determined young
photographer many long and
spirited audiences, during which
their talks ranged over the whole
gamut of fdeas relating to
photography, musle, lterature,
the arts generally.

In a letter he penned for Yol-
la .not long before his death,
which is among her most cher-
ished possesslons, Stieglitz spoke
of her hope of finding a publish-

Like ‘“The Flower of Vas-
siliki' and her other books,
“The Island Shepherd” and
“Pedro Angel, & Boy from Puer-
to Rico,” "Dayid and the Sea-
gulls" is based on a true ex-
perience,

The story relates how nine-
year-old David Boynton cares
for slok and Injured gulls and
orphaned gull chicks during his
summers on Monheégan Island
off the Maine Coast.

The Board of Directors last
night. reluctantly, yet un-
animousaly, authorized the
manager to borrow up to $102,-
000 in anticipation notes, to
cover a deficit in current taxes,
not expected to be collected un-
til next year,

The reluctance was because,
as  expressed by Democrat
Francis Mahoney, it marks the
first time in Manchester's his-
tory that the town has had to
borrow at the end of a fiseal
year.

The unanimous vote was be-
cnuse, also as expressed by
Mahoney, thq board had no
other alternative but to
authorize the borrowing.

Town Manager Robert Weiss
and Town Cantroller Joseph
Clementino have esti ed that
between $75,000 and $102,000 in
taxes will be outstanding as of
June 30, the end of the current
fiscal year, due to unsettled ap-
peals on the October 1988 Grand
List, amended by revaluation,

Appellants, by state statute,
may withhold up to 25 per cent
of tax levies.

The bonds to be purchased
will mature July 15 of this year
and will cost the town  very
little, If anything, in Interest,
Welss said.

There are, at moments like this, wait-
ing for bulletins from a Los Angeles hos-
pital, certain assumptions some of us
would itke to cling to.

This is a civililzed country.

When something uncivilized happens in
this civilized country, that {s a matter of
some dementad individual, or ideological-
ly unbalanced individual, going berserk.

When such a berserk individual dis.
rupts the peace and blackens the reputa-
tion of the country, there are certain
definite, specific things that can be done.
We can improve our enforcement of our
laws. We can make it more difficult for
assassing- to obtain guns, We can see
that the punishment fits the crime.

To do much things is the prime collec-
tive responsibility of the rest of us.
-

But to take the view that all of us —
aside from our possible neglect to have
dome such superficial things before in-
stead of efter the violence —share any
such thing as a collective nmational guilt
for what an [ndividual among us may
do —why that, of course, is nonsense.

These are the assumptions some of us
would like to cling to.

These assumptions, let it be sald to at
least our emotional credit, do not stand
up well in the immediate impact of one
more sample of the barbaric happening
in our midst.

Most of us feel guilty.

Most of us feel that the horrible enor-
mity of what can happen in this fair, this
beautiful America of ourd is such that
no one can escape guilt for it

It is —feeling and acknowledging such ,
guilt —part of the only way in which we
can atone for what happens inside the
life we have built. N

We are quick enough to claim credit
for all the good things we see and treas-
ure in American life.

The bad things are equally sourced,
somehow, in what we all are, in the
values or non-values we have honored
or tolerated.

There Is no cure in passing some law
which admits that our viclence among
ourselves defies all normal controls.

There is no cure except that which be-
gins with an humble cofitrition in - the
soul, and that begins not with an easy
condemnation of some misfit somebody
else, some crackpot, but with a question-
ing as to what part of ourselves may
not fit the needs of our jostling, speed-
up world, what disastrous crack there

I may be lurking under the veneer of our
normal self-satisfactions. J

We —the we is repeated deliberately
—Have now shot our third high national
leader in a period of four years.

Let us not either add to our real gullt,
or detract from our chance of finding
ourselves a cure; by trying to deny our
implicity.

reality, ever led to their true solution,
or to the advancement of anything which
might truly be described as “God's king-
dom."

And as for heresy, we think we might
dare to define it as the sometimes nec-
essary prelude fo a more enlightened
and meaningful and productive approach
to the truths by which people on this
earth might come their closest to fulfill-
ing thelr own best potentialities.

Why Students Rebel

I don’t know why students revolt. But
I know of several good reasons why they
ghould, They should revolt against bu-
reaucracy in all its forms and attitudes,
against bureaucracy in government, in
blg business in the parties’ apparatus
among students themselves, In the pro-
fessions. They should revolt against the
mind which can think only in terms of
the organisation to which It belongs or
the fashions with which it has been in-
doctrinated. Against technical and ec-
onomic determinism, Against the use
of education to turn out slaves for a
machine-driven technocracy.

Against professors who spend a mini-
mum time in the universities where they
are supposed to teach. Against the do-
ings of the public relations world in
which politics ‘are reduced to a confi-
dence trick or a branch of psephology
in which the individual is drained of in-
dividuality by dependence on subsidies,
prestige, and the quest for parks and
consumer goods. Against the world of
government where ‘‘experts' proliferate
and Inefficlency abounds. The world
where people find their lives shattered
not by earthquake or revolution but by
some bolt from the Government decided
upon in secret, the brain.child of some
clever theoretician or bureaucratic lob-
by: Irreversible and disastrous.

But, we are told, the students must not
be violent, Will anyone take any notice
if they are not? When the mass media
are not Interested in what is right or
wrong, violence, regrettably, will flour-
ish.

We are told we must not substitute
force for discussion. This is hardly an
argument which comes well from the
British Establishment at the present
moment. One day is allowed for parlia-
mentary discussion of the Prices and
Incomes Bill, The Government consults
all sorts of vested interests before they
bring their measures to the House of
Commons, but not the people's represen-
tatives.

If discussion is to take the place of
force, one must make democratic dls-
cussion a reality. Representative gov-
ernment depends on three assumptions,
First, that the representatives do in fact
represent the outlook of their electors.
At present they do not. There is no over-
all Socinlist, Conservative, or Liberal po-
sition in politics. Secondly, that the rep-
resentatives have some power at the cru-
clal point of politics, They don't. Third-
ly, that discussion ‘can be’about values
and can be effective. But people at ev-
ery level see that reason does not win
and priorities are neglected.

Years ago it was reasonable for us to
join the Common Market and withdraw
from the Far East. But the whole Es-
tablishment was against any such sensi-
ble decislons. Now, when most of the
damage is done, they favour them. At
local level everyone feels all too natural-
ly the effects of Irrational decisions
which are forced through against the
weight of argument.

If today you want to be represe.ed
by someone who does not subscribe to
the State Soclalist-capitalist ethie, or if
you want to protest against a society in
which soclallsm accepts the morals of
capitalism but rejects its guldes to ef-
ficlency, or against a society which re-
jects even the counter-weights of Chris-
tianity or Communism, what are you to
do? In theory you can convert an exist-
ing party or found a new one. But in
practice what happens?

The Labour Party agreed on a plat- '

form including the abandonment of nu-
clear arms and o high rate of expan-
sion. Their platform has had no rele-
vance to their decisions in office. As
for founding a new party, If it is to chal-
lenge our whole system of values or non-
values, its chances of getting off the
ground by resson alone are nil. It wil
only even get on to television by break-
ing windows.

Not all students, I hope are content
simply with a cholce between Mr. Wil
son and Mr. Heath every five years,
Not all students, as they contemplate
an adctual fall in the standard of llving
in this country and the appalling situa-
tion through famine in India or through
war in Nigeria (where Soclalint-capital-
lsm s improvng the balance of pay-
ments by selling armas), accept that Brit-
lsh bureaucracy is the answer to the
world's trouble. They believe they could
do better,

They want to take g more continuous
part In discussing our aims and in the
direction of government, the professions,
and business. They want a more equal
and a more democratic soclety, At least,
I hope they do. T hope they stand for
democracy against bureaucrncy: For
man against machine; for. open against
secrot deefslon-making; for humanity
against prestige; in the phrase from a
title of a recent book —for life against

What makes Bush interesting to
the Nixon camp is the possibili.

Sen. Bugene McCarthy,

This possibility is based part-
ly on Bush's television  style,
regarded by Dr. Graham as
among the best of current prac-
ticing politiclans. Nixon  has
been particularly impressed by
spontaneous comments from
newsmen covering his campalgn
that Bush was the sole redeem-
ing feature of the otherwise dis-
mal television spectacular by
Republican Congressmen early

this year.

VC Leave Part of~Saigon, For Varehes
10-Day Enemy Rest Seen

SAIGON (AP) —Street fight
ing slacked off in one part of
Saigon today amid intelligence
reports that the Viet Cong were
starting a 10-day rest period be-
fore launching a new series of
attacka on the capital June 15.
But there was no letup in anoth-
er sector,

Bands of Viet Cong were re-
ported slpping out of Cholon,
the Chinese section three miles
west of the presidential palace,
whera street fighting has raged
for the past five days,

In suburban Gla Dinh, on the
northern and  northeastern
fringes of the capital, other
bands of Viet Cong also were re-
ported trying to pull back
through the night.

A blocking force of South Viet-
namese marines, dropped off by
boats along the Saigon River,
killed 18 of the withdrawing ene-
my. Some of thém carried
North Vietnamese money.

But a fresh company from the
North Vietnamese Dong Nal
regiment was spotted moving in
west of Highway One, Saigon's
main artery to the north, and
only 500 yards from an Amerl-
can advisory compound in Gia
Dinh.

Civiligns streamed out and

South Vietnamese reserve units
battled the enemy through the
night,
" Dive-bombing South  Viet-
namese Skyraiders and artilliery
smashed a large residential
area abandoned by clvilians,
But the enemy troops still held
out in a cemetery and a multi-
story bullding two miles north
of the presidential palace.

A company of South Viet-
namese marines, apparently in.
experienced in the use of tear

gas, accldentally set off several
gas grenades among them-
selves. Panic and confusion
halted their advance for an hour
a8 the marines fumbled for gas
masks and ran for water.

The enemy got a whiff of the
gas and pulled out, ‘

Other government .iroops
lying in ambush caught some of
the enemy on the run carrying
their wounded, The ambushers
killed two Viet Cong already
wounded In éarlier fighting,

The government troops hauled
out two truckloads of Viet Cong
bodles, about 40 killed in fight-
ing In the Gia Dinh area the
past few days.

The Viet Cong’s ‘‘peace talks"
drive against Saigon, apparent-
ly aimed at strengthening Ha-
rol's hand in the Paris negotia-
tions with the United Btates, en-
tered its second month today
with another terror shelling of
the capital,

The 18-shell barrage during
the night killed five Vietnamese
civillans and wounded 21, It was
the second successive night Sal-
gon was shelled.

One report of the Viet Cong's
plans for intermittent attacks on
Saigon came from a Viet Cong
cell lender captured in Cholon
week ago. South Vietnamese
military sources sald he told in-
terrogators: ‘‘The ' Viet Cong
will launch an attack on Salgon
trom May 25 to June B, The Viet
Cong will then take a 10-day
rest and then attack Salgon
again from June 15 to June 20."

A South Vietnamese intelll-
nate in 10-day periods of opera-
tions in the city and other Viet
Cong units will replace those
now retreating."

U.8. officlals said the last
three weeks of fighting have
produced 115,582 more refugees

in Saigon alone and food prices
went up 4 per cent last weel,

In _the central highlands,
meanwhile, alded (roops Te-
pulsed two North Vietnameso
ambushes of a 50-truck U8, mil-
ftary convoy 15 miles north of
Plelku. Two Americans and 53
North Vietdnamese were report-
ed killed.

U.8. jet tightér-bombers and
helicopters helped drive off the
ambushers, The enemy rocket
and rifie fire damaged about 20
of the convoy's trucks,

Defends Closed Meetings

The Zoning Commisgsion has
lssued a statement clarifying its
position on the “right to know
law.”” Noting that “during the
past months” the commission

“has been the subject of com-
ments dn the press,’” the four
current members of the com-
mission have sct down thelr
views on open and closed meet-
inggs and minutes of these
meetings.

The commission has held a
geries of closed meetings before
and after a public hearing on a
request for a zone change, from
multiple dwelling to single resi-
dence. It denled the request,

It has been criticized for not
having open meetings by the
selectmen and by various towns-
people who wished to sit in on
the meetings.

The statement reads:

‘It is our understanding that
General Statutes Public Act 723
Section 1-21 provides that a
public body, such as the Bollon
Zoning Commiasion, shall do
three things In connection with
meeting notices.

“1. Regular meetings: Each
board shall file, not Iater than
Jan. 31st of each year, a sched-
ule of regular meetings for the
ensuing year. This provision was
fulfilled by the Bolton Zoning
Commission prior to Jan. 31,
1088. Minutes of regular meet-
ings are required to be filed in
the records of the Zoning Com-
mission in the Town Hall and
are po filed,

Notice of Meetings

*2. S8peclal Meeungs: Notice
of special meetings are to be
filed with the Town Clerk 24
hours in advance of the special
meeting. This provision was ful-
filled by the Bolton Zoning Com-
mission regarding the special
meeting held March 14, 1088,
with Attorneys Laws and Bar-
rowsg. Minutes of special meet-
ings are required to be filed in
the records of the Zoning Com-
mission in the Town Hall and
are so filed.

Y8, Emergency Meetings:
Emergency meetings may be
held with no notice to the Town
Clerk provided that minutes, ad-
equately setting forth the nature
of the emergency and the pro-
ceedings  occurring at such
meeting ‘shall be filed with the
Town Clerk within 72 hours. The
Bolton Zoning Commjsslon has
held no meeting without notice
to the Town Clerk. Therefore,
there has been no requirement
to flle minutes with the Town
Clerk."

The statement continues, with
further references to the statute,
pertaining to records:

“Section 1-19 of the same
atatute reads in part, 'All re-
cords made, maintained or kept
on file (except those specifical-
-1y exempt) by any ... .legisla-
tive body. .. .(such as the zon-
Ing Commission) shall be pubie
records and every resldent of
the State ghall have the right to
Inspect or copy such record al
such reasonable time as may
be determined by the custodian
thereof.” Further 'Each. .. .leg-
islative body....(such as the
Zoning Commission) shall make,
keep and maintain a record of
the ‘prodeeding of its meetings.’

Avallable for Inspection

‘‘Records of the Bolton Zoning
Commission are kept in the
Town Hall basement office. Re-
quests to Inspect these records
mey be made to the Zoning
Agent.

‘‘Section 1-1 of the Statute re-
garding  executive  sesslons
reads In part -, ¢ .such meet-
ing shall be closed to the Pub-
He when in executive sesslon
‘when so voted by a majority
of the members of such body
present and voting, The votes
of each member of any such
body upon any issue before such
body shall be recorded in the
minutes of the session at which
taken which records shall be

all reasonable times.'

‘“'The results of the work meet-
ings held in executive session by
the Bolton Zoning Commission
have been made public prior to
the Public Hearing to. be held

The statement by an ‘‘office
seeker" was made by Aloysius
Ahearn, seeking the Democratic
candidacy for representative to
the state legislature from
the 5ist District.

Eimit on Closed Meetings

Ahearn suggested that the
entire commission aesign and a
new one be appointed by the
selectmen.

At thelr meeting Monday
night the selectmen again dis-
cussed the acceszibility of Zon-
ing Commission records, decld-
ing that having the records kept
in the. -town office conferencd
room wWas all right; and defining
the “reasonable time" of In-
spection.

At an earller meeting, the
selectmen drafted a letter to
all boards and commissions to
limit their executive sessions to
matters requiring such sesslons.
Town business, the selectmen
felt, nhould be conducted in pub-
lic and the public should be-
have or be asked to leave.

The Zonming Commission has
been working on changes in its
regulations  pertaining to
multiple dwellings. These will
be discussed at a public hearing
June 12 at 8 p.m. in the Com-
munity Hall

Since its denial of the zome
change request one member,
Osear Kreyslg, has resigned be-
cnuse he disagreed with  the
decision.

The commission has also re-
ported that one meeting which
it held was not a closed meet-
ing, but neither the public nor
the press attended. The press
was under the assumption that
the meeting was closed, This
was a meeting with the town
health officer and the first
selectman.

At a recent meeting both the
public and the press were ask-
ed to leave. This was the meet-
ing during which the regulation
changes were discussed.

cally dead" when brought to a
recelving hospital after being
shot today, says the doctor who
treated him,

Dr. Victor Baz was on hand at
Central Recelving  Hospital
when Kennedy and his wife,
Ethel, arrived from the hotel
where a young gunman fired a
bullet into the senator's brain.

Boaz sald he and assistants
gave Kennedy a closed cardlac
massage, administered oxygen,
siipped a tube Into his mouth to
facilitate breathing, and gave
him adrenalin,

“1 was ready to put adrenalin
into the heart, but as we were
working we found we didn't
need  that'' Baz told an Inter.
viewer. .

“At first he was pulseless,
then his pulse came back and
we began to hear a heart beat
and he began to breathe—a Iit-
tle erractically,” the doctor
sald,

The lack of a pulse frightened
Mra. Kennedy, Baz sald,

“S8he didn't belleve that he
was alive—sort of because she

could see that he wasn't re-
sponding," he saild. “S8o when
we began to get a heartbeat, I
put the stethascope In her ears
&0 she could Hsten and she was
tremendously relieved.”

Once the senator's heartbeat
was restored, he was put on a
heart lung machine—a device
that gives a closed heart mas-
sage while administering oxy-
gen and giving artificial respir-
atlon,

Baz sald at that point he
slapped Kennedy's face several
times: "I just wanted to see If I
could get him to show any signs
of consclousness, but he fafled
to respond,’’

Kennedy then was rigged to
recelve intravenous flulds and
tranaferred to Good Samaritan
Hospital where he underwent
brain surgery.

Mrs, Kennedy accompanied
the senator in the ambulance,

Baz described Mrs. Kennedy
as acting “'graclously" at all
times, “She was very dis-
traught, but superb,'' he sald.
“She was very edgy, but my
own wife wouldn't have done as
well, I dont think."

Four sctivities are listed; A
workshop for gifted children in
Grades 4-8; a workshop of un.
derachlovers in Grades 7-8; the
selection of disadvantaged' chil-
dren for other programs, and a
recreational and counseling pro-
gram for disadvantaged chil.
dren, Grades 4.9,

There are stll openings for
both teachers and children, and
those Interested may contact
Projeot ASBK  headguarters,
Mansfield Plaza, Storrs, for
further information.

Project ASK is paying tuition
of 61 teachers and special serv.
ices personnel in summer
courses at the University of
Connecticut. The courses in-
clude learning disabilities, men.
tal retaydation and educational
procedure with emotionally dis-
turbed children.

Plans have also been complet-
ed for summer speech therapy
programs. The towns of Leban.
on and Bolton in the 22-town
Project ASK area have con-
tracted for direct work with chil-
dren in the system.

88 Workshops
A total of 68 workshops spon-
sored by Project ASK have been

“ presented since the first of the

year. Forty-nine were offered to
all school personnel and includ-
ed subjects such as the slow
learner, the emotionally and
socially maladjusted chid, the
gifted, and the perceptually
handicapped child.

In addition, 17 workshops were
conducted for selected personnel
such as psychological examin-
ers, pre-primary teachers, and
teachera of the mentally re-
tarded.

In May, a workshop on the
exceptional child was presented
to all personnel In the Windham
Public S8chools, In addition to
the Project ASK staff, group
leaders included Dr, John Caw-
ley, Dr. Isabella Liberman and
Dr. Joseph Renzulll of the Unl-
versity of Comnecticut School of
Education, and Mrs. William
Vassar of the State Department
of Education.

Project ASK's staff has con.
tinued working with groups of
parents as well as teachers, One
teacher’'s group, led by clinlcal
psychologist Norman Lifton,
meets weekly and is centered
around understanding problem
behavior of children and teach-
er attitudes and feellngs.

Many staff members have met
with varlious community groups
such as board of education and
PTA's.

Project ASK will continue to
offer consultation to  school
personnel_in understanding and
helping exceptignal children to
reach their full potential.

Psycho-educational clinfcal
services for the individual child
will be continued on a limited
basls, and’assistance to  the
school In developing local im-
plementation teams will be
avallable,

The establishment of a pro-
tessional library and curriculum
matertals center is well under-
way. Sponsorship of University
courses for special teachers will
be continued.

Boards of Education are be-
ing encouraged to continue
membership in Project ABK for
the coming year to insure that
their schools will recelye the
benefits of Project ASK activi-
ties to date.

HELCO APresents Proposill ‘
For All-Electric School

Members of the Town Build-
ing Committee and delegates
from the school board's build-
ing and sitea commitiee last
night heard a proposal by Hart-
ford Electric Light Co., repre-
sentatives for designing the pro-
posed Center Bprings elemen-
tary school as an all-electric fa-
cility. | »

The gist of the power com-,
pany’s presentation was that in-
itial costs of constructing an all-
electric school and costs of op-
eration would probably be some-
what higher than for oil-fired,
hot water heat.

But the cholce of electricity
would result in a better-blllt,
more convenient school, and
the operational costs within
five to ten years should be low-
er than for oll or gas because
of continually decreasing elec-
tric rates, sald those conductling
the discussion,

Some of the advantages with
electric heat would come in the
form of better insulation and
lowered heat loss through walls
and windows, automatic and
Individual room controls, low
maintenance and long  service
life, sald Charles Hoffman, sales
supervisor for HELCO.

Peter Curtin, =« second
HELCO representative, showed
color slides of several recént
electrlc heat Installations, and
quoted favorable statistics re.
garding estimated and (actual
operational costs.

One hullding discussed was
the Myrtle Stevens Hlementary
Bchool In Rocky Hill, where a
new addition with electric heat
was rald to have experienced
yearly heating costs of 28 cenis
per square .foot, compared to
25 cents per foot for the ofl-
fired main section of the build-
ing, built about 1080.

It was pointed out that elec-
tric rates are continually de-

creasing with the construction
of atomic power generating
plants in the “Big 11" Power
Loop serving the New England
area.

J. B. Thomas, HELCO engi-
neer, noted that since 1964
electric rates in New England
have decreased 1) per cent. He
sald projections by hls company
and the Federal Power Com-
misslon indicate that by 1880
rates may decrease an addi-
tional 30 per cent.

“If you're buying for the
future, we feel the cost of elec-
tricity will ultimately prove
more economical," Thomas
sald,

Annual electnic cost estimates
for the Center Springs school
were quoted as follows: Heat,
$6,757; hot water, $695: lights,
$4,000; cooking, $321; for a total
estimate of $11,820.

Amold - Lawrence, architect
for the project, later presented
a comparative costs study made
by Jacob Koton Associates, an
independent engineering firm.

Koton's estimates showed that
constructing the Center Springs
school ag an all-electric faollity
would cost $8,160 more initially
than with oil heat.

Operdational costs would be
about §1,000 per year higher
than with oll, the study showed.

The annual figures quoted by
the engineering firm were $12.-
2656 for an all-electric  school,
$12,048 for one with gas heat,
and $11,260 for one heated by
oll.

The comparative figures will
be given further study before
discussion at a later sesslon of
the TBC, Several members wers
absent last night, and no date
was announced for the group's
next. session,

Doctors said one bullet struck
near the right ear and entered
the brain. Another hit in the
shoulder. A third apparently
grazed his forehead.

Kennedy's press aide said aft-
er the surgery that no further
effort s planned for removal of
the remadning bullet fragment
in the skull. “Some fragments
of the bullet and bone went to
the brain stem," he sald, and
the senator lost considerable
blood.

Kennedy was moved, uncon-
scious, to the hospital’s inten-
sive care unit.

The surgeéry was pronounced
successful in thmt it accom-
plished what it set out to do,
remove most of the bullet,

Kennedy's persona! physician
was flylng here from Boston.

The actual surgery here was
performed by Drs. Maxwell
Ambler of the Unlversity of Cal-
ifornin at Los Angeles Medioal
School and Nat Downes Reld
and Henry Cuneo of the Univer-
sity of Southern California Med-
ical Schoal.

NEW YORK (AP) — Mem-
boraotlunnwearnanlmlg-
nia a small map pin with a yel.
Jow head but it doesn't stand for
egghead, They are anything but
that, despite the fact that intel.
lectually they are in the top 2
per cent of the population.

The men, women and children
in this international organiza-
tion of brainy beings come in all
ages, sizes, shapes, professlons
and personalities and thelr only
common denominator is an un.
commonly high IQ.

A typical soclal gathering, one
of more than a dozen held each
month, by the New York City
group, attracts not only doctors,
lawyers, merchants and indus-

try chiefs, but a welfare depart-
ment  caseworker, an author

year-old college freshman, a

Planning Panel Okays Sale

Of Industry

The sale of the final parcel
in the town-owned Industrial
Park to an undisciosed firm
was approved Monday night by
the Plamning and Zoning Com-
mission.

The approval was sought by
Industrial Development Com-
mission chalrman William Sum-
mers to meet a reguirement
stating the sale of all town-
owned property must be ap-
proved by the PZC.

The firm plans to construct a
bullding of 4,980 square feet
acrpes from Kingfisher Corp.
Wlter lines and the construction
oldmadhavealnadybecneo(
tended to the area for Kingfikh-
er,

The Industrial Development
Commission has arranged for an
option on 40 acres of adjacent
land, which will triple the exist-
ing size of the park, from 18
to 88 acres.

'A town meeting to approve the
purchase of the land is expect-
ed to be held during the latter
portion of June. It is also ex-
pected the town will be asked
to approve the sale of the last
parcel at this time.

The PZC agreed to inform Aet-
na Castalty and Surety that
work on the roads in the Valley
View subdiviglon '‘is far from
complete.”

The insurance company had
written requesting the amount of
work remaining to be done on
the road by developers Onasac
Development Corp., and if the
work had been completed, the
date the company's liability
terminated.

Beveral moembers of the PZC
have been critical of the way
the road was constructed, They
. pointed out the road is still un.

completed and that the’ final
blacktopping would not be done
until all the homes are con-
atructed.

The water mains should be
tested before the final coating,
and one of the catch basins
must be realigned.

When complefed the road will

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Humans Seen

As Misfits
By Zoologlst

The Los Angeles Times
SAN FRANCIBCO—Man s the
only species of animal that fs a
misfit among even his own
kind—an '‘unhinged killer, an
Om:dvnlmdtyholnnnma
Saturday.

Prof. Niko Tinbergen, of the
Oxford Animal Bshavior Re-
search Group, sald man s the
only mass murdorer in the ani-

mal kingdom, that all other

animals manage to ssttle dis-
puten within their specles with-
out Idiling and that even blood-
shed is rare within other spe-
cles,

""A scientific understanding of
human behavior that would lead
lo m contml probably is the

urgent problem man faces
W '* Tinbergen sald.

He was a principal speaker at

a lmpa!um on behavior spon-

sored by San Francisco BState
College, the S8an Francisco In-
stitute of Animal Behavior and
the California Academy of Scl-

Tinbergen said human‘ be-
havior is endangering the sur-
vival of the species and even of
all life on earth.

““Our tecnology has achleved
an unprecedented mastery of
the environment but now i4 rap-
idly getting out of hand,” he
sald. Man is depleting natural
resources, even the oxygen and
nitrogen of the atmosphere, ac-
cording to the profeasor, and as
if that ia not bad enough, he is
waging war on his fellows and
killing them on a massive scale.

Tinbergen suld the attitudes
that determine humsan behavior
have acquired '‘truly lethal po-
tentialities.”

People have a mental block
against self-scutiny and particu-
larly against learning anything
about their own behavior from
that of other animals, he sald.

“Even though medicine and
physicology have leamed a lot
about humans from animals,
moat people bridle when it Is
suggested that studles of animal
behavior could be useful in un-
derstanding our own,” he aald.

The first question to be
answered is what makes an
animal fight, . Tinbergen said,
since aggression is the most
“directly lethal” of our  be-
haviors.

He sall he does not Include
fighting between predators and
their prey, since that kind, of

on is no threat to the
civilization of earth.

It is “Intraspecific’ fighting,
that is, fighting between mem-
hers .of the same species, the
kind ‘that man moat freely in-
dulges in, that is the great
danger. Tinbergen sald many
animals fight others of their
own specles — for example, in
the mating season or when not
enough food Is avallable for all.

“But the striking paradox
here is that man (s the only
specles In which such ﬂghung
is actually destructive,' Tin-
bergen sald.

Among other animals, intra-
specific fighting can be of ad-
vantage in the evolution of the
species, but in man it threatens
the specles’ existence, ncoord-
ing to Tinbergen.

By studylng lower animals
Tinbergen thinks we can learn
whetler human aggression can
be reduced by lowering the
population density, or even by
changing our homone balance.

Tinbergen said most specles
of animalas have evolved A
dellcate balance between ad-
vance and retreat, that Is, be-
tween agression and  fear.

"It 18 an old cultural pheno-
menon that warriors are both
brainwashed and bullled into
all-out  fighting,'  Tinbergen
sald. .

‘“Mhey are brainwashed into
belleving that running away is
despleable.

““This seems to me to be due
to the fact that man, accepting
the Idea that in-certaln issues
of morality death might be
preferable to running away, has
falsely applled the moral con-
cept of cowardice to matters
of mere praticality such as the
division of living space,'” Tin-
bergen said.

He sald that  brainwashing
and bullying soldlers (by
threats of punlshment If they
do run away) s a ‘‘cultural
excesa’” that endangers the
human specles.

Another such cultural excess
ls the use of long-range
weapons,

‘“Very few alrmen who are
willing or even eager to drop
their bombs ‘on target’ would
be willing to strangie, stab or
burn children, or, for that mat-
ter, adults, with thelr own
hands,” Tinbergen said.

It face-to-face with the vie-
tims of their bombs, these air-
men would shrink in horror of
killing because of the eyident
distress of the vietims and their
efforts to placate thelr attack-
ers. Buch & frank display of
distress and such meek effort
to placate the enemy are the
moeans by which other specles
avold bloodshed and death
within thelr specles, Tinbergen

sald,

, on the other hand,
tend to avold the use of these
necessary  social  tools De-
cause of our cultural excesses,
he sald.

‘As a result, we have become
‘unhinged kmeu." and have
created a  soclal environment
that, instead of insuring our
survival, seems about to do the

opposite.
