Would You Call This a Rain-In?

631 at MHS Graduate, Despite Weather

By WILLIAM OOE

Manchester High
School's T6th commence-
ment last night dissolved
into soggy but orderly
chaos moments after the
631 members of the Class
of 1968 began a premature
processional onto Memorial
Field.

As if on signal triggered
by the "'I‘riumyhal March”
from “Aida,” sprinkles
fromi a black sky turned to
steady, unrelenting rain
that pelted the line of
marchers, halfway onto the
field, and an audience esti-
mated at 4,000.

Because it was obvious that
this time the lowering clouds
meant busineas, and there was
no hope of salvaging the out-
door ceremany, Principal A.
Raymond Rogers ordered the
standard bearers to reverse the
lne of march and to regroup In
the school cafeteria,

Nearly an hour later, the pro-
gram began- again In  Clarke
Arena Dbefore & limited 1,300
spectators, and despite a few

minor flaws, it proceeded as
scheduled.

Only those holding tickets
could be admitted (each senlor
had been given two tickets) due
to the limited seating capacity.
Most others in the drenched and
disappointed crowd simply went
home, but a few remained and
listered to the program from the
halls outside the arena or from
Bafley Auditorium, where it was
piped in over the public address
sysbem.

The processional for the
gcheduled 6:45 outdoor ceremo-
ny was started hastily at 8:25
as harried school officlals decid-
ed to try for a race agelnst the
elements.

The crowd filled the bleachers

early, also apparently hoping.

against hope that the lowering
clouds scudding in from  the
northwest miraculously would
hald back long enough to let the
program go off as scheduled —
as they had last year under
almilar conditions.

Along the track oval, a
youngster his mother's
hand looked anxioualy skyward
and muttered, “Go 'way
clouds!"

But his supplication voicing
what must have been the
thoughts of all the thousands on
Memaorial Field proved vain, as
the rains came with a ven-
geance. For the first time in its
eight-year history, the MHS out-
door ceremony was washed out.

Those who had the foresight
to carry raincoats and umbrellas
were in the lucky minority, The
rest, pressing toward the bottle-
neck of the field's morth gate,
received a - thorough soaking,
rumpled finery and ruined coif-
fures,

But despite the hurry and the
confusion, all except the dignity
and the demeanor of the scur-
rying crowd apparently escaped
unscathed.

Police reported no injuries
and no serious accldents, al-
though there was one minor
“fopder bender” on Brookfield
gt. when two cars leaving the
high school lot collided.

Chiet James Reardon sald to-
day that trafflc control had
proved adequate in the trying

Negotiators Must Combat

Those attending also approv-
ed the transfer of $0,000 from the
non-recurring expense acoount
to the Board of Recreation to
permit construction of a bathe
house at Crandall's Pond.

Members of the VE'W Post 241
were strongly in favor of the
monument’ Jocation on the
Green, They pledged to main-
tain the monument, which would
be purchased with funds raised
through a townwide sollcitation.

The central location Is neces-
sary, they explained, to enable
a8 many persong.as posaible to
see the memarial.

An alternate location at Tol-
Innd High 8chool was offered by
school board Chairman David
Cook, on behalf of the Board
of Education.

The high school location was
backed by the Tolland Historical
Soclety and local philanthropist
Miss Elizabeth Hicks, who
strongly back the preservation
of the Green in as close to its
original state as possible.

The underlying sentiment of
the two groups last night be-
came more apparent as the dis-
cussions continued.

The Historical Society and
others in favor of the high school
location, felt they were no less
patriotic than the VFW. They
however placed a premium on
the preservation of Tolland's
history as a commemoration.

The VFW however, places its
patriotic spirit in the mohument
and flag to be viewed by all
passing it.

“The memorial for veterans
has to be out in the open, not
hidden in the back woods,"” Her-
bert Souder of Weigaid Rd. de-
clared,

Several residents of the Green
were concerned about the up-
keep and maintenance of the
memorial once it is erected.

come polluted some time In the
future.

The previous lack of sanitary
facllities at the pond has caused’
the main source of pollution dur-
ing the past years, she pointed
out.

Viet Pilots to Serve Year,

100-Mission

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Alr Force said today that all pi-

lots flying combat runs against
North Vietnam will have to

perve a full 12 months of duty,
rather than leaving as soon as
they complete 100 missions .

An Afr Florce spokesman said
the actlon was taken to ellmi-
nate inequitfes between pilots
who fly missions against North
Vietham and those who operate
aguinst targets only in South
Vietnam.

Under the old system, the Air
said, ‘‘some aricrew
members were allowed to re-
turn from Southeast Asia upon
completion of 100 combat mis-
slons over North Vietnam ..."”

Most pilots have been able to
do this in about 10 months, the
Alr Force sald, but there have
been flyers who finished their
duty In as little as eight months.

On the other hand, Air Force

Dempse Against

Clothing Tax
For Children

HARTFORD (AP)—Gov John
Dempsey said Wednesday he op-
poses recent suggestions to tax
food and chlldren's clothes in
Connecticut,

Earlier, State Tax Commis-
sioner John L, Sullivan had Lug-
gested taxing clothes for Chil-
dren under 18. Dempsey made
his remerks at a news confer-
ence,

Sullivan- explained how diffi-
cult such a partinl exemption
was to enforve. He also said
Comnecticut is the only state
offering such an exemption.

Dempsey opposed Sullivan's
idea, saying: “Although the en-
farcement is difffcult, I am still
in favor of exempting children's
clothing.

‘“To take off such an exemp-
tion would impose an undue
hardship on many, many
people,’’ he eaid,

The governor said taxing
present exemptions would pro-
duce roughly $7 million a year.
If the exemption were extended
to all clothing the state would
take In about $1 milllon less
a year, he said.

Asked about lifting the pres-
ent exemption on food, the gov-
ernor opposed that idea, too.
“This would also impose undue
hardship on many," he sald.

The removal of the exempt
status from various items has
been studied by state financial
officlals as & means of produc-
ing additional revenue during
the next two-year fiscal period.

The state now faces an es-
timated deficit of over $100
million by the end of this bien-
nium on June 30, 1968. The

Norwalk Mayor
Seeks Talks on
Riot Insurance

HARTFORD (AP) — A high-
level meeting on the subject of
riot Insurance in Connecticut
has been onlled by Norwalk
Mayor Frank N. Zullo.

Zullo Wednesday called for a
special meeting of the Connecti-
cut Conference of Mayors, Btate
Insurance Commissioner Wil-
llam R. Cotter and all domes-
tic fire and casualty insurance
companies In Connecticut,

Mayor Zullo Is chalrman of
the Conference of Mayors. He
called for the meeting after
talks with Commisaioner Cottern,
New Britain Mayor Paul Man-
fort and Stamford’'s Corporation
Counsel, Paul Shapiro,

Cotter a week ago asked the
insurance companies to continue
offering city governments riot
insurance in ther public Uabil-
ity coverage.

New Britain, Norwalk and
Stamford were denied riot
coverage in their policles by
Aetna Life and Casualty Co.
The coverage protects a clty
from damage suits arising from
“riots, commotion and mob aec-
tion."*

The suits could involve
charges that police and civil
authorities falled to provide
adequate protection and main
tain law and order.

After Cotter’s directive, Zullo
said the three cities were of-
fered riol coverage renewal at
30 o 40 per cent higher pre-
miums than they were paying
before, and with leas dollar
coverage. .

Zullo sald he felt the in-
surance industry, as a quasi-
public organization, wis
avoiding its puble obligation,

“If the insurance compunies
continue to be uncooperative,”
he said, “the only altemative
seems to be to ask the state
to sponsor its own public in.
surance company and provide
the coverage to the cities.”

Last week, Aetna Fire and
Casualty vice president Willlam
O. Balley explained why the
company excluded public liabl-
ity for riot damage from its
coverage. He said it was drop-
ped “because at the time the
insurance was written the threat
of widespread violence was not
foreseen.””

Zullo said the company had no
underwriting or actuarinl basis
for cutting out the coverage or
ralsing the rates. "The com-
panies did not pay out a single
penny in claims this past sum-
mer,"” he said.

Russell E, Parsons' own de.
scription of his 40-year career is
perhaps a clue to his taking
what undoubtedly be hls most
famous case: “I've been fight-
Ing for the underdog all my life.
I'm just a hard-working jour-
neyman lawyer."

Parsons will work without fee
in behalf of the 24.year-old Jor-
danian immigrant charged with
shooting Kennedy In the kitchen
of the Ambassador Hotel on the
morning of June 5§

He Indicates he may argue
that Sirhan suffered from brain
damage., But he declined to
specify his strategy and admit-
ted only that he is defending an-
other client who suffered n type
of brain damage,

A psychiatrist will examine
Sirhan ‘*‘from the tops of his
shoes to the tip of his head."”
Parsons sald.

After an American Civil Lib-
erties Unlon attorney announced
Sirhan’'s selection, newsmen as-
cended to Parsons' fourth-floor
civie center office and found:

A 60-year-old legal veteran
who has tried about 5,000 cases
and on appeal won Callfornia’s
celebrated “'Cahan decision™
barring [legally acquired evi-
dence.

A wiry, 5-foot-7, 137-pound
man, hawk-faced, with thinning
hair combed straight back.-. .
plercing blue eyes behind thin-
rimmed spectacles. .. snappy
answers in a shallow voice.

“He seems quiet,’ sald an as-
sociate, “‘but in court he roars."

Said others: ‘‘He's an orator
of the old school, . . in the tradi-
tlon of Clarence Darrow'. ..
“Lawyer's lawyer," and—

“When he argues to a jury,
chills go up and down your
spine."’

On the street, they sald, he
unfailingly contributes to pan-
handlers and blind peddlers.
Twice a grandfather, he walks
two or three miles a night, goes
deer hunting annually in Utah
and escapes on weekends with
hig wife Victoria to thelr home
in Palm Springs,

But his only real hobby is the
law, at which he puts in 12-hour
days,

Parsons wils born near down
town Los Angeles where his con .
tractor father helped build the
drd Street tunnel after helping
build the Palace Hotel in Sar
Francisco, the U.S, Grant Hote
in San Diego and Hotel Utah op
posite the Mormon Tabernacle
fn §alt Lake City,

“I'm a Jack Mormon, whic!
means not n very good one,’
snid Parsons, I don't smoke,
don’t swear much and I drin}
not at all—I used to but no
much."*

His Iate brothers Charlles anc
Johnnie were famous sprinter
at the University of Southerr
California, where Parsons go
his B.A. degree, With n law de
gree from the University o
Utah, he was twice elected Bea
ver County attorney in Utah anc
then, In 1938-40, was a Los An
geles Countly deputy district at
torney, in charge of racket pro
secutions.

Since then, he said: "“I've de-
fended judges, lawyers, doctors,
policemen, crooks."

He defended Army Maj, Ray-
mond "“Rattlesnake James'' Lis-
senba, hanged for killing his
wife with rattlesnnke bites,

In 1853 he successfully ap-
pealed Charles C. Cahan's book-
mnking conviction to the Cali-
fornia Supreme Court. The land-
mark ruling held that Cahan's
constitutional rights were violat-
ed by secrel planting of record-
ing devices in his place of busi-
ness,

With a client now on death
row, Parsons said: "I am one of
the lawyers fighting to outlaw
the death penalty.'”

He looks upon the Sirhan case
ns “a big assignment, a tremen-
dous responsibility. Any crimi-
nal case is."

Parsons said Sirhan would
choose another attorney and
possibly a third to join in the de-
fense,

Four Jordanian lawyers who
had planned to help defend 8ir-
han said in Amman Wednesduy
they have decided to cancel
their proposed trip to the United
States.

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Race In The Profeasions

The House of Delegates of the Ameri.
can Medical Association, meeting out at
San Francisco, adopted, by nearly un-
animous volce vote the other day, o
simple, elemental, but history-making re-
solution which called for an amendment
to the association's by-laws which would
"gtate clearly that membership In the

American Medical Assoclation or any of '

its constituent associations shall not be
denled or abridged on account of color,
creed, race, religion or ethnic origin.'

As a result of the passage of this
resolution at San Francisco, such an
addition to the by-lawa will be prepéred
for consideration by the House of Dele-
gates at its next meeting, In Miami in
December. :

The San Francisco resolution specifical-
ly directed the inclusion, in the draft
amendment, of provision far the expul-
slon from the parent association of any
local soclety which denled its member-
ship to anybody on raclal or religious
grounds,

Thare are now, according to statistics
used by the New York Times, about 7,000
Negroes among the nation’s 300,000
physicians, Percentage-wise, Negroes
have 11.4 per cent of the nation's popula-
tion, 2.2 per cent of its doctors.

Of the 7,000 Negro physicians, 5,000
belong to an organization called the
National Medical Association, composed
almost entirely of Negroes.

The professional importance of mem-
bership In the American Medical Asso-
clation or its component affillates lies
in fact that such membership ls some-
times, in some localities, set as a pre-
requisite for those “house privileges"

which give a doctor the right to admit~

his patients to specific institutions.

All hail to the progress the AMA is
now guaranteeing itself in its own rules
and practices.

The larger and more difficult task will
be that of raising and equalizing edu-
cational opportunities so that any racial
imbalance which survives in any of our
leading professions can be explained on
the basis of each particular race's
instinot toward one kind of profeasion
or another, not by the fact that it is
still more difficult for some races to
make the grade, or to afford the effort,
than others.

Helicopters An “Escalation?”

The probable ‘'sighting’, usually by
night-time radar, of helicopters being
flown on the enemy side of things in
Vietnam continues to he reported, and
It is often labeled as If it were an '‘es-
calation of the war on the part of Narth
Vietnam,

What we really mean, in our official
and our news handling of such a mat-
ter, is not “escalation' in the precise
sense of 4 ralsing of the level of violence
in the action of Vietham.

What we reflect, in our reaction to
such a thing as the use of hellcoplers
on the part of the enemy, is our long
and comfortable assumption that it is
somehow wrong and wicked for the en-
emy in Vietnam to have anything lie
the same equipment or the same ca-
pacities we have.

We have ‘been inclined to classify it as
uggressive escalation of the war, for In-
stance, when the enemy intensifies an-
t-alrcraft fire directed at the bombers
we send over to attack his territory. We
have been shocked by such rare reporta
of enemy tanks as have been made from
time to time. Our warships range the
North Vietnamese coast firing away as
a matter of course; it has been Com-
munist wickedness, on the other hand,
for shore batteries to try to hit any of
our destroyers,

This has probably been the first wer
in history In which, by the accounting
and the psychological reaction on our
alde at least,” the use of offensive weap-
ons has been regarded as defensive in
character, and almost every effort of the
‘enemy to defend himself has been treat-
ed as if it were an offensive aggravation,
% pBut, on any realistic, objective level,
it g rather difficult to see the employ-
ment of helicopters for purposes of try-
ing to supply lsolated advance units as
an '‘escalation’ of the war on the part
of North Vietnam.

What it really means is that the en-

offended. Hellcopters were sup-
posed to remain an American monopoly,
The fact that this somehow became

for our role In Vietnam, and one of the
reasons we ourselves feel uneasy and
uncomfortable about it, especially when
the enemy finally does show up with
some helicopters after all. One thing we
might more accurately have calculated
from the very beginning. This was that
the longer the war lasted the greater
the number and variety of weapons and
implements the other side would possess
and use would be certain to be,

Sand In Summer Too

When, the other day, we became aware
of the fact that the Town of Manchester
was busily engaged in spreading sand
again, preparatory, we suppose, to gath-
ering it up again, we suffered a momen-
tary illusion as to the season, We as-
sumed it was winter again, and that the
town's trucks and spreaders were out
dealing with the latest lce storm.

But then, as the sand that had been
spread began to blow end swirl, we no-
ticed there was no lece underneath it
but rather a small film of some tar-like
substance which managed, here and
there, to fasten a grain of sand down
to the roadbed.

On further observation and nesearch,
the only similarity to the winter spread-
ing of sand was that the sand wound
up, a5 usual, blotching the polish of the
automobiles, who traveled through it,
darkening the paint and windows of the
homes along the route, making miniature
sand storms across the landscape, and
making still more difficult the culture
of lawn odges.

After the sand has blown enough the
town will come around and sweep up
what s left, just as it does in winter,
It all makes life in Manchester seem
unifled, and all of one plece, ' having
sand in summer too.

We are told the program has more
than merely sentimental, artistic objec-
tives, The combination of a generous
spurt of sand on a thin vell of tar Is
supposed to help seal our pavements
against further cracks. We have an
amateurish; non-engineering opinion that
our pavement cracks in Manchester are
a littie wide for such a fine screen sand,
or that, at the least or as a sort of
compromise, a few solid boulders might
be thrown into its pits and traps first.
But if it makes the town happy to keep
the town In perpetual sandstorm,
summer and winter, we guess we can
all be good citizens, too, and grit our
teeth and bear with it

The New Steamers

Is the Stanley Steamer, now more a
legend than a memory, about to make a
comeback on the American motoring
scene? The chances are admittedly slim
that the Stanley or some other steam-
powered automobile will return to favor
but the subject is being hotly debated
at a hearing belng conducted in Wash-
ington by the Senate Commerce and
Publle Works Committees.

What interests the senators is the pos-
sibility that motor vehicles powered by
steam might reduce the volume of air
pollution produced by the milllons aof
internal combustion engines, producing
the smog that increasingly plagues the
major cities,

About the only thing the advocates of
steam-powered cars and representatives
of the '‘Big Three" motor manufacturers
agree on is that steamers emit hardly
any air pollutants. But on all other points
there was strong disagreement, Propon-
ents sald they operate smoothly, quietly
and efficiently. Opponents said they are
complex, dangerous because of the high-
pressure bollers, and slow in starting.

In the early days of the automobile
industry, when there were more makes
than one could remember and all of the
manufacturers were struggling to sur-
vive, the steam-powered cars for a while
enjoyed some popularity. Among the
most popular and the one best remem-
bered today, was the Stanley Steamer
which éame out in 1806, It was last made
In 1825. There were others. In an even
earller time there were a few cluiagy
gteam-powered stage coaches in parts of
New England.

Old timers liked to tell of the thrills
of operating a Stanley Steamer, At a
time when cars with internal combus-
tion engines were doing well to hit 30
miles an hour, the Stanley Steamer tould
go at least twice as fast, Oddly, it could
go just as fast in reverse, Bul there
were two drawbacks: It took a while to
get up steam and it was necessary to
replenish the water supply frequently.
As time went on there were refinements,
Today, according to an independent re-
searcher who testified the other day be-
fore the senators, the Willlams steamer
will start. in 20 seconds, get up a full
head of steam in less than a minute,
and go 100 miles an hour, Burning kero-
sene, it used one gallon for 25 milles,
And since the kerosene burns almost
completely, the steamer discharges hard-
ly any poliutants,

While the modern version of the old
steamers may be quiet and efficlent in
operation, there 1s still the matter of
replenishing the water supply with which
to produce the steam. And even if that
handicap is reduced It would be a long
time staging a comeback, considering
the investment of the “Blg Three" In
machinery and tooling now geared to the
production of the models we know.

As alr pollution poses ever greater
dangers, there will be n greater
search for a way of powering cars that
will appreclably reduce, or even elimin-
ate, the present volume of pollutants,
Steam may not be the answer, and prog-
ress Is slow In electric-powered vehicles.
Perhaps some day there will be a breaks
through In some laboratory that will pave
the way for insertion of a nuclear energy
cell powerful enough to last the lifetime
of a car. Untll that comes along Ameri-
cans seem destined to inhale more and
more pollutants, smog control devices
notwithstanding.

SAN FRANOISCO—Shortly
after Robert F. Kennedy was
buried, a discreet and cautious
effort was made to bind up the
Kennedy and Humphrey wings
of the California Democratic
party. It was a total flop.

The fadlure underlines the
state of affairs in the Demo-
cratic parly today. Far from
producing a truce of sorrow,
the murder of Kennedy has not
narrowed the party's deep pivi-
esions, And altthough politics
in California s Dbigger than
life, the refusal of Kennedy
partisans here to rcconcile
themselves with Vice President
Hubert Humphrey is evident
clsewhere in the country.

The attempt at post-assassi-
nation reconclliation originated
in California with a lleutenant
of National Committeeman Eu-
gene Wyman, Humphrey's top

man in Cslifornia. Believing,

that feuds are often patched
up at the funeral of a mutual
friend, the Wyman  aide
thought the tragedy might
bring together two former al-
lies who have been bitter fac-
tional foes since 1964—Gence
Wyman and Assembly Speak-
er Jease Unruh, leader of the
state's Kenfiedy forces.

Consequently, Wyman's lieu-
tepant approached an side to
"Unruh with the suggestion that
Wyman and Unruh meet for
the first time in years. They
would talk about arrangements
for the National Conventlon in
Chicago and perhaps general
political questions, There would
be no discussion of the future
course of the 174-vote Califor-
nia delegation, pledged to Ken-
nedy and headed by Unruh.

There will be no such peace
meeting. Unruh flatly reject-
ed the ides, suspecting an op-
eration to transfer the delega-
tion to Humphrey. Nor did he
express Interest in seeing Wy-
man about any subject. any
time.

Unrul's attitude preordained
the outcome of laat Saturday's
(June 15) meeting of his dele-
gation in Los Angeles Acting
at Unruh's suggestion, the del-
egates voted ovemwhelmingly
to remain uncommitted. Had
they gone In any substantial
number for Humphrey, the last
pathetic shred of hope held by
Sen. Hugene McCarthy would
have digappeared,

But Humphrey probably will
be nominated, with or without
California’s 174. The significance
of the non-reconcilintion between
Unruh and Wyman les deeper.
Tt reveals that the Kennedy
forces, representing consid-
erable Democratic strength, are
not stampeding to the call of

party unity. Bitter, demoralized,
and frustrated, they must be
wooed by Humphrey if he ex-
pects their support.

Indeed, it is no secret here
that Unruh feels Humphrey, if
still supporting the Johnson Viet-
nam policy, would lead the
party here to humillating de-
feal against either Richard M.
Nixon or Nelson Rockefeller.
Even {f Humphrey modified his
war pollcy, according to this
view, hie would be a distinet un-
derdog in California.

It is known that Umruh feels
McCarthy would be  much
stronger here, even though the
animosity — by Callfornia Ken-
nedy partisans derived from
McCarthy’s hard-hitting prima-
ry campaign here against Ken-
nedy is enduring.

That was demonstrated last
week when Mrs. Ann Alanson, a
McCarthy booster and ex-officlo
member of the convention dele-
gation by virtue of her office of
National Committeewoman, tele-
phoned an Unruh assoclate to
discuss convention logistics. She
was cut off sharply and told
that her presence at the Satur-
day delegation caucus would be
offensive to the Kennedy family
in view of McCarthy's attacks
on Kennedy. -

Another, less emotional, Unruh
aide called her back to smooth
the water, but anti-McCarthy
sentiment is deep. Key members
of the Unruh delegation cannot
erase from thelr memories Ken-
nedy's private complaints in the
last week of his life about Mec-
Carthy's personalized attacks.
Nor has thelr wrath een as-
suaged by a barrage of tele-
phone calls, letters and post-
cards — one Kennedy delevate
told us he has received 50—f{rom
rank-and-file McCarthyites urg-

the proposed new Lincoln School
is an acknowledged necessity.

Phynical education within our
school curriculum set-up is re.
markably poor. Although our
schools have gymnasiums, these
are equipped In many instances
with nothing but two basketball
backboards end movable bleach-
ers. Of what earthly use Is a
gym with no equipment and no
instructor? It the expensive
space involved was meant for
use solely as an auditorium,
why wasn't it designed as such
s0 that better tuse could be
made of those facilities,

Manchester must come nalive,
There must be effective forward

planning. There must be effec-
tive voter educsation on impor-
tant issues. The issueés must be
presented to the public in an
unciouded manner at voting
time. The voter must make an
effort to become' informed. The
tax paying public must accepl
its responsibilities to the youth,
who are its only real monument.
The Manchester school depart.
ment must not become depend-
ent on "charity’’.

speaker sald.

He said the immediate per-
sonal result of having such pur-

He sald that two courses of
action could be followed by the
town at this time, however. It
could continue with its three-
man assessor board, augment-
ed by a full-time clergmwho
would be pald and could update
records and maintain the prop.
erty Usts. A professional firm
would be used for the revalua-
tion.

Or, an assessor could be ap-
pointed, and this was his rec-
ommendation.

For towns of about 5,000, and
Bolton would fall in that class
although its population is
around 3,400, the salary range
for assessor would run around
$7,200 or more, Laws said. He
would need a full-time clerk
and & small office initially,
Laws added.

Laws suggested to the select-
men that his recommendations
be discussed with the Board of
Assessors and the Board of Fi-
nance.

Resignation Acoepted

In other business the select-
men voted to accept with re-
gret the resignation of Oscar
Kreysig from the Zoning Com-
mission, and thank him for his
many years of service.

Appearing with Lindsay at the
news conference were Angus
Duncan, executive director of
the union, and producer David
Merrick, spokesman for the
theater group.

Duncan sald the contract had
been approved by the Equity
Council and would be explained
to the membership this after.
noon but sald no ratification
vote was needed to open the
theaters tondght,

Merrick sald it was ‘‘very
likely there would be a rise in
theater prices," but said he did
not know how much of an In-
crease would be needed.

Lindsay, who summoned both
stdes to meet him after the un-
ion urged him to intervene, sald
“satisfectory agrpement was
reached concerning the use of
alien actors''—another major is-
sue In the strike.

When Switchbox Explodes

. The owner of a Bouth Windsor
electrical contracting firm and
his foreman were severely burn-
ed shortly after 8 am. today
when the 480-volt switch box
they were working on at the new
Klock Co. plant on Tolland
Tpke, exploded.

The victims were Wildiam
Perrota, 37,0f 186 Brook St
South Windsor, owner of the
William's Electric Co, of the
same address and his employe,
Julius Goreczky, 81, of Rt, ¢A,
Coventry.

Perrota, according to his
physician, was the more badly
burned with 40-50 per cent of
his body covered with first and
second degree bums and some
possible third degres burns.

The doctor stated that Perrota
was ‘in fair shape” and had
been burmed about the neck,
arms, hands, chest and
abdomen.

Goreczky s sald to be
well" with second and  third
degree burns, mostly of the
appendages. Both men are at
Manchester Memorial Hospital
where they were rushed by am-
bulance following the mishap.

The men were summoned to
the new Klock Company heat
treating plant this morning to
do some sub-contracted electri-
cal work on the mercury vapor
lighting system of the newly
built structure. Other contrac-
tors, such as plumbers, welders
and masons were also  doing
work on the bullding that will
soon house the entire Klock Co.
operation.

This morning the two men
were to turn on a row of the
mercury vapor lights to ald
other workmen. Perrota ™ and
Goreczky climbed the stairs to
the second f{loor where the
switch was located and tried it
several times, finding it to be
Inoperable for some unknown
TeAson.

They returned downstairs to
get some equipment that would
aid in locating the malfunction,
reporting to the construction
foreman that the lights were not
working and that there was "‘an
unusual bumzing sound coming
from a nearby transformer.”

Just then a coffee wagon
came and Perrota with his as-

sistant hurried to gulp down n

hot cup before returning W qywo  Manchester

their work. They finished first
and went to the second floor
where they worked alone,

From there only speculation
by several persons indicates
what happened to cause the
switch box that carries the
lead for the bullding’s entire
lighting system to blow. The
men were supposedly trying to
get & meter reading.

‘““The explosion rocked the
whole bullding. We were still
having coffee and we looked up
at an open door In the second
floor In time to see those guys
running around screaming with
their clothes on fire,” sald one
workman. '"We rushed upstairs
to help."

Perotta, himself, ripped off
his burning shirt and helped
Goreczky pull off a pair of
flaming pants that were a rag-
ged pair of burning shorts when
the ambulance arrived.

“When they ran screaming to
that doorway where there are
no stairs’, sald one workman,
""we thought we were going to
jump, T ran to another part of
the building and phoned the po-
lice."

Police dispatched two cruls-
ers and an ambulance and notl-
fled state labor authorities who

The second floor was pitch
black when Goreczky was car-
ried to the stretcher, men had
only the dim light of a flash-
light to pick their way to the
narrow stalrway.

In part, America's declining
birth-rate is due to the fact that
In the last few years contracep-
tive information has been more
readily avallable to Negroes in
the urban ghettoes. There is also
a slight increase In the prosper-
ity of Negro families, with the
clasgic result that the number
of children i{s being limited as
the parents' ambitions for them
increase.

Among Whites, the age of
marriage —which declined In
the 1050s—is beginning to rise.
There are various theories about
the reasons for this.

Mrs. Dorothy Nortman,
mathematician for the Popula-
tion Council, feels that it may
reflect a disillusion with Subur-
bia on the part of White Amer-
fea. “Life in the suburbs has
not proved to he as c¢asy as It
seemed to be in the 1060's when
the flight from the cities to the
suburbs was at its height,"” she
obaerves. “It costs more than
most familles thought, Statistic-
ally, the suburban mother wants
half a child less than she did 10
years ago."

Another reason, Mrs. Nortman
belleves, is that girls of mar-
riageable age are finding It
more difficult to get husbands.
Most of these girls were born
during the post-war ‘‘baby
boom’' and, since they tend to
be looking for men about five
years older than themselves,
they are faced with the fact
that men of this age were born
fn the wartime perfod when the
birth-rate was very low. Hence
there are now too many girls
chasing too few men.

This situation will be reversed
in a few years time when men
born toward the end of the
‘‘baby boom' will be selecting
brides from girls born when the
birth-rate was beginning to de-
cline,

The most significant long-
term trend is that shown by
America’'s Negro population.

$13 dollars and Increase the
plant sise by 172 per cent.

In fiscal 1867 the company's
sales were $6.7 million.

When the addition is com-
pleted, approximately seven
per cent of the 38.acre tract
which Gerber occuples will be
used by the bullding and eight
per cent will be devoted to the
parking area.

The addition, which should
be completed by December, will
be complstely air conditioned,
since the nature of the products
made by Gerber require climate
control. A cafeterla will also
be included in the addition,

since Gerber has none at this
time,

It calls
for measures which will beauti-

The plan also calls for grad.
ing of existing slopes, seeding,
planting of portions of the area
with shrubs and conifers, as well
as retention of valuable native
plants. The plan provides for a
stone path leading to a small
brook on the property and a
footbridge over the brook. An
observation point with one or
two benches would be placed at
the highest point in order to take
full advantage of the existing
view to the west,

The implementation of these
plans will make the land use.
able for a variety of passive
recreation activities, including
walking and nature study.

It is expected that through a
coordinated effort, several of the
Boy Scout and Girl Scout troops
will be assisting in carrying out
portions of this plan. Help will
also be sought from other or-
ganizations within town.

HExcerises scheduled to be held
outside in the courtyard had to
be moved inside as showers
came just about 20 minutes be-
fore the ceremonies, which
started at 7 p.m,

- Following the filing in of the
graduates as the high achool
band played “Onward Cristian
Soldlers,” Todd Leventhal, salu-
tatorian stepped to the mlcro-
phone and cautioned his class-
mates against leading a ife that
lacks a clear, purposeful, worth-
while direction.

He sald, “Most people are
merely existing, not llving, drift-
ing through a superficlal empty
life unaware of the deep, mean-
ingful opportunities surrounding
them,"

Pointing out why many of to-
day's protest movements have
gone astray, Leventhal sald,
"All protest movements were
begun to accomplish a worthy
cause, but the means utilized to
overcome an injustice are some-
times worse than the injustice It-
sell.” <

Quote from Salinger

He cited the recent demon-
strations at Columbla Univer-
sity as an example of studenis
campaigning for a worthy cause
but becoming too obsessed with
the reality of their lesser cause
and disregarding the greater
regard for the property and wel-
fare of others,

Quoting from I, D Ralinger,
Leventhalt said, "“The mark of
an immature man is that he
wants to die nobly for a cause,
while the mark of a mature
man i3 that he wants to live
humbly for one."”

John Kennedy opened the val-
edictory by Miss Karen Dugan,
“There will always be dissident
volces heard in the land, ex-

Misa Dugan pointed out to
her classmates that this quote
contains two key phrases, "‘dis-
sident voices’ and ‘'‘responsi-
bility."" She . cited examples of
dissidence since this country
was founded.

““The need for guidellnes to
channel this dissent effectively
has never been as necessary as
it is today,"”” Misa Dugan point-
ed out. “‘Now our country is
faced with an unprecedented
number of protest movements
which stem from economic, poll-
tieal and soclal problems."

She referred to the recent
demonstrations at Columbia to
{llustrate the effects of chaotic
dissent and, as did Leventhal,
agreed the students had a le-
gitimate right to their own
opinions but not to thelr method
of protest by taking over ad-
ministration buildings and in-
fringing upon the rights of oth-
er students,

Miss Dugan cautioned her
classmates, ""We must remem-
ber that responsibility is the
accompaniment to protest, in
insisting upon our individual
rights, let us not forget our du-
ties. Let us not forget the
rights of others."

Next Martin F. Fagan, princl.
pal, presented the special
awards made each year at
graduation with Miss Dugan re-
celving four and Leventhal, two
of them.

Mlss Dugan'and Todd Leven-
thal received the Florence
Whitlock Memorial Award pre-
sented to '‘the two scholars
whose standing In the high
school has been the highest for
the four years."

HARTFORD (AP)—The Con-
necticut  Publlc Expenditure
Council said today an Increase
in the number of departments,
boards and commigsions is '‘con.
tributing to the disipation of the
governor's administrative ocon-
trol."

The state now has more than
245 departments, boards and
commissions, the CPEC sald, &
figure almost double that of 139
in 1048,

The growth, the CPEC sald,
contributes to a general frag-
mentation of responsibility that
‘hampers efficlency and economy
in state government,

Noting that the Connecticut
Constitution providea that the
"'supreme executive power of
the state shali be vested in the
governor,” the CPEC said the
chief executive has direct con-
trol over only 19 administrative
hende,

It sald that in the past 20
years, the number of boards,
commiissions and committees
rose from 122 to 226, thus con-
tributing to ‘‘dissipation of the
control.”

The CPEC report sald the
number of federal, state and lo-
cal ex officlc members who
serve “by virtue of their office"
has tripled in the past 20
years

It sald 114 such officeras serve
on 89 state agencles, as against
88 officers on 20 agencies In
1048,

This burdens executive offi.
cials and department heads the
CPEC said, since they are "‘busy
running their departments and
find It difficult to devote the
time needed to cope with their
board dutles.”

Chronic, Not Social Drinkel:
Seen as Real Road Menace

SAN FRANCIBCO (AP) —
Not the social drinker but the
chronic alcoholic is the .eal
menace on the highway, says a
physician who has made a
three.year study of fatal accl
dents, )

Dr. Melvin Selzer told a news
conference at the American
Medical Association convention
today, ‘‘the unrecognized dan-
ger is the driver who drinks to
excess and who usually has
emotional or mental problems
—the alcoholic.

*'Of course, the risk of acci-
dent rises the more drinks you
have, but the emphasis on social
drinking Is obscuring a much
greater peril, the addict to al-
cohol who may have an ordi-
nary traffic record right up to
his first—and last—major acci-
dent." =

Dr. Selzer, a psychiatrist at
the University of Michigan's
Highway  Research Institute,
studled the personal history of
96 drivers responsible for fatal
accidents and found 36 to be
known alcoholicy,

“The presence of =a large
number of alcohol-addicted

drivers in this group suggests
why the problem of the ‘drink-
ing driver' has not been re.
solved,” he sald.

Dr, Selzer sald alcoholics tend
to have overwhelming emotion-
al and personal problems and
that this may be as Important
as dintoxication in causing acci-
dents,

He spoke at a program on au-
tomotive injuries at which Dr,
Seymour Charles of the Physl.
clans for Automotive Safety,
Newark, N.J., charged that cars
have become '‘the major instru-
ments of violence and aggres-
sion in our violent society."

“Even the names of the auto-
mobiles designed to appeal to
the young are symbolic," he
sald, "“They are named after
predators — animals of aftack
and aggression.

Dr, Paul W, Gikas of the Uni-
versity of Michigan reported a
four year study of 177 highway
deaths and sald that more than
half the victims would have sur-
vived If they had used seat bells
and shoulder straps.

He said he based his conclu-
sion on the amount of space left
in the crushed automobiles after
the accidents.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate passed and sent lo Pres-
{dent Johnson today the long-de-
bated bill adding a 10 per cent
surcharge to individual and cor-
porauon income taxes ana or-
dering a §8 milllon federal
spending cut.

The Senate vote completed
congressional action on the first
federal income tax Increase
since 1861, at the time of the Ko-
rean war.

Johnson is expected to sign
the bill into law promptly al-
though he has sald repeatedly
he does not favor the spend-
ing restrictions in the leg-
fslation. The Senate was
told in the final debate on the
compromise measure that it
was stern fiscal medicine neces.
sary to prevent inflation leading
to finaclal chaos.

Opponents contended that it
would mean drastic reductions
in spending on social programs
and that the result would be cut-
back In already inadequate ef-
forts to help the nation’s poor.

The House passed the meas-
ure Thursday night 268-150.

Its key provisions originally
were adopted in the Senate 53-35
April 2 as an amendment to a
House bill.

The surcharge is retroactive
for individuals to April 1 and for
corporations to Jan. 1. It is
scheduled to expire June 30 next
year unless the new adminlstra-
tion and Congress decide to ex-
tend it.

The Increase, to go into effect

proval, will apply to all individ-
uals except those at the bottom
of the scale—single persons with
$1,000 or less of taxable Income
and couples with $2,000 or less,

Seek to Curb

People's Campaign leaders,
pleading for nonviolence, man-

off demonsirators. angered by
the campalgn's first serious
clashes with police.

Wielding clubs and tiring tear
gas, police Wednesday night ar.
rested 77 demonstrators during
tense and angry confrontations.

Several top South Christian
Leadership Conference officials,
including its president, the Rev,
Ralph David Abernathy, plead-
ed at a Resurrection City rally
that lasted past midnight for
adherence to thelr nonviolent
philosophy.

But none had been on hand
during the two most serious in-
cldents, a shouting, shoving con.
test between police and demon-
stratora near the Department of
Agriculture, and the tear gas-
sing of a crowd after some
youngsters threw bottles and
sticks at police.

“I am pleading: with you to
say violence {s not the way,"
Abernathy, president of SCLC,
told an after-midnight mass
meeting in a Resurrection City
almost under slege by helmeted,

Jackson's resignation — some
marshals say he was fired —
came as tenslon reached new
heights In the wake of a growing
number of violent incidents that
have police and District of Co-
lumbin officials worried.

Park Police Action Chiet
Grant Wright estimates that
about 100 amsaults and other
violent incldents have occurred
inside the Resurrection City
since It was t in mid-Msdy
and that at least 20 visitors
have been robbed, beaten or
stabbed by city residents out-
slde the snow fence surround-
ing the city.

Jackson, & Negro who gave up

two weeks' vacation, a week's

leave of absence and all his

nights to help out at the troubled
eclty, sald:

“Plense, Mister, if you put this
in your newspaper, don't just
put the bad things. Put in all
the gOOd thlna'ﬂ. too.

, ‘“This is a great campalgn and
a just one, and it has  just
goals."

In a rare instance of candor
by a Resurrection City official,
Jackson unburned himself to a
reporter early Thursday after
he had calmed down a band of
Negro youths who almost pre-
cipitated a serious fight with
police.

Later Thuraday, the Rev.
James Bevel, director of non-
violent action for the Southern
Christian Leadership Con-
ference, denied the incident took
place. He sald he was present
and denied the youths taunt.
ed police and threw bollles at
them.

However, the incident was
witnessed from beginning to
end by reporters from The
Washington Post and Washington
Evening 8tar and was reported
in Thuraday's editions of both
News papers,

““There is rape, robbery 'and
cuttings every day, and there
is nothing we can do about it
even when we catch the guys
who did it," Jackson sald, At
another point he sald, "'There
are about 20 guns in Resurrec-
tlon City. There are lead pipes,
knives and molotoy cockialls In
mm.lb

He said he has tried desperate-
ly to gain an audience with the
Rev., Ralph D. Abernathy or
other SLC leaders to plead with
them for some form of discipline
inside the city,

"My bosses are (Chiet
Marshal Albert) Spencer and
Mr. (The Rev. James) Orange
an SCLC official) They are both
fine men but they just won't
allow any kind of discipline in
the camp.”

“Today one white guy burnt
his shanty down. He has been
a real hard worker around here
and spent all day in the march
but when he got back every
stick of clothing and furniture he
had, right down to his bed, had
been stolen, I guess he was jusat
#0 frustrated that he bumt his
shanty down to relive his feel-
Ings,

“And he was just about ready
lo cry he fell so bad, I guess
we're going to have to punish
him. I can hardly blame him
though I know how he must
feel*
