Senate passed and sent lo Pres-
{dent Johnson today the long-de-
bated bill adding a 10 per cent
surcharge to individual and cor-
porauon income taxes ana or-
dering a §8 milllon federal
spending cut.

The Senate vote completed
congressional action on the first
federal income tax Increase
since 1861, at the time of the Ko-
rean war.

Johnson is expected to sign
the bill into law promptly al-
though he has sald repeatedly
he does not favor the spend-
ing restrictions in the leg-
fslation. The Senate was
told in the final debate on the
compromise measure that it
was stern fiscal medicine neces.
sary to prevent inflation leading
to finaclal chaos.

Opponents contended that it
would mean drastic reductions
in spending on social programs
and that the result would be cut-
back In already inadequate ef-
forts to help the nation’s poor.

The House passed the meas-
ure Thursday night 268-150.

Seek to Curb
City’s Strife

WASHINGTON AP) — Poor
People's Campaign leaders,
pleading for nonviolence, man-

.8ged early this morning to cool

off demonsirators. angered by
the campalgn's first serious
clashes with police.

Wielding clubs and tiring tear
gas, police Wednesday night ar.
rested 77 demonstrators during
tense and angry confrontations.

Several top South Christian
Leadership Conference officials,
including its president, the Rev,
Ralph David Abernathy, plead-
ed at a Resurrection City rally
that lasted past midnight for
adherence to thelr nonviolent
philosophy.

But none had been on hand
during the two most serious in-
cldents, a shouting, shoving con.
test between police and demon-
stratora near the Department of
Agriculture, and the tear gas-
sing of a crowd after some
youngsters threw bottles and
sticks at police.

“I am pleading: with you to
say violence {s not the way,"
Abernathy, president of SCLC,
told an after-midnight mass
meeting in a Resurrection City
almost under slege by helmeted,

WABHINGTON —The reason
the population of this city Is go-
ing down Is not mud, poor food,
rain or lousy homes.., the
reason they leave is that men
are pgetting fired of coming
home from a day’s picketing to
find their belongings stolen or
their wife raped.’

Jackson, 35, a Washington, D.C,,
TV repairman, who until This
resignation Thursday afternoon
was the chief security marshal
at Resurrection City.

‘If the leaders don't do some-
thing soon, this is going to be
knownr as blood city instead of
Resurrection Cif

Jackson's resignation — some
marshals say he was fired —
came as tenslon reached new
heights In the wake of a growing
number of violent incidents that
have police and District of Co-
lumbin officials worried.

Park Police Action Chiet
Grant Wright estimates that
about 100 amsaults and other
violent incldents have occurred
inside the Resurrection City
since It was t in mid-Msdy
and that at least 20 visitors
have been robbed, beaten or
stabbed by city residents out-
slde the snow fence surround-
ing the city.

Jackson, & Negro who gave up

two weeks' vacation, a week's

leave of absence and all his

nights to help out at the troubled
eclty, sald:

“Plense, Mister, if you put this
in your newspaper, don't just
put the bad things. Put in all
the gOOd thlna'ﬂ. too.

, ‘“This is a great campalgn and
a just one, and it has  just
goals."

In a rare instance of candor
by a Resurrection City official,
Jackson unburned himself to a
reporter early Thursday after
he had calmed down a band of
Negro youths who almost pre-
cipitated a serious fight with
police.

Later Thuraday, the Rev.
James Bevel, director of non-
violent action for the Southern
Christian Leadership Con-
ference, denied the incident took
place. He sald he was present
and denied the youths taunt.
ed police and threw bollles at
them.

However, the incident was
witnessed from beginning to
end by reporters from The
Washington Post and Washington
Evening 8tar and was reported
in Thuraday's editions of both
News papers,

““There is rape, robbery 'and
cuttings every day, and there
is nothing we can do about it
even when we catch the guys
who did it," Jackson sald, At
another point he sald, "'There
are about 20 guns in Resurrec-
tlon City. There are lead pipes,
knives and molotoy cockialls In
mm.lb

He said he has tried desperate-
ly to gain an audience with the
Rev., Ralph D. Abernathy or
other SLC leaders to plead with
them for some form of discipline
inside the city,

"My bosses are (Chiet

fine men but they just won't
allow any kind of discipline in
the camp.”

“Today one white guy burnt
his shanty down. He has been
a real hard worker around here
and spent all day in the march

“And he was just about ready
lo cry he fell so bad, I guess
we're going to have to punish
him.

Sie South had started with n
part score ot 40, the defeat cost
him the game and rubber.

South had no need to limit
the trump loss to one trick, He
could well afford to insure the
game and rubber by losing two
trump tricks,

After drawing one round of
trumps with the ace South
should abandon trumps. He
leads the ten of diamonds, l0s-
ing a finesse to the queen. Back
comes a club, and South ruffs
for the second time.

South next gives up the sec.
ond diamond trick, There is no
problem of control since South
still has three trumps. If West
leads a fourth club South can
ruff and lead diamonds. The de-
fenders get two trumps, two
diamonds and one club, so that
South makes his contract with
ease.

Presumably some teen-age ac-
tivities will be held during the
summer by those who have heen
active in the program.

The older teen-agers and
young adults who are home from
college or working have also
been included In the activities,
serving as a sort of bridge be-
tween the young teen-agers and
the parents,

Councll Expected

A Challenge Coumell will llke-
ly be formed nccording to sug-
gestions made by bhoth teen-ag-
ers and parents at this week’s
meeting.

The councll would include re-
presentatives of the various age
groups, and people from
churches other than the two
local anes. Equal representation
would be given teen-agers and
adults,

One of the points made at the
roundup meeting was to include
local residents who attend vari-
ous out of town churches.

Most notable of the various
comments made at the hearing
was the repeated statement of
various adults relating to a
growing respect for the teen-

agers.

“T am willing to admit I was
indifferent towards the teens,
but as a result of Project Chal-
lenge, my respect for them has
grown," one parent stated.

Many parents and teen-agers
told of burning the midnight ofl
as they discussed the varlous
aspects of the Challenge pro-
gram together.

A community question box for
the Challenge Council was pro-
posed in which suggestions for
programs or varfous problems
could be left.

Community Center Sought

The teenagers all want a “so-
cial action center'', located
somewhere in the town, whether
at the high school, the church or
elsewhere.

out there,"” he sald. "A Presl-
dent pleads for an end of vio-
lence, for gun control, but at the
very same time the men who
love peace and hate violence are
thrown into jall."

“Let us not honor the Viet-
nam War," he sald. While the
class of 1068 was living It up in
Hartford at its senfor prom, he
sald, the nalls were being driven
In huts of Resurrection City and
2 mule train was gathering the
poor toward Washington.

Winetrout asked the class,
"Why did you go tw Hartford
and spend in one night more
than the tote! annual Income for
some one third to one half of
the world's population.”

He spoke on world poverty,
on the population boom, the stu-
dent protests that have come
close to bringing down the gov-
ernments of Italy, France and
Germany.

He advised everyone not to
fgnore the protests of the
young. “‘We ignore our black
people and there was ruin in
the citles of America and hun-
dreds dead as monuments to
our difference lo our black peo-
ple. Ignore the protests of the
young today and the cities may
not go up in smoke; nothing
visible may happen. The decay
will all be on the inside. The
rot will be in the souls and
minds of the young. And there
will come a time when there
will be no one around to say as
Robert Kennedy did: “T dream
things that never were."

He concluded that the world
was kind of "messy," with the
conflict between the young who
dream and the old who uphold
the status quo, but each in his
own way should “dream things
that never were."

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Meanwhile, At Paris

There has been, for a few hours at
lenst, an encouraging atmosphere
emanating from those goldfish bowl nego-
tiations at Paris,

The new small thing which has been
seized upon by the imaginations of the
negotintors themselves and by the
newsa-hungry newsmen clireling the event
has been the drawing of a temporary
curtain over a little of the actiony in the
goldfish bowl.

The other day the negotiators met, as
they usually do, over coffee and tea,
during a 40 minute break in their form-
al proceedings,

But this time, afterward, there was
a ditference.

Neither side briefed its own newsmen,
thia time, on what has been sald back
and forth during the tea-coffee-break.

This represented a de facto achleve-
ment of at least momentary secrecy In
the talks.

This is something our negotiators have
been seeking, under the theory that there
is mot likely to be wvery much progress
in real negotiations untl the negotiators
nave been able to give up the daily
quest for propaganda advantage and
headlines.

One ndds this pititul little squid of
evidence—which may be upset next week
with Hanol's representatives giving out
a stenographic report of every informal
word sakd over the tea and coffee—to
add to the miserable shreds of hope
which have been offered previously. One
of these, we remember, was the possi-
bility that, by arguing thelr people had
a right to be fighting in South Vistnam,
the Narth Vietnamese negotiators might
be about to admit they did have troops
in South Vietnam, whose withdrawal
might then become megotiable. On iast
report, the North Vietnamese hadn't
progressed very far with this poasible
indrect concession,

But we may not have heard what went
on over the tea end coffee.

We are afraid that the most realistic
plece of encouragement from Paris re-
malns, first, the fact that the negotiators
are there and are continuing to meet.

Next, we place the historical record
which shows that such negotiations usual-
ly result in something, eventually.

Third, there is no fruitful other place
for either slde to go, eventually, other
than to n negotiated settlement of some
kind.

For the fact that, in sple of these
eventualities, progress at Paris has so
far been confined to such pitiful little
half signs in the news of the procedures,
we would tend to credit the same ren-
son cited by Secretary General Thant,
with his accusation that both sides are
still trying, In Vietnam itself, to make
one last big push to try to win &
military victory which they can cash
in at the conference table in Paris.

Boty sides seem equally guilty in this
respect, and the amount of good, or
bad, faith each is putting into the Paris
talks nlso seems just about equal, 50
far.

It seemns time to remember, then, what
brought these Paris negotlations into be-
ing in the first place, It was the fact
that somebody, which happened to be us,
volunteered & concession, We did it af-
ter a very long period in which we had

/ maintained steadfastly that we could nev-
er afford to make nny such concesasion
without belng assured of some reciprocal
concession from the other side.

When we did that, we turned the mor-
al war and the propagenda war part
way in our favor, for the first time
since our original order for full war in
February of 1085. We have become the
blg gainer, and we have negotiations
golng, too. We should not be afraid of
a second master stroke, If such a cool
and masterful negotlator as Averell Har-
riman should happen to advise It might
pressure the enemy toward concessions
at Parls, just as our first unilateral con-
cession pressured him toward coming
to Paris ot all.

We'd Choose To Have It Hamn
This editorial corner confesses it

has never, from the moment it was first
proposed, been without misgivings and
doubts over the wisdom and results of the
‘'"Poor People's Campalgn” which final-
ly produced Wednesday's mass demon-
stration and margh in Washington,

It has been easy to plek flaws and in-
consistencies In the behavior of some of
the leaders of this Poor People's Cam-
palgn.

It has been a campaign which has
worn its own artiticialities on its sleéve,
an In its use of a raflvoad train to trans.
port its mule carts into Washington.

And it has been a campaign aiming
at more than it could possibly obtain.

It has therofore comtained, and will
cantain, all the special dangers which can
come from accumulating human flesh
and will, and then feeding It disappoint-
ment and frustration.

We suspect a good many of our read-
erw have shared such uneasiness over
the Poor People's Campaign.

And If we have read or listened to some
of the proceedings, we have perhaps been
a IMtle frightened by the uncompromis-
ing, apocalyptic nature of some of the
oratory which has been fod this gathering
by leaders who calculate, perhaps right-
1y, that they have to sound tough ¥ they
are to retain leadership.

After confessing all these doubts and
fears, however, this corner invites s
readers to share a question,

In spite of all our doubts and fears
which would we choose: to have these
people down at Washington doing exact-
ly what they are doing? Or to have
them not doing it?

Of course, there are all kinds of wiser,
imermediate alternatives,

But, confronted with a choice between
inaction and action, with the action that
mwlnpromntwmmmnn.wenugm
nlluu-prbeourmtvecbyvvtkg!or the
action ,doubts and fears and all, because
it at least represents awarenoss and ef-
fort and thought and heart and hope,
not submisston,

Dour Democrats

WASHINGTON—S8hock and despair
over the slaying of Robert Kennedy have
aggravated already-deep Democratic dis-
quiet over the party's likely fate in No-
vember,

Many Democrats, of course, have long
been apprehensive about their prospects
of holding on to the White House and
staving off large Republican gains in the
Senate and House. Even before the trag-
edy In Los Angeles, they feared that the
war in Vietnam, the riots in the cities,
the sharp intra-party divisions bode il
for their party. But now the Domocrats
—and that really means Vice President
Hubert Humphrey, the almost-certain
Presidential nominee, and all the office-
holdera and office-seekera whose fortunes
are linked closely with his —approach
the fall campaign with heightened con-
cern and Intimations of disaster.

For one thing, politiclans of both par-
ties believe the Kennedy killing is likely
to intensify a pervasive restiveness in
the country, a growing unhappiness about
high casualty rates in Vietnam, spread-
ing crime and intermittent rioting in the
cities at home, student sit-ins, tax In-
creases, gold crises.

The people aren't being wildly vocal
about it. They don't have very firm
views on just where things went wrong
or just what should be done about them
now. They're not at the strident '‘throw
the rascals out' stage. But they do seem
to have a quiet sense that matters
couldn't be much worse, and that al-
most any change might be for the bet-
ter,

There's evidence to confirm thig poli-
ticians' theory. Veteran lawmakers are
being defeated In primaries —Sens.
Frank Lausche in Ohio and Thomas Ku-
chel in California — or having close
squeaks, like Sens. Wayne Morse of Ore-
gon and Joseph Clark of Pennsylvania.
Former Lt. Gov. James Allen won the
Democratic Senate nomination in Ala-
bama over favored Congressman Armi-
stead Selden by campalgning against
‘“‘the Washington crowd.” ‘An explanation
for the large number of lawmakers re-

tiring this year might be that the canny .

old hands sensed the storm signals and
ran for cover; some, pros deem Lyndon
Johnson's vow not t6 run again one of
his most astute political judgments.

As Sen, Eugene McCarthy and the late
Sen. Kennedy were at frequent pains to
point out, too, the anti-Administration
vote in the Democratic primaries has
been consistently large, the pro-Admin-
{stration vote conslistently small.

What's more, the polls have repeated-
ly been wrong this year, constantly un-
derestimating the vote agalnst the Ad-
ministration or against incumbent law-
makers. Finding high proportions of un-
decided voters right up to the very day
of voting, the pollsters divided the un-
decideds along much the same lines as
those already committed. Instead, It
nppears that the undecided voters, while
not stridently “‘antl’”, went into the poll-

' Ing place and declded, “"What can I lose

by voting against the guy who's In
there?""

This vaguely held but rather widely
voted feeling of ‘‘time for a change”
cuts across party and-ideological lines,
but it’s bound to hurt the liberal Demo-
erats most, They control the Presidency;
more of them are running for re-election
to Congress,

Some Democrats and many Republi-
cans further belleve that, if there's any
underlying philosophic pattern in the
public mood, it's a drift to the right, The
rapidly expanding white middle class and
upper lower class are generally more
affiuent than ever, and emerging events
are B threat to their comfort. They don't
want to see their air-conditioned homes
and overpowered cars and color TV and
college-going children disturbed In any
way —by a long war or encroaching
Negroes, by government tax collectors
or student agitators, They want some-
one who promises peace and qulet, a
world where change comes very slowly
if at all. The Kennedy killing reinforces
their eraving for order and stabllity. And
certainly if order-and-stability can be
given a political translation, it's Republi-
can, not Democratie, . . .

Not even the prospect of running
aguinst Richard Nixon in_ November
gives Democrats much cause for rejole-
ing. While he would have a tougher time
in November than Mr. Rockefeller, his
chances still would be good, they believe.
And while they could live quite comfort-
ably with n Rockefeller administration,
with a Nixon administeation they could
not. So, in a perverse way, even the
Hkellhood of Mr. Nixon's nomination on-
ly contributes to the Democratic gloom.

Three Held Democrat Town Committee
Backs ‘Right to Know’ Law

The Democratic Town Com-
mitbee at its last meoting passed
umanimously a resolution on
adherence to the ‘‘right to know"
law ot its last meeting. A copy
of the resolution has been sent
to all town officials, boards and
commissions.

The resolution reads: “‘Where-
as Public Aot 723, the so-called
‘Right to Know' law passed by
the General Assembly in 1067,
is quite specific in {tu intent and
provisions which protect the
right of every citzen to observe
the actual operation of town gov-

eamment, therefore be It resolved

that the Bolton Democratic
Town Committee publicly re-
mind all town officials, boards,
and commissions that tnasmuch
as they are bound by PA 723,
they should be fully cognizant
of fta provisions and thus obey
them exactly.

‘“To be specific: 1, All town
business must be done openly
except under extenuating cir-
cumstances, such as a possible
invasion of personal privacy,
when a closed meeting might be
held. Closed meotings however
should be kept to an absolute
minimum.

"2, All rocords, except those
specifically excepted by law,
should be kept on file in the
town clerk’s office and should
be avallable for inspection by
any chtizen,

“If the citizens of Bolton are
not ta lose all confidence in their
town government, strict ad-
herence to this law s absolute-
ly necessary."

The resolution is a result of
a series of complaints about
closed sessions held by the Zon-
ing Commission before and af-
ter a public hearing on rezon-
ing, The commission has denied
a request to change & multi-
dwelling zone to single dwelling,
which would have eliminated
apartment comlexes.

The Zoning Commission has
defended ditself, and the Repub-
lican Town Committee chairman
has come to ils defense, charg-
ing that the issue of apartments
was becoming a political foot-
ball.

The lone Democrat on the zon-
ing board has resigned in pro-
test over the commission’s de-
clasion but the selectmen (two
Republicans and one Democrat)
urged him to reconsider.

“If it were left to us It just
wouldn’t last. I just can't under.
stand my black brothers. Many
of them are able to cause trouble
at night because they sleep
around all day while the white
residents work.

‘‘Almost all of the whites here
ure dedicated but they take o
real hard time from some of the
blacks. I just can’t understand
my black brothers who will take
things from the whites and then
spit on them.

"I nsk some of these guys if
they hate whites so much why
do they come up here and take
things from them. Why don't
they stay In Marks, Miss, where
the man puts his foot on your
back and you dassn't move,

“They answer that they are
needed here but that's not the
answer. The answer Is that they
can get away with more up
here,

““There are all kinds of guys
on soapboxes In there sayin
‘we don't need discipline’ but
they are the ones who are go-
ing to do wrong. Hell, man, you
can't run a oat show without
some kind of discipline but I
fust cun’'t get through to the
leaders to tell them this,"

At the end of the interview
Jackson was almost crying as
he recounted what he felt were
the frustrations of trying to keep
order without discipline.

“I'm only afraid that dne of
these days its golng to blow up
and In 30 yesars your grandchil-
dren and mine will only know
about the bad things and not the
good.li

Jackson's comments came as
new incidents occurred at Res-
urrection City, ~

Though most residents went

about their business Thursday
ignoring visitors and newsmen
in the area, individual Negro
youths kept up a continual bar-
rage of hostile comments and
threats,

One youth brandished a saw
blade and cursed an NBC cam-
era crew filming residents.
Other young toughs surrounded
the crew and it withdrew.

Later, the crew attempted
fliming the city from beyond
the snow fence boundary. A
youth huried a pair of roller
skates at them, No one was in-
jured.

Al the main gate, a husky
Negro cursed two white men
dressed in business suits when
they said they were looking for
a white girl in the city. The
Negro ordered the pair to leave.
They retreated, and spoke fo a
maorshal who entered the city
and returned escorting a weep-
ing, barefooted white girl who
appeared to be in her teens,

Tensions rose during the day
as idle residents loitered about
the front gate, some arguing
among themselves, others grum-
bling about the park and dis-
trict policemen on patrol near-
by.

Chlef Grant sald marshals and
residents generally refuse to co-
operate with police authorities
when Incldents occur inside the
citv.

Marshals say the incidenta
are “internal matters” and
do not require police interven-

1215 McCarthy Delegates
Going to State Convention

Twelve to 15 of Tolland Coun-
ty's 48 delegates to this week-
end's Democratic State Conven-
tion will be committed to Sena-
tor Eugene McCarthy, accord-
ing to Gerald Anderson of An-
dover, Becond District coordl-
nator of the McCarthy for Pres-
fdent State Committee.

Meanwhile, delegates to the
Becond District Convention
sympathetic to the McCarthy
cause have sent a telegram to
U.8. Rep. Willlam St. Onge urg-
Ing him to "use his influence in
urging Connecticut Democrats
to give fair representation to
McCarthy delegates at the Na.
tional Convention.” The tele-
gram was sent yesterday after-
noon.

The debate over exactly what
constitutes a falr representa-
tion of the McCarthy support-
ers in relation to the uncom-
mitted and Humphrey support-
ers, continues to be a point of
disagreement between the party
organization led by State and
National Chairman John Balley,
and the McCarthy group led by
the Rev. Joseph J. Duffy of
Hartford,

The debate is expected to
continue right up to and includ.
ing tonight's convention, ac-
cording to Anderson,

"“There has been no agree-
ment from state parly leaders
on the fair proportion of dele-
gates,”” Anderson explained. He
did not rule out the possibility
of a walkout of McCarthy sup-
porters if they are not given
realistic representation.

Shore Town Support

Although Tolland County will
be sending about 25 per cent
its delegates comitted to Me-
Carthy, according to Anderson,
other parts of the district, par-
ticularly the shore towns, are
overwhelmingly committed to
McCarthy.

Polls taken by Democratic
town committees in these towns
have showed overwhelming sen-
timent for McCarthy, including
Hampton, which recently made
headlines for being the first
town to reach a 100-mill rate.

The McCarthy supporters will
push for a “straw vote' of state
canvention delegates, to be used
as o basis of a formula for
proportionate representation.

Reports have indicated Bailey
might counter this proposal by
refusing to allot any represen-
tation, although this was dis-
counted by Anderson.

The McCarthy workers basic-
ally support the Democratic
platform, but are expected to
issue a minority report on the
plank relating to state election
laws.

The minority report will
strongly support the use of
primaries to determine the
views of the individual wvoters
in the state.

A minority report might also
be written relating to the pro-
visions regarding the tax struc-
ture, according to the Andover
leader. “We should be responsi.

ble enough to know we won't be
able to ignore the need for new
or different taxes," he
explained,

McCarthy supporters will
stage an outdoor rally tomor-
row morning at 9:30 on the
State Capitol grounds aoross
from the Bushnell Mamorial
where the convention is being
held,

Leading the rally wil be
Richard Goodwin, speech writ-
er for the late President John
Kennedy, and subsequently for
McCarthy and Senator Robert
Kennedy, Goodwin has reoined
the MoCarthy forces since the
assassination of Senator Kon-
nedy, citing the importance of
the goals of the candidate.

Also slated to speak at the
rally Is Paul O'Dwyer, winner
of Tuesday's New York prima-
ry for the U.S. Senate nomi-
nation and an avid MecCarthy
supporter. Playwright Arthur
Miller will be on hand as a del-
egate to the convention as will
Pulitzer Prize winning author
Willilam Styron, Miller spoke
at the Bugene Hast political
cabaret in East Hartford Tues-
day.

Supporters of Hubert Hum-
phrey will also have national
figures In attendance at this
weekend's convention including
Adiad Stevenson III, son of the
late U.N. Ambassador.
