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Rockefeller Lands
For Tour of State

NEW HAVEN (AP) — New
York Gov. Nelson Rockefeller
arrived in Connecticut today to
bring his campaign for the Re-
publican presidential nomination
to a state widely considered to
be ‘‘Rockefeller Country."”

His plane touched dJdown at
Tweed-New  Haven  Airport
shortly after 11 a.m. after some
confusion as to just how Rock-
efeller would arrive in the state

His state hesdquarters in
Hartford had sald earller that
plans for Rockefeller to arvive
at the New Haven gsirport were
changed because of bad weath-
er. But the plane arrived at the
aérport after all, a tit GLehind
schedule,

The New York xouvernor's
agenda included a visit to an
inner-city center in New Ha-
ven, a speech in this c'ty and
an appearance In Meriden of
his way to Hartford.

A speech at a $100-a-plate
GOP dimer in Hartford tonight
was to ‘clmax Rockefeller's
one-day visit. Prior to the din-
ner, Rockefeller planned to con-
fer with the state's 16 delegates
to the GOP national conven-
tion,

Three of the Connecticut dele-
gates are on record as favoring
Richard M. Nixon for the presi-

dential nominations. The other
13 are officielly uncommitted
but presumed leaning to Rocks-
feller.

The top panty leaders in Con-
mnecticut generally prefer Rocke-
feller, if only because he & p-
pears tohave greater vote-
getting eppeal than Nixon in
this state.

A poll commissioned by the
GOP State Central Committee
this spring indicated that Rocke-
feller has greater sppeal to
Connecticut Republicans, Demo-
crats and umaffillated voters
than Nixon does.

Made when Sen. Robert F.
Kermedy was still alive, the

agalnst Kemnedy, Sen, Hugene
J. McCarthy or Vice President
Hubert H. Humphrey, Nixon,
while able to outpoll Kennedy
or ' Humphrey in Comnecticut,
would not be able to beat Mc-
Carnthy, acconding to the poll.

Trudeau Wins
Clear Mandate

TORONTO (AP) — It was a
Trudeau tidal wave, and it gave
his party a clearcut mandate to
rule Canada with a strength no
party has enjoyed in six years.

In Tuesday's election Plerre
Elllott Trudeau, who entered
poltics only three years ago,
Jed his Liberals to the biggest
vigtory any party has scored
since John Diefenbaker's prime.
Diefenbaker in 1068 spearhead-
ed the Conservatives to 4 land-
slide triumph that was good for
four years control,

Trudeau bec:r:» Libergl lead-
er, and thus prime minister, by
choice ofa party convention two
months ago when Lester B.
Pearson retired. Tuesday Cana-
dtan voters had the chance to
retify or repudiate the cholce.
Their answer gave the Liberals
the House of Commons majority
they had never won under Pear-
son's leadership.

Trudeau on assuming the
prime ministry vowed to im-
prove his party's standing. As
the leading party, even lacking
a majority, the Liberals could
cdlanehcﬂmntuuu'r\emoy
thought advantageous, Trudeau
and his aides judged this a good
time, and the bet pald off.

How did he do it? There is no
questionr of Trudeau's personal
appeal, evidenced in the reac
tion ¢ happy throngs that greet-
ed Rim on the campalign trail
across the country, But as the
campaign p he also
showed himaself a pragmatic
and tough politician. He said the
right things and made no big
promises.

a native of Quebec, he
didn't give an inch to those Que-
beckers who want a special deal
for that dominantly i\rem:\o
speaking province, or even
split off from Canada.

U.S. Seizes Heroin
Valued at Millions

WASHINGTON (AP) —Fed-
eral agents have seized $22.4
million worth of heroln—the
Jargest single selzure of the
drug in the nation's history—in
ar automobile in New York
City, Atty. Gen. Ramsey Clark
said today.

Clark said the 112 kilograms
of pure heroin was discovered in
a hidden compartment in a for-
eign automobile which had been
shipped to New York City from
France.

Clark said a 63-year-old na-
turalized U.8, citizen was ar-

rested in New York City and
four Frenchmen were captured
in Paris in conmection with the
selzure. All were charged with
conspiracy to violate U.B. or
French narcotic laws.

Henry L. Giordano, associate
director of the Bureau of Nar-
cotics and Dangerous Drugs,
said the selsure followed an
investigation that lasted several
months and involved the close
cooperation of the Central Nar-
cotic Bureau of France, U.B.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Atty.
Gen. Ramsey Clark opened the
administration's fight in Con.
gress today for registration and
lcensing of firearms and o ban
on all interstate mail order
aales,

““After all we have suffered,”
he told the Senate Judiclary
Committee's juvenile delinquen-
¢y subcommittee, "it would be
terribly disiliusioning if we
fatled to act to control guna.'

“Interstate control, registra-
tion and licensing are all essen-
tial,"* Clark sald. “The people
want strict gun control. Their
safety demands it. The Con-
gress is fully empowered to act.
The time is now."

Clark was the administra-
tion's spokesman, but support-
ing statements came fromn &
number of others. Among them:

Sen. Bdward M. Kennedy, D-
Mass,, two of whose brothers
were assassinated, sald in a let-
ter Congress should '‘not delay
even a day' in passing the leg-
islation.

“For ealh extra day may
mean needless tragedy and suf-
fering,” Kennedy wrote sub-
committee Chairman Thomas J.
Dodd, D-Conn,

said the legislation would in no
way interfere with legitimate
uses of guns by sportsmen,
hunters and others.

And Johmson told a news
conference he was nominating
Homer Thornberry of Austin,
Tex., former an and
now n judge on the U.8, Circult
Court of Appeals for the Fifth
Circult, to the Supreme Court
seat from which Fortas will
move up,

Johnson wound up the news
conference by picking up a pen
and signing the nominations for
Fortas and Thornberry before
sending them on the way to the
Senate for confirmation.

He read Chief Justice War-
ren's resignation of June 13 say-
ing that he was leaving only for
reasons of age. He is 77.

Johnson wrote back today
saying he would accept War-
ren's decision to retire at the
time his successor is qualified.

“You have won for yourself''
Johnson told Warren, ‘‘the es-
teem of your fellow citizens.
You have served your nation
with exceptional distinction and
deserve the nation's gratitude,

“Under your leadership, the
Supreme Court of the United
Btates has once again demon-
strated the vitality of this na-
tion'a institutions and their ca-
pacity to meet with vigor and
strength the challenge of chang-
ing times, The court has acted
to achieve justice, fairmess and
equality before the law for al
people.”’

Justice Fortas reached his
B68th birthday June 19, He and
Johnson have been friends and
associates from New Deal days
back in the 1930s.

Like Warren, he is considered
a liberal.

The President put Fortas on
the Supreme Court in 1968 when
he asked Arthur J. Goldberg to
leave the bench to become U.8.
ambassador to the United Na-
tions.

To Japanese

IWO JIMA (AP) — Amert
cans hatled down the Stars and
Stripes on Iwo Jima today, 23
years after a band of Marines
radssd the U.B. flag atop battle-
searved Mt Suribachi in a
bloody World War 11 battle.

The Americans gave back to
Japan two groupa of central Pa-
cific islands—the Volcanos,
which include Iwo, and the Bo-
nins which include ChiChl Jima,
the only one in the two groups
inhabited by civillans,

erting to Japan,

Small American detachments
on Marcus, Iwo and Chi Chl will
remain for the time being.

Qontrol of the islands was offi-
cially returned to Japan at a cer-
emony in Tokyo attended by
Crown Prince Aldhito, Prime

Sato and Akihito hailed return
of the islands as an example of
postwar cooperation between
Jepan andl the United States.
Sato smaid the government
planned a program of medical,
educational and social welfare
for the isiands.

Restoration ceremonies also
were held on Iwo and Chi Chi,

While celebrating the retum
of the Volcanoes and Bonins, the
Japanese press urged a contin-
uing campaign to regain other
Japanese territories lost in the
war, The newapapers mentloned
Okinawa, the biggest U.8. base
in the western Pacific, and the
Soviet-controlled islands north
of Japan.

Iwo Jima was the only lsland
of the groups which saw any
fighting in the war. The rest
were takenr by U.8. forces after
the Japanese surrender.

The U.S8. Marines suffered al-
most one-third of their casual-
tles in world war II on Iwo
Jéma. The total of 28,686 Amer-
fcans kiMled, wounded and miss-

stunned the nation, and
Fleet Adm. Chester Nimitz com-
mented: ‘‘Among the Ameri-
cans who served on Iwo Jima
uncommon valor was a commaon
virtue."

Ch! Chi Jima is expected to
pose some administrative prob-
lems for the Japanese, Some
6,000 who lived there
before the war are expected to
return to the island, and proper-
ty disputes are anticipated be-
tween them and Ohi Chi Jima's
200 Western-oriented Inhabit-
" ants,

The latter are descendants of
westernery who settled in the is-
lands in the 1830s. The present
inhabitants returned at the end
of the war, do not read Japa-
nese and do not speak it very
well, They have been living o
simple life of farming, flshing
and working at the small US.
paval installation. Many have
sought U.8, citizenship by enlist-
ing in the armed forces and
soms have served in Vietnam.

A
peace meeting among {eaders of
both gangs took place after the
shooting of Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr. The West Side was in
flames at the time.

But, although the South Side
escaped the looting and buming
that scourged the West Side,
some observers amserted it was
the Rangers’ cupédity rather
than their peace-loving natures
which kept the lid on. There
were charges they extracted
payoffs of up to $125 a week
fram South Side businessmen in
return for protection.

Heart Transplants May

BALTIMORE, Md. (AP) —
Dr. Helen B, Taussig, co-devel-
oper of the Blalock-Taussig blue
baby operation, believes that
one day heart transplants may
save Infants born with severely
malformed hearts.

As yot no heart transplants
are In sight at Johns Hopkins
University, where Dr. Taussig
is still active, although she has
retired as head of the Harrlet
Lane Clinie.

“Basically the same problem
confronts us In children as in
adults,” Dr. Taussig said.
“Whether it would be easier to
control rejection in a child, we
don't know.

“It's harder to do a serious
heart operation on the pump in
a tiny Infant than a 5 or 8-year-
old child. Because of the heart
size and because you are niore
likely to upset the physiologicd!
balance of the Infant, the mar.
gin of safety is smaller."”

Only experience, she sald, will
determine If a heart, compatibie
in every other way, would grow
with the infant,

Dr. Taussig, one of the first
U.S. physicians to warn of the
dangers of thalidomide, said
doctors involved in a transplant
might be a little less inclined to
stimulate a donor's heart by
means of massage or a mechan-
fcal device.

The person who is pronounc-
ing him dead should L be the
same person involved w the
recipient,’” she said. But she
also expressed opposition to
having a board of doctors who
would govern when u transplant
is done.

“I{ you want to get prompt
action, you can't go and con-
vene a board to spend hours de-
ciding. It's too late to do any-
thing about it then.”

U.S. Gives Spain Plant

For Desalting Seawater

MADRID (AP) —The U
States is giving a seawater de-
salting plant to two small fish-
ing villages which suffered con-
tamination damage when a U.8.
B52 crash spilled four hydrogen
bombs in the area Jan. 17, 1068.

U.8. officials sald the plant
will be built in appreciation for
the villagers' help after the B52
bomber collided with a refucling
plape.

The people of Palomares and
Villaricos in southeastern Spain
have had to fetch their water
from a nearby village since the
crash. The U.8. Air Force has
paid $060,000 in damages, but
fishermen and farmers still are
filing lawsuits, Fields were con-
taminated when some of the
bombs broke open, and one of
the bombs was lost off the coast
for 80 days, restricting the oper-
ations of the fishermen.

On the anniversary this year
of the crash, a Palomares resi-
dent said of a memorial Mass:
““The Mass will be to thank the
Lord, who has been more gener-
ous with us than the Ameri-
cans."

U.S. Charge d'affaires Wil-
Ham W. Walker and Spanish
Foreign Minister Fernando Ma-
ria Castiella signed the agree-
ment for the bullding of the de-
salting plant. .

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The Sanity Line

This mation's sanity line was rather
accurntely drawn, we think, when the
United States Senate took it vote, the
other day, on what, is called the Sentinel
missile, defense system.

The motion which helped draw the
sanity Mine was one which sought to post-
pone the actual provision of funds for
this project.

In the vote, 52 Semators took thelr
piaces on one side of the line, 34 on
the other. By that tally, the vote was
to refuse to delay the Sentinel system,
amd, therafore, proceed with it.

The Jolmson-Humphrey administra-
tion was on the winning side of the line,
with the 52,

The losing side was a bi-partisan coall-
tion headed by Republican Senator John
Sherman Cooper of Kentucky and Demo-
oratic Senator Philip Hart of Michigan,
and including Senator Bugens McCarthy
of Minnesota, who became the only
Presidential candidate able to vote on
the jssue and show formally which side
of the line he was on.

The dssue was, one which reportedly
played some part in the resignation of
Defense Secretary Robert McNamara
last winter.

McNamara, reportedly, had been hold-
ing out for what he considered the real-
stic point of view, which is that there
is really no constructable defense
against large scale missile attack. But
almost while he was suggesting this,
publicly, President Johnson suddenly an-
nounced the national commitment to
the construction of a ‘‘light'’ missile de-
fense system aimed at dealing with the
future possibility of misslle a ttacks
fram Communist China.

In this current Senate debate on the
jamue, however, the Johnson administra-
tion shifted its argument. Now,_ the Sen-
tinel system was described as some-
thing which could be used against a Rus-
slan missile attack, too, not to defeat it
entirely, but 10 save some American
Mves from it # it came. Now the Ben-

_ tinel system found dteelf promoted, iIn
administration arguments for it, as an
essential part of this nation's general
military posture in the world.

One reason for the Johnson adminis-
tration's increased determination to em-
bark on this program could be traced,
Washington analysts think, to the fact
that @ potential Republican candidate for
President, Mr, Richard Nixon, has re-
cently begun charging that the A'dmdn-
stration intends to achieve too much of
its approaching economy at the expense
of the defense budget, or the '‘nation’s
safety.”

Semator MoCarthy, when he- entered
the debate on the floor, had this to say:

‘“The lght Sentine! ABM deployment
would be another escalatory move in a
gsenseoless strategic arms race between
the two superpowers, A move which
could only lead to an exacerbation of
tensions with a net reduction in the se-
ou'ltyolhod\.mulmadimdmdre-
sources on both sides from more press-
ing meeds."

That analysis, on the sanity side of the
dividing line, was where the administra-
tion {tself was once almost willing to
stend, before it became afraid of Mr.
Nixon and some of its own big arma-
ments associates in Congress, and there-
fore swrrendered, once more, to the
senseless escalation of the mutual inse-
curity the two halves of this world have
been creating for themselves for the past
quarter century.

When in doubt, arm, no matber how
much you doubt the practical or policy
benefit of the arming process, Somehow,
in politics, this is always supposed to be
the safe thing to do, the safe way to
vote.

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The Big Weekend Bill

The bill which passed quietly through
the Senate the other day would take four
of the present holidays for federal work-
ers and transfer them from their pres-
ent happenchance occurrence through-
out the week to a fixed position on &
Monday.

The federal holidays so designated
would include Washington's Birthday, on
the third Monday in February; Memor-
ial Day, on the last Monday in May:
Columbus Day on the second Monday in
October, and Veterans Day on the fourth
Monday in October, The existing fixed
Monday holiday is, of course, Labor Day.

New Year's Day, Independence Day,
Thanksgiving and Chnistmas, the other
four national holidays, would continue to
be observed as at present.

The legialation now waiting for Presi-
dent Johnson's signature would not take
affect until 1971,

Even then, it will itself directly affect
only federal employas.

But the expectation would be that all
the states would follow suit, and that,
by 1671, in fact, all Jabor contracts would
be adjusted to the proposed nmew sched-
ule.
Such scheduling of our holidays would
geem to make sense, and the guarantee
of four additional ‘‘big weekends'' in the
Amenican year should help us, when it
comes, in our quest for maturily as a
lefsure society.

Occasionally, it is true, there may be
the nostalgia of some maverick who will
tind himself remembering how nice it
was when he merely had one day off
in the middle of the week, and could
spend that day just lounging around and
resting instead of having to produce some
ambitions hegira down crowded high-
ways in search of ‘‘something to do" on
a big weekend,

But eventually it may be discovered
that it is physically possible, if ever the
mind becomes willing, to spend even a
big three day weekend on one's own
ground, or in one's own hammock, with
famiMar people or with a strange book,
and not thiret for the distances. On the
chance that some of these long weoek-
ends will eventually sliow themselves to
be tamed down to individual tastes and
capacities, we hope the President algns,

Some slight progress toward eliminat-
ing water pollution in Bristol has been
made in the past two years.

Far more remains to be done and it is
hoped that responsible agencies will not
forget the fact.

Nothing —with one or two exceptions
—has been done, however, to eliminate
the constant and considerable befouling
of the air above this city.

You can see the black smoke pouring
forth daily from industrial smokestacks
throughout Bristol.

Blend this with the exhaust of thou-
sands of automobiles, the ofl fumes from
countless furnaces and the fallout of il-
legal incinerators and you have & mix-
ture that is awful to comtemplate.

Our lungs continue to filter enough
oxygen out of this gaseous mess (o keep
us going, at no small expense to tender
tissues and passages.

All too aware of this steadily worsen-
ing atmosphere, sclentists and conserva-
tionists have recently posed the frighten-
ing question:

What happens when the oxygen Tuns
out?

It could happen.

Oll, coal and gas take tremendous
amount of oxygen out of the air and
convert it to carbon dioxide, which |
not breathable,

Green plants —by a process known
as photosynthesls —absorb the carbon
and return oxygen to the alr.

Yet, annually millions of acres of land
are taken for building, out of photosyn.
thetic production so that, fewer and
fewer green plants are left to deal with
more and more carbon dioxide' In the
words of a Connecticut Conservation As.
soclation writer,

The warning s obvious —drastic steps
must be taken to clean up the atmos-
phere,

National pressure ls being brought to
bear on the automotive industry to cut
exhaust pollution.

Anti-smog devices attached to the ex-
haust systems of automobiles have at-
tracted considerable publicity in receht
years and are already required in cer-
tain areas of the U.8,

But, Congresaman Thomas Meskill re-
cently claimed that a new type of engine
which will cut automotive pollution by 90
per cent s in the works and will be un-
velled in o few months,

Meskill is responsgible for a bill which
would also tackle industrial pollution and
which offers tax incentives to Industry
for combatting both alr and water pol-
lution.

The Sixth District Congressman, point-
ing to how pollution causes are inter-
woven with our economic life, said re-
cently, “You cannot uproot such struc-
tures overnight nor should it be anyone's
intention to uproot them. But they can,
and must be redirected and re-positioned
8o that the overriding conslderation —
the public health —will be protected
properly."

Bristol industrialists should see the
handwriting on the wall. If they aren’t
taking steps to correct alr pollution
here, they should start now before soclal
and legal pressure forces them to take
such steps.

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Money for Highways
Said Short of Need

By MALCOLM BARLOW

Manchester roads bring shame on every voting resi-
dent but particularly on the paid town officials whose
job it is to fix the pitted and warped roads, They bear
their shame with some bitterness and recently got to-
gether to discuss their plight.

‘“We've done a great deal in
the last few years to make the
town's highway money go as far
as possible,” according to Rob-
ert Welss, town manager. '“The
poor roads are mainly due to
lack of money and not lack of
attention on our part."

Weilss cited the poor public re-
lations of the highway depart-
ment as part of the cause of
delays In getting® money for
roads

“The schools have thelr PTAs
to tell the public about school
needs and convince people they
need more help,” he explained.

He noted the lack of a basis
&r‘ dpubuc d:;:xpporl. causes mis-

erstan neve -
sy gs T fully ex

For instance, he sald, a prop-
erty owner will see the highway
créw repairing a nearby road
with overlay, a resurfacing pro-
ceas which lasts about 8 to 10
years when applled to a road
with good drainage.

But all the property owner
knows, Welss sadd, is that the
street In front of his house is
twice as bad. He doean't under-
stand that his street must have
proper drainage before overlay
is put in or else the whole situa-
tion will be made worse when
the water gets under the new
surface and bursts it, he sald.

To prove the department is not
a pgrowing. animal consumihg
t{axpayer's money, - Ernest
Tureck, past highway superin-
tendent and present park super-
intendent,” noted the shrinking
work force over the last genera-
tion,

Tureck and Clifton Potter, a
highway mvorkman for many
years, found that there were 62
men on the highway crew in
1045.

Twelve of those men who are
assigned to garbage pickup went
on strike that year and, Tureck

_sald, they are still on strike.
The town quickly contracted
garbage pickup with a private
firm, he sald.

The 50-man crew remain-
ing has slowly been dropped
down to a 40-man crew, although
two secretaries were hired,
Tureck said.

In the years since, he said,
the town population has nearly
doubled to 48,000, the miles of
town roads have more than
doubled to 170, and the number
of cars registered in town has
nearly tripled to 23,704.

“Also, people are more de-
manding; they want more road
quality,” Tureck said.

He recalled that in the late
19408, the highway department
tore up Oak St. but could not
get road material in at the
same time. The crewmen left
the road torn up for several
weeks and few residents com-
plained, he said.

But today, according to Her-
man Pascantell, present high-
way superintendent, “We must
move in early in the moming
without making any nolse and
have the road ready for the
resident to drive off to work
when he gets up. Otherwise the
complaints pile up.

Besides wvarfous road repair
jobs done by the highway crews,
Pascantell said, the department
fa saddled with many other
jobs, About 26 per cent of his
department's man hours are

t plowing dirt over refuse
{n the Olcott St. disposal area
and helping other departments
such as cemetery and park, he
said,

Other work includes spraying
curbs to kill cement-cracking
weeds, collecting leaves in the
fall, putting in curbing, side-
walks, and guard ralls, sweep-
ing, snow plowing and sand.
ing, and house-to-house dellv-
ery of sand in the cold months.

Many of the jobs performed
by the smaller force, Pascantell
said, have been added in Te-
cent years. Leaf piokup, guard
reil work and sand delivery are
all new, along with curb spray-
ing which began last July.

He said the departmemnt is
sure the services are all neces:
sary and wanted by the public.
For (nstance, the new blacktop
curbing prevents the edges of
a street from crumbling and
improves drainage, And side-
wadke repadr is time consuming,
but poor sidewalls subject the
town Jawsuits,

In 1950, Pascantell shid, there

were 11 snow routes for plow-
ing and sanding and two for
salting. Last winter there were
25 routes for plowing, 16 for
sanding and ssven for salt.

“Peaple don't want to wait
at all," he said.

Welss reamarked that many
people appear willing to wait
a very long time before the
town roads are nepaired. He
noted several opportunities for
action in the 1980s,

The vote was 4,812 to 1,226
against a $450,000 bond issue for
road improvements in a refer-
endum in November 1963. The
three Republicans then on the
Board of Directors urged the
“no'"” vote in order to begin a
‘‘pay-as-you-go'' policy on the
roads.

The $450,000 was split $285,000
for four miles of street recon-
struction, $120,000 for 11 miles
of pavement overlay, and $45,-
000 for contingencles,

The next year, 1084, Public
Works Director Walter Fuss
worked out a five-year program
to repair the worst town roads.
It was to cost about $250,000
each year and would completely
take care of about two miles of
road each year. It never became
part of a town budget.

With road problems worsen-
ing, Fuss prepared an estimate
of the size bond issue needed
to repair the worst roads in 18-
66, His price tag was then $850,-
000 and Included extensive
drainage work since poor drain-
age was cited as ruining even
the best bullt roads here,

His 1966 plan included $115,-
000 for rebullding W. Middle
Tpke. from Adams St. to the
railroad tracks. Other roads to
be affected were Dover Rd.,
Palm 8t., Onkland 8t. and Waood-
bridge St.

But the Fuss plan never went
before the public In a referen-
dum due to the feelings of the
voters on bonding issues, ac-
cording to Welss,

The public’'s attitude on bond-
ing was proved again, he sald,
in the April 80 referendum in
which only one of five bonding
issues passed. A sewer Issue
passed easily and without sur-
prise but bonding Issues for
improvements Inm school build-
ings, the town hall, the Mary
Cheney Library and the police
station were soundly defeated.

“We now have at least $750,-
000 worth of draimage work and
$250,000 of rond work that is ur-
gent," he said, noting the poor
drainage conditions Insure even
worse roads in coming years.

The solution will not come
from bonding, he said, "As we
have been told by the public we

cannot get a bond issue. Peo-
ple will not vote a tax increase.”

The best hope, Welss =ald, s
another Fuss five-year plan but
with money to start it

The budget for the coming
figcal year beginning July 1
contains $504,000 for the high-
way department and most of
this money {s earmarked for
wages and equipment. The state
Is giving the town $141,300 for
major road repairs and the mon-
ey Is not enough to pay for a
full mile of completely rebuilt
road at today's increasing con-
struction costs.

The only hope for the high-
way department in the coming
year in fighting poor roads ls
for a large chunk of the $315,.-
000 in the budget for capital
improvements, Weiss noted this
fund already has many candl-
dates, including all four of the
items defeated in the April 30
referendum.

William O'Nelll, the present
public works director, said resi-
dents have asked him why he
did not Have all the trucks and
men of the highway department
work on just roads, He tells
them materials must be bought,
the best road building season
lasts only two months of the
summer during vacation
periods, and the functions of the
highway crewmen now are too
essential to just drop everything
for one job.

Another question he is often
asked concerns the public's at-
titude toward the highway de-
partment, This attitude {s indi-
cated by the complaints re-
ceived by the public works of-
fice whenever a road crew has
to walit for materials and they
stand around their trucks and
equipment,

‘“Is this what we're paying our
taxes for?"” the callers ask
O'Neill.

“If those workers were state
highway crewmen or utility
company workers," O'Neill said,
“People wouldn't think twice
about thelr waiting.

“Our men put In a full day's
work,'" he sald. "The day of the
town drunks and charity cases
being on the highway crew is

long gone. These men have
made this thelr life’'s work and
they are serious."”

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The Community Baptist Church on E. Center St.

Manchester
In Days Gone By

(Note: This is the second of
a series of articles on the early
churches of Manchester. The
first dealt with the Center Con-
gregational Church, the oldest
of our religious organizations,
It was intended to run the ar-
ticles in the order of the found-
ing of the local churches. How-
ever, research has not been
completed on the Methodist
Church, the second oldest of
the town's churches. Conse-
quently, this article dealing
with the Baptist group, the
third oldest ecclesiastical body
in the town, appears now. The
atory of the early Methodists in
Manchester will appear later.)

Information on the first Bap-
tist Church society in Manches-
ter is fragmentary, and In some
respects contradictory. Accord-
ing to the Spiess-Bidwell history
of the town, the Baptiat congre-
gation worshipped In a bullding
at Highland Park, in the tri.
angle formed by the junction of
Porter and Highland Streets,
and the church sbclety was in
existence for about fifteen
years (1828-1842) with a mem-
bership of 123 in 1880, declining
to 70 in 1842, The Baptist state
organization gave some finan-
cial help to the struggling
church In Manchester, but
monetary difficulties seem to
have continued, and ultimately
the organization voted to sell
the church bullding and to dis-
band.

Since the publication of the
Spless-Bldwell history in 1823,
some new material has  been
found, Ireanus Brown, who lived
in the charming, gambrel-roofed
house at the corner of Spring 8t.
and 8. Main, was one of the lead-
ers in the Baptist group. He waa
clerk of the final meeting of the
church soclety which veted to
disband. Some years ago, when
his house changed ownership,
the new residents found in the
attic the official record book of
the church society covering the
years 1802 to 1852, indicating that
the dates in the Spiess-Bidwell
history are incorrect, and that
the Baptist church existed in
Manchester for fifty years rath-
er than fifteen. This book, now
owned by the Community Bap-

tist Church, is an ancient, leath-
er-backed volume, its covers
faded and water-streaked at the
edges, Its pages brown from
nge. The handwriting Is difficult
to read throughout, and in many
places is completely indecipher-
able. No punctuation {s used in
the first part of the book, and,
in the fashion of the time, cap-
ital letters are scattered about
freely. All important words be-
gin with capital letters,

There are occasional long in-
tervals between entries. Some
meetings were plainly not re-
corded at all, On one occasion
the clerk was publicly repri-
manded for his failure to carry
out his work properly. The en-
try reads: “"William Willls com-
plain of Samuel Morley in not
selting down all Records voted
by the Church.' Samuel Morley
must have admitted the truth of
the charge for the next sentence
reads ‘‘the Church satisfied with
S8amuel Morley's confessions to
the above complaint.”

Incomplete and partially illegi-
ble &s it is, the book i5 an In-
tensely interesting and valuable
record of the earnest efforts of
a small group of people, handl-
capped by lack of money and
perhaps by the remote location
of its house of worship, to main-
tain its jdentity, participate in
the work of the Baptist organ-
ization in the state, and to aid
its members to live Christian
lives. For, In accordance with
the usual practice of the early
churches in New England, the
Baptist Society in Manchester
kept a watchful eye on the do-
ings of its members. It was
considered a duty to repgrt to
the group any serious miscon-
duct, and action was taken
reprove or even expel the erring
individual, Frequently, a com-
mittee was appointed to investi-
gate and “labor with" the delin-
quents. Faflure to reform usual-
ly resulted in the withdrawal of
‘'the hand of fellowship' or a
letter of excommunication.

In 1804 a member was ac:
cused of “behaving disorderly"”
and the Soclety, stating that
‘“we have gone according to
the Gospel Rule of Discipline'
in the case, sent the accused a
letter of excommunication. In

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1807 a member was excommu-
nicated for breach of ‘‘Cove-
mant in absenting himself from
Communion and neglect of
duty.” However, a committee
appointed to investigate a re-
port that another member was
béhaving in & manner “unbe-
coming the Gospel” found that
‘“the chamoter of those making
the rumor was not to be de-
pended on" and the brother was
regtored to full memoership,
after o gentle reprimand.

In one interesting case the
Manchester pastor, Elder Ben-
net, was asked to advise the
Andover Baptists about a sister
who accused her husband of
“unkind usage and abuse."” Eld-
er Bennet and the Andover
committee decided that the
woman and her husband were
both at fault, she more than he,
and told the woman that it was
her duty to return to the hus-
band. This the strong-minded
sister refused to do. There |s
no information about the mem-
bership of the Andover commit-
tee. Probably it consisted en-
tirely of men.

The first meeting of the So-
clety, held on Nov. 13, 1802, Is
reported as follows:

""The Baptist Soclety
according to appointment.

1 Chose Ollinvar (Olliver?)
Pearce Moderator

2 Chose Samuel Morley Clerk

3 Chose David Keeney Ollin-
var Pearce and Simmane
(Simon?) Woodruff a Commit-
tee

4 Chose Willlam Wallace and
Simmane Woodruff Tidingmen
(tithing men?)

The title Elder is used in the
early records for the pastor. In
1803 the Society appointed a
committee to “"Collect the Mon-
ey Subscribed to give Elder
Bromley for preaching with us
one year."” Elder Bromley thus
became the first pastor of the
Baptist Church In Manchester,
He remained with the church
for several years but his name
disappears from the records af-
ter 1805,

There follows a period when
the church seems to have been
without a regular pastor. Tn 1811,
however, Elder Blakeslee was
appointed. Immediately follow-
ing his appointent we read of a
number of baptisms (some of
which took place in Wapping)
and of the reception of new
members into the church, He
remained pastor until 1818, ITow-
ever, in 1810 h- urrved on a
half-time basis, with a payment
of $3.50 per Sabbath. Perhaps
this was to permit him to preach
in other churches of the area,
for in 1817 we find that he ia
once more the full-time pastor
of the church in Manchester, ut
the salary of $100 per year. It is
to be hoped thut the church also
provided a house and some other
compensation in the form of fuel
(wood), farm produce and the
like. Elder Blakeslee soon-de-
vided to move westward, and in
1818 the Society gave him a let-

mendation to the Baptist Church
of Fablus, New York."

Clearly, financial difflculties
continued to trouble the Society,
According to the Spiess-Bidwell
history, the state organization
of Baptists gave some help, For
the year 1834 the sum of $302
was donated by the state group
The location of the church
seems to have been a problem
also. In 1817 it was voted that
“the present Meeting House is
not convenient for Pablic Wor-
ship and that it is expedient to
build one or.repair this’' In
1820 it was voted that the
money to be drawn from the
“Baptist Trustees to the Sup-
port of Religion" be devoted to
a new bullding. A committee
was appointed to ‘‘raise said
money." Apparently nothing
came of this plan, for in 1827
another committee was appoint-
ed to “inquire Into the ex-
pediency of moving or dispos-
ing of the Meeting House."
This commitiee recommended
against such actlon. It  would
appear that the hope for a new
meeting house never came to
fulfiliment.

The local congregation showed
its interest in general affairs
of the denomination by send-
ing delegates—cnlled messeng-
ers in the early years—to As-
soclation meetings held in var-
fous parts of Connecticut and at
Sandisfield, Mass., and Amenia,
N.Y. Considering the difficul-
tles of travel and the time in-
volved in such journeys, we can
appreciate the interest of the
Baptist S8ociety of Manchester in
the activities of their denomina-
tion.

The old record book con-
taing several family names still
present in Manchester, the most
frequently mentioned being Kee-
ney. Ireanus Brown was clearly
one of the pillars of the church.
His name is first mentioned in
1809 when he was chosen clerk,
and he also served as clerk of
the final meeting on March 17,
1852.

The report of that final meet-
ing reads as follows:

"At a Society meeting which

was duly notified Deacon An-

drus was

2 That Ireanus Brown be
Clerk.

8 That we will sell the Meet.
ing House belonging to
sald Soclety and Church.

4 That Blsha Andrus be ap-
pointed to dispose of it to
the best advantage

5 That the Avails shall be
apprypristed and delivered
to_the Treasurer of the
Baptist Foreign Mission-
ary Soclety

8 That the meeting be dis-
solved."”

And so the Society came to an
end, It is not difficult to sense
the regret with which the re-
maining falthful took this final
uction. Their records leave
many questions unanswered

ter of “Dismission and Recom- and lead us to wish that we

could know more of the drama
which must have taken place
behind the simnly recorded facts
They were plainly a loyal band
siriving for a Christian life as
dictated by the stern and
formal conventions of their
time.

It seems certain that those
who reluctantly dissoived their
church in 1852 would view with
much satisfaction the reactiva-

t'on of the Baptist Church in
Manchester in 1052, just a cen-
tury after the first Baptist So-
ciety in the town came to an
end. The present Baptist organi-
zation has grown steadily in its
sixteen years of activity. It
now occuples a group of bulld-
ings on E. Center St.,, a new
brick church and two converted
residences which are used for
office and educational purposes,

Eastern States

Heavy rains doused much of
the eastern half of the country
today while unseasonably cool
temperatures settled over a
wide stretch of the mid-
continent.

Downpours in excess of 2
inches were common during the
night through southern lower
Michigan as former tropical
storm Candy lumbered across
the eastern Great Lakes,

Buffalo and Detroit posted
daily maximum rainfall records
Tueaday, the latter measuring
2,17 inches and the upstate New
York city 1.82. The storm ear-
lier had dumped 3- and 4-inch
rains from Nebraska through
Hlinols. -

Thunderstorms with heavy
winds were widespread from
Texas to New York as cooler
weather overspread the Plains
and crept across the northemn
tier of states.

Funnel clouds spun out of the
storms over northeastern Texas
Tuesday night and wind gusts
of 52 miles an hour lashed San
Angelo, Tex.

Atty. Gen. Ramsey Clark,
carrying President Johnson's
plea for federal registration of
every gun in the nation and li-
censing of all owners, was
among leadoff witnesses before
the subcommittes,

An Assoclated Press survey of
90 congressmen whose mail ran
heavily in favor of stricter gun
controls just after Kennedy's as-
sassination shows a strong tide
now opposed to stronger con-
trols.

The congressmen say they're
receiving tens of thousands of
letters, running up to 256 to 1
ngalnst stricter controls.

Congressmen from the north-
east and I(solated areas else-
where sald their mail still fa-
vors stronger firearms controls,
although by a lower margin
than before.

“I, too, feel that something
must be done,” a Charloltes-
ville, Va., man wrote Sen. Wil-
liam B. Spong Jr., D-Va,, "But

passing additional laws which
only serve to disarm those who
obey the law is not the answer.”

Johnson's  recommendations
have yet to be introduced In bill
form but a gun registration-li-
censing proposal by Sen, Joseph

State's Atty., BEtalo G. Gnutl, ,
led the prosecution forces dur-
ing the murder trial, Darwin's
counsel is Atty. John F, Shea
of Manchester.

In deciding ont a retrial, Reed
must consider the effect the
U.8. Supreme Court's ruling has
on the prosecution’s case. In
& 7-2 opinion, the court ruled
that a confession and a re-en-
actment of the murder obtained
by state police during the week-
end of Dec. 6-8, 1068 were not
voluntary,

Both the confessmion and re-
enactment were considered cru-
clal to the prosecution's tase
and @ince they could not now
be reintroduced as evidence, the
state has a wgakwed case.

During the trial itself, other
confessiors meade during  the
weekend were 't out by
the trial judge after ruling that
the prosecution had not shown
them to be voluntary.

The result ia that ail the state-
ments obtained from Darwin
during that weekend have now
beeny thrown out as evidence
and the state must do with what
evidence it had before then.

Whenever Reed makes a de-
ciaton, he will have to move
soon to remove Darwin from
the state prison at Somers,
gince he is no longer a convict.
