WASHINGTON (AP) — The
drive for stronger gun control
laws, already beset by delays
and apparent adverse publle
reaction, has suffered what may
be a crippling setback.

The latest blow was a 7-5 vote
by the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee Thursday to delay fur-
threr consideration of weapons
control bills until July 9.

Sen. Joseph D. Tydings, D-Md.,

The outlook for new legisla-
tion urged by Prestdent Johnson
had been dimmed previously by
a slowdown {n the House and by
a sharp reversal in an initial
flood of mall favoring strong
gun controls after the assassina-
tion of S8en. Rbert ¥. Kennedy.

Congress had seemed moving
toward speedy action on a
measure to prohibit interstate

mail order sales of all firearms
and ammunition and to ban
their over-the.counter sale to
nonresidents of a atate.

This would have extended to
rifies and shotguns the restric-
tions provided for pistol sales in
the recently enacted crime con-
trol bill,

But the first of this week,
Johnson also asked Congress for
laws requiring the natlonal reg-
fstration of all guns and the 1i-
censing of their owners,

Warren Could Stay

WABHINGTON (AP) — Ma-
jority Leader Mike Mansfield
aaid today that i a Senate fill-
buster aguinst President John-
son's Supreme Court nomina-
tions develops and cannot be
broken, he assumes Chief Jus-
tice Barl Warren will reconsider
his resignation and stay on.

Mansfield also told newsmen,
in a switch of his sariler posl-
tion, that there will be no delay
in thé adjourmment of Congress
o wifi confirmation of the nomi-
nations or any calling of a ses-
alony between or after the nation-
al party conventions.

He noted the Senate thus will
have the cholce of approving
Johnson's nomination of Justice
Abe Fortas to be chief justice,
or having Warren continue in
that position.

Mansfield sald he assumes
that if Semate approval is de-

layed, Warren would reconsider
his retirement and “‘stay on and
take his place on the court at
the next term."”

Eighteen Republican sena-
tors have signed a petition
pledging to vote against confir-
mation of any Supreme Court
nominetions made by Johnson
before he leaves office next
January, saying vacancies
should be filled by thé next
president and not by “a lame
duck."

Britain’s Extradition Policy

Rigidly Protects Defendant

LONDON—Whatever the out-
come of the extradition hearing
of James Earl Ray, alias Ra-
mon George Sneyd, which be-
gan yesterday* in Bow Street
Court, the process itself is one
about which the British can
rightly. be proud,

Like every Indigent suspect in
a criminal case, the accused
American has been provided
with competent counsel at pub-
llc expense. His rights have
scrupulously respected at every
stage since his arrest on June
8 and he Is further protected by
formidable restrictions on pub-
lished press coverage of hig
case.

Perhaps the best testimony In

provided by Arthur J. Hanes,
former mayor of Birmingham,
Ala,, who 1§ preparing the de-

After conferring with Ray's
court-appointed attorney, Hanes
told journalists here that he had
no criticism of British proce-
dure or any feeling that his cli-
ents rights had been denled.

1t Is worth describing step-by-
dtep how British criminal law

The first step is the arrest,
after which a suspect may be
held in police cusfody until he
can appeéar before a remanding
magistrate, usually the next
day. In Ray's case, gince he was
arrested on a Saturday, he was
detained until Monday morning,
which is normal British prac-
tice,

On his arrest, a suspect s
told, in tones familiar to every-
one who has seen u  British
crime movie, you need not say

anything at this stage but what-
ever you do say will be taken
down in writing and may be giv-
en in evidence.”

A suspect 1s not Informed that
the court will provide ldm an
attorney until he appears before
the magistrate, and the time lag
ia thus slightly longer than that
prescribed by recent U.8, su-
preme court decisions on the
vital point of police questioning
of an arrested man, !

But British restrictions of
press coverage are far more
stringent than In America, At
his (nftial hearing, the suspect
Is asked by the magistrate — as
Ray was on June 10 if he would
be agreeable to lifting the re.

PARIS (AP) — The spokes-
man for North Vietnam's peace
talks delegation asid today
American evacuation of Khe
Banh amounted to '‘& grave de-
feat for the United States."

Nguyen Thanh Le, the delega-
tion press officer, anid the Unit-
ed States had been ‘'forced to
retreat’” from the base just be-
low the demilitarized zone in
South Vietnam,

He snid the U.S. Miltary
Command’s explanation that the
base wis no longer essential
made him think of the fable of

the fox and the grapes. Unable
to reach a bunch of grapes, the
fox went away saying ‘'‘they
were sour anyway.''

It there was any hope that the
U.8. evacuation of the base was
part of an over-all plamn of de-es-
calation sacceptable to North
Vietnam, Le quickly sacotched
this.

“The retreat constitutes o
grave defeat for the United
States, tactically as well as
strategically," he told a news
conference.

"'As long as the United States
insista on pursulng its war of
aggression, the United States
will not avold defeat, whatever
tactics are used.

‘“The U.8. military command-
ers once declded to defend the
base dt all costs. They are now
forced to retreat from the
base," he sald.

Le said that 15,000 “‘enemles"”
have been killed or wounded at
Khe SBanh eince Jan, 20. He said
11,700 of these cusualties were
American, The United States
has Msted its Khe Sanh casual-
ties as 2,600 men.

““The struggle of our people to
defend the North and liberate
the South still faces long and
hard lests, But our people, deep-
ly attached to Independence,
will do everything necessary to
defend the North, liberate the
South and bring about the
peacefid reunification of our
country,"" he said.

Le said North Vietnam wants
peace, but "Peace goes hand in
hand with independence, and we
reject a pax Americana.”

“After more than one month
of officlal conversations and 10
meetings, the American slde
has refused to stop uncondition-
ally its bombardments and oth-
er acts of war," Le sald. ""This
shows the bad faith of the
American side."”

“We demand that the United
States unconditionally halt its
bombardments and other acts of
war so that other guestiong of
mutual interest can be brought
up,'' he said,

Chamber president Donald
Morganson sald the directors
took a position on the Rockville
Water and Acqueduct Co.'s re-
cent request for an increase in
rates to support a  proposed
filtration plant.

The motion passed at the June
11 meeting of the board was,
“The Rockville Area Chamber
of Commerce supporis the need
for added improvements in the
quality of the water as presently
provided by the Rockville Water
and Acquaduct.

I further stated, “We speci-
fically support the construction
of the proposed filtration plant
and making whatever other
capital Improvements are re-
quired to accomplish this end.
We recognize that an adequate
rate inorease must be imposed
to meet these needs.”

The term “‘adequate rate in-
crease'’ was misunderstood by
some people to mean that the
directors supported the in-
crense of 60 per cent requested
by the water company.

‘Fair’ Bchedule

Morganson explained that the
{ntent of the nation was not to
specHically support the particu-
lar Increase requested or any
other percentage or amount,

He pointed out, “We rely upon
‘he Connecticut Public Utilities
Commission to approve a rate
schedule that is falr to both the
company and our area consum-
m‘n

The chamber president fur-
ther sald, “We sincerely, regret
any inconvenience to you'or any

" other public official as a result
of any erroneous interpretation
of our stated position.”

Mayor Grant sald because of
the misinterpretation of the mo-

Clearly, the board de-
cided that discretion, in the form of

This is unfortunate, since the sub-
stantial benefits of Project Concern far
outweigh its disadvantages. Moreover,
it was obvioys from the tone and tenor
of the oril raised at the public
hearing that most of the objection was
rooted in ignorance or misunderstand-
ing of what was involved in the project.

There {s no need to rehearse the ben-
efits of the proposal at this time, It Is
sufficlent to say that where it has
operated, the ohildren, thelr parents,
their classmatea, and the home com-
munity have been satistied with the re-
sults, This has been true in Hartford;
it 1s more than likely that it will prove
true in New Haven when Operation Con-
cern starts in the fall.

It s always a matter of regret to
see. an {ssue of principle settled upon
the basis of expediency, which ia the
way the disposition of Project Concern
appears to have been disposed of in
Wallingford. It 1s good, however, to know
that the project has not been rejected
aMogether, ay it has by some other com-
munities. The decision not to participate
at this time will give an opportunity for
the board to examine the project in de-
tall, Hopefully, out of this study will
come a decision to participate at a fu-
ture date, it the facts warrant and the
need exists, -MERIDEN RECORD.

WASHINGTON — A searing
struggle for power inside Sen.
BEugene McCarthy's Presidential
campaign in the three weeks
since the Kennedy assassination
has resulted, temporarily at
least, in a victory of the semi-
professionnds over the rank
amateurs,

That outcome was hammered
home at a meeting of McCarthy
with his key lleutenants in Wash-
ington Monday moming (June
24). Despite visible reluctance
by McCarthy, this meeting au.
thorized a nationwide delegate-
hunting operation. In charge is
Tom Finney, thehigh-priced,
young (43) Washington lawyer
who {8 the closest thing to a
political pro in the inchoate Me-
Carthy organization.

Thus Finney will now be the
key man up to convention time
in Chicago. The decision impli-
citly downgrades Blair Clark, a
political amateur who has been
McCarthy's campaign chalrman
from the beginning. It also de-
motes Curtis Gans, commander-
in-chief of McCarthy’'s volun-
teers and Finney's Yrincipal
combatant in the power strug-
gle. >

Most important, the Monday
morning decision gives McCar-
thy the tindest of chances to
overhaul Vice President Hum-
phrey’'s immense lead In dele-
gates. Had McCarthy's own per-
sonal preferences for a wholly
unstructured campaign prevail-
ed, he would have had no chance
at all ‘ .

The struggle began within a
week after Robert F. Kennedy's
assassination. Finney, recrulted
in mid-May to bring profession-
al finesse to the West Coast
primary campaigns, wanted to
start wooing uncommitted and
Kennedy-committed  delegates
with particular emphasis on key
tigures in the Kennedy cam-

But Gans, an {ntense and abra-
sive 31-year-old liberal who had
built up the impressive McCar-
thy volunteer operation from
scratch beginning last sutumn,
had other ideas. An amateur's
amateur, his plan was to con-
tinue bullding his volunteer or-
ganization as a weapon of mas-
sive public pressure on the
Democratic National Conven-
tion through petitions and pub-
lic outery culminating in huge
demonstrations both inside and
outalde the Chicago convention.

A group of nearly 100 North
End residents have been gath-

ering opposition to a zone
change application filed by the
Balf Co., 567 Main St., schedul.
ed to be heard by the Town
Planning Commission Monday
night.

A public hearing on the Balf
request to change from Resi-
dence B and Rural to Industrial
a 24-acre parce! on the north-
west cormmer of N. Main and
Union Sts, and north and
parallel to the Hockanum River
will be heard at that time,

“Cookde Hill," an area of long
gentimental history to veteran
Manchester residents, begins at
N. Main and Union Sts. and ex-
tends north across the Union
St. bridge, up the hill toward
Tolland Tpke.

The nostalgic name was ap-
plied back in the mid-19th cen-
tury when two houses, located
just across the bridge on the
right hand side going north,
were used as bakeries to bake
cookies and other goodies faor
the workers employed by the
many textile mills along the
river.

One of the primary objections
that has roused the ire of res-
dents in that area is that Balf
originally proposed, through the
rezoning, to create a means of
ingréss{ and cgress to his plant
and gravel pits, on Union St
between the residences of two
"Cookie Hill" dwellers.

According to Atty. Eugene
Kelly, who will represent Balf
at the Monday hearing, this
particular part of the plan has
now been withdrawn and there
will be no proposed exit or en-
trance on Union St. The closest
the new zone would now come
to Union 8t. would be 172 feet.

But that is- not the only por-
tion of the zone chi the res-
idents are up In afms about.
They are also afrald that the
new zone would lead to the
abatement of the existing tree
line that winds along thé Hock-
anum for a distance of nearly
8,000 feet along the proposed
change. )

ANDERSON, Calif. (AP) —
One of the world's leading pro-
ducers of paper, products is rais-
ing fish for quality control.

When Kimbenly-Clark Corp.'s
paper and pulp mill began oper-
ating here in 1964, a najor con-
cern of state and local authori-
ties, company officials and
sportemen was that the valuable
salmon and steelhead fishing of
the Sacramento river not be
damaged, Monitoring instru-
ments and outside laboratory
reports proved effluent from the
mill was safe. Yet the company
wanted further proof that the 11
million gallons of water dis-

daily into the river was
not harmful to the fish,

8o fish were asked to take the
test.

On company property near
the river, the company devel-
oped a blo-assay station conaist.
ing of five aquariums, each
holding 60 gallons of water. Two
dozen fingerling salmon are
placed in each aguarium and
subjected to concentrations of
effluent 10, 20 or 30 times
stronger than they would ever
experience in the river. Later,
the salmon are released Into the
Sacramento,

Not only do the fish suffer no
{ll effects from this artificially
high concentration of paper mlll
effluent—the company has just
won an award from the Califor-
nla Federation of Women's
Clubs for its effective pollution
abatement program.

in Britain that both Time and
Newsweek had to withdraw
from circulation copies of tast
week’'s Issues containing re-
ports that were deemed prej-
udicial to the suspect.

This step was taken even
though the only counts on which
the accused man could request
a jury trial are the two com-
paratively minor charges on
which he was initially arrested
—the charges of carrying a
forged passport and possessing
a pistol without a permit.

Before he appears in magis-
trates court, a suspect fills out
a “statement of means for free
legal ald." As a practical mat-
ter, If the suspect has no as-
gots and earns less than 18
pounds sterling ($43.20) or so a
weelk, he will be given free le-
gal aid. This is provided for
under the legal ald and ad-
vice act of 1040,

The attorney a suspect is as-
signed is chosen by rotation
subject to agreement by the
lawyer. Fees are nominnl, One
leading firm recelved 100
pounds sterling ($240) in com-
pensation for a murder trial
lasting three days.

A perticular complication in
Britain Is that there are two
kinds of lawyers —the solicitors
who generally prepare the case,
and the barristers who argue it
in court. Only barristers have
“right of audience" st every
level of the court system. In
Ray's case, his solicitor is Mi-
chael Eugene, who is working
with Roger Frisby, the barris-
ter. Both have extensive exper-
tence in eriminal law and both

have handled previous extradi-
tion cases.

The aristocracy of the bar-
risters are the queen's counsels,
whose proud right it is to put
“Q.C." after thelr name. I
Ray's case should be appealed
to higher courts, it is concelv-
able that he will then be repre-
sented by a Q.C. as counsel
since legal aid provisions would
permit it

As Il stands, the hearing in
Bow Street may last two days
because of the amount of print-
ed testimony that will be read
into the record. It will be.the
aim of the Britlsh attorney rep-
resenting the United States,
Nigel Maw, to persuade the
chief maglstrate that there ls
a prima facte case for trying
the accused man on the charges
for which he is being extradit-
ed —murder and armed rob-
bery.

If the magistrate upholds the
U.S., Ray's attorney will have
15 days in which to petition for
a writ of habeas corpus. This
petition would be considered by
a two- or three-judge divisional
court of the high court, and If
granted there could be another
hearing on appeal, If the high
court sustained extradition, the
final avenue of appeal would be
to thé law lords who sit in the
House of Lords.

Whatever the outcome,. it
seems certain that every safe-
guard of British justice will be
serupulously observed in the
case listed on the docket as ‘'re
in the matter of the extradition
treaty between the United
States and Great Britain, 1831,
re: Ramon George Sneyd."

Solid Majority

PARIS (AP) -— President
Charles de Gaulle made an ap-
peal today for a solid Gaullist
majority in Sundey's parliamen-
tary elections and called on his

countrymen for a great effort to
compensate for the crisis that
shook France in May and early
June.

Bpeaking on the nation's radio
and television network, De
Gaulle said there must be a
“‘strong, continuous and coher-
ent majority” to support ‘‘a
tough policy'’ planned to bring
France back onto its feet.

De Gaulle warned that France
has to meet strong foreign
competition, ward off price
rises, inflation and, & fall in the
yvelue of the franc,

“Last month, everything was
slipping away," he said. “Our
country, scandalized by anarchy
in the universities, paralyzed by
the general strike, disabled by
continuous uncertainty and by a
Parllament withowt a majority,
could have thought that the re-
public would disappear along
with freedom."

He said that he had called the
nation to order on May 30 and
declared '‘it responded from its

depths.” This was a refergnce -

to & speech in which De Gaulle
claimed that ‘‘totalitarian com-
munism’” was threatening to
take over the nation.

“Suddenly,' d¥ Gaulle sald,
“the maleficent charm which
was dragging us toward the
abyss was broken."

De Gaulle, speaking from the
Elysee Palace, added: *Now
that the trials which would have
swept away any other regime
than ours . .. seem to be disap-
pearing ... It is vital that
France resumes its march for-
ward.

‘First, since there has been a
threat that the republic was
going to be torn away from us,
we must unite, not only to de-
fend it and to put everything
back in order . .. but to make it
more effective and more broth-
erly.

“That means that in voling to-
morrow we must show in this
connection our massive resolu-
tion and give ourselves a parlia-
ment capable of supporting,
with a strong, continuousssan d
coherent majority, the policles
which are necessary.”
