For several years now, the 
public prints have contained 
some reverberations of a c<mfa- 
bula^ion among certain theolo­
gians, based upon the Idea that 
Ood is dead. Laymen are, un­
derstandably, a  bit confused by 
the ImpUcaUons of this noUoi).

TVxwne isn’t confused at all. 
He casts ridicule at it, spoofing 
it wildly, irreverently, even out­
rageously, in this small book.

It is set up as a  series ot brief 
excerpts tinm  a  huge diary that 
God siq>pnsedly kept before His 
demise on Nov. 0, 1968.

How does Tymne’s spoof oper­
ate? By assuming that God is 
mortal, human, anthropomorph­
ic, and as full of wishes, irrita­
bilities, doubts, prejudices and 
superstlttons as anyone of us 
mortals.

Towne’s cosmos finds God 
reigning like any dilef execu­
tive, upset from tone to tone by 
the' Idiosyncracies of H.O.—Holy 
Ghost—and J.C.—Jesus Christ,

But Leadership Not Sorry

WABHINOTON (AP) — The 
"Young Turk’’ militants whosP

this past weto are wvOklng out 
of that moderate civil rights or­
ganisation.

IlMy hope to forge a  new Unk 
between themselvee, the Con­
gress of Racial Equality, The 
Southern Christian Leadertolp 
OonfereiKe and toe Student 
Nonviolent Coordlnstlhg Com­
mittee.

NAACP leaders are probably 
relieved to see toem go.

The leaders weren’t  warried 
shout the perennial militant 
threat to their control. Despite 
loud boasts, the Yomw Turks 
failed thle year for the fourth 
straight time to get any of their 
reeolutione close to a  passing 
vote, . y

But' NAACP leaders, who 
have a  deep faith in orderiy 
procedure, were aghast at hav­
ing to call Atlantic City ^ l ic e  
onto their convention floor to 
end a  noisy, scuffling demon­
stration.

That was also toe act that 
triggered the walkout of mili­
tants who say toe convention 
tolerated worse disruptloiis 
when staged by friendly dele­
gates.

The first to leave was Dr. Eu­
gene T. Reed; an NAACP board 
of dlreotors member for the 
past five years,. who revealed 
his resignation Monday with a 
blast at the "Nasl-Uko ‘ atmos­
phere of strongarm techniques 
. . . ” at toe convention.

Dr. Reed, an AmltyvlUe, 
N.Y., dentUt and a  two-tone 
past president of toe New York 
State converenoe of branches, 
has long argued that toe 
NAACP" 8 emphasis on bringing 
Negroes Into the existing Ameri­
can social syotem is behind toe 
tlmea

"You and toe board of direc­
tors,’’ he telegraphed Executive 
Director Roy Wilkins, "not only 
demonstrated this past week an 
unwillingness to change, but 
that yxHi are willing to use any 
and aH means to keep the asro- 
olatlon from being relevant to 
the many problems of^ black 
people.’’ *

Monday afternoon Chester 
Lewis, a  well-to-do Wichita, 
Kan., attorney who succeeded 
Reed as leader of the mlktant 
faction, said he would resign as 
branch president and legal 
counsel, and renounce Ws Ufe 
membership.

Lewis, 48, accused toe 
NAACP leadership of using 
money, favors and threats to 
buy conventton votes and 3>oid

toe delegates’ true sympathies.
"We’ve reached toe conclu­

sion that we can’t  meet the or- 
ganljMd force they put agalnrt 
us," he said in a  telephone In­
terview.

An NAACP spokesman, In 
turn, accused Lewie of being un­
willing to abide by toe conven­
tion’s  declBlon. "At no time dkl 
they have the voting strength 
that could have passed any­
thing," said Gloustec Current, 
NAACP director of branches.

The basic dispute is more 
complex than that, however, 
Lewis argues that a  nonviolent, 
nonracist Black Power-r-cleariy 
labeled as sucto fuid used to 
build economic and political 
power in the ghettoe»-ls the 
country’s only salvation.

He ie angry at the large south­
ern NAACP delegation that 
block voted against toe Young 
Turk reeolutions.

The southern black man and 
toe Bouthem white man are 
alike in their conservatism, 
Lewis said. "Pius toe Mack 
SouUf is going through Jhv same 
hangup the black North went 
through 20 years ago, going Into 
hotels, restaurants, airports. 
They actually tWnk toere’s hope 
assimilation will occur. We’ve 
been through thte, we know it 
wtm’t . . .  They still think that if 
they sing enough, and march 
enough, and pray enough, they 
will overcome."

That is not toe Wnd of rheto­
ric the present NAACP leader­
ship Ukes to d e a l^ .

"We’ro golnsr to hJw to toe 
kne—fight-serfegatlon, get new 
Job <^^>ortuniaee for our people, 
contimie to work to Improve toe 
QfgiogrtunlUee for ghetto dwell- 
e n ,’’ sold Henry Lee Moon, the 
organization's pUldic relations 
director.

"We’re trying to make the Ne­
gro more a  part, a  sharer, in 
the good toinga of American 
Ufe. We believe ft can be done 
within the framework of '"our 
system . . .  I would feel toot 
we’re sbU on courbe."

Faced with this situation, 
Lewis said he and 200 to 300 un­
happy NAACP delegate decid­
ed at a  post-convention confer­
ence to call a  meeting in De­
cember to explore links with 
other groups.

"We’re going to have a  series 
of meetinga around the country 
. .  .with our people in SNOC, 
SCLC, CORE," he said. " It’s 
very general, nothing specific

• and ideals they tlared bold tq> before 
themselves ami mankind seems to have 
been the tact that the ntovement possesn 
ed a  group of young leaders unmatched, 
for farilltenoe and poUtieal genius, any­
where else in the whole htstory c f  man­
kind. The "Floundlng Fathers”  who 
brought- this re-vdotionary turbulence 
through to form and structure and 
stability were tbe most extraordinary of 
men. There has been no group like them 
since, in this nation’s own history, or 
in the affairs o f tbe world. ^

As we, today, look around the nation 
they founded 192 years ago, there is only 
one shnilarity. TUs, too, is an era of 
political turbulence, with a' eubveraf-ve  ̂
challenge to existing authority in the 
air, with a  great deal of public promi­
nence for characters who dare ques­
tion some of the very fundamentals 
of this existing order.

Pethaps, eventually, out of this present 
hubulence, this present quesUontiig, this 
present willingness to cbolleiige the very 
asBumpUans on which the routines of 
our living are built, there m ay emerge 

. the leadership and the energy which 
will give a  new and fuBer meaning of 
ail oiar.original ideals.

But -we still Uvh within tbe bequest  ̂
of that brilliance of two centuries ago. , 
It set the ideals, which have never once 
needed alteration, but ' merely Im- 
plementaticm. It establiabed tbe frame- 
'work which has stood successfully, so 
far, as the political structure witldn 
vihich this natian has met its own cfaaiig- 

-ing ooncMtioas and needs. It was a  gkxi- 
ous burst o f creative poUtleal genius and 
energy, a grand, perhaps m ce  in a na­
tion’s  Itfertbne coalition of tiiinlcera* and 
doers, radicals and builders, revolu­
tionists and founders.

One d e a r  good thing w e, ood d  do in 
our own time would be to 'strive to be 
in some degree worthy of them and of

Conviction O f Spock And Coffin
The conviction of toe Rev. William 

Sloane Coffin Jr., Yale’s chaplain, and 
Dr. Benjamin Spock and two others on 
charges' that they conspired to counsel 
and assist young men to avoid toe draft 
is a blow to war protesters but a com­
fort to toe millions of Americans Who 
felt that Mr. Coffin aod his cofopanlont 
went too far —too often —in their acts 
of conscience.

The sincerity of toelr Individual be­
liefs has never been an issue. The In­
sistent, exhibitionist nature of their ap­
proach has repeatedly raised legal ques­
tions and wide public objections.

We think the majority of toe Ameri­
can peo^e will concur with the ver­
d ic t  Many ^ a r e  toe same general op­
position to toe Vietnam war as do the 
doctor and toe chaplain but few attempt 
to put obstacles in the path of the gov­
ernment in pursuing toe struggle.

Final adjudication of this celebrat­
ed test case may be as much as two 
years away. The U.S. Court of Appeals 
is certain to be asked to review the case. 
■Whatever, this decision may be, the ul­
timate ruling Is dettined to  be made 
by the U.S. Supreme Court.

TJie chief prop was knocked from the 
defense ot the Rev. Mr. Coffin, Dr. 
Spock, Michael Farber, Mitchell Good- 
nvte and Marcus Raskin (be was acquit­
ted) when 85-year-old Federal District 
Judge Francis J.W. Ford ruled the le­
gality of the war was not an issue. While 
toe defense relied upon an indlYidual’s 
rights to express personal beliefs and 
philosophies, the prosecution loaded the 
record with documentary e-vidence, and 
filmed and published statements of the 
principals.

While toe final ruling might come as 
late as 1970, the weekend conviction may

I No other 'blossom native to ■ the state 
(is more deserving of official recognition 
than the mountain laurel, Kalmia lato- 

jfolla, which comes into its finest flower 
I this month.
' '  In terms of beauty, not only of the in-, 
dividual flower, but also of the mass ef­
fect, the mountain laurel is unsurpassed. 
The individual blossoms look like dell- 
c.ate sea shels in their fragility. In mass,

. the blooms against the background of the 
dark green foliage, are spectacular.

This is a good year for laurel. Although 
some cultivated plantings were damaged 

' by, the, severe winter last year, most of 
the older plants survived without harm. 
D'ihe specimen bushes can be seen in 
bloom in Hubbard Park, as well as in 
other areas throughout the city.

Laurel grdws wild throughout much of 
Connecticut. The drive to the shore from 
Meriden is beautiful at this time ot 
year by patches of laurel. Wlnsted claims 
the sobriquet of the Laurel City, In re­
cognition of the abundance of laurel grow­
ing wild in the town of Winchester.

The foliage of the laurel is often used 
for Christmas greens. Picking or digging 
laurel on public lands is forbidden, and 
on private lands is permitted only by 
consent of the owner. Fortunately, moun­
tain laurei ls''readily available at nursef- 

, ies BO that Oonnectlcut residents may- 
enjoy the rare beauty of Ctonnectlcut’s 
state flower Ip their Own yards.

WASHmOTON — Vice Presi­
dent Hubert Humphrey's cam- . 
paign managers have ordered 
an exhaustive study of state 
election laws in anticipation of a 
fourth-party Presidential effort 
by Sen. Eugene McCarthy.

Humirfirey is now comparing 
the 1968 election campaign to 
the four-party battle won with 
a minority of the popular vote 
by President Truman in 1948. 
He is convinced McCarthy will 
break away from the Democra­
tic party if, as seems highly 
proble, he loses the Democra­
tic nomination to HumphVey at 
the party’s Chicago convention 
in August. Thus, the Humphrey 
managers want to^know hoy  
many states McCarthy could 
run in, by getting his name on 
the ballot. ^

It McCarthy does in fact take 
the fourth-party route, along 
with George Wallace’s  Southern-. 
based third party, and retains 
the ifiass enthusiasm of youth 
and the war-toters, some Hum­
phrey advlsere fear the res\ilt 
could be disastrous to the Vice 
President. ‘ Others, including 
Humitorey, privately disagree. 
Most of the • McCarthy-style lib­
erals and followers of the New 
Politics, Humphrey tells Inti- 
niates -with no ptoof. at all, wtlC- 
return ̂ to the Democratic party 
banner after the convention — 
if otrfy to prevent the WTilte 
House from falling into the 
hands of Richard M. Nixon, the 
likeliest Republican nominee.

In 1948, Mr. Truman faced 
Republican Thomas E. Dewey, 
left-wing Progressive party no­
minee ■ .Henry Wallace and 
a Southern Dixlecrat ticket 
headed by Democratic Gov.

Strom Thurmond of South Caro­
lina (now a Republican Sena­
tor). Although Wallace carried 
no states himself, his vote in 
New York, Michigan, and Mary­
land cost Truman 74 electoral 
votes.

But Humphreys' growing 
probiems go far beyond the 
prospect of a  tourth;party bid 
by McCarthy. He is now out on 
the road, for the first time since 
the death of Robert F. Kennedy, 
trying to pump adrenalin into a  
campaign that, despite Us lusl^ 
crop of organization-controlled 
convention delegates, badly 
needis revival, and porticulariy 
a solution to the paramount 
problem of Vietnam.

Humphrey intimates now see 
a chink of light on the Vletnaim 
issue. Thay claim to find no dif­
ference between Humphrey’s  po­
sition on the war andj Robert F. 
Kennedy's position as expressed 
in his debate with McCarthy In 
San Francisco just before the 
California primary.

In that debate, Kennedy argu­
ed with McCarthy that he, Ken­
nedy, would never agree to  a 
policy o f “ fcaxlng”  a  coaUtion 
government — a  regime with 
Communists In it — on the peo- 

' {rie of South Vietnam.
Humphrey now says privately 

that Keamedy’e position matches 
his cwn. 'Vice Presidential inti- 
m ates' believe Humphrey will 
soon try to closely identify him­
self wHh slain Senator from New 
.York by quoting Kennedy’s 
words on coalition goveniment.

But toie hope of partially solv­
ing toe volatile Vietnam Issue 
faises stiiU another major prob­
lem, so tirklWh it to scaredy

mentioned in the Hiunphrey 
caonp—the problem of President 
Johnnon.

Every tiny detail of the Demo­
cratic National Convention is 
being handled not by Humphrey 
but by the President’s man at 
toe National Committee, John 
Criswell, and Mr. Johnson him- 
setf. The President and hi j Vice 
President have rtet had a single 
serious talk about convention ar­
rangements or platform lan­
guage.

^Thus even Here Humphrey 
mtly come to another crisis. The 
way he is acting today Mr. John­
son Is going to ’ supervlse evety 
comma that goes into toe hyper­
sensitive 'Vietnam plank ot toe 
party platform. He may be far 
more interested in defending Ms 
own record on Vietnam than in 
smoothing Humphrey’s  patch to- 
w a ^  a rapprochement with th j 
anti-war Woe—toe very Demon 
orals who drove Mk. JMmeon out 
of m ining for re-election.

Under toe weight o f these po- 
UUoal handicaps, Humphrey is 
running more soared today toon 
at any time since fais formal 
entry bn April 27. He is having 
some success bringing old Ken­
nedy men into his campaign, 
su(to ns Lawrence F. O’Brtsn 
and poattWy Kenneth P. O’Donr 
nell. But they can’t begin to 
shift toe emotional balance of 
power at toe graos mots, non- 
organiaatlonal level that vot­
ed In such strength for Kennedy 
and McCarthy and against Hum­
phrey and I the President in the 
prlmaoleB.

Only Hunsphrey himself can 
d o  that, and time is growing 
short.

walked out on existing political 
power and structure and held 
rump cteivenUcms of toelr own 
In 1776.

A few raucous extremist 
fringe members aside, toe rab­
ble which wended ite way from 
Buttmell Hail to toe nettrby 
school gymnasium late in toe 
afternoon of June 22 was one ot 
the genilest, most dlstingulBhed 
rabbles in history. In its young­
er echelons It had a  heavy pre­
ponderance of the clean cut .over 
the bearded. Many of tooee who 
walked with slower, older stepe 
seemed right out of toe classic 
academic New Elngland grain—
 ̂gentle, fumbling men a little 
surprised to find themselves in 
s t ^  circumstanoes of stem res- 
o/ution—strong-faced, gray-Iook- 
Ing women who had enough 
resolution in toelr eyes to pick 
toelr men up and propel them 
forward, one In each hand, if 
necessary.

indomitable common sense, but 
toe way in which he has said 
them, which has often bean wKh 
a torow-lt-oway brand ot non­
chalance, as If It were merely 
his routine duty to say them,' 
and up to the country whether 
or not It wishes to accept or be­
lieve them.

DEAR ANN LANDERS tX ast Weekend 
five teen-agers from our town were 
killed'in an automobile accident. Four 
of these kids were friends of mine. One 
was an only child, and two were broth­
ers.
. The driver was going at a very .high 
rate of speed and he lost control of the 
wheel. The car went through 39 guard­
rail posts and down a -10-toot embank- 
me;it. Every kid in the ,-iutomobile had a 
broken ineck. The funerals were like 
nightmares. You can’t imagine the grief 
of the parents and grandparents and 
brothers and sisters'of those kids, who 
were'killed. (Hassmates and friends''felt 
awfi^ but in a few weeks we will get 
over the,sadness and'think about some­
thing else. For the families of the kids 
who died, the pain will go on for a long, 
long time — maybe forever.

I just hope you will urge all teen­
agers everywhere to ask themselves. 
"C^ould this terrible thing have happened 
to ijie?” - J. admit I ’ve been guilty ot 
speeding and I have been in cars when 
the driver was going too fast. I was just 
luckier than the kids' in the death car.
. Please print my letter. If It will wake 
up just one teen-ager and make him 
realize that a few minutes of excite­
ment could end in five funerals, I will

Not many Americans could recite the DeclaratiMi of Inde­
pendence if called upon to do so. Nor should they be expect^  
to, for It speaks of many things that are so much dead his­
tory.

But it must be a rare person who has not made its salient 
phrases a permanent part of his memory: “We hold these 
buths to be self-evident—all men are created equal—endowed 
by their (Creator with certain inalienable rights—life, liberty 
and the pursuit of happiness."

III, holds little Interest for us tod ^ . It was not that way in 
the beginning, thou^, as Donald Barr Chidsey reminded us 
a few years ago in a fascinating book about the document, 
“July 4, 1776.”

When the Declaration was first published, he wrote, and 
for some years afterward, the opening paragraphs caused 
little comment one way or the other. Philosophy was the 
fashion in 1776 and it was talien for graqted that there would 
be a flowery and higl^-principled apologia, before the real 
argument was gotten to.

“The colonists were inteusted in more immediate matters. 
PhUosophy was for the in t ^ e c t u a l^  appropriate dMoration 
but in firclf without significance. The men on the street, or

in the field, wanted sterner stuff, noisier, a specific hammer- 
and-tongs attack upon an actual physical being, namely King 
George.”’

Today, it is just the opposite. We couldn't care less about 
this section of the Declaration. We are no longer a n m  at 
King George. It is the philosophical introduction, as Chidsey 
noted, that the world has come to love. Indeed, to most 
Americans, it IS the Declaration of Independence.

Being such a fundamental part of the American credo, it i s , 
sometmng we cannot be neutral about. We are still arguing 
—perhaps more today than ever before in our history—about 
what it really means to say that “ all men are created equal” 
and how such a belief is to be translated into action. It is no 
trouble at all to get a controversy going as to whether there Is 
even a  Creator, much Ipss one who created men with “certain 
inalienable rights.”

As a scientific treatise, as a statement of p r o v a ^  fact, the 
Declaration of Independence leaves much to be dfetoed. But 
as a testament of the human spirit, as a guide and a goal—  
and a goad—for posterity, as a dream and a faith we are 
still dismally far from realizing yet cannot let go of, there is 
nothing to compare with it.

No nation ever had such a birth certificate as this 
cherished piece of parchment, our Declaration of Independ­
ence.
