SAIGON (AP) — “Dear Uncle
Ho,”” lfe in South Vietnam Is
better than the suffering in the
North, says a letter purportedly
signed by 55 North Vietnamese
defectors and cuwrrently being
beamed over government prop-
aganda broadcasts.

Addressed to Ho Chi Minh, the
78-year-old North Vietnamese

(AP) sald, her hand twitehing ner- president, the letter was said to-

day to have been signed by 656
former soldiers of the Quyet
Thang—Determined to Win—
Regiment who volunteered for
an Infliltration assignment into
the South last month,

It is being broadcast by the
Voice of Freedom, a govern-
mvent radio station that beams
ropaganda exclusively to
North Vietnam, and by Radlo
Saigon which reaches lsteners
in the South.

Saying they wanted (o addresa
"‘some sincere words'' to Ho,
the defectors, according to the
brondoast, wrote:

“With an absolutely zealous
patriotism we responded to your
appeal by energetically wvolun.
teering to go to South Vietnam,
kill Americany and save our fa-
therland and our people from
the domination of imperialism,

“We have remeémbered your
advice well, That advice was
that when arriving in South
Vietnam, we would be heartily
welcomed and supported by the
people in South Vietham and
that the troops of the.South Viet-
namese government have been
badly demoralized and that if
we were captured by them we
would be killed immediately.

“But oh, dear Unele, your ad-
vice is contrary to the reality
that meets us here. When our
troops came to any place here
the people abandoned thelr
houses and properties, and then
carpled their children and evab-
uated. They ran from us. They
also refused to-furnish us with
supplies and food.

‘““The soldlers of the ARVN
(Army of the Republic of Viet-
nam) have a very high spirit of
fighting and were alwo very
kind, They defeated us, but even
5O Bave us kind treatment with
humanity. . . They cared for our
wounds and gave us food and
recreatiory and let us watch tele-
vision, movies and exercise in
sport, ete. . .

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
man who worked his way up to
a top pilot's job with a major
alrline before it was discovered
he held only a private llcense
has been barred from flying
anything pormanently.

The National Transportation
Safety Board sadd Friday it had
upheld earlier rulings In the
case of Jimmie H. Lane, 35, and
had closed ths book on him. *

The Federal Aviation Admin.
istration discovered early last
March that Lane, then of Ft,
Lauderdale, Fla., had been
flying as a pilot for Bastern Air
Lines mince 1057 aithough he
held only a private pliot's I
céense. That llcense authorived
him to fly only single-engine
planes, and did not qualify him
to CArry passengers.

The FAA said Lane altered
the certificate to make it resem-
ble the card of an alr transport

After attending Eastern's pi-
lot training school, Lane ad.
vanced progressively during
11% years to the command of
the piston-engine Constellation
and then the four-engine Electra
propjet, into the $20,000-a-year
salary class,

He flew the busy New York-
Washington shuttle service re-
gularly, and had a perfect safe-
ty record,

He was unmasked, finally by
an FAA Inspector checking his
competence to become a DCo
jet captain.

Eastern promptly fired him,
and last March 4 the FAA or-
dered emergency revocation of
his only flight document, his pri-
vate pllot's certificate.

Lane, now listed by the FAA
as of 7 Pin Oak Drive, Trenton,
N.J., appealed to the National
Transportation Safety Board,
contending that with his long ex-
perience and accldent-free
record he should at least be al-
lowed to continue flying small
planes,

The Safety Board's chief hear-
ing examiner, Joseph C. Cald-
well Jr.,, conducted an oral
hearing at Miam! and upheld
the FAA.

The Safety Board in turn up-
held that decision to end the
matter.

The FAA has since conducted
a search of all crew rosters of

Anxious to reach Flamingo
by hunchtime, we left the cen-
ter and continded past lovely
Royal Palm, where we planned
to stop on our return.

We noticed cyclists, many
middle - aged, riding rented
bikes. There are no hills. Final-
ly, about 40 miles and an hour
Iater, as the children began
yelling for water and we began
feeling really dwarfed by na-
ture, Flamingo Joomed junt
ahead. I read triumphantly in
a folder:

“Exhibits, naturalist pro-
grams, marine, Eightseelng
boats, restaurant, motel, serv-
ice station, picnic area, camp-
ground.”

The Everglades is obvioualy
no desert, but we found Fla-
mingo a friendly oasis. At pres-
ent there (s no bus service from
Miaml, except tours, The lodge,
a8 pink as its namesake, faces
Florida Bay. It bas 120 air-con-
ditioned rooms and a freshwa-
ter swimming pool.

Judge Rejects
Main GM Point
In Nader Case

NEW YORK (AP) —A BState
Supreme Court Justice has re-

jected the main legal arguments
advanced by the General Motors
Co, In seeking dismissal of »
g2amilion invasion of privacy
suit brought against #t by Ralph
Nader. .

Nader, a 34-year.old Washing-
ton lawyer who has crusaded
for automobile safoty and con-
sumer protection, alleged in his
sult that GM waged a concerted
campaign to discredit his at-
tacks on auto safety.

Justice Joseph A. Brumst said
Thursday in a five-page ruling
that the corporation had, in
part, acknowledged many of the
allegations ‘‘for the purposes of
this motion."”

“It is conceded,'’ Brust wrote,
“that General Motors, through
its agents, made threatening
telephone calls to plaintiff
tapped his telephone, attempted
to entice him with women,
‘shadowed’ him in various
places and caused him to be in-
vestigated by interviewing nu-
merous of his acquaintances
who could provide defendant
with information about him."

The main legal argument by
the GM lawyers was the conten-
tion that invasion of privacy
suits were essentially applicable
to commercial cases, such as
the unauthorized use of an indi.
vidual's pame, picture or trade.
mark for money.

“It is apparently true,” Brust
wrote, "“that no reported New
York case has ever involved an
actiord based upon the highly un-
usual sort of conduct alleged
against defendant.”

Brust held, however, that the
main issue was of broad consti-
tutional rights, Including the
“right o be left alone."”

HARTFORD (AP)—The Hart-
ford police vice squad has raid-
ed an apartment and seized a
half-million dollars In (llegal
Puerto Rican lottery tickets.

Two men were arrested Fri-
day and charged with being lot-
tery vendars, the police sald.
They are Louls Roberto Aquino,
42, and Alfredo Arroyo Pena,
41, both of Hartford,

The tickets used the ‘‘bali-
pol"" method of gambling, which
s based on the last three num-
bers of legal tickets from the
Puerto Rican national jottery.

A "balipol” ticket with the
correct number pays 500-to-one
dividends, with numbers one dig-
it higher or lower pay 50-to-one
odds, the police sald. The sys-
tem is dllegal iIn both Pue
Rico and Connecticut. !

Payoffs under the system are
very rare, the palice sald.

They ordered all persons off
the sidewalks and porches in an
eight block ares near the fire
and dispersed the crowd without
arrests.

The streets were littered with
garbage cans and other itams
hurled by residents, Several
cars occupied by newsmen were
pelted with rocks.

Shortly afterward, a brawl
broke out among Puerto Riean
youths a few blocks away. Po-
lice dispersed the crowds.

Mayor Grant’s Request

‘'Tolland Jail Closing
Gets 30-Day Reprieve

Tolland County Jail, the 150-year-old building which
gaw its last convicted prisoner leave last Sunday, will
be reopened for 30 days starting Monday to handle pris-
oners from Vernon waiting for court appearance, ac-

cording to an announcement by
Mayor John E. Grant of Ver-
non.

The mayor said the reopening
was okayed by Gov. John M.
Dempsey and Commissioner of
Corrections Eills C. MacDougall
at the request of the mayor.
The reopening will allow Ver-
non Police to bring prisoners to
Tolland instead of the more dis-
tant Hartford State Jall. Also,
#t will allow Vernon time to
build two cells in the basement
of the police station on West
Rd

Police Chlef George A. Trapp
sald the station has only a ‘"bull
pen” for prisomers. There were
polls for prisoners in the base-
ment of the Town Administra-
tion Bullding on W. Main 8t
but they were abandoned when
the Rockwille and Vernon Po-
lice Departments were joined
with the consolidation of Rock-
ville and Vemon three years
ago. '

The former jail cells are now
used by Mayor Grant for his
offices.

Assigtant Chief Edmund Dwy-
er sald today the Tolland jall
will serve only as a ‘‘holding
operation’ for Vernon’s prison,
ers walting for court appear-
ance. No one will sérve out any
portion of their sentences there
during the 30 days the jall is
open, he sald,

He noted that Vernon arrest-
ed three people yesterday and
the police had to bring all three
to the Halrtford jail.

Tolland County Sheriff Paul
Sweeney sadd todsy the Tolland
Jadl could not now handle prison-
ers for long. All the furniture,
kitchen gear and laundry factll-
ties have been taken out, leav-

Lung Trouble
New Problem
For Blaiberg

CAPE TOWN, South Africa
(AP) — Dr. Philip Blaiberg,
who has lived more than six
months with a transplanted
heart, is “very HI'" with a lung
affliiction, Groote Schuur Hospl-
tal said today.

The hospital had ammounced
Friday that pulmonary compli-
cations '‘are giving rise to con-
cern.” Medical Supt. Dr. Jaco-
bus Burger said today Blaiberg
still was very (1l .

In addition to the lung trouble,
so far not specified, Blatberg ie
recovening from hepatitis, The
hospital said the liver condition
was improving and unofficial
reports sald he enjoyed a hearty
meal including eggs and cheese
Friday.

But when the lung problem
struck, hospital staff kept an
all-night watch in his sterilized
room.

Blaiberg, 09, the world's long-
est surviving heart transplant
patient, received the new organ
Jan. 2 in an operation per-
formed by Dr. Christlaan N.
Bameard, who pioneered such

surgery.

To date 24 heart transplants
have been -performed in  nine
countries and Blalberg is one of
seven surviving recipients. Two
months after his transplant,
Blalberg was driving his car on
downtown shopping expeditions.

Doctors discovered Blaiberg
had hepatitis when he returned
to the hospital for routine tests
in May. At one time his c;ggé
tion deteriorated to the t
where doctors feared for his
life, and@ Dr, Barnard interrupt-
ed an overseas trip to rush to
his bedside.

The new complication in Blai-
berg's case developed lttle
more . than a " week before a
conference on heart transplant
surgeons in Cape Town, site of
the world's first transplant op-
aration seven months ago.

Bamnard performed the opera-
tion Dec. 8, 1967, an Louls Wasl-
kansky, who died of pneumonia
17T days later,

Barnard will host the July 13-
16 symposium, expected to at-
tract Dr. Adrian Kantrowits,
who performed the . first heart
transplant in the United States,
and Dr. Derton A, Cooley of

Chambers, The amount of cash
involved was not disclosed.

It also was learned Friday
that Jack Ramsay, T6ems' gener-
al manager for three years, was
chosen ns the new coach to fill
the post vacated by Alex Han-
yum. Hamnum, only ocoach to
jead the team to an NBA ttle,
resigned recently to go with the
Oakinnd club of the rival Ameri-
can Baskotball Association.

For New Offensive

SAIGON (AP) — US8. Ma.
rines idlled 201 North Viet-
namese soldiers along the east

ern end of the demilitarized
zone during the last four days in
fighting that oould presage
more big battles along Bouth
Vietnam's northern border, mil-
itary spokesmen reported today.

Sen, Huynh Van Cao told the
South Vietnamese Senate In a
speech that 80 North Viet-
nameso regiments—perhaps
45,000 men—have been massed
around “South Vietnam's two
northernmost provinoes, Quang
Tri and Thua Thien in prepara-
tion for a third offensive,

During the past. eight days,
U.8. Air Force BS2 bombers
have flown 38 missions just
above the southern half of the
DMZ along the southern fringes
of North Vietnam to ease pres-
sure on Amerioan forces along
the porthern frontier,

The unusually heavy BS2
strikes, In which more than
5,000 tons of bombs have béen
dropped could be preparating
for & major allled ground sweep
nlong the DMZ,

With the pressure along the
northern border apparently in-
creasing again, the U.8. Com-
mand faced the prospect of a
two-front war once more. It still
expects another major attack on
Saigon, which dntelligence re-
ports say will come before July
20, the anniversary of the 1854
Geneva agreement which split
North and South Vietnam,

. The B32s have been hard at

work around Salgon, too, at-
tempting to discourage massing
of enemy regiments for an at-
tack on the capital. The eight-
jet Stratoforts flew eight mis-

Defense Aides to Cut
150,000 Civilian Jobs

WASHINGTON (AP) ~The
Defense Department, umder
strong pressure to slash spend
ing, is working on plans that
could trim more than 150,000
joba from its civilian payroll,

Budgeting officlals estimate
this could save alightly "~more
than $1 biliton a year,

That is about a third of the $38
billion that Pentagon officlals
expect they will have to alice
from defense spending thie
bookkeeping year in response to
congressional orders.

But the Pentagon has been
given no time Umit for culling
its olvilian work force, now to-
taling some 1.2 million men and
womon 40 virtually every state
and overseas,

Presumably, the process
could extend into the next fiscal
year,

There ure no dindications of

wholesale firings, The Pentagon
hopes to accomplish ita objec-
tive mainly through attrition.

This {s in line with the appar-
ent intent of Congress which
ruled recently that federal agen-
cles may flll no more than 78
per cent of job vacancies creat.
ed by the resignation, retire-
ment, death or removal of full
time employoes.

What this all amounts to is &
beR-tightning, o froese,
and fewer opportunities for peo-
ple looking for jobs with the
armed services or defense agen-
cy. -
