Arms Runner Flies Food 
To Starving in Biafra

LISBON, Portugal (AP) — A 
handful of outmoded Supercon- 
stellaUone operated by an 
American arms runner has 
flown more than 800 tons of food 
and medicine to toe starving 
Biafrans since March. But at 
least 200 tons a day are needed 
now, one group of mlsslonairiee 
esUmaites.

The four-engine Lockheed pro­
peller-driven craft are  owned by 
Henry Wharton, 61, a  German- 
born U.S. citizen from Miami, 
Fla., who has been actively in­
volved in ferrying arms from 
undisclosed suppliers to the Ibo 
tribesmen of eastern Nigeria 
\riio have been fig^itlng for their 
independence.

In Zurich, Switzerland, repre- 
senta,tives of two large West

German charities supplying aid 
to Biafra reportedly offered to­
day to co-finance the purchase 
of more modern planes for 
Wharton’s fleet if he promised 
to use them for humanitarian 
purposes only.

Top officials of the Catholic 
Carltaa organization and the 
Protestant Diakonlsches were 
said to be consldeTing a Luf­
thansa Airline offer of two 
DC7s. It was one of a number of 
sale offers by international air­
lines.

Wharton’s flights, alternating 
between runs of guns and- but­
ter, are the only way to get sig­
nificant amounts of food and 
medicine Into Biafra, where as 
many as 1,200 persons are said 
to be dying of starvauUon daily.

Radio in China. Troop Pullout Delayed 
Calls for Revolt

HONG KONG (AP) — A mys­
tery Chinese radio station call­
ing itself "voice of toe Peo|>les 
UbsxaiUon Army" haa caUed 
upon PLA conunandsirB end 
troops throughout Red China to 
prepare for a  “true Gonunu- 
nlst" revolt agailnat party chair­
man Moo Tse-tung, Defense 
Minister Lin Piao, and Mao’s 
wife, Ghlang Ohing.

Violently denouncing the three 
for "UBUtpiing Oommunlst pow- 
er.lylng to the moeaes, and 
cheating the PLA," the almost 
nightly broadcasts accuse Mao 
of IndiUatlng and Lin and Chlang 
Chlng of helping carry out the 
"anarchism that has paralyzed 
and is destroying our country.’’

Un Is Mao’s heilr apparent.
Attempts to pinpoint the loca­

tion of the ertation’s transmitter 
have not been successful—at 
least so far os is known here— 
and there is oonaiderabie doubt 
as to whether it really is a 
clandestine army steition operat­
ing on the Oonununlat main­
land.

They say areas of China are 
in such chaos because of Mao’s 
cultural revolution purge that It 
would be passible to operate a 
clandestine transmitter in Chi­
na.

They also point to the tirade 
of invective against Mao’s write, 
known to be hated by many 
long-time army veterans who 
fought the pre-1949 revolution 
that conquered China for the 
Communista and drove the 
Chlang Kai-shek government 
into exile on Formosa.

This, coupled with their feel­
ing that Nationalist Chinese pro­
pagandists have. In one expert’s 
words, "never shown them­
selves thlB effective,’’ la inclin­
ing them to the belief that it is a 
clandestl.ne operation broadcast­
ing from toe mainland.

Broadcasts over the past 
week have charged that "the 
Mao-LIn minority’s seizure of 
power in toe (Communist) party 
Is the dirtiest event m d  the 
most sliameful exploit In our 
country’s history."

P R A G U E ,  Czechoslovakia 
(AP) —The Soviet Union has 
again delayed withdrawal of its 
troops from Czechoslovak^ and 
along with four East European 

'.allies has sent a  letter to the 
new liberal regime in Prague.

Contents of the letter were not 
disclosed, but it was the product 
of a conference In Warsaw of 
natiofts which already have ex­
pressed (ear that the Czechoslo­
vak liberalization drive was get­
ting out of hand.

Commimiat party leadero 
from Bulgaria, Hungary, East 
Germany, Poland and the Soviet 
Union — Including party chief 
Leonid I. Brezhnev and Premier 
Alexei N. Kosygin—met at War- 
taw Sunday and Monday. A 
communique on toe conference 
eald they exchanged Informa­
tion "on the situations In their 
countries and the development 
of events In Czechoslovakia."

One Communiet source said 
the letter may contain a joint 
request for removal of the most 
liberal elements In the Czecho- 
rlovak leadertttip. Newspapers 
In the orthodox Communist 
countries have been warning 
that antt-Soolallst elements 
were trying to use Czechoslova­
kia’s democratization campaign 
for their owm ends.

Many Czehoslovaks saw a 
threat of Soviet military inter­
vention In the continued pres­
ence In their qountry of Soviet 
troops who came for training 
exercises that ended more than 
two weeks ago.

Maj. Gen. Vaclav Prchllk, a 
top Czechoslovak defense offi­
cial, announed Monday night 
that a large contingent of So'vlet 
troops Is delaying Its departure 
six more days.

Prchllk said the troops would 
leave the country next Sunday 
ratoer than today as they had 
promised. He told toe television 
audience the Soviet troops defi­
nitely wore leaving and urged 
Czechoslovaks not to succumb 
to a war of nerves.

"In a war, the side with a 
stronger nerve and greater cool- 
noEB always wins In the end," 
he said.

About 5,000 Russian troops 
participated In the Warsaw Pact 
maneuvers, and an estimated 
3,000 remained In Czechoslova­
kia afterward.

After negotiations last week, 
the Prague government «m- 
nounced that .these wquid begin 
leaving Saturday. Some went, 
but the movement halted Sun­
day. Czechoslovak news media 
said heavy weekend traffic 
caused the delay, and the with­
drawal resumed Monday.

At a news conference Mcmday 
night, PrchHk also demanded a 
levlslon of toe Warsaw Pact to 
give the Soviet UnUm’s partners 
an equal voice in running the or­
ganization’s affairs. He also 
raid' members riiould be prev­
ented from forming blocs within 
the alliance.

Interior designer Mark Hampton’s Indiana 
roots rebel at the thought o f what he calls, 
“swimming-pool-blue interiora.”  For this 
reason, Hampton designed a nonwishy-washy 
summer-wiirter Tx»m for any dimate.

'The greens and blues shown here giye an 
impression o f any room one seeks as sanctu­
ary on a muggy day. Hampton says he se­
lected each item carefuNy to stand up to 
severe punishment o f daily use. “ I  w an t^  to 
overcome,”  he says, “ the look o f a place 
only su iM  fo r hoQdW Cub Scout meetings.” 

To do this, he started with the newest in 
carpeting technology, a nice ’n’ easy man­
made fiber rug in a floral medallion motif.

Densely woven o f nylon, the rug (by Mon­
arch Carpet M ills) has a latex foam rubber 
backing, will shrug o ff water and dirt. The 
design is in greens and printed <hi the fabric 
in a new techniciue that was the big news of 
the International Home Furnishings Market 
in Chicago.

“ It  is a good room with tots of color and 
light, with clay-potted plants used inside or 
out, depending upon the season,”  Hampton 
explains.

For further indestructibility, he uses a 
wrought-iron furniture'design worked in a 
movable, lightweight alumaloy (M d la ). The 
upholste^ is blue vinyl over latex foam 
rubber cushioning.

Although the wall cdor is almost a classic 
chartreuse, Hampton points out that the 
room colors gen ia lly  are neutral with the 
exception o f sharp pink pifiows.

The woman who applied the 
ticking used wide white nylon 
suede-finish tape, but many 
trimming choices are available, 
including cut-out velvet. Regu­
lar uriiolstery braid is another 
poaslbllUy and this too ia avail­
able in the sUck-on type.

I f  a 64-lnch fabric or 72-lnch 
ticking is used oroaswise, per­
haps one seam only w ill be nec­
essary. I f  tised lengthwise, more 
seams may be required, de­

pending on the length o f the 
waH. Stripes are a  little difficult 
to work with but the good point 
is that seams can be eased so 
they aren 't noGced.

A fter getting the fabric per­
fectly into place, thumblacked 
and excess fabric removed, one 
can then staple it  to the wall, re­
moving the thumbtacks. Tape 
goes over staples.

It isn’t necessary to match th.e 
wall covering to other fabrics in 
the room to enjoy this idea. Oc-

Hughes Wins Round 
In ABC Stock Fight
NEW YORK (AP) —Howard 

Hughes hEis won tmother round 
in hto battle to buy 46 per cent 
of the stock in the American 
BroadcELSting Companies, Inc. 
But the outcome of the transac­
tion remains in doubt.

The U.S. Circuit Court of Ap- 
peala refused Monday to enjoin 
the SEile of two million shares of 
ABC stock to Hughes. It upheld 
Ein eiu'Uer ruling by a diririct 
court Judge.

The financier offereif, two 
weeks ago, through his wtirily 
owned Hughes Thol Co., to buy 
the stock, thm selling at $56.87 
a share, for $74.25 a  shEire. He 
set a deadUne of 3 p.m. Monday 
on the tender offer, telling hold­
ers of ABC stock in effect, that 
if they WEinted to accept his of­
fer to buy, they had to do it be­
fore then.

The ruling came less thim two 
hours before the deadUne.

It was not known how much of 
the stock Hivties obtained. 
However, sources close to the 
muKUnUUonaire said the stock 
had been coming In "{iretty

good.” Hto agents said Monday 
afternoon that no dectoiaii had 
been reached on whether to ex­
tend the deadUne.

No matter how much of the 
stock Hughes got, he will have 
no control over the company for 
the time being.

Hughes’ attorneys said in 
court that the Federal Commu­
nications Commission hEid di­
rected the financier not to try to 
influence ABC management un­
til the regulatory agenqy says 
the acquisition is legal. The 
FCX3 ELlready has said It: will 
hold hearings to determine if 
the acqulBition is legal.

ABC sought the injunction on 
the grounxls that acquiritlon of 
control before FCC ajproval to 
unlawful and that the purchase 
would violate FCX3 rules by giv­
ing Hughes more than 1 per 
cent- interest in more than the 
permissible number of broad- 
cEtri stations.

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A 46 Day Mist?
Some of tfaet ruthless, tightly woven 

logk: for which this page is noted tells 
us that, although the actual rhyme tor 
8t. Swlthln'a Day concerns the particular 
meteorological circumstance of rain, and 
its repetition for 40 days if it happens 
to fall on July IB, the prediction must, 
ipso facto, apply to whatever the pre­
cipitation flactor of July Ifi may happen 
to be.

If it rains, then it rains for 40 days

more. But It it isn’t gioing to rain 
for the next 40 days, then It must be go­
ing to do something else.

Presumably, the something else it is 
going to do for the next 40 days is 
repreBented by that mist which, cAiout 
7:30 on the morning of July 18, began 
driving gently toward the windshields of 
Manchester peojrfe on ttielr way to work. 
To eetlmate the amount of moistiBw in­
volved is difficult, but one can guess 
that it was the smallest amount of pre­
cipitation ever to have made Itself felt 
on a sensitive cheek or ever to translate 
itself into a fancied excuse for the opera-, 
tion of a w ind^eld wiper.

Such an amount of precipitation, nuilti- 
plied by 40, m i ^  achieve the total in­
tensity of one good sprinkle.

This, If a  validated prediction, would 
constitute a dismay outlook for the main 
portion of any New England summer. But 
it has to be pointed out that, in this in­
stance, Manchester has already been 12 
days—from the morning of July 4—with­
out rain, and stands, even now. In danger 
of a touch of drought which would be 
ridiculous in view of all the water that 
sluiced past us during the month of June.

So, in any case, we want none of the 
weather we might get by the applloa- 
tion of logic to the experience of St. 
Swlthln’s Day. As In most cases, we 
want not what is supposed to happen, 
or what ought to happen, or what is 
most likely to happen, but what would 
precisely ^  best tor our own partlculsr 
garden.

Strangers In A Flat Grant World
In the world in which most of us 

grew up, there was never any magic 
wand whidt guaranteed us cmy of the 
ntoe basic necesaftiee of Hfe. Flor some 
of us circumstances may have been 
fougM; but tor most of the rest of 
us, too, the understanding was that pco- 
ide got what they earned, or what they 
could aflofid. Sometimes K may have 
seemed unjust and unplecusant that some 
people could, without seeming to do 
much about earning it themselves, af­
ford so much more than other people 
could.

Such badqround constitutes the tea- 
son some of us have to be educated to 
take, without flinching, some of the as- 
■umpdons in today's America.

There is considerable agiitation on now, 
among wdtare and social service ex­
perts down In New York City, for a 
flat-grant system wMch would make the 
basic allotment to famlliee mi relief high 
enough to take cere of moat of the spec­
ial.grant allocations now being m ade-ajl^  
the time, but only through special con- 
sideratton which involves unnecessary 
time and red t^>e.

As of now, say these experts, they 
have to make special determinations on 
such things a* welfare clients’ demands 
for telephones, for spring clothing, for 
spedal clothing for events like Moth­
er’s Day oe school graduation, or for 
camp clothing. The trider generation, 
bom to frugality, or to limited spend­
ing, or bo the idea that M would 
really be wicked for anybody else than 
yourself to get something for nothing, 
is quite likely to feel its blood pres­
sure rising at some of these “special 
grant” Items. But they all make sense, 
of course, in the context of the times.

There is a new state law, for instance, 
which auttknizes ^>eclal relief grants to 
send children away to summer camp. 
Very well. If you are going to send chil­
dren away to summer camp, they-have 
to have clothes for summer camp, don’t 
they? The provision of te le j^nes for 
all welfare clients is now being ad­
vocated on the ground that they are 
needed to summon medical help, or po­
lice help, or fireman help, but it is al­
so a  status symbol of a negative kind 
not to have a telephone, and the idea 
about modem welfare relief is that H 
should never seem like relief.

* It would save a lot of red tape, 
then, and a lot of debate, too, if 
the baaic grmit to New York City fam­
ilies on relief were made high enough 
to cover all these Incidentals which are 
really not incidentals any more.

The Iwsic allowance by the city So­
cial Services Department to a family 
of four now averages $272.80 a month, 
or only $8070 a year. The experts 
visualise a- $6000 a year level ae one 
which would eliminate a lot of need- 
leto bookkeeping atul Individual ex­
penditure deoMon making.

On every level except the purely In- 
sUnctual, ° conditioned by our own 
memory of. the kind of world we our­
selves were bom Into, we can feel our- 

' selves eventually yielding to sudi a  con­
cept, even aixseptlng the inevitability of 
the system by which the income of those 
who work is tapped to take the trouble­
some red tape out of' the spending of 
those who, wHh or without fault of their 
own, don’t  work. But we keep mutter- 
Ing one old-fashioned reservation to our­
selves. When the flat grant gets Just 
a IHtle bit higher, we may swap roles, 
and cross from tbe worker to the re­
lief side of the ledger. We don’t really 
mean it; there is Just a dwindling fringe 
part of us all which can't help thinking 
cheap, grudging thoughts like that.

A Pour Party System, Anyone?
It is posaiUe the nation will be spaned 

the trials of a four-party system this 
year, or a t least one that amounts to 
mudt. If so, it’s Just as well.

With George Wallace running as an 
Independent, a new grouping around 
Senator McCarthy would constitute a 
fouHh party, and that is what some of 
his lupporten have in mind if he fails 
to win the Democratic nomination. Wise­
ly, we think, the Senator himself says 
he will not run as the candidate of such 
a pcuty.

The superficial appeal of this particu­
lar political embryo is understandable 
enough. Many of the McCarthyltes are 
eUher young pe<q>le or new to politics 
or both. Many, in fact, had pretty much 
rejected the oonvenUonal political pro­
cess, feeling that it can no longer pro­
duce the kind of President and program 
they want.

Mr. McCarthy Urid them in effect. Let’s 
give it a chance and see if we can’t  
make normal politics work. It did, at 
least to the extent that the Senator won 
impressive primary victories and achiev­
ed the most difficult task rising from 
a fairly obscure lawmaker to a  national 
figure In a matter of months. Still, few 
observers believe he has a  real chance 
of getting the nomination, and hence the 
desire of some <rf hds backers to keep 
him in the race via the route of a new 
party.

One, very practical trouUe with the 
idea is (hat It’s getting late in the po- 

. litlcal season to form a new grouping. 
Congresskxial Quarterly has figured out 
that legal deadlines for getting Mr. Mc­
Carthy’s name on the ballot have al­
ready been missed In a number states, 
including California and Pennsylvania, 
and other deadlines are fast ai^ntMich- 
Ing.

In the case of Mr. Wallace’s third 
party, he may finally qualify in nearly 
every state, but it has taken a lot of 
time, organization and work. So the 
time consideration Edone ma^'doom any 
effort in Mr. McCarthy’s  name; If not, 
it is hard to Imagine 'it accomplishing 
anything significant, although it must 
be granted that, this year especially, 
anything can happen.

The substantive objections to multi­
party politics are imposing, in our 
opinion. (The U.S. does of course have 
parties besides the big two, but their 
interests are so narrow — vegetarian, 
prohibitionist and so forth — that they 
don’t receive much attention. A Mc­
Carthy party presumably would have a 
broad program, as the Republicans and 
Democrats do.)

Pertuq[>8 the worst thing about a pro­
liferation of parties Is that It cam easily 
become facUonadism run riot. That Is 
what ha i^ned , among other times and 
plauies, in the France of the Fourth 
Republic. Practlcadly every special In­
terest had Us own party. Premiers r n:'. 
cabinets constantly changed, and gov- 
emautce became chaos.

Even aiasuming no suofT extreme would 
be reached In this country, the danger 
is there and the two-party system helps 
keep it at bay. Set against the danger, 
the present arrangement looks rather 
good.

Certainly it works, regardless of what 
the poUtlcadly disaffected charge, even 
if it is not especladly neat, orderly or 
logical. Actually, a certain virtue in­
heres in the dbrarder, in lutving a wide 
spectrum of viewpoints housed In each 
party; at its bert it makes for tolerance 
and sensible compromise.

And despite the presence of liberals 
and conservatives in both parties, the 
two organizations are distinguishable 
from one another (except when the Re­
publicans insist on i^ ^ n g  me-too poli­
tics). A liberal Republican, that is, will 
rarely be as liberal: as a liberal Demo­
crat. This year. If it turns out to be Mr. 
Humphrey against Mr. Nixon, the 
two-party system will unquestionably be 
offering the electorate a Choice.

If they are the nominees, a good many 
voters, including us, are not going to 
find it a terribly exciting choice. But a 
choice it is. On almost every Issue Mr. 
Nixon and Mr. Humphrey take different 
positions, or to put it another way, pro­
pose different remedies for national prob­
lems. It is not only a matter of issues 
and problems; it is also a matter of 
political (rfUloeophy, of basic attitudes 
toward human nature and existence.

The urge to form new parties or re­
align the ones we have is a  recurring 
one and, as we say, for pertecUy com­
prehensible reasons. Until something 
demonstrably better is deylsed, how­
ever, people might restrain their de­
nunciations of a system that has con­
tributed to political Vitality and not in­
frequently turned up outstanding Presi­
dents. — Wa l l  s t r e e t  jo u r n a l .

WASHINGTON — During four 
months last summer, 41 persons 
with concealed criminal records 
came within a hair of being 
permitted to buy $20 surplus 
Army carbines solely because 
they were bona fide members of 
the National Rifle Assn. (NRA).

The reason; Among the many, 
special privileges bestowed on 
NRA by the Federal govern­
ment Is the right of its members 
to purchase surplus arms di­
rectly from the Army—a privi­
lege denied to ordinary citizens. 

Just how many weapons over 
the years this has put In the 
hands of criminals holding NRA 
cards is anybody’s guess. But 
the criminal records of thfe*> 41 
seeking Army carbines last sum­
mer were ferreted out by the 
Alcohol and Tax Division of the 
Internal Revenue Service, and 
they Were sold no weapons.

In addition, during that same 
fours months, 26 other members 
of the NRA were blocked from 
buying surplus weapons for oth­
er reasons. Local police depart­
ments objected in ten cases, 
nine were ruled out for “at­
tempted fraud” in (ailing to give 
their proper addresses, four had 
an- "alleged" membership in the 
Ku Klux Klan or “other extrem­
ist group," and three had a his­
tory of mental illnesses.

These statistics have been 
quietly slipped by the Army to 
two key Senate advocates of gun 
control legislation—Sens. Thom­
as Dodd of (Connecticut and Jo­
seph Tydings of Maryland. They 
provide valuable arguments 
against continued special treat­
ment for the NRA’s millions of 
memibers.

Under lon^tandlng regula­
tions. the Army refers NRA ap­
plicants for surplus guns for 
routine investigation by Internal 
Revenue’s Alcohol and Tax Di­
vision.

Since the assassination of 
Martin Luther King and Sen. 
Robert F. Kennedy, however, the 
Army has imposed new limita­
tions in an attempt to stop gun 
sales to misfits. NRA members 
now must also belong to an elite 
markamanahip club. Of those, 
only applicants who have "an 
established marksmanship sta­
tus" qualify.

Private polls taken by both 
Republicans and Democrats in 
IlUnoU point to a runaway vic­
tory of unprecedented propor­
tions by Sen. Everett McKinley 
Dirksen against his Democratic 
foe—State Atty.-Gen. WUllam 
Clark, a virtually unknown par­
ty regular.

The polls give the 72-year-old 
Dirksen between 70 per cent and 
80 per cent of the vote against 
(Clark. When his own poll gave 
Dirksen close to 80 per cent, a 
furious Clark exploded over the 
waste of campaign money for 
such information. Although no­
body really expects Dirksen to 
wind up that strong on Nov. 8, 
the gap la so wide that Clark can 
scarcely hope to close -ilt.

W|iat’s more, DlrkseVs big 
win could carry in the rest of 
the state Republioan ticket. 
Ironically, Mayor Rlciiar|d J. 
Daley’s organlzaition, in select­
ing the slate, passed up more 
glamorous but less dependable 
possibilities such as State

Treasurer Adlai E. Stevenson 
HI and Saigent Shrilver to pick 
(Clark.

.though it definitely did no* con­
note any Kennedy commitmenit 
to Daley himself.

A highly unusual letter from 
Rep. Jaimes O’lfam  of Michi­
gan, chairman of the liberal 
Democratic Study Group (DOG) 
in the House, to DSC members 
last Wednesday (July 10) bit­
terly upbraided them about 
their poor attendance on the 
floor the previous day.

In one amendment after an­
other, House conservatives on 
Tuesday succeeded in whittling 
down the big housing bill—des­
cribed by O’Hara in his letter 
as probably “the most import­
ant contribution toward meet­
ing problems of poverty and 
the urban crisis that we will be 
able to make this year."

In his scolding of fallow lUi- 
erals, O’Hara noted that, wltli 
leas than half the House pres­
ent, the widest marg;tn of defoat 
for the llberab on any amend­
ment was only 17 ■votes.

What O’Hara did not say was 
that the 100-phis member 
DSG, which has its own whip 
system to get out the vote, is 
seething a t  the failure of the 
regular House Democratic lead­
ership. AHhough Majority Whip 
Hale Boggs of Louisiana work­
ed on the floor during the long 
afternoon of failure for the 
'Democrata, he could not de­
liver tiie necessary bodies.

Also seething were labbyWts 
of labor and other pressure 
groups backing the housing bill. 
TSjey complained bitterly that 
the White House had no; done 
Its job, either. But curiously, 
they took their gripes to the 
DSG- not the regular Demo­
cratic leaders—a  revealing com­
mentary on the prestige of 
House Speaker John W. Mc­
Cormack and his lieutenants.

They seemed to tfaink, these 
strangers, that a speech was a 
speech even if it 'was not iMtv- 
ered from an advance tex t One 
could see them actually taking 
notes, a custom which began to 
diminish among news profea- 
sitmals about the time tbe mime­
ograph machine was invented.

Another dead giveaway on the 
pert of some of these suspicious 
characters was that they did a  
lot of moving about, as if they 
thought leg motion would Inevit­
ably carry them in and out of 
important situations and add to 
their sum of Information.

They were even, these obvi­
ous neophytes pretending to be 
professionels, interested in the 
identity of the Indlvidiials 
were delivering s e c o n d i n g  
speeches, which is sometUng 
real professionals began ignor­
ing . conventions ago.

These masqueraders, in their 
innocence, happened to 'violate 
the first rule of tbe true work­
ing press, which Is not to give 
any appearance of frantic, un- 
sopMstloated actiirlty, but to sit 
moUonleas in a pool of pontiil- 
oal calm.

Hm moot recent figures tor 
toe Hartford area were publish­
ed In June by toe Greater Hart­
ford Community CouncU Com­
mittee (m Aging. But their re­
sults were based on a survey of 
only 618 elderiy picked at ran­
dom from Hartford, Monchea- 
t«r, Qlostonbuiy, Farmington 
and Somers.

The 148 Manohoetor pebpla 
age 00 and older were chosen 
from toe voting Usts of 1988.

Hw 1980 census listed 8,844 
Manchester pe(^e who were 
88 years of age or older In the 
total of town population of 43,- 
102. A census guess of toe U.S. 
In 1906 was 196 million total 
with more than J8 million over 
age 66, a percentage of 9.4. If 
that percentage were apjdied to 
Manchester’s estimated popula­
tion In 1988 of 48,000, there 
must be about 4,600 peo^e over 
66 living In town now.

Despite toe age and rough­
ness of toe figures, a jBcture of 
toe situation of Manchester’s 
elderly can be drawn from 
them. The picture compares 
well to Hartford’s elderly 'vriio 

about toe same shape 
coimtry at largo, 
ly 70 per ‘cmt of the 

I’s elderly own their own 
homes and have Uved hero 
more than 10 years, according 
to toe survey. Only 18 per cent 
have Uved here less than five 
years. About U per cent rent 
toelr homes and only 6 per 
cent rent an apartment About 
7 per cent Uve In homes owned 
by their families.

Of toe home owners, about 70 
per cent own toelr homes out­
right and 20 per cent have less 

,than a quarter of their mort­
gage to pay off. But toe cost of 
running toelr homes ranges 
from less than $100 a month to 
over $160.

For apartmwit dweUera, toe 
average rent was between $100 
and $160. Very few of the total 
Manchester group surveyed said 
they lacked any conveniences In 
their homes. For Instance, all 
had telejBiones.

Eighty-eight per cent of the 
total here said they were satis­
fied with their homes. Many hod 
reservations but none said they 
were unhappy about It and want­
ed to move. In Hartfotd, close 
to 16 per cent said they were 
unhappy.

Most of the Hartford people 
who W'Onted to move also want­
ed to stay in (h® same neighbor­
hood.

Mrtuhester’s elderiy went 
along with the outer suburban 
towns with only one out of (our 
elderly in favor of housing es­
pecially for the a rod. Hart­
ford was closer te one out of 
two.

Of tliose people who wanted 
housing for the age.-l only 21 per 
cen  ̂wanted public housing, only 
18 per cent wanted private and 
owned housing, and 60 per cent

wanted private but rented hous­
ing.

The Income status of the el­
derly varies drastically due to 
the different ages at whldi peo­
ple retire and the part-time Jobs 
many hold. About 17 per cent 
surveyed here said they were 
working full time and 15 per 
cent said they had part-time 
work.

Very few of the elderly here 
registered any desire to work 
again. About 10 per cent said 
they would like part-time work 
and 3 per cent said toey would 
Uke \xdunteer work. None here 
were Interested in sheltered em­
ployment or a home Industry.

The most frequent form o< In- 
coma (or the eldccily to Social 
Security. Other teioomea are 
penstons, wages, savteigs, and 
teiveatmento. Only one par cent 
are leoelfvteig aid from their 
retateves and none ot the elder­
ly surveyed are receirving wel­
fare old.

The average teioome tor eldeiv 
ly ta 84,073 in the suburbs and 
I2B77 tor Hartford. But the 
teioome stsea very greatly 
omiofig the subuibon elderly 
wtth CMertonbury showing the

—over 810,000 per year..

More ithain 20 per cent ot both 
euburiian and Hartford elderly 
sold they needed up to 8100 
more per month to get akmg.

The suburiMui eUeriy said 
they pretenrod property tax qx- 
eroptlona and the Hairtord 
eldarly preferred a guaranteed 
annual (noome.

The extra motiey would first 
go tor medical needs, toe elder­
ly said. Other high priority 
Items kioluded food and better 
houebig'.

One at the weahneeses in the 
oounoU’e survey showa up with 
regard to Manobeeter elderly 
with low incomes. The survey 
leavee the imipreeaion the elders 
ly here are almost aU in ade­
quate houskig and their incomes 
are sudflclent for nearly all of 
them. Since Manchester elderly 
surveyed were picked from the

The homes are Oreen Lodge 
on E. Middle Tpke., Manchester 
Manor on W. Center St, HoU- 
day House on Cottage St., Crest- 
field Convalescent Hospital on 
Vernon St, Laurel Manor on 
CSieatnut St, and the Meadows 
Nursing Home on Bidwell St.

Many of the peoiSe living In 
the homes ore active and alwt, 
according to Mrs. Helen H. Ray, 
social director at Laurel Manor. 
Of the 48 people at toe home, 
more than 20 turn out often for 
the programs she sets up there.

Ex-6uerrHlh Leaves Gbaference

Slim Girl o f 18 
Led Cong Squad

SAIGON (AP) — The slim, 
pretty Vietnamese girl said she 
was a tough Viet Cong guerrilla 
six months ago, U'ving In the 
open, marching through the 
night and firing deadly mortars 
at South Vietnamese govern­
ment positions.

Eighteen-year-oid Tran4hi Ho 
Le giggled as American news­
men asked today about a boy 
friend. She replied that the Viet 
Cong didn’t allow any hanky 
panky between their men and 
women fighters, and only once 
had men chased after her.

They were g o v e r n m e n t  
troops, and they weren’t trying 
to court her.

Ho Le said she and the other 
12 women in her mortar squad 
escaped wlien some male com­
rades drew the pursuers away 
from the girls. She added that 
was the only time the pinup 
squad needed help from the 
men.

The Saigon government said 
Ho Le surrendered under the 
Chleu Hoi, or Open Arms pro­
gram. She appeared at a news 
conference at the national press 
center.

Ho Le said she Joined the Viet 
Cong in 1965, when she was IS, 
after they convinced her that 
the American "im perialists" 
were slowly taking over Soufli 
Vietnam.

Her father did not agree with 
her and threatened to bum 
down the family home and kill

tiiinsrif If she left, she said. But 
despite his threats, wMch be 
never carried out, the girl said 
she left v4th gueirflla cadres for 
a mountain hideout near the 
Cambodian border for training.

She was first trained to be a 
nurse and later taught to use 
firearms. She quickly found out 
that Viet Cong women axe ex­
pected to handle weapons as 
well as the men.

After the brief training peri­
od, she said rite was assigned os 
a field nurse in Long An Prov­
ince, Just south of SalgtMi. Later 
she was sent to another camp 
for artlUery training.

EV>r two weeks. Ho Le and 12 
other girls were taught to oper­
ate an 82mm mortar. Then they 
were given two mortars and 
sent back to Lmig An Province.

Ho Le said her biggest cam­
paign was the Tet offensive In 
February. She said her squad 
made several mortar attacks in 
Long An Province.

She defected to the govern­
ment side, she said, because alt­
er three years of sacrifice and 
hardship she decided rile was 
fightlirg for a lost cause.. She 
complained of a ritortage of 
food, and said when the squad’s 
meager rations at rtoe end salt 
ran low, the girls ate leaves.

Ho Le means "Lake of Tears" 
In Vietnamese, a ie  said that for 
the time being riie wants to 
work In the government’s Chleu 
Hoi Ministry to persuade other 
Viet Cong .to defect.

HARTFORD (AP) — Propon­
ent of a stronger gun control 
law in Connecticut were greeted 
by noisy disagreement from a 
crowd composed mostly of dis­
senters Tuesday during a hear­
ing at the State Cai>itol.

Most prominent amcmg the 
persons speaking in favor pro­
posed legislation which would 
require centrally issued gun 
permits and registration of all 
guns, And would deny such per­
mits to certain persons was 
Sen. Thomas J. Dodd.

Ihxjd, who has worked for 
many years on the federal level 
for stricter gun laws, was In- 
temiilted several time by heck­
lers among the opponents to 
such lipglslatlon.

An example of the exchange: 
—Dodd; "Nobody’s going to 

have his gun taken away.” ' 
—Groans of disbelief and 

shouts from the 600 or more 
persons jammed into the Swel­
tering Hall of the House.

—One man shouts, "You tax 
evader!" (apparently referring 
to Dodd's censure lost year by

the Senate tor using campaign 
contribuUons to cover personal 
expenses).

—Dodd; "I'm  not distressed 
about that, I'm  just rather eotry 
that you people in Connecticut 
won't “ give me a chance to 
speak. You’re so rabid, so un­
reasoning. You don't want to 
hear the other side."

The wMte-halred Democratic 
senator, who appeared to be en­
joying the heated exchanges, in- 
furiated the hecklers by calling 
them "gun nuts.’ ’

Asked toy a newsman ofier- 
ward whether ne hod deliberate­
ly tried to stir up the crowd, 
Dodd smiled and said; "I  didn’t 
mean to.”

A Republican state senator, 
T. dark  Hull of Danbury, apol­
ogized to Dodd for the way he 
had been treated by the crowd.

Countering the arguments of 
Dodd and other proponents of 
more stringent gun laws were 
speakers like Michael Calo of 
Waterbury. He maintaiined that

LONDON (AP) — American 
authorities pursued top secret 
plans today for a quick return to 
toe United States of James Earl
Ray to face trial for toe assasai- 
natton In Memphis, Tenn., of 
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Ray 
may be on Ms way tonight or 
early Thursday.

“ I suspect the first word that 
Ray has left London will be 
news of his actual arrival In 
MempMs,”  one source said.

Ray cleared the way tor his 
return by signing a declaration 
Tuesday tost he did not want to 
appeal the order tor his extradl- 
Uon Issued July 2 by London's 
chief magistrate. Prank Milton.

The 40-year-old prisoner, a fu­
gitive from the Missouri State 
Penitentiary who denies he 
killed King, spent his remaining 
hours in London's Wandsworth 
Prison under hea'vy guard.

Ray’s American lawyer, Ar­
thur J. Hanes of Birmingham, 
Ala., flew into London to have a 
talk wilth him at the prison. 
Hanes was believed hoping to 
accompany Ms client back to 
the United States, but U.S. offi­
cials indicated such a request 
viroiSd be turned down.

Informed sources speculated 
that Ray would be flown back 
with a heavy guard aboard a 
U.S. military plane or a char­
tered civilian jet. U.S. military 
.planes can use British civUan 
fields such as Heathrow and 
Qatwick airports near London.

It was not known ■whether 
Ray’s  lawyers would deliver his 
statement to the Home Office or 
whether they ■would tet the 15- 
day period for him to file an ap­
peal expire tois afternoon with­
out taking further action.

In either case. Home Secre­
tary James Oallaghan could 
sign the order for Ray’s extradi­
tion before nightfall. He would 
then be delivered to the U.S. 
Justice Department for the 
transatlantic flight.

Ray’s decision not to appeal 
the extradition order came as a 
surprise after a  routine court 
hearing Tuesday at whilch he sat 
quietly while his British lawyers 
agreed to have Mm held In pris­
on another eight days on 
charges he entered Britain on a 
forged OanadlBn passport and 
carried an unlicensed gun.

These were the ciuuges on 
which he was arrested June 8 at 
London Airport, ending a  two-

month, worldwide search follow^

Czechs Said Ready

PRAGUE (AP) — Caeohoslo-
