Ray’s Return Closer, 
British Drop Charges
LONDON (Ap ) — IMlnor Brit- 

irii charges against James Earl 
Ray were dropped today, bring­
ing his extradition to the United 
States a stop closer.

Home Secretary James Cal­
laghan was expected within a 
few hours to sign the extradition 
order returning the 40-year-rid 
escaped convict to the United 
States to face trial on a charge 
of murdering Dr. Martin Luther 
King Jr.

The extradition order was ta- 
Bued by Chief Metropolitan 
Magistrate Frank Milton on 
July 2. Ray decided on Tuesday 
not to appeal against it, and the 
16-day period tor filing an ap­
peal expired Wednesday. The 
time of Hay’s departure for 
America is a closely guarded 
secret. Unofficial reports said a 
U.S. Air Ehrce transport was 
standing by at Noriholt, a U.S. 
air base west of London, to take 
the prisoner and an escort of 
U.S. moisbals to Memphis, 
Tenn., where thê  Negro civil 
rights leader was shot April 4.

The two British charges on 
which Ray had been held since 
hte arrest at London Airport 
June 8 were dropped at a brief 
hearing In ths Bow Btmet Mag­
istrate’s Court, the theater for 
all the British legal processes 
concerning Ray.

own homes.

OriUcs of the program have 
queottoned the wisdom of spend­
ing a  mflUon doOen on a  pubUc 
rdatlona study, oontondtog that 
private oigaitoBaUons could 
have done the job with private 
funds.

Project Public LnA>rmation 
became eperatimuU in May, 
1966 With a  oongresoiottal au­
thorisation to spend $1,700,000 to 
sU'e;iig<iieit public intormatlon 
services In o t ^  departments of 
education.

By toe end of June tMe year, 
$1,075,878 of the authorisation 
had been allocated by toe U.S. 
Office of Bkhication under Title 
5 of the Elementary and Second­
ary Education Act; The Project 
plans to wind iq> it'a actlvltlea by 
Aug. 81.

A veteran unlvenBlty official 
conunented:

"I’m  sure Prqject PubMc In­
formation has produced mate­
rial of interest in oommwiity 
schod rriatlons, but the ques­
tion Is whether it was necessaity 
to spend tMa-murii money In 
this way.’’ Tbe official added he 
was surprised that toe Of floe of 
ESduoaiion would finance "a  pro­
ject auto as this," and suggest­
ed that a  private erganimtion, 
such as ihe National Education 
Assoclatian, could have done ihe 
Job.

A spokesman for tbe NEA, 
asked If the mUUon-member or­
ganization had staff and fheiU- 
ties for suto research, replied 
"We have been doing all these 
things for years.’’

But toe dteector of Project 
Public Information, Richard O. 
Gray, denied that its experi­
ments duplicated NEA efforts 

"NEA didn’t  do this type of 
work," said Gray in an inter­
view. "We have been woridng 
on state and local levels trying 
to convince toe educational es- 
tahllahment of the necessity for 
carrying on a  meaitiiigful dia­
logue wito people In Industry, 
business, teachers and students. 
AU of these people have to be 
kept informed.

"We have tried to avoid over­
lapping wlto NEA. We’ve tried 
to complement It."

Asked to outline some project 
accompUshmento, Gray listed 
the "Hawaiian Gift Package" 
as an Idea with great promise.

"Tlie gift packages were tak­
en by the cMidren to ihelr par­
ents and they were intended os 
a novel way of oommunicating 
with the parents to show them 
how they could communicate in 
turn with 'their toUdren," Gray 
said.

“Gift-giving is such an Impor­
tant pert of life In Hawaii that 
we decided the gift pacStages, 
containing amaU toys made out 
df wood, would help get acroee 
Ideas sw h as possession, touch 
and the importance of being an 
Individual.

“When the packages were 
opened, there would be a  mes­
sage to toe parents explaining 

. how they could help out in Head 
Start, for example. There were 
also fun games to he played be­
tween parents and children 
wMch would teadi the children 
about sights, sounds, smell and 
touch. The whole thing was de­
signed to bring chUdren Into 
closer contacts with their par­
ents as individuals. It seemed to 
us to be a way to reach the dls- 

’ advantaged In Hawaii-"
Anotoer experiment cited by 

Gray Involved setting up pilot 
programs in Dade County, Fla., 
Dover, Del., Lake Oswego, Ore., 
and Koukauna, Wta., to build 
"true end meaningful relations 
between students and schools."

"The idea," said Gray, "was 
to get students to truly under­
stand why they spend .6 hours a 
day for 12 years in a  class­
room."

Among suggestions offered to 
state education departments at 
the conclusion of the volvement 

! experiment;
Enepurage students to plan, 

with toe faculty, a  student-facul­
ty forum for dialogue on school 
philosophy and operations.

Invite students to write, direct 
and produce plays or documen­
taries on educatijMi for local ra­
dio and eduoaitlOTal television 
stations.

Gray produced a letter of 
praise from Robert HuUdilns, 
former president of toe Univer­
sity of Chicago and now presi­
dent of toe Center for toe B ^ y  
of Democratic Institutions. The 
prog^ram "describeld Ini the 
beautiful pamphlet you sent 
me," Hutchins wrote, is "Just 
what is needed at Just toe right 
time."

Amox^ project experlmentfi 
that didn’t work out, said Gray, 
was "CJonununlcar", a  speolal- 
ly.equlpped vehicle toat toured 
Washington In search of 

’ educational features that coifid

be filmed for ccmmeroial televl- 
ston statlone.

The project spent $60,000 for 
toe veUcIe, phis additional 
funds for s a lv e s  and other per- 
eonnel expensed, oald Gray, and 
then oorapped tite program.

“We had aocumulated enough 
evidence to conclude that it 
would be better to Mre part- 
tone, freelance jMople for tote 
work," he’ explained.

Much of Project PubUc Bifor- 
matlon't funds went for sur­
veys, eeminara, conferenoes, 
connfitiiig services and pubUca- 
tteno. A staff of 25, beaded by 
Gray, dtraoted toe Project’s  ac­
tlvltlea from headquarten In 
Madison.

Gray, a  former magazine 
newsman 'who warn paid Just 
over $15,000 annually as. project 
director, had regional coordina­
tors, eadi with seoretarlal help, 
in Colorado, F’V'rida, Hawaii, 
New York, Washington stkto 
and West Virginia. Each coordi­
nator was paid aUghfiy under 
$15,000 a  year.

Gray te convinced toe pro­
gram will have a  lastoig impact 
on eduooiUon’s  public rdattone.

"We have oensiUied the cMef 
state school officet*," he said. 
"We have made them aware of 
toe need to communicate wito 
the various segments of toe pub­
lic. And we’'ve helped give ria- 
tus to pUUic information people 
'woridng in state departmenta of 
education.’’

As for toe coot, toe Office of 
Education put it this way:

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The Extrajuridical Role
It turns out that having: Justice Abe 

Fortas before the Senate Judiciary Oom- 
mlttee has developed some legitimate 
point after all, even though it would 
be unjust to make this particular mem­
ber of the Supreme Court the scape­
goat fbr all the other members of that 
Court who have, over the years of Its 
existence, preceded Um in the Mad of 
behavior he himself has admitted un­
der questioning.

What Justice F<»tas has atbnltted un­
der questioning is that he has, since 
his membersh^ on the highest court 
in the land, continued to serve in some 
degree as a White House advisor on 
some of the inlpoitant issues of the day, 
such as the war in Vietnam and the 
race troubles at home. Justioe Fortas, 
in his testimony, held that his function 
in such White House discussions had 
been mainly that of summing up, for his 
old friend and legal client, the President, 
the arguments presented by the Presi­
dent's other advisws. And Justice Fortas 
protects strongly that he never discuss­
ed issues which might be coming be­
fore the Court of which he is member, 
and for which he may now became Chief 
Justice.

Such disclaimers are, of course, no 
good. The Vietnam war, for instance, 
is coming before the Stqn-eme Court 
again and again because those who are 
against that war are never going to 
cease their efforts bo force the Supreme 
court to rule whether it is a 1 egal 
war, whether the law we adopted and 
enforced at Nuremberg can be ^ i^ e d  
to our own citizens when they consider 
a particular war a criminal kind of war. 
So Justice Fortas can't even be a mem­
ber of the Supreme Court, in any seat, 
without being called upon to help decide 
whether that Court wlH, in instance af­
ter instance, agree to entertain the plea 
that the war in Vietnam is illegal. And 
a gentleman who has been sittiiig in on 
White House deliberations on the war, 
periiaps as a sort of moderator, has by 
that very act made himself part of the 
acceptance of that war as a proper ac­
tivity for his nation.

As for the issue of civil rights, that 
is something ihat touches our courts 
all the time, unceasingly.

And the principle that ought to be 
proclaimed on the basis of the disclosure 
that Justice Fortas has been a White 
House adviser on such matters is easily 
formulated: No member of any judiciary 
diould ever serve Inside the policy mak­
ing discussions or decisions of (he execu­
tive branch.

But, although it happens to be the 
teatimony of Justice Fortas which invites 
the proclamation of such principle, he 
himself should in no wise be especially 
abused or reprimanded because he has 
done what others have done before him. 
One would guess that Chief Justice War­
ren has, on occasion, been in consulta­
tion with the W îite House or that Justice 
Tom Clark might have found his coun­
sel appreciated thtfe. One can find in 
the news record of his career the num­
ber of times Justice Douglas has in­
dulged in public discussion and advocacy 
of points of view he should more pro­
perly have reserved for his pronounce­
ments from the bench. Justice Byrnes 
supposedly advised the White House al­
most as much after he went on the 
bench as he 'had deme before. Justice 
Fraitkfurter, the memoirs of the Roose­
velt era reveal and re/peat, often ,|jad 
his finger In some policy or patronage 
pte.

This is the first time in history a 
nominee for the post of Chief Justice 
has been sul^ected to summons and in- 
terrog^ation before a committee of Con­
gress. In the main, that is an unfair­
ness to Justice Fortas, whose confiima- 
ttofi ought to be as prompt as that of any 
Other Chief Justice has been. But if his 
appearance has served to give attention 
and headlines to what should be the 
strict propriety of having judges stay on 
their bench tuid hold themselves clear 
and clean of any Invalvement in even 
the most secret conclaves of the execu­
tive or legislative branches, the innova­
tion will have proved itself worth while.

Editors Ontwaitins: Each Other?
It is now several days since Oovernor 

Nelson Rockefeller began appearing, on 
and in some . of the mass media of 
the country, v4th "A  Film For Peace 
In Vietnaih," a "four stage proposal."

R can be assumed that the document 
in quostion represents the sum of the 
wisdoim and tsdent and the ultimate de­
gree of agreement possible from the 
meeting and cooperation of all those 
minds wMeh have had Governor Rocke­
feller's foreign policy position in their 
custody over die past few months—minds 
like Professor Kissinger of Harvard, Gen­
eral Gavin, John Emmet Hughes, and 
the Governor himself, not to leave him 
out of the retooling process.

The Governor, or his campaign, have 
been spending a small fortune in'pres­
enting this "Plan For Peace In Viet­
nam" to the American public, as if It 
were intended to be a major stroke in 
Ms underdog campsdgn for the Repub­
lican PresidentiBl nomination.

Tet a  very strange thing has happen­
ed to the Rockefeller peace plan on its 
way to the public forum.

It has got everything except discussion.
It so happens we are aMe to discuss* 

this stoange ' lack of discussion of the 
Rockefeller phut with some first hand 
authority, for we are among the editor­
ialists adw have not been discussing it.

We have been waiting to see, first, 
what somebody else might think of it.

It is only after giving the New York 
Times, the Wall Street Journal, the Chris­
tian Science Monitor, and such other dis- 
tinguidied newspapers as cross our desk 
dieir full opportunity, and finding them 
hanging back, peihaps because they too 
would prefer to see what somebody else 
says first, that we have come to 
the rather desperate conduslon that we 
might have to make up our own mind 
about the Rockefeller Plan For Peace 
In Vietnam.

But perhaps the best we can do is 
analyze why we, and everybody else, 
hesitated to render a plus or minus ver­
dict on the Rockefeller effort.

First, however good and sound it might 
be, it inevitably has die atmosphere of a 
campaign platform, or something con­
trived not for future action, really, but 
for a vote-catcher.

Second, the Plan's very effort to sound 
businesslike and practical arouses an 
uneasy suspiciem that some of the stepe 
tt presents as if they were so simply 
defihed and so easily carried out are 
really full of land-mines lying just be­
neath tile surface language.

In other words, we think we, and all 
the other potentiial editorialists and com­
mentators, suffer from a feeling that 
nobody, but nobody, can come up ■with 
any simple, direct formula for resolving 
the war in Vietnam. We would not wish, 
therefore, to hold even Rockefeller, if 
he were elected President, to the pre­
cise steps of the plan Candidate Rocke­
feller has now announced.

Our positive comment has to be limit­
ed to something like this: that it seems 
like a good sample of a positive 
plan which could work if—if—if—if cer­
tain ixecise conditions should happen to 
arrive. Or we can think that it could 
form the basis for negotiations with the 
enemy. And we oan be grateful that it 
doesn't, at any stage, or for any con­
tingency, suggest a return to that blind 
escalation of the conflict which gave us 
such small positive dividends during the 
three years of President Johneon’s pur­
suit of a military decision.

But that this particular plan in itself 
comes to us all as the magic formula 
for which, we have been waiting, as for 
rescue by gaUant knight, by superman, 
or by super braintrust—that kind of com­
ment we cannot produce.

We shall be watching to see what com­
ment others may eventually offer.

Meanwhile, in order to r e f r ^  our 
readers on what it is the nation's com­
mentators find it so hard to comment 
upon, we reproduce the formal phrasing 
of the Rockefeller Plan For Peace In 
Vietnam, as foUowa:

"Stage 1. We begin a mutual pull­
back. North Vietnamese regulars move 
back to the populated areas.

“ An international force of neutral^-and 
largely Aslan—forces enters Vietnam, to 
act as a buffer between opposing sides. 
This is the beginning of a cease-fire.

"As soon as the North Vietnamese be­
gin to move back toward the f: ;.-.t:er. 
we withdraw 75,000 troops as a  sure sigfn 
of good faith.

"Stage 2. North Vietnamese regulars 
and Infiltrators withdraw from South 
Vietnam, and we withdraw the bulk of 
our forces. The small U.S. force left Is 
confined to fixed bases so long as North 
Vietnam carries out its commitments.

“ An expanded Internatlcmal force 
move moves into the populated areas 
to siqiervise withdrawal and arrange loc­
al cease-fires.

“ As the National Uberation Fnmt re­
nounces force, it Is guaranteed partici­
pation in the political life of the country.

"Stage 3. Free elections, supervised 
by observers from the international 
force, are held.

"The U.S. withdraws Its small remain­
ing force,

“ The International force remains.
"Stage 4. By direct negotiation, the 

2 parts of V i^ a m  decide whether to 
unite or remain separate.

“ The international force is then with­
drawn." 1

WASHINGTON— A Democrat­
ic convention platform battle 
over the war on Vietnam, pit-, 
ting President Johnson against 
Vice President Hubert Hum­
phrey, now appears highly 
probable, with some of Hum- 
irfirey’a lieutenants actually 
hoping that it will take place— 
and In full public view.

What has suddenly opened up 
the likelihood of a public battle 
is the fact, unpublioized until 
now, that Mr. Johnson has 
bluntly informed his hand-picked 
platform committee chairman. 
Rep. Hale Boggs of Louisiana, 
that the President himself in­
tends to be fiinal arbiter of plat­
form language.

That word, chilling to Hum­
phrey's camp, came to Boggs 
last week. It was triggered by a 
splash of newspaper publicity 
over Humphrey’s proposal that 
Boggs hold a nationwide series 
of platform hearings—an at­
tempt by Humphrey to head off 
rising protests by peace groups 
bacMng Sen. Eugene McCarthy 
that the Democratic convention 
is closed, the voice of the people 
shut out.

Beyond that, Humirfirey and 
the President have diametrically 
ODDOsed interests in what the 
platform ought to say about the 
Vietnam war. The President, 
retiring from politics, naturally 
wants the platform explicitly to 
validate every action he has tak­
en on the war. Not so Hum-' 
phrey.

Humphrey's object is twofold: 
To gloss over or to avoid alto­
gether the record of the past 
five years, which has led to the 
savage split inside the Demo­
cratic party; and, just as Impor­
tant, to use the Vietnam plank 
as a departure point for a Hum­

phrey-made, Humphrey-led pol­
icy In Asia which promises an 
early, negotiated ehd of the war.

Platform chairman Boggs, an 
all-out hawk, was never Hum­
phrey’s candidate for that post 
(though Boggs weeks ago en­
dorsed Humphrey for Presi­
dent). The Humphrey men real­
ly wanted Sen. Edmimd MusMe 
of Maine, another Humphrey 
booster who has leaned slightly 
more to the dove than the hawk 
side. But the President picked 
Boggfs, and that ended all argu­
ment.

That put Boggs squarely in 
this crossfire: Some of the 
shrewdest politicians backing 
Humphrey are now convinced 
that no compromise language 
can be devised that will satisfy 
both the President’s yearning to 
justify his war policy and Hum­
phrey’s yearning to make a 
break with the past.

At a closed-door meeting of 
his assistant Democratic House 
whips last week, Boggs ac­
knowledged that he is on a hot 
seat. He specifically asked onq 
of his closest frineds in the 
House to have himself put on 
the platform committee in or­
der to help Boggs. The friend, 
not wishing to join Boggs in the 
crossfire, said no.

Key Humilhrey advisors are 
quietly argvdng that an open 
break over Vietnam is precisely 
what Humphrey needs. Their 
argument: Ridiculed in the 
cartoons and by McCarthy’s le­
gions as LSJ’s Charlie Mc­
Carthy, Humphrey can estab­
lish himself as independent of| 
Mr. Johnson only by splitting 
publicly over Vietnam. Their 
assumption . Is that Humphrey, 
about to take over the party, 
would win the argument and 
write whatever plank he wants.

Unless Mr. Johnsem relaxes 
Ms determination to hold the 
party’s policy reins in his own 
hands imtU forceably removed 
or Humphrey relaxes his deter­
mination to declare his inde­
pendence, an explosion is un­
avoidable.

The way the Senator Is run­
ning attrsots special notice be­

It was doublo-feoture cinema 
last night, anothsr erf the ac- 
ftvtttes in connection with the 
visit of 108 people from Coven­
try, England. Lost night's films 
were brought here by the Brit­
ish guests and gave quite a 
dramatic recounting of the ro- 
buUdlng of a city virtually de­
stroyed by German bombs in 
November 1940.

BTfty thousand buildings in 
Coventry were damaged by tho 
bombing, and there was heavy 
loss of Ilfs. Almost immediately 
afterwards, a planning and re- 
construcUcm dommittee-went to 
work with a result visible to­
day that must be a positive in­
spiration to arcMtscts and city 
planners.

The heart of the city, Broad- 
gate, is perhaps a more sophis­
ticated example of planning 
than even Constitution Plaza. 
The same principle is evident; 
Largs open areas for pedestri- 
ans, shoping arcades, parking 
garages. But in Coventry, which 
is larger than Hartford, It’s all 
done on a larger scale. Roof 
tops are utilized for parking 
with connecting ramps, so that 
one can park right on top of 
the office at wMph he works. 
There are more shops, ihefo 
open walking areas, and traffic 
flows around and umjerneath.

On the edges of the city, 
smaller "cities”  have gone up, 
and it is hers that many of the 
people are boused. All Um m

areas are Broadgats on a small­
er scale, in fact.

Coventry has built more than 
80 schools since World War n , 
and recently a university hss 
been built nearby, now with an 
enrollment of 4,000.

The history of Coventry, goes 
back 800 years to the ride of 
Lady Godlva, who was protest­
ing agoimt her husband's taxa­
tion pMioes. One gentleman of 
the pMtod broke the vow to stay 
beMnd his window wMle Lady 
Godlva was riding through the 
street* and he became known 
ae Peeping Tom. For Ms mis­
demeanor, he'wo* struck Mind, 
os the legend goes.

The major landmark of the 
city, the Cathedral of St. 
Michael, was almost destroyed 
during the bombing, but the 
shell and the spire were left 
standing. From the remnants of 
this five-century-old cathedral 
grew one of the moat controvers­
ial arMiltecturM projects o f this 
decade, the new Ooventny Cathe­
dral.

Incorporating the remaining 
shell and spire, the new cathe­
dral was begim in 1965 and 
finished in 1962. The original 
cathedral took 12S yean to com­
plete.

Plans tor the new, structure 
began in 1960, when a competi­
tion waa held to choose on archi­
tect. Sir Basil Spence was Uie 
winner, because of his plan, 
which Included the remaining 
portions of the original with a 
contemporary main portion. Sir 
Basil’s idea was that the old 
portion represented the sacri­

fice, and the new one the resur­
rection.

The controveray, which is 
common among andiitects any­
way, was apparently over this 
blending of the old arid the new. 
But the final result is certainly 
atartliirg, imposing and 
majestic.

The same type of sandstone 
used in the old catiredrel was 
used In the new, aitd wmIc 
throughout was labortously done 
by hand, judging from the film.

There was extensive use of 
Stained glass in the new cathe­
dral, and many, many details. 
Such os a huge ti^Motry,'mosaic 
and moitte flooiu, that were 
gtfts of other countries.

A  sculpture by Jacob Epstein, 
near the main entrance, depicts 
9t. Michael in battle with the 
Devil, and to pethape the major 
contrihution of modern sut 
among many.

The cathedral was consecrat­
ed in May 1962, and judging by 
the filmed crowds present, the 
people o f Coventry, England 
had nothing but praises to ring 
for 'their contribution to modern 
world architecture.

The two films laot night were 
shown to a small audience, iwitii 
the weather contributing no 
doubt to  low attendance. Also, 
many visWors and some local 
people had Jeflt yesterday morn­
ing for New York Chty.

The fUm dealing with the re­
construction of the city was 
made for ithe <oIty itself, and the 
one about the building of the 
cathedral -was borrowed from 
the cathedral to be shown here.

Court Upholds 
Law A g a i n s t  
Fortune Telling
HARTFORD (AP) — Three 

gypsies who challenged a city 
ordinance against fortune-telling 
have lost thrir case in Superior 
Court.

Judge Michael Radin said the 
ordinance "is a proper exercise 
of the police power (of the city) 
and is constitutionally valid."

The gypsies—Theresa, Floria 
and Tammy Miller—had asked 
for an injunction preventing en­
forcement of the ordinance, 
which they claimed deprived 
them of earning a living In their 
"honored and respected profes­
sion.”

The ordinance was apptx>ved 
four years ago by the Chty Coun­
cil.

"When the issue whether the 
legislation does serve the public 
welfare is fairly debatable," 
said Radin, "courts can not 
place their judgment above that 
of the legislative body that en­
acted it . . .

"It is within the police power 
to" regulate occupations or busi­
nesses which, owing to their na­
ture or the manner in which 
they are cdnducted, may be det­
rimental to the general wel­
fare."

The three Miller women said 
the ordinance arbitrarily inter­
fered with thetr right to carry 
on "lawful and legitimate 
trade."

One -Acquitted 
In Clairol Case
HARTFORD (AP) —The trial 

of suspects linked with inter­
state transportation of goods 
stolen from a beauty products 
manufacturer continues today 
with one less defendant.

Peter O. Travers, 41, of Brook­
lyn, N.Y., was acquitted 
Wednesday by a U.S. District 
Court judge on grounds t)mt the 
government failed to present 
enough evidence to Implicate 
him in the handling of the stolen 
goods.

Five other men are still on 
trial before Judge Robert O. 
Zampano In connection with a 
truckload of » products stolen 
from a Clairol 'warehouse and 
shipped in May 1066 to New 
York City.

This particular $7,SIX) truck- 
load, according to the govern­
ment, was just a small part of 
the tHOO.OOO worth of stolen 
goods taken out of Citolrol’s 
Stamford plant "in a  system­
atic manner”  over a five-year 
period.

Travers and the five other co­
defendants were charged speci­
fically with conspiring in the 
theft and Interstate transporta­
tion of this load.

"It  seems to me,”  the doctor 
said, "The most active elderly 
are usually the most healthy.”

Other figwes culled from the 
Greater Hartford Community 
Oouncil survey show that: Man­
chester’s olderiy are almost 
equally divided into the age 
groups 60 to 64, 66 to 69, 70 to 
74, and 75 and over.

The elderly here are 62 per 
cent women.

Only one per cent are Negro 
here compared to Hartford’s 12 
per cent.

About 58 per cent of the elder­
ly here are married and living 
together, 28 per cent are widow­
ed, 11 per cent are single, and 
the rest are divorced or sepa­
rated.

Aibout 58 per cent of the elder­
ly ta the survey are (he head of 
their household with dependents, 
19 per cent live alone, 19 per 
cent ore dependent on the heed 
of the household who is a rela­
tive, and others live ta board­
ing homes or other aocommoda- 
tlons.

About 58 per cent of the local 
elderly were bom ta this state, 
24 per cent more were born in 
the U. 8., 5 per cent in. Ireland, 
2 per cent in Great Britain, 1 
per cent in Italy, and 15 p ir 
cent in other countries.

The average elderly person 
had some Mgh. school education, 
although many stopped at the 
eighth grade or earlier.

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Monetary Managers 
Must W  alk Tightrope

NBW YORK , (A P ) -  You 
don’t hoar mucdi today about the 
New Eksonomlca, tor In baaeboll, 
poUUcB or economica you don’t 
P****® th® coachea when they 
aren’t winning. And there have 
been no real Wg winning atreaka 
this year.

Still, aome of the aame spirit 
and confidence and sense of bal­
ance that made the New Econo- 
mlata appear to be such winners 
during the balanced boom of a 
few years ago will be needed 
during the next 13 months.

During thW time our 'economic 
leaders will be trying to cool 
things, but not to the degree of 
provoking a freese. Their ther­
mostats, so to speak, must be 
very sensitive, as were those of 
the New Economists.

The New Economists in their 
heyday advocated "fine tuning" 
to keep the economy constantly 
at a near maximum pitch, 
through use of short-term res­
traints such as temporary tax­
es, and spurs, such as lower 
taxes or more spending.

In a way, they viewed the 
economy as a pretty balloon to 
be kept firm and fat. I f  the bal­
loon looked a bit tired they blew 
in enough air to make the wrin­
kles disappear. I f  need^, they 
ooutd leak a  little air from time 
to time.

Foi' a while the New Econo- 
miste seemed to keep the bal­
loon firm, neither too taut nor 
too slack. And to this day you 
wm not And a dyed-ln-the-wooI 
New Economist.who will admit 
that failure was in their meth­
ods. They are more inclined, to 
Marne the poUUclona.

’these politicians, It seems, 
became fascinated with the big 
bright baUoon; saw in H a sym­
bol of perfection and sought to 
make It more nearly perfect. 
They pumped in so much air 
that it appeared swollen and 
quite vulnerable to a pin.

So now, just as It was impor­
tant to inflate to the proper 
pressure, M is necessary to let 
the air out at the correct speed

to nwke money tn the manner 
of oommerclal banks but to sup­
ply enough credit aitd money tor 
orderly economic growth.

There are many advisers to 
the board, all of whom are sup­
posed to have their ears open to

noise from the business oommu- 
nKy and be able to inform and 
offer Ideas to the board.

Most Important of these aides 
Is the Federal Open Market 
Omnmittee, made up of the sev­
en governors and the preeidents

of five of the 13 Federal Re­
serve banks, which coordinates 
thi adminisfration of monetary 
policy.

This poUry muM be sensitive 
to detect when iiiiflation la out 
of the economy. But it cannot

be so tdow to  aot that re­
cessionary factors become 
imbedded.

The New Economists were 
balloon blowers. The present 
monetary managers must be 
tightrope walkers.

and tor the right length of time. 
It is a delicate job.

In most ways the present as­
signment Is more ticklish than 
was that of the New Econo­
mists. ’Ihe dollar must be pro­
tected tor the sake of interna­
tional monetary stability; job­
lessness must not be permitted 
to rise so high as to ignite 
domestic unrest; mortgage 
money must not be permitted to 
dry up.

Above all, the economic 
cohches must be able to detect 
well In advance when recession 
threatens. ’This will be difflcult, 
tor this huge economy of ours 
reacts to the* coadies’ signals 
only months later. It yaws.

These Signals that can be fed 
to the economy generally are of 
two types: Fiscal and mone­
tary. Fiscal matters relate to 
government ^>endlng and tax­
ing; monetary matters to the 
avallafailKy and cost of credit

Most o f the fiscal signals have 
now been given and cannot be 
changed for another year. ’That 
Is, Congress V has approved the 
rate of taxation and the amount 
of government spending for the 
present fiscal year.

The main responsibility, 
therefore, rests with the mone­
tary manager, which Is the Fed­
eral Reserve Board, made up of 
seven men appointed by the 
president and confirmed by the 
Senate tor 14-year terms.

The board governs the Feder­
al Reserve System, which con­
sists of 12 regional banks and 24 
branches whose purpose Is not

During the recent strike, 
when SNET asked the public to 
help out by Umitlng their calls 
to "Informaition,” the number of 
calls dropped by several thou­
sand a day. Now, SNET is ap­

pealing to customers to "go by 
the book” all cho time when 
seeking phone nuicibers.

Dialing 411 or 1-411 might 
seem faster than using the phone 
book, but it really isn’t. Com­
pany adverttsementa point out 
that in the time tt takes the Di­
rectory Assistance operator to 
find the number, you could al­
ready have looked tt up and 
started dialing yourself. Keep­
ing a personal list of frequently 
called numbers is another real 
time saver.
