Troops Free Captives

Chained to Stakes

BAIGON (AP) — A heavy raid
by U.8, B52 bombers soared
away Viet Cong guerrilias who
set 30 manacled captives out as
bait and planned to ambush
South Vietnamese troops com-
ing to thelr rescus, military
spokesmen sald today.

The government troops freed
the emaciated men and women,
who had been ochained to staks
in the ground, and peported kill-
ing six Viet Cong soldiers who
had stayed behind as guards
when most of the other guerril-
las fled.

Three BSouth Vietnamese in-
fantrymen were wourded when
the government troops chargd
into an open fleld Friday to free
the prisoners in the Mekong Del-
ta, 125 miles southwest of Sal-
gary, spokesmen sald,

The captives, held by the Viet
Cong for periods ranging from
two months to two years, includ-
ed 13 women, 21 male civilians,
three militlamen, & hamilet chief
and an asaistant hamlet chief,

Field reports sald the Viet
Cong learned of gov;:xglent
troops’ plans fo try to “the
captives, dragged them into an
open vice fleld and set up am-
bush positions around them.

But the govermment soldiers
were not scheduled to sweep the

area until after the BS2 ralds.

The captives were quoted as
saying that most of the guerril-
las fled when thousands of

of bombs from the
eight-ongine bombera fell on the
tringes of the ambush site, They
told officials they had seen at
least seven Viet .Cong who were
wounded by the air attack.

Otficials questiomed the cap-
tives at the provinclal capital of
Can Tho, where they were taken
for medical treatment.

Spokesmen sald 20 other pris-
oners etill were unaccountad for
and presumably were taken
along by the flesing Viet Cong.
The captives brought to Can
Tho sald they had been seized
as hostages in 4 Viet Cong effort
to make their relatives defect
from the BSouth Vietnamese
army. Doctors said the Viet
Cong bad severely mistreated
the captives.

Germans Honor
Men Who Tried
To Kill Hitler

(Continued from Page One)

It continued today at the site
of the former Reich war minis-
try on a Berlin street now called
Stauffenbery Strasse, in honor
of the Jate Col. Klaus Graf Von
Stauffenbery.

Von Stauffenberg, then 37, set
off a tme bomb at Hitler's com-
mand post in East Prussia and
rushed back to Beriin thinking
the '‘fushrer’’ was dead. The ex-
plosion killed three officers and
severely injured four others but
Hitler and many otherz were
only slightly hurt

From the war ministry, Stauf-
fenberg's cohorts sent out futile
orders deactivating the Nazi
party and seizing its property

Stauffenberg and three other
plot leaders were shot in the
war ministry that night after
the Wehrmacht high command
learned that Hitler had survived
and retained control.

Per Hsekkerup, former for-
elgn minister of Denmark and a
wartime resigtance leader, told
500 young and old lsteners at
Friday's ceremonyy that July
1944, "‘showed that there was
another Germany'’ besides that
of the Nazis,

‘““The German resistance and
the women and men who mar-
tyred their ¥ve ot their health
for this cause saved the German
people from collective guilt for
the unspeakable tnhumanity of
the Nazis' Haekkerup de-
clared.

The main German speaker,
West Berlin Mayor Kiaus
Bchuetz, was not 80 certain
about this. He said that it {s not
enough merely to honor those
Germans who perished because
of the unsuccessful conspiracy
of 1944.

‘'We are obligated to them to
ask on July 20, 1988, what failed
to happen on this day in the
year 1944, S8chuetz seid. ""We
are to ask the motives
of those who did not act then.”

Bchuetz said this question ap-
plies to all Germans "but it (s a
question seldom asked in our
country, It is stifled or heavily
repressed. . .and we know ex.
actly why this question {» not
put and why the answer is not
given, Because it entangies the
individual and the nation in
guilt, Because it necessarily
leads to a foeling of shame."

The mayor sald the martyrs
of 1944 are treated an exception-
al people but they only wanted
W revive “that which i» or
should be a matter o
course. . justice and morality,
ethics and human dignity.”

How Do You Treat Him?

Archbishop Terence J. Cooke, succos-
gor to Cardinal Speliman in the New
York Archdiocess, was being interview-
od the other day, on bhis views of his
role an o Oatholic chalrmman In the ecu-
mendonl wordd of today, when he tumed
on his interviewer and summed perhaps
everything—perhaps religion, perhaps
Catholicism, perhaps the ecumenioal
trend itself—up in the following worde in
which he addressed the interviewer as
H he were sveryman.

“T need you," sald Archbistop Cooke,
“and you need me. We all need one an-
other. To ench of us, God will be asking
just one question: ‘How did you treat
your fellow man?' "'

The question which, in Archbishop
Cooke's mind, is broad enough to cover
the concerns of the Deity is also really
the single question which has most to
do with the mortal judgmnents we may
muke of one another In the midst of our
own involvement in the routines of M-
ing

We are continmaMy forming the an-
swer, for the conduct of other people.
On rarer oocasions, we even imagine to
ask the question of ourselves, concermn-
ing our own conduct. But whenever peo-
ple mit themselves down for the final
measurement of a person, that question
outlines the direction in which their
auditing heads.

“How did you treast your fellow man?"
With respect for his sacred dignity as
an individual? With tolerance and un-
derstanding for such weaknesses as
might be found within yoursed? As an
equal? As one to be believed and to be
trusted? As ye would have ldm do unto
you?

Verdict On Dr, Spock

It is a footnote to his story to say that
some believe that Dr. Benjamin Spock
and his associates in the antidraft case
have been sentenced to prison and fines
in part for doing precisely what some
officials of Hitler’'s Reich were hanged
for not doing.

On October 18, 1948, 10 top German
Nazis were hanged In the Nuremberg pri-
son for war crimes, Ome of the four
charges under which they and other code-
fendants were tried was that they had
“waged aggressive war.' This was con-
strued =s a '‘crime agalnat the peace"
(most were hanged for crimes against
humanity; quite another matter where
guilt wns not controversial).

The defense contended that these men
had all acted under orders and that
they could not have done a thing
to prevent the war without defying the
laws of thelr own government, A corol-
lary of this argument was that to have
defied their orders would have put them
in the position of disobeying their own
laws, even to the point of treason.

At the time of the Nuremberg trials
many a Western legal expert was trou-
bled by the confiicta of interest and
law involved. Public opinion demanded o
frial for war crimes. But not before in
history had # been contemded that a
high military pervon carried on his shoul-

Among the 10 who went to the gallows
in Nurem two, Field Marshal Wil
helm Keitel and Col. Gen. Alfred Jodl,
were soldiers. By their standards they
only did their duty. Many an American,
British, and French soldler was pro-
foundly disturbed by the Iidea that a
soldier could be hanged for obeying or-
deta.

Dr. 8pock and his associates have been
found gullty and sentenced to fines and
prison terms for defying the laww of the
United States, There is no serious chal
lenge to the verdict under American
law. These men unquestionably defied
and violated the Inws of the United
Btates, They have been correctly found
gullty under United States law in United
States courts.

But in part their defense could be
based on the arguments used by the
American lawyers at Nuremberg o ob-
taln convictions aguinst the Nazl “war
crim " The contention aguinat these
men wax that they should have defied
the political leadership of thelr own coun-
try and exercised their duty as In.
dividuals to resist an fmmoral war.

Who s to decide whether a war s
moral or immoral?

At Nuremberg It was the contention
of the allles that the Naxi leaders were
solely guilty for World War II, They
were labeled as "war coriminals' be-
cause they had launched an “‘aggres
sive war." They were tried, not unger
the lawa of any of the allled states, but
under international law which, in this
case, was coined for the .

Dr., Bpock und his associates defied
United Btates law on the ground that
they had a higher moral responsibility.
In effect, they appealed to the argu-
ments used in the Nuremberg trials that
there is indeed a higher law. They felt
it their duty o reslst a war which they
belleved Lo be nggressive and Immoral,

International law as applied at Nur-
emberg s in conflict with national law
as applied in the Spock trial. The argu-
ments used at Nuremberg would nequit
Dr. Spock. The arguments used aguinst
Dr. 8pock would have saved the necks
of the soldiers who were hanged at Nu-
remberg, not, of course, of those whose
crimes included the gas chambers.

It is interesting to note that at the
tUme of the Nuremberg ' verdict opinion
was divided. Among those approving
were the London Times, the New York
Times, the New York Daily News and
The Christlan Bclence Monitor. The Chi-
cago Tribune dissented, claiming that
Russla, Britain, France, and the United
States '‘were all gullty of erimes asgatnst
the peace' And Ben, Robert A. Taft
called the verdict “an oufrage aguinst
Justice."—JOBEPH C, HARSCH IN THE
