Staff Learns Sign Language

KANSAS CITY (AP) — The
coffee breaks are unusually
quiet affairs in one of the local
offices of the Army Corps of Eg-
nineers,

WABHINGTON-—The possibil-
ity that a renowned black mil-
tant might become the first Ne-
gro In 40 years to sit on the
Republican side of the House
of Representatives can be
traced, strangely enough, to a
recent conference at a small
liberal arts coilege in Ohio.

At a conference held by Ken-
yon College in Gambler, Ohio,
two Influential Ilinois Republi-
cans—S8en. Charles H. Percy
and Rep Donald Rumsfeld—
started a chain of events con-
cluding with the Republican
nomination for Congress from
the Negro Bedford-Stuyvesant
district of Brooklyn belng be-
stowed upon James Farmer.

If Farmer wins his uphill
figiht in this ghetto where Dem-
ocrats hold an 8 to 1 edge, the
Republicans would have taken
& major stride toward reclaim-
ing the black vote. Beyond
partisan considerations, how-
ever, Jim Farmer ns a mem-
ber of Congress would complete
the painfully slow transition
from pacifist revolutionary to
reform politician.

When he helped found the
Congress of Raclal Equality
(CORE) while a University of
Chicago student in 1942, Farmer
was a disciple of radical paci-
fist A. J. Muste. As such, he
abhorred the political system.
He maintained much the same
attitude over the years, includ-
Ing the 1060s when he attained
national prominence ns CORE
director,

But- since resigning as
CORE's top man in 1065, Farm-
er has gone through a difficult
period of reappraisal and
reached the conclusion that
power can be best achieved
through politics, Early this
year, Farmer announced his
candidacy for Congress from n
newly-formed district compris.
ing Bedford-Stuyvesant.

Farmer, a registered member
of New York state's Liberal
party, became the Liberal nom-
inee and offered himself to the
Democrats. Exhibiting the ex-
clusionary tactics that have
characterized the New York
Democratic party In recent
years, Democratic leaders re-
fused to give Farmer permis-
slon required for a non-Demo-
crat to run in the primary,
They preferred o party stalwart
o a civil rights leader of Farm-
er's eminence.

That was the sltuation In
April when Farmer visited the
Kenyon campus in Ohlo as a
guest lecturer. With only the
Liberal designation, he had It
tle chance to win. Professor
Robert A, Goldwin of Kenyom,
& former alde of Ben. Percy's,
suggested that Farmer seck

GColdwin pressed the matter
May 35 during « Kenyon con-
ference on civil disobedience at-
tended by Farmer, Percy, and
Rumsfeld. Cornering Harmer,
the two Ropublicans explained
what Farmer had not fully un-
derstood: To run for Congress
a8 & Republican he need not
submit to party discipline but
need only promise to vote for
the Republican candidate for
House Speaker,

When Farmer showed in-
terest, Percy telephoned from
Obio to his friend, Mayor John
V. Lindaay of New York. Could
the Brooklyn Republican regu-
lars give Farmer a green light?
Lindsay's return call to Ohlo
was not encouraging. Young
Negro Republicans in Bedford-
Btuyvesant, ho told Percy were
not enthusiastic ebout Farmer
—partly because his home was
in Manhattan, not Brooklyn.
They preferred one of their own,
even though certain defeal
would follow.

Returning to Waahington,
Percy fired off a letter to Lind-
eay? restating Farmer's case,
Simultansously, Rumsfeld went
to work on key New York Re-
publicans through various

routes. For example: At Rums-

feld's urging, House Republican
jeader Gerald Ford contacted
Republican National Commit-
teeman George Hinman of New
York.

Thanks to the intervention of
Lindsay, Gov Nelson Rockefel-
ler, and Sen. Jacob Javits, the
Brooklyn = regulars  relented
barely before the deadline. The
regular candidate dropped out
to make room for Farmer, With
both Repultilican and Liberal
designotions, Farmmer has a
fighting chance.

Since getling the Republican
nomination, Farmer has grown
cloger to the party. He ia &
strong oupponter of Rockefeller
for President. He was In Wash-
ington this week when Percy

publican Congressional oam-
paign committee may grant
Farmer more than minimal fi-
nancial ald,

Significantly, the campaign
commitiec has not been at al
interested in ¥Farmer's political
philosophy but has asked btaly
whether he really can win, This
suggests that entry into  the
political system through \the
more conservative of the 0
parties may not be the impos-
sible journey the ghetto mill-
tants clatm.

MOSCOW (AP) — The /De.
fenpe Ministry announced tédny
that Russian army maneyvers

The announcement gave no
explanation for the timing and
location of the maneuvers.

Observers noted that wsuch
midlitary exercises could provide
a cover for any troops that
might be preparing to Invade
Caechoalovakia if Boviet-Cxecho-
slovak talks fafl to settle the
continuing crisis,

The Soviet Preas has been lay-
ing down a possible justification
for any decision to intervene
aguinst Prague's Hberals,

The amnotmcement described
the maneuvers as logistics exer-
cises of miltary districts in the
western parts of the Russian
Federation, the Ukraine, White
Russia and Latvia. The western
Ukraine borders on Czechosio-
vakia.

The brief announcement,
published on the front page of
the government newspaper
Izvestia, came after uncon-
firmed reports from Prague of a
new Soviet note.

The reports sald the note de-
manded the stationing of Soviet
troops in Czechosliovakin and
the ouster of a Czechoslovak
general, Vaclav Prchlik, who
has been critical of Moscow,

There was no mention of any
such note in Izvestia or other
Boviet news media,

But EKrasnaya Zvexda—
Star—organ of the Defense Min-
istry, strongly attacked Prehlik.

It accused Prchlik of distort-
ing matters by saying the Wor-
saw Pact is Soviet-dominnted
and should be changed to give
other members a voice,

Amnouncing the maneuvers,
Izvestia said: "The questions of
organisations of rear area serv-
jces, supply of troops, mainte-
nanoe of military hardware, and
others, are being worked out.

“Logistics administrations of
military districts and troops are
taking part In the exercises, and
reserves and cividan motor ve-
hicles are involved."

The amount of land to be
purchased for Manchester's new
Community College has been
cut from 148 to 78.4 acres it was
announced by George J. Conk-
ling, state flnance commission-
er. ‘
Conkling made the announce-
ment in a letter to Public Works
Commissioner Charles Sweeney
stating, "'The proposal to ac-
quire approximately 143 acres
of land has been reviewed and
it has been determined that all
of this land i{s not required for
& community college."

The Community College
Board of Trustees had submit-
ted a report to the State Board
for Regional Community Col-

Jeges and to the Commission

for Higher Education in June
1967 asking for 143 acres of a
180-acre tract located east of
Hillstown Rd. aleng the north
side of Wetherell 8t, and bound-
ed on the esast by Bldwell St
and the north by the Rt & relo-
cation,

This site was approved by
both agencles after several
other locations, including the
deactivated Nike Bite, now the
subject of Mayor Nathan Agos-
tinelll's recreational area pro-
gram had been disapproved.

Although the trustee's report
was endorsed by the Commis-
slon on Higher Education last
July, in February of this year
the commission's Fiscal Poll-
cles Committee called for a re-
view of the matter stating that
a 100-acre maximum is usually
set aside for such g, school.

Favors Walkout

PITTSBURGH (AP) — United
Bteelworiers union members
have armed thelr negotiators
with an overwhelming vote of
confidence as they race against
A strike deadline a8 week away.

Thousands of the rank and
file, in meotinge, by voice, and
by ballot scroes the nation, told
their bargainers they would
walk out of the mills {f no con-
tract {s pigned by Aug, 1.

Although the negotiations are
secret, no money Is believed to
be on the table for the big dollar
items like wages, pensions, va-
cations and unemployment in-
SUrAnce,

The barguining talks resume
this morning.

‘““This will shake the money
loose,” sald one union district
director as he reported his men
better than 80 per cent in favor
of a strike.

The vote, taken Tuesday iIn
800 undon halls across the coun-
try, was the first of its kind for
the nation's third largeat union.

Reports from 83 locals repre-
senting about 180,000 men

showed that some 8,700, or just
over 2 per cent, were opposed.
Figures from a dozen that took
secrel paper ballota showed 14
per cent opposed.

Each local was allowed o
take the vote as it pleased. Most
hgld meetings as the shifts
changed and asked for a how of
hands, yeas and nays, or stand-
up vole.

Most meetings were attended
by & third or less of the total
membership but union rules al-
lowed the vote to stand for the
entire local.

SAIGON (AP) — Allled forces
battied Viet Cong and North
Vietnamese troops southwest
and east of Salgon today and un-
covered sizable weapons caches
in other areas near South Viet-
nam's threatened capital.

In the northern provinces, an-
other vulnerable sector, the Viet
Cong kept up the,pressure on
outposts and provincial caplitals
with a second day of mortar at-
tacks and light ground probes.

One Viet Cong company broke
into a village 15 miles southeast
of Da Nang and burned it to the
ground, leaving all 1,400 inhabit-
ants homeless, military spokes-
men said. Casualties among the
villagers and their militia de-
fenders were not immediately
kenown.,

Harriman Tells Hanoi
To Recognize Saigon

'PARIS (AP) — Ambassador
W. Averell Harriman bluntly
told North Vietnamese negotia-
tars today that to progress to-
ward peace “you must be pre.
pared to recognize the role" of
South Vietnam's government in
working out a seitlement of the
Vietnam war.

Harriman's assertion (n the
14th session of the Parls peace
talks followed directly on Presi-
dent Johnson's Honolulu mest-
ing with President Nguyen Van
Thieu of South Vietnam at the
end of last week, North Vietnam
regularly denounces the Saigon
government =as an  American
"puppet.”

Furthermore, Hasdl Anbas-
sador Xuan Thuy said flatly a
week ago that “we will naver
negotiate' with the South Viet.
namese government,

Harriman made his statement
in probing to see whéther North
Vietnam has softened its posl-
tion in its four-point peace plan
on the key issue of who is to de-
cide the future of South Viet-

Patralmah Willlam MoMillan,
35, hit in the head, chest, abdo-
men and thigh, told a newsman
for WKYC (NBOC) radio:

“We were working a police
tow truck and went to pick up &
plece of junk at 123rd st Beulah
Avenue, We just started to pick
it up and somebody atarted
shooting at me with a shotgun."

“He hit me about thyee
times,'” MoMillan said. 1 start-
ed to run around and hide be-
hind the truck. They started
shooting up the truck. I got it
from all sides, There were two
of them with shotguns and one
with an automatic weapon.”

MoMillan sald one man
walked up to the truck and fired
“point blank into the truck. I
didn't have a gun. My partner
didn't have any elther. Why
send two truck men on the
street without a gun?”

Another patrolman shot was
Thomas Smith, 83. He was one
of the first to arrive at the scene
after the shooting started, Smith
told WKYC:

“I got up there and there wWan
