Approved by Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Senate haa approved an addi­
tional $163 million for the Feder­
al Aviation Administration in a 
move to relieve the congestion 
that has disrupted air traffic at 
some of the nation’s busiest 
airports.

"This Is pot a matter of air 
safety, it’s p matter of air survi- 
Vlal,”  Sen. John C. Stennls, D- 
Mlss., said before the Senate ap­
proved appropriations of $983.4 
million for the FAA.

The action came while reports 
of delays in takeoffs and land­
ings at m ajor airports through­
out the country continued to 
come in.

The traffic Jams, which have 
mushroomed in recent weeks, 
are threatening to cause the 
cancellation of some flights, a 
cutback in FAA' services and 
the possible closing of some fa­
cilities.

The controllers maintain that 
they are overworked, short- 
staffed and underequipped to 
handle the Increasing air traf­
fic.

The bill was $163 million high­

er than a measure passed pre­
viously by the House and ita 
sponsors said the extra money 
would provide for the hiring of 
3,627 alr-trafflc controllers. The 
House bill allowed for only 1,681 
controllers.

The Senate approved the addi­
tional money, part of an overall 
$1.78 billion appropriations bill 
tor the Transportatim Depart- 
melnt, 82 to 2. Only Sen. John J. 
Williams, R-Del., and Strom 
Thurmond, R-S.C., dissented.

An Informed Senate source 
said he expects the Hoase will 
agree to much, if not all, the in­
creases in the Senate bill.

Quick action in the House wiU 
be necessary if the measure is 
to go into effect before fall since 
Congress takes a break for 
much of August due to the na­
tional political conventions.

In a related development, 
FAA offirials mat Tuesday with 
leaders of the Professloiud Air 
Traffic Controllers Organization, 
a new union, to discuss the air 
Ueups.

Bteelwoikera averaged |8.M 
an hour in May, and the indus­
try aays fringe benefits added 
another $1.09. But the union has 
lost ground in recent years to 
<^er Ug industrial uniona, 
especially the autoworkers, who 
also won a 8 per cent Increase 
this year.

The steel industry says a 8 
per cent Increase each year 
over a three-year contract will 
w^>e out two-thlrda ot ita profits 
and put some companies out of 
business.

A steel strike will not severely 
crimp the economy. Consumers 
have stockpiled more than 88 
million tons of steel—enough for 
four months in normal times— 
and foreign Imports are ready 
and waiting to make up short­
ages.

However, strike or no strike, 
the industry will go into a slump 
after the Aug. 1 deadline as con­
sumers work out their strike- 
hedge inventories. A stu<3v by 
Pittsburgh bemk says It will 
take or nine months tor

production to get back to pre-ne­
gotiation levels.

President Johnson mentioned 
eteel specifically as one of the 
250 major labor contracts that 
will be signed In the second half 
of the year.

"Whether or not we re-eatab- 
llah noninflatlonary proaperlty 
quickly and In an orderly way 
depends on the declalana which 
the leaders of American labor 
and business will make in the 
coming months," Johnson said.

Three Myths Of U A  Democracy 
In slightly more than twenty years' 

time, America has fought tiiree w an in 
Asia: Ihe Pacific war, the Korean war, 
and the Vietnam war. Even from the 
American viewpoint, the dlffercncee 
among these three wars are Important 

In the first, the Pacific war, the United 
States was victorious and was fighting 
for a just cause; the outcome was, there­
fore, a happy marriage, of juritce and 
ylcfltory. . .

The United States believed the Korean 
war to be ju st The fact that It was be­
ing fought under the royal standard of 
the United Nations Forces (due to file 
Soviet Unlcfirs absence at a  Security 
Council meeting) buoyed up its Image 
as a "war of justice.’’ Strictly speaking, 
this war began and ended a t the SSUi 
parallel and thus awarded no miOtary 
victory. It could be said (hat the United 
States here experienced for the fink time 
a defeat in a “war at justice.’’ It was 
at this point that the hostility against 
China was bom which has persisted ever 
since . . .

The Vietnam war ctoariy differs from 
these two previous w an. Even from the 
American perspective It to an unjuri war 
which cannot be won. The existence of 
a great many people who do not believe 
in the justice of an American war to a 
new manifestation of frustiatfon tn post­
war America. The scale of the pteaent- 
day antiwar peace movement, combined 
with the energy of the previous cl'vU 
rights movement, has no precedent in 
American history. There are many points 
of difference between these two move­
ments, but in their common protest 
against the "dental of human dignity,’’ 
their aims m eet Moreover, these two 
movements both questioned the basic 
principles at an American democracy 
wMoh abroad dtoie^iects human digntty 
in Vietnam and at home refuses to recog­
nise the human dtgoity of the black man.

First they questioned the universal 
propriety of American democracy. Since 
It was neither being appUed interna- 
tfonally in Ifietnam, nor nationally to 
Negroes at home, they watched thfo myth 
of universal democracy collapse. Then 
the propriety ot American democracy 
came into question for white citizens as 
well, for when they discovered its hypo­
crisy and tried to test It, they ran up 
against the mammoth bureaucracy at 
American society, after addeh they back­
ed down with a sense of futiUty and 
frustration.

Ttoto situation led to the destruction of 
the second great myth of “free 
eleoUcns.’’ In the yean  immediately fol­
lowing Worid W ar H, the presence of 
“free electienn’’ had become the moet 
imporiant indioator ot democracy's su­
periority over communism; people came 
to understand "free elections" to be 
synonymous with dennicracy. The Unit­
ed States proposed “free eleotions” as 
the only way to settle any db^iute: "re- 
tions," “free eleettons for all Korea 
under United Nations supervialoa,’’ etc. 
These slogans were broadcast interna­
tionally, while in the more important na­
tional eleoUona in the United States a 
Prerident was elected In 1964 by “free 
eleettons” who (hen imoceeded to 
go counter to all bis pre-election pledgee 
and escalate (he war in Vietnam step 
by step. It became widely recognized 
that even though a President was elect­
ed by “free elections,’’ qnce he was In 
power he had almost absolute authority. 
“FTee elections” were impotent in the 
face of such power; the only way to up­
hold democracy appeared to be mass 
movements and demonstrations.

Along with these, the third American 
myth of “consensus” was eroded. An 
early Ametioan tradition, that of “dto- 
aent,” reappeared, and <hi various levels 
loyalty was refused, first to the Presi­
dent, then to the state. The rise in mili­
tary deserters to an example of this 
kind of dioDcnt.

However, the United States as a nation 
to fundamentally besed on the concept 
at contract. When the loyalty of many 
groups is withdrawn the contract is, in 
effect, abrogated, the community is ('Ji- 
solved and the people allowed to revert 
to a natural state. A fourth consequence 
of the Vietnam war is the rise of vitrience 
in the Urilted States. This violence results 
not only from the people’s frequent con­
tact with war through televiaion; It 
derives as well from an Ideological ques­
tion vriiich to deeidy rooted in the Ameri­
can political consciouBivese. Martin 
Luther King’s movement was an attempt 
to prevent the dissolution of American 
society e'ven while u j^ldlng the qiirlt 
of driaent; but King is dead.

As this year proceeds, increasing racial 
tensions will pcuahel the intensifying 
election campaign. Though one of these 
movements is violent and one peaceful, 
both will be concerned with the questfam 
of fixing responribility for the Vietnam 
war. The United States Mamed Japan’s 
leaders, for the Pacific war; for the Kore­
an war it blamed the subversion of 
“Reds" within America. However, the 
men brid responsible tor the Vietnam 
war will inevitably be those who occupy 
the highest seats of power in the Untied 
States.

Nevertheless we, (be Japanese people, 
hiust remember that the United States 
to not fighting the Vietnam war complete­
ly alone. There are pMiticians, journa- 
liste, and intellectuals in Japan who tacit­
ly or openly support 'the Vietnam war. 
The Japanese people did not assume tnte 
reeponsttatilty for World War n . If th  ̂
persons responsible for the Vietnam war 
are severely condemned in the United 
States it will bring about a salvation; 
it will demonstrate that the ailing Ameri­
can democracy still has the strength to 
recover. In the same way democracy 
can never really take roots in Japan

*nie first bloiw against 
O’Brien’s bold plan to turn the 
department into a non-prafiit 
government corporation ctune, 
sadly enough, from his succes­
sor os Postmaster General, LBJ 
intimate and former White 
House aide W. Marvin Watson, 
Jr .

Watson’s studied imenUiusi- 
aam for the commission's pro­
posal, formally released by the 
'White House on July 16, makes 
it highly unlikely that the out­
going JMmson administration 
will leave a glowing endorse­
ment of the idea for its succes­
sor.

Watson, who came to the 
■Ŵ iite House from 'the executive 
suite of Lone Star Steel in 
Texas and made a reputation 
here as an efficiency expert, 
would seem ideally suited to 
give the commission’s proposal

a  hard push toward Congres­
sional approval next year.

Instead, his failure to endorse 
It probably triggered President , 
JMuuon’s own failure to sup­
port the de-politicaltoation of 
Post Office affairs—the second 
and more trillng blow against 
the scheme.

The President's attitude is 
like a parent disowning a child. 
At O’Brien’s urging, Mr. John­
son had created the commission 
and named Frederick R. Kap- 
pel, retired riiairman of Amer­
ican Telephone ai^  Telegraph 
Co., as Its head. But after 
spending mere than, one million' 
dollars on its year-long study, 
the commission could get no­
thing more out of Mr. Johnson 
than the verdict that it  had 
done a "sobering” Job.”

Watson had let it  be known 
long after the report was first 
privately sUbmltt^ to the White 
House in May that he had not 
had time to read it. His public 
reaction last week was strictly 
bureaucratic gobbledygook. 
Watson announced he would 
"immediately appoint a top-level 
task force, headed by myself, 
to  thoroughly study all aspects 
of the report.” Translated, that 
means the commission report 
has little chance to get a real

push from Watson.
Nearly a» damaging as W at­

son’s and- the President’s re­
luctance to  endorse the com­
mission’s work is the refusal to 
approve the report by one mem­
ber of the commission: George 
Meany, president of (he AFL- 
<310.

During the commission’s ses­
sions, Meany was conspicuous 
by his absence. In the only 
minority view by any commis­
sion member, he appended this 
footnote to the proposal: "The 
status of the Poet Office as a 
Cabinet department has a posi­
tive value that should not be 
discarded lightly.

The reason why Meany failed 
to endorse the recommendations 
is easy to find. During the gen­
erations of inefficient operation, 
the Post Office Department has 
been forced to bargain with 
Cfongress over pay rates de­
manded by postal workers’ un­
ions. These unions have built up 
substantial political influence 
with House and Senate Post Of­
fice committees, based on cam­
paign contributions. This has 
given union leaders vast power 
in closed-door, postal pay and

It’a eatimated that Americana 
are carrying 200 million credit 
carda and ualng dienx to apend 
around 100 bUUon a year.

But American Expreaa, a big 
name In the credit bard Indus­
try, iaya, ‘"nie aingle-card aya- 
tem couldn’ts be further from 
reality today. The. moat rirlUng 
feotura of our present aystem of 
tranaferrlng money la the multi­
plicity of credit carda."

American Expreaa says the 
earliest forerunner to the credit 
card may have been the “ travel 
letter syatem" which waa Intro­
duced In the United States In 
laei. Letters confirming credit 
reliability were Issued which 
were conq;>arable In usage to 
the modern "courteay”  credit 
card although Umited to 
charges for lodging- 

Department stores started Is­
suing "credit coins”  sometime 
bMore 1S20 to atlmuiate their 
salea. Oil oomi«nies began Is­
suing "courteay cards" in the 
leeca.

Credit cards aa we know them 
today were pioneered in 1660 by 
Diners' Chib, which was created 
with 200 members, an Initial in­
vestment of 118,000 and a hand­
ful of restaurants In the New 
York City area. Within a year It 
had grown to 10,000 members 
who could charge at more than 
1,000 establishments.

Credit cards now fall into 
three categories:

—Travel and entertainment. 
Operators In this field are 
American Express, Diners’ Club 
and Carte Blanche. These cards 
are held primarily by business 
and i>rofeaslonal men.

—Private label. Oil '•Kape- 
nlea, airlines, hotels, car rental 
compemies and department 
stores offer these cards primari­
ly to promote their services or 
products.

Reviving credit cards. These 
cards, largely regional or local 
In nature, are issued mainly by 
hanhm and financial organiza­
tions and are ment primarily 
for use by housewives for shop- 
ping.

The credit card companies de­
rive their revenue from dis- 
counts from estabUshments 
wMrii accept the ceuxls In Ueu of 
cGLSh and from membership 
fees.

Some credit card practices 
have come In for criticism re­
cently, mainly because of the 
mailing of unsollc(ted carda by 
bonks and acme others In the 
reviving credit field.

Last September, Betty Fur- 
neaa. President Johnson’s as­
sistant for consumer affairs, 
cautioned banks to stop sending 
out unsoUcated credit cstrds or 
face the poaaibUlty of being for­
bidden to do so by law.

Order, in present day Italy, 
means conthmaUon of the cen- 
terleft government, a coalltimt 
of Christian Democrats, Soci­
alists and RepubUcans.

Before the alliance was 
formed five years ago Leone 
acted as midwife for six 
months, holding the premiership 
until the political maneuvering 
was over and the center-left was 
IXHTl. .

This summer, after the Soci­
alists suffered an election set­
back and bdted the coalition, he 
was hack at his old caretaker 
post, with his grayii^ hair, 
black rimmed spectacles and 
adiite bristle mustache. When 
the Socialists meet at their Oc­
tober congress and presumaUy 
decide to rejoin, with a more 
radical platform, Leone is ex­
pected to step down without any 
fuss.
I He will return to his lifetime 

Senate seat, awarded last year 
by President Giuseppe Saragat 
for meritorious services to the 
naitioa.

Leone has always shimned the 
party game of potruiage, influ­
ence and intrigue vddch charac- 
terlxee Italian politics. In his 
own Christian Democrat party, 
he stands at the center and has 
few connections.

But his reputation for utter in­
tegrity and ability to think and 
eacpress him s^ clearly has 
made him the master mediator 
of Parliament

Ifia motto is "seccaU, ma fal- 
lo”  (do it desi^te the boredom), 
and with Us cajcding smile asd 
long conferences, he has con­
vinced the Socialists at least to 
abstain in Parliament in confi­
dence votes in order to secure 
some summertime stability.

Leone's program is basically 
a trimmed down version of the 
center-left. He has given priori­
ty to social welfare and educa­
tion problems.

But he has made two conces­
sions to left-wing parties, in­
cluding the Socialists, whidi 
have infuriated his own party.

He has pledged to force the 
Vatican to pay taxes on divi­
dends of its Italian atoCks, 
which were exempt until now. 
He also haa promised to pick 
members of all parties for the 
Italian delegation to tiiepouncU 
of Ehirope. This would make Ita­
ly the first Ehiropean nation to 
admit OommunistB to Its Coun­
cil <Megation.

Although somewhat heartened 
.by Leone's stand, Italy's huge 
Ckunmuniat party has not 
ceased iU bitter barrage 
against him. For the Commu­
nists. Leone is "the baby-sitter 
premier . . .  who puts all tiie 
country's problems in the refri­
gerator . . .  the Ikm (Leone) 
with the heart of a Isunb . . .  the 
sunsuit premier who sweeps is­
sues under a rug of wx>rd8.’ ’

I
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Eased Laws 
On Mappiage 
Take Effect

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP)  -  A 
year ago a man and a woman 
walked Intto the Fulton County 
courthouse in Atlanta and wrote 
history simply by getting a 
Georgia mairlage license.

She was a negro. Ho was 
white.

It was toe first time toe clerk 
had issued a legal license for 
toe marriage of a white and a 
Negro. Since then, more than a 
dozen sucti licenses have been 
issued in the same office.

A ruling by toe U.8. Supreme 
Court had in effect removed 
Georgia's proMbltion against in­
terracial marriages. The tribu­
nal striKk down Virginia’s law 
June 12, 19«7, thereby nullifying 
similar statutes or constitution­
al provisions In 16 other states.

Lining of toe legal barrier, 
however, has not resulted in a 
stampede of marrying acroso 
toe color line In the states a f­
fected by toe decision. On the 
basis of records and estimates, 
It is Ukeiy that the number of in­
terracial marriages In toese 
states during the first year of 
freedom to marry falls below 
100.

In North Carolina, the State 
Board of Health reported 16 
marriages of whites and 
Negroes In 1907. Georgia has 
had upwards of 12 since toe rul­
ing. . There have been three in­
terracial marriages In Tennes­
see, half a dosen In Virginia and 
a few in several other states.

Louisiana Issued its flrM li­
cense for an interracial mar­
riage soon after the high court 
ruling. Alabama and Mississippi 
apparently had no Negro-wiilte 
marriages In the first yeco* after 
the decision.

There are several reasons, in­
cluding racial polarization, fig­
uring In the lack of Interracial 
weddings, a sociologist said.

'"Ihe polarization of toe eth­
nic groups is actually atremger 
today than 20 years ago," sedd 
Dr. Fred R. Crawford, 48, pro­
fessor of sociology at Emory 
University In Atlanta and dlrec- 
toi- of Emory’s Center for Re­
search In Social Change. The 
center Is studying racial rela­
tions, poverty and violence.

"A  second aspect of the small 
number of marriages between 
races," Crawford said, "Is that 
toe comnum law, nonlegal or 
casual relations evident SO or 40 
years ago have almost disap­
peared in terms of offspring.

“ Now we’ve got the plH."
Crawford said the mere open­

ing up of toe possibility for mar­
riage across color lines "Is now 
going to Influence a great many 
to cross over."

A controlling factor in mar­
riage, (Jraw^ord said, Is what 
sociologists call propinquity, or 
nearness, closeness of associa­
tion.

“ It is entizoly possible that 
toe number of interracial mar­
riages will become greater as 
young people get to know eaxjh 
other," Crawford said. ‘ ‘There 
has been such a total kind of 
segregation in our society. Until 
young people have the opportun­
ity to know each other, there 
•won't be much m aniage."

As definitions and attitudes 
change permitting more racial 
integration, more marriages 
will occur across racial lines, he 
said.

There were few prosecutions 
—or tests—under the so-called 
miscegenation laws x>rior to the 
Supreme Court ruling. AOssis- 
slppi only had one prosecution 
In recent decades and the State 
Supreme Court In that case re­
versed the conviction on the 
ground toe state had failed to 
prove beyond all reasonable 
doubt that toe convicted man 
was one-eighth or more Negro 
—as the law spelled out.

Some cases have Involved 
questions of Inheritance. On the 
basis of the U.S. Supreme Court 
ruling, the Oklahoma Supreme 
Court held valid toe marriage of 
a Negro and a Chickasaw In­
dian. A  bill to repeal the mis­
cegenation law in Oklahoma 
died in committee In the 1968 
legislature.

Native Amerioais, the In­
dians, were Included in some of 
toe old laws against interracial 
marriage that date to 1661 when 
Miaryland cd<HvtBts Imposed the 
first ban.

Singled out In a North Oaro- 
Una statute of the mid-1800s 
were "a  Cherokee Indian of 
Robeson County and a person of 
Negro descent . .  Indian- 
white marriages also were 
banned, but (hat section of the 
law was repealed in 1961.

There had been some winking 
at the laws also prior to toe Su­
preme Court rilling. The mis­
cegenation statutes were disre­
garded for years with no at­
tempt at enforcement In Mis­
souri, for example. '

Since June 12, 1967, there 
have been few efforts to enforce 
the old laws. A  county judge In 
Miami, Fla., refused to issue a 
license last January but was re­
versed by toe Florida Siipreme 
Court 6 to 2.

Perhaps because of this, she 
began daod^dng the women 
aefatevers accwdlng to the loop­
hole they used to skp through 
the invidble barrier. Half of an 
women who earn $10,(XX) or 
more a year fincugh their own 
efforts die categorized as Wo­
men’s Women—editors of wo­
men’s magaztoes, buyers, those 
who interpret wmnen and busi­
ness to each other.

’then there were Dynastic Wo­
men, wives widows, or daugh­
ters of buslneas owners; ’Token 
Women, “I’m the oonipeny wo­
man type;” Gimmick Women 
who turn iq> where they're unex­
pected. Rate-busters are hired 
for a Job simply because they 
win a c c ^  lower salaries. Of­
fices mvea and Housekeepers 
backstop top men in bustoeas 
and profesdonal work. Sex Wo­
men . .. wdl, they use a seduc­
tive manner to get ahead.

AMhough Miss Bird feds the 
position of women in the work­
ing worid will gradually im­
prove, she doesn’t plan to per­
sonally participate in any fem­
inist crusade.

“(kir economy and rapid in­
dustrialization will create a 
need for more and nwm wo­
men. Combined with the fact 
that more and more life choices 
will be available, that more 
part-time Jobs will be oreat^ 
and- that a greater amount of 
the aociaUzation of children will 
be done outside Qie home, the 
old pattern of keeping wom » 
down will lade into oblivion. 
Why, the gills graduating cd- 
lege toddy don’t even consider it 
a problem.”

Meanwhile, she has this ad­
vice for the gill who aspires to a 
top bushieas career;

1. Don’t go into a Job thot’a 
traditionally sex-typed. Find a 
newly created Job or Job field. 
Ask what tû ppened to the per­
son who held the same Job be­
fore.

2L Make it clear that you are 
serious about worldng. If you’re 
married and don’t jSan to have 
children immediately, make 
that fact’clear. Seek more re- 
sponsiblUty without being overly 
aggressive.

8. When you've woriied l«ig  
and hard enough to justUy ask­
ing for a promotion, do so. If 
you don’t get tt, ask what your 
prospects are. If the answer is 
that “well, women don’t usually 
rise beyond a certain level,” 
look suound for another Job. It 
may be the best thing that ever 
happened to you!

He and Mercer 
had been going through my 
scores while I was away.”

ElUngton has sold of Stray­
hom, ”He was the only one who 
ever cracked my code.”

From 1989, until Strayhom’s 
death May 81, 1087, he and Ell­
ington wrote and anranged tor 
the Ellington band, togethar and 
separaMy, but ao closely that 
Ellington can’t always remem­
ber who did what.

“On May SO Ruth and I threw 
roses into the Hudson River, 
where we scattered hto asbaa a 
year ago. The roses looked pret­
ty out there.

“You don’t know how I miss
him.”

ElUngton says that he isn’t 
much Interested in hearing or 
presenting “retroepeoUve” pro­
grams of the music he’s written 
—some 1,B(X) pieces—since com­
ing to New York In IBM. "If you 
can’t think of somefiUng to 
write, of course it’s all right to 
listen. But It’s too cloae to stag- 
natlOTi for me. You watch fixe 
parade as It goes by and then 
you write the music. I’m writing 
more than ever now. I have to. 
Billy Strayhom left that trig 
yawning void.

”I don’t have time to write 
what I want to write. You go 
home at night and stt down 
and write eomethlng. TtxeA you 
think you’ve Just got thne to 
get eight hours of sleep so you 
quit. Then you think of some­
thing so you get out of bed to 
Jot it down.

"TraveUng gives you an isota- 
tion you can’t get anywhere else 
for thinking and writing. Harry 
Oamey—baritone aax in EHlng- 
ton’s band—enjoys his driving 
so I have lots of time to think in 
his car.”

Right now, ElUngton says, 
he’s thî iklng about writing 
something for the Lee Angeles 
HtUharmonic. ”I have'a conoact 
to dp there Aug. S so I thought 
I ’d do something new. We were 
there last year and did ‘The 
Golden Broom and ' fixe Green 
Apple.’ I want to write ’The Riv­
er.’ tt’Q be a fanta^ river. Tve 
got two Ideas. One is the gener­
al idea of the rtver, fixe other is 
the NUe.”

EUtngton’s second sacred con­
cert, ‘‘Praise God and Dqnoe,” 
premtored in January at New 
York’s Cathedral Church of St. 
Jcriin the Divine, has been re­
corded but Ellington hasn’t 
found time to edit the tapes. 
”I’ve got about six difterent 
choirs. I have to sriect which 
ones to use and so on. I’ll proba­
bly use a little hit of earii one. 
I’d like to give a percent of the 
royalties to all the <riuinrixes.

”I have been commissioned to 
write a MasB. I fiiink (hat ooUs 
for a new form of tonal seman- 
tloa. What we’re doing now is 
writing sermons, saying firings 
to people. T̂ hen you get ready 
to say filings to (3od, I feel fixe 
need of having some iaolatlan, 
getting with It and fixat sort of 
thing.”

B52’s Attack Bases 
By Cambodia Border
SAIGON (AP) — Fifty of 

America’s m($st powerful bomb­
ers, the U.S. Air Force’s B52s, 
attacked enemy twse camps 
along the Cambodian border 
north ot Saigon and In the cen­
tral hlghlande Wednesday and 
today.

Senior U.S. officers said the 
heavy raids were.made because 
of ” a lot of enemy activity.” 

Buying in formations of five 
planes each, 10 waves of the 
Stratofortresses dropped 1,500 
tons of explosives.

The U.S. Command also an­
nounced the loes. of two more 
fighter-bombers, a Na'vy ' F4 
Phantom downed albout 160 
miles north of the demilitarised 
zeme and an Air Force Phantom 
which was hit by enemy fire In 
South Vietnam and crashed into 
Da Nang harbor. >'

All four fliers were rescued. 
The Na'vy plane was the 868th 
U.S. warplane lost in combat 
over North Vietnam, while the

other Phantom was the 286th 
such combat loss in the South.

The prolonged lull In, the 
ground war, now Is In lU fifth 
week, was reflected In the week­
ly casualty report. U.B. head­
quarters said 157 Americans 
were UUed In combat last week, 
the lowest weekly total since 
early last October. It was the 
fdUrth consecutive week the to­
tal of U.S. deaths was below 200.

South Vietnamese and enemy 
casuaUtes of 166 and 1,248 dead, 
respectively, were sUghtly less 
than the week before, but the 
number of Americans wounded 
Increased considerably, from 
1,337 In the week that ended 
July 18 to 2,014 last week.

Twenty of the B52 bombers at­

Talks ‘Difficult,’ Czechs Told

(CLEVELAND, Ohio (AP) — 
It was a d a rl^  gamble, one 
that would bring irreparably 
damaging social and poUUcal 
repercuBslona for the first elect­
ed Negro mayor of a major 
American d ty  If it backfired.

But Carl. B. Stokea appeared 
today to have won the first 
lound of his bet that Cleveland’s 
black slums; restless after a 
night of sniper fire that saw 10 
dead, could best keep their own 
peace without the twin Irritants 
of udilte feces or Natlmial 
Guardsmen.

’ ’BriUlantl’ ’ said PoUoe Chief 
Mtohael BlaokweU. “ It paid off 
Wednesday night and I’m de­
lighted.”

It wasn’t easy. The estimated 
600 black community workers 
and leaders who fanned out 
through the dingy, decay-rid­
dled sprawl that makes uj> 
Cleveland’s East Side neighbor­
hoods ran into many touch-and- 
go sltuotiona.

But their coiwtant Iwmmering 
at the themes of community 
ccmtrM and protection of itmo- 
cent women and children Avho 
might be shot by police man­
aged through the night to cool 
almost every itvcldent.

Stokes is putting his trust in 
black people, putting his reputa­
tion and his city on the line, said 
a lavryer who had volunteered 
tor street duty.' He Is saying 
there Is sn alternative to mass 
force.

It didn’t matter whether the 
community worker wearing the 
orange cardboard armband 
printed "M ayor Committee” 
was black nafionallst Harllel 
Jones In dungai%es, beads, 
beards and skull cap; or the 
Rev. Baxter Hill in his Afro 
haircut and fight blue polo shirt 
lettered "Cleveland Pride,”  or 
corporation executive Romle 
Ste^diens in white turtleneck 
and double-breasted blue Uazer.

The message was the same, 
shouted over and over in angry 
srtreet rtietoric—We’ve got to 
keep “ the man" (white police) 
out of our neighborhoods

There were some precedents 
for EMokes’ action.

. WASHINGTON (AP) — Back 
in Mairch, U.S. officials strug­
gled to come up with a plan to 
end a gold crisis and restore 
confidence In the dollar. They 
watched the nation’s  gold pile 
shrink smaller and smaller.

Now, In a complete reversal, 
the Treasui*y Department has 
reported- one of the lag;est In­
creases in the U.S. gold siui^ly 
In over five years—up $213 mil- 
Him during Jiuie.

It was the first Increase in 
U.S. gold since a $2 mtUion gain 
last September and reversed the 
heavy losses which followed de- 
.valuafion of the British pound 
last November.

The Increase indicated re­
newed overseas confidence In 
the dollar, at least In relation to 
other currencies.

U.S. officials said the United 
States bought the gold from 
more than one foreign country 
but refused to say which ones.

The new figures, however, 
support the as yet unconfirmed 
reports that France sold as 
much as $100 milUon In gold to 
this country during June to ob­
tain the currencies needed to 
weather an economic crisis.

It had been BVench policy un­
til late 1966 to buy at least $34 
million, in U.S. gold monthly but 
she ra^ short of dollars after 
September of that year.

France bought more than $2,8 
billion In U.S. gold under this 
pohey from  1962 through 1966.

The June gain raised the total 
U.S. gold holdings by the end of 
the month to $U).6 billion and 
wiped out most pf the losses of 
the previous two months.

Weakened Gun Bill
 ̂ •

Approved by House
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

House has approved a gun-con­
trol blU faUlng far short of Pres­
ident Johnson’s recommenda­
tions and has sent it on to the 
Senate where final aofion is not 
expected until September.

At the same time Wednesday, 
the Senate Judiciary approved a 
similar measure 9-3 and sent It 
to this floor.

The House bill waa approved 
304 to 118 after several amend- 
menU opposed by backets of 
stronger gun controls were 
tacked on.

One such anyendment waa 
aharply criticized by Rep. 
Emanuel CeUer, D-N.Y., chair­
man of the House Judiciary 
Committee who said It would 
greatly benefit the Nafitmal Ri­
fle Association.

CeUer called the amendment 
"dreadful,”  and said that If It 
survives he wUl stage cwigrea- 
slonal hearings to bare NRA ac­
tivities which CeUer said "can ’t 
stand the light of day.”

The amendment was intro­
duced by long-time N!RA mem­

ber Robert L. SUces, D-Fta., and 
would exclude from  the WU’s 
provisions the National Board 
for Promotion f  R ifle Practice, 
a civlUan-mlUtary group dcsely 
ailed with the NRA.

SUtea and Rep. John Dlngtil, 
D-Mkh., a  director o f the huge 
rifle aaeociatlon, denied that H 
would be the sole beneficiary.
