B52’s Attack Bases 
By Cambodia Border
SAIGON (AP) — Fifty of 

America’s m($st powerful bomb­
ers, the U.S. Air Force’s B52s, 
attacked enemy twse camps 
along the Cambodian border 
north ot Saigon and In the cen­
tral hlghlande Wednesday and 
today.

Senior U.S. officers said the 
heavy raids were.made because 
of ” a lot of enemy activity.” 

Buying in formations of five 
planes each, 10 waves of the 
Stratofortresses dropped 1,500 
tons of explosives.

The U.S. Command also an­
nounced the loes. of two more 
fighter-bombers, a Na'vy ' F4 
Phantom downed albout 160 
miles north of the demilitarised 
zeme and an Air Force Phantom 
which was hit by enemy fire In 
South Vietnam and crashed into 
Da Nang harbor. >'

All four fliers were rescued. 
The Na'vy plane was the 868th 
U.S. warplane lost in combat 
over North Vietnam, while the

other Phantom was the 286th 
such combat loss in the South.

The prolonged lull In, the 
ground war, now Is In lU fifth 
week, was reflected In the week­
ly casualty report. U.B. head­
quarters said 157 Americans 
were UUed In combat last week, 
the lowest weekly total since 
early last October. It was the 
fdUrth consecutive week the to­
tal of U.S. deaths was below 200.

South Vietnamese and enemy 
casuaUtes of 166 and 1,248 dead, 
respectively, were sUghtly less 
than the week before, but the 
number of Americans wounded 
Increased considerably, from 
1,337 In the week that ended 
July 18 to 2,014 last week.

Twenty of the B52 bombers at­
tacked elements of two North 
Vietnamese regiments believed 
massing along the Cambodian 
border 70 to 76 miles north of 
Saigon for the expected new

Talks ‘Difficult,’ Czechs Told

(CLEVELAND, Ohio (AP) — 
It was a d a rl^  gamble, one 
that would bring irreparably 
damaging social and poUUcal 
repercuBslona for the first elect­
ed Negro mayor of a major 
American d ty  If it backfired.

But Carl. B. Stokea appeared 
today to have won the first 
lound of his bet that Cleveland’s 
black slums; restless after a 
night of sniper fire that saw 10 
dead, could best keep their own 
peace without the twin Irritants 
of udilte feces or Natlmial 
Guardsmen.

’ ’BriUlantl’ ’ said PoUoe Chief 
Mtohael BlaokweU. “ It paid off 
Wednesday night and I’m de­
lighted.”

It wasn’t easy. The estimated 
600 black community workers 
and leaders who fanned out 
through the dingy, decay-rid­
dled sprawl that makes uj> 
Cleveland’s East Side neighbor­
hoods ran into many touch-and- 
go sltuotiona.

But their coiwtant Iwmmering 
at the themes of community 
ccmtrM and protection of itmo- 
cent women and children Avho 
might be shot by police man­
aged through the night to cool 
almost every itvcldent.

Stokes is putting his trust in 
black people, putting his reputa­
tion and his city on the line, said 
a lavryer who had volunteered 
tor street duty.' He Is saying 
there Is sn alternative to mass 
force.

It didn’t matter whether the 
community worker wearing the 
orange cardboard armband 
printed "M ayor Committee” 
was black nafionallst Harllel 
Jones In dungai%es, beads, 
beards and skull cap; or the 
Rev. Baxter Hill in his Afro 
haircut and fight blue polo shirt 
lettered "Cleveland Pride,”  or 
corporation executive Romle 
Ste^diens in white turtleneck 
and double-breasted blue Uazer.

The message was the same, 
shouted over and over in angry 
srtreet rtietoric—We’ve got to 
keep “ the man" (white police) 
out of our neighborhoods

. WASHINGTON (AP) — Back 
in Mairch, U.S. officials strug­
gled to come up with a plan to 
end a gold crisis and restore 
confidence In the dollar. They 
watched the nation’s  gold pile 
shrink smaller and smaller.

Now, In a complete reversal, 
the Treasui*y Department has 
reported- one of the lag;est In­
creases in the U.S. gold siui^ly 
In over five years—up $213 mil- 
Him during Jiuie.

It was the first Increase in 
U.S. gold since a $2 mtUion gain 
last September and reversed the 
heavy losses which followed de- 
.valuafion of the British pound 
last November.

The Increase indicated re­
newed overseas confidence In 
the dollar, at least In relation to 
other currencies.

U.S. officials said the United 
States bought the gold from 
more than one foreign country 
but refused to say which ones.

The new figures, however, 
support the as yet unconfirmed 
reports that France sold as 
much as $100 milUon In gold to 
this country during June to ob­
tain the currencies needed to 
weather an economic crisis.

It had been BVench policy un­
til late 1966 to buy at least $34 
million, in U.S. gold monthly but 
she ra^ short of dollars after 
September of that year.

France bought more than $2,8 
billion In U.S. gold under this 
pohey from  1962 through 1966.

The June gain raised the total 
U.S. gold holdings by the end of 
the month to $U).6 billion and 
wiped out most pf the losses of 
the previous two months.

PoUce investigators continued, 
probing the deadly uprising and 
the background of the Negro 
militants 'wdio Mayor Stokes 
said were responsible tor the 
killings.

Ahmed Fred Evans, a black 
nationalist, was being held for

the second day without charge 
aa police investigated hla role. 
Evans surrendeTOd to police 
Tuesday and was quoted by offi­
cers as saying he led 17 men in 
the bloody attack.

Evans was told by poUce that 
two anipera were beUeved dead.

"They died for a worthy 
cause,”  Evans was quoted as 
saying.

PoUce said Evans surren­
dered and told them, “ If my 
carbine hadn’t jammed, I would 
have kUled you. You police have 
bothered us too long."

Evans, an astrologer who fa­
vors African garb, has cwi- 
ferred with Stokes on several 
occasions.

In May 1967, Evans predicted 
an uprising of Negroes In Cleve­
land. It did not happen.

Weakened Gun Bill
 ̂ •

Approved by House
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

House has approved a gun-con­
trol blU faUlng far short of Pres­
ident Johnson’s recommenda­
tions and has sent it on to the 
Senate where final aofion is not 
expected until September.

At the same time Wednesday, 
the Senate Judiciary approved a 
similar measure 9-3 and sent It 
to this floor.

The House bill waa approved 
304 to 118 after several amend- 
menU opposed by backets of 
stronger gun controls were 
tacked on.

One such anyendment waa 
aharply criticized by Rep. 
Emanuel CeUer, D-N.Y., chair­
man of the House Judiciary 
Committee who said It would 
greatly benefit the Nafitmal Ri­
fle Association.

CeUer called the amendment 
"dreadful,”  and said that If It 
survives he wUl stage cwigrea- 
slonal hearings to bare NRA ac­
tivities which CeUer said "can ’t 
stand the light of day.”

The amendment was intro­
duced by long-time N!RA mem­

ber Robert L. SUces, D-Fta., and 
would exclude from  the WU’s 
provisions the National Board 
for Promotion f  R ifle Practice, 
a civlUan-mlUtary group dcsely 
ailed with the NRA.

SUtea and Rep. John Dlngtil, 
D-Mkh., a  director o f the huge 
rifle aaeociatlon, denied that H 
would be the sole beneficiary.

“ Tile National Rifle Aasoda- 
tion is so insidious, so Insstent, 
that they seem t oprevaU.”  CeU­
er retorted. “ But they won’t 
prevail for long.”

1947, and Davison turn­
ed Ms attention to a career as 
an Infantry officer.

"Particularly since President 
Truman’s decision to integrate 
the armed forces (July 26, 
1948),’ ’ Davison said, "the op­
portunity has been there. We 
have inconsistencies in civilian 
life an dth4re are areas of tre­
mendous opportunity, but in the 
Army there’s a universality of 
equal opportunity.

"I  think the most significant 
tiling is that the Army has led 
the way."

Speaking of the civil rights 
movement in the United States 
Davison said:

"One thing that’s essential tor 
everyone to understand Is that 
regardless of the approaches be­
ing taken by various Negro 
organizations, the basic urge Is 
to be full participants In Ameri­
can Hfe.

"The guy who’s been over here 
is doing Ms full share. I believe 
very stropgiy that he has a right 
to full participation.’ ’

Davison hopes that the Negro 
and wMte sridiers returning 
from Vietnam will help create 
a climate for peaceful progress 
in civil rights.

If Hand refuses to accept Ida proposal, 
Mr. Rockefeller advocates the unilatera] 
curtaflment of "search and destroy” 
operations, and urges that American 
forces be deidoyed to protect populated 
areas — in whirii he includes 60 per 
cent of tbe total land area — and that 
the South Vietnamese army be speedily 
re-equipped to take over major respon- 
riUVty tar anO-guerrilla warfare.

Sen­
ator KeCartfay has r^ieatedly stated that 
it is unrealistic to try to deny tbe Front 
a  political role in any settiement.

Governor Rockefeller’s proposals both 
for reduction in tbe number of Ameri­
can civilians in Vietnam, and the gradual 
withdrawal of American troops !‘as South 
Vietnam’s  army grows in strength ... . 
(and) provided the North Vietnamese 
rate of infiltration does not increase,” 
do not seem to u* to be different in 
spirit from the present policy of the 
Administration.

On the ground that be does not want 
to conunent on a subject that is actual­
ly under negotiation hi Paris, Mr. Rocke­
feller has sidestepped what Is currently 
the most crucial, most oontroversial and 
most stubborn issue stalling progress 
toward a settlement — the continued 
American bombing of part of Nortii Viet­
nam. Senator McCarthy is more forth­
right. He says it should be stopped. .

We do not see any prospect of move­
ment in Paris until it is stopped; and 
we do not see — nor have we ever 
seen — how the risks In stopping the 
bombing can outweigh the probable gains 
it would bring in stopping the fighting 
altogether.

Although Governor Rockefeller com­
pletely avoided this Issue, he still has 
made a contribution to the campaign 
dlsoussion on Vietnam simply by offer­
ing a .concrete program from a leader 
of the opposition. — NEW YORK TIMES.

As the three remain­
ing favorite sons leading uncom- 
mHted delegations to Miami 
Beach, Agnew pnqxwed, they 
ought to try cooling (heir 
strength though not yet move in 
a scectflc direction.

Rhodes cut off Agnew before 
he had scarcely gotten his words 
out. Ohio’s 58-member delega- 
t'on. Rhodes declared, was un­
committed and was going to stay 
that 'wav right to the moment it 
arrived in Miami Beach-pre­
cluding Rhodes from making ar­
rangements with othew^tate del­
egations. Rhodes, normally bois­
terously outspoken in voicing 
his opinions to fellow Governors, 
concluded by primly advising 
that he couldn’t discuss Presi­
dential politics.

Romney followed by saying 
much the same thing. Taken 
aback by their caution, Agnew 
replied he had no intention of 
trying to bind one state’s dele­
gation to another and indicated

that Maryland, like Ohio and 
Michigan, was staying uncom­
mitted for now. The meeting, 
briefer than anyone had expect­
ed, was over.

Wiile the Maryland-Ohio- 
MIoMgan axis was stillborn, the 
Sunday morning meeting did re­
veal the present inclination of 
all three states to go through one 
ballot at Miami pledged to fa- 
.yorlte sons. And that is one of 
two slender props supporting the 
renewed hope by Nixon’s oppo­
nent of stopping him on tiie first 
ballot.

The other is (Sovernor Ronald 
Reagan’s current guerrilla raid 
through the South engineered by 
F. Clifton White, Ms expert dele­
gate collector. Reagan stopped 
In West Texas en route to Cin- 
clnnaU to pluck off delegates 
Nixon had 'been hoping for and 
leaves here thU afternoon 
(Wednesday) for Birmingham, 
Ala., seeking new conquests.

Indeed, White has Reagan del­
egates sequestered in siqiposed- 
1y pro- N i x o n  delegations 
throughout the South, whose dis­
closure will be intended to pro­
duce the image of fading Nixon 
strength. It is Re£^;Bn’s South­
ern expedition, rather than any 
Rockefeller comback, that 
causes thinly-veiled anxiety 
among the Nixon Mgh command 
gathered in Cincinnati.

Nevertheless, Reagan would 
be of little concern to Nixoo had 
the three important uncommitt­
ed delegaUcsto been broken <̂ >en 
with a majority of them 
guaranteeing Nixon’s first-ballot 
nomination. Indeed, two weeks 
ago, that seemed the logical 
course of events.

That this possibility has faded 
and that all three may remain 
uncommitted on the first ballot 
produces a new mood of uncer­
tainty. Although he is the least 
predictable of politicians, 
Rhodes privately tells friends he 
would like to see Ohio stay with 
him as favorite son for a ballot 
or two.

Actually, Rhodes has been un­
der unremitting pressure to en­
dorse Nixon from Ohio party 
regulars —particularly the state 
still doubtful about Nixon’s 
ability to carry Ohio without 
Mayor JMm V. Lindsay of Now 
York as Ms running-mate, 
Rhodes may not buck all that 
Nixon pressure in Miami.

Romney faces no such pres­
sure. While Michigan’s delega­
tion three weeks ago was mov­
ing toward Nixon, Rockefeller 
now probably haa a m ajo ij^  of 
MlcMgan delegates andraeir 
mood is to stay uncommitted in­
definitely. What reversed the 
trend was a less than Impressive 
meeting with Nixon (where he 
gave canned answers to dele­
gate questions and, incredibly.

SAIGON (AP) — TanrovMa 
struck In Saigon today for tbe 
second time in a  week and blew 
iq> the «dty*s largest ddnsse 
newspiqier.

Police said four young Viet 
Oong, two ot them glris, set off 
a 60-pounil plastic bomb in the 
press room of A Chau Van 
()uoc, the Aslan Dally News, an 
antl-Communlat paper wWoh 
supports the Saigon govern­
ment. No oasualtiM were re­
ported.

The terrorists, all armed wKh 
pistols, walked into the newqia- 
per ofAce Just after 1 p.m. and 
ordered everyone out

One glri terrorist pulled out 
the explorive charge concealed 
in a bag, planted it in the press­
room and fled with her com­
panions.

Five minutes later an explo­
sion rocked the three-story 
building; heavily damaging it.

Employes of the peper said 
the terrorists were Vietnamese 
of Chinese origin. The jdant is 
located in Cholon, the OUnese 
section of Saigon where 800,000 
Vietnamese Chinese live.

A few blocks away another 
Chinese paper, the Klen Quoc, 
was blown up June 6. Three per­
sons were killed in that explo- 
ston, and IB others injured. The 
Klen Quoc also siqported the 
South Vietnamese government.

Last October, terrorists shot 
and killed the managing editor 
of A Chau after he had written 
several edMorials criticising 
Viet Cong assassinations.

After weeks of comparative 
quiet, Viet Cong terrorism 
broke out again in Saigon and in 
two provliicial capitals to the 
north and south last weekend. 
Twelve Vietnamese were killed 
and 9J wounded In the bombings 
of four theaters, one only a 
block from the national poiice 
headquarters in Saigon.

South Vietnamese Intelligence 
sources 'have warned that ter­
rorist attacks might precede the 
expected big enemy attack on 
Saigon and ot^er major popula­
tion centers. Military spokes­
men said in'the 24 hours ending 
at ixxm today, eight more Viet­
namese were killed and 26 
wounded In terrorist attacks at 
various other cities and towns.

Jack Miller, R-Iowa, said today 
that Supreme Court Justice Abe 
Fortos’ Judgment in obscenity 
cases Is "abhorrent to the 
maintenance of moral standards 
by c|ur communities."

In a Senate speech, MlUer 
colled on President Johnson to 
withdraw bis nomination of For- 
tos to succeed Chief Justice 
Earl Warren.

Miller noted the Senate Judi­
ciary Committee has received 
testimony that in May and June 
of 1967 the Supreme Court re­
versed 28 of 26 state and federal 
convictions for violating laws on 
obscenity and reversed 26 addi­
tional cases in die court teim 
that ended lort month.

"Justice Fortas voted with the 
8-4 majority In all of these 
cases,’ ’ MiUler said.

He added that' although For­
tas did not write any opinions in 
these cases setting forth his Ju­
dicial philosoidiy on this sub­
ject, "W e do'have his Judgment 
in the reversals of these cases.”

"And," Sillier said, “ the Judg­
ment is abhorrent to the mainte­
nance of moral standards by 
our communities. l l  Is a Judg­
ment which encourages the per­
missiveness and criminal activi­
ty which are plaguing our socie­
ty."

law aimed at forcing the na­
tion’s automakers to develop 
better antismog de'vlces or risk 
losing their richest market.

Gov. Ronald Reagan signed 
the Piure Air Act of 1968 Thurs­
day,

Reagan, surrounded by Demo­
cratic and Republican leglsla- 
tora, declared It "represents a 
major step toward removing the 
automobile as a primary source 
ot air polluUon in Oallfornla.’ ’

The heart of the act Is a set of 
standards clamping limits on 
the amount o f ga»sea that can 
be emitted Into the atmosithere 
from motor vehicle exhausts—' 
the source of 60 per cent or 
more of smog.

The standards take effect with 
the 1970 moddl yew  for gasot- 
line-powered cars, buses and 
trucks, and toughen gradually 
through 1974.

The "CaUfornla goal for pure 
air quaUty Is the achievement of 
an atmosphere with no signifi­
cant detectable adverse effect 
from motor vehicle air pollution 
on health, welfare and the quali­

ty of life and property by 167B," 
the law says.

Their ears, starting with the 
1970 model, oan not be sedd or 
registered In California, which 
has 12 million motor vriddM , 
and nwre than 10 per cent ot 
America’s licensed (kriven.

The measure IncludM a  provi­
sion, however, that would alkra 
a board appointed by die gover­
nor to temporarily exem|)t an 
auto manufacturer from the 
a m ^  Umlts If li« could show he 
was woridng on the problem.

The new law says a 1970 mod­
el car should emit no more than 

.7.3 gram* of hydrocaibona and 
23 grams of carbon moaoodde 
from  the exhaust each nttle.

The foUowlnf model year, a 
nMudmum ot three grams of ox­
ides of nitrogen is a(ided to tb* 
standards. And the whole act 
gets tougher on a rildtog seal* 
In subaequant years.

Smog control device are re­
quired at present but standard* 
are not as Ugh as they will be 
In 1670.
