CLEVELAND, Ohio (A P ) — 
Wllh Cleveland’s hot racial tem­
pers cooled to near normal, 
some Negro leaders complained 
today that neither they nor 
Mayor Carl B. Stokes have been 
given enough credit for averting 
a racial bloodbath.

Viet Cong Crippled by Losses

F ifty years ago this month, on 
July 18 to be exact, the tide to 
World War I  turned fully and 
finally against the Kaiser’s Ger­
many and thereafter the allied 
armies rolled on from  victory to 
vilictoty.

Yet no one sensed the magni­
tude of the change in  that hour, 
and 60 years later Americans 
are eo bedeviled by a much 
smaller w ar that the sml-cen- 
tennial o f a great event is treat­
ed as Just aifother Thursday.

The turn of the tide to 1018 
coincided .with the Battle of 
Soissons to which the Yanks, 
aided by FYench Moroccans, 
whomped the German Ninth 
Army. That news was cheering 
but absolutely no one thought 
that once again something 
epochal, pivotal was occurring 
to the Marne salient.

Tiie war had gone on and on, 
and therefore was expected to 
keep going indefinitely. Gen. 
JMui J. Pprshtog was insistent­
ly  calling for 2,000̂ 000 more

men, and the perspective o f the 
other big wheels was no better. 
The only people who did not 
tiiink the war was Interminable 
were the Yanks up there on the 
line.

P ifty years later, Defense Se­
cretary Clark Clifford 'was mak­
ing his first visit to another Am­
erican expeditionary force fight­
ing to Vietnam.

He arrived Just to time to find 
the war at dead low tide. There 
was no fighting around Saigon, 
the DMZ, Hue or any ot the 
famllisu’ hot spots. The capital 
had gone 21 days without being 
hit by a 122-mim rocket, to 
one 24-hour period, not one U.S. 
soldier was killed. Though there 
were a few brisk fights to the 
delta, elsewhere contacts were 
few and trivial; after three false 
alarms, the threat o f a commun­
ist attack on Saigon was re-esti­
mated and rated empty.

An indtoation of Hanot’s less 
friendly mood towards Peking 
waa seen by analysts here in an 
official Nhan Dan editorial Mon­
day greeting tta 47to anniver­
sary of toe founding of the 
Chinese Communist Party.

In Kb esoteric way, these 
analysts point out, tta North 
Viebmmese editorial seemed to 
be more rignUtoant in Us omis- 
slona than In what it contained.

H aflk« tta "htito of New 
ChhMi”  os an “ tanportajK vic­

Peking pixipegandn, In con­
trast, attributes the success of 
CSilna’s revolution to toe "gen­
ius”  of Mao. while playing down 
tta role of (be CUnese Omunu- 
nlst Party. For in Mao’s view, 
tta party has become tainted 
with Sovietwtyle "revisionism.”  

In thardcing China tor its 
“ warm support and assistance” , 
moreover toe Hanoi editorial 
riled tta Chinese Oommunist 
Party, government aitd people, 
aim ignorif^ Mao.

Indeed, tta only adjective 
used in (he North Afletnamese 
article to describe Mao Is one of 
tile two refecenoea to fakn as 
"esteemed” , a term that Peking 
regards at present as extremely 
faint praise.

Hanoi’s apparent annoyance 
with Peking partly stems from 
tta tact that tta Chinese have 
made no secret of their borifi- 
Ity to the North Vietnameae de- 
cMon to enter Into dlscusrions 
with the United States.

From Pricing’s view, tta 
North Vietnamese move be­
trayed tta Maoist theory of 
waging “protracted war”  rather 
than s e e k i n g  a settlement 
through negotiations. Mao made 
this clear last December in a 
message to the National Utara- 
tlon Front as tta Vletcong calls 
itsrif. “ Perseverance means 
victory,”  he said.

As far bock as April 26, after 
they had accepted President 
Johnson’s offer to talk, ChtneSe 
Foreign M i n i s t e r  Chen T1 
oUlquriy criticised tta North 
Vietnamese, saying that "with­
out victory on the battlefield, It 
is Impossible to settle any 
question.”  j ■

At a banquet in Peking for 
Tansanlan President J u l i u s  
Nyerere on June 18, Premier 
Chou Ehi-Lai echoed a sImiULr 
line. He said: -

A cco rd ^  to reliaUe reports, 
tta Chinese have matdied such 
statements with demonstrations 
against the North Vietnamese 
consulates in C a n t o n ,  the 
Kwangtung Jhwlnco capital, 
and Nanning, tta capital of the 
Kwangri frontier region border­
ing on Vietnam.

In both places, these reports 
say, oiganixed crowds of Red 
Guards and other aotiviats 
chanted slogans against tta 
Paris talks.

At toe same time, Informed 
souroes here' disoIoM, fighting 
between rival factions In South 
and Southweetem China has, 
among its other effects, disrupt­
ed railway riilpments of suppUea 
into North Vietnam. There a n  
two main railroads leading into

Vietnam from China, The south­
western line, recently extended 
by the Chinese, runs from 
Chungking through Kewiyung 
and Kunming to toe Vietnamese 
border at Loakay. The southern 
line goes through Nanning to 
toe Vietnam frontier at Lang- 
aon.

Both Chinese areas have been 
particularly turbulent within re-, 
cent weeks as Moo’s partisans 
and forces struggle to assert 
their authority locally. Railroad 
traffic has been one of the main 
casualties in these regional dis­
putes.

There is no evldenoe, how­
ever, that Peking has purposely 
halted toe movement of supplies 
to North Vietnam as a way of 
dramatising its opporiUon to 
Hanoi’s partieipcKltm in peace 
talks. On toe contrary, Peking’s 
leaders have repeatetoy warn­
ed factions against disputes that 
Interfere with toe fulfillment of 
China’s "international obliga­
tions."

Attbough proof to support 
tiieir view is scanty, some ex­
perts here believe that Peking 
has not been pleased with tta 
Vietnamese Oommunist tactic of 
attacking South Vietnam’s towns 
and dues, which began with the 
Lunar New Tear offensive. ,

As these experts see It, uie 
Cblneae would have preferred 
Hanoi and toe Vietoong to wage 
a riower war of attrition by 
building up revriuUonary bases 
in tta countryside and carrying 
on sm alto-scale, jnxSonged 
guerrilla warfare.

In addlticn to wanting revolu­
tionaries everywdiere to follow 
tta same strategy (hey used in 
their own civil war, the OUneoe 
are thought to consider the Viet­
namese approach wrong for 
three principal reasons.

Fkrri, by escalating into large 
actions, Hanoi and tta Vietoong 
have made themselves de­
pendent on mflitary aid from 
tta Soviet Union, China and oth­
er Communist countries. A boric 
tenet in Mao’s theories is that 
revolutionary movements must 
be seU-reliant

8e<sond, experts suspect, the 
Chinese may be unhappy that 
the Vietnamese Communists 
have not paid sufficient atten­
tion to attracting brood political 
support, os Mao did in his war 
against the Japanese.

Finally, regarding toe Viet­
nam conflict as their own proxy 
war against toe United Slates, 
(he Chinese favored a protract­
ed struggle toot, In their 
opinion, would have drained 
American strength.

In a  sense, therefore, the 
Chinese appear to be Irritated 
that the Vietnamese Oommu- 
nisU may let the Unlfod States 
off tta hook. The Vietnameae 
are visibly Irritated with 
Peking, however, tor treating 
them as the bait on the hook.

LA PAZ, BoUvia (AP) — 
Cuba’s publication of Ernesto 
"Che”  Ouevara’a diary haa 
touched oft toe worst Bolivian 
crisis of President Rene Bar­
rientos twD-yeu~reglme.

Some Bolivlana brileve it 
could result In toe downfall of 
Barrientos.

“ The irony of the diary is that 
Che Is hurting Barrientos more 
dead than wtan he roamed toe 
Jungles with Ms guerrillas,’ ’ 
■aid one looal commentator.

Bolivian politicians and Jour­
nalists spaoidated that Barrien­
tos might' lose toe all-important 
Mipport of army general Alfredo 
Ovundo and ba replaced by a 
military dictatorabip.

Foreign observers said toe po­
litical acumen that has brought 
Barrientos through pari crises 
would see him through tMs one.

Barrientos said rumors of a 
coup were guerrilla tacts from 
a small minority.

Tta military has been silent 
publicly, but meeting in private.

The crisis involving a mass 
cabinet resignation, a bloody 
demonstration and Barrientos’ 
loss of siq>port from his vice 
president has tots background:

When Cuba first published the 
diary of Guevara’s hardsMps 
leadhig a ragtag guerrilla band 
in eastern Bolivia, most people 
here believed too army was re­
sponsible tor the document 
reaching Cuba.

The army would not tolerate 
this kind of publicity, especially 
after toe government spent |3 
million tracking down Guevara 
and his band. Besides, the army 
had hopes of selling toe diary to 
Western publishers.

Barrientos, meamriille, vlslt- 
od President Johnson in Texas, 
and picked up a promise of $12 
million in budget backing.

His position seemed secure as 
a president could hope tor in 
this frequently violent land with 
the lowest per capita Income in 
Latin America.

But on his return from the 
United States tta army accused 
government minister Antonio 
Arguedos—one of Barrientos' 
best friends—of leaking the 
diary to Cuba.

A i^edas fled to neighboring 
Chile and announced he was a 
"Marxist-humanist" admirer of 
both Guevara and Cuban Prime 
Minister Fidel Castro. He added 
that he sent toe diary directly to 
Castro “wlh a personal" note” 
by airmail.

The leaking of the diary fell 
squarely on Barrientos and Ms 
administration. That toe presi­
dent harbored an admirer of 
Casto, Ms worst foreign ene­
my, in Ms Cabinet was too 
much for many Bolivians to 
stomach.

Opposition parties—from toe 
once-Foscist Falange party to 
exUed President Juan LecMn’s
Leftist Revohitlmiary party_
were quick to capltallxe on Bar­
rientos’ embarrassing situation.

They organi|«d an anti-Bar­
rientos demonstration last Sat­
urday. One person was killed 
and several opposition legisla­
tors were arrested despite their 
claim' to ImmuMty.

The Social Democrats, <me of 
tour parties that backs the gov­
ernment coalition, took issue 
with the arrests and also crlti- 
clred Barrientos on the assump­
tion that he will use a legal loop­
hole not to reconvene Congress 
■Aug. 6. Oxigresemen have 
threatened to make toe diary 
toe main item of discussion.

A home of tradition and fam ­
ily inheritance ia (he choice for 
this month's vl-ilt. Mr. and Mrs. 
Reginald P. Baker of 310 Hack­
matack St. live in the home built 
by Mr. Baker's grandfather. 
George E. Perkins, in 1865.

Big shade trees, a spacious 
lawn and gentle roiling hills ac­
cented by a wMte church spire 
create the setting for this colo­
nial farm-type house.

The gracious charm of this 
home begins in die entrance hall 
with its scenic papered walls, its 
turning stairway and mahogany 
card table.

The sitting-room is' in the 
'front of the house and is little 
changed from the way Mr. Baker 
remembers tt "from  cMldhood.” 
A marble top tab’e and corner 
walnut what-not shelf are still 
In their original locations. A gold 
framed mirror with a painting 
of George Washington has sev­
enteen knobs around the top of 
the frame represanting seven­
teen of the early American colo­

nies. What really catches the 
eye in this room is a glass en­
closed showcase containing over 
four hundred doUs belonging to 
Mrs. Baker and her daughter, 
Adaline. The dolls of all sizes are 
from all over die world and are 
made of many different materi­
als.

The soft tones of an avocado 
carpet in the large Uving room, 
gray waUpaper with a pale avo­
cado and blue Ckdonlal design 
are brightriied by floor length 
gold drapes frsunlng the pic­
ture window And a bright rasp­
berry uidiolstered Victorian 
love-seat. A clock on the fire­
place mantel, manufactured by 
Ephraim Downes for George 
Mitchell of Bristol, Conn., has 
all the original wooden works. 
A child’s armchair by the fire­
place was made for Mrs. Baker 
by her grandfather who was an 
upholsterer. A lare blue satin 
glass bowl on a fireside table is 
one of many fam ily heirlooms 
in the Baker home.

An old oak oval dining table 
in the dining room, the kind 
with six or eight extension 
leaves, has been reflnished with 
a protective lacquer. The ex- 
tenalon leaves are stored in the 
attic. Mr. Baker describes six 
genuine Hitchcock chairs with 
gold stencil as "the most beau­
tiful I ’ve seen anywhere.”  (Cor­
ner cupboards contain a collec­
tion of early American pressed 
glass in the ribbon candy and 
bar and diamond patterns and 
a blue Staffordshire tea set oc­
cupies a place of prominence on 
a mahogny cheat. A red, blue, 
green, gray and black braided 
rug picks up the colors found in 
the wallpaper.

In a com er of the upstairs 
hall, an antique straight chair 
shows nings worn from much 
foot-resting.

The bed in the room over the 
house wing, called the grand­
son's bedroom, was at one time 
the Mred man’s bed. Such a

Does The Preas Inspire AHsassins?
WASHmaTON—Among pundiU to the 

commiadcatlona media, the first reac­
tion to the kilHng of Robert Francis 
Kennedy was to  fisgd iate Ustenen and 
readers with verstonB of a sick aooiaty, 
a society needing psychiatric help.

Depending on the bias of partleiilar 
columnists or oonunentstors, the society 
was ssld to be sick becauseilt gkwlfles 
violence, or tolerates permlsatyeness, or 
codiBes criminals, or Intrudes; to IRet- 
nam, or suppresses school prayers. "To 
the rest o f the world the United States 
must look Uka a  giant Inaane asylum 
where the inmates have taken over," 
humorist A rt Bucfawald wrote, moved 
by Us friend’s death to exchange Jest 
for rage.

Then came the InevltiM e counter- 
reaction, aometlmea from the seUsame 
pundits, rejecting ooUeotlve guilt and 
focusing instead on individual darange- 
ment or group conspiracy. And aa the 
focus shifted, the news media foraged 
harder into the suspect’s background.

Borne autboritlea, in fact, b ^ eve  the 
newa media have been foraging entirely 
too hard, glamorixtog esaoasinationB by 
needUaaaly lavlafaing attention iqpon those 
who murder famous men. T e t to raise 
tills point la to raise a dilemma of 
enormous dimenslMi. The news media 
are bigUy competitive and not likely to 
put themselves at a disadvantage volun­
tarily. but beyond that an overdose of 
edf-reetralnt could result to a failure 
to find and report , tacts of critical Im­
portance.

Furthermore, to restrain newa-gathM'- 
ing efforts after an assassination would 
only fuel public suqilcions of a conspir­
acy to Ude the truth.

sun, cittlca can point to the seal with 
which reporters are still searching out 
every, morsel of fact or rumor about 
Slrhan B. Siihan. They trace his friends 
to Vietnam Jungles, beseech neigjibors 
to Pasadena, pester former employers, 
hire translstori to Jerusalem to Inter­
view relatlvea, organise press confer­
ences to a tiny Jordanian village tor 
Siihan’a father—who hani't seen his 
son to elgth yearn.

Young Slrhan obvloualy revels to this 
kind o f aaturatton publicity. He lA 
famous. He is known throughout the 
world. And no m atter what happens 
from now on, hie name is secure in the 
footnotes ot history. In on earlier court 
appearance he put one revealing request 
to the Los Angdes Judge who arraigned 
him. He asked the magistrate to pro­
nounce his name [Hoperly, courteously 
noting that It is “ Sir-HAN,’ ’ with accent 
on the second sjdlahle.

Sirfaan’s single interruption is striking­
ly  rem iniscoit o f Lee Harvey Oswrald’s 
overriding concern when he was arrested 
after the slaying of President John 
Kennedy. “ Now everybody w ill know who 
I  am ," he exclaimed to a Dallas police 
captsdn, as if satisfied that at long last 
the world must pay him heed.

Be it noted, too, that pandering to 
the preas cut short Oswald’s pathetic 
life. Anticipating trouble, FB I agents 
wanted to transfer him frmn the Dallas 
city Jail at 8 a.m. that Sunday. But aa 
one ranking ̂ officer subsequently ex- 
jriatoed, the police "wanted to go along 
with the press and not put anything 
over on them ," So the transfer was de­
layed until shortly before noon, and 
Jack Ruby bulled past clamorous 
photographem to gun Oswald down. 
Somehow Ruby himself believed that his 
own carefully cultivated local nofiniety 
would protect him. As WUUam Man­
chester has written, he protested to po­
lice who grabbed him, " I ’m Jack Ruby, 
you all know m e!*’ . . .

One critic of media U Nicholas N. Klt- 
trie, professor of criminal law at Amer­
ican Univeraity and author of a forth­
coming book called "The Deviants.'’ He 
notes that assassinattons to Europe, the 
Mideast and Latin Am erica—particular­
ly to countries.where bullets, not ballots, 
tradMlonaUy prompt political change- 
are mostly, motivated by hopes of selx- 
tog power. In this country, by contrast, 
the motive is often peraonal.

"Men like Oswald and Slrhan primar­
ily seek some identity, some achieve­
ment," Mr. K ittrle remarks. "H ie  media 
Is their reward and what the criminal 
law does to them afterwards is quite 
secondary. A fter the publicity every­
thing else la anticlim ax." . . .

Some self-restraint, paHicularty to re­
porting assassinations and mass mur­
ders, certainly is to order. For, like as- 
aaaeinatlona, mass murders seem con­
tagious. The kllUng of eight m ines to 
Chicago la followed by the sniper-sisytog 
of fourteen people at a Texas university 
and then by the murder of five women 
to an Arizona beauty parlor by an 18- 
year-dd boy; the boy told authorities he 
got the idea by reading about the earlier 
crimes.

And what tosigbt can citizens gain 
from reading, to the account by one 
press association, of Slrban’s abbreviat­
ed court appearance, that "M s hair ap­
peared to have been freahly cut?" How 
do baby pictures or vague, decade-old 
recoIlectUms by mere acquaintances 
contribute to an understanding of moti­
vation?

Separating the meaningful from the 
irrelevant is not always easy. No doubt 
the dlvldtog line w ill vary from case to 
case. Buy surely there ought to be some 
lim it to the media’s , mass search ior 
trivia that tlUUates-Uind perhaps in­
duces imitation—far more than it livi 
forms. —JERRY LANDAUER IN  THE

Landing Sites on Moon

Within 24 months a team of 
American astronauts will leave 
for the moon. Following a 72- 
hour trip they will circle the 
moon and, after one or two or­
bits, elect to go down to thf 
surface. But where are they go­
ing to land?

As of early last year there 
was no answer to this question. 
However, since the successful 
Lunar Orblter and Surveyor 
missions, many areas have been 
located wMch appear suitable 
for manned landing.

The Apollo Luiiar Selection 
Board had listed 30 possible 
areas but following a careful 
scrutiny of ihe pictures relayed 
back by the Orbiters and Survey­
ors they have reduced the 30 to 
five places. A ir Force MaJ. Gen. 
Samuel C. PMlUps, ApoUo pro­
gram manager at National 
Aeronautics and Space Adminis­
tration headquarters In Wash­
ington, indicates that they hope 
to reduce that number to three. 
He hopes to pinpoint one land­
ing area In the east, one In the 
center and one In the west. Only 
at the time of the mission will 
the precise target area be chos­
en.

The highly successful .<K>ft- 
landed Surveyor spacecraft also 
confirmed the suitability of the 
lunar surface for landing and 
launches. It ma^ be recalled 
that Surveyor 8 landed on the 
moon and then fired its rockets 
to move downhill, proving the 
surface could be subject to the 
launch rocket without endanger­
ing the crew. Also, the Surveyor 
scooped trenches through the 
surface to prove the surface did 
not have a loose sondllke com­
position, demonstrating that the 
astronauts can safely maneuver 
on the surface to execute their 
mission.

The five potential lunar land­
ing areas are aa follows: Site 1 
Is at latitude 2 deg. 40 min. 
north, longitude 34 deg. east. 
This is in the southeast portion 
of the Sea of Tranquility near 

• the crater Censorinus. Site 2, 
latitude 0 deg. 48mln. north and 
longitude 23 deg. 37 min. east, 
is In the southwest part of the 
Sea ot Tranquility Just north of 
the crater Moltke. Site 8 is In the 
Central Bay south of the crater 
Bruce, o deg. 28 min. north lati­
tude, 1 deg. 20 min. west longi­
tude. This Is about as close to 
the middle of the side of the 
moon facing eartli as one can 
come.

Sites 4 and 5 are both in the 
Ocean of Storms, site 4 being 
latitude 3 deg. 30 min. south and 
longitude 36 deg. 28 min. west. 
This is northeast of tho crater 
Flamsteed. Site 6 la at latitude 
1 deg. 40 min. north and latitude 
41 deg. 40 min. west, southwest 
of the crater Kepler.

The potential landing areas 
lies along the lunar equator 
with the greatest distance from 
Ihe equator about 3Vi degrees. 
Celestial mechanics dictate 
landing areas in this region so 
that no excess fuel w ill be re­
quired to rendezvous with the 
ApoUo Command Module fol­
lowing the mission's completion. 

, Tho landing areas w ill be el­
lipses three miles by five miles 
and w ill possess well-dellned 
charaoterlstlca. Tho ApoUo Lu­
nar Selection Board aelected 
smooth landing sites having rel­
atively few craters and boulders 
which I could Jeopardize the 
touchdown. Even the surface 
slope cannot be more than -2 de­
grees, which Is a very gentle 
rise of about four feet In 40 
yards. The approach path is 
chosen to be free of large hills, 
high cliffs and deep craters 

 ̂ which could generate incorrect

altitude signals in the landing 
radar system. The sites are also 
selected to allow tor the expen­
diture of the least amount of 
propellant by the lilnar module 
propulsion systems.

The sites were selected to per­
mit for the recycling time of the 
ApoIlo/SaturnS system if the 
launch countdown at the Ken­
nedy Space Center is delayed for 
any reason. They must also be 
within reach of the Apollo space­
craft in the "free-return" trajec­
tory In wMch a spacecraft would 
coast around the moon an.i re­
turn safely to earth without re­
quiring the operation of propul 
slon systems.

For optimum vieibillty o f tiie 
landing rito, the aun ebould 
be coming In over the shoulder* 
lof the landing ostironaute with 
the sun elevation varying from 
7 to 20 degrees so that long 
shadows are oest by objeots 
which may posribly interfere 
wMh a safe landing. This low 
sun results in a one-day launob 
opportunity per month fo r a 
given rite. WUh three aOtee 
avallahle for the mission tt 
means there w ill be a  three-day 
period each month fo r launch­
ing the prime ApoUo flight.

Pertinent questtona o f a  po- 
Htlcal nature arise when the 
problems o f a  lazuMng sMe as« 
oonsidered. One 'wonders wheth­
er the Russiens have aho ex- 
plored the lunar surface to pro­
vide tnformatica to intelHgenUy 
select tiie landing sttes? HS.ve 
all the questtona relating to the 
nature of the lunar surface 
been answered to  their satisfac­
tion?

These quertlon* have been 
answered by our Orbiters and 
Surveyors aiid the United Ststee 
can approach a manned land­
ing with confidence. W hile the 
Russlane have had semisoft 
landers and orbiters wtiicb pho­
tographed the lunar surface, 
their exploration attem pts have 
not been os extamtve or as 
searohlng. One is led to  the con­
clusion that their maimed tripe 
to  the moon may prove to  be 
somewhat more haxardous than 
fhoee we undertake.

It  gives one a feeling o f oon- 
idenoe to know that the essen­
tia l exploratory woric has been 
completed and great care has 
?>een oxerclsod in the arleoUon 
o f the landing irites. A t this 
stage there had to be a oompro- 
mlee between the optimum sitee 
in terms o f sclenUfto Interest 
and the sites easiest to  attain. 
The latter were chosen to  in­
sure the safety o f our sstro- 
nautis.

meoa o f OMChoalovakla’s econo­
my and who never 'wholly shed 
their fitalinlst haMto.

Brezhnev has committed him­
self openly to.fw clng a change 
in that Dubcek poUcy. Perhaps 
he haa already ovem ached 
hlmartf, placing the Soviet Un­
ion in  the position o f carrying 
through all the way or backing 
doiyn. -1

To ca iry  throuih e ll (be way 
in the face o f Ckechoslovak defi­
ance could require the use ot 
naked force, a development 
'Which in today’s circumstances 
not only would be dangerous to 
peace but would surely contrib­
ute to the further splintering of 
the' International Communist 
camp. To accept a oompromiae, 
however, 'would be interpreted 
aa a  defeat for the Krem lin’s 
claim to over-all authority over 
what it calles "Socialist’ ’ devel­
opment.

Developments of the past sev­
eral yesua, cidmlnating in the 
current criaU, make observers 
wonder whetoer the Kremlin 
leaders are repeating ttie sort of 
tilings wW di caused Khrush­
chev, by the fla t of those 'who 
overthrew him, to be denounced 
as a bunq^er and adventurist.

The kind ot trouble Khrush­
chev had with Red China was 
the sort Breahnev now Is having 
not only with China, but in some 
respects 'with CzechoalvaUa, 
Romania, Yugoslavia and some 
influential parties outside the 
orM t

Khrushchev tried hard to con- 
vMce a  world Communist meet­
ing which would reassert Krem­
lin leaderriilp over the whole 
movement and condemn a ll dls- 
aldents. Brezhnev rqveraed that 
enterprise as a Khrushchev 
Uunder.

Now Brezhnev 1s trying to ar­
range a world Communist meet­
ing lo r Nov. 25 in even more dif-

floult clroumstanoas, agaiqot re­
sistance from  partioa making up 
40 per cent o f a ll the world’s 
Oommunlste.

In Cbeehoslovakla’B ease. 
Kremlin loaders seam to have 
coimnlttod Soviet power to a 
algnlfloant and palpable victory 
over ihe MberaUsera. They have 
viewed developments as threat­
ening the security o f the whole 
Red camp. They accuse Prague 
leaders o f "seeking a new orien­
tation" o f OMCbortovakia to­
ward tho Wert.

Loot week, Pravda claimed to 
have dlaoovered an elaboiAte 
plot by NATO and tiie Amartean 
C IA to "Uberato”  Ckadioalova- 
klBf—and Itost Germany, to 
boot, in  CiMchosIovakia, said 
Pravda, the plotters would use 
"the section of the populatton 
comprising the membara of tiie 
Czochoolovak Communist party 
and peraons who aympatMra.'’

"h i the opinion c f the plan’s 
conqillera,’ ’ tt said, "aome pco- 
irie wHl remain paaalve and, un­
der certain oondltlans, could 
adopt a  sympathetic attitude 
with regard to the Western pow­
ers.

Is dangtroiia poA 
iticaUy but ourias a thraat to 
peace? Have the Kremlin lead- 
era bitten oft more than they 
can chew?

In the long run, whatawtr the 
Kremlin leaders riioosa to do 
can have unplaasant conse­
quences.

The crowd lof 200 often inter­
rupted the tsslmony, dem'and- 
ing to know iwhat the commis­
sioners would do to Improve wel­
fare. Organised groups from 
Waiterbury, Bridgeport, New 
Haven, Meriden and Hartford 
persistently asked the commis­
sioners how' they arrive r t 
standards of payment.

Shapiro said the eight per cent 
increase In welfare last October 
put the state i budget $00 miUlon 
dolallarsl n tlfe red.

Wilber G. Smith Jr., president 
of the state cjiiapter of NAACP, 
replied, "If, M r. Shapiro was 
doing Ms Job, the deficit would 
be three tlnnss that great . ,  
Why don't I  <see a Mack face 
on Ihe commipslon"?

Smith called for an emergen­
cy session of the General As­

sembly to deal with welfare 
problems and to levy tho neO- 
essary;.taxeB.

Shapiro said he fought for 
welfare recipients on the com­
mission but was voted down by 
the l^Jslature. " I  w ill fight tor 
this provlsioni again," he said.

HARTFORD (AP)—Gov. J<dm 
Dempsey has received on-again, 
ctf-again approval of a $272,433 
federal grant to ConnecUcut Law 
Reform Inc., the so-called "Mys­
tery agency.”

Friday he was told the grant 
had been approved, then soon 
after was a^ sed  to disregard 
the approval.

It was the first offleial word 
on the grant tha tDempsey said 
he had received.

The grant made headlines two 
weeks ago when it was unoffi­
cially announced. Crltjcs pro­
tested that it was made to a 
nonexisting agency.

The maseage advising Demp­
sey to disregard tho notice of 
approval said the Office of Eco­
nomic Opportunity, the agency 
making the grant, would be 
sending another letter.

The mystery atached to the 
grant has been explained away 
by P. Vaughn Oearan, the Now 
York based director of the OEO 
New England Regional Services. 
He said althou^ the Windsor 
legal-aid organlzaUon had not 
been formally set up a the time 
of the grant, the award was 
pemvisslUe under the OEO kct.

Gearan said Hie award was 
permissible under the OEO Act. 
He Indicated funds will not be 
released unUl the organization 
becomes official and has a full 
staff.

At a news conference Friday, 
Dempsey appeared irked by 
pubHtoed reports that Sen. Abra­
ham Rihlcoff had requested OEO 
to withhold the grant pendtog 
"a full scale review of the pro­
gram" by Dempsey.

Dempsey said he had not or­
dered any investigation. He sold 
he would refer the grant appli­
cation to Community Affairs 
Commissioner Leroy Jones for

review. He also requested the 
Connecticut Bar AssoclaUon 
president be asked to review 
the program for whito the grant 
was approved.

The governor said if the pro­
posed law reform program 
would actually benefit the poor, 
he would favor it. He said his 
final decision would be based on 
the rMommendation of Jones 
and the bar association jiresl- 
dent.

W ill Be Regional

HARTFORD (AP) -Congreas 
has decided that only three of 
four vacancies in post-office per­
sonnel may be refilled, but this 
does not necessarily mean that 
every fourth vacancy In Con­
necticut will remain vacant, ac­
cording to a personnel director.

Richard Mulcahy, the director 
of personnel for post offices In 
the Hartford area, said Friday 
the gradual reduction of postal 
employes will be on a regional 
rather than otflce-by-office ba­
sis.

As vacancies occur in Connect­
icut, Mulcahy said, local offices 
will ask the regional. headquar­
ters in Boston for authorization 
to fill the position. Connecticut 
Is part of the New England 
postal region that includes 
Maine, Vermont, New Homp- 
Elrlre, Rhode Island and Massa­
chusetts.

The cutback in federal postal 
employes Is to continue until em­
ployment is reduced to that of 
June 30, 1666.
