Dubcek Claims Unanimity
As Czechs Near Showdown

PRAGUE (AP) —Communist
party chief Alexander Dubcek
told his followers Friday that
the Csachoslovak party presidi-
um Is preparing for talks with
Soviet leaders with unanimity,
He called for “'strong faith in
our good cause."

Addressing a group of Prague
workers, Dubcek sald: '"We
think there Is no reason for fear
or mistrust. On the contrary a
cetain dose of optimiam, stong
faith in our good cause and con-
fidence hat the correcineas of
our new policy will be proved is
needed to help allay at last the
fears of our friends,

“Such an attitude by our peo-
ple and party will be the great.
est support In the talks,'” he
added.

Dubcek’s meeting with the
workers came as liberals
warmed Czoch leaders that “the
fate of our nation' Ly at stake in
the impending showdown with
the Soviet leadership, which is
trying to blunt Czechoslovak
moves toward liberalization.

Members of the ruling Soviet
Politburo are expected to begin
talks in Csechoslovakia early
next week,

In an editorial published in
Literani Listy, a writers’ weekly
and sounding board for the na-
tion’s top liberals, the new lead-
ership was urged to defend to
the death any attacks by the
Boviets or their orthodox alliea
aguinst the ceuntry’s reformist
program, An Imporant part of
that program s the lifting of
censorship.

Under the new law, uncan-
celed stamps may not be reproduced in the exact size in color, but must be less than three-
fourths or more than one and one-half times larger in linear dimension. Canceled stamps

may be reproduced exact size. Reproduction of foreign stamps in color is permitted under
the same terms.

Today in History

Dr. Charles W. Mayo
Found Dead in Auto

ROCHESTER, Minn. (AP) —
Dr. Charles W. Mayo, who died
Bunday, was born with a famous
mame—a circumstance he some-
times regretted when he was
compared to hia father and un-
cle who founded the clinlc here
which bears their name.

But he not only made a repu-
tation as a brilliant surgeon in
his own right—he made his
mark In education and diploma-
cy.

He was found dead in his ov-
erturned automobile on his 70th
birthday Sunday. Neighbors dis-
covered Dr. Mayo's body in his
car in a ditch near his home
ahortly after he left on his usual
Sunday morning drive. An au-
topsy was to be performed to

determine the cause of death.

For the first time, United States stamps may be reproduced in color, under terms of legis-
lation signed into law last June 20 by President Johnson. The restriction to black and white
reproduction was originally imposed to deter possible attempts at counterfeiting United
States stamps, a practice almost unheard of in modern times. Under the new law, uncan-
celed stamps may not be reproduced in the exact size in color, but must be less than three-
fourths or more than one and one-half times larger in linear dimension. Canceled stamps

may be reproduced exact size. Reproduction of foreign stamps in color is permitted under
the same terms.

Dr. Charies W. Mayo, who died

That was e moment of America's
peak superiority in military power. True,
the Rusians had set off thelr first
nuclear device as far back aa August of
1949, But their arsenal, and their de-
livery systems, were still in thelr in.
fancy. At the time of the Hungarian
crizis the United Btates was still the only
true muclear superpower in the world.
It could have used that power to support
Hungary without fear of nuclear re-
prisals on the United States itself or
on its Europesn Allles.

That was the moment when, if ever,
Washington could have resorted (o '‘pre-
ventive war” and used its enormous miH-
tary superiority to ‘‘roll back the Iron
Curtain.*

There were many reasons why it was
mot done, but the important fact is that
it was not done, President Dwight D.
Eisenhower made the final dJdecision
aguinst the use of nuclear weapons. Com-
munizsm was reimposed on Hungary. The
Iron Curtain was not rolled back by Am-
erican military power.,

Today all the countries from which
American military power might have
rolled communiam back "in 1858 are still
nominally Communist. And all of them
except Yugoslavia are otil nominally
members of the Warsaw alllance.

But today every one, except for East
Germany, has evolved a new and indi-
vidual type of economic and political
systemn. In every case it is superficially
Communist. In each case it {5 in the main
stream of the national experience of the
individual country. Communism has gone
intensely nationalistic in Poland; rational
in Czechoslovakia; pragmatic {in Romn-
nin; and regiomal in Yugoslavia.

Each Eastern European country has
taken the Communist system which was
fmposed upon It by Russian soldlers at
the end of World War IT and shaped it
to meet {ts own habits, tastes, and needs,
It has coased long since to be uniform.
It has ceased to mean total subservience
to Moscow. Each has a large mea 1@ ¢
local and Internal autonomy.

This is not a ‘‘roll back” of the Iron
Curtain. It is not complete ‘‘liberation’
of Eastern Europe from Russian sov-
ereignty. It is leas independence than
the peoples of Bastern Europe would
like to have, But how does it compare
with what they would have todasy had
President Eisenhower elected to use Am-
erican nuclear superiority In 19687

No man can say precisely ‘‘what might
have been.' But it is a reasonable guess
that the peoples of those countries are
little the worse off, and, in some raspects
better off, this way.

Hod they been Hberated by American
weapons they could have retained that
liberty only under the shelter of Ameri-
can weapons. They would have Uved un-
der o state of slege with Russan pres.
sure from the outside and Communist
subversion from Inside. There would
have been little peace. What s perhaps
more important, there would have been
no self-achievement.

What ' partial freedom the REastern
Europeens have today they have won
for themaelves. By their cournge, their
tenactty, and their own sidlls they have
worked their problems out to the point
where they can be greatly proud of what
they have achieved.

It remains to be seen whether the
Crechs have gone oo fast and too far,
There may still be a reaction there.
But the .amount of freedom they have
gained for themselves is at this moment
the most exciting thing in the world to-
day. And the biggest and most exciting
feature of it is that they did 4t for them-
selves.

The moral of the story is that lttie
countries and relatively weak peoples
can do a lot for themselves,
does not depend only upon 'American
military weapons, .

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., — The
most solid sign that Richard M.

Eight delsgates and five al-
ternates from the 22-vole South
Carolina delegation responded to
the Invitation to meet Reagan
Wedneadsy (July 24), flying here
aboard a plane owned by Roscoe
Pickett, national committeeman
from Georgia and a Reagan
booster. Besides representing
some haif-dozen first-ballot Rea-
gian votes from South Carolina,
they informed Reagan campaign
nides they positively will not
honor the unit rule adopted by
the Bouth Carolina state conven-
tion in an attempt to deliver a
unanimous delegation for Nixon.

What makes this a major
breakthrough for Reagan is the
strategic importance of South
Carolina In Nixon's nomination
strategy. Having coaxed Ben.
Strom Thurmond into dropping
his favorite-son status and en-
dorsing Nixon instead, Nixon
aldes have been confident of all
22 Bouth Carolina votes under
the unit rule (which cannot be
enforced if any member of the
delegution dissents).

This Reagan incursion in
South Carolina is only the most
important aspect of Reagan's
Southern ralds which are erod-
ing Nixon's battie plan for a
first-ballot nomination.

Some 90 delegates and altern
ates from Alabama, Mississippt,
South Carolina, Loulsiana, and
Georgia who met with Reagan
at Birmingham's Tutwiler Hotel
reflected a pattern of amall Nix-
on Josses and small Reagan
gains throughout the South. The
tranafotmation in the Loulsiana
situation {s most dramatic. Al-
though one careful delegate
count in June gave all 26 of
Louisiana’s votes to Nixon, Rea-
gan now has nearly half the
delegation and may move to a
majority.

Two-tier Gold System
Apparently Pays Off

NEW YORK (AP) — The

Treasury Department's an-
nouncement that the U.8. supply
of gold increased by $213 million
in June indicates that the gam-
ble the United States and ity al-
lles made in setting up n two-
price gold system is paying off.

The so-called two-tier gold
price system was established by
central bankers of leading na-
tions jast March to shore up the
official price of gold at $I5 an
ounce after & run on gold by pri-
vate apeculators. The United
Btates was faced with a dwin
diing gold supply and the threat
timt it would bave to ralse the
price of gold, an action that
would be equal to devaluing the
dollar and setting off a worid-
wide economic crisie.

The central bankers agreed to
retain the official price of gold
at §$35 an ounce for monetary
purposes and let the market for
gold for other uses set its own
level on a supply and demand
baals,

South Africa, the world's lead-
Ing gold producer, would like to
see the official price of gold
raised, Officlaly there have prt-
vately termed the two-tier pric-
ing system “‘a fluke."

In an apparent attempt to
drive gold prices up, Finance
Minister Nicholaas Diederichs
reported last week that South
Arica had secretly tested the
new free market with a “‘sub-
stantial amount” of gold sales.
He further said South Africa
would not begin official sales
“for a considerable time to
come."

U.B. financial and marketing
oxperts do not balleve the South

African announcement will have
substantial effect on the free
market. It came after the price
of gold on the world markets
dropped to its lowest level in
thres months, hitting a low of
$37.75 on the London exchange.
After rising to $39.10 at the ¥ri-
day morning fixing on the Lon-
don exchange, the price alipped
to $38.70 at the afternoon fixing
on moderate trading,

Some European sources were
skoptical of the South African
announcement, Thiy could not
see how Bouth Africa’'s test
salee could have been substan-
tial without more gold showing
up in major central bank hold-
ings.

In New York Richard
Seruggs, business and market
analyst with Goodbody & Co.
an investing firm, said there are

‘““The prevalling view is that
Bouth Afrlca still is sitting on a
ronsiderable hoard of gold
which they wili feel compelled
to release in the months
ahead,"” he said.

Although the official alr s one
of! optimism and confidnce,
Czechosiovak parly sources
have wamed against expecting
any rapid relaxation of Prague-
Moscow tension.

‘“The best we can hope from
this meeting is that the Rus-
sians stop escalating the war of
nerves against us,’” one party
Central Committee source told a
reporter.

The talks, which probably will
last one or two days, will cover

all the issues that have been
raised by the Mowscow-led five
hardline parties in thelr “"War
jaw letter” eariler this month,
They charged that Csschoslova-
kia is threatened by “‘counter-
revolution,'” the eame charge

One Year

Civil Disorders Panel
Ceases Its Operation

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
National Advisory Commission
on Civil Disorders went out of
business today-—one year, sev:
eral hundred thousand words
and $1.5 million after President
Johnson created it

Sniper fire still whined in the
streets of Detroit on July 28,
18067 when Johnson convened the
1l-member commission at the
White House and charged it
with trying to learn "what hap-
pened? What can be done to
prevent it from happening again
and again?"

The commission, headed by
former [llinols Gov. Otto Kerner
and representing nearly all the
colors of the political spectrum,
issued Its first report last
March.

Another report was released
over the weekend and sald new
studies show rioters to be repre-
sentative of urban Negro youth
and not just ‘‘riff-raff' and
criminals.

The report also said that 18
per cent of ghetto residents take
part in riots, a far larger per-
centage than originally estimat-
ed.

The latest report, expected
be the last bearing the commis-
sion seal, was a compilation of
three studies by separate
groups, It was issued without
comment,

The original report ran some
240,000 words and was the work
of 150 fulltime pald staffers as
well as the 11 commissioned
members.

A staff alde said Sunday that
approximately $1.5 million was
¢pent on the report which con-
cluded that Ameriea was mov-
ing toward two societies, one
black and one white.

The report called for a mas-
sive program tovprovide hous-
ing, education aond jobs for the
nation's Negroes,

The report -sparked almost
immediate controversy, Former
Vice President Richard M. Nix-
on sald it made too strong an In-
dictment of white racists while
all but ignoring the guilt of riot-
ers,

Vice President Hubert H
Humphrey safd the report 'was
open, to challenge."'

President Johnson had told
the commission when he creat-
ed it:

“Sometimes various adminis-
trations have set up commis-
slons that were expected to put
the stamp of approval on what
the administration already be-
lieved, This Is not such a com-
mission.""

When the report came out,
Johnson termed it “thorough"
and ‘‘exhaustive' but declined
to respond to numerous calls for
u major presidential endorse
ment ‘that might spur Congress
to quick reaction.

“The president feels there has
been substantial progress In the
attncks on poverty and the other
flls of our sociely,"” sald press
secretary George Christinn a
week after the veport was ls
sued.

Johnson also was quoted as
telling a group of Negro publish:
erd that carrying out the re.
ports' recommendations would
cost $80 billlon und “I can't get
that" from Congress.

“The report was really ad-
dressed to Congress' sald a
commisaion staff member Sun-
day. “We had the feeling it was
the basis for legislation as it
was and that the President real-
Iy didn't have to do any more."

The staffer, who asked not to
be identified, added that ‘‘we
had hoped for more action, We
were really quite disappointed
about the way it was accepted.”’

Legislation was intreduced in
both the House and Senule em-
bodying most of the report's re-
commendations, But there has
been no actlon on any of it and
nong is lkely In this session.

“In my judgment, the prinel:
pal reason for the absence of
any action rests with the Con-
gress of the United States,'
New York Mayor John Lindsusy,
vice chairman of the commis.
sion, has sald,

The report lsaued the past

weekend wus described as o
supplement to the earlier re.
porl. A staff aide said the com-
mission has contracted for stud.
les by various agencies and that
other reports will come out in
the future, but probably won't
be officially labeled as o prod-
uet of the riot commission,

Two of the surveys In the
most recent report cover Negro
and white attitudes in 15 major
citles and the third sets out a
profile of participants in 1967
riots,

One survey found that most
Negroes are far less revolution-
ary than their militant spokes-
men, but that they believe riot's
have helped the Negro improve
his conditions,

One survey sald that 18 per
cent of Negro residents of riot
arens look part in disorders,
that 1 per cent were from out of
state and that 4 per cent were
from outside the city. Most ear.
lier studies have pegged the per
centage of participants at 1 and
2 per cent of the ghelto popula.
tion.

Taking note of the original
Kerner Report's comment about
two separate societies, one sur-
vey said that “‘the fact is, of
course, that these two socleties
have existed separate but une-
qual in this country for ovar 300
years.''

Another survey sald that o
disproportionate number of
Negroes have police records be-
cause police watch the Negro
communities more closely.

The survey adds that most of
these arrests are for lesser of-
fenses and it Is therefore wrong
o “brand most members of the
Negro community as crimi-
nals."

The survey also sald that ar.
rest figures under represent the
number of women who particl-
pated in tots by some 80 per
cent,

“Policemen, for one reason or
another, dare permitting large
numbers of female rioters to go
unapprehended,'” it sald.

24 GlIs Killed

SAIGON (AP) —U.B. forces
suffered setbacks in two ground
battles reported today in which
24 Americans ware killed and
only five enemy bodies waore
found. In the air a U.8, Navy pl-
lot downed an enemy MIG17 jet
fighter in a five-minute dogtight
over North Vietnam,

One of the setbaoks was dealt
U.8. Marines from the 7th Regi-
ments in a day-long battle about
25 miles south of Da Nang, one
of several areas in which enemy
troops have Dbeen reported
massing, presumably for the
countrywide Comimunist offen-
nive expected in the next two
months,

About 200 North Vietnamese
troops ot into the Marines with
heavy machine-gun fire in what
appeared o be an ambush,
When the North Vietnamese fi-
nally pulled back under heavy
oir and artillery attack 20 Ma-
rines were dead and another 40
were wounded.

The battle took place Sunday,
but was not reported untill to-
day. The Marines swept the bat.
tlefield Monday and found only
five Nornth Vietnamese bodies.
Possibly others were carried off
by the enemy.

In what appeared to be anoth.
er ambush Monday, North Viet-
namesge troops hiding in & wood-
ed area opensd up with heavy
machine guns, small arms and
modars on 1.8, air cavalrymen
probing enemy, base camps
deep in the mountains 35 miles
northwest of Hue,

The fighting at times was at
grenade range. Helicopter gun-
ships swooped in to help drive
off the enemy.

Four alr cavalrymen were re-
ported killed and 25 wounded.
Enemy casualties so far were
not known, but the air cavalry-
men were sweeping the battle.

North Vietnam meanwhile

Bazooka Blast, Bayonets
Used to Quell Students

MEXICO CITY (AP)—A
bazooka shell blast and a
bayonet charge by steel-
helmeted police and para-
troopers routed hundreds
of young demonstrators
early today from the Na-
tional University’'s No. 1
preparatory school, where
they had held out against
tear gas in Mexico City’s
worst student disorders in
20 years,

The bazooka ahell tore
through the wooden doors of the
school to open the way for quell-
ing the students, who had been

rioting for more than flve hours
after demonstrations over the

weekend. Army tanks backed
up the government forces.

The disorders by dawn had
left at least one student dead
and nearly 400 injured—100 seri-
ously police sald, It was esti
mated 300 were arrestad.

The stern counteraction could
backfire, opening the way for
wider participation by giving
students a cause to which al
most all might rally: violation
of the university's traditional
right to autonomy.

“Maybe we'll ge this pot
sweotensd & little more,” sald 8
union distriot director after a
10:00 a.m. meeting of the un-
fon's executive bourd was post-
poned dor two hours, The cificldl
reason given for the delay was
that negotintors were working
on spgoific contract language.

“You know how those steel
people are'' he said. ‘'They
don't open up all the way until
the last minute."

The poll showed Nixon leading
Humphrey 40 per cent to 38 and
McCarthy 41 per cent to 86, It
showed Rockefellor tied with
Humphrey at 38 per cent each
and leading McCarthy 36 per
cent to 34,

Rockefeller released his own
poll showing only he leads Hum-

phrey in Maryland, Massachu-
sefts, Michigan and Pennsylva-
nia while both the GOP contend.
