MIAIMI BEACH — MUUonaire 
social register supporters to 
Now York Gov. Nels<»i Rooke- 
fdUer had hoped to keep it quiet, 
but the real reason that they 
canceled their poet party at the 
uUra-anobblsh Bath C9ub here 
in Miami Bearii thla weekend 
was a  vigorous protest from the 
Anti-Defamation League to 
B’nal B’rtth.

The bath club, according to 
ADL toficials, has memlberahip 
poUticles that are traditional-, 
ly "restrtoted" on the basis of 
“race, creed and ethnic back- 
grouiKi.’’

Tbe ADL was assured in 
writing by (30P phalrman Ray 
Biles last May that delegates to 
the 1668 Republican convention 
would not “knowingly pa­
tronize'’ businesses or any other 
otganization in Miami Beach 
'Which are known or even sus­
pected to practicing racial or 
religious dtsorimination.

OonsequenUy, it was the ADL 
which laat week "Meited” Gov­
ernor RocktoeUer’s staff in New 
York ’ that the Bath C3ub was 
considered "linappraprlate’’ for 
convention parties becatise 
"Jews and Negroes and other 
minority groups are exclxided 
from memberdtip."

The ADL’a regional director 
in Ftorida, Arthur Teltlebaum, 
confirmed Wednesday night that 
the RockefeUer office imme- 
dlattoy "passed the word" to 
a group to socialites who had 
already sent out Invitotioos tor 
a party this Satiuday night that 
was more or less in his honor.

It was expected to be the 
most glamorous private gather­
ing to the convention and 200 
to the most prestigious Repub- 
Ucan notables bad sent their 
eager R.S.V.P.

A onetime major figure in this 
year's nominatiaa race. Gov.

Romney called in prepared tea- 

ttmony for a  declarafion of con-

prises with a national bualneas 
development bank.

Romney said outdated latior 
laws "which feed the growth 
and concentration of excessive 
oollecfive bargaining power in 
the bands of exoeaslyely power­
ful economic groups" must be 
dianged. National emergency 
strikes should be prevented, he 
added, by "prohibiting the accu­
mulation of undisciplined eco­
nomic power.”

In l^etnam, be said, peace a t 
any price would be a  calamity. 
But he said "the chief compo­
nent (of U.S. poHcy) is an ex­
pansion of the south Vietnamese 
role and contractian of the 
American role,” and he added: 
"Natton-building by  (he South 
Vtotnamese themaetyes £i es- 
aanttal."

The United Statea, he aald,

pressed relief of the platform 
writera. The statement will he 
general meugh to aBow any 
likely candidate to accept It and 
develop his own apeeUlca as he 
campalgna.

Crime—The Republicans are 
preparing blasts a t file Demo­
cratic -admlnlstrattan for what 
they say is an tqiaurga of crime 
in recent years. The platform 
wm caB for sterner enforce­
ment, inchidlng uae of electron­
ic surveilanee of erlmfaial 
gangs. I t will say also fiiat bet­
ter use could be &sde of the 
motion that mdarworid figures, 
once p r o m i s e d  immunity 
against prosecution, abotSd he 
forced under contempt penalUea 
to give testimony against oth- 
« s .

In genaral, the Republicans 
are expected to hammer hard a 
contention that a awttch in atti­
tude is needed, with jmitootian 
of society rated high.

Gov. Ranald Reagan of Cah- 
fon la  got the biggest applaiwe 
of the platform hearings 
Weihieaday when be denounced 
“file idea that every time a  law 
is broken, society is guilty rath­
er than the lawbreaker” and 
when he said violent diattdents 
on campuses should be told 
"otiey the rules or get ou t" 

Poverty and city problems— 
Platform committeemea pri­
vately have rated this plank one 
of the hardeat to write, in part 
because urban and antipoverty 
programs cost billions and the 
party bent is for holding down 
government spending.

The plattorm is cimsldered 
certain to dwril on two ideas: 
more loe of private bustnesa to 
train and employ unskilled and 
alienated central city dwrilers, 
with tax incentives to urge the 
industries on; and govera- 
men^Mided efforts to help fboee 
now living hand to mouth to be­
come owners of homes and butt-

Tbe RepubUoans want to add 
to legislatloa for a  in­
terest- subsidy home owning 
program—a. system of develop­
ment oorporations and special 
bardm to make possible file tor- 
matiaa of ghetto-owned busi­
nesses In the ghetto areas.

Another GOP tenet certain to 
be restated is that welfare and 
social aid programs ore far too 
lamieroiis and overlapping and 
should be streunllned to save 
administrative 'funds and « ^ r-  
ate more efficiently.

Proposals for a  guaranteed In­
come, through a  "negative in­
come tax” or otherwlae, are 
given Utfie chance of being 
placed in the platform—even 
though some RepubUcane have 
toyed with venions of them.

F i s c a l  prilcy—Republicans 
are redoubUng their standing 
criticism of Democratic admin­
istrations as wasteful ^lenders. 
They will promise fscal reqxm- 
IbOlty to shrink deficits, im­
prove the balance of payment 
and open the vray for tax cuts— 
but not while Vietnam absorbs a  
huge part of the budget.

Propoeals for ttiaring federal 
revenuea with the state»-as a 
subrittute for federal grants for 
particular program approved 
by Washington— ore consldeed 
a  sure bet for inchsrion.

LOS ANGELES — Siifaan 
BUhara Slrtian is expected to 
plead not guilty to the murder 
of Sen. Robert F. Kennedy when'  
he appears in court Friday.'

Sources Indicated that Sir- 
han'a veteran attorney, RusaeB 
Parsona, has decided that there, 
la no legal basis for a  plea of 
not guilty by reason of insanity. 
Parsons may on the other hand, 
uae the controvenal defense of 
‘‘diminished capacity.”

An insanity plea would re­
quire a  psychiatric finding fiiat 
Sbhan did not know the differ­
ence between right and wrong 
or could not aiipreciate the na­
ture and quality of his acts 
shortly after midnight on June 
6 wbMi be allegedly fired fiiree 
shots Into Sen. Kennedy and 
wounded five other persons.

If Parsons has reached a  de­
cision to skip the insanity plea, 
it would Indicate that the two 
court-appointed psydilatilsta — 
D n. Erich Marcus and George 
Abe — have probably found that 
the ai-year-oid Jordanian immi­
grant does not meet the test fw  
legal insanity.

Court observers believe that 
if only a  plea of not guilty is 
entered. Parsons, and whoever 
aaeisto him in trying the case, 
will, in the face of file evidence 
— some of it eyewltneaeed — 
against Sirtian, center fiielr ef­
forts in two dtreettons:

1 — Save him from the death 
penalty. •’

a—Invoke the defense of 
dtminiahed capa^ty to leearo 
the degree of the offense.

The prosecution already hat 
andotpqted the latter strategy 
by employing a  peyciiiatiic ad­
visor, Dr. Seymour Pritock.

Dr. PoUack has been observ­
ing Sirtian in Ms last two court 
appearances — and is expected 
to continue to do eo — and 
proiiably woidd be called as a 
witness to oowter defense psy­
chiatric testimony.

Ib e  controversial dimished 
capacity or partial inaanity de­
fense, as It sometimes is called, 
has been evolving in California 
since 1M>.

In using it the def«ise at­
tempts to show through psychia­
tric evidence — not made avail­
able to the prosecution as is the 
case in an insanity plea — that 
because of some mental dtsease 
or defect the defendant could 
not form the aperiAc Intent, ma- 
Hce and premeditation required 
for oonvlctian on a first-degree 
murder charge.

Prior to 1M9, CaUfomla courts 
had ruled against partial insani­
ty as a  defense, holding that in­
sanity Is either a complete de­
fense (requiring a  plea of not 
guilty by reason of inaanity) or 
no defense at all.

In several declaicns since that 
time the defense has been 
broadened.

The defense of diminished ca­
pacity does not resuh in an 
exaneratton, only in a reduc­
tion from first to second de­
gree murder or even man­
slaughter, depending on the ex­
tent to which mentU disease 
can be shown.

(First degree murder in CaU- 
fotnla carries a penalty of 
death or of Ufe imprisonment. 
S eco^ degree is punishaMe by 
five yean  to life and man­
slaughter by one to IS years.)

Diminished capacity gen- 
eraUy is considered to be a sur­
prise defense. However, since 
the existing state evidence code 
became effective last year, the 
prosecution at the time the trial 
begbia can request that such a 
defense be declared.

The prosecution sUU would not 
be entitled to see the results of 
any defense psychiatric reports 
until the defense begins to pro­
duce psychiatric evidence.

Dr. Adamo Declines 
Health Officer Post

Dr. Bepjainin Adamo, who 
was to be .^ipotnted u  tiie 
Town’s  Health Officer a t a  
meeting of the Board of Repre­
sentatives Moqday, has decided 
not to accept the appointment.

The action came after a  meet­
ing Tuesday with Mayor John 
Chant, Dr. Joseph Kriaton, act­
ing health officer, and other of- 
ficiala.

At the meeting, Dr. Adamo, 
who has been on duty during 
July, expressed dismay a t the 
mimber of calls he has received 
as acting health officer. Dr. 
Krlstan who bod been the town’s 
health officer for a number of 
years, resigned last winter but 
stayed on until someone else 
could be appointed.

Dr. Adamo tMd the other of- * 
ficials that he foela tiiat many 
of the calls received are need­
less, but said he took the time to 
talk to each person to reeeeurdi 
complaints . in many instonces - 
and call the pieraons back.

Dr. Adamo pUms to estaUtsh 
a practice soon in Vernon.

Dr. Krlstan pointed out this 
type of situation has been ex­
isting for moiqr yean. He 
noted that people “take advan­
tage of the (health officer) con­
stantly.”

Francis HcNutty, who is dep­
uty health c^cer, pointed out 
that many of the caHs Dr. 
Adamo has been receiving could 
be directed to him.

Mayor Grant noted that the 
duties of the healtb officer as 
pr^iared by Abbott Scfawebel, 
town counsel, call tor him to 
see that things are carried out, 
not that he do the actual work.

Mayor Grant further suggest- 
ed that udien the next budget 
is being prepared be would like 
to see a  separate health depart­
ment with ample money, office 
and btfp.

Rlfbard Borden, director of 
administration, has been asked 
to hxA into the present health 
lawa of the atate and to con­
fer wltii the local offices in

prspsring an ordinance. Dr. 
Adamo said be feels that a  sep­
arate health departmmt as sug- 
gestsd by the mayor la the an­
swer to the probtan.

Dr. Kristen said he felt the 
beat sblutian would be to get 
Ellington and Volland to ex­
plore the Idea 06a tri-town dis­
trict h e a ^  depattmoit.

At tile meeting Dr. Adamo 
said he would continue on as 
deputy health officer on a  trial 
bools but state officials said this 
could not be done.

The entire meeting pointed up 
the fact that the health situatioo 
in Vernon is no longer one that 
can be handled In ‘‘qpare time” 
or “on the side”.

FeBowlng the meeting the 
State Department of Health con­
tacted Dr. Krlstan and asked 
him to stay on as acting Health 
Director until a  pehnonent one 
and a permanent solution could 
he found.

Dr. Krlstan agreed, on the 
premise that the mayor would 
continue Ms efforts tosrard set­
ting up a full-time health de­
partment, separate from any 
other town department and 
staffed to do tiie Job property 
and the mayor s^freed.

SAIGON (AP) — Hurling ban­

galore torpedoes and other ex- 
ploaive charges. North TTet- 
namese troops attacked two 
U.S. Marine unite in South T êt- 
nam's northern proylncee and 
kdUed or wounded nearly all of 
the Americans.

Fourteen Leathernecks were 
killed the 22 were wounded in 
the attacks Tlnnsday «uid today. 
T h^  occurred south of Da Nang 
Within 86 miles of each other.

The U.S. Command said IS of 
the enemy were killed.

In one attack before dawn to­
day, North Vietnamese ttxxqw 
hit a combined action platoon of 
about 16 to 20 Marines and 40 to 
46 South Vietnamese mlkUamen 
in night defensive positions 
around a small village about 60 
miles south of Da Nang.

Two or three enemy soldiers 
penetrated the platoon’s perime­
ter, throwing riiarges as they 
broke in, but they were quickly 
stopped. YVhen toe fight was 
over,' U.S. headquarters said, 
nine Marines, three South Viet­
namese and 12 of the enemy had 
been killed, eight Marines were 
wounded and so were several 
militiamen.

Twenty-four hours earlier, a 
U.S. Marine reconnalaeance 
team outnumbered 10 to 1 wee 
overrun by North Vietnamese 
troops who killed five Marinee 
and wounded toe«ther 14.

Oeven of the enemy were rp- 
ported killed during the attack 
before dawn In Jimgled moun­
tains 22 miles south of Da Nang.

An estimated 200 North Viet­
namese attacked toe poet with 
assault rifles, suttoaoblne guns, 
satchel diaries and bangalore 
totpedoes, and broke through 
the (Marines’ barbed wire peri­
meter.

Marine relnforcemients ar­
rived two hours after the Initial 
attack, but the North Viet­
namese had withdrawn, the U.S. 
Command said.

The reoon team was part of 
an operation trying to blunt the 
attack expected in toe next two 
months on Da Nang, South Viet­
nam’s second largest city and 
toe biggest military base nc»th 
of the Saigon area.

Steelmakers Intend to Win

NEW YORK (AP) —For at 
least the third time In the 1960s 
the steel industry finds itself 
confronting the power and Ire of 
a President. Twice it lost This 
time, judging by the statements, 
It intends to win.

“ It Just shouldn’t be permit­
ted to stand,”  said President 
Johnson. But Bethlehem Chair­
man Edmund F. Martin res­
ponded: "to  our opinion our 
price Increase is absolutely nec­
essary, and we don’t intend to 
withdraw it.”

The result could be a compro­
mise, an IncreoM but not of the 
"BUghtly less than 6 per cent" 
a n n o u n c e d  by Bethlehem. 
Meanwhile, the test of strength 
is on.

to the most recent previous 
confrontaticxi, on New Year’s 
Day lOM, Martin was a quick 
loser to the administration.

U.S. Steel, the No. 1 producer, 
was forced to back down under 
a relentless barrage of criticism 
from the administration of Pres­
ident John F. Kennedy.

There are several similarities 
between the present battle and 
that 1962 conflict For one thing, 
both Preridents Kennedy and 
Johnson were in the midst of 
anti-inflation campaigns to 
which steel price Increases, 
they felt were m iIous threats.

Kennedy was making a Mg 
pitch for price stability In 1962. 
Partly to show bis good faith— 
he had been dtetrusted In some 
business rirolee—he openly 
promised to help the steel Indus­
try resist execesslve wage in­
creases.

Using his influence with labor, 
Kennedy and his aides helped 
obtain what was termed a mm- 
Inflationary contract It called 
for no wage Increase for a year 
and fringe beneflte of only 10 
cents an hour.

Hours after Kennedy bad sent 
a letter to the Steelworkers Un­
ion praising their "forward 
looking end reaponiMe" action, 
Roger Bloua^, U.S. Steel chair­

man, drove iq>-to tos yihtte 
House on a courtesy call.

The president or chairman of 
U.S. Steel doesn’t have to per­
sonally call on toe President of 
the United States before an­
nouncing action by M* directon. 
But Big Steel, oa it 1a semutimes 
called, felt a reoponriMUty.

Blough wished It to he known, 
he told Kwonedy, that a  fS-o-tom 
price increase was then tM»ti«g 
annSunced in Pltteburgb and 
that it would take effect at mid­
night.
