MIAMI BEACH—The incaleul-
able importance of the Gallup
Poll showing Richard M. Nix-
on o surer winner than Gov.
Nelson Rockefeller can be seen
in the way it ended an alarm-
ingly rapid deterforation in
Nixon's strength.

Prior to the Miami Herald's
early giasses Monday morning
of Dr. George Gallup's last pre-
convention sampling, Nixon's
strategists had good reason to
worry. Gov. Ronaid Reagun's
gains in the South were steady
and real, particularly in North
Carolina, Alsbama, and Loul-
siang.

To counteract this, Nixon
forces were pushing a harder
gell than ever before. One Nix-
on delegate from Arizona was
circulating around shaky South-
ern delegates, attacking Rea-
gan, and lamenting how em-
barrassing it would be for the
Republicans to nominate a
Presidential candidate under
threat of recall by voters of hia
own state.

At the Nixon camp’s request,
Senator Strom Thurmond was
employing all his prestige to
keep South Carolina's 22 dele-
gates with Nixon under the unit
rule. Chariton Lyons, grand old
man of Louisiana Republicans,
planned to exert similar pres-
sure against a drift toward
Reagan.

But these countermeasures
scarcely dented the renewed
surge in Nixon's momentum,
particularly among the press
who quickly resumed forecast-
ing the Inevitabliity of Nixon's
nomination. Rockefeller's high
command met through all of
Tuesdnay in New York, without
groat success, (o concoct more
effective ways of counterncting
Gallup.

In truth, Rockafeller insiders
were deeply shocked that not
only Gallup but their own state-
wide polla revealed Nixon as a
formidable vote-getter in the in-
dustrisl stateés.

Moreover, it was Nixon's poll
strength that triggered the de-
cision of Richard Ogllvié, Re.
publican nominee for Governor
of Illinois, to annouce for Nix.
on. Ogilvie, a thorough prag-
matist, had hinted to friends
that ¥ his own polls showed
Rockefeller the best vote-belter
in Illinots, he would back Rocke-
feller. Instead, Oglivi's just-
completed polls indicated both
could carry the state with Nixon
slightly stronger.

Ogilvie's endorsement Tues-
day was not unexpeoted but
came four days earlier than
planed—fitting the bandwagon
strategy of the Nixon camp
(which had urged Ogilvie to an-
nounce just &s soon as possible),
What speeded Ogllvie's decision
was both speculation
that he might be drifting toward
Rockefeller and a weekend trip

Czech Story Foretold

On Day in December

NEW YORE-—With esch pass-
ing day the bravado of litlle
Czochoslovakia’s stand against
the Boviet Union rose more

breathtakingly, And now, with
the almost unbellevable news
that the entire Soviet Politburo
has traveled to Czechoslovakia
to mest the Communist mave-
ricks, the story of an unforget.
table afternoon in Prague one
dreary day last December must
be told,

* Prague seven months ago
soothed with intellectunl fer-
ment, Artists, writers and stu.
dents talked openly about how
they had stood up to the gov-
ernment of Antonin Novotny and
had struck repeated blows for
intellectual freedom. Ordinary
citigena were openly critical of
the Soviet colossun to the East.

tecture that had left ity mark
on the baroque beauty of
Prague, one of Europe's most

Petranek had witnessed the first
American alr attacks on North
Vietnam and had interviewed
the first caplured American fly-
er.

Petranek smiled. He could go
no further, he sald.

Later that day, Petranek's re-
marks were repeated to Ameri-
can Ambassador Jacob Beam
nnd several other diplomats st
the United States Embassy.

Astound the world? Hardly.
We have besh following the sit-
uation closaly, the Americans
sald. We know all about the
forthcoming meeting. It will
hardly astound the world. The
Caechs exaggerate. They tryto

make themselves seom self-im-
portant when actually no one Is
much interested.

As |t turned out, thmt meeting
wan postponed. When It did
come in January, Novotny was
ousted. The preas was freed and
the whole chain of events re-
sulting in the Soviet Polithuro's
unprecedentad trip to Czecho-
slovakia was set In motion.

Petranek's prediction, ' as
turns out today, was hardly ex-
aggeration. In fact, it waa the
mildest understateament.
