Employers Want More Skills

Job Program Start Sluggish
WASHmOTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Johnson’s program to put 
600,000 hard-core unemployed to 
woric Is oft to a slow start, say 
project offiotala, partly beoauae 
employers demand too many 
skUls and the unemployed want 
too much money.

The program, operated by the 
National AUlanee of Buaineae- 
men, haa reoatved thouaanda of 
ptadges of Jobs from induatty, 
but It is having trouble filling 
tho openlnga,

NAB administrators In 10 ma­
jor cities covered in an Asao- 
otated Prasa survey agreed that 
Job pledges tor exceed ptaoe- 
mento, although officials in only 
foilr ot tho 10 could provide ex­
act figures.

Ih those four—Newark, Cleve- 
tantX OMoago and Btttdwrgb— 
pledges totaled 31,477 and Jobs 
filled added up to 008.

Sure, Waterbury can do more. It can, 
for one thing, i te  an interim middle 
echod plan into effect while it works 
out the long-range program. There la, 
after all, UAle difference between bus­
ing children to "white schoola" in the 
d ty  and buoing them to “white achoolj" 
in the auburba. But there are sarioua, 
practical Mmltatlona on tbe number of 
children who can be bused to tbe 
existing schoola.

Tbe truth of tbe m atter is that Water­
bury needs a  hdplng hand. It needs tbe 
kind of help which Waterbury has, in 
the past, extended to area towns — in­
cluding Mlddlebury — when Awae towns 
had insufficient school buildings of their 
own. Many of those complaining about 
Waterbury'# inability to handU Aa edu­
cational problems, for example, may 
weU have attended high school in this 
cUy. Of coune they may aay that this 
problem la "different." But we fail to 
see that it la very much different, ex­
cept that the children involved now are 
black. U that the crux of the argument?

I Comparmg Space Programs
By DB. X m :. LEVITT.

‘The cutback of the U. S. space 
program budget indicates to 
many astute observer* that the 
Soviet Union is headed for a 
apace supremacy from which it 
will be almost hnpoaalble to (Ha- 
lodge her.

While we have cut apace 
funds from a  19W high of al­
most to billion to 34 biiUon in 
1969, tbe Soviets have continu- 
oualy increased their apace in­
vestment. Today, they are de­
voting a t least twice tbe per­
centage of their gross national 
imoduot (GNP) to space acAvl- 
Aes compared to the United 
States. Thus, while we have cut 
back spending from 1 per cent 
of the GNP to % per cent, they 
have maintained a steady, in­
creasing expenditure, reflected 
in their steadily accelerating ac- 
Avity.

These statem ents are not to be 
taken UghAy for they were made 
by Dr. Edward Q. Weiah, execu- 
Ave secretary of tbe Preeident'a 
Nelfonal AeranauUoe and Space 
CouncU. In a candid talk before 
tbe NaAonal ^lace Club In 
Wariiington on May 15, 19M, be 
aald that the Soviets have been 
accelerating their apace invest­
ment and performance. lu  April 
they aeemed to be launching a 
satellite almost every day. Aa 
a point of fact, they did have 
nine succeasful humchea in a 12- 
day period. According to Dr. 
Welsh, this is the most acAve 
12 days in the abort history of 
spaceflight

This year, be continued, they 
have surpaaaed last year’s pay­
load eucceasea numerically and, 
perhaps more significant, they 
are surpassing subetantiaUy tbe 
number of aucceasful payloads 
launched by the United States. 
Still more dioconcertlng, our ac­
tivity curve ia moving down 
compared to 1967, while theirs 
is moving up.

They are also estabUahing 
more bundling facUlAas which, 
while not announced, can be pin­
pointed from tbe orblta Aw pay­
loads follow. They have as- 
semMed a fleet of tracking and 
communications vessels which 
are dispersed to tbe South At­
lantic, South Pacific and TiwMan 
Oceana. Thus, they appear to be 
preparing for ocean-landing r»- 
turns from lunar trips.

Every Arne a  new facility be­
comes iqieraAonaL new man­
power must be eidlsted and 
trained to operate Ate faelltty. 
Thus, their program la m aU iv 
a  continuous investment in man­
power and facHlAea backed iqi 
by a  powerful solenAlIc and 
technological cadre, which haa 
acquired worldwide rcopeot. A 
lack of concern with budgetary 
problems may have aided ma­
terially in their forward strides 
in space.

Dr. Welsh, addressing hlmaelt

Ex­
amining oweraB space activity, 
it U found that Aw United 
States has, to d ata  placed about 
660 payloads into earth orbit or 
on eecepe mlasiona eompared to 
about 150 by Uw Sovieta.

Tbe United States has 1,954 
bouia of manned apaeefUgbt 
compared to 655 for Aw Savieta. 
Tbere were 16 U. 8. memwii 
flights to tbe Sovlet’a nine. Dur^ 
ing Awae mlasiona we had 12 
hours of extravehicular acAvlty 
compered to 20 mitgites for Aw 
Sovieta. America made 10 
rendexvoua ami nine nruinwen 
apececraft doektoga while tbe 
Soviets had none. However, on 
two occa alone they rendesvoua- 
ed aad docked unmanned space 
vefalelea — a  moat dUfleuK task.

In the early daya of tbe Space 
Age, the United States develop­
ed a  rigiAflcant operational lead 
in Aw fleld of rommimlenHeM, 
navigaAon and meteorology. But 
the Soviets have atnee exerted 
conoentratad efforts in Awae 
fields and, becauae of their rioe- 
ed society, their . signifleent 
gains in these areas have not 
yet been mode apparent to us.

Until quite recenAy, the Unit­
ed Btetee brid a  commanding 
lead in the field of *nH
planetary eqiloratioa. While the 
Sovieta have achieved a  first 
in plcturea of the moon’s hid­
den aide and in aaft-landen, the 
U.B. efforts have been rem ark­
able aa 1̂  conaequaoce of the 
Ranger, Surveyor and Or- 
biter seriee.

We achieved a  ramarkahle 
coiqi in bringing back the first 
M an pteturea and providing def- 
AAttve InformaAon about Venus. 
Except for tbe spectacular suc­
cess of tbe Soviet Venera 4, the 
Soviet planetary mioslans have 
been discouraging faUurea. In 
this phase of their apace op- 
eratloas, only their Oogg*^ P*r- 
elstance can be admired.

Tbe United States i*imcin>d 
tha largeet payload to orbit, but 
over tbe peat decade the total 
weight of Soviet orbitera ex­
ceeds that of oura. They will 
certainly continue to Increase 
the thrust and capabOtty of their 
launch vehiclaa for orMUng 
targe payloeda.

What then ia the total pic­
ture to date? Dr. Weiah brileves 
that a t ona tim e we were be­
hind them but are now ahead. 
However, be points out, thalr 
well-daflnad program liitan- 
Aons and tha accrieratad pace 
of their acAvitiea leaves no 
room for doubt about thalr aa- 
pirations. If are value tech­
nological leadership with ita na­
tional prestige and world re­
spect, we must c o n tl^  to main­
tain a  vlgoroue qiace program.

Many who are dlatreeaed by 
the tremendous rseourcas 
poured into our apace effmta 
are not aware of the tremen­
dous atrides made in our econ­
omy and waU-beliig due to the 
impact, of the Space Age. It 
would be tragic, indeed, if Con- 
fraes further raetrictad the 
funds necaaaary to «
vigorous specs program.

The 17,000 driven were not 
seeking higher fares but police 
action againat a drug-crazed 
gunman who has robbed and 
killed five oabUea in recent 
weeks.

Flying black pennants and 
draping hoods over teeir metera, 
the driven carried out one of the 
most effective protest demon­
strations ever witnessed in this 
city rt 4.B milUon peoide. They 
paraded rtowly through the mori 
heavily traveled streets, Ignor­
ing potential tares who waved 
ond blsaed In vain from the 
curbs.

At key Intenectlons they pull­
ed 19  in Uocs of BO or more, 
halting tratflc until hehneted 
military policemen persuaded 
them to move on.

Downtown parking lou were 
turning customers away as pri­
vate vehicles, nmfmally left in 
outlying residential areas, were 
organized into car pools. Bus 
companies ordered more units 
into service, choking narrow 
streets with long, slow-moving 
lines.

A delegation of driven called 
on Gov. FanclBco Negrao de l i ­
ma to protest what a spokaa- 
man described as a "total lack 
of security,"

The Governor, who expressed 
sympathy but offered little help, 
told reporten he thought a bul­
letproof window between driver 
and passengero might be tee 
answer. He admitted, however, 
thef this would be a ooaUy step 
that few oabbtes could afford.

The police, meenwhile, were 
putting into effect more atring- 
mt measures. Officers in plain 
clotbea were put brtiind the 
wheels cf taxla Tuesday night, 
and checkpointB were set 19  at 
strategic loeatlona throughout 
the city. Taxi paaaengere were 
asked to rtmw their Identity p«9 - 
ero, often at gui90 int.

(OontiniMd from Page One)
beginiing of July and had filled 
169 of them.

In the C9ilcago area, 200 btui- 
neaeez had given 11,000 pledges 
by the end of June but NAB t^ - 
otals had made no placementa. 
Samuel Bernstein, employment 
aecurity administrator of Illi­
nois, said NAB was processing 
the pledges to make sure they 
represented bonaflde Jobs.

In Pittsburgh, NAB received 
2,700 Job pledges and filled 300.

In St. Louis, a five-month 
campaign produced 3,060 per- 
msuient Job pledges and 7,200 
summer Job pledges. NAB offi­
cials refused to say how many 
of the pledges had resulted in 
work for the unemployed.

They did say, however, that in 
the summer program, there 
might not be enough Jobs avail­
able in St. Louis to meet NAB 
quotas. }

Philadelphia has the same 
problem. "There are 10 young 
pec^le a'vallable (or erary Job 
we have been cffeired," said 
Mrs. Judy Schate, assistant 
NAB office nuuiager.

Newark and other dtles re­
ported that some of the unem­
ployed have rejected Jobe. NAB 
offlotals and businessmen re­
ported that 28 pwsons hired did 
not report tor work, 19 refused 
Job offers and 172 did not report 
for Interviews.

Almost twice (us many spots 
were not filled because of rejec­
tions by employen. In 166 in­
stances, businessmen refuged to 
hire appUoants; in 62 cases, em­
ployers filled Jobe with other 
than NAB applicants, and in 184 
cases, emntoyers canceled jobs 
before NAB apidicants got 
there.

Francis QuUIan, senior vice 
president of Prudential Insur­
ance Oo., and the Newark NAB 
director admitted, "We've start­
ed slowly."

"The largest single reason," 
he said, “ Is thait employen have­
n’t lowered their hiring stand­
ards to the point where the peo- 
ide we are trying to place can 
be faired."

Quillan also said that "we 
haven’t been too happy with 
placement efforts. "More em­
phasis must be placed on going 
out and rounding up people— 
just sitting in offices and wait­
ing for them to come In is not 
enough."

"Another problem is that an 
emiteyer will pledge, say, 10 
Jobs In his plant hut when the 
employment service contacts 
the employer they find the skills 
required tor the openings are 
more than the hard-core imem- 
ployed have. The problem here 
Is in educating employen as to 
Just what the faard-«ore tmem- 
p'oved are.”

In Cleveland, NAB offlclalB 
have found that some Job open­
ings can’t be filled.

"Many of the Jobs offered are 
the type you have difficulty fill- 
hig at any time,”  one NAB f a ­
cial said. "Car washers tor ex- 
ample are in greet demand, but 
it isn’t a popular Job."

In Philadelphia, Charles Con­
nolly, assistant director of the 
NAB operation, sedd “ of oourae 
we have some people who turn 
Jobe down."

"The price may not be attrao- 
tlve—they don’t want to wotfc 
tor $1.60 or $1.80 an hour. And 
we Just can't seem to motivate 
them to take these kind of Jobs. 
They think a meaningful Job 
starts at $2 or $3.60 an bour,̂  
even if they are unskilled and 
Inexperienced."

Baltimore’s NAB director, 
Robert S. Glnsburg, blamed the 
welfare system.

"The welfare and unemploy­
ment insurance Is running a 
bkxtdy battle wMh us," he said. 
"There’s no Incentive to week."

He said that for many of the 
hard-core unemployed, the 
choice is between staying at 
home and getting $57 a week in 
compensations or taking a Job 
that pays $1.60 an hpur.

Because of transportation dif­
ficulties, ndariy 26 per cent of 
Jobs offered .by industry through 
NAB in FhUadelphia have gone 
unfilled, Connolly said, particu­
larly when the plant is in the 
suburbs.

"It’s tough to recruit a peraon 
to take one cf these Jobs be­
cause of the eiqiense snd tima 
to get there," he said, "even 
though they are pretty gcxid Jobs 
and have some future."

Similar problems were report­
ed In Detroit and In Beatimore 
where Glnsburg noted: "Bome 
applicants can't read or tntte.
