The Wilbur Cross Highway 

wlH be a six-lane divided high­
way beginning at the Mile HUl 
lUI. intersection and continuing 
to the Massachusetts border, ac­
cording to state highway plan- 

. nlng chief brael Resifikoff.
Also beginning at the Mile HUI 

Rd. intersection is a proposed 
four-lane limited access truck 
or commercial -highway which 
would roughly parallel the exist­
ing widened highway.

The highway would narrow at 
this point from the eight lanes 
which will run through Vernon. 
The plans 'nave not besn approv­
ed yet by the Foderol Highway 
Department, the highway plan­
ner pointed out. The truck route 
Is tentative pending a federal 
decision.

Widening of the highway 1s 
, slated for completion by 1975, he 
noted. The 1972 date now placed 
on the project will not be mat.

The highway plans were un­
veiled at Isot. night’s meeting of 

.the Planning and Zoning Oom- 
mission. Local officials includ­
ing PZC members, members of 
tho Industrial Commission, 
First Selectman Ernest Vlk and 
Town Counsel Robert King hud­
dled with a battery of state of­
ficials to discuss various aspects 
of reicnlng land along the Wil­
bur Cross.

State officials ottendlng the 
meeting included Resnikoff, Ros- 
coe Talbot, Industrial agent of 
the State Development Commis­
sion, and Michael Duffy of the 
State Department of (Jonimunity 
Affairs. •

AddMoaol • Aooeos
Resnikoff dominated the meet­

ing aa attention waa devoted to 
etudylng the effeeto of the pro­
posed highway idons on the 
town'a development It was the 
flrat opportunity local offiotals 
had to examine the highway 
-plane affecting Trifamd.
I Preaent acceeeee end Inter- 

YVhangee would be retained on 
the afac-Iane highway. Additional 
i^ e s s  acroas the highway will 
M  provided by either under-or 
!oveipaaaas In the vlcliilty of 
Raed and M t Spring Rds. and 
a t the Old Oathole Rd. Mgh 
jachool alte. While acoeea to the

truck route would be limited to 
the preaent Interehongoa, the in- 
town traffic could cross over by 
a oeriaa of over-or undarpoosea.

TTm  PZO pointed out the rapid 
growth of the town alnce the 
highway waa oonatrueted whan 
the town averaged about 3^00 
people compared to about 7,600 
now. The highway outa ttie town 
in half throughout its entire 
Icngtii.

Raonlkott pointed out that In- 
duotrial {donnera Xka a  location 
along a highway, wltbout neoes- 
aarily haring acoeaa to the high­
way.

He recommended' the town 
conotruet a  paraXal aooeaa road 
to a certain area and develop an 
hiduotrial Pork location In a 
cluatered area.

He further recommended 
chistor aontaig o f atMiriolona 
and the eXmlnation, of housing 
construction along major pub­
lic roodo. Ho cited the bad ef- 
tecta of driveways which emp­
ty out onto main roads as "cre­
ating a traffic turbulence."

The State Highway Depart­
ment will retain a  tOD-toa/t buf­
fer zone area around highway 
interchongea on the expanded 
highway, also to prevent "traf­
fic turbulence" created by the 
location of gaa ototiona end oth­
er commercial areoa too clooe 
to the highway aoeeas point.

The proposed truck bi^iway 
would benefit the town’s indua- 
trial planning position, but 
might cause noise or other prob­
lems near the Mth school.

TTie high school wlU be locat­
ed between the two highways. 
Resnikoff suggested town of­
ficials require the highway de­
partment to install retaining 
waBs near the site which would 
help deaden the nglse eminat- 
Ing from the highway.

The school's natural location 
on the top ot a  hill will deaden 
much of the noise. Oontour of 
the land, not the existence of 
treee in a buffer ' area, will 
deaden highway arise, accord­
ing to the highway {danner.

The truck highway if built ac­
cording to the {dans shown last 
night will not disturb the Tol­
land Green, although Crandall’e 
P<md might fall victim to the 
highway.

Me Fiona far Oreea
The highway d^iartnient has 

no idons to widen or alter any 
of the state roads on the Green 
or directly leading into tiie 
Green, according to Resnikotf, 
who looked the area up in the 
department’s eight-year plan of 
opexation.

R1 196 will remain untoudi- 
ed except fmr an area around the 
Immediate proposed Inter­
change.

A relooatlng and reriaiiig of 
the Leonard’s Ootner inter­
change (R t SO) Is Included In 
the eight-year plan, as U the 
proposed reaUgnli« of MUe Hffl 
Rd. (R t 81) from Fteh and 
Game Rd. to the Ooventry Une.

Resnikoff further recommend­
ed the town inveoUgate eo- 
tahBahing  a oyafem ot linear 
parks akmg the widened high­
way elnallar to efforts being un­
dertaken in Manchester along 
the new Rt. 6.

This idan would prorido se­
lected attractive ristos to high­
way users and would “preserve 
the quality of living,”  he ex­
plained. Federal and state 
funds are available for this 
purpose, he noted.

The State Hl^iway D^wrt- 
ment would prefer tbe town ont 
rezone the land aa industrled un­
til aiRer it oompletea Its sequl- 
riti&n of land tor the proposed 
widened highway, accord l^  to 
Resnikoff.

Inquiries made to the Indus­
trial Commission, however, have 
instituted the PZC*s present in­
vestigations of the' reaonlng poa- 
aibilitiea before development of 
the area takes place.

State development Industrial 
agent Rosooe> Talbott met with 
mem ben of tbe local Induatrlal 
Development Oommisalon at 
the end of the meeting to dis­
cuss the effects ot the highway 
development on the industrial 
picture imd other aspect] of 
the neceesarily confidential In­
dustrial development scene.

Swimming Pool Chemicals 
Prompt Hazard Warning

Legal Aid Agency Raps State
The South Windsor Fire De­

partment has iaeued a warning 
to reeldente who use swimming 
pool ofaemlools.

Every year many ooeldents 
occur because of the improper 
use and storage ot those obem- 
iools. Many pool chemicals, 
such os calcium hypochlorite, 
ore ordinarily stable and non- 
combustible. When moistened 
.or mixed wltii moot acids, how­
ever, they become very reac­
tive end powerful oxidizers. 
Then they con and do produce 
fires and or dangerous gases.

Fire CUef FhlUlp Cromble 
thus urges oB reoidents to ob­
serve the fonawbig precautlona 
when using swimming pool 
riiemlcols. The product Isbri 
should be read fuid directions 
ahraya followed exactly. The 
riiemloals ebould be kept In a 
cool, dry, arell-venul^ted place. 
AU containers ohould be kept 
tightly closed.

To use the chemicals, one 
should have a dean, dry scoop, 
auch as a porcetaln or enamel 
ciq>, a glaas container, or a 
metal spoon. .

The d iy  chemical should be 
dtesolved in plain water. Never 
pour the water over the chem­
ical, alwaye pour the chemical 
into the water, with constant 
atlrrlng.

All foreign material, such as 
detergent, duet and paper, must 
be kept from falling. Into a con­
tainer of calcium hypodilorite. 
Such oontamination may result 
in fire of great Intensity.

AH eplHed material ebould be 
disposed of tonmedietoly by 
flushing with large omounits^of 
water. Rhwe empty oontalnera 
tboreugbly beftoe .dlecardlng.

Wash hands before end after 
handling tbe chemicals. Don’t 
use cloth glovee; if tbe fabric 
should become impregnated 
wMh tiie chemical, apontaneous 
Ignition could occur.

Avoid contact ot the chemical 
with eyes or skin. Should con­
tact occur, flush the area inune- 
dlatdy with plenty o f free flow­
ing water for rapid dBatlon.

The letters Illustrate the 
agency's difficulties In obtain­
ing 10 c(q>les ot the Welfare 
Manual, despite its offer to pay 
the costs incurred. The copies 
would be used by the tO offices 
of the agency In the state

The agency maintains it is 
"imperative that legal services 
lawyers have immediate and 
ready access to the Welfare 
Manual in order to properly 
serve our clients."

"In no other strea of the law 
are we forced to attempt to ad­
vise clients without benefit of 
complete access to tho rules and 
regulations," Berwald main­
tains.

The request was denied by 
Commissioner Shapiro who 
claimed the existing two sources 
of the manual material are 
"readily available to the agen­
cy ," including one at the Wel­
fare Department's district office 
in Norwich which "Interested 
people may come in and re­
view.”

The second source, according 
to the commissioner, is the lo­
cal welfare officials, although 
he admitted not all take advan­
tage of their right to receive 
copies of the manual.

He further cited "difficulty 
in producing enough manuals 
for our own staff. The manual 
is voluminous and the printing 
and assembling, particulariy 
the assembling of this material 
is a very time consuming and

costly procedure. The fact that 
you offer to pay for this Is not 
the aoluUcR.’ ’

“ We have had to' refuse other 
groups In addition to Legal 
Service lawyers," the commis­
sioner explained. ,

The commissioner’s decision 
was appealed to Governor 
Dempsey by Berwald, seeking 
“ final executive reriew of the 
Commissioner’s action."

"A  majority of our clients 
are members of the public as­
sistance clasa,’ ’ Berwald wrote 
the Governor.

“The problems presented 
often are directly concerned 
with the action of the State 
Welfare Department,”  he con­
tinued. “ We cannot properly 
serve these cHenta without com­
plete and unfettered access to 
the manuals."

"It is absurb to tell lawyers 
that they should use the agfency 
whose action they are question­
ing as their source of policy In­
terpretation," the agency coun­
sel pointed out.

He reminded the Governor, 
“ Modern piinclides of law place 
the protection ot the right of a 
sizeable class of citizens above 
the possible added expense or 
Inconvenience to the govern­
mental body."

"The project direotora have 
offered to defray any costs of 
printing, collating and mailing. 
There is no vaildty to Mr.' Sha­
piro’s position," the letter said.

Governor Dempsey backed up 
Oonunlsakmer Oiaplro’e de­
cision in a letter sent to Beiv 
wald July 25.

“ It appears to m e," the Gov­
ernor stated, "that Oommlssion- 
er Shapiro has a point which is 
well taken when he says that if 
a wider distribution of the 
Manual were to be made, the 
number of persons and agen­
cies, attorneys representing wel­
fare clients and others, who rea­
sonably could request that tiiey 
be provided with coplea would 
be so large that an unmanage­
able situation would develop."

A subsequent appeal to Gov­
ernor Dempsey waa filed on 
July 30 by program president 
Paul A. Heller, backing up Bar- 
ivald’s requests.

Only W ay To Peace In Vietnairt
Is-H anot quleUy scaling down its war 

effort? Searching anxiously for some 
signs o f the "reciprocal action" whicb 
President Johnson demands in return 
for lim iting and Anally halting, the 
bombing of North Vietnam, som e Am eri­
cans have planted to the absence of 
rockets over Saigon in tbe past month. 
The rate of infiltration from  the North 
h«ji also fallen to ita level of before 
M arch 31, when President Johnaon order­
ed the lim it to the bombing. It la thought 
Hiat more than a  quarter o f the North 
Vietnamese regular uiHis in  the South 
have also been withdrawn.

But reading the signs frosn Hanoi is a 
notoriously in exact science. If iiressure 
has eased in Saigon, it is building  up 
around Da Nang. "W e are talking about 
actions next week and we donft have 
any evidence of that," Mr. Dean Rusk 
said on Tuesday abowing imderstandable 
caution. MWtary aources in Vietnam now 
predict a new attack on the towns this 
month or next. M r, Rusk was on less 
firm  ground in demanding that Hanoi 
should spell out in advance how it would 
respond to a halt in the bombing. Hanoi 
has already said what it would do: it 
would proceed to negotiate. W ere the 
Americans winning the war, they would 
be in a position to insist on the way It 
waa ended. But the war is a stalemate, 
and can be ended only by step-by-atep 
concesalons.

The American search for reciprocity 
has begun to look artificial. By Indtcat- 
ing that almost any recogniaable act of 
restraint might be acceptalde, various 
American spokesmen have given the im ­
pression that their need was diplom atic 
rather than m ilitary. But the main argu­
ment for stopping tbe bombing now is 
that no other way forward is In sight. 
At the Honolulu talks much emphasis 
was^ placed on the "Vletnam isation’ ’ o f 
the war effor.t leading to progressive 
disengagement by the Americans while 
the war goes on. But this is an illusion. 
The South Vietnamese are scarcely more 
oapaUe of Aghting tbe war alone than 
they were three years ago. The only way 
towards peace la by negotiating wlUi 
Hanoi, “rhe Americans must now kbow 
they aerlously want this, by atopirfng the 
bombing.

MIAMI BBIAiCH—When he ar­
rived in this convention city late 
last week, Rep. James Gardner 
of North Carolina im mediately 
sat down to coffee with three 
delegates from  Florida and be­
gan explaining why Gov. Ronald 
Reagan would make an exceUent 
nominee for Preslcient.

The slgniAcanco of this cof­
fee break is that Gardner, Re­
publican candidate for Governor, 
was at the moment ofAciaPy un­
committed and expected by 
Richard M. Nixon’a forces to be 
on their side when the name of 
North Carolina is called on the 
roll.

What remains to be seen is 
whether Gardner will forcefully 
spread the Reagan gospel In his 
own North Carolina. I f he does, 
Reagan delegate collectors hope 
for a m aforitv of the 28-vote 
delegation w hl(^ barely two 
weeks ago seemed almost tmanl- 
moiisiv for Nixon. But by cru­
sading for Reargan he risks sup­
port in hla gubernatorial race 
from  pro-Nixon RepuUicans, in­
cluding the state's other two Re­
publican Congressmen, James 
Brovhill and Charles Jonas.

What Jim Gardner does In 
North Carolliia by itself w ill not 
decide whether Nixon can 
achieve the Aral ballot nomina­
tion he is aiming at and now 
seems on the verge of getting. 
But several slmtlar, intense lit­
tle battles between Nixon and 
Reagan, mainly in the Skmth, 
are wiiat the 1968 convention is 
all about.

That reduces the dispirited 
and something less than effi 
dent camna'gn team of Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller to largely a 
spectator’s role. His entire strat­
egy Is now simply to pray that 
Reagan’s Southern iRcurstons 
and a  handful of favorite sons 
will stop Nixon on the Prst bal­
lot, opening up a convention of 
maneuver where anything can 
hanpen.

On paper, the prospects for 
s h y in g  Nixon arc poor. South­
ern state Republican chairmen, 
Nixon boosters to the man, met 
privately Friday at Hie Fon­
tainebleau Hotel. After oompar- 
Ing notes, they came to the con­
clusion that Dixie defections to 
Reagan hod been held to 69 (out 
of 881 Southern delegates). If 
that score holds, Nixon will walk 
into a Arst ballot nomination.

TTie only slim reason for 
doubting the claims ot such 
competent professionals is the 
posslbllHy that F. Clifton White, 
Reagan’s master ddegato dias- 
er, has secreted enough Reagan 
boostera in Nlxm delegations 
under the eyes of the regulars— 
a distinctly Improbable feat. 
Only then can the state chalî  
men’s delegate counts in such 
battleground states as North 
Carolina, Texas, Georgia, Ala­
bama, and Florida prove to be 
erroneous.

In Texas, for example. State 
Chairman Peter O’Donnell has 
informed national Nixon dele­
gate counters that Ret̂ gan will 
get 12 to 16 of the state’s 66 dele- 
frates at most. Reagan forces 
are counting 26 to SO. One aide 
or the other Is guilty of self-de- 
cqiiUon.

Outside the South, Reagan 
and Rockefeller forcM mqit 
hope for more favorite sons than

originally expected to deny 
Nixon enough votes for a  Arst 
ballot win. Their best news late 
last week cam e from  Kansas 
and Hawaii.

McDUl (Huck) Boyd, Natfon- 
al Committeeman from  Kansas, 
is determined to cast all 20 
Kansas delegates for Sen. Frank 
Carlson, the state’s beloved re­
tiring Sm atoi^-deprivlng Nixon 
of some 10 votes. Whether Cari- 
aon, a Nixon supporter, w ill go 
along with thia arrangement la 
questionable.

Sim ilarly, Rockefeller and 
Reagan forces want HawaU to 
cast its 14 Arst ballot votes for  
Sen. Hiram Fong (another Nix­
on man) as a favorite son and 
have a better than 60-60 ciumc* 
o f getting their wish.

The m ost important favorite 
son of all, however, remains 
Gov. Jam es A. Rhodes o f the 
58-member Ohio delegation. A 
secret preconvention Ohio p<^, 
commissioned by state Republi­
can Chairman John Andrews, 
shows Rockefeller markedly 
stronger than Nixon in the state. 
That buttreasea Rhode’s plan to 
stay uncommitted for a ballot.

But despite the favorite sons, 
Nixon will win going away on 
the Arst ballot if he holds the 
South against Reagan.

Although Nixon has started to 
make selective telephone calls 
to wavering driegates, he has 
leA his Southern Aank enttre- 
ly in the hands o f native South­
erners led by Sen. Strom Thur­
mond of South Cartrilna. Thus, 
his debt to these Southerners 
for winning the nomination 
would be Immense, and they are 
already talking about how to 
coUect it.

Assailed at Hearing

The complaints wore directed 
toward exMUig gravel removal 
operations along the road and

DqFtapo.

Others questioned the ability 
of toe "bone and buggy day 
road" . to acoommodate toe 
heavy truck trafflo which is 
generated by toe gravel backs.

They pointed out the road is 
18 feet wide and overgrown.
