McGovern Announces Bid 
To Oppose HHH, McCarthy

A nicceaslon of ttiunderstorms

"the moat talented and passion­
ate political leader of this gen­
eration,” McGovern said he 
would have been nominated, 
elected and become "one of our 
truly great presidents.

The senator aaid he had not 
sought the endorsement of Ken­
nedy’s widow, Ethel, or his 
brother. Sen. Edward Kennedy,

sures of 1968, and I  would not 
anticipate anything other than 
their quiet understanding of 
what it is I  seek to do.”

DETROIT (AP) —  Those 
flVe-year or 80,000-mlle warran­
ties on new cars may go the 
route of the rumble seat with 
the introduction of the 1669 mod­
els.

If you do get a warranty it 
might cost extra. And it may 
have a deductible feature, like 
auto insurance.

Insiders report the automak­
ers would like to get rid of these 
warranties altogether. Some be­
lieve they’ll do Just that.

If the 6-60,000 warranty on 
power trains goes by the 
boards, the automakers would 
extend the 24-month or 24,000- 
mlle guarantee that applies to 
the rest of the car to the power 
train—the engine, transmission, 
drive shaft, wheels and bear­
ings.

Figuring in the debate on the 
6-50,000 elimination is the fear 
that tills, coupled with Mgher 
prices for.the cars, might set off 
a  loud howl by critics, particu­
larly those in Congress.

General Motors, Ford, Chrys­
ler and American Motors refuse 
any comment regarding elimi­
nation of the 6-50,000 warreinty 
or a rise in prices, except to say 
they will announce their deci­
sions when new models are in­
troduced in early September.

Customers complain of 
iodic check-ups necessary 
keep the 6-60,000 guarantee

per­

force, and of having to get cer­
tificates of service should they 
get a check-up at a service sta­
tion instead of a  dealer.

Dealers complain check-ups 
cause Jam s in their service de­
partments, inundate them with 
paper work and, additionally, 
that they’re not always fully 
compensated' by the companies 
for required repairs.

On its 1903 luodels, Chrysler 
started the 6-year or 60i,000-mile 
guarantee, covering only the en­
gine, transmiaalon and drive 
shaft.

With advent of 1967 models, 
everyone had matched tti5T origi­
nal and had gone on to extend 
power-train coverage to the sus­
pension system, water pump, 
steering gear and linkage, 
wheels and wheel bearings.

As late as 1660, the industry’s 
warranty was for 90 days or 
4,000 miles, wMriiever came 
earlier. TMs applied to the 
whole veMcle.

Ford came up in 1061 with a 
24-month or 24,000-mile guaran­
tee on Lincoln Continentals, and 
made tMs standard on all 
Ford's 1063 models,

CXirysler and GM went to a 
12-month or 12,000-mile warran­
ty In 1961, then Chrysler rocked 
the Industry in 1963 by introduc­
ing the 6-year or 50,000-mlle 
warranty on the power train 
and continuing Us 12-12,000 on 
the rest of the car. In 1067 
Chrysler added the 24-month or

24,000-mlle guarantee for the 
rest of the car.

American motors and GM 
Joined Ford in extending to the 
24-24,000 coverage In 1963. These 
three got to toe 6-year or 60,000- 
mUe power-train warranty on 
1667 models, continuing the 24- 
24,000 warranty on other compo­
nents.

Originally a veMcle was cov­
ered until It was 6 years old or 
had g;one 60,000 miles, regard­
less of the number of owners.

But a  cutback on this beg;an 
with the introduction of 1998 
models. Only the original own­
ers of 1968s are covered for 
free. A second owner must pay

WASHINGTON AP —' Former 
President Dwight D. Elsenhow­
er already has survived twice 
as many heart attacks as nor­
mally would be expected to kill 
a man, statistics show.

This was learned Friday as 
Eiseitoower’s doctors reported 
toe 77-year-old Hve-ator Army 
generti was gaining strength 
and was In excellent spirits 
three days after suffering his 
sixth heart attack since 1955.

He was still classified, howev­
er, as critically ill.

Eisenhower has suffered three 
of his heart attacks in the past 
3^ months which puts him In a 
statistical category wherein re­
liable figures survivors are not' 
available.

The U. S. PubUc Health Serv­
ice’s National Heart Institute 
said toat based on statistical ev­
idence “ it appears that the third 
heart attack Is most often fa­
ta!.”

A spokesman tor the Institute, 
added however, that some In­
stances have been reported of 
people surviving “ many”  at­
tacks, even beyond six. But the 
apokeaman said he was tmaUe 
Jo document any.

Smith Reffime Ruled Legal

32 A frican  Nationals 
Sentenced to D eath
SALISBURY, Rhodesia (AP) 

— Tblrty-two African national- 
lata were sentenced to death In 

,, Salisbury’s High Court Friday 
after a Judge ruled for toe first 

'  toat Prime Minister Ian
Smith’s brsahaway regime ia lo- 
■ally In power.

The ruling by Justice Harold

Davies was expected to trigger 
■ome resignations from the sev- 
eivjudge High Court which had 
token the position Smith’s re­
gime was the government' in 
foot, though not legally.

The natlonalista, who chanted 
and eang after sentence was 
passed, were convicted of pos­
sessing weapons in violation of

the government’s Law end Or­
der Act. They contended the law 
was Invalid because Smith’s re­
gime was In power Illegally.

Smith end his white-rule fol- 
lowens declared Rhodesia’s In­
dependence from Britain in 1965 
to prevent the government from 
coming into the hands of the 
country's block majority.

Although he gave toe national­
ists the death penalty—manda­
tory under the law—Davies said 
he woidd recommend mercy for 
them in a report to government 
authorities.

But their defense attorney 
said the Judge’s decision would 
be challenged In an appeals 
court, probably ivext week.

Male And Or Female

It's getting harder than ever these 
days to tell tbe girls from the boys, 
what with the long hair and the exotic 
clothes, the Jewelry, and other acces­
sories. And now comes a new decree 
from the Equal Employment Op­
portunity Commission wUeb is design­
ed to bhir the distinctions even more.

Starting Dec. 1, nesrsp^iers srill be 
forbidden to designate Job opportuniUes 
in the classified ad columns under the 
listings “ Ifale" and "Female." This, the 
commission says, violates the 19M Civil 
Rights law because it discriminates on 
the boots of sex. The alternate is sim­
ply Hating the opportunities by Job 
dassifleation without reference to male 
or female.

The Intent of tbe Civil Rights Law 
is Just and proper; Tbe Record respects 
the end, but the means, as it applies to 
claaatfied advertising, borders on the ab­
surd and the impractical. There are some 
occupations which, by their nature, are 
suited to one sex and not to another. 
Men do not make good actreesec, but 
they do all right aa nurses — on the 
men's ward. Women do not do well as 
foundry workers or fire fighters or night 
watchmen, but there is no reason why 
they cannot be accountants, draftsmen, 
or hair dressers. ,

In the long run, custom and personal 
ability will decide whether a man or 
a woman will get tbe Job. Thla is ap 
parently the basis of the Equal Em- 
plojrment Opportunity Oommiadon's 
thinking. The Commlssloo’s new ruling 
will place the burden on the empdoyer; 
It will, in a measure, diminish the use­
fulness of the classified ad sectloiv to 
the extent that anyone looking for a Job 
will have to screen all the Ustings in­
stead of finding them separated for him 
Into Job listings suitable to males and 
females.

Hie Record has been in agreement 
with the spirt of the Civil Rights Law; 
it has listed many Job claasifications 
as "Male or Female." When the new 
regulation goes Into effect in December, 
The Record will be happy to comply 
with whatever is required. It does seem, 
though, that eliminating claasificatlon of 

’ the Job tidings by sex imposes an un­
necessary inconvenience upon the Job 
hunter without affording him any addi­
tional imitectlon, since the decision of 
whether to Wre or not to hire Ilea 
with the employer.

One thing the new regulation does is 
to certify the usefulness ot classified 
ads, not only to employers and Job hunt­
ers, but also to anyone who wants to 
buy a car, sell a horse, rent an apart­
ment, or give away a Utter of kittens. 
All In all, classified ads serve so many 
purposes and fill so many needs, tbat 
we hate to see their usefulness diminish­
ed, particularly when there Is no Issue 
of legality or discrimination Involved.

Highlights Campaign

Accurate weather prediction 

tor a five-day period is the im­
mediate goal ot meteorologlstB 
when (he new weather satdlUes 
become operational.

Since TIROS 1 was laun^ed 
Apufl 1, 19M, more than a mil­
lion photographs of leather 
formatione have been relayed 
back. These pictures provided 
the meteorologist with informa­
tion he could use not only to 
predict Immediate weather but 
also to make long-range fote- 
caats.

The first 10 TIROS satellites 
were launched from 1980 to 1965. 
Beginning In 1966, the TTROS 
Operational System ('F06) satel- 
Ittes (or the Environmental 
Science Service Administration 
(E9SA) were launched. In­
formation from these is fed in­
to computers to forecast weath- 

' er. Today, torecaste for wide 
areas of the earth are ttansmlt- 
ted from the SuUland, Hd., 
center.

The United States haa also 
orbited the Nimbus, a researdi 
and techntriogy weather satel­
lite. 'Ihe first two were success­
ful, but the third was destroyed 
when the launching vehicle mal­
functioned. A fourth Nlrntnis is 
scheduled for 1969. But the real 
hope for operational weather 
satelUtes Ues with the new 
TIROS M series slated for 
launch In 1969.

The TIROS M aeries of six 
satelUtes will coot approximate­
ly gio million exclusive of 
launchcosts. The first will be 
lancbed for (he National Aero­
nautics and Space Administra­
tion (NASA) and the remaining 
five wlU become part of the 
ESSA operational system.

The TTROf* M series spans 
the history of the evolution of 
weather satellites. The first 
TIROS satellites were spin-sta  ̂
bilized to maintain an orienta­
tion In space whUe the earth 
rotated under it  'TIROS could 
thus teke pictures of the earth 
for only 20 per cent of the time, 
and the first three »a tellies 
yielded sporadic data during 
their lifetimes. The ninth 
TIROS, a sptoning wheel config­
uration with'enbanced magnetic 
attitude and spin control 
devices tbat held tbe satellite 
on station, was placed in a sun- 
synchronous near-polar orbit to 
provide full earth coverage. 
The current ESSA satelUtea are 
all of this type and can provide 
weather data from all parts ot 
the earth. The ESSA sateUltes 
have exhausted the technology 
lavished on them and the next 
generation is now being fabri­
cated.

Abraham Schnapf, TTROS- 
TOS program manager, indi­
cates that TIROS M will not 
be the spinning wheel configur­
ation. It wiU weigh approxi­
mately 700 pounds, double the 
weight of the first weather satel­
lites. It will look like an egg- 
crate with (ana, meaauring 10k- 
10x16 inches. An 866-mile- high 
polar orbit with a 113-minute 
period will mark its path and 
the satellite wUI rotate once per 
orbit to keep Its sensors al­
ways pointed toward earth.

The satelUte will be sUbillzed 
using RCA’s SUbUlte momen­
tum flywheel which spins at 
about 160 r.p.m. 'The effect of 
the flywheel 1s equivalent to 
having the sateUite spin. in 
this fashion the satellite’s orien­
tation will always be main­
tained In an attitude desired by 
scientists.

\

TIROS M embodies the best 
features of all previous weath­
er satellites, thereby giving it 
great vemtility. It wUl be 
able to perform the mission of 
two of the present ito A  series. 
A redundant Advanced Vidicon 
Camera System will offer 
a higher resolution than the 
earlier TIROS wide-angle cam­
eras for global readout to the 
National Ehivironmeiital Satel­
Ute Center at Suttland, Md. It 
wUl also have redundant Auto­
matic Picture 'Transmission 
capahUity to relay overhead pic­
tures on a "real time”  basis 
to almost 16 countries equipped 
with over 800 of the readout 
devices for this system.

To provide global nighttime 
picture-taking c a p a b i l i t y ,  
TIROS M WiU be equipped with 
dual high-resolution scanning In­
frared radiometers. Hence, glo­
bal weather observatioas wUl 
be made on a 12-hour rather 
than a 2Ahour basis vrlth a sin­
gle sateiUte. It will also 'carry 
a single, flat-plate radiometer 
designed by the University of 
Wisconsin to measure the 
earth’s heat balance and a solar 
proton monitor developed by 
the api^led i^ysics laboratory 
of Johns Hopkins University 
Program manager Schnapf In­
dicates that even with aU this 
instrumentation, tbe present de­
sign leaves a good bit of vol­
ume (or addlti(K>al improved 
sensors in future launches.

To power the sateUite follow­
ing launch, three 36xS3-inch sol­
ar panels wiU provide up to 600 
watts. The 48 square feet of 
these solar panels wUl provide 
energy (or at least six nmnths 
—the minimum lifetime desig­
nated for thla. system. Thermal 
controller flaps wiU maintain 
the proper temperatures (or the 
electronic components.

It is almost certain that a 
"quantum Jump" in forecast 
capabiUty wlU evolve becauM 
of these new and versatile 
weather satelUtes. Ten yean 
ago, a forecast with a limited 
view of the planet could only 
Indicate that clouds were with 
us and "stiollfln were Ukely 
tomorrow.̂ ' 'l2i(lay, forecasts 
can quantize this Information 
on a global basis so that meter- 
<toglsts can say there Is a "76 

' or 80 per cent chance of rain 
tomorrow.”  Within the next few 
years, these probabilities wlU 
be narrowed for more accur­
ate forecarts.

To do this, however, meter- 
ologlsts must be provided with 
a tremendous volume of data, 
plus the complex computers to 
reduce tills data for forecasts 
as quickly as possible since 
weather information is highly 
perishable.

MUNICH, Oermany (AP) — 
Witnesses to the crash of a Brit­
ish Eagle Airways planes that 
took 48 lives in Bavaria Friday, 
said the jdane seemed to be 
breaking up as it fell to earth.

The turboprop plane, carrying 
vacatloaers from London to In­
nsbruck, Austria, crashed and 
burned next to the Munlch- 
Nuemberg Autobahn* 26 miles 
north of here.

West Germany’s federal avia­
tion agency today began a de­
tailed inquiry Into the disaster. 
No Americans were lifted as 
passengers. ^

A highway maintenance man, 
Sebastian Brandsetter, said he 
saw the plane come down out of 
the clouds. "Almost at the same 
time I  heard an explosion from 
the plane," he said. "Flames 
shot out the rear and It was 
trailing smoke. It started going 
down. The engines were still 
running. I thought it would 
crash into our village, but the 
pilot pulled it Into a curve and 
succeeded in sparing us."

“The plane hit next to the near­
ly deserted four-lane highway 
that was almost immediately 
covered with the burning wreck­
age and fuel.

One piece of wreckage hit a 
car, injuring its driver, Jacob 
Van Arkel, a dutchnuut who 
lives In Munich.

'Hie accident occurred only a 
few hours before the beginning 
of the heavy weekend traffic.

"It was a horrible sight," said 
Josef Wlttman, owner of a gaso­

line station about 500 yards 
from the crash. "Dismembered 
bodies littered the area . . .  it 
was a ghastly sight."

West German Transport Min­
ister Georg Leber sent a tele­
gram of condolence to British 
Transport Minister Richard 
Marsh at the same time he an­
nounced be had ordered an 
Investigation of the crash.

About a third of the passen­
gers were unaccompanied girls 
flying out on a package holiday.

In the night of Dec. 80, 1862 
she foundered in one of the fre­
quent storms off Cape Hatteras

—"graveyard of the AUantic”  
—and sank with the loss of 4 of­
ficers and 12 men out of her 
crew of 63.

TTie location of the "tin can on 
a ahingle" has been a mystery 
ever since. Accounts of her sink­
ing place her location from i  to 
26 miles offshore.
