Fighting Heaviest in Month

Allies Kill 181 Viet Cong
In Four Battles in Delta

SAIGON (AP) — U.8, and
South Vietnamese forces sweep-
ing the southern epproaches to
Salgon killed 181 Viet Cong in
four battles through the rice
paddies of the Mekong Delta,
military spokesmen reported to-
day.

It was the heaviest combat in
the sector in more than a
month,

In one engagement infantry-
men of the U.8, oth Division
amashed into a Viet Cong bat-
talion and killed a third of the
troops before the remainder fled
under heavy: Amenican bom-
bardment. Field reports said
the Americans killed 104 of the
enemy In the fight 21 miles
southwest of Saigon.

The Americans also captured

18 prisoners and 36 weapons.
U.8. casualtics were 16 killed
and 30 wounded.
" After intelligence reports of
about 300 Viet Cong in the area,
helicopters landed more than
1,000 men of the 9th Division in
the wet rice paddy area In an
attempt to set up a cordon
around the enemy force,

During the night, the fighting
tapered off fo sporadic gun
bursts and the swrviving Viet
Cong slipped away. Contact was

reported lost, but the U.B, infan-
trymen continued sweeping the
battiefield.

While this fight was going on
Monday, ot her 8th Division
troops were . battling about 50
Viet Cong five miles to the
north. Thirty-three of the enemy
were reported killed, and two
Americans were wounded.

South Vietnamese headquar-
ters reported that government
troops killed another 44 Viet
Cong soldiers in two fights in
the same general area, Five
government soldiers were killed
and 22 wounded.

The U.8. 6th Infantry Divi-
slon, along with Soutly Viet-
namese units, is responsible for
Salgon's southern defenive per-
imeter. The American Division
has several battallons sweeping
through Long An Province and
has had frequent clashes there
with troops from seven Viet
Cong battalions, Each enemy
battallon in the area ranges in
strength from 100 to 300 men,
according to Intelligence re-
ports, These Communist batta.
lons could be assigned to atlack
Salgon or some key distriet or
provineclal capital,

In Salgon itelf, two damaging

blows to Communist sabotage
plans were reported.

Government agents ralded a
house four blocks from the
sprawling Tan Son Nhut Alr
Base and selzed a munitions
cache containing 11 Chinese aa-
sault rifies, 200 pound of dyna-
mite and 60 rounds of basooka-
type rockets,

Two Vietnamese chauffeurs
assigned to the U8, Military
Command's Pentagon East
headquarters at Tan Son Nhut
were arrested as part of a Viet
Cong sabotage and nssassina-
ton squad.

The Nixon Nomination

On that improbable sunset strip that is
Miami{ Beach, the Republican Party

early this morning rewarded Richard

M., Nixon — for his fealty, his consisten-
cy, and his dedication with the nomina-
tion for the presidency of the TUnited
States.

It was not an unwitting cholce. It was
throught over, talked over, considered
and reconsidered, and yot it could not
be sald that emotion was lacking in the
selection. The delegates know that no
other Republican they could nominate
would be more apt to unite the dissident
Democratic party, the delegatea knew
that probably the polls were right —
that Indeed they were not chosing their
strongest candidate, And yet the cholee
of the convention was the former Vice
President. The Grand Old Party shied
away from the race horses, and opted
for what delegates belloved to he re-
Uability.

Certainly the Republican Party has
nominated & man who has grown in
stature during the interval In which he
has been away from publle office. Al-
though the constant references to the new
Nixon that one was necessary,
it ia the case that on his campaign trail
Nixon has been far more relaxed, a good
deal clearer, and far more confident of
his own abilities, His recognition and
public acknowledgment just in the past
few days that the Commumist world is
no longer A monolith is just one of the
emerging signs that Nixon (s moving
toward — and probably will continue to
move toward the center of thought in
this country.

A Republican candidate for nomination
always shares a special burden. The cen-
tral position within the party is simply
just not that of the nation, and at a
time when great change has tended to
rub raw the passions of those who feel
threatened, the most general of gener-
alities is required to keep all the dele-
gates under a given tent.

The entire Republican convention 're-
flected the make-believe city, In which
the deliberations were held. Unity — &
pepler mache unity — was the theme,
and a good many substantive debates
were papered over. These may well

emerge again. The gathering was in-

many ways an old-time convention, the
kind that Will Rogers once called ‘“The
Fourth of July of American Politics."
The oratory, because of television, was
shorter than it used to be — but not
better. Hardly a phrase that anyone
would remember emerged from the
thousands word that tumbled forth ccross
the alr waves.

Perhaps the memory of Barry Gold-
water's monumental blunder motivated
the speechwriters to be careful. It was
often sald that his miafiring bon mot
“extremism In the defense of Nberty ls
no virtue...” cost him millons of
votes. Whatever, the reason, the
speeches recalled Mark Sulllvar's com-
ment that a keynote address was “‘a
combination of orgtory, grand opera, and
hog calling.” I¢/was, in short, an extra-
ordinarily dull ‘copvention.

The nominee is still to be heard from
and It may be that his address will bring
the convention finally to life. The Re-
publican Party has a reasonably good
chance of winning the election, not be-

A presidontial candidate has seldom
selected o more difffoult task. But the
comeback trail that Nixon has so far
succesafully ridden suggests that he
could with luck finally arrive in the
White House as other than an invited
guest, Even Nixon detractors camnot help
but admire the skill with which the cam-
paign for nomination was conducted, and
the absence of mistakes which was very
much a part of it. That Is probably the
most Iimportant thing that Nixon has
accomplished in his quest for the nomi-
nation; he has shaken off a part of the
loser dimage, & part of the reputation of
being a plastic man, and a part of his
reputation for seeking ultrasimple so-
lutions, Whether this transformation
plants itsélf in the public consclousness
to a greater or lesser degres in the duys
ahead will have much to say about the

It s expeoted that other Im-
portant activist factions, many
of which promote Mao's revolu-
tlonury line In thelr regions, will
also be Instructed to disband

This move, considered highly
significant by analysts here, s
belleved to have been dictated
by moderate Chinese military
and clvilan leaders striving lo
pacify turbulent sectors of the
oountry.

Informed sources report that
the present setback to his revo-
lutionary thrust has so cha-
grined Mao that he personally
summoned five Peking Red
Guard reprosentatives at 8
o'clock In the morning of July
28 and flayed them for thelr
blunders.

Ons report, possibly inflated,
described the aged Communist
delty us having wept as  he
told these senlor Red Guards
that thelr fighting amopg them-
selves was responaible for pro-
voking the widespread trend
towards military rule In China,

At thid stage, however, ana-

lysts here are uncertain whather
the Peking moderates and re-
gional Army commandera oan
aotually restore order — or
whather, as in the past, thelr of-
forta will be thwarted by ex-
tremists whose elffervescence
now acems to have an irrational,
unbridied momentum of its own.

Parallel steps being taken to
curb the ferment lneclude a cam-
paign to deport unruly urban
youths to remots rural reglons,
Peking has also advised
administrations to ''streamline!
thempelves as a way of ousting
disruptive elements,

At the same time, presumably
obeying & nationwide directive,
troops in roubled areas of south
and coastal China are reported-
ly shooting at aotivists realsting
disciplinary measures,
