Russian Space Plan
Seen ‘Pressure Play’

VIENNA (AP)—Isthe Soviet
Union seriously challenging the
giant Intelsat space communi-
cations network with its propos-
al to establish a giobal network
of communications satellites?
Or is it putting pressure on In-
telsat to substitute a one-coun-
try, one-vote policy for Ameri-
can domination?

Beveral hundred space ex-
perts from 73 other nations stud-
fed the Russians' Intersputnik
plan today at the second session
of the U.N. Conference on HEx-
ploration and Peaceful Uses of
Outer Space. Most interpreted
the move as a pressure play,
with the Russians using the
United Nations as a forum.

The Sovieta made their pro-
posal at the conference’s open-
ing session Wednesday In a
message from Promier Alexel

Kosygin. His note, read by the
leader of the Soviet delegation,
A.A, Blagonravov, wished the
conference success and sald:

“In order to better satisfy the
needa of the developed and de-
veloping countries, the Boviet
Union and other Socialist coun-
tries are proposing the creation
of an international communica-
tions sysbem through artificial
satellites based on democratic
principles with total equality for
all its participants."”

The Intersputnik proposal was
dalivered to U.N. headquarters
in New York Tuesday, but the
news had not yet reached Vien-
na, where the sclentists most
concerned were gathered.

had just froed from the colonialism and
imperialismn of Japan and abruptly ap-
propriated the homes and territory of
s mative population and forcibly re-
moved that populstion to another fsland.

Now, 23 years jater, and 10 years after
the Iast nuclear test we condocted at
Bikinl, we are planning to give the na-
tives —there are some 500 people now
Hving on the island of Kili who regard
Bikind as their traditional home —an op-
portunity to return.

There are quite a few things for ua to
do before we can escort the natives back,
The oid village site will have to be cov-
ered with a layer of coral rock, o be
safe aguinst possible radiation there.

But in & lurger sense his choice re-
flects the temper of the nation. There
is o growing disenchantment with the
idea that all that is needed to solve any
problem is a costly federal program. If
the program falls the solution I to spend
more money, In the minds of many,
Governor Rockefeller was & believer in
big spending on a federal level and not
too dissimilar to the present administra-
tion.

The nation also recognizes that there
are things which can only be done at
the federal level. There was a fear that
Ronald Reagan did not understand the
need for any federal programs. Thus

Surprising Rumania

BUCHAREST Rumania i2
underrated. Many people have
been faintly surprised by her
overt support of the Czechs, But
the Internal changes now taking
place are greater than Is ap-
preciated in the West, and the
country’s potentlal, both cul
turally and economically, 1s also
greater.

The chief reason why this iy
so little understood is that for-
eigners living in an official
capacity in Bucharest, ay diplo-
mats or journalists for instance,
are watched very closely and
have difficulty in making
normal contacts  with Ru-
manians. Unfortunately diplo-
mats are as a rule unenterpris.
ing about overcoming the
bureaucratic obstacles 1o -con-
tacts.

Journalists dre more en-
terprising but they do not al-
ways stay long enough In Ru-
mania, they do not alwaya know
Rumanian and in any case the
people. of Communist countries
can be frightened of speaking
-openly to journalists, 80 Ruma-
nis is not adequately reported.

How great s the difficultly?
Making contact in Bucharest
now is harder than it has been
in Moscow 26 years ago or even
15 years ago, And unofficial vi-
sitors, such as [ was recontly,
are allowed more freedom In
Bucharest, and much more free-
dom in the provinces, than s
given to official residents,

Rumania has had an unlucky
history. One of the worst gov-
erned provinces of the Ottomun
Empire easlly became one of
the worst governed countries in
Europe. And after the war Ru-
mania suffered from one of the
worst Stalinlst regimes in the
world,

When the Red Army entered
in August, 1944, thoere were only
about a thousand Communiats In
the whole country, and how
could Rumanin be kept down if
not by cruelty, intimidation and
systematic syping? Thers are
still many reminders of grim
things in the recent past

The Rumunian technique of
resistance, acquired over cen-
turies, s not to fight back only,
but to bow o storms, lke the
reeds of the Danube Della
When the storm s past, the
reeds spring up agaln,

Outside Bucharest one sees
hardly any Communiatl slogans,
and people talk without much
constraint, except In  certain
places where contacts are being
closely watched, The Ruman-
tans have s mocking spirit, par-
ticularly in regard to authority
in any form. "'If you don't know
the way, never ask a policeman
He doesn't know,'' or: "“The
party leaders are our new royal
family."

This is not to say that Com-
munism has done nothing for
Rumania, It has imposed dis-

cipline on an undisciplined peo-
ple and has developed a modern
industry, based on oll and on
the country’s many natural re-
sources.

When the great steel works
now being constructed at Galatx
are compieted, Rumania will be
well on the way to having a
balanced and developed
economy. But the price has been
high.

The average wage s still Jow
and overcrowding s bad, but
the people are wellgrown and
obviously adequately fed. One
sces some hovels but most seem
to be inhabated by Mvestock.
Nowadays the peasants’ houses
generally have their roofs In
good repair. Even a few years
ago one understands that this
was by no means the case,

But now the house are beauti-
fully painted. A Rumanian vil-
lage must use more paint In a
year than s fair-sized Russian
town, and the houses are paint-
ed In very beautiful patterns.
Every house is different, both in
architecture and in decoration.

In the Bukovinae und Northern
Moldavia the peasants have
adapted their traditional archl-
tecture to modern needs. Each
house seems to express the
character of the family that
lives in it and some of them are
gems of micro-architecture. All
of this s startlingly different
from the external umiformity of
the Sovist union and the general
disrepair of soviet bulldings,

such things gave Communism
a bad sturt. No one seems to
want & return of capitalism but
if ahy are interested in Marxist
ideology, I did not hear of them.

And Rumania has & jong front-
ler with her giant Boviet neigh-
bor.

Even if the Rumanian party
leaderahip now felt strong
enough internally to dismantle
more of the controls, It could
be dangerous to go too far too
fast. More could be done even
now, but Rumania, unlike
Czechoslovakia, has little exper-
fence of democracy and it would
be unrealistic to expect Bucha-
rest to become just llke Prague,

At best it will take some years
for the controls to be grad-
ually relaxed. And there may be
setbacks, If so, the reasons will
not be Marxist or ideological
but practical and Balkan.

To write about Rumania with-
out mentloning the Orthodox
Church would be lke wriitng
about Poland or Ireland with-
out mentioning the Catholic
Church. It is never posaible to
be sure how much of a national

““You learn to think of several
different things at one time,”
says Miller, 35, throttling back
o conversational speed. *‘This In
no for anyone with a one-
track’ mind.*

On an ordinary wor X
Miller works five dm:;‘;t dj:‘b.-
In traffic contral, spending from
one to two hours at each one.
Mercifully, a tough job ls usual-
1y followed by &n easier one.

On the 7 a.m.to-8 p.m. shift
one day recently, Miller began
in the radar room. The radar
men sort out the planes, which
show as blps an the radar
screens, and guide them in one
at a tme for an approach to
the airport,

There may be 6070 blips on
the screen at a time at Nation-
al, The radar controliers shuffle
them to keep them at least three
miles apart or separated by a
height of 1,000 feet,

A controller's nightmare is to
see two blipe merge, and then
both disappear from the screen
in the tragic event that both
separations have somehow been
neglected. It has never happen-
ed to Miller, nor to anyone else
ot National since he went to
work there 11 years ago, despite
the recent statement by a labor
representative of the controllers
that overwork is causing an
avernge of flve near-misses n
day at National,

For Miller's first position of
the day, he seltles in front of
a screen to handle approaches
of military aircraft to nearby
Andrews Air Force Base, An-
drews' air space spills over into
National's, so the Nationnl con-
trollers handle approaches for
the military men as well, until
they can turn them over to their
own tower.

It is a soft job this early,
since Andrews traffic does not
thicken until later. In an hour's
time, Miller guides in only four
or five early birds. He puasses
the time with talk and & few
laughs with a coworker.

At 9:80 a.m., he alternates to

another radar screen, this one
handling planes coming Into Na-
tional from the east. Activity
speeds up. Miller's face and
volce remiin calm, but the
jokea stop. His syea are glued
to the screen as he plays a
game of aerial chess in which
the only checkmates are usually
fatal,

“Allegheny 908, turmn left at
two-two-gero,''

“Allegheny #09,"" a volce an-
swemn in his headset, “left at
two-two-zero.'’

‘‘National 425, descend to 6.
000 feet,"”

“National 435" comes the
echo, “leaving seven for six.'

“"Executive Jet 983, you're 13
miles from the alrport on final
approach, contact the tower."

They are angry tons of steel
and combustible fuel loaded
with fragile human bodles,
cruising In a shrunken sky at
better than 200 mph. Inter
spersed with the blg birds are
smaller private planes, not
bound by ground-given head-
ings, avolding other planes by
visual lookout. “We take them
first-come, first-served,” says
the controllers.

Miller informs an airline pi-
lot that he has traffic in a one
o'clock position from him, mov-
ing '‘‘what looks here like south-
east."

Later ., . . “We almost ran
over him/' says the pilot to
Miller, with gentle sarcasm.
““He wns going southwest, not
southeast."

“Well, it Jooked like he was
going southeast on the scroen.'
Miller answers apologetically.

The tension builds and Miller
is giad to give up his seat after
two hours, The tension, the ur-
gency, “it's like that every
day,’”” he says as he drops out
for lunch before moving from
the radar room to the tower for
his next position,

“But It's a funny thing about
this business,'” he says, “‘you
don't find many guys trying to
hand off the tough jobs to some-
one else. The esprit de corps is
such that most guys like the
challenge. The attitude Is more
like, ‘Let me get In there and
see (£ I can clean up this mess'."

Miller starts his afternoon in
the tower with another cushy
Job, checking out flight plan
clearance, then after an hour he
moves fto a position that is
buaier, but not tense. As ground
controller he acts as traffic cop
around the terminal ramps for
planes on the ground.

Another hour passea and he
moves to his tast position of
the day, the hotseat of the tow-
er—jocal eontrol. There he han-
dies all incoming and outgoing
traffic doing the sctual landings
and take-offs.

The mental gymnastics re-
quired to juggle them all bog-
gles the untrained mind. At any
one time the local controller
must have in mind the loca-
tion and future plans of 8-to-10
planes.

NEW LONDON (AP)-A public
hearing spousored by the Con-
nevtiout members of the Dem-
ocratic National OCommittos’s
Resolution Committee became a
forum for the Vietnam war and
related issues Wednesday night,
Expounding anti-war sentiments
of Minnesola Sen. Eugene Me-
Carthy were a Vietnamese na-
tional, Le'thi Mai-Van, and a
Yale history professor, Dr, Mary
Wright.

Foreign troops should be with-
drawn from Vietnam within a
year, and the Vietnamese should
fall back along the 17th parallel,
Mal-Van sald

The Vietnamese people want
"‘peace, coalition and a reunifi-
cation of Vietnam,' she aaid.
Mal‘Van agreed with remarks
dellvered by U.B. Sen, Abraham
Ribicoff at the hearing that
there should be & cessation of
hostilities and free elections to
form a new government.

Ribicoff urged adoplion of a
platform including proposals for
free elections under internation-
al supervision, phased withdraw-
al of American and North Viet-
namese troops, guarantees of
the integrity of former Indochina
states, and provisions for multi-
lateral assistance to regional de-
velopment projeots in southenst
Asla.

Dr. Wright said the United
States had been trapped into n
mistake in Vietnam, and added
its pride was too great In 1965
and 1068 to admit the mistake.

U.S. Having Little Success Math Teacher

And a large part of that prob-
lom is that the Pentagon lan't
even too sure how many Amer-
icans are held by the Commu-
nists. For exchange, of alx
fliers released in recent months
by Communist North Vietnam,
three hadnt even been oom-
firmed as Hanol

Defdnse officials know ‘hout
the 82 men from the USS Pueblo
now held by North Korea in
perhaps the pingle most dra-
matic Incident which resulted
in US. captives. Paul C.
Warmnke, assistant defense sec-
retary for international secur-
ity affalrs, also knows of two
officers—one Alr Force and one
Navy—held by Communist China
after their planes were jost be-
cause of navigational errors.

Warnke is chalrman of what
the ‘Pentagon calls its Depart.
ment of Defense Prisoner of
War Policy Committee. It also
includes representatives of the
individual services, of the Joint
Chiefa of Staff and the Defense
Intelligence Agency.

Even with help from the intel-
ligence community, the precise
number and identities of Amer-
fcans held by Hanol remains
blurred. The latest full casualty
report from Vietnam listed 305
men known to be captured or in-
termed. A relatively few are held
by the Vist Cong. Most are in
North Vietnam,

But another 882 are listed only
as “missing''—the same cate-
gory In which three of the six
released pllots had been listed
until Hanol announced their re-
lease. Families of the three men
—until the Communist announce-
ment—had no way of knowing
whether they were dead or cap-
tured.

Perhaps as many as half of
the number—certainly a large
portion of the 514 Air Force and
110 Navy men carried as missing
—are (n Hanol camps.

Wamke's problem, besides
trying to find out exactly who is
held where, is compilicated by
the fact that in dealing with
each of the three Communist
countries—China, North Korea
and North Vietnam—the circum-
stances are different. They are
even yot different for a fourth
country—Cambodia—which has
on two occasions imprisoned

Americans who were on boats
which wandered into Cambodian
territorial walers,

In a little noticed speech last
week to the Juige Advocates As-
soclation during the American
Bar Association convention in
Philadelphia, Warnke painted
the dimensions of the prisoner
problem. He didn't offer any
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larga ‘ hope that

clared by the International
Committes of the Red Cross.

In the case of the Pueblo
crewmen, Wamke was on dif-
ferent jegal grounds, but  he
Insisted that regardless of the
niceties, ‘‘there can be no ques-
tion of thelr right to humane
treatment and no doubt that
this right has been flagrantly
flouted by the North Korean
government.'

But after all the legal founda-
tion for the U.8. position was
laid, Warnke could hold out Iit-
tle hope for release of the Amer-
jeans, He sald South Vietnam
was treating its prisoners prop-
erly. And lhc best hope he could
afford was that, somehow, this
might move the Communists to
simflar treatment for Ameni-
cans.

A report made by three under-
writers from the New England
Fire Insurance Rating Bureau,
Divigion of Municipal Protec-
tion, now indicates that the
rates In South Windsor may be
lowered.

McCarthy omitted the detalls
of the proposed plank from his
prepared speech when he deliv-
ered it on television due to time
limitations, but aldes sald he

spokesman sald afterwards that
$2 million was realized,

Barller McCarthy released a
list of Democrats and Republi-
cans who he called ‘‘the kind of

U.S. Balance
Of Payments
Is Improved

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.8. balance of payments posi-
tion in the seoond quarter of the
yoar was the best it has been In
two years, the government re-
ported today,

Much of the gain shown by the
tigures was due to special fac-
tors, however, ofticlals said, in-
dicating that the basle situation
was much the same as that for
the firgt quarter,

The dollar drain slowed to
about §150 million during  the
April-to-June quarter.

This was a sharp reduction
from the first quarter, when the
figure was $660 million.

The figures measure the ad-
justed difference between what
Americans and their govern-
ment spent In“dealings with oth.
er countries, and the return flow
to this country from other na-
tions.

While the total deficit for the
two quarters, $810 millon, gave

LAGOS, Nigeria (AP) — With
his troops reported advancing
on Biafra's temporary capital,
the head of Nigeria's military
overnment  today rejected
Ethiopian Emperor Halle Selas-
gie's call for a cease-fire in the
clvil war.

New Poseidon
Missile Flight
Said Success

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla, (AP)
— America's newest missile,
the Navy's Poseidon, shot into
the dawn right on schedule to.
day on {ts malden flight. The
Navy called it & complete suc-
cess,

Carrying & dummy warhead,
the bright silver bird sent a bril-
lant flame from its dryland
launch pad as it left Cape Ken-
nedy at 6:30 am,, EDT. Two
minutes later, Poseldon spun a
pinwhee! pattern as it soared
out of sight.

The terse Navy announgement
five minutes after launch sald
the test moved the Poseldon for-
ward on its schedule to become
part of the submarine fleet by
the early 1070's, One test goal
was covering a distance of 1,000
miles into the Atlantic Ocean.

Poseldon was one of two new,
powerful missiles scheduled for
testing here today, Both were
designed to Improve chances of
penétrating enemy defenses,

Slated to blast off later today
was the Alr Force's Minuteman

Both Poseldon and Minute-
man 3 have specially designed
warhends that can contain sev-
eral bombs and carry comput.
ers to alm them at targets hun-
dreds of miles apart,

The launchings were prepared
amid controversy over whether
the timing would interfere with
efforts of the United States and
the Soviet Unlon to reach some
form of agreement on the curb-
ing of armaments,

turned down a plan for flights to
an air streip on Blafran soil that
would be controlled by the In-
ternational Red Cross.
