The result is the horrible, bateful spec-
tacie jof Soviet Russia and its jackal
sateilites, all of whom would like to
tante froodom themselves, making one
more of history's tragic marches into
Crechoslovakin.

If we were sitting in the seat of power
and responsibility in Russia, we might
not have been able to avold this decisdon,
any more than people holding power In
Washington found themuselves able to
just oft there and p«rmit‘the possible
emergence of an unfriendly regime in
the Dominican Republic.

But ¥ the Russinn lendershiip has any
inteltigence at all, ¢t must have sensed
something of the price Russds ls going
to pay for this act.

In the first place, Russia has now
lost all chance of friendship with Cze-
clwalovakia, and the only real security
Rumsia will have in and from Csechdslo-
vakia in the future is the socurity it
own force can mmintain there, not the
help it could expect from Csechoslovakia
itself.

The manper in which Russia tries to
bind Crachoslovakin tightly to itself
again makes the satellite a Mability and
an ensmy mther than an asset and =
friend.

Secondly, this action gives Rumsia a
black eye in the whole outside world.
The excuse svery big power uses for its
interventions — that the rend and true
and proper leadership of the small na-
tion involved invited such intervention
— I8 an excugse even thimmer than usual
s time. The fact remains legally clear,
as it s morally clear in most inter-
ventions, that this was o case a big
power deliberately viclaling a -
ty. In a combination of imsult and re-
assumnce—as if i were saying &t had
watched and understood our role in the
Dominican affair and conceded us our
vight in our own securily zone, and as
if it were saying its motives and purposes
were as ressonable and limited as ours
-— Russia even gave us formal notifica-
tionr of what it was about to do,

But no thought of historical com-
putm,mmognmmo(thobhpow-
er compulsions upon Rusaia, can lift the
pall this event casts over the world.

WASHINGTON — While offi-
clally taking a hands-off stance,
the Johnson adminisiration s
working furiously backstage to
vindicale its war policy In the
Democratic party platform —
thereby increasing the agony of
Vice President Hubert Hum-

phrey’'s moment of truth on
Vistoam.

That Humphrey would face a
difficuit choice at the Chicago
convention has been obvious all
along. If he does not break with
President Johnson on Vietnam,
he risks a bitter floor fight over
the platform and a divisive
launching of his campaign. ' Ac-
cordingly, Humphrey recently
showed signs of backing a com-
promise peace plank. Those
signa provoked the LBJ reac-
tion.

To sanitize the Vietnam plank
from dovish contamination, Pre-
sident Johnson has called o a
akilled and experienced trouble-
shooter: Charies Murphy, an ad-
visor to the last three Demo-
cratic Presidents. Murphy, who
Inst March resigned as chair-
man of the Civil Aeronautics
Board, has quietly moved into
the White House with the tille
of “counsellor” and the duties
of shaping the platform to LBJ
specifications.

Coinciding with Murphy's ef-
forts has been a barrage of pri-
vate hints dropped  around
Washington by high officials in
the State and Defense Depart-
ments that & dovish plank at
Chicago would destroy chances
for Communist concessionn in
the Paris negotiations.

What makes such Administra-
tion preasure particularly telling
on Humphrey is the divided
state of his own camp regarding
Vietnmumn. While the Vice Presi-
dent and his veleran statfers are
reluctant to split too far from
the Prosident, his newer po-
ltical advisors are bolder,

The two young co-chairmen
of Humphrey's campalgn —
Sens, Waller (Fritz) Mondale of
Minnesota and Fred Harls of
Oklahoms — are doves who
want their chief to bend on Viet-
nam. An ndded dovish influence
is Lawrence ¥. O'Brien, the po-
litleal pro who joined Humphrey
after Robert ¥. Kennedy's
murder,

O'Brien is best known as a
political techniclan but long has
harbored strong views on Viet-
nam. While scrupulously loyal
to Mr, Johnson's war policy as
Postmauster General, O'Brien
privately sent the White Houne
memos advocating deescalation.
Inside the Humphrey camp, O
Brien proposes that Humphrey,
in  effect, let the McCarthy
forces write the Vietnam
~ awolding a floor fight and
beckoning to antl-Vietnam d&s-
senters for post-convention sup-
port.

But O'Brien's strategy is not
universally accepted in the
Humphrey campaign. The in-
fluence on Humphrey of his su-
per-hawkish administrative as-
slstant, Willlam Connell, is not
a8 pervasive as before the ad-
vent of Mondale and Harris but
is stll considerable,

Moreover, some Humphreyite
doves are n bit susplclous of
David Gilosburg, (he suave
Waahington lawyer who with
Harris s handling the platform

for Bumphrey. Ginaburg, hand.
picked last year by President
Johnson to run his riot com-
mission, is a3 much a Johnson
man as a Humphrey man and
has no visible record of dissent
on Vietnam.

Perhaps the greatest obstacle
to Humphrey's compromising on
Vietnam is Humphrey himself.
His late and much lamented
speech to the Cathollc war vet-
erans, a hawkish pronouncement
eradicating weeks of quist
movement leftward, Is explained
by his supporters as a- care of
the Vice President's spontan-
ecously getting carried away by
his audience.

Humphrey alsoc makes clear
he would have trouble swallow-
Ing a platform recommending an
unconditional bombing halt. But
that would not be enough.
Doves on the Platform Commit.
tee insist that the plank make
continued U.8, support of the
Baigon regime conditional on
taking Communista into the gov-
emnmment. No maiter how eu-
phemistically this may be
phrased, it would involve con-
siderable buack-pedalling by
Humphrey.

However, Humphrey's diffi.
culty In compromising basically
may be less a question of sub-
stance than of his personal loy-
alty, often bordering on sub.
servience, o the President. For
example, although recent pri-
vate polls show Humphrey's
identification with Mr. Johnson
might defeat him in November,
the Vice President went to great
lengths in public statements last
week (o clatm great personal
popularity for the Preaident,

Such incidents show that
Humphrey's moment of {ruth on
the platform transcends Viet-
nam, vital though that {haue is.
Whether he compromises n the
face of the Administration's
pressure will test whether he
can really drop his role, deeply
