The Western powers recog­
nised that the resolution would 
be subject to the big power veto 
of the Soviet Union. But they 
hoped for as many aa 18 votes 
—a majority that would have a 
maximum imi>act both on the 
Soviet Union and world opinion.

Danish Ambassador Otto

Bonch Introduced the resolution 
shortly after the Council con­
vened at 11:30 a.m .

In Its main operative i>ara- 
graphs the resolution called tor:

—Affirm  that the political in­
dependence and territorial in- 
te ^ ty  of Chechoslovakia must 
be fUlly respected.

—Oondenm the armed inter­
vention of the Soviet Union and 
other members of the Warsaw 
Pact in the internal affairs of 
Czechoslovakia, and call upon 
those Communist countries to 
take no aotlmi or vlidence or re­
prisal that could result in ttir- 
ther suffering or loss of life.

—Requeat the invaders to 
withdraw their forces forthwith 
and to cease all other forms of 
Intervention In Czechoslovakia’s 
internal affairs.

—Call upon all U.N. member 
countries to exercise their diplo­
matic influence on the Soviet 
Union and tta allies with the 
view ot bringing about prompt 
Implementation of the resolu­
tion.

—Request Secretary-General 
U Thant to transmit the resolu­
tion to the countries concerned, 
to keep the situation under con­
stant review, and to r^xwt to 
the Council on compliance with

SAIGON (AP) — Enemy rock­
ets smashed into the center of 
Saigon for toe first tone In two 
months today snd mortars hit 
more than a dozen other cities 
and alUed Installations In a fifth 
straight day of widespread ene­
my attacks.

Heavy ground fighting also 
was reported at half a  dozen 
points.

Military communiques report­
ed 46 Vietnamese civilians were 
killed and iiT wounded In toe 
rain of more than 600 rockets 
and mortars that hit Saigon and 
cities to the northwest and 
south. A Jai>aneae news corre­
spondent, Tateuo Sakai, S3, also 
waa killed in the Saigon attack, 
becoming the 19th correspond­
ent to die In toe war. Only five 
A m e r i c a n s  were reported 
wounded in toe widespread 
shelUngs.

Two rockets crashed Into the 
National Assembly building In 
downtown Saigon. The explosion 
tore off part ot the roof and 
smashed several windows In the 
Caravelle Hotel, where many 
Americans were sleeping. ’There 
were no reports of any Western 
clviUams being hurt.

An American soldier waa fa­
tally shot In the back while cycl­
ing in downtown Saigon. The 
shooting touched off a running 
motorcycle gun battle that left a 
South Vietnamese otddler andA reaeaiw er for toe National

Dr. Robert M. Hah Jr., Pitts­
burgh dentist and oral surgeon, 
began thinking. In five years 
he has produced a whole nmr 
family of Jetage tools that give 
the modem surgeon the equiv­
alent of a modem handyman's 
easily-used, precision- cutting 
power tools —to replace or 
supplement ancient hand knives, 
drills, chisels and saws.

Twrive thousand surgeons. 
Hall estimates, now use those 
tools in the U.S. and abroad; 
at military bo^dtals; on hos­
pital ships off Vietnam.

The Smithsonian Institution 
paid a rare tribute to Hall by

More often 
than not, however, the vice 
presIdetSlel candidate is chosen 
tor bis supposed help to the 
ticket. John F. Kennedy chose 
Lyndon Johnson in 1980, for to- 
sbance, because the Kennedy 
strategisbi considered the Tex­
as ttectoial votes crucial and 
beoeuBM they thought he could 
help bold the south to line.

But whatever the reasoning 
behind the tradSton, it is too 
thin to stand tq> In tWe new po- 
Htioai era. For the vice presi­
dent has become infinttdy more 
important pcdtUcal figure than 
he has been in the pest. The 
single heartbeat away that he 
symhoUaee has become some­
thing more than Just a phrase.

Thus U was that after Miami 
Beach a queaUon asked by 
many RepiMtoana, admittedly 
unhappy over Richard Hlxon’s 
seleotton of Spiro T. Agnew, was 
why dwuldn’t the oonvenllon R- 
self pick the vice preeidential 
candidate. It Is dlftlcuR to an­
swer the question in the nega­
tive.

However haphaxard the ae- 
lectitm process may be for tiie 
presidential candidate himself. 
It Is Inflnltsly more democratic

than the method for picking a 
running mate.

B  tile convention delegates 
had chosen the vice presidential 
candldatss, the course of recent 
political history might have 
been much different than it was. 
Only once has It bssn tried, and 
that was In 1966 when Adlal 
Stevenson threw the decision In­
to the bands of the delegates 
at Oticago’a Intematkmal Am- 
phltheater. But even in that 
case, many feel that Steven­
son knew ahead of time that 
the delegates wcadd choose 
Estes-Kefauver. And in 1964, 
at Atlantic City, Lyndon John­
son’s  choice of Hubert Hum­
phrey yras the overwhelming 
diolcs qt the ddegates too.

It can be argued, however, 
whether the 1960 Democratic 
convention would have chosen 
Lyndon Johnson, indeed, there 
was a minor rebellion among 
northem liberal siqiporters of 
John Kennedy against hla 
choice. The 1900 Republican 
Convention might well have 
picked Henry Cabot Lodge, as 
Nixon did. But the 1964 dele­
gates most certainly would not 
have chosen William E. Mil­
ler, and the Miami Beach con­
vention almost assuredly would 
have turnM either to John Lind­
say or Ronald Reagan — after 
a good scrap on the convention 
floor.

Which brfiigs us to Chicago. 
What would happen If the Itttty 
nominee, Hubert Himiphrey, 
told the Democratic convention 
to pick his vice presidential can­
didate for him. It la not hard 
to Imagine the delegates ignor­
ing Edward M. Kennedy’s  plea 
to be left out this year, and in­

stead, drafting the Massachu­
setts senator as the No. 2 man 
on the ticket It can be ques­
tioned idiether the senator 
would turn down such a draft 
It certainly would be more dif- 
floutt than Ms decision to re­
ject the vice presidency If It 
were offered to him In the tra­
ditional manner. It would be, 
after all,- a mandate of the party 
Itself.

But no matter udio would be 
chosen, woidd not Humphrey, 
by giving the decision to the 
convention, do much to shed 
back part of his Image that 
labels him as a creature of the 
professional politicians.

The fact that an open con­
vention on the vice j)re8idettcy 
could enliven an otherwise dull 
meeting to almost beside the 
point RTiat to important to that 
miUlons more voters are be­
coming interested In poUtics be­
cause television has brought 
conventions and other political 
processes right into their living 
room.

It to Important tiiat these 
peofrie not be turned off. And a 
patently undemocratic process 
by wMch vice presldenUal can­
didates are now chosen cannot 
help but cause many to feel 
that p<riltics to really the same 
old cynical game It has proved 
to be in the p ^  and that It 
falls to recognise the new needs 
of our times.

Laid to Reducing Pills

ANAHEIM, Calif. — PUlS that 
sre mixtures ot dlgltaMs, atro­
pine, barbiturate, laxatives and 
other Ingredients really take 
the weight off people, ac­
cording to an minoto coroner.

They also kill.
Darrel Holland, the coroner of 

Effingham County, HI., dfr 
scribed 14 deaths In nUnoto that 
resulted from the 
of a series of reducing pills, 21 
In all, that contained such in­
gredients.

As one result of the Invsstli^ 
tlon the manufacturer of the 
pills was forbidden to sell them.

Another result was that the 
coroner’s office came in for 
■ome abuse from peopl® who 
were losing weight on the regi­
men.

Mitny of the patients would 
rather have run the risk of 
death than give up the pills.

"The pills did the Job, an 
right,”  Holland said in an Inter- 
*vlew In Anaheim, where he to 
attending the annual meeting of 
the National AssoclatUm of Cor  ̂
oners.

"One woman said she’d rather 
die of a beUyful of pills than a 
beUyhil oi fat," HoUand said.

He said the people who took 
the pills and got thin "look like 
walking death’ ’ even If they 
didn’t die.

"They didn't have good mus­
cle tone and were a terrible 
errior," Holland eald, "but they 
are thinner."

He said the IHlnoto coroners

linked the deaths because all 
the 14 who died were young, 
fat and on a regimen in which 
they took ao many yellow, so 
many red, so many green and 
other coiore of pills evwtyday.

Seven different piltoof seven 
colors were Involved, contain­
ing laxative, muscle relaxant, 
dlgltalto, a heart stimulant and 
diuretic, HoUand said.

It was the digitalis that 
caused the trouble, according to 
hhn. It changetl the chemical 
balance of the body by causing 
potaeelum depletion. The re­
sulting deficiency eflowed the 
digitalis Itsttf to poison ihs per­
sons taking die plUs.

Holland said 8% mllUon ol 
the plus were seUedby the 
Food and Drug Administration 
after the Illinois investigation.

The coroners’ meeting will 
continue all week. Another 
speaker. Dr. Deane Benton, a 
Santa Ana, Calif., psychiatrist, 
told them Tuesday that in mod­
em society death to a subject 
more avoided in potfte conver­
sation than sex.

LOB ANQELEB (AP) ^Help 
for one of the nation’s great so­
cial .ills—riots in Negro areas— 
may come from the medical 
magic of paychoeomattc thera­
py-

Psyebosomattc — mind-body 
—disease ’ are those caused 
or aggravated by emotional 
stress. Borne conservative au­
thorities place 60 to 70 per cent 
of man’s ailments in this c a t«  
gory. Others go as high as IM 
per cent. Insisting even that 
rats of recovery from wounds 
and injuries to dependent on 
state of mind.

Phgrricians and psychiatrists 
working in clinics set iq> in Loe 
Angeles’ Watts district sfter 
bloody rioting In I860 say physlr 
cal dlssass and emotional stress 
appear to be much higher there 
than In other parte of the city.

They beUeve the {diysical and 
mental ailments contribute to 
each other In a vicious etrels, 
sventuaUy triggering soelologlo 
exploelons of burning and loot­
ing.

Chief among the streises mo­
tivating rioters, the researcheni 
found, were hopelessness and 
sslf-liatred. The cure, thsy say, 
to to give the underprlvUsged 
Negro reason for hope and to 
teach them not to hate them­
selves. TMs would reUevS ten­
sion and reduce the physical 
dtoeasae that cause more stress.

This concept of the tmderiying 
causes of rioting emerged In a 
recent symposium at the Uni­
versity of Callfotnla at Loa An­
geles on "Medicine and the 
M ind."

The symposium, an extension 
program, was organised to give 
the noiq^essional public an in­
sight into advances In treatment 
of psychoeomatic Ills of all 
races. Interviews later devel­
oped the potential of psychoso­
matic therapy in troubled Negro 
areas.

Dr. Charies Wahl, head of 
UCLA’s Division of Psyeboso- 
matio Medlolns, says "few  peo- 
{de yet reaUse the effect our 
thoughts and feslinfls have on 

' our fdiyslcal weU-being, and the 
effect our physical condition has 
on the way we feel. Many times, 
you can’t treat one without 
treating the other.

"It’s a new kind of ‘black 
m agic,’ in a way, because it 
seems to work without reason 
until you examine It deeply. We 
have learned, however, that 
stressee such as fear, depres­
sion and rage cause changes in 
our body chsmtotry which alter 
the functfam of our wgans and if 

, BUttalned oan lead to diseases 
' such as asthma, ulcers, c<dltto 
\ and severe back petins. Dia- 
’ bates, for instance, to almost al- 
‘ ways preceded by a period of In- 
I tense psychic stress."

Dr. Dnitiels D. Haiuen, asstot- 
, ant professor In mkUcine and 
; paycblaibry, says "the higher In- 
i cldence of dtoease In Watts tm- 
I questtonaiUy due to the greater 
I atreaees latder which the Watte 
; Negroes live, depths ol hope- 
, lessness and self-hated which

the avarsge white man can’t 
hnaglna.’ ’

To lUuetrate the power of 
hopeleeeseee ha told of an ex­
periment wtth reta placad in a 
tank of water from which they 
could not escape.

"Within 10 minutes," he said, 
"all the rats gave up and were 
about to drown. One eras Hftad 
out and allowed to catch Ms 
breath, then placed back In the 
water. He swam for 18 more 
houni, buoyed by hope, long aft­
er the others had died.

"Bopeleseneas p l a y e d  a 
strong role In the Watte rioting. 
If everybody who took part in 
the rioting could have been giv­
en a  two week vacation at Lake 
Arrowhead 4n July—and if they 
hadisoma hope o f looidng tor- 
ward to the aama thing next 
year—there would have been no 
rioUng In August of 1966.

"We have summer campe for 
poor children, and that to great, 
but we have nothing  for under- 
prlvtieged adultt.”

Dr. Wahl ett'easad the rola of 
aelf-hatrad. "iFroni the day ha to 
bom the Negro learns to deaplsa 
hto aurroimdinga, his odor and 
himself,’ ’ he eald.

"We have found in talking 
with them later that rtoters baa- 
icaUy hate themseivss more 
than they hate white peofde. 
This may be one reason they 
loot and bum In thetr own dis- 
tn-icte more than In wealthy 

' neighboibooda.
"Riotere are really Just acting 

out their resentments. It lets off 
tteam, temporarily, but It to 
very expensive dum py.

"It would be cheaper to apply 
the psychoeomatic bo
give the Negroes more medical 
and sycfalatrlc cUnica to heal 
thetr physical and mental Hto, 
and better schoola to give him 
hope that he can get out o f the 
ghM o."

Dr. Wahl said projects are un­
der way to compile stattotica on 
the Incidence of physical and 
mental allmants in Watts but 
they hanre not bean completed.

“ Fkom talking wtth doctors 
who are working there, howev­
er, we get a very strong Impres­
sion that the rate to much high­
er there than in wMte areas,”  
he said.

"Extenston of these studies 
into a broad-scale project using 
the peycboaomatic approach 
would ha a great boon to socie­
ty. The current tactics of pro­
viding Jobs and financial assist­
ance are valuable, but psychia­
tric counseling to at least equal­
ly hnpoitant. TMs always 
comes last when funds are 
being alloted, and I think it 
should rank In the first two or 
three orders of importance.’ ’

A Better Security For Nations
There Is no world crisis these days — 

there has been nme In this century — 
which does not sharply point up the 
urgent and vital necessity fOr the would 
to change its system of political life.

The nations of the world must, sooner 
or later, make the same exchange of a 
portidn of their own sovereignty for the 
general safety and security which aB 
the world's lesser pcdltlcal divisions have 
already made to their own states and 
their own nations.

No nation should try to depend on Its 
own military force, or on special mili­
tary alliances, for Its own security.

In such a system, there is little se­
curity of any kind for the smaller nations 
and only a highly dangerous brand of 
security, which always threatens to pro­
duce the very danger H seeks to avoid, 
for the larger powers.

All nations, big and small, must learn 
to find their security in the same source, 
in the same alliance, wtakBi gives its 
protection to big and small alike.

In return for this protection, all nations 
must submit themselves to the same kind 
of law. This has to be an international 
law, a world law, governing the use of 
armed force and guaranteeing the in­
tegrity of individual nations.

There can only be recurrent injustice, 
recurrent tyrannies, recurrent slaugh­
ters, recurrent fuUBties, to any other 
kind of system of world Ufe.

The United Nations, which is today 
debating, with eloquent futility, the Rus­
sian rape of Gsedxislovakla, is the pre­
liminary, outline of the kind of organisa­
tion of law the world must have.

It represents the kind of security on 
which all nations, Mg and small, will 
some day have to learn to depend.

In the United Natiims kind of world 
as it abould be, Russia would not need 
Csechodovakla as a military and politi­
cal satellite, for Russia would be pro­
tected by the very same law which would 
prevent Russia from invading Csechos- 
lovakla.

What we have at the United Nations, 
today, Is an exercise in lamentattons 
over an act a great power rashly and 
foMisfaly considered necessary for Its own 
position of power poHtlcs eecuiity.

What we need to have Is the firm 
surrender to and allegiance to world law 
which Miminates the fancied necessity 
for such an act In the first place.

For Law and Order, Too
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to rsfentag to the graat Amarioan non­
violent majority, which is not IntolTad 
to the hooUganlBm o l the time and whldi 
demands that It be brought tmder con­
trol, is not dissimilar to that lir. Nixon 
used In his aooeptanco speech mt ICami 
Bead). No one, it appears, is going to 
oUtdo either Nixon or Humphrey to his 
devotion to the "law and order" issue 
unless It Is, perhaps, former Oovemor 
Wallace. And everybody lovee fint great 
decent mfddto group at that American 
majority which belonga to iw extremes 
of any kind.

What we have today, at the United 
Nations, is a place to which eodi great 
power is anxious to take the transgres­
sions of Its rivals, but to which any great 
power refuses to concede Jurisdiction 
over any queaUonaUe action of Its own.

What we need is the automatic cer­
tainty that any eot by any nation out­
side Its own borders will be subject to 
world law which con be enforced by 
worid police.

Such a system of world Ufe would 
give better protection to aU nations, big 
and smaU, than any nation or lesser 
combination of nations can now guaran­
tee to itself.

IXTth Vice Preatdeat Humphrey so 
quick to match mxon and try to nuHlfy 
Wallace on law and order, there may 
be some significance to the fact that U 
seems to have been RspubUoans, rather 
than Democrats, who have done most 
ot the complaining about Nixon’s choice 
of a running mate, Oovemor Agnew of 
Maryland.

Oould It be that Humphrey and Ids 
managers, who may include the man in 
the White House, want to keep them- 
selves free to run Governor OonnaUy of 
Texas for vice presideot?

Should Canaries Be Moral?
It has now become inddental informa­

tion that one of the more definite results 
of society's war on marijuana is that 
this nation’s canaries a ro i’t  stoging as 
sweetly and Joyously as they used to.

Our new awareness of the drug, and 
our laws against it, haye operated to 
keep the marijuana seed out of Its one­
time place in the canary diet. A  bird 
tumed-on by a few marijuana seeds gave 
the sweetest music. But the American 
canaries of today are drab In note and 
low to enthusiaam.

Eventually, H seems, the deprivation 
being forced upon the canaries is going 
to have a good result tor human tempta­
tions too. It seems that many of the 
great wlid marijuana plantationa which 
have sprung up in our dumps and dis­
posal areas got there as pait of the 
sweepings from canary cages. When all 
these wild plantatkms. which some wild 
birds have found and begim to enjoy, 
have been burned off, the nation’s sup­
ply of the drug might possibly be brought 
under aome control.

It  seems almost too bad. really, that 
civillxatlon finds K bos to enforce upon 
the birds the same laws and moralities 
it considers wise tor itself. We know 
it is wrong and wicked and perhaps 
very injurious for a human to go out 
and deliberately seek the unnatural 
euphoria which is part of being "tutned 
on." but who can say that it is in any 
way wrong and immoral for an Innocent 
bird of the field to find and eat a few 
seeds of the field and then sing?

Home Classes

Russia today thinks it is defending it­
self by an act of rape. In reality, of 
course, it is sowing the seeds of future 
emmlUes and future conflicts.

But the sad truth is that not even the 
United States can do too much preach­
ing to Russia, because we too, when we 
fancy our security involved, reserve and 
employ the right to move unilaterally 
and outside the United Nations.

One would think and hope that one 
more victimization of the beautiful little 
country of Czechoslovakia would ao stir 
men’s minds that they would resolve 
again, axMl this time follow up their re­
solve with more determination about the 
future conduct of each of their own na­
tions, that there must be a law.

It Is to be noticed that Vice President 
Humphrey, even before nomination, has 
already taken television time to deliver 
a little capsule message on the Issue 
of taw and order. H ie language he usee,

From Albuquerque to Pittsburgh, from 
Miami to Montgomery County, Mary- 
laixX teadiers have been walking off 
the job rather frequently.

We had arith­
metic, spelling, language, reading, and 
geograi^y. (I  know that they have so­
cial studies In school, but we had geo- 
grajtoy.)

Much to my surprise I  did manage 
to help our second grader understand 
borrowing in subtraction. At least I  call 
It borrowing. She may call it that too, 
as I  rather think she Is having the old 
math.

For language class I  dictated part of 
the first sentence of a paragraph and 
asked them to complete it. The sixth 
grader wrote: ’ ’We are having r. holi­
day from regular school because the 
teachers are striking. About half of the 
6,127 teachers started the walkout on 
IiHday. The teachers’ association has not 
negotiated a settlement with the Board 
of Education. The main reason they 
struck Is tor higher pay."

The ktodergartner dictated: "W e are 
having a holiday fh>m regular school 
because the teachers are having a bad 
strike. It affects the crew of teachers. 
It even affects the children who wtmt 
more allowance."

On the second day I  had a battle with 
No. 2 Son over multiplying with a two- 
place number. He kept insisting that he 
had done this in regular school. When 
he worked the example^ however, he us­
ed only one digit. He talked about "short 
multltBlcatlon’ ' and I did not know what 
that meant. We yelled at each other ior 
a while. Then hts older brother said, 
quietly, " It  doesn't matter what you call 
it, you don’t have the right answer."

On the final day I announced that we 
were going on a field trip. They were 
not pleased. The'eldest argued that If I 
took them to downtown Washington they 
would breathe polluted air, and who 
could imagine the consequences?

We compromised on the Lee Mansion. 
As we finished our tour of the man­

sion we came to a small room at 
the rear of the first floor. A sign 
outside the door read, "In  this room 
Mrs. Lee and Mrs. Custis held classes 
for the Lee children." I  felt as though 
I were carrying on to a great tradition.

When the schools were reopened I 
sent them off with a thankfid heart. 
Then the principal called and asked if 
I would substitute in a fourth-grade 
class. I  agreed to go to school. After 
all, if I  could teach my own children I 
should be able to teach anybody.—HEL­

WAflHINOTON — The bald 
power play by New York state’s 
burgeoning Conservative Party 
to run the Nlxon-Agnew ticket 
as Ks own Presidential ticket 
has Immense political Implica­
tions for Nixon’s chances to car­
ry New York In November.

Beyond that, if successful. It 
could severely damage Senator 
Jacob K. Javlts, the Republi­
can party’s leading liberal, in 
his race for reelectlon.

Conservative Party leaders 
Journeyed all the way to the Mi­
ami^ Beach Republican conven­
tion early this month to beat 
the drums tor permission from 
Nixon to iHace his name on the 
ballot, backed by the regular 
Republican electors. Since then, 
Ooneervatlve Party Vice Chair­
man Kleran O’Doherty has had 
confidential talks with Nixon 
eratives on at least one occasion 
and further talks are slated late 
this week.

On the face of it, the Conser­
vative Party^ plan would seem 
certain to be rejected out of 
hand by the RepuMlcan party 
of New York state and by Nix­
on, who Is counting heavily on 
liberal Republican campaign 
help. There is reason to suspect, 
tor example, that Javlts Is de­
liberately conditioning an all- 
out endorsement of Nixon on 
Nixon’s flat refusal to play the 
Conservative Party’s game.

But what Isn’t generally un­
derstood is that the Conserva­
tive Party has a blackmail pow­
er of Its own. I f  Nixon, uiider 
powerful Republican party pres­
sure, led by Oovemor Nelson 
Rockefeller, Mayor JMm V,

Lindsay, and Javlts, refuses his 
consent for the use of the Re­
publican electors, the Conser­
vative Party still has a legal 
right to place Nixon’s name on 
Row C of the ballot —the Con­
servative Party line —with elec­
tors chosen by the Conservative 
Party.

Moreover, O’Doherty says 
that the "oveiwhelming dispoei- 
tl<m’’ of Conservative Party 
leaders is to do Just that. If de­
nied the right to use the Repub­
lican electors. The result would 
be to wipe out the effect of the 
Nixon vote on the Conservative 
Party line. Under the Oonstltu- 
tion, a vote tor President is

actually a vote for the electors 
pledged to the Presidential nom­
inee, not tor the nominee him­
self. Thus, none of the vote on 
the Conservative line for a sep­
arate slate of electors oould be 
added to the RepuMlcan vote 
tor the Republican electors.

This could deny Nixon sev­
eral hundred thousand Conserva­
tive Party votes, a drain that 
would certainly cost Nixon all 
chance of winning New York’s 
48 electoral votes, the richest 
prize in the nation.

That may explain why Nixon 
hasn’t yet said no to the Con-

2 to 5 feet 4—and lived fairly 
short hves: 40 was extreme old 
age.

The Soviet Union, one of tbe 
mightiest military natkma in 
history, takes on ttae look of the 
frightened giant panicked at ttae 
sight of a mouse. ICbecow asks 
tbe world to beUeve at tbe 
srtaole “socialist yunp" was 
threatened by what was taking 
place in CtedKMlovakia.

At last count, tbe Soviet Union 
bad a  population of 238 million. 
With its four bloc alBes in tbe 
invasion, it bad at its disposal 
armed forces totaling about 5 
milUon men and a  superabund­
ance of air poarer and modem 
weaponry. Against this, Cbedio- 
slovakia, a  countr> of 14 mil­
lion, bad armed forces totaling 
300,000.

The Giediodovak reform 
movement bad been a  hesitant 
affair. Party chief Alexander 
Dnbeek and his aides by mid­
summer were making it plain 
they wanted tbe dianges to 
'come slowly, wanted tbe party 
to retain over-all control and 
wanted to be considered good 
and loyal members of tbe W ar­
saw alliance.

But fbe key factor in the dra­
ma was ttae lifting of cenaorddp 
over CcectaoArrak information 
media. For Cbechoalovak intel­
lectuals fre^ expression was in­
toxicating after 20 years of 
iron-fisted party rule. There 
were Indies Uone that Dubcek 
tried to persuade them to sober 
 ̂their entfausiaem, taut without 
much success.

Tbe high point of Intoxication 
came June 27, srtien 70 inteUec- 
tnals published a manifesto 
called "The 2,000 Words." Print- 
ed by a  number of papers, in­
cluding ttiat of tbe Young Oom- 
mnnlsts, tbe document scordied 
dm party as tbe perpetrator of 
the worst sort of miacule.

It said: "The greater respon­
sibility rests with ttae Oommo- 
nlsts among n s .. .those spbo 
Were component parts of instru­
ments of n n e o n t r o i r s d  
power.... The main guilt and 
gresU deception perpetrated by 
these mlers was that they pre­
sented their artttrartneaa aa the 
win of the workers. If we want­
ed to bdieve this decepMon. we 
would now bave to lbs
workers for tbe define of our 
economy, for tbe crimes Mgsinw 
innocent people, for file tadiu- 
duction of censorililp srhidi 
made tt impossible for all fids to 
be written about"

NoOdiig else in the eight 
months of ttae reform fever irri­
tated the Rusaiam ao wmch, go- 
Viet propaganda allnded to tt 
again and again aa proof that 
imperialMa were plotting to 
snatadi the little natioa from tbe 
bosom of tbe family. It was 
"counter-revoluUon."

itoacaw propaganda accom­
panying tbe invaalon suggested 
that at ttae showdown meetings 
tbree sreeks ago between tbe 
two parties there was a  Dnbeek 
commitment to slow iq> the re­
form movement. The ITntviy  
word is that Oisrhoslovak lead­
ers violated connnittnentB made 
at BratlalaTa.

There is a  good chance W ft 
Dnbeek had no power to halt tbe 
freedom wave, although tfamv 
were signs be wanted to slow it 
down. Freedom of expression 
had proved too beady a wine.

Some brakes were pulled. For 
exan^de. file centnl party 
newspaper Rude Pravo fd l once 
again into the hands of file old- 
thne hard-liners. Ehident^ fids, 
was for from enough.

In another few weeks there 
would have been a  Ckectaoslovak 
party congress at which hard­
liners faced expolsioo from po- 
sitiaas of power. The bawks in 
Moscow eyed and calendar and 
demanded action.

Soviet actions often have Jolt­
ed tbe watching world, and of­
ten circumstances have contrib­
uted to riiorteiied memories. 
When Stalin signed bis 1989 pact 
srlth Htler, opening the gtUea to 
World War n . ^  war i t s ^  ov­
ershadowed that event, aa it ov- 
endiadowed Russia’s invasian of 
its little nei^bor, Finland. In 
1966, srben Soviet arms crushed 
a Hangarian bid for freedom, 
some of ttae heat was removed 
by the existence of an enormous 
Middle Efoat crisis. This time, 
Vietnam exists to deflect some 
of file world’s attentioii.

But Communists srill not be 
able to forget tfala one easily. It 
has done them great damage. It 
has laid bare Soviet determina­
tion to dominate any nation 
ruled by Communists and to 
permit no divisfon of opinion. It 
has laid bare the incompatibili­
ty of democracy and the Soviet 
system. It. has demonstrated 
that "peaceful coexistence" de­
pends on Soviet terms.

by other inmates.
Tbe dead men were taken to

A  working paper prepared for

. the conference contains such 
declarations as these:

— 'Tt'a undeniable that the 
continent demands global, auda­
cious, urgent and profoundly re-

, forming tranatormatiens."
— "The temptation to violence

, should not surprise ua since the 
economic, social, political and 
cultural conditions are violent 
because they contradict human 
dignity and oppreaa liberty.

: More Burprtaing is the patience
; of a people who for years have 

put up with conditions difficult
■ to accept by thoee with a de­

veloped oonsclMice of human
■ rights."

— "The criterion of conduct by 
which the church and the clergy 
accept privileges from tiie state 
must dearly be revised since it 
ia one of the faotora which con­
tribute to creating the image of 
a  church identified with political 
power.”

However, Juan Cardinal Lan- 
dazurl Ricketts, Primate of 
Peru and co-president of the 
Bishope* Conference, cautioned 
that the working paper la Just 
that, with no guanuitep that the 
official conclusions of the bish­
ope will contain such long^uag^.

Landazurl, regarded as a  con­
servative but not reactionary 
cardinal, told reporters here: 
"It ’s evident some changes are 
needed in Latin America and 
some of these ehould be done 
urgently, but they must be done 
with order. I  do not beUeve 
there is any need nor Justifica­
tion for violence."

The Pope’s address which will 
open the conference is expected 
to be the most Important of 
three major speeches he will 
make here during his three-day 
visit beginning Thursday. His 
words are expected to provide 
the framework for the delibera­
tions of his bishops in the hem­
isphere. '

All obeervera expect the Bish­
ope’ Conference to set a future 
course for the church in Latin 
America that Involves much 
more active participation than 
ever before in efforts to solve 
social and economic problems 
in this largely Cbtholic region.

The conference may also have 
to admit some errors of the 
past.

Writing in the current Issue 
of the Bishopa’ Council publica­
tion, Bishop Candldo Padln of 
L o r e n  a, Brazil, says, "The 
chundi in this historic moment 
of Latin America must give an 
example of valor—it must not 
be afraid to recognize pota de- 
fecta in its behavior."

Whether the bishope’ guide­
lines (<»■ the future will be os 
liberal os progressive elemehts 
of the church are demanding 
may not be known for some 
time.

At the conclusion of the con­
ference Sept. 6, the bishope will 
Issue a "message to the people 
of Latin America" which ac­
cording to an announcement by 
the council will oontoli) a sjm- 
nopsis of "some of the principal

ideas" which have guided the 
m eetly.

But its official oonclusioiis 
win not be ptibUohed Immedi­
ately, according to the an­
nouncement The Pope is {urssl- 
dent, ex officio, of the confer­
ence, and its conclusions must 
be sent to him in Rome and ^  
proved by him before they con 
be made public.

The Pope, who will partici­
pate Thurstey and Friday in 
the 89th International Eucharis­
tic Congress new under way 
here, wlU return to Rome Sat­
urday after, inaugurating the 
bishopa (xmference. The bishops 
will then move to Colombia's 
second city, MedSHln, for two 
weeks of sessions.

Plan Urges 
Early Land 
Acquisition

The probaMe key to a  succeos- 
-ful parloB, recreation and open 
space program ia eariy land 
acquisition, according (8 Ray­
mond and M ay Associates in 
-the plan of development Just 
completied for Vernon.

The planners point out that 
vacant land in Vem m  Is rapid­
ly disappearing and unless it is 
acquired in ttae near future, the 
town will either have to lower 
Ha parks, recreation and open 
apace goala, or else become in­
volved in acquiring, or maybe 
having to condemn, developed 
land.

It is made clear in the report 
that devedopment of any facili­
ty can be postponed until other 
-critical town facilities such as 
schools, sewers and roads are 
provided, but it is necessary to 
at least acquire the land.

Children’s play areas are 
needed in the former city area 
of Rockville, the report states, 
-whereas the outlying parts of 
town have adequate areas at 
the present time.

Of the 792 acres considered 
available for open space, 360 
acres are privately owned. The 
report notes that although this 
land has -been available for town 
use, the status could change in 
the future.

The planners recommend that 
the town acquire t^ions or un­
derstandings for firat refusal on 
any of ' the privately owned 
tracts.

*1716 federal government will 
financially aid towns in purchas­
ing open sp>oce land up to SO per 
cent of the cost, and the state 
will split half of the remaining 
cost with the town.

One of the provisions of the 
state grant is that the land has 
to be used (or recreation or 
oonservatiem unless another use 
Is approved by the State Cknmcil 
on Agriculture and Natural Re­
sources.

The town has purchased one 
such area, Valley Falls Park, 
but it purchased it without state 
aid.

WABHINaTON (AP) — The 
Soviet troop movement into 
(Szechoatovakia come at 'a time 
when the U.S. 7th Army, back­
bone of West Ehirope's defense, 
la a t Us lowest strength in 
years.

Because of the balance of i>ay- 
ments problem, U. S. Army 
forces In West Germany have 
been cut to about 200,000 men 
and are due to drop even fur­
ther by Sept. 30.

By contrast, the U.S. Army 
bad about 273,000 soldiers ar­
rayed al^mg file Iron Curtain 
during the Berlin crisis of 1961.

U.S. tactlcml air strength also 
has been cut to ease the gold- 
doUar drain and to beef up U.S. 
air power elsewhere. The Air 
Force’s tactical fighter strength 
in West Germany Is down to 
five squadrons.

Because of this—and even 
more because the United States 
has about 643,000 men pinned 
down In the Vietnam war—the 
laM problem U.S. military lead­
ers wish to face at this time is a 
mists in Europe.

The attitude of U.S. military 
men fiiroughout the period of 
Russian threats against Czecho­
slovakia this summer could be 
summed iq> in this sentence: 
“Leave us out; we have enough 
proUems of our own.’’

The United States has no mili­
tary commitment to Chechoslo­
vakia, nor does it have even an 
implied moral commitment to 
that Communist country which 
in the past has been as hostile to 
the United States as any other 
East European Communist 
state.

American (Officers who have 
assessed the relative mHKary 
strength of Czechoslovakia and 
its Communist neighbors have 
felt it would be suicide for the 
Czechs to resist if invaded by 
Russia and other Warsaw Pact 
armies.

Thia reallzatl<m also may 
have prompted the Czeib lead­
ership to cauficn Its people 
against resisting.

According to recent esti­
mates, a Chech army of some
176.000 men in 14 divisions twets 
overwhelming Ruselan, East 
German, Pidlsh and other 0>m- 
munist force.

The Russian army has some 20 
divisions in East Germany, plus 
four In Hungary and two In Po­
land The Russians have based 
about 900 tactical planes in East 
Germany alone.

The East German army num­
bers some 86,000 men in six di­
visions, the Poliidi army some
186.000 m%n in 16 divisions.

In all, Czeeboriovakia could 
send aloft only about 600 fighter 
planes, most of them old model 
Russian-built MIOs. ,

Developments in Chechoslova­
kia may blunt efforts of some 
key U.S. senators to reduce U.S. 
forces In Germany even further.

Although the U.S. military 
riilefs have no wish to get into 
the Communist wrangle, they 
also have no wish to reduce U.S. 
strength In Germany.

A year ago, Gen. Earle G. 
Wheeler, chairman of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff, told Congress 
that he and his colleagues felt 
“there Is no military justifica­
tion for reduction of military 
forces In Central Europe,’’

The cutdown of American 
arm strength along the Iron 
Curtain was ordered into effect 
n<melheless, and is now well 
alor4[.

The reduction Involves about

28,000 army men pnd about 5,000 
Air Force tioope.

Technically, these units m  
tethered to U.S. forces in Eu­
rope—that is, they are supposed 
to remain committed to the 
North Atlantic AiUance and "in 
a high degree of readlnese” to 
return to Europe if needed.

There was no immediate sign 
that the reduction would be re­
versed in the light of the inva^ 
Sion of Czechoslovakia.

Being brought home are two 
brigades of the 24tb Infantry Di­
vision, a  tank regiment, an ar­
tillery group and other units, to­
gether with four fighter squad­
rons.

This will leave in West <3er- 
many two mechanized infantry 
divlaiona and two tank dtvialona, 
plus a  brigade at the 24th IMoa- 
try Division and two armored 
cavalry regiments which are 
about the size of brigades and 
which are tank units functioning 
as a  screening force along the 
more v u l n e r a b l e  invasion 
routes.

Like army units in the United 
States and elsewhere, the 7th 
Army was drained of experi­
enced compemy level officers 
and nmwommissioned officer* 
to support the U.S. buildup in 
Vietnam.

As a  result, many young offi­
cers and noncome underwent 
what amounted to on-the-job 
training with the 7th Army, di­
minishing the combat effective­
ness of that army.

However, Anny officers say 
that a  substantial number of 
^etnam  veterans, completing 
their one year of war duty, are 
being sent to Europe as replace- 
ments, and this is raising the 
fighting trim of the 7th Army 
once again.

Army forces in Europe for a 
time were drawn on for equip­
ment for Vietnam, in the early 
months of the U.S. buildup in 
Southeast Asia, but the 7th 
Army has had priority in new 
equipment coming off the line 
under increased war production 
of the past three yeara.

The Army m aintains enough 
equiiunent to fit out two fidl dl- 
vieione—one armored and one 
infantry—in West German 
stockpUes. They are kept in 
readiness if the United Statee 
should find it necessary to fly 
diviaion atrength reinlorcementa 
to Europe on short uotlim.

Also because of the Vietnam 
war, the strategic reserves of 
army divlaiona maintained In 
the United States stands at the 
equivalent of five—weH below 
the eight—divielon force kept in 
readlnese for deployment from 
the United States before the 
U.S. embarked on ite big ground 
war effort in Vlcrtnam in nild- 
1966.

The U.S. Marines have one 
full diviaion and part of a sec­
ond in the United States, also 
considerably lees than the corps 
had biuwd In continental United 
States three years ago.

In the context of Soviet-CSedr- 
oelovak polemics of recent 
weeks, many guessed it had to 
do with Prague.

The first aimouncements over 
Radio Moscow told the Soviet 
peoide that their army Invaded 
Czeofaoelovakla as a sacred duty 
to save that country from the 
enemies of commimUm.

It broadcast the full text of an 
article In Pravda justifying the 
invsdon.

A eunbumed farmer In from 
the country paused In front of 
the Kremlin in Red Square and 
responded to questions by r e ­
peating: “The Cteefae are our 
friends. I  donft understand’’

IhiBoovltes seemed more re­
luctant than usual to talk wlQt 
foreigners today. Mbst of those 
queeUoned shrugged or hid their 
feelings.

There was no imiisiMii activity 
In the Kremlin area. Tourists 
who gathered at Lenin's Tomb 
on thia warm, sunny morning, 
seemed to be either unaware or 
passively resigned to the news.

Education Board 
S e e k s  Increase 
In States^ Share
HARTFORD (AP)'"lhe State 

Board of Education wHl present 
to the 1969 General AssemUy 
a number ot proposals, for In­
creasing the state’s share of the 
cost of education,” said Educa­
tion Oommlssioner William J. 
Sanders today.

“The people of the state ex­
pect to have good schools,” said 
Sanders in a  report on the com­
ing sohotri year, "and over the 
yeara have demonstrated their 
willingness to make the effort 
to support them.

“During the school year I9i68- 
1969, they should have the best 
schools yet,” said Sanders.

Sanders estimated the student 
population of ConneoUcut’s pub­
lic schools during the (XMning 
atmdemic year a t 630,260—about 
16,000 more than in the 1967-68 
school year. Part erf the Increase 
he n o t^ , is due to a  new state 
law making H mandatory for 
every school district to provide 
kindergarten classes.

Oniy three towns have been 
excused from the kindergarten 
requirement because of unyaual 
space problems” tills year, 
Sanders said.

’’AlQiougfa the educational ef­
fort in Oonnecticut becomes 
more complex and more costly 
with each succeeding year,” he 
said, “expanding school pro­
grams do offer better opportuni­
ties to Omneoticut children and 
youth.”

The commlsricmer did not 
spell out the State Board ot Edu­
cation’s pending proposals for 
greater state sharing in the cost 
of running the pifoUc schools.

CHKIAOO (AP) -  The states 
have moved feat in rocent years 
to curb abuse of children — but 
they still have fa r to go.

Even though all 60 stotes have 
legislation ogalnat child abuse, 
more than 9,0(X) such cases were 
reported last year.

"There still is a long way to 
go before child protection be­
comes a  reaUty in all geogmph- 
Ic areas of every otate," says 
Vincent De Francte, director of 
the children’s  division of the 
American Humane Association.

"^hera probably to an even 
longer rood to travel In terms of 
establishing bi every communi­
ty a protective service program 
adequate in size and quality to 
meet the needs of our country’s 
neglected, abused and exploited 
chtidren," he added.

"The neglect end abuse of chil­
dren appeass to be Increasing,’’ 
a special committee of the New 
York County Medical 8o<dety re- 
postod recently.

Illinois also saw signs of an 
increase. In April, 68 cases of 
abuse were refKMted, the high­
est ever recorded In one mtmtii.

Child abuse ranges from such 
active harm ea a  blow with fiat 
or stick to such passive torture 
as prolonged diaper rash or 
starvation.

The American Humane Asso­
ciation made an analysis of 662 
cases, IncludiAg 178 in which the 
child died, that were reported in 
newspapers in 1962. R found the 
persons responsible were the fa­
thers in 38 per cent of the oases, 
the mothers'In 29 per cent, both 
parents in 5 per cent, stepmotii- 
thers In 14 per cent, stepmoth­
ers in 2 per cent. Kam e also 
has been placed on babyaUtera, 
foster parents, teachers and oth­
ers.

'Mistreatment 1s much older 
than legtolation against it.)An 
article In the American Medical 
Association Journal a  few years 
ago noted: "Animals in the 
United States were legally pro­
tected from cruel treatment 
some years before the same 
protection was granted chil­
dren."

> But legislating in that area 
gained speed In the 1960s. Now 
60 states have adopted laws on 
reporting child abuse.

Reporting sttopected cruelty Is 
'mandatory In 44 states. In Alas­
ka, Missouri, New Mexico, 
North OaroUna, Texas and 
Washington the statutes are per­
missive, reading "may r e p ^ ’’ 
rather than "shall report.”

Punishment varies for those 
who deliberately hurt children. 
Since 1899 Florida has had a law 
foiblddlng "torturing or unlaw­
fully punishing” youngsters un­
der the age of 16. Violation was 
a misdemeanor until 1966, when 
It was upgraded to a  felony pun­
ishable by 82,000 fine or two 
years in prison.

In neighboring Georgia a sim­
ilar 1878 enactment provides a 
maximum penalty of a year in 
prison and a fl.OOO fine. But few 
parents or guanUans are im­
prisoned because one aim is 
'trying to keep a family togeth­
er.

An Ohio law put on the books 
In 1924 covers a range of of­
fenses and provides a spread in 
punishment from 80 days In jail 
to death in the electric chair.

A V em ont statute provides a 
two-year Jail term or fOOO fine 
for anybody who deliberately 
harms a child.

OffendeM con be tried under 
' a state's criminal code on such 

charges as assault and battery, 
contributing to the delinquency

or dependency of a  child, neg­
lect, cruelty, manslaughter or 
murder.

Penalties differ. In Indiana, 
for example, tiiey range up to 1 
to 6 years for assault with Intent 
to do bodily harm and to 2 to 14 
years for assault with intent to 
Mil.

Pennsylvania recently enact­
ed a bin making aggravated 
cruelty to minors a crime. The 
legislation stiffens the penalty 
tor slmi^er cruelty to minors to a 
maximum $600 fine or 90 days 
in jail, or both. In instances in­
volving grievous bodily harm 
the defendant could get up to 
four years in prison or a fine of 
$8 ,000.

In the three-year period ended 
June 80, reports of suspected 
abuse in Illinois numbered 1,898. 
In 106 of the incidents the victim 
died.

Cases reported In one year 
numbered 110 in Indiana, 89 in 
Louisiana, i l l  in Iowa, 66 in 
Kansas. Oases reported in two 
years numbered 76 in Mississip­
pi and 68 in Virginia.

The Wisconsin Department of 
Health said cases reported to­
taled 94 in 1966, 286 in 1967 and 
162 through mid-July of this 
year.

Washington State had 198 
cases in 1967, when there were 
five deaths.

"It Is almost certain that un­
der-reporting (x;curred,” said 
the Washington Department of 
Public Assistance.

Oolorado, which established a 
central registry for cases In 
January 1967, has received 168 
reports. Some Welfare Depart­
ment officials said they suspect 
there may be as many as 600 
cases a year In the state.

There Is a variation of opinion 
about present laws and systems.

De Francis reported in a re­
cent issue of the Juvenile Court 
Judges Journal on a two-year 
study of the child abuse field.

"Most disturbing,’’ he wrote, 
"was the finding that no state 
and no community has devel­
oped a child protective service 
program adequate in size to 
meet the service needs of all re­
ported cases of child neglect 
and abuse.”

"The law Is adequate," com­
mented John Scanlon, director 
of research tor Georgia’s De­
partment of Family and ChU­
dren Services. "We need to edu­
cate people about the law.’’

Joseph H. Roe of the Montana 
Welfare Department said that 
15 or 20 cases have been report­
ed each year since the reporting 
law was enacted in 1966.

"It’s better than before the 
law,” he said. "But my own 
opinion Is that there are many 
abuse cases not being report­
ed."

MEXICO <3ITY (AP) — The 
invasion of CzeeboMovakia by 
the So'viet Union and four of its 
allies caused new worries today 
for an already-upset committee 
organizing the Mexico Olympic 
Games.

The games, scheduled for 
Mexico City Oct. 12-27, have al­
ready had their share of Inter­
national political proUems. Now 
there Is a threat some countries 
wlU be so upeet by the Soviet 
action that they wUl refuse to 
compete against the Russians 
during the games.

Sweden, Norway and Den­

If they carried this boycott to 
its uHUnate they could refuse to 
compete against the Soviet Un­
ion or Germany during the 
Games.
