Republican Presidential Nominee Rich-
ard Nixon arrived at his cholce of 2 nom-
inee for Vice President by what bocame
known as the ‘‘Southern strategy.” He
bad courted Southern delegates in his
quest for firet ballot nomination: one of
his debts to them Invoived the assur-
ance be would not seek o running mate
who would be offensive to them. This
strategy was not merely, however, some-
thing limited to significance within the
convention itself. It was also, in part,
an effort o guard against the possible
appeal of Alabama's George Wallace to
arch-canservative Republican votes - in
the North. In a sense, Nixon's choice of
& running mate was {nfluenced by the
presence of Wallace on the national
scene.

The same third party factor — the
candidacy of Wallace —also seems pri-
marily responsible for Demooratic Pres-
idential Nominee Hubert Humphrey's
cholee of rumning mate.

To the Democrats, lkewise, Wallace
poses o threat in the North, To them,
the danger is that his appeal to white
backlash votes in big city labor popula-
tion may threaten their normal election
day pluralities in those big cities, al-
ways the keystone of any national Dem-
ocratic victory, |

Political analysis which, earlier in the
week, weighed possible Democratic strat-
egles aguinst this threat, concluded that
ons thing Humphrey might do was to
make his own special plays to bind such
working class groups more tightly to his
candidacy. And it was sald that one way
bhe could do this would be to make his
selection of a running mate one which
would appeal to some ethmic group strong
in the cities —some ome, the analysis
sald, Hke Mayor Joseph Alioto of San

Francisco or Senator Edward Muskie of

Maine.

The Humphrey strategy wound up with
both, the California Mayor of Italian de-
scent o make the chief inating
speoch for Humphrey, and tor Mus-
kie, of Polish descent, to be the running
mate.

The fact that such motivation can be
traced Into the selection of Senator Mus-
kie is obviously no criticism of that gen-
tleman, As he demonsirated on the plat-
form last night, and as he has proved
by his record in public oifice, Senator
Muskie has assets which are a pleasant
extra bonus beyond any politically stra-
tegic reason for his selection. There Is
no reason to judge that both he and
Governor Agnew, although both may
have been favored primarily as poiitical
antidotes to the possible effectivencsa of
the Alabama demugogue, will not do hon-
or to their tickets and to their country.

Kennedy’s Right Decision

Of s}l the things that happened at Chi-
eago, one can venture the guess that
one decision was very much right.

This was the declsion of Benator Ted
Kennedy not to make the slightest kind
of reach for a draft.

One proof of his wisdom in holding
to his own decision ‘‘not to run” was, of
course, the fact that this convention did
not, after all, have it within itself to
deveiop a truly genuine draft of the last
of the Kennedy Urothers, Bome of its
members, of course, had no desire for
him in any case. But some of those
who would have wanted him most also
must have felt that there would be some-
thing too callous and too grolesque In
aAny too vigorous effort o promote him
at this time.

them faster than the old cigarmakers
did. But quality.wise, they are un-
predictable. As often as not the filler
is loose, the cigar comes apart In the
mouth, and the wrapper burns uneven-
ly, and they taste terrible.

Men aren’t smoking as many cigars
because machine made cigars of con-
sistent quality are rare, no matter
what you pay for them.

Cigar smokers do not inhale the
smoke. For this reason they have puff.
ed, contentedly, on the sidelines while
the Public Health agencies issue
ominous warnings about cancer and
heart disease and emphysema to
cigaret smokers, making them wno
nervous they have all become chalp
rmokers.

Our advice to the clgar companies
is to turn out a quality product once
more.

In an era when men can land on
the moon, they certainly can produce
a cigar as gralifying as those men
Jighted up in the drawing rooms after
dinoer in 1907 — or in the pool rooms.

Of course, some few guala will take
up smoking cigurs, just as In the hilla
of Appalachis some old gals smoke
rough cut burley in corncob pipes.
But even If they attach those little
plastic holders 1o the ends, the ladles
won't take to cigars as they took
cigarettes as ‘“‘their thing.'" A clgar
holder deprives the smoker of haif the
pleasure of the cigar.

If women generally should take up
cigar amoking, the cigars will suffer.
They'd start scenting them with Chan.
nel No, 10 or some other vile adulter.

CHICAGO — 8en. Edward M.
(Ted) Kennedy did not decide
to lssue his definitive statement
of non-candidacy until late Tues-
day evening when friends ad-
vised him that hoped-for help
from Sen. Eugene MeCarthy
and Mayor Richard J. Daley
would not materialize.

These friends particularly
stressed that without Daley's
endorsement there was insuffi-
clemt Kennedy sentiment on the
convention floor for a genuine
draft, That is, Kennedy agents
would have to solicit delegates
to get him the nomination, and
this he refused to permit. Ac-
cordingly, Kennedy Informed
his agents at the Internmational
Amphitheater he would lssue
his withdrawal the next mormn-
ing.

Thus, the last of the Kennedy
brothers had by no means fore-
closed the nomination as late as
12 hotrw before his withdrawal.
It will remain an unanswered
question of history whether Vice
President Hubert Humphrey's
big but soft majority could have
been cut down by the unlikely
Irish triumvirate of Kennedy,
MoCarthy, and Daley.

It definitely seemed possible
at various times throughout the
heotic hours of Monday and
Tuesday. Daley, worried about
the fate of Illinois state and
local candidates in November,
rhade it clear he wanted a Ken.
nedy on the ticket, MeCarthy,
tecognizing the futility of his
own campaign, gave typically
unclear signe he would back
Kennedy.

As a result, Ted Kennedy's
closest political Heutenants, who
had not planned to attend this
convention, began arriving In
Chicago.

could scarcely rule himself out
s Humphrey's running-mate,

The deciding factor was the
intelligence picked up by Ken-
nedy operalives on the conven-
tion floor Tuesday night, In the
absence of a break by Daley,
the big, labor-controlled delega-
tions from Michigan, Pernsyl-
vanin, and Ohlo were sticking
with Humphrey. In the absence
of McCarthy's endorsement of
Kennedy, militant McCarthy-
ites were turmning back the
clock to some six months ago
and talking about Kennedy ruth-
legsness,

In sum, Ted Kennedy's agents
declded, this was not the climalte
for a draft —a fact they report-
ed o the Senator on Cape Cod,
If that were the case, Kennedy
replied, he had better issu an
unequivocal statement of non-
candidacy. Hundreds of hope-
ful Kennedy delegates went to
bed in the small hours Wednes-
day morning unaware that Ken-
nedy's statement had been writ-
ten to be released In a few
hours.

But even the aborted Kennedy
draft has left an indelible mark
on this convention. Among the
hundreds of frustrated delegatea
there persists a feeling that, If
those three Irishmen —McCar-
thy, Daley, and Kennedy —
had been able to combine, Hum-
phrey would have been stopped
and Kennedy would have been
nominated. Accordingly, Hubert
Humphrey comes out of his mo-
ment of triumph here as some-
thing lesas than an all-out first

‘Minnesota Mafia’

CHICAGO —Inevitably, the
circle of friends, admirers and
advisers around Vice President
Humphrey will come fto be
known as the ‘“‘Minnesota Ma-
ﬂ“ll

But unlike the organiztaions
surrounding President Johnson
— back-slapping, loud talking,
bigger-than-life Texans — or the
late President Kennedy —
roughing, ambitious, hyperac-
tive, mostly Irish Bostonlans —
the Minnesota Mafla is o diverse
group indeed.

Among those who have band-
ed together o make Humphrey
President are:

A doctor, some lawyers, o
former bird walcher, a pinball
machine king, a trucking
tycoon, an ambitious housewife,
a few scholars, some pro-
fesalonal politicians and a small
circle of nondescript staff aldes
who have spert years operat-
ing on the fringes of power In
Washington.

By all accountd, the closest of
these men to the Vice President

It is sald of Humphrey that if
he had to choose between ‘Fred-
die'a" friendship and the Preal-
dency, he would gladly give up
the White House.

yearold Roman Catholle who
has served in the Senate since
1959, epltomized purty disagree-
ment over how to end the Viet-
nam war.

MoCarthy svolded the closing
convention asession but Sen,
George 8. MoGovern of Bouth
Dakota, another Humphrey op-
ponent, attended as a sign of un-
ity.

Muskie won the second place
nomination overwhelmingly but
not without some shortlived ef-
forts to stage a revolt, Insur.
gents offered the name of Julian
Bond, 28-year-old Negro legisia-
tor from Georgia, but he with.
drew. He explained that he
wasn't old enough to meet the
constitutional requirement that
a candidate be at least 35 years
old,

Muakie took notice in his ac-
coptance speech of the street
violence which has plagued
delegates at their hotels.

“There are, however dis-
quieting aspects to this force,'
he sald.

‘A Senator’s Senator’

CHICAGO (AP) —The man
Lyndon B. Johnson sentenced to
Senate obscurity for daring to
defy him nine years ago has
emerged as the Democratic
nominee for vice president,

Even Johnson eventually
agreed the sentence wouldn't
stick.on Edmund 8. Muskie, the
tall rman from Maine who grew
quietly but steadily In stature
among his Senate colleagues
through patient effort and integ-
rity.

“The President regards him
ay & real powerhouse,” o for-
mer White House aide sald aa
Muskie took charge of key ad.
ministration proposals on Capi-
tol Hill after Johnson became
president.

“A senator's senalor,' sald
Senate Majority Leader Mike
Mansfield, the man some be-
lieved Muskie wmight wucceed
someday.

But the first yeara wore lonely
anes for the lanky senator who
arrived in Washington In 1650
after two terms as Muine's gov-
ernor. Johnson, Senate majority
lender then, asked Muaskie to
vote with him to turn back a Hb-
eral effort to Mmit fillbustering.
Muskie refused.

Johnson Tesponded by ussign-
ing the freshman senator his
fourth, fifth and sixth cholces
for Senste committees, Instead
of the Forelgn Relations Com-
mittee spot Muside wanted, he
was given Banking and Curren-
oy, Public Works, and Govern-
ment .

Muskie, 54, s the son of a Pol-
lsh immigrant, Stephen Marci-
pzewnki, who later shortened the
family huame. He became the
nation's first, Pollsh-American
governor in 1964, ending 20
years of Republican domination
of Maine politics,

The 6foot.-5 attorney rebullt
his party’s fortunes in Maine so
well that Senate colleague Mar-
garet Chase Smith is the only
Republcan holding a major of-
fice in the state today.

Every heart In America prays
that, by then, we shall have
reached a conse-fire in all Viet-
nam, and be in serious negotia-
tion toward a durable peace."

He promised, both as candl-
date and vice president, to do
everything possible to mid the
Paris peace talks. But he then
made his apparent declaration
of political independence on the
policies of tomorrow. 1

He spelled out no specific new
paths, no areas of disagreement
with present policies, but of-
fered his vow to strive for “a
prompt end to this war."

Humphrey spoke at the close
of a convention marked by re-
peated batiles over the Demo-
cratic position on that war, He
told the delegutes, “Had we
papered over differences with
empty platitudes Instead of
frank debate, we would deserve
the contempt of our fellow citl-
zeons and the condemnation of
history." ‘

Humphrey asked losing candl-
dates S8ens, Bugene J, McCarthy
and Eugene J. McGovern, both
oritics of the war, ‘“to help
America in the difficull ocam-
paign ahead.”
