Prisoners of an Escalating Conflict

We come in fast down'the al­

ley and our headlights freeze 
them: A tactical unit officer 
with a riot shotgun, a watch­
man with a guard dog, and six 
black youngsters. It’s 10 p.m. 
hdt, and you can smell the fear: 
Everyone moves Jerkily because 
oS It, tike marionettes.

This is Chicago on an ordinary 
night; No Democratic conven­
tion, no tnxqpa, no peace dem­
onstrations and no televlston 
caineraa. But the ingredlenla 
that remain are explosive 
enough; A citizenry armed to 
the. teeth and an oppressive qll- 
mate of racial Isar. It could be 
almost any big city in America 
this summer.

“Maldiig an arrest In this 
neighborhood you got to make it 
fast," said our driver on the. 
way In. "They 'come out of the 
iralls, thousands of them. Police* 
men don’t wear guns in Eng- 
iand, rights You know how long 
they’d last out hare? Thirty sec­
onds . . . "  Our crew wear two

Another tactical unit man 
grabs an automatic rifle., from 
the car and Jabs It In the boy’s 
chest. Arms flung wide, he 
screams the ghetto’s new 
fiance: "Go on, kill me, mother 
—kill m e!”  ('"Ilje xxxxxx knew 
we couldn’ t shoot," said a^po-’' 
llceman later, but I saw the 
boy and don’ t agree. Perhaps  ̂
the most Important thing to un­
derstand about America this 
year Is that the boy could have 
been ready to die.)

The boy’s brother Jumps for­
ward, and suddenly It’s a whirl­
ing chaos of fists and trunch­
eons: The'm an  with the rifle 
1* sjammlng It into the boy’s 
stomach as though it had a 
bayonet on the end.

"Get some help on the 
radio!’ ’ someone yells.

en police cars. A sergeant grabs

The 
charge Is assault and resisting 
arrest, not theft-; For what It’s 
worth, It now appears the watch­
man picked the wrong boy.

Now, 
according to one survey, there 
are enough guns in private 
hands to arm every male in 
America down to babes in cots.

Like soldiers at the battle 
front.

Many have lost faith in the

Both Mr, Humphrey and Mr. Nixon 
are pdlUeal veterans who began s e ^  
faig pubUo office two decades ago. Both 
have served In the Oongress wd bott 
have held the office of Vice President 
of the United States. On Vietnam, the 
most divisive issue d  this contentloua 
year, the ideas of the two candidates 
are remarkably similar. And even In 
the domestic area the alms of the tw  
men and their parties are much the 
same.

ThCi« are, however, basic differences 
ot emphasis and phUos<q?hy. and these 
are reflected to the words of the candi­
dates and their parties’ platforms.

Tb begin wlfli, both pa^es naturaUy 
they can do toe most to ease the 

problems of the dtles, of toe poor, of 
an Americans. And whichever party 
wins in November win start with a vast 
Federal establishment supposedly as­
sembled for precisely that purpose.

Mr. Humphrey and bis party’s plat­
form both propose to buUd up toe es- 
taltoahment, pushing it further In direc- 
Hme In which It is already moving and 
adding sweeping new activities. To cite 
only one example, the platfonn speclfl- 
cally calM for the Federal Govemnent 
to become "toe employer of last resort*’ ’

.  WPA-type project might actually func­
tion.

Fedarsl programs have î roUferated so 
swifUy In toe pest eight years that mlŝ  

would have been inevttaUe, no 
matter which party had been In power. 
Let a ciUxen studying toe words of Mr. 
Humphrey or the Democratic platfonn 
win look In vain for much evidence of 
a pragmatic wiUingneas to examine what 
>»«» been done to see whether some i«x»- 
grams should, be realigned end others

^ V̂Wine neither Mr. Nixon nor his party 
proposes to dismantle much If any of 
toe Federal establUhment, they obvious­
ly are in a better strategic position to 
criticise vtoat Democrats have done. 
Beyond that, the GOP appears to see 
far more clearly than toe Democrats 
♦iMi* the Federal Government simply 
cannot be an things to an men even U 
it wants to. The GOP ^tform  heavily 
underscores toe rtAes of toe states, lo­
calities and private enterprise In reba-

and in other areas.

The Democrats have a good deal to 
say about toe states and cities too. Mbat- 
ly, however, the talk Is of what toe Fed­
eral Government can do, either by mov­
ing in directly with its own new or en­
larged programs or by handing out more 
binioni of dollars In grants of one sort 
or anotoer. The jilatfonn even keeps 
olive toe Idea of sharing Federal 
revenues with toe states, Just as though 
the Government, at any time In the near 
future.

' Tlila unrealism Is e-vident elsewhere 
Iq the Democrats’ financial attitudes. 
The party’s platform talks of "careful 
coonlnation’’ of fiscal and monetary 
pi^cles, but the specifics make it clear 
that toe care Is to be directed toward 
n^ire Federal spemUng* lots more easy 
credit for Just about everybody.

Neither Mr. Humphrey nor his party

ous.

Goodwin’s proposal was 
couched in properly vaguc  ̂
terms, but scalp-tingling all 
the some: An alliance of Mc- 
Osrthy forces with Connahy 
forces.

That McCarthy’s central 
> campaign theme has been an 

end of the war In Vietnam 
while Oomally is President 
Johnson’s staunchest war sup­
porter did not bother Goodwin.

Goodwin pointed o ^  that al­
liances of oon'venience'’'  have 
been the hallmark of the Dem­
ocratic party. He recedled 
Fkanklin Rooeevek’s selection 
ot conservative John Nance 
Gamer of Texas for his Vice 
PVesldeat In 1982. Only eight 
years ago, Goodwin went on, 
John F, Kennedy picked Lyn­
don B. Johnson with happy re- 
suMs in the November election.

Whether McCarthy was 
aware of the extent of the nego- 
Uatlons openSd^by Goodwtot is 
unknown, but Goodwin ranged 
widely in trying to leam wheth­
er the elements of a deal were 
there. His points: McCarthy 
has always been popular In the 
aouth. In 1864 tt was MCOar> 
thy, not Hubert Humphrey, who 
was strongly pushed by Coo- 
nsjly to run yfith Mr. Jolpison. 
Oh the qtodftc issues of civil 
rights and oU depletion. Me- 
Oosthy to regarded as haCer. 
than most Nmrtbem liberals.

(But the talks got nowhere. 
OonnoUy Inforroed Goodwin 
(desoribed by a Oooaally aide 
as “tough. Just like us") that 
Texas and most of the South 
were backing Humphrey pMlod.

A footnote; Disturbed by the 
police clsahes with ytppiea Just 
before the bt)U()ting began 
Wednesday night, McCarthy 
startled his staN by suggesting 
he oonoede Humphrey’s victory, 
thereby obviating toe need for 
a ballot and perhaps alleviating 
itension. He was talked out of 
the scheme by his top campaign 
managem, Blair Ctaric and 
Stove MOtchell, who oonvlnoed 
him that such,,a step would 
have no impact on the vioience

Prospeots for Vice President 

Ifumphrey getting badly need­
ed help from Speaker Jesse 
U^ruh and bis personal oegan- 
Ksatlon In California were low­
ered here by InsensiUve'6iend- 
Mng of the sensitive Unriib.

It wss ecarcely tactful when 
Humpbrey picked Mayor Jo- 
eeph Alloto of Ban Franctoco, 
Unruh’s, rival for the guber­

natorial nomination in 1970, to - 
make hie nominating speech. 
What fallowed, however, was 
even worse.

As a non-dele gate, Alloto was 
not eligible to make toe speech. 
So WUllam Ooblentz, a Hum­
phrey delegate from Sen Fran- 
oisco, offered to resign from the 
delegation If Unruh would 
promise to appoint Alloto to re­
place Mm. Unruh flatly refused 
In toe absence of a personal re­
quest from Humphrey himself.

He gave the same bhmt an­
swer to a sucoesBlon ot Hum- 
ituey agents contacting Mm 
(includiiig an angry Sen. Walter 
Mondole ot Minnesota, Hum­
phrey’s co-campaign dudrman). 
Finally emd belatedly, Hum­
phrey himself telephoned end 
Unruh readily agreed.

The IncldeRt casts doUbt on 
toe current strategy by Hum­
phrey . men ot letting Unruh 
oome to them rather than 
soliciting Ms support. It may be 
a long wait.

A vicious fight broke out In 
the middle ot toe New Tork 
delegation on toe convention’s 
opening night over toe vote on 
a motion by Speaker Jesse Un­
ruh of CoUfomia to adjourn toe 
convention and take up creden­
tials battles the next day. When 
Howard Samuels, Federal small 
business administrator, tried to 
get the delegation to caucus, he 
was hooted down.

The delegation had edready 
had one caucus on Monday. It 
was decided then' that on all

quesUons involving minority re­
ports on credentials cases or 
procedural Issues toe delegation 
would uhanlmoudy vote for toe 
minority positton.

But Vice President Hubert 
Humphrey’s agents were wmtI- 
ed about toe test vote on Un- 
ruh’a adjournment motion. 
Through Humphrey’s New York 
operative, Eugene FMey, toe 
word was passed to Humphrey 
man Samuels: Round up some , 
New York votes against Unruh.

Samuels not only loot his ef­
fort to get another caucus. He 
was attacked by several New 
York delegates, tocluding 
Eugene Nickerson, Nassau 
County executive and a McCar­
thy supporter. At one point Nick- 
eraon yelled at Samuels over 
the din ot the convention that 
he was a ‘‘racist’’ for wanting 
to vote against Unruh’s moUon.

"You want to vote for Con­
naUy,’ ’ Nickerson ttiouted. And 
Paul O’Dwyer, McCarthyite De­
mocratic Sencdorial candldale, 
riiouted; "Is that toe price you 
have to pay for wcvklng In the 
Jotmson administration?’’ 

Nickerson was Joined by oth­
ers, and the delegation hooted 
down Samuel’s request for each 
Individual to vote "as an Indi­
vidual" against the Unruh mo­
tion. In toe end the veto was 
190 to 0 for Unruh. But the inci­
dent heightened toe already 
dangerous antagonism within 
the New York delegation 
against Humphrey end Ms po- 
UUcaJ agents In New York.

Based qn prdjacted 
needs, South Windsor hw  too 
much land aoned for commer­
cial use and changes to IndUJ- 
trla l or residential zones wlDuld 
be both realistic and beneficial 
to the town.

The general extent o f the. In­
dustrial area along Rt. B ^ d  
■tha railroad would be maintain­
ed w ith the following excep­
tions: The commercial zone to. 
Uie area bounded by Rt. 5, 
Strang Hd., W est Rd., W est 
Rd. and SulHvan A.ve; vtould 
become an industrial acne; the 
area extending from between 
the irallroad and.Bro<>kUdd and

G riffin  Sts. from Troy Rd. to 
the East Windsor line would be 
changed from-an induatrlal zone 
to  a resIdenUal zone (recent de­
velopment dn the area Indicates 
that this is a more suitable 
deslgnatfon), .and the area be­
tween the ScanUc R iver and 
East Windsor would be changed 
to a residential zone.

Town Service Proposal 
Among the recommendations 

in the area of town services: 
Town roads would be stand­

ardized and maintetined accord­
ing tio projected dally traffic 
needs. Conafderable realignment 
and improvement of road Inter- 
i-ecttons, and a by-paas o f Rt.
30 to Rt. 74 around Wapping 
center is regarded os essential 
to  accommodate future traffic 
patterns and volumes.

Veteran's Memorial Parii 
would be expanded tcT at leiast 
50 acres; an outdt)Of-lndoor 
swimming pool would be Includ­
ed at the recommended new 
high Bcjwtoi-communlty park 
site: ttro 100-acre multi-pur­
pose^ parks connected by hiking 
trails and bridle paths would be 
acquired In the Connecticut 
R iver flood plain; two private - 
ga lf courses would be permitte<l 
and cm area of approximately 
760 acres along Strong and 
Foster iRds. In the Podunk R iv­
er area would be designated an 
open space area for the purpose 
of wetlands preservation.

Need tor Schools
In the area of community 

facilities:
Between now end 1985 South 

Windsor w ill need a new hlg^i 
school with a capacity of ap­
proximately 2,000; the con­
version of the present high 
school to middle school use, and 
two to three new elementary 
schools. The planners recom­
mend that the new high school 
site be used, for both eduiMitlon 
and community faciUHes, such 
as an Indoor-outdoor swimming 
pool, an auditorium and after­
school library use.

The plan recommends a new 
central library in the area of the 
new town hall, with tlie Wood

Library serving as a branch of 
the central library.

A  new central flrq station to 
be constructed in the next de­
cade In the vicinity of CJhapel 
Rd. and Pleasant Valley Rd. 
near Rt. 5 Is recommended.

It Is recommended that areas 
along the Scantic, Podunk and 
OonnecUcut River, as well as 
some smaller brooks be de­
signated Flood Plain Zones and 
that flood plain zoning be culcpt- 
ed as part o f the South Windsor 
zoning regulations.

The plan has been distributed 
to various town agencies and Is 
available for public readtogr at 
the town clerk’s .o fflca  and in 
the pubBc libraries.
